Ottawa, Jan. 29—The board of com- 
toei-ce has replied in a memorandum 
submitted to the sub-committee of the
cabinet, to which on Thursday last was 
addressed the appeal of the textile man­
ufacturers from the board’s question­
naires as to the operations, cost and 
profits of the textile industry. The 
board in strong terms denies the cabin­
et’s jurisdiction to entertain any such ap­
peal. In an appendix to the memoran­
dum, it sets up that the textile manu­
facturers have made representations 
which are contrary to the facts. The 
memorandum contains this challenge:— 

“It is further submitted that if this 
board is to continue to exist it must be 
permitted to function as by law intend­
ed, and that if manufacturers or others 
may appeal or resort to council from 
the board’s questioning of them and be 
heard with effect, then the work of this 
board might as well now be openly 
abandoned as be subjected to frustra­
tion.”

The following are extracts from the 
board’s memorandum :—

“This board submits that council has 
no general appeal authority over this 
board, nor any authority in appeal over 
this board witli respect to provisions un­
der Section 19 of the combines and 'fair 
prices act Documents issuing under 
that section are mere notices of the 
board’s requirements.

THE WOOL MARKET.
(BradstreePs.)

Wool trading has been rather quiet in 
a private way at Boston, most interest 
centering in the opening of the British 
auctions of Australian wools. Predicted 
high levels of values for the better grades 
of merinos were far exceeded by the ac­
tual fact, all previous records being sur­
passed both in the grease and on the 
clean basis. Top prices were $1.68 ^for 
greasy wool and $2.86 for Clean. 
Zealand crossbreds went badly, 
heavy withdrawals and little interest. 
Outside of this, the only feature was 
moderate trading in medium wools,prices 
at private sale being firm and unchanged. 
Stocks of unsold wool in Boston, made 
up by the Boston Wool Trade Associa­
tion, as of Dec. 31, total 87,644*233 
pounds, compared with 58,727,615 pounds 
Dec. 31, 1917, when the last previous 
compilation of stocks was made. Gov­
ernment wool stocks Jan. 17, 1920, are 
stated to have been 82,368,193 pounds of 
clothing.

TORONTO RETAIL PRICES. 
(Toronto Globe, Saturday.)

In the butchers’ stalls round roasts 
of beef were to be found at 20 to 30 
cents a pound; round steak, 32 cents; 
sirloin, 35 cents, and porter-house, 40 
cents. Sausages were to be found as 
low as 20 cents a pound, and bacon for 
49 cents. Legs of lamb were 35 cents. 
Chickens were 35 cents a pound to 45 
cents.

The fish stalls had frozen herring at
9 cents a pound; haddock, 12 cents ; 
whitefish, 14 cents; cod and pickerel, 15 
cents; haddie, 17 cents; trout, 20 cents; 
fillet of haddie, salmon and halibut, 23 
cents.

New-laid eggs ran all the way from 80 
cents to $1.10, but 85 cents was the pre­
vailing price. Butter was 65 to 70 cents 
a pound, but mostly 70 cents.

Apples were 75 to 85 cents a basket, 
and pineapples were 15 cents each and 
2 for 25 cents. Rhubarb was 16 and 20 
cents a bunch.

Potatoes were 75 cents a peck and 
$4.25 to $4.50 a bag. Beets were 50 cents 
a peck, onions $1, and carrots 40 cents, 
while parsnips were 60 cents a peck or 
15 cents a measure. Turnips were 5 to
10 cents “each ; cabbages, 5 to 25 cents ; 
California cauliflower, 35 to 50 cents; 
celery 20 cents a bunch ; leaf lettuce, 3 
bunches for -10 cents; head lettuce, 20 
and 25 cents, a head; parsley, 5 and 10 
cents a bunch; garden cress, 3 bunches 
for 10 cents, and mint, 10 cents a bunch.

F. S. THOMAS FOR THE DRY Much regret was manifested today 
about the city when it became known 
that Joseph S. Knowles had passed away 
at his home, 98 Elliott row, after an ill­
ness of a feWi'Weeks. He was one of 
St. John’s best known citizens and his 
friends were numbered in all walks and 
ages of life, for by his genial manner! 
and his many activities he had the happy I 
faculty of keeping in touch with young 
and old. He was eighty-five years of. 
age, and a natire of Nova Scotia, hav­
ing been bom in Granville Ferry, N. S. j 
a son of the late Edward T. and 
Phoebe Knowles. He was a descendant 
of Harry Knowles, who settled in New­
port, N. S., in 1760.

Mr. Knowles was a brother of the 
late Judge E. T. C. Knowles and is | 
survived by his wife and three daugh- j 
ters—Mrs. C. P. Barnes of Bridgetown, 1 
N. S.; Mrs. H. V. Berry of Elliott row,
St. John, and Mrs. R. O. Bond of Fred­
ericton. He had one son, “Bobby,” who : 
was killed in the famous crater engage­
ment of the 26th Battalion. Mr. Knowles 
was naturally very proud of the lad, for : ^ 
he was but a boy, and was badly j „ 
shaken when the cables brought news [ 
of his death. In politics Mr. Knowles 
was a Conservative, and in religion a 
Methodist, a member of Centenary 
church. His funeral will be held on 
Saturday afternoon at 2.30 o’clock.

While he was very young he was 
brought to St. John by his family and 
had since made his home here. His 
father conducted a wholesale grocery 
business, and Mr. Knowles engaged 
with him for a while, later going into 
the printing and publishing business, in 
which he became very well known.

Mr. Knowles was for some years 
secretary-treasurer of the St. John Gas 
Co., about up to the time of the great 
fire. After that he engaged in the print­
ing and ipublishing business, issuing, 
among other publications, a paper called 
“The Gripsack,” and being of the most 
popular contributors to a weekly periodi­
cal called “The New Dominion,” or 
“Two Humors.” His writings were 
mostly in a humorous strain, for his sense 
of humor was highly developed and he 
had a well founded reputation for wit.
He also published various booklets and 
advertising circulars. It is about eight 
or ten years since he retired from active 
business.

Some months ago Mr. Knowles sus­
tained injuries in a fall which shook him 
up severely. But such was his spirit that 
just a few days later he was out with a 
cheery welcome for the boys of the 26th 
battalion, some of them pals of his son 
who had been with him when he was 
killed. One of his friends % i I today 
“there was always a smile wneii he was 
around.” He had a pleasant word for 
everyone, was highly esteemed by a large 
circle of friends and was indeed most 
likeable in character.
