New York, April 26—Officers of the
North German Lloyd liner Princess Irene,
which docked just before midnight, told
today of a wireless message which they

intercepred on Wednesday from a ship—
the name not learned—reported that in
passing fifty miles from the scene' of the
Titanic disaster, she had sighted an iceberg
on which were the bodies of more than a
dozen meén.

All wore life belts and the bodies were
huddled in groups at the base of the berg.
It was the opinign' of officers of the ship,
that the men had climbed on the mass of
ice and had frozen to death, as théy were
swept southward. No attempt was made
to take off the bodies.

London, April 26-—All the London un-
derwriters who are connected with the in-
surance on the Titanic and who themselves
are losers to the amount of nearly $4,000,-
000 by the disaster, have signed a mes-
sage of sympathy which has been for-
warded to J. Bruce Ismay.

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Course of Senate Committe in Titanic
Investigation is Watched With Anxi-
ety in British Official Circles

(Canadian Press)

London, April 26—The British public is
displaying considerable resentment at the
course which the American committee in-
vestigating the Titanic disaster is taking
with regard  to the detention of British
subjects and the manner of their exumip-
ation.

The matter is being discussed every-
where and the attitude generally is that

J. Bruce Ismay, managing dirgctor of the
International Mercantile Marine and the

crew of the Titanic wete convicted before
the trial.

The subject is one of great anxiety in
official circles, as it is feared that, should
the senate committee condemn the com-
pany and the crew -its action would give
rise to ill-feeling between the people of
the two nations.

It is admitted that the senate has a per-
fect right to inquire into the death of
Americans, but it is felt that the com-
mittee is going far beyond this.

They will be arraigned ‘in
police court at Portsmouth’this afternoo
and charged -with mutiny. G

The White Star officials appealed to the
government to support’ them in their ef-
forts to obtain adequate punishment for
the mutinous crew, adding that unless
firmness was shown now the company
would' despair of being able to restore dis-
cipline and maintain its sailing schedules. !

The national sailors’ and firemen’s union
repudiates the action of the strikers, who'
are said to have been advised by the sea-
farers’ organization, which recently with-
drew from the parent body.

The firemen ‘of the Olympic struck on,
Wednesday, five minutes before the ‘vessel
was due to sail. Their grievance was the
alleged failure of the company to proper-
ly equip the steamer with lifeboats. 'Sub-
sequently a deputation of union firemen
witnessed a test of the life saving appar-
atus, and being satisfied agreed to return
to work., Meantime, however, their fel-
lows had dispersed, leaving word that they
would not rejoin the ship while eighteen
firemen who had remained aboard when
the others left, had been discharged. This
concession was refused by the company,
who said that they would lay up the
Olympic rather than suffer coercion.

London, April 26—The headquarters of'
the National Sailors’ and Firemens’ Union
in this city today repudiated the action
of the malcontents of the Olympic. An of-
ficial said that the seafarers’ uniom, an
organization which receritly broke away
from the National Union was responsible
for the strike. He said: “We are afraid
that the men have been badly advised and’
regret their action because it will leave a '
bad impression and bring firemen generally
into disrepute.” '

A Second Note to Turkey—Latter
Awaits Guarantee by Italy

St. Petersburg, April 26—Turkey having
replied in a manner considered unsatis-
factory to the Russian note protesting
against the closing of the Dardanelles, the
Russian government has decided at once
to send a second and more energetic note
to Constantinople.

Until a guarantee is given by Italy that
they will not attempt to force the Dar-
danelles, it i¢ announced from Constanti-
nople that the Turkish government will
keep them closed.

French General and the Story
Which Follows Him
Around---Napoleon a Poor

the distinguished Frenchmen who

will ‘reach New 1ork today, forming the
Hanotaux party, who are to present to the
United States the Rodin bust of “La
Belle France,” there should be, according
to the original programme, General Brug-
ere, who at_one time was said to be more
powerful than the whole French parlia-
ment combined, and the real master of
TFrance; but that is a long time ago.

