The chairman of the
School Board made .appreciative refer-
ence to the work of W. C. Bowden,
who for many years has been the
leader of the High School -orchestra,
and J. F. Browne, musical instructor in
the schools.

GIFTS FOR SAINT JOHN.

In his essay on “Santa Claus in the
World,” Master Buckley named some
of the things he would give for Christ-
mas presents if he were Santa. Among
shese he named new industries, a fair
<hare of the grain shipments, a few
thousand boosters for the city, a new
rnilroad-station and a new high schoel.

FOR MARITIMES.

To the Maritime Provinces he would
give an additional 1,000,000 population
and largely increased tourist traffic
with the necessary hotels and steamers
to accommodate them.

To the Dominion as a whole he
would give several more million people
made up by bringing back thpse who
have gone to the republic to the south,
and selected immigration from Europe.
To the C. N. R. he would give a few
dollars surplus, he would wipe out the
national debt and to one or the other
of the political leaders he would give a
clear majority in parliament. To the
world at large he would give world
peace and he would make the United
States a member of the League of Na-

tions.

FRANC IMPROVES

Capitalization 'of Tobacco Mon-
opoly For 25 Million
Francs Suggested

PARIS, Dec. 18—A loan of ten billion

francs, floated in France and
abroad, the interest and amortization of
which would be guaranteed by a 10
per cent. levy or contribution on the
amount of the business turnover of all
the great French industries, is pro-
posed by the industrialists of Lille,
Roubaix and Tourcoing as a solution
of the financial situation.

The loan would form the basis of an
autonomous amortization fund under
government control. The plan is said
to have greatly impressed President
Doumergue, Premier Briand and Fin-
ance Minister Doumer, to whom it has
been explained, and conferences be-
tween the industrialists and the finance
minister, are to continue.

TOBACCO MONOPOLY.

A bill of capitalization of the tobacco
monopoly to the amount of twenty-
five billion francs, is being introduced
in the Chamber of Deputies -this
afternoon. It is a socialistic measure
sponsered by Wirent Auriol, but is
meeting ' with much support from the
{other groups.

Stock lLearing five per cent. interest
would be issued. Ten billion francs of
this would be reserved for bearers of
national defence bonds, ten billion for
holders of French rentes or other state
bonds, and five billions for fresh money.
Four billion francs of the fresh money
would immediately be turned over to
the state as the nucleus of an amorti-
zation fund.

FRANC IMPROVES.

Both this solution and that proposed
by the industrialists, have been re-
ceived enthusiastically on the bourse.
One result was seen today when the
frane, which opened at 27.53, to the
dollar, rose to 27.01.

° The occasion was the adjourned de-
bate on a bill introduced to amend the
summary convictions act for the pur-
pose of awarding a jury trial in the
case of appeals against summary con-
victions.

Labor, provincial and independent
members, who hitherto have voted
consistently with the government,
sided with the opposition, the amend-
ment being approved 24 to 23. The
government, through Hon. Mr. Manson,
Attorney-General, had opposed the bill.

COMBINED MARITIME ACTION

NEEDED.

The Councll of the Saint John Boarl
of T'rade took vigorous action yester-
day with respect to the question of
diverted Canadian trafic, which has
aroused so much feeling not only in the
Maritime Provinces but in many of the
Jarger Canadian centres, as is shown
by sharp and outspoken editorials in
the leading newspapers of the country.
The Council adopted a resolution which
will presently, no doubt, be placed in
the hands of Right Hon. W. L. Mac-
kenzie XKing, Right Hon. Arthur
Meighen, Mr. Robert Forke, and all
of the twenty-nine members of Par-
liament from the Maritime Provinces.

