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j London, May 12.—Premier Asquith’s 
announcement that the Commons will 
meet on June 8th gives the ministers 
a badly needed extension of holidays 
ahd , accords with the general desire 
that constitutional controversies should 
hot be resumed earlier than the days of 
Rational mourning.

The premier outlined the business to 
be taken up, namely, the civil list and 
some unnamed business, including pos­
sibly a bill dealing with the coronation 
path, which means a furthèr pause in 
the budget of 1910-11. It is not an­
nounced whether it will be introduced 
with the Lords veto, still undealt with, 
one of the complications perplexing 
politicians- here still.

With several weeks’ truce it is hoped 
something may happen to prevent fur­
ther dislocation of business by a gen­
eral election.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Whitehaven, England, May 12.— 

Scores of miners were Imprisoned and 
probably many killed to-day following 
a terrific explosion in the Wellington 
coal mine. Fire started after the ex­
plosion, and it was estimated that 137 
miners were caught alive in the burn­
ing pits.

Owing to the presence of explosive 
gases and great heat from the fire, res­
cuers were unable to reach the en­
tombed men for several hours after the 
explosion.

Mine officials admitted that the : 
death list probably would be heavy.

Added to the horror of fire is the pos­
sibility that some of the miners have 
been drowned like rats m the farther 
reaches of the mine which extend for 
four miles under the bed of the Irish 
sea.

Coronation Oath.
London, May 12.—Irish members of 

Parliament are determined to press the 
government to bring in a bill modify­
ing the declaration which the King 
makes on his accession to the throne 
in regard to the Catholic religion.

Leaders of both parties are under­
stood to. favor altering the oath so as 
to give no offence to Roman Catholics, 
but the difficulty is to discover a form 
of wbrds to satisfy Roman Catholics 
and yet be accepted by Protestants.

The attorney-general has prepared 
an alteration to the oath, arid has sub­
mitted it to several Roman Catholics. 
The Catholics especially take exception 
to the words which describe the mass 
as “superstitious and idolatrous,” and 
it is understood that the words sug­
gested instead are: “Contrary to my 
belief.”

Ottawa, May 12.—The minister of 

mines has in preparation a bill which 
will be submitted at the next session 
of parliament providing for the exam­
ination and testing of all explosives, 
in order to prevent disasters similar 
to the one at Hull on Sunday, and on 
railway construction work during the 
last few years which have caused an 
abnormally laVge loss of life in Canada 
as compared with other countries. An 
investigation is now being made by an 
expert of the department into the leg­
islation in this connection in other 
countries. It is proposed to give the 
minister of mines power to regulate 
the manufacture of explosives and all 
trafficking therein.

Government inspectors will be ap­
pointed to enforce the provisions of tb« 
act, and an explosives division of the 
minés branch will bé established. Ail 
explosive testing station will also be 
built where all explosives to be used 
in Canada are to be subjected to ex­
amination by an expert from the Bri­
tish government testing station in 
Woolwich who will be brought to Can­
ada for six months to assist officials 
here in respect to the proposed new 
regulations.

The situation was critical, 
and immediately preparations were 
made for rescuing the disabled boat, 
but the commander of ,79 was so keen 
to have another try, notwithstanding 
the fact that he had been up all night, 
that it was decided to give the young 
sub-lieutenant a chance of winning 
his spurs, so he was provided with 
brand new hemp hawser and was sent 
out to rescue his friend, which he did, 
and towed him safely into the harbor.

Seattle, Wash., May 12.—Joe Bonner, 

manager of the Monte Carlo saloon, 
died to-day in the city hospital from 

’ bullet wounds sustained in a running 
duel at 3:30 this morning. Wallace 
A. Bussell, 25 years of age, a real es­
tate man and a relative of C. N. Bus­
sell, a millionaire tideland owner, is 
under arrest, charged with having 
killed Bonner.

Bussell was shot Just below the col­
lar bone by a patrolman who captured 
him in the Monte Carlo saloon follow­
ing the shooting.

' Bonner was shot, five times. An hour 
before he died, he said: “I never knew 
this man.
don’t know why he should attack me.”

The story of the shooting is tpld 
by Patrolman Volk, who made the ar­
rest and the saloon porter. A few 
minutes before Volk saw a young man, 
rifle in. hand running down the alley. 
He yelled to him to stop, but the man 
paid no attention and the officer, gave 
chase.

