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NOBLES SUPPORT GOVERNMENT.

Congress Now in Session at St. Peters­
burg Practically Endorses 

Agrarian Programme.

St. Petersburg, June 12.—The nobles 
congress now in session here has prac­
tically endorsed the government’s 
agrarian programme, having declared 
itself against the forced expropriation 
of land and proposing only two 
methods for the relief of the peasants, 
namely, purchases of land through the 
peasants banks and transmigration to 
Siberia, especially commending the 
latter and recommending the granting 
of free land in Siberia and exemption 
from taxes for a period of years. The 
congress also endorsed the govern­
ment’s proposition for a dissolution of 
the community from where it is de­
sired.

An’ influential but small minority 
headed by Count Uvaroff of Saratoff, 
protested against the selfish attitude 
of the nobility, urging unavailingly 
that the large landlords if they wished 
to escape from utter ruin must cede 
comething to the peasantry and at 
least consent to expropriation of sur­
plus estates.

A strong effort is being made by the 
moderate liberals to induce the Em­
peror and court to attempt to com­
promise the situation by supplanting 
the Goremykin ministry with a mixed 
cabinet chosen from the October party, 
the party of democratic reforms and 
the Constitutional Democrats, but 
there is no evidence that His Majesty 
is ready to try the experiment. On the 
contrary the straws point in other 
directions. Some of the provincial 
governors are still openly continuing 
the campaign to discredit parliament, 
and this morning the decoration of all 
the officers of the Z'emivosky regiment, 
who made themselves hated after the 
Moscow rising, was announced.

Although the crop reports from the 
entire western provinces are excellent, 
the latest reports from the Volga re­
gion indicates that Russia will not es­
cape a famine. The harvest in that 
corner of the empiré this year especi­
ally in Kazan, Bambrisk and Samara, 
threatens owing to the lack of rain to 
be a complete failure. This is the 
region where the peasant agitation is. 
most acute.

EPIDEMICS IN INDIA.

During One Week Last August There 
Were More Than Fifteen Thousand 

Deaths

Washington, D. C. June 12.—The con­
stant ravages of epidemics in India is 
shown in reports received by the public 
health and marine hospital service, the 
latest one being for the week ended 
August 21st last year showing 17,855 
cases and 15,633 deaths from plague 
that week in India, 6,116 cases and 1942 
deaths from plague in Bengal and 126 
death from cholera, 367 from plague 
and 99 from smallpox in Calcutta.

PORTLAND IN DARKNESS.

Fire Destroyed Dynamos at Electric Light 
Plant at Oregon City.

Portland, June 10.—A special to the Ore­
gonian from Oregon City states that Are, 
originating from crossed wires in the 
Portland station, did immense damage to 
the plant of the Portland General Elec­
tric Company at Oregon City. Three of 
the largest dynamos were destroyed, two 
others were ruined by water, and a large 
switch board was burned out.

CHOLERA IN PHILIPPINES. THREE MEN DROWNED.

Washington, D. C., June 12.—An offi­
cial summary of cholera in the Phil­
ippine islands from the outbreak last 
August and up to April 21st last shows 
a total of 4,093 cases and 3,113 deaths. 
During that period there were 2,862 
deaths from that cause In the prov­
inces aqd 252 deaths in the city of 
Manila.

The Findlay, 
Durham & Brodie and the Brunswick 
cannery are also preparing for big packs. 
The plants at the new canneries have 
been tested and found perfectly satisfac­
tory.

But the captain was 
bound that the Chief Commissioner and 
the sturdy islanders should “have it 
out,” and he dragged the hon. gentle­
men and his friends "up to the 
scratch." This Salt Spring incident sug­
gests some interesting political possi­
bilities. It appears that our friend 
Captain Wolley is not satisfied with 
the many “lickings" he has received 
in the political ring. He is in training 
again to go up against that intensely 
practical, unpoetic, matter-of-fact, 
business-like individual, Mr. T. W. 
Paterson, M. P. Having a friendly 
feeling foF the poet, we warn him that 
when he strips for this final desperate 
"go" In his political career, neither 
“fiddling” nor fancy ring manoeuvres 
will save him. Furthermore, we are 
grieved to think that the Captain 
should purpose allying himself with the 
Socialist-Conservative party whose 
political principles are so fundamental­
ly antagonistic to all he holds dear as 
a Tory of the old uncompromising 
school.