General Brugere saw _active service
during the Tunisian expedition. He was
in command of the 12th Regiment of ar-
tillery, then at Vincenes, and as general
of division, was placed successively in com-
mand of the 12th Infaniry Division at
Rheims and the 8th Army Corps at Bourges
and of the 2nd Corps at Amiens, these
promotions being rapidly followed by high-
‘er and higher honors, until there remain-
ed nothing for him to desire.

- OF course there are wicked people who
gaid and will continue doubtless to as-
sert that this fine soldier made his way
more essily and at greater speed on the
thick Aubusson carpets of the Elysee Pal-
ace, or even upon the velvety moss of
forests deep and green, and dewy, like
for instance, that of Rambouillet, whete
he received the wound to which he owed
his highest military honors, as also hig re-
tenfion, at a critical moment, on the staff
of the president, who had slated him for
removal, The story that he was accident-
ally shot by Sadi Carnot, during a bat-
{ue, on January 11, 1888, at Rambouillet,
bas been re over and over again, in
both the French and the foreign press,
&nd even embodied in several books. His
promotion was declared to be by way of
m.penuﬁon for injuries thus received.

re was something in the whole affair
that appealed to his countrymen’s sense
of humor, and numerous were the gibes
_that were aimed at him. Brugere bore
everything in silence for a long time. It
was not until Camille Pelletan, a former
minister of marine and a political advers-
aty of the general, insisted, in hig Parisian
newspaper, that General Brugere owed all
his advancement and his high military
position to an accidental shot in the rear,
that he published & protest and denial.

The general, who is after all a very gal-
lant and efficlent officer, declared that he
was not shot in the back at all but in
front, and that the author of the accident
was not President Carnot, but one of vue
head keepers named Darrien. Presi-
dent Carnot’s son forwarded to me this ex-
planation General Brugere at the time
it was mar with the request that I pub-
lish it in order to relieve his father, in
the estimation of the American people, of
the imputation of prevarication.

It is always very difficult to get at the

truth of these shooting accidents, where
jmportant personages are concerned, and
even to this day there are many people
who refuse to accept the explamation of
(General Brugere, and insist upon the more
entertaining account of the affair, and its
alleged consequences.
# A certain order of minds evincé a reluct-
ance to spoil an amusing story, even in
the interests of truth. As to Darrien, the
game-keeper, the last I heard of him, he
was still in the service of the French
government, though not as a game-keep-
er.

The dominion government has establish-
ed elsewhere, an experimental station to
try out the possibilities of peat as fuel.
The early colonists along -the New Eng-
land coasts prior to the discovery of an-
thracite, made general use of peat as fuel,
and in Massachusetts and Rhode Island
abandoned peat bogs may be seen. In the
United States there are known to be peat
deposits with an aggregate of nearly thir-
teen billion tons of peat, and having a
monetary value of about $38,000,000,000.

Peat may be prepared as air dried
slightly compressed blocks at an expense
of from  seventy-five cents to $1.50 per
ton, dependent, of course, upon conditions.
Peat is easily prepared for the market by
labor under the direction of any farmer,
who has peat upon hig land. . X

Its employment as tuel by no means ex:
hausts its usefulness. In Denmark as well
as other countries .alcohol for industrial
purposes is being extracted from peat, also
ammonia, brown dyes and tanaing mater-
ials. The farmer will also find it to be a
cheap {fertilizer for partially exhaust-
ed land.

Remarkable Figur e Disappears
From the Court Life of Turkey

Constantinople, April 26—A remarkable
figure has disappeared from the court. life
of the padishah and khalif by- the death
of Redjeb Aga. Redjeb began his services
at the court in 1839, soon aiter the ascen-
sion of Sultan Abdul Medjid. He was such
a faithful and able servant, and so ex-
ceedingly witty withal, that he became the
favorite of his master, who bestowed up-
on him every possible favor—money, rank,
houses, &c. Redjeb soon found himself en-
ox_'mously rich. This, however, never made
him proud or overbearing, and he contin-
ved to enjoy the good will and admira-
tion of all at court and outside of it. |

When ' the - splendor-loving Abdul Aziz
became padishah in 1861, Redjeb was pro-
moted to the high rank of a ‘““lala” (tutor)
to Prince }\lurnd, who ascended the throen
as Sultan ‘Murad V. in 1876.