The resolution recites the purpose
for which the Canadian railways were
built at immense cost, and points out
that faith has been broken with the
Canadian public, and that the diversion
of traffic to American ports is increas-
irig, contrar}r to the interests of Canada
and the Empire. The final paragraph
of the resolution is:

“Be is therefore resolved, that the

Federal Government be requested

“to at once instruct. the Canadian

{National Railway officlals to em-

#ploy to the fullest extent the facili-

ties ,ﬂwhich the country is being

“taked to maintain, and to augment

these facilities with whatever 'is -

{necessary to retain the entire traf-

“fic of Canada within her own bor-

rders.

(It is necessary to go to the Govern-
ment and to Parliament because of the
failure of the C. N. R. executive o
apply the obvious and necessary
remedy. Parliament represents the
people who paid for the railways and
whose interests have been betrayed.
Parliament sets out the principles by
which both the C. N. R. officials and
tl;e Railway Commission are guided.

¢There should now be combined
Maritime Province action in following
tliis matter up, action showing that
the Maritimes are indignant that the
close of inland navigation was not
f&lo@ed by the required measures to
liﬁng the grain traffic to Maritime
ﬁbn‘.f; action proving that the Mari-
fifmes arc not content to wait longer,
as they have been waiting for twenty-
five years, for the pledges of Parlia-
ment to be redeemed, far the statutory
contracts of Parliament to be lived
niﬁ to.

'CLARION APPEAL ISSUED AT WINNIPEG

*Why Should Canada’s Seaboard Harbors Be Kept Out of Fair
Share of Grain Traffic,” is Question Asked at Toronto; East’s
Grievances Legitimate, Declaration Made in Montreal

THE demand that the rusty rails of the National Trans-
continental Railway be polished by the wheels of rolling
stock, and no longer neglected by diversion of traffic to for-
eign ports at appalling expense to Canadian taxpayers, is
receiving nation-wide endorsation.

The press, true reflector of public opinion throughout
the Dominion, is speaking and speaking in no halting or
nncertain manner.

“Tt is a disturbing, an impossible position,” declares
the Ottawa Journal, in respect to figures showing that four
bushels of wheat have been going through American ports
for every bushel going through Canadian ports.

DEMAND AT TORONTO.

The Toronto Mail and Empire, pointing to the side-
fracking of the seaports of Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick, demands to know, “Why should the ports of the Mari-
time Provinces be kept out of their fair share of the grain
fraffic of this Dominion?”

( ' In the course of a powerful editorial, quoted in full
In this paper a couple of days ago, The Manitoba Free
Press sounds a clarion call for action. “Will the Govern-
ment act? Will Parliament act? If not, what is the expla-
hation?” asks the Winnipeg paper.

IMMEDIATE ACTION ASKED.

'The Montreal Star, too, has. joined the chorus of pro-
fest against the starvation of Maritime ports in favor of
United States ports. The Maritime grievance that the
parliamentary pledge made twenty years ago has been
treated with contempt is right and legitimate, declares The
Star, calling for immediate Government action.

The Halifax Herald, right in the van of this campaign,
urges that we mobilize Maritime demands, and suggests
that a “‘National Transcontinental Railway conference” of
the Maritime interests be convened at the earliest moment.
This calls for a mass meeting hacked by the Maritime

COMPANY'’S AGREEMENT.

“By Section 43 of the agreement
the company agrees that ‘

““It shall not; in any matter-with-
in its power either, directly or in-
directly advise or éencourage trans-
portation of such freight by routes
other than those above provided, but
shall in all respects in good faith use
its utmost endeavors to fulfill the
conditions, on which public aid is
granted, namely, the development of
trade through Canadian channels and
Canadian ocean ports.’

CHARLTON’S SPEECH.

“That there was no doubt in the
minds of the Government on this
matter is evinced from the speech of
Hon. J. Charlton who from his place
in the House sald:

“After giving Quebec a business that
that port can transact during the
season of open navigation, the road is
designed to carry that trade on during’
the winter to ports in the Maritime
Provinces to the port of Halifax and
the port of Saint John.

RATS CAN'T FIND MEAL.