Bussell broke through the rear saloon 
door before the policeman and began 
firing as he entered. When Volk ar­
rived Bonner was lying on the floor 
while Bussell was attempting to es­
cape through the front door.

The porter states that Bussell opened 
fire as he entered the door and that 
Bonner, though taken by surprise 
emptied the magazine of the gun at 
the intruder before he dropped. All 
the shots went wild, however.

Bussell refuses to say a word about 
the shooting either to the police or 
newspaper men.

Seattle, Wash., May 12.—The Seattle 

Electric Company's cars are running 
as usual to-day, the county has $167,000 
in delinquent taxes, owed by the 
pany which it refused to pay, and the 
general public is happy over an almost 
complete victory over what the news­
papers generally call a “remarkable 
exhibition of corporation arrogance.”

After declaring a truce yesterday af­
ternoon until the question of whether 
the company was to pay interest on the 
back taxes or not, Attorney-General 
Bell ruled against the county, declar­
ing it had forfeited its rights to the 
interest by the seizure of the cars. This 
means a loss of $50,000 to the county, 
but as there is now $1b7.000 in the treas­
ury which the treasurer had very near­
ly given up all hopes of collecting, the 
missing interest money is not bothering 
either that official or the public.

Passengers routed off the cars, as 
they were seized by the deputies, cheer­
ed the county officers and walked the 
remainder of the journey with appar­
ent pleasure.

Glace Bay, N. S., May 12.—John Ross 
was killed yesterday by a shock while 
standing near a live wire at Dominion 
No. 2 colliery. Ross was not working to­
day, and while on his way home from the 
post officerwith a companion he caught 
hold of a wire near the "company’s store, 
thinking it a telephone wire. He received 
a severe shock, causing him to cry out. 
He was. assisted by a man nearby and a 
physician was summoned. He recovered 
consciousness for a few minutes, but died 
soon after the accident.

“It was a smart piece of seamanship 
which would have done credit to an 
officer Vho had far wider experience in 
this sort of work than Prince George 
then enjoyed. There were no special 
correspondents of newspapers present 
and it was well known that the modest 
commander was not one- of those who 
play to the gallery, it being sufficient 
for him to know that he had done his 
duty and done it well."

After tieing up the street car service 
for one-fourth -of the city, including 
the Queen Anne lines, Fort Lawton 
line, Ballard lines and feeders, the 
warring county- officiais and the- Seatj 
tie Electric Company declined a truce 
for two hours this afternoon, and the 
cars began running again on the 
blockaded streets.

Within an hour after the start this 
morning six lines naa been stopped and 
the cars were lined up for blocks. Pas­
sengers weç» routed from the cars and 
walked the rest of the way down town.

Two hours later James B. Howe, at­
torney for the Seattle Electric Com­
pany, hurried up to The Centre of oper­
ations in a motor car and offered to 
pay the taxes and cost of seizure. 
County Treasurer Gormley . demanded 
the interest on the taxes as well. Howe 
refused and Gormley ordered his depu­
ties to continue.

Through the efforts of Prosecuting 
Attorney Vtuidever, Gormley and Howe 
later adjourned to Vandever’s office, 
where a conference was held. The 
prosecuting attorney has incline;! to 
side with the company that (lie law did 
not require the company to pay in­
terest. -

At 1 o’clock they decided to put the 
question tip to Attorney-General Bell 
at Olympia and declare a truce for two 
hours.

Washington, D. C., May 10.—Ex­
posure by the government officers in 
New York of a flourishing “white 
slave” trade throughout the country 
assures the passage of a new anti­
slavery law, according to politicians 
here. The legislation will probably 
make the "trade” across state lines ex­
tremely hazardous for the slavers.

Already congress has passed an ex­
cellent law respecting the importation 
of alien women. This has been supple­
mented by the introduction of a meas­
ure by Mann, of Illinois, providing a 
penalty of $5,000 fine and five years' 
imprisonment upon conviction for in­
terstate trafficking in women. Should 
the girl be under 18, the measures pro­
vide a fine of $10,000 and ten years’ im­
prisonment.

by Sir James Dougias in 1852. By the 
terms of this treaty the property was 
given to the Indians “and their hell-s 
and successors forever." Thus it has 
been argued that the living members 
of the tribe may not barter a'way the 
rights of the children yet unborn — 
hence the difficulty of devising any 
mode of settlement which would enable 
the government to give a clear title.