And this brings Us round again to 
the disputed point of the imminence of 
a general election. We cannot believe 
that the Premier would attempt to de­
ceive the ally to whom he owes so 
much, Comrade Hawthornthwaite. The 
latter gentleman, we are convinced, 
understands thoroughly the intentions 
of the government, and the informa­
tion lie has received is such as to war­
rant him in taking the stump. Nor 
can we believe, despite the methods

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
At yesterday's meeting of the licensing 

commissioners the allegation was made 
that gambling was being practiced in 
Victoria despite the strict injunctions 
issued by His Worship Mayor Morley. 
In conversation with the latter this 
morning a Times reporter was Informed 
that the report was quite unfounded. 
The Mayor was ready to believe that 
there was quite a bit of card playing go­
ing on, and that, perhaps, money was 
put up in some instances, but he was 
sure that nothing of the kind was done 
publicly or at resorts largely frequented 
by professional gamesters. If gambling 
was carried on at all it was done very 
privately and with such precautions as 
to make it exceedingly difficult for the 
police to obtain sufficient evidence to 
convict.

Mayor Morley’s attention was directed 
to the report stating that he was losing 
his grip upon the gamblers, and that now 
it was b.eing carried on with perfect 
abandon. He denied this with some in­
dignation His instructions to the chief 
were that the law should be stringently 
enforced. They had never been with­
drawn or modified to the slightest ex­
tent, and he believed the police were do­
ing their duty. Those who took the 
risk of playing despite the regulations I 
naturally covered up their tracks as 
thoroughly as possible. Their precau­
tions were well thought out, and, doubt­
less, the mere suggestion of detective or 
police officer was the signal for the dis­
appearance of anything suspicious of 
gambling. Under the circumstances it 
was hard to obtain evidence, and the 
difficulties of making an object lesson of 
gamblers could only be appreciated by 
the authorities upon whom rested the 
responsibility of stopping the nefarious 
habit.

He went on to explain that the police 
were hampered by a hedge of technicali­
ties. For instançe, there was no law 
against the playing of cards in saloons. 
Poker was considered a game of skill, 
and as long as there was no jack-pot 
could be practiced with absolute im­
munity. This permitted those concerned 
to arrange for a pot in such a way that 
the possible sudden arrival of an un­
welcome guardian of the law would by 
no means incriminate those engaged in 
the game. It would appear innocent up­
on the surface, and it might require some

Acting Chairman Jay presided at last 

evening’s meeting of the board of 
school trustees. An important sugges­
tion by Superintendent Eaton to the 
effect that a new class, preparatory to 
the High school entrance, be inaugur­
ated was adopted. The other business 
transacted was largely of a routine 
character.

Leave of absence was requested by 
Miss Read, of the Girls’ Central school, 
for the term ending Christmas, 1906, 

j for the purpose of making a short so­
journ in California. The request was 
granted.

The resignation of J. D. Gillis, prin­
cipal of the Boys’ Central school, was 
tendered. It would take effect at the 
close of the school term. In his com­
munication. he thanked the board for 
its many courtesies.

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins moved the ac­
ceptance of the resignation, 
ferred in well chosen terms to 
ability and, while pleased to hear of 
his promotion, she could not but regret 
that he had determined to sever his 
connection with the teaching staff.

It was accepted without much fur­
ther discussion, the secretary being in­
structed to write Mr. Gilles informing 
him of the board’s appreciation of his 
services, and -wishing him every suc­
cess in his newr official position upon 
the provincial board of education.

Accounts amounting to $474 were pre­
sented by the finance committee. They 
were ordered paid.

The regular monthly report of the 
school attendance was submitted by 
the city superintendent. It was receiv­
ed and filed.

In behalf of the buildings and 
grounds committee Truste Lewis an­
nounced that with the architect and 
building inspector they had visited all 
the schools. Their report was read and 
laid on the table.

Speaking in behalf of the special 
committee appointed to inquire into the 
proposed removal of the St. Clair 
swimming baths from their present lo­
cation to the Gorge Trustee Dr. Hall 
reported that the matter had been left 
in abeyance.