Lala Redjeb continued to acquire riches
and favors, and he possessed letters of ap-
probation and * gratitude from all three
Bultans. Many a charming story is told
of his cunning, shrewdness, and generosity,

But “Red” Abdul Hamid came to the

jeb in the twinkling of an eye. Abdul was
jealous of his riches, of his influence, of
the admiration everybody paid him, 'and
he imprisoned him. For many years the
innocent lala was kept détained in a specia!
cell at Yildiz Kiogsk. Redjeb was released
only with the advent of the constitution.
He did not survive long, as the privations

John, and
declared that unless Halifax secured a
new system of city government the devel-

Sopment of the port would be checked. The

mayor and apparently a majority of the
aldermen are in favor of the existing city
council system. .

The experience of Monireal, Ottawa and
Toronto has shown that the board of con-
grol system has some advantages, but there
are also disadvantages. Friction arises be-
tween the board of confrol and the city
couneil; so much so that the Ottawa
newspapers have expressed themselves
quite strongly in favor of the abandon-
ment of that eystem for the commission
plan. The citizens of Halifax are some-
what conservative and apparently hesi-
tate to go the length of abandoning al-
together 'the city council system. Should
the board of control be adopted, they will

would have done better to have followed
the example of 8t. John, and placed the
‘gity government in the hands of five good

MAINE ORCHARDISTS
Interest in the -development of the
orchard industry has epread to the state
of ‘Maine. The second of a series of meet-
ings of Penobscot’ Valley fruit growers is
being held today under the auspices of
the agricultural committee of the Bangor

" Chamber of Commerce. The Commercial

says it is probable that an Apple-Growers’
Exchange for handling shipments will be
formed as a permanent body. In reply to
a series of inqnuiries, apple. growers in the
Penobscot Valley have declared them-
selves in favor of am association to hold
regular meetings for the discussion of or
chard problems, and they also favor the
establishment of an Apple-Growers Ex-
change, along the lines of the California
Fruit Growers’ Exchange, which has been

‘ of so. much benefit to orange growers in

marketing their products. It is claimed
that through such an organization a uni-
form scale of prices, the best that can be
Bad under existing market conditions at
any time, can be secured. The .Commer-
cial says it is expected that the action to
be taken today will have a most bene@cial
effect on the orchard industry of Maine.
The action of the Maine orchardists
should be of interest in this province, in
view of the remarkable interest that has
‘been developed in the past year in fruit
sulture in New Brunswick.

SANATARIA AND HEALTH
Dr. Miller, medieal superintendent of the
Nova Scotia sanitarium at Kentville, has
lately presented some very interesting facts
avith regard to the value of these institu-
tions,and to their effect upon the com-
munity where they are located. He urges
the people of Kentville to provide board-
Jng-houses, so that more patients may be
{reated there, and contends that such ac-
tion would benefit the community as well
as the patients.
In answer to the question if there is
- any real ‘danger from the presence of a
‘sanitarium for consumptives to the well
members of a community, Dr. Miller de-
clares thexe is absolutely nonme, if the in-
stitution is properly conducted. He points
out that the National Association for the
Prevention of Tuberculosis, sent out cir-
culars to 79 of the largest sanitariums in
the United States and Canada. The ans-
wers showed that almost in no case had
the value of adjacent land been effected,
unless it was increased in value. In 58
per cent of the instances there was an in-
crease in the value of the land adjacent.
In 35 per cent there had been no change
and in only 7 per cent & depreciation.
With regard to the attitude of the dom-
munity towards the institutions, it was
stated that in 37 there was no opposition
at any time. In two there was once vigor-
ous opposition, in five there was still some
objection and in fourteen the opposition,
which was at first offered, has since disap-
peared. Regarding the effect on the com-
munity it was shown to have been good,
or at least not unfavorable, in every case.
Several institutions reported regarding the
health of their employes, and it was stated
that none of these had ever contracted
the disease. Dr. Miller says that the op-
position to a sanitarium in any neighbor-
hood was largely due to an unreasonable
and unreasoning prejudice. Summing up
the whole case, Dr. Miller says:—
“Experience has proved that there is ab-
solutely no danger from a well-conducted
sanitarium, and that there is mo valid
reason for fear in regard to it. The edu-