“Today there is not a bushel of grain
in either of these. elevators. Even the
pigeons have flown and the rats cannot
find enough for a meal. One of the
elevators indeed has not stored a kernel
of wheat for some years.

“Since. the opening of the present
grain hauling season 92,000 carloads of
wheat were loaded at C. N. R. points
in the prairies. Yet not a single car-
load of this has ever reached Halifax.
Out of the 124,545,000 bushels of grain
shipped from the west, Saint John has
had a paltry 1,250,000 but not a single
bushel has gone to Halifax. The 123,-
000,000 odd bushels have gone else-
where, largely to Portland and other
United States ports.

HALIFAX PORT STARVED.

“The port of Halifax is being starv-
ed, while Portland and other American
cities are growing rich and prosperous
out of Canadian wheat. During the
month of November 24,000,000 bushels
of wheat were shipped to Great Britain
and of this amount more than 18,000,-
000 bushels were shipped from United
States ports.

The Mail and Empire dealt with
this great national issue in an edi-
torial entitled “Canadian Grain Via
United States Rotites” on December

“Canada’s exports of wheat to the
British market in the month of No-
yvember totalled 24,095,814 bushels. Of
this quantity 18,610,104 bushels went
via the United States, and only 5,485,-
710 bushels went through our own sea-
ports. ;

‘What observer of the progress that
has been made in this country in the
last generation is not surprised to find
that at this late date so much of our

ain reaches Britain through United
tates channels of transportation?
Hopes have been long entertained that
our own ports would become the outlet
of the -bulk of our graln exports, but
the realization of those hopes still seems
as distant at the end of the first quar-
ter of the twentieth century as it did
at the beginning.

ENORMOUS SUMS SPENT

In the twenty-five years enormous
sums have been expended upon eur
transcontinental railways, our ocean
ports and the terminal equipments al
the head of the lakes and on this side
of the lakes.

Canada has hecome the great wheat
exporter of the world, the destination
of most of the wheat that leaves the
country being the British Isles. That
! o much of our wheat reaches the sea

by way of the United States is the

more perplexing because that country
has practically no consumptive demand

for €Canadian wheat, its tariff of 42

cents a bushel all but completely clos-

ing that market. "

Besides all that has been done for
the creation of our splendid transconti-
nental railways, for harbor improve-
ment and for the construction of grain
elevators at all points of transfer, and

; for enabling our banks to finance the

now huge crop movement of the coun-

try a national spirit has been cultivated
that looks particularly to the country’s

Independence of our neighbor’s ap-

proaches to the sea.

We shall be told that as long as the
balance is economically in favor of

. Utlited States routes our grain is bound
to be very largely shipped by those
routes. . But all the expenditure that
has been made on our own routes, has
been for the purpose of turning the
econgmic advantage in their favor.
Navigation right to the ocean was still
open at the end of November.

, Government policy must become
something more than a phase. It must
begin to speak in results.

Premier King made much ado about
regulating freight rates on the Upper
Lakes and about cheapening the ocean
transit of our grain exports. But the
only result of his much talking was
go much muddling. Very ghastly was
the failure of his dealing with the car-
rying trade of the Great Lakes, and his
trifling with the problem of Atlantic
freight’ rates had in it an element of
tragedy.

Canada’s grain growers must have,
direct Canadian access to the British
market. Farmers of Western Canada
desire cheap and sufficient transit by
urely Canadian routes to Britain. Hav-
ng that, they can then feel assured
that their grain, which is superior to
that grown in the Western States, and
therefore commands higher British

rices, will not be lowered, in grade by

eing mixed with United States grain
in United States elevators.

VITAL TO MARITIMES.