The Songhees tribe of Indians to-day 
number twenty-six souls. The' cMef is 
Tlios. Cooper, and the merqbers of the 
little band live in comfortable houses 
on the reserve, the old shacks on the 
waterfront being occupied only oc­
casionally by visiting Indians, 
adult male members of the tribe are In 
fairly comfortable circumstances, be­
ing employed in the sawmills of the 
city.

Repeatedly attempts have been mad* 
to secure the removal of the Indians 
from the reserve, and for the past 
quarter of a century- the question has 
been a live one in Victoria. Thé Pro­
vincial government, some fifteen years 
ago, in response to the pressure of 
public opinion, appointed a commission 
to select a new domicile for the, In­
dians, who would, besides, have been 
given a pecuniary compensation, bui 
they would have none of it. Later the 
Dominion government took the initia­
tive in several attempts at a settle­
ment, but to no purpose. On one oc­
casion a fine alternative reserve was 
offered at Cadboro Bay. one of the 
most beautiful spots in the vicinity of 
Victoria. Some five years ago Frank 
Pedley. Deputy Superintendent of In­
dian Affairs, came from Ottawa and 
made an heroic attempt to deal with j 
the Indians whereby they might give 
up their property. But after negotia­
tions which lasted for several weeks 
Mr. Pedley also had to acknowledge 
defeat.

over for this session of parliament 
through the adoption by opponents of 
the measure of those methods of ob­
struction peculiarly available in the 
closing hours of a session.

Under an agreement between the 
government and the govern­

ment, of British Columbia, entered into 
at the time of the construction of the 
Canadian Pacific railway, a strip of 
land twenty miles wide on either side 
pf the railway right-of-way was grant­
ed by British Columbia to the Domin­
ion in consideration of the aid given 
by the Dominion toward the securing 
of tlie building of the railroad. This 
is known as the railway belt of British 
Columbia.

The land within the belt is and has 
been recognized as Dominion property 
and has been administered by the Do­
minion government, but the rights rela­
tive to water, irrigation, water power, 
etc., have until recent times, been ad­
ministered by British Columbia under 
the general provincial law.

There has, however, always been a 
question as to whether the provincial 
government had the right to adminis­
ter water rights within the railway 
belt. As evidence of that fact, when­
ever large interests have been involved, 
the interests of parties, after getting 
their rights from the provincial govern­
ment, have come to the Dominion gov­
ernment and obtained a quit claim as 
a means of insuring protection for their 
capital investment.

Such a question, it had become pa­
tent, could not stand without very seri-J 
ously retarding development in the rail­
way belt, and with a view to obtaining 
a definite settlement the question as 
to whether the provincial government 
or the Dominion government had juris­
diction was raised in a suit against the 
Burrard Power Company brought in 
the Exchequer Court. Tfyr decision was 
in favor of the Dominion government 
and this decision was, on: appeal, sus­
tained by the Supreme Court of Can­
ada.

Aithpiigh the decision of the Ex­
chequer Court, rendered in. May, 1909, 
wae a declaration of the effective law 
in the case, no actiep .was taken by 
the Dotninion government in accord­
ance with the decision until that de­
cision had been sustained by the Su­
preme Court in February last, inas­
much as it reversed existing conditions 
as to jurisdiction and Was itself liable 
to be reversed by the Supreme Court.

Although the decision of the Ex­
chequer Court had been ignored for a 
time, it did not seem desirable that 
the law laid down by that court should 
be further ignored after it had been 
confirmed by the Supreme Court. . Ac­
cordingly a bill was introduced in par­
liament to provide:

First, that transfer of land within the 
railway belt by the Dominion should 
not transfer the water rights, this with 
a view to retaining the water rights as 
stich, to be administered separately 
from land rights, which is an estab­
lished policy of the federal government.

Secondly, the bill was designed to 
confirm unconditionally by the au­
thors of the Dominion the water rights 
granted by the province for a period of 
two years, so that they would not ex­
pire until the rendering -of the decision 
of the Privy Council, to which the case 
had been referred, and the matter was 
finally settled.