In reference to the Victoria West 
school question Acting Chairman Jay 
stated that he had waited upon the 
city council. He had been received 
courteously and his representations 
listened to patiently. The Mayor and 
aldermen, however, asked that the re­
quest for a by-law be allowed to stand 
for a short time. They argued that 
steps were being taken to settle the 
Indian reserve question, which if ac­
complished would provide a splendid 
school site. He had agreed to lay their 
request before the board.

Trustee Lewis thought that if a 
temporary postponement of the con­
templated by-law was permitted it 
should be understood that it would be 
laid before the ratepayers at the next 
general election.

Supt. Eaton made a brief address, in 
which he made a suggestion which he 
said, had two advantages. It would 
relieve the congestion in the lower 
schools, and, in his opinion, would im­
prove the educational system of Vic­
toria. His idea was to form an addi­
tional class to be located in the as­
sembly room of the High school. It 
might be drawn from students of the 
senior grades of the different low 
schools, who were preparing to take 
the entrance examinations within a 
year.

Apart from the benefits mentioned 
the superintendent contended that the 
pupils taking advantage of such an op­
portunity would find themselves ad­
vanced a year or so towards matricula­
tion when entering upon their High 
school course. Of course it would not 
be compulsory to attend this class. It 
would be purely optional. In other 
words it would assist the progress of 
those really anxious to help themselves 
forward. The plan was by no means a 
new one. It had been experimented 
with upon a small scale in connection 
with the Central school last year. Some 
pupils had taken Latin and French, 
and now were a year ahead in their 
High school work. As it had been 
found to work well upon a small scale 
there was no reason why it shouldn't 
be just as successiully conducted when 
the privilege was extended to all the 
schools. He believed the contemplated 
class when formed would number, some' 
sixty or seventy pupils, and the work 
of instruction would necessarily have 
to be divided between two teachers. 
But this would not mean any addition 
to the teaching staff. The reduction of 
the attendance at the low schools 
would allow a corresponding decrease 
in the number of teachers. If it was 
the intention to adopt the scheme out­
lined he advised that no time be lost.
It ' was important that the pupils 

! should be notified and the course com­
menced with the beginning of the new 
term.

Some discussion followed, during 
which Trustee Dr. Hall expressed his 

j unqualified approval of the project, 
and Trustee Lewis gave it his en­
dorsement upon the understanding that 
no discrimination should be shown in 
l he distribution of favors.

The suggestion was adopted unani­
mously.

The building and grounds report was 
then taken up ami dealt with serl- 
atum.

ever manufactured In 
turned out by the smelter of the Can­
adian Metal Company of this place, 
says a dispatch from Frank, Alberta. 
The preparations for the beginning of 
operations at the smelter have been 
under way for two 
works could not be said to be definite­
ly in complete operation until Sunday 
when the running off of the metal ac­
tually commenced.

For two weeks the big stack on the 
hill has been belching forth a cloud 
of smoke and as a harbinger of In­
creased. industrial activity the sight 
has been interesting. That, however, 
only indicated that the warming up 
process was going on. Thursday last, 
the next steps in the preparation for 
an actual beginning were taken. The 
making of gas in the big gas pro­
ducers commenced and the gas was 
turned through the furnaces, 
same day the first ore was introduced 
into the roasters and Sunday the treat­
ment had reached the stage at which 
the ore, mixed with fine coal was in­
troduced into the retorts. During the 
day the first run of spelter was made.

Works Manager Thcmas Jones, who 
has had charge of the construction of 
the smelter from the inception, super­
intended -the work throughout and 
Monday he exhibited the first slab of 
zinc with much pride. It was a beau­
tiful specimen and was viewed with 
vast interest by the people of Frank, 
not only for the reason that it was the 
first zinc ever made in Canada but for 
the equally as important one that it 
afforded a practical demonstration that 
the smelter is a success, a circum­
stance pregnant with meaning to • the 
industrial affairs of The Pass. The 
slab of metal was shipped by express 
Monday evening to Nelson to Edward 
Riondel, general manager of the Can­
adian Metal Company, accompanied by 
a letter felicitating that official on the 
successful inauguration of the new 
Canadian industry of which he is the 
head.