. cational influence of each of these insti-

tutions, exerted through its patients, ex-
tends beyond its own neighborhood and
by increasing the knowledge of the nature
of tuberculosis lessens the fear of it when
proper care against infection is taken, as
it is in all well conducted sanatoria. The
more completely this knowlodge'prcvails
{he sooner will those in need of sanatoria
cock their shelter, the shorter will be their
stay. and the sooner will any unfavorable
offect on surrounding property by reason
of the purpose to which such institutions
sre devoted disappear. The fear then

that exists in the public mind is ground-
less. Tuberculosis is not contagious in
the sense that smallpox, plague and diph-
theria are. It is a communicable disease
spreading through carelessness in the dis-
posal of secretions containing tubercle bac
illi. The chief avenues of infection are by
way of the respiratory and the gastro-in-
testinal tracts. Mere contact with a con-
sumptive is not sufficient to produce tuber-
culosis. During twenty-five years in which
the Adirondack Cottage Sanatorium has
been in operation not one of the help

ave developed tuberculosis although they
have been thrown daily in intimate con-
tact with the patients. The same can b€
said of workers in tuberculosis dispensar-
jes and throat clinics; the danger is found
to be imaginary rather than real. Tuber-
culosis can only he developed when the re-
sistance of the body becomes lowered. Keep
the body in a heaithy state through proper
food, regular life, appropriate occupation,
sufficient amount of pure air for the re-
quirements of health, and tuberculosis will
m}t deyelop.”

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PIGMY ELEPHANT AND HIPPO

German Sportsman Gets Them in Wild
Game Hunt in Africa

Berlin, Aproil 26—Captain Hans Schom
burgk, a German big game hunter, who
is at present in the interior of Liberia,
has come across a dwarf elephant, whicl,
when fully developed, attains the size of
a cow. He hopes to secure a living speci-
men to bring home. He has also shot a
pigmy hippopotamus, and captured an-
other, which he intends to bring alive to
Europe.

The existence of these diminutive ani-
male in Africa has been known for some
years, and the New York Zoological Gar-
dens possesses a specimen of the dwarf
elephant, which was procured, by Messrs.
Hagenbeck. The little elephants differ
from their larger brethern in being par-
ticularly savage, and instead of running
away from strangers, will charge at them.

A pigmy hippopotamus was recently of-
fered by Meesre. Hagenbeck to the Zoo-
logical Gardens at Regent's Park, Lon-
don, but the price asked was too high for
acceptance. The small hippo is more of
a land animal than its amphibious bro-
ther, which spends most of his days in the
water, and it will as often be found in
the dense forests as in the rivers.

The causes which determine the eize of
these animals are .as little unuderstood as
those which govern the races of pigmies
of the human family to be found in cer-
tain parts of the uncivilired world.

The winterport season of 1911-12 is fast
drawing.to a close. With the arrival here
of one or two more of the big liners the
season will' end. It has been a very suc-
cessful one. The returns for the steamers
that have eailed so far this season, 105
in number, -show that the value of the
cargoes taken away this season amount to
$26,533,067. Last geason the total value
of the cargoes taken away by all of the
steamers, 111 in number, amounted to
only $23,660,042, which gives an increase
of $2,864,025. And there has yet to be

more CArgoes.

The Allan liners Sardinian and Tunisi-
an, the C. P. R. liner Empress of Brittain
and the Donaldson liner Cagsandras have
yet to make one voyage each to this port.
The Brfitain is due tomorrow, the two Al-
lan steamers on Sunday and. the Donald-
son liner on Tuesday. By the end of next
week things will begin to be quiet around
the sheds at Sand Point.

The coal strike on the other side affect-
ed the sailings of some of the stemaers
The Donaldson line had to cancel one or
two sailings.

The staffs of the Allan and C. P. R.
lines will leave for Montreal and Quebec
some time next week. Some have u‘frvady
gone, but the most of them have remained
here to close up:the work of the season.