To another section of the coun-
try, namely, the Maritime Prov-
inces, the shipping of our grain
through Canadian ports is of vital
moment. The side-tracking of the
seaports of Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick is one of the principal
causes of the sense of grievance
that has become acute in that part

—of the Dominion. We are informed
that Halifax, which is one of the
Empire’s most important ports,
and is the terminus of the Cana-
dian National Railways System,
has not handled a single bushel of
the 1925 grain crop. Yet Halifax
has two grain clevators, one of
which was completed this year at a
cost exceeding a million dollars.

Why should the ports of the
Maritime Provinces be kept out of
their fair share of the grain traffc
of this Dominion? They would
not be kept out of it if there was
good management at Ottawa.

OTTAWA, Dec. 17—¥or the first
time in five years the “Babson Chari
of Business Conditions” is registering
a decided rise above the normal line in
regard to Canadian business, declared
Ralph B. Wilson, vice-president of the
Babson statistical organization, when
interviewed here today.' .

“This improvement is due to an in-

FRANCES COLONIAL
POLICY IS DEBATED

Herriot Oppém Sale of Over-
seas Possessions to Settle

War Debts

PARIS, Dec. 18—A lengthy debate
on France’s colonial policy in the
Chamber of Deputies yesterday was
cincident with the launching at Brest
of the cruiser Duquesne. It was
summed up by M. Herriot, who said:
“The colonies are France’s daughters;
a mother does not sell her children.”

This was in reply to rumors that
France intended to sell certain overseas
possessions in order to settle her debts.
The cruiser Duquesne, first of the
two 10,000-ton cruisers built under the
1924 naval programme, was launched
at Brest yesterday. The vessel is 607
feet long, will carry 600 men, and have
a main armament of eight eight-inch
new model guns. The gun shields will
constitute practically her only arma-
ment.

Predicts Growth of

A. J. Cavan, of the Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa, chief inspector of
livestock cars and yards, is in the city
on a tour of inspection. Mr. Cavan
is examining the facilities for export

cattle and reports them in first class
condition.

He will
leave for Halifax today to look over
the yards there.

Mr. Cavan expressed satisfaction at
the greatly increased niimber of cattle
passing through Saint John and pre-
dicted that the increase would be
steady. Ie will visit the Maritime
Provinces again before the close of the
winter. i

fic of Canada within her own bor-
ders. s

FOR RAW MILK

Health Board Appoints Com-
mittee After Pasteuriza-
tion Discussion

Talk Over Regulaticns Brings
Qut Much of Interest on
Household Question

The net result of a Iengthy confer-
ence on the milk situation held yes-

‘| terday afternoon in Rhe rooms of the

Saint John: Sub-District Board of
Health, attended by members of the
board, Premier J. B. M. Baxter, Hon.
L. P. D. Tilley, James Lewis, M.L.A,,
W. H. Harrison, M.L.A., Dr. Henry L
Taylor, Minister of Health, and Chief
Health Officer G. G. Melvin was the
selection of a committee to meet and
consider a halfway measure for the
selling of raw milk to meet a demand
for the same which the Government
delegation contended existed in this
community.

NEW GRADE OF MILK.

This composite committee, named
{ jointly by Premier Baxter and Chair-
man John Kelly, of the Board of
Health, consists of Hon. L. P. D.
Tilley, E. P. Raymond, Mrs. R. J.
Hooper, Commissioner R. W. Wig-
more and Dr. - William Warwick.
They are to devise some regulations
| which will permit the sale of a grade

as the so-called certified milk and yet
unpasteurized. In the round-table
discussion it was pointed out by the
Government representatives  that
they would urge the sale of this mid-
dle grade of raw milk in deference to
the wishes of those opposed to pas-
teurization but under the stricture of
special permits to buyers and dealer
alike.