Two events which will mark an 
epoch in the history of Victoria will 
occur during the present summer. 
About the end of the present month 
the Prince Rupert, the first steamer of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway to 
ply in these waters, will arrive in port. 
The advent of this vessel will con­
stitute, as far as we are concerned, the 
first tangible evidence of the fact that 
a/ new transcontinental railway has 
become a factor in the transportation 
business of the Canadian Pacific Coast. 
When we stop for a moment to con­
sider the influence the 
Pacific Railway, the pioneer line which 
has been in operation for about a 
quarter of a century, has had upon the 
trade and commerce of this new pro­
vince of the Dominion, it may be pos­
sible to estimate the stimulus to busi­
ness and enterprise which will ulti­
mately result from the advent of a 
new line with connections touching 
every important centre of the contin­
ent.

Some time during the present year 
we shall also be called upon to witness

Panic- 
stricken passengers rushed on the 
gang plank before it could be run out 
its full length and many of those who 
went down were In this number.

Some of the passengers were sleep­
ing when the accident occurred and it 
is believed they died, in their state­
rooms. Others jumped overboard and 
most .of those were rescued.

In the darkness the accident created 
a panic and the officers and crew of 
the packet were unable to control the 
passengers. Efforts to lower boats to 
save those struggling in the water 
proved futile.

The steamer filled rapidly and the 
rescuers had little time to save the 
passengers. The current was swift 
and those who could not swim and 
who cast themselves into the water 
were carried down stream.

Daring attempts to rescue were at­
tempted by members of the crew and 
some of the others.

Yesterday they arrived at the con­
clusion that less than ten minutes 
elapsed between the time when John 
Heritage, a farmer residing near the 
France homestead, saw the baby in the 
road and the time when Mrs. Heritage 
arrived at the point to ascertain what 
the little fellow could be doing there 
alone. In’ that ten minutes, made neces­
sary by a walk of a quarter of a mile, 
the child disappeared as coijipletely as 
if it had vanished in the air.

The country immediately surround­
ing the place where the little fellow 
was seen is so level that if a person 
was passing Mrs. Heritage would cer­
tainly have observed them. The grass 
is not high enough around the place 
to conceal a child’s body, reclining or 
standing. These facts add to the mys­
tery of the distressing case.

After hearing several arguments and 

explanations relative to the proposed 
site for the high school at Spring 
Ridge, the Board of School Trustees 
last night decided to meet the City 
Council on Tuesday evening next and 
discuss the matter jointly.

The attendance at the meeting ne­
cessitated the use of the City Council 
chamber, about one hundred citizens, 
mostly from Spring Ridge, being pre­
sent. A communication from the City 
Council and a.copy of the report made 
by the special committee of the Coun­
cil which considered the Spring Ridge 
question were read. These were laid 
on the table, upon motion of Trustee 
McNeil, until the delegation from the 
property-owners and residents was 
heard from.

Alderman Bannerman, chairman of 
the City Council Committee, presented 
a map showing the proposed site. Hé 
reviewed the terms of the city’s offer 
to the Board and said that they en­
abled the Trustees to secure the site 
within the estimated cost.

Dr. Lewis Hall spoke in favor of the 
Spring Ridge site. He compared it 
with the Jewish Cemetery hill site and 
said that the only advantage the lat­
ter possessed was a scenic one. It was 
impossible to connect the hill with 
the city sewerage system except at a 
great cost. Another argument against 
it Was its inaccessibility by street-car. 
The Spring Ridge site could be made 
the finest school ground in the pro­
vince for practically nothing.

Alderman Bannerman—You should 
say the finest in the Dominion.

W. Marchant referred to <he city's 
offer of its property, consisting of over 
3 1-4 acres, and a sum of $7,500 to en­
able the School Board to purchase the 
other property required, and said that 
it was a most satisfactory one. He 
felt that the whole city was in favor of 
the Spring Ridge site and asked the 
Board to rescind its former resolution 
favoring the acquirement of the Jewish 
Hill site. He believed that it would be 
wise to obtain eleven acres as there 
would in the future be technical schools 
erected. It was also probable that tb* 
location of a normal school in this 
city would be considered by the gov­
ernment before many years, and 
better inducement could be offered 
than a site next to a fine high school. 
He was certain that, if the Board 
would call a public meeting, an over­
whelming majority 
themselves In favtir of -placing the 
school at Spring'Ridge;

J. L. Beckwith expressed the.opinion 
that the citizens would, in case there 
was some shortage of funds to com­
plete" the purchase of the site, gladly 
vote the money. It would be two years 
before the building would be complet­
ed and no lack of funds could possibly 
arise before that time.