As yet the whole of the smelter is 
not in operation as only the small fur­
nace was blown in for the initial test. 
This having proven an unqualified suc­
cess, the large furnaces will be blown 
in at once and by next week will be in 
operation. The whole of the first sec­
tion of the smelter will then be in 
operation and there will be a run of 
spelter three times every twenty-four 
hours.

As soon as the first section ,is all in 
operation, the work of completing the 
roasters of the extension or second sec­
tion will be carried forward and by 
the time they are completed it is ex­
pected the supply of ore will make ne­
cessary the immediate completion of 
the furnaces of the second section and 
the expectation is that the end of the 
year or early next season at the latest 
will see the immense plant in its en­
tirety, a plant of a capacity of 3,000 
retorts, in full operation.

The announcement that the water sup­

ply question would probably be allowed 
to drop for a year or more until expert 
opinion on the proposed Highland system 
could be obtained is emphatically denied 
by Mayor Morley. He says that there 
will be no more delay than is absolutely 
necessary. Now that the problem has 
been grappled with it will be given all the 
attention that its importance deserves 
and will be satisfactorily solved just as 
soon as possible. The expenditure of the 
small appropriation set aside at Monday * 
evening’s meeting of the council did not 
mean that there would have to be any 
such delay as that suggested. Competent 
men could be/ secured here to make the 
investigations! and they would be em­
ployed immediately and asked to report 
expeditiously.

Discussing the question generally, His 
I Worship acknowledged that there were 

a large number of details to be consider­
ed in carrying out such a proposition. It 
was far better, he argued, to spend a 
small sum of money in order to make 
sure of the conditions before undertaking 
the expenditure of such a sum as would 
be entailed in the construction of the con­
templated new system. But he wished it 
understood that there would be no un­
necessary delay, 
given a greater quantity and a better 
quality of water just as soon as the coun­
cil could accomplish it. Now that the 
task had been shouldered there would be 
no shirking.

He firrqly believed that the Highland 
scheme was a good one. As far as those 
who had visited the watershed in the 
neighborhood of Lone Tree mountain 
could see, the indications were favorable. 
It would never do, however, to rely upon 
such a superficial examination. The fact 
that expert opinion had been called for 
did not show any less confidence upon the 
part of the council. That would have 
had to be done were the advantages of 
the supply patent to the veriest lay 
mind. It was business policy, and the 
willingness of the civic solons to go that 
length demonstrated that they 
impressed with the possibilities of the 
project and were willing to expend the 
necessary money to assure themselves of 
its practicability.

One of the advantages of the Highland 
Lake service, Mayor Morley explains, is 
that it could be used in conjunction with 
that of Elk lake. As has been mentioned 
by the Times, it is planned to run the 
water from the proposed new plant to 
the higher levels, diverting just enough 
into the lower to increase the pressure 
sufficiently to meet any emergency that 
might occur. If by any combination of 
circumstances the corporation decided to 
purchase the Esquimau Waterworks Co. 
the Elk lake system would oe rendered 
practically useless except, perhaps, for 
irrigation purposes, 
that the city would have to continue pay­
ing for something which was rendering 
the citizens no direct practical benefit. 
But there was no doubt that the Elk lake 
supply wasn’t sufficient to supply the 
present needs without that which might 
be diverted from the Highland watershed 
or some other similar auxiliary.

Concluding, His Worship reiterated that 
the question was by no means in abey­
ance.

Capt. S. Balcom has received a tele­

gram from his brother Rube, who 
captain of the schooner Edith R. Bal­
com, announcing the vessel’s arrival at 
Halifax yesterday from the South At­
lantic sealing grounds with 1,500 skins. 
This schooner’s catch for her entire 
cruise was 3,004 skins, which is 
record for the South Atlantic grounds.