MR. HARRISON'S PLAN

W. H. Harrison, M. 1. A, who
opened the discussion, said he was in-
terested in some wegulation that would
allow the selling of what he termed
whole milk to meet the opposition to
pasteurized quality and at a smaller
price than the certified milk now being
sold at quite high rates. He said the
British Board of Health allowed sev-
eral grades of milk under the strictly
certified quality, and he saw no rea-
son why a similar plan might not be
adopted here. He would suggest, how-
ever, that in introducing this_idea all
persons- desiring to buy the unpas-
teurized article should secure permits
to do so, and that dealers handling it
should also be specially licensed. If
the cleanliness test and other regula-
tions pertaining to the health of milk
cattle were transgressed the license of
producers be cancelled.

The object in issuing permits to
users of this new brand of raw milk
and to farmers dealing in it, would be
to have a definite check upon the ef-
fect of the food-fluid in families using
it. Should disease arise in such a
household its milk supply could then
be readily investigated and scientific
measures taken to determine the real
source of illness, at least as to the pos-
sibility of its originating from the
millk.

PERTINENT QUESTIONS

Dr. L. M. Curren asked if it was in-
tended to extend this raw milk priv-
ilege to all vendors or to confine it to
a few.

Commissioner Wigmore asked if the
herds of dealers supplying this special
,milk would be expected to pass the
tuberculin test. He asserted that pas-
teurization killed all germs and was a
safeguard.

Chairman Kelly said that there were
38 milk dealers and complications
would certainly arise if this new priv-
ilege were confined to a few.

Hon. Dr. Taylor, the new Minister
of Health, enquired if the board
thought the demand for raw milk
would be greater than for pasteurized
under the proposed new scheme. He
also offered the thought that the unpas-
teurized article might find its way into
homes where immunity from germs
was an absolute necessity and, if so,
how would weakling children be pro-
tected?

POSSIBLE DIFFICULTIES

In a crossfire-of discussion converg-
ing upon a basis for proceeding with
Mr. Harrison’s suggestions, Dr. War-
wick asserted that dhe standard of
certified milk sold in.Saint John was
at present not so high as in other
places, inferring that a still lower
standard of raw milk might be dan-
gerous.

Commissioner Wigmore wondered if
milk farmers would be willing to
handle both pasteurized and unpastetir-
ized milk, which elicited from Dr. War-
wick the suggestion that the tuberculin
testing of cattle and the possibility of
the destruction of tainted animals—

This latter assertion however was chal-
lenged by Commissioner Wigmore and
others who said that scores of families
imported pasteurized milk into their
country homes in summertime by
choice.

SAYS BACKWARD STEP

Dr. H. L. Abramson, provincial Imc-‘
| teriologist, asserted it would be a lopg
{step backward if the status of ])u.s-i
Itcurized milk were impaired in this
| metropolitan community of the prov-
lince. Pasteurization was the only death
1to germ life in milk, a faithfdal car=
| rier of disease in the raw state. Tests
(of herds did not protect milk with any
certainty but pasteurization did. He
was sorry to hear other cities quoted
against the idea of pasteurization for
he felt since Saint John had taken such
;n forward place in this health measure
it should retain it and help blaze the
trail.

MR. TILLEY’S IDEA i

! desired raw milk. He concurred in the
| suggestion of a register of clustomers
'and dealers for this special privilege,
Ealso list of the herds supplying the
imilk.

CHIEF HEALTH OFFICER.

Pr. G. G. Melvin, chief provincial
health officer, said that vaccination was
legalized to prevent smallpox. Some
were not willing to be vaccinated, but
were quite willing to assumne the risk of
disease. Should be general public sub-
mit to this risk? In countries where
tests had been made, vagcination was,
obligatory as a preventive. " It had been
said during the discussion that Adam
and Eve used the same kind of milk
being used today in its raw state.
That might be true enough, but under
pasteurization from 300 to 400 lives
had been saved by the pasteurizing of
this food element in New Brunswick.
It ‘was not a question of cost, of added
labors or of licenses, but of human
lives. Tuberculosis, scarlet fever, diph-
theria and other diseases were dissem-
inated hy milk, even certified milk.
The infantile death rate was now
vastly lower, and it was the duty of
health bodies and health legislation ‘to
bring about this lowering of mortal-
ity statistics. Regulation could not
prevent all from dying, but with the
yvoung it could greatly lessen the num-
ber. of deaths. Pasteurization might
seem an arbitrary regulation to some,