S. Perry Mills, K. C., also spoke In 
favor of the Spring Ridge site. He 
said he was not influenced by the fact 
that he resided in that district. He 
thought that the city had wronged the 
residents of that locality in maintain­
ing the unsightly gravel pits and owed 
a duty to them which could be fulfilled 
by building the high school there. 
Similar remarks were made by Aider- 
man McKeown.

After some discussion it was decided, 
unon motion of Trustees Riddell and 
Staneland. to meet the Council 
Tuesday evening to discuss the -whole 
question.

Fifty-six salmon canneries will be 
operated on the British Columbia 
coast this season, and the packers 
have made preparations for a catch of 
between 500,000 and 600,000 cases of fish. 
Of the plants in commission nearly one- 
halt will be on the Fraser river, ar­
rangements now being made for the 
running of no less than twenty-two 
canneries on that stream. Of the re­
maining canneries worked the majority 
will be on the Skeena river, at Rivers 
Inlet and the Naas, with a scattering 
few at outlying points.

Canners expect some curtailment 
in the catch of fish on the Skeena 
owing to the limitation of fishing 
boats by the provincial government. 
The boat rating is not expected to 
greatly affect the catch at other points.

On the Fraser river the following 
compan'es will operate canneries: B. 
C. Packers’ Association, 5; ABC 
Packing Company, 2; J. H. Todd & 
Sons, 2; Canadian Canning Company, 
2; Malcolm, Cannon & Go., 1; St. 
Mungo Canning Company, 1; M. Des- 
Brisay & Co., 2: Glenrose Packing 
Company, 1; Great West Packing 
Company, 1; Eagle Harbor Packing 
Company, 1; Northern Canning Com­
pany, 1; Burrard Canning Company, 
1; B. C. Canning Company, 1, and 
Leo Coy, 1.

Twelve canneries will be worked on 
the Skeena river, as follows: B. C. 
Packers’ Association, 3; Alexandria 
Packing Company, 1; ABC Packing 
Company, 2: J. H. Todd & Sons, 1; B. 
C. Canning Company, 1; Wallace Bros. 
1; Kildala Packing Company, 1; Cas- 
siar Packing Company, I; and Skeena 
River Commercial Company, 1.

At Rivers Inlet there will be eight 
plants in operation, as follows: B. C. 
Packers’ Association, 2: ABC Pack­
ing Company, 1; J. H. Todd & Sons, 
1; B. C. Canning Company, 2; Strath- 
cona Packing Company, 1; and Kil­
dala Packing Company, 1.

The following four plants will pack 
on the Naas: John Wallace's cannery, 
Port Nelson Canning & Salting Com­
pany, Kincoleth Packing Company 
and the Federation Brand Salmon 
Canning Company.

The police traced 
the boots to the warehouse of the 
Ames, Holden Co., two blocks from 
where the shooting took place, and 
when they found that Canby had hand­
ed in his resignation as night watch­
man on the plea that his wife had 
written to hifn to come home, and that 
on Friday night he had punched the 
watchman’s clock at 8.45 p.m. and 
again at 9.26, instead* of waiting the 
usual hour, evidently for the purpose 
of establishing an alibi, they consid­
ered they had evidence sufficient to 
justify them, in the arrest, as Canby 
answered the description given by the 
witnesses of the shooting.

SPEED LIMIT FIXED.In connection with private legislation

Jeff 
retired the undefeated champion of the 
world after knocking out Jack Monroe, 
in San Francisco, August 26th, 1903, in 
four rounds.

Jack Root and Marvin Hart met 
in a finish fight for the vacant title 
in Reno, Nevada, July 3rd, 1905, Hart 
winning the battle on a knockout in 
the twelfth round. ' Hart, on Janu­
ary 16th following, put away Pat Cal­
lahan in Butte, Mont., in two rounds.
He forfeited claim to the title when 
he was bested in a twenty-round de­
cision fight by Tommy Burns in Dos 
Angeles, February 23rd, 1906.