The cruise home to the Nova Scotian 
port is reported by the telegram to 
have been made in the remarkable 
time of 38 days. This news, while it 
does not have the same monetary in­
terest as has the announcement of her 
big catch, pleases Capt. Balcom equal­
ly as much. The Edith R. Balcom is 
a schooner which he built himself in 
Nova Scotia a few years ago. She was 
cbnstructed at the same time as the 
Edith R. Corkum, and has the lines of 
a clipper yacht. In fact it is stated 
that the «r.chooner is the fastest on 
the Atlantic in the sealing business, 
and her recent performance from what 
might * be stated as the Straits of 
Magellan shows that her reputation 

OTTAWA* for speed is well grounded.
There are few vessels which have 

earned more money for their owners, 
even when seal skins were in greatest 
demand in the commercial centres of 
the world. The Edith R. Balcom is 
the httle craft which ploughed her 
way through the great ice floes of the 
Southern Atlantic until she reached a 
point on the boundary of the Antartic, 
and it was here that her biggest 
achievement was attained. No other 
schooner had ever ventured so far 

! south in search of the valuable little 
fur bearing animals. The seal caught 
in this frigid region are much more 
valuable than those caught farther to 
the north, and though the season lasts 
but a few months, the Balcom made 
good use of her time there, capturing 
568 seal skins. When these skins were 
placed on the market in London they 
brought, the handsome figure of 86 shil­
lings apiece, a price about four times 
that which the Behring Sea fur brings. 
The reason is due to the very fine 
quality of the Antartic fur, and to the 
enormous size, comparatively speak­
ing, of the pelts. Even in the fur ob­
tained in southern zones there is a 
great distinction, as for instance, while 
86 shillings were obtained for one class 
of fur, that secured in the vicinity of 
Cape Horn brought but $15.

The Edith R. Balcom will now fit out 
for another expedition into the South 
Seas, and with the Agnes G. Donahoe, 
the vessel which was seized by the 
Urguayans last year on the groundless 
pretext that she was hunting within 
territorial waters, will probably sail 
next month. The fleet which cruised 
in the southern Atlantic this last year 
was a very limited one, there being but 
two other schooners with the Balcom.

office department has given out the fol­
lowing statement:

"The universal postal congress recent­
ly in convention at Rome ordered a sub­
stantial reduction in letter postage by- 
increasing the unit of weight, effective 
on and after October 1st, 1907, from 15 to 
20 grams, and providing that while post­
age on the first twenty grams shall re­
main at 25 centimes (five cents) every ad­
ditional twenty grams shall be at the rate HOD, R. 
of 15 centimes (3 cents). Great Britain 
and the United States strongly urged 
that the unit of weight for them should 
be fixed at one ounce, as it would be 
extremely difficult for them to express 
an equivalent weight for twenty grams, 
not having adopted the metric system.
This request was granted. This will give 
the two countries exceptionally low 
rates for the exchange of letters. Under 
the reduced rates a letter to Great Brit­
ain will cost, five cents for the first 
ounce and three cents for the second 
ounce, or eight cents for two ounces.

4An interesting character, and a 
splendid specimen of the educated 
Hawaian, is Hon. R. XV. Aylett, re­
presentative in the assembly for tbe 
fourth district of Honolulu. Though 
not compelled to travel, being very 
well fixed financially, he is with the 
Royal Hawaiian band on its present 
tour by reason of old associations. He 
was a member of the organization in 
monarchy days, and still reflects with 
regret upon old times. A sturdy royal­
ist, but compelled ' as a leader of his 
people to enter politics, he is now near 
the completion of his third term as 
assemblyman, which expires In No­
vember next.

On Wednesday he was a very busy 
man at the parliament buildings, en­
gaged in obtaining all the Information 
possible regarding British Colombia 
for transmission to his home. He 
evinced a lively interest in everything 

"he saw, being particularly impressed 
with the dignity of the buildings them­
selves and the artistic proportions of 
the legislative chamber. The provin­
cial and agricultural museums were 
carefully inspected, and an Interesting 
visit paid to the printing office. Mr. 
Aylett was deeply impressed with the 
fine collection of mammals in the 
museum, pointing out that though 
they had a larger Institution of the 
kind in Honolulu, it did not contain 
many specimens of this character, be­
ing largely confined to relics of old 
times in the islands.

“I think Victoria a most beautiful 
city,” he said this morning; “it not 
only has a splendid situation, but if 
the climate and natural surroundings 
are always as at present no wonder 
you are proud of it.