and it was, but the same might be said
of vaccination and certain regulations !
protective of public health. Dr. Melvin !
said he was versuaded many Saint |
John people were greatly in favor of
pasturization. The chief medical offi-
cer said that at the outset he was
opposed to pasteurization, as he feared
it would bring about laxity in the con-
ditioning of cattle herds, but it had
turned out that such is not the case.

teurized milk sold in Saint John daily,
he ias told it whs In the vicinity of
15,000 quarts. The certified milk con-
sumption was about 100 quarts. Dr.
Curren said the members of the Gov-
ernment delegation were now exactly

in the same position he found himself
to be in three years ago when pasteur-
ized milk was introduced. As the
county representative he felt he was a
servant of the general public and he
strove hard to show both the dealers
and the people the advantages of the
new regulation. If there was to be a
relaxing of this stricture upon milk, a
scheme might be worked in which
Kings county milk (a day old in reach-
ing this city) might be pasteurized and
the fresher suburban milk of Saint
John sold raw.

Mrs. R. J. Hooper asked if it- was
intended to please the people or to save
the people, whereupon Dr. Curren
answered it was very difficult to con-
vince some lifelong users of raw milk
that it contained any dangerous ele-
ments.

LAWYER FOR MILKMEN.

E. P. Raymond, barrister, who was
invited to attend the meeting, having
fought several milk controversies for
the dealers in the court, said that the
surrounding country was being depleted
of many of its young farmers because
of pasteurized milk. He also asserted
that farm values had shrunken one-
third. -

In answer to Commissioner Wigmore,
Mr. Raymond said he did not know it
any less milk was being sold in Saint
John as a result of pasteurization,
whereupon the commissioner told him
that sales were vastly greater.

PREMIER AND HEALTH
MATTER.

.

The concluding speaker was Premier
Baxter, who urged the amelioration of
conditions = relative to unpasteurized
milk and expressed himself as favor-
able to the suggestions already made.

Because of the lateness of the hour,
Minister of Health Dr. Taylor did not
address the meeting except, after the
withdrawal of the special delegation, to
compliment the sub-district board upon
its efficient functioning and grasp of
local health matters.

FEW CLYDESDALES
NOW BROUGHT HERE

B. Finlayson, in City With 23,
Recalls Days of Large
Importations

Benjamin * Finlayson, formerly of
Aberdecnshire, Scotland, but for nearly
20 years resident at Brandon, Mani-
toba, a specialist in the importation of
standard bred Cyldesdale horses, was
in the city during the week-end arrang-
ing the transport of 23 noble steeds
from the Anchor-Donaldson liner “Car-
mia” to special box cars, taking the
horses to the western market.
Finlayson brought his first shipment of
Clydesdales to Canada 17 years ago
when a mere youth and is the man
chiefly responsible for the introduction
pof that hardy breed of equine into
western farmsteads.

Among the horses landed here was
a $3,000 prize stallion which won most
of the awards in Scotland and for
which he has a buyer waiting. The
other horses range from yearlings to
three-year-olds and the dealer expects
a brisk disposal of them, because of
improved money conditions
amongst grain-growing farmers. The
Scotch dealer states that when he first
began bringing out Clydesdales as
many as three thousand were distrib-
ated throughout the West in a single
vear; but the stock has so multiplied
that importation has grown less each
year since. In 1924 only nine Clydes-
dales were brought here by him.

As an indication how Western Can-
ada has grown in standard bred live-
stock, it is worthy of note that last
year at the Toronto winter cattle fair
a mixed exhibit from Manitoba swept
the prize list almost completely, an
achievement before unknown.