Burns won a number of unimportant 
fights before he gained-a decision over 
Jack O’Brien in Los Angeles Novem­
ber 28th, 1907. He next put away Bill 
Squires, of Australia, in one round on 
July 4th, in Colma, Cal.

Burns then went to Europe, where 
he knocked out in succession Gunner'
Moir, London, December 2nd, ten 
rounds; Jack Palmer, London, Feb­
ruary 10th, 1908, four rounds; Jem 
Roche, Dublin, March 17th, 1908, one 
round; Jewey Smith, Paris, April 18th,
1908, five rounds, and Bill Squires,
Paris, June 13th, 1908, eight rounds.

Having disposed of Hart, who claim­
ed the American title; Gunner Molr, the 
claimant of the English championship;
Squires, champion of Australia, and 
Jem ft oche, champion of Ireland, Burns 
was at last hailed as champion.

From France Burns travelled to Aus­
tralia. He disposed of Bill Squires for 
the .third time, knocking him out in 
the thirteenth round in Sydney, August 
26th, 1908.

BUYS STEAMERS

MACKENZIE FLEET
TAKEN BY RAILWAY

Steamer Prince Rupert Not Yet 
Purchased But Under Charter 

for Few Months

Confirmatory dispatches have been 
received from * Vancouver in regard to 
the sale of the Mackenzie fleet of ves­
sels to the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
way. Some weeks ago it was stated 
In the Times jthat the fleet had been 
sold. A few days later Captain Nichol­
son, manager of the G. T. P. steam­
ships came to the city and denied that 
the sale had already taken place. Then 
it was found that the option which had 
been given had not yet been taken up, 
but the manager said they expected to 
use both the steamer Henriette and the 
barge Georgia, were in fact at that 
time using them.

Now come dispatches from Vancou­
ver which state that the Henriette, the 
barge Georgia and the tug Escort have 
been purchased by, the company, and 
that the Rupert City is under charter 
to the company with the option of pur­
chasing if they wish it. Already the 
Rupert City has been in operation by 
the G. T. P. for some weeks and it is 
understood that she will continue for 
some months later, going dn the Mexi­
can and San Francisco run from this 
•port and Vancouver.

The Rupert City continues under the 
management of Çaptain Mackenzie, 
and it is probable that he will be 
adopted by the company as well as his 
fleet. The steamer Henriette will soon 
■be released from the Queen Charlotte 
service, and then she will either go on 
the Prince Rupert-Stewart run, or will 
be used - as a coal-carrier and general 
freighter and as a feeder for the larger 
steamers which are en route here.

The tug Escort has just left the ways 
In Vancouver, where she has been 
equipped with new boilers at a cost of 
$10,000. She will at once take up the 
work of towing the transfer, taking the 
rolling stock and other supplies north 
for the company.

After deliberating for only ten min­
utes Tuesday afternoon assize
Jury at the trial of Joseph B. Penty, 
accused of having caused the death of 
Alexander Forfar through negligence, 
returned a verdict of “not guilty.”

On the tijird day the deceased 
was one of the men who took a turtl" 

molding a hammer agalnSt the rivets 
inside the boiler. Owing to the heat of 
two boilers, one oh either stdè, it was 
only possible for the gang ■ to work In 
twenty-minute shifts, a rest of fifteen 
minutes after each shift being taketo. 
He was hammering a rivet when the 
deceased dropped his hammer Inside. 
Witness called to Forfar but the latter 
did not respond. A moment later wit­
ness saw one of the other workmen, 
McDowell, helping deceased from the 
manhole of the boiler.

McDowell, who was then called, stat­
ed that he was about to take a spell 
from the work when he heard a scream. 
He saw steam Issuing from the man­
hole of the boiler and Forfar's legs 
protruding. He at once assisted the 
deceased to get clear of the boiler and 
gave him into the care of another boil­
er-maker, James Newbrigham.

Newbrigham testified to carrying 
Forfar from the boiler-room to the 
laundry; Deceased complained that 
his legs were giving him pain and Wit­
ness also noticed that the skin was 
peeling from his hands. He knew de­
ceased was badly scalded.