“While a loyal citizen of the United 
States, I always regret old monarchy 
days. Born and brought up when we 
had an Hawaiian king, I may be 
slightly prejudiced, but to tell the 
truth times were much better then and 
everyone had more money. The an­
nexation was caused by the sugar 
planters, who now much regret their 
action. Coming under United States 
laws their old system of contract la­
bor had to be done away with, and 
they are now glad to get a couple of 
cents where they had dollars before. 
The.provincial government they form­
ed was merely a step towards handing 
over our islands to the Americans, and 
when it was replaced by the so-called 
republican system we had a hard fight 
to obtain our rights. That was what 
made me go into politics.

“White citizens of the United States 
did all they could to keep the whole 
authority in their hands. Though we 
natives were given a chance to vote 
for senators and representatives, all 
local officials in the counties were ap­
pointed by the governor. They dis­
countenanced native candidates for 
office, and in every way tried to bring 
us into subjection. Luckily, many of 
us had received good English educa­
tions, and 'were able to take the plat­
form. Speaking both languages we 
obtained even a better hearing than 
the whites, and after a lot of trouble 
have succeeded, to a large measure, in 
obtaining the liberties granted to other 
American citizens.

“The chief fight was over what is 
known as the county law. It gives to 
the people, natives and whites alike, 
the right to elect in each county their 
own supervisors, county attorneys, 
sheriffs and other officials of a like 
character. It was a hard fight to get 
its passed. After introduction the bill 
was defeated three times, and when 
it was handed to Governor Carter for 
assent in November last he vetoed it. 
We passed it over his head, however, 
and then he declared the measure un­
constitutional. This was taken to 
the Supreme court, and we won out. 
The law is now in force, and working 
very well. There is over $300,000 in 
the county treasuries now that were 
always empty before, and many pub­
lic improvements are being carried on. 
The governor still appoints the magis­
trates, assessors and boards of educa­
tion, but we hope to be able to elect 
them shortly.”

Baltimore, Md, June 13.—A million 
dollar fire early to-day wiped out the 
big Savannah dock of the Merchants 
and Miners Transportation Co., des­
troyed the steamer Essex of that line, 
all the valuable freight with which the 
dock was crowded, and a number of 
scows loaded with cotton and resin 
with their freight, besides causing 
great anxiety as to the fate of the crew 
of the Essex said to consist of about 
forty men.

All the Essex crew save two are 
known to have escaped.

The burning steamer and scows drif­
ted to the south side of the harbor and 
for a time there were grave fears that 
extensive damage would be done there, 
as the wind carried the flames from the 
vessels directly toward the shore and 
shipping on that side, but the firemen 
were successful in preventing serious 
damage there.

The blaze was spectacular, the burn­
ing resin and cotton giving off im­
mense volumes of dense smoke made 
lurid by the furious flames.

The fire originated in a district sur­
rounded except on the water side, by 
extensive lumber yards, but the dir­
ection of the wind saved these from 
damage.

On the south side of the harbor, the 
packing house of Moore & Brady Com­
pany was damaged, and the steamer 
Minnie Wheeler, of the Baltimore, 
Chesapeake & Atlantic Steamboat 
Company, and a cotton shed of the 
Merchants’ & Miners’ Transportation 
Company were partially destroyed. 
They caught fire from the barges and 
the steamer Essex when they floated 
across the harbor after being cut loose 
from their moorings.

The steamer Essex was half unload­
ed. She was lying alongside the south 
end of the wharf, and before word 
could be passed she caught fire and 
was towed out into the harbor. Six 
scows and barkes that were also lying 
alongside the wharf were ignited also. 
A number of them were towed out into 
midstream so as to prevent them from 
setting fire to adjoining property. The 
barges and scows were loaded with 
cotton and resin, and the flames burn­
ed fiercely, the heat being intense.

It is estimated that the total loss 
will be $1.000,000.

Chicago, Ill., June 12.—Chicago sur­
rendered to the nobles of the Mystic 
Shrine, who were in practical possession 
of the city to-day.

Paris, June 12.—The cabinet's declara­
tion of policy was read in the senate and 
chamber of deputies to-day. It elaborates 
numerous social and economic reforms, 
including an income tax, workingmen's 
pensions and a reduction in the hours of 
labor, and declares the government pro­
poses to carry out with firmness, but with­
out reprisals, the law providing for the 
separation of church and state, and to 
introduce a general amnesty measure 
covering strike and religious offences.