Evidence regarding the situation and 
working of the boilers was given by 
Thomas Gray, assistant engineer at the 
Empres? .hotel.

Detective Clayards was called to the 
witness stand but was not allowed te 
testify. J. A. Alkman, for the de­
fence, objected to his examination on 
the grounds that Clayards, âs a polies 
offléer, had interviewed1» "the accused 
without giv.ing him thp custoitiary 
warning that whatever he might say 
could be used against him.in evidence. 
The court sustained the objection.

Tlje statement made by Penty, at the 
preliminary hearing, tvas read to the 
court and jury by Mr. Moresby. In it 
accused declared that he did not know 
how the steam entered the boiler.

These will all take charters for 
grain, unless the lumber market is 
better than it has been before. Speak­
ing of the conditions the San Fran­
cisco Commercial states:

Disengaged tonnage on the Coast is 
practically cleaned up, and until the 
supply increases rates are bound to 
show considerable firmness. The pros­
pective supply of tonnage is good but 
is not likely to materialize until three 
or four weeks at least. Steam ton­
nage especially is in good demand, 
with none to be had at the moment.
Chartering of grain ships for new crop 
loading has quieted down, but with the 
excellent cropf, which are now prac­
tically assured, will undoubtedly be­
come active again in a very short 
time. Taking the coming season as a 
whole, the outlook for the ship owner 
is one of unusual brightness, 
lumber chartering there has been lit­
tle activity during the week. On the 
spot Sound to Callao has been done at 
40s., and Wlllapa Harbor to Callao at 
41s. Sd.; Columbia River to New Zea- 
iar--7 has been done at 33s.

of Hugh McDermot was found in Bur­
naby by George Matyear, a friend of 
the deceased who looked in for a friend­
ly chat, McDermot’s throat was cut 
from ear to ear, the wound being evi­
dently self-inflicted.

MtiDermot was an Australian by 
birth, coming to this district only a 
few months ago, when he bought a 
piece of land in Burnaby from P. B. 
Brown. Here he set to work to build 
himself a house, first putting up a 
temporary shack to .live in until his 
home should be ready. He was making 
good progress with the house, and 
when last seen alive, four or five days 
ago, was doing some carpentering work 
around the building.

Having been in Burnaby but a short 
time, McDermot did not have many 
intimate friends, and his absence was 
not noticed for a few days.

Finding the door of the shack partly 
open Matyear stepped inside and found 
the body lying on the bed.

Chief Provincial Constable Wilkie 
was at once notified. An investiga­
tion by tjie police revealed the fact 
that the throat was cut from ear to ear, 
a blood-rusted razor being found on 
the bed. McDermot was undressed.

Nothing in the shack had been dis­
turbed. About $80 in cash was found 
in the pockets of the clothes last 
worn by the deceased and in an im­
provised cash box.

A letter from a sister in Melbourne, 
Australia, was lying on a table. From 
the tone of the communication, which 
was a reply to one of McDermot’s leV 
ters, it was apparent the latter was 
in a pessimistic frame of mind when 
he had last written to his old home, 
but the reason for his depression is not 
evident.

Victoria, B. C.PHOTOGRAPHING THE COMET.

Pasadena. Cal., May 11.—Under the 
direction of Prof. George Ellery Hale, 
a remarkable series of photographs of 
Halley’s comet has bCen secured at 
the Carnegie observatory on Mount 
Wilson.

According to Prof, Hale, director of 
the observatory, these will be supple­
mented with other views obtained 
while the wanderer is within hailing 
distance of the earth.

Prof. Hale now estimated the comet’s 
tail to be 20.000,000 miles in length. He 
declared the earth will pass through 
this appendage on the generally accept­
ed date, May 18th, and that two days 

. later the _ comet will make its closest 
appearance to the earth, a point 14,- 
00(1,000 miles away.

In view of the fact that the light of 
stars beyond the comet’s tail is not 
dimmed by the vaporous veil between 
them and the earth, It is asserted that 
it is folly to presume that the gases 
which 'compose the tail are dense 
enough to penetrate our atmosphere. 
The fears that the deadly cyanogen gas 
will envelop the earth, he said, are 
baseless.