Concerning the movement to be under­
taken at The Hague peace conference to 
reduce the navies of the powers, the de­
claration of the cabinet says:

“While continuing its entire confidence 
In the army and navy, France hopes that 
the nations will gradually recognise ar­
bitration as the basis of the solution of 
international disputes until universal 
opinion permits the nations to decrease 
the weight of their military expenses.”

ORDER OF ST. MICHAEL.

London, June 12.—The Order of St. 
Michael and St. George to-day acquir­
ed a chapel of their own, a special re­
cess in St. Paul’s cathedral having been 
dedicated to the service of its knights, 
who now for the first time in the his­
tory of the ^rder have a sanctuary In 
which to deposit their banners.

Last night the second camp drill was 

held by members of the Fifth Regi- 
meht, C. A. There was’a large turn 
out, the various companies being well 
represented. No. 1 started drill on the 
13 pounders and No. 2 held drill on the 
6-inch guns of Fort Macaulay. No. 3, 
under Major Hibben, engaged in in­
fantry manoeuvres. These occupa­
tions lasted well onto dusk when the 
bugle call brought the companies into 
camp.

The work of the teams representing 
ffo. 2 on the guns last evening de­
serves special mention. For the first 
night’s training it was really excel­
lent. Speed and accuracy was the rule 
rather than the exception, and the C. 
O., who made a personal inspection, ex­
pressed himself as pleased. He said 
that the work was as good as was the 
case on the second night of drill last 
year. In view of the fact that there 
were a number of recruits, men who 
had never attempted to handle or even 
perhaps had never before seen a gar­
rison gun, such commendation is worth 
repetition.

Major Hibben and his men spent the 
evening very profitably.

Stewart, 
the descendant of a long line of Scot­
tish kings, which hills he preferred, 
the chairman of the water committee 
warbled: “My heart’s in the High­
lands,” and to the Highland district 
they went. But, with usual canniness, 
an advance guard was sent out in the 
person of the city negineer; the Mayor 
preferring to take a little bit off the 
Topp before he took it out of the coun­
cil. But the council went too, last Sat­
urday, accompanied by a troupe of 
citizens whistling, “We’re on the water 
wagon now.” They climbed the rocky 
fastnesses of Lone Tree mountain, and 
got very ‘ tired in the operation, so 
tired that Aid. Lewis Hall, reclining 
perspiringly on a bunch of bracken, 
besought Aid. Fell to dispense with his 
proposed audit and spend the $500 that 
it would cost in securing a further ex­
pert opinion as to whether the water­
shed of the Highland district would 
provide water enough, cheaply enough 
and quickly enough for the parching 
people of Victoria.

And so at the council meeting Mon­
day night the water committee made 
the following report:

Tour water committee beg leave to re­
port that an inspection of the watershed 
of Highland district was made on Satur­
day last, and that the result of said in­
spection is such that we consider a fuller 
and more complete examination should 
be made to settle more definitely the lev­
els and capacity of the various storage 
sites, the rainfall, and the volume of 
water actually flowing down stream.

For this purpose we recommend that a 
sum of $500 be voted, and that steps be 
taken at once to secure the information 
required.

Tour committee are also considering the 
possibility of securing water from Gold- 
stream without having to purchase it.

We would recommend that the city’s 
rights in Highland district be protected 
pending the above investigations, and that 
the city barrister's advice in writing on 
this question be obtained.

The discussion that followed proved 
most conclusively there will not be the 
slightest change in the position of af­
fairs this year. All that is now known 
may be summed up as follows:

First—It may be possible, after wait­
ing a year and employing another ex­
pert, to get a supply from the High­
lands.

Second—It will cost overt $100,000 to 
improve Elk lake, and that can't be 
done for the present.

Third—Some time in the dim and dis­
tant future, after appealing to the 
court of last resort, a decision may be 
rendered in favor of the city against 
the Esquimau Waterworks Company, 
and the Coldstream supply obtained at 
the cost of water rent and installa- 
tion.

That law Is expensive was proved 
during the meeting. The city solicitor 
reported that Pooley, Luxton & Pooley 
had rendered their bill in the water 
case at $4,407.37. This will be taxed in 
due course, and may be somewhat 
duced. In this connection,
