Mr. Davis, of Minnesota, secured
recognition at 1:30 for his speech on a
resolution framed by him enunciating
the policy of the United States on the
Monroe doctrine. “It is a matter of
current observation,” he said, ‘“‘that each
vear our foreign relations increase in
difficulty, complexity and importaneca.
This results from the growth of our na-
tion and the tendency of the times to
bring together nations in social and com-
mercial intercourse.” It was this ten-
dency, said the senator, which explain
ed the fact that the United States was
involved in more difficulties with Great
Britain than with all other countries
combined. He was glad to know, how-
ever, that last month brought some am-
elioration of the immediate difficulties to
which the attention; of the country had
been given. If these new conditions were
founded on the Monroe doctrine, then
they wold receive the warmest appro-
val of the American people; if they in-
volve any concession of principles laid
down by President Monroe then the
people ‘of this country would visit upon
such concession their condemnation and
- disapproval. Mr. Davis, as he under-
stood the Monroe doctrine, said it was
an assertion by the United States that
it would regard as an infringement any
attempt of any European power to take
or acquire any mnew or additional terri-
tory on the American continent or
islands adjacent thereto, or any right of
sovereignty or dominion in the same,
and that such infringement would be
deemed dangerous to the policy and
safety of the United States.

On the
day of the murder Harris came home
under the influence of liquor. - Under-
standing his wife to say ‘that Spruell
had refused to speak to her, he immedi-
ately started out looking for trouble. He
found Spruell in a barber shop and fired
at the wall of the room, merely, he saidy
‘o scare him, Spruell, becoming fright-
ened, ran into the street, pursued by
Harris, whe fired upon him with fatal
effect.  There was little or no provoea-
tion. for the murder, although Harris
claimed on the witness stand that
Spruell at first made an assault upon
him with a razor. Harris was 23 years
of age and leaves a wife and child.

THE UNION. PACIFIC RAILWAY.

Plan of Reorganization Submitted to the
American Senate.

_Washingtpn City, Feb. 15.—Winsiow 8.
Pl.erv(:, acting for the reorganization eom-
mittee of the Union Pacific railway ecom-
pany, has submitted to the senate com-
mittee on Pacific roads the reorganization
committee’s draft of a bill for reorganiza-
tion. This bill provides:

First—The appointment by the President,
subject to the approval of the senate, of a
commission of three members to investi-
gate, determine and report to the Presi-
dent a fair cash value of the claim and
lien of the United States.

Second—Authority to the commissioners
to subpoena and examine witnesses and
have the process of ecourts.

Third—The report of the commissioners,’
or a majority, subject to the approval eof
the President, is to be conclusive as to
the sum which may be paid for the claim
and lien of the United States, the secretary
of the treasury, upon such payment, to ex-
ecute an instrument of assignment of the
lien and claim,”reserving the sinking fund.

Fourth—Authority to the purchasers to
organize a company empowered to acquire
and operate the lines and property of the
railway- company, with such corporate
powers as are necessarily involved.

Fifthb—Repeal of the provisions of the
prior act, which would be inapplicable to
the reorganized company under the new
conditions, and reserving to the govern-
ment a specified right for the transporta-
tion of mails, troops, munitions of war,
ete.

Sixth—Authority and direction top the at-
torney-general, in default of payment of
the amount fixed by the commission, to
foreclose the lien of the government, and
upon the sale to bid the amount of the
indebtedness to the United States.

Seventh—The reservation of remedies to
the United States, and power to alter,
amend or repeal.’

Our Member's Status in the Govern-
ment  Without a  Pre- :
‘cedent.

(From- our own correspohdent.)

Ottawa, ‘Feb. 9.—A very full report
of what took place in the house on the
motion of Mr. Laurier for correspon-
dence, ete., regarding the appointment
of Messrs. Prior and Wood to the privy
council - of Canada has already been
telegraphed the Times, but a further re-
ference to the debate will be of inter-
est in showing the humiliating position
that Lieut.-Col. Prior has been driven
into on account of the desperate straits
of the party to carry the city of Vie-
toria. During the contest Mr. Prior on
more than one occasion said that the
law was changed or to be changed so
that he might become a cabinet min-
ister., There is little doubt but Mr.
Prior imagined that such was the case
from ' the character of the telegramns
that came from the ministers. .On
reaching = here he discovered that he
was badly, “fooled,” to use a vulgarism.
He lost no time in trying to remedy. the
matter, but has been thwarted by the.
silly attitude of the Colonist newspaper,
as it persists in asserting that he is a
full fledged cabinet minister already,
and that therefore the government does
not require to carry out its pledge to the
province. In other words the Colon-
ist insistes that a controller, who is the
subordinate of a cabinet minister, is
what British Columbia wants, and not
a “full fledged cabinet minister.” My
own personal opinion is that the Colon-
ist is to some extent right. As control-
ler Mr. Prior will have less influence
on the government that he would have
as a cabinet minister, and as the whole
influence of the present aggregation is
against the best interests of the coun-
try the weaker the support they have
got the better it is. For instanee, it
is of far greater importance to British
Columbia and the country that Mr.

rior, the cabinet minister, should be
defeated than Mr. Prior the coptreller.
The strong attitute taken by the Liber-
al party in the province has already
thrust upon the administration the fact
that British Columbia must be repre-
sented in the cabinet, and if proper
representation has not been obtained,
the government has been compelled to
acknowledge the principle.

After quoting from May and  Todd,
Mr. Laurier pointed to the anemalous
pesition which the controllers. were. said
to have held, He continued: ‘“They
are not responsible to the crown, not
responsible. to parliament, but respons-
ible to another minister, to one of their
own . colleagues, as advisers of the
Crown. This, it seems to me, is a
singular anomaly, it is .a violation of

the - principles of responsible govern-
ment. . Suppose, - for instance, that the
of the department of
customs . were not satisfactory to par-
liament; at the present time parliament
has .no means of making the holder of
the,office amenablé’ to |its jurisdiction,
because the .holder of the office is not
ponsible * to ' parliament, but some-
body. else is.responsible for him: the min-
ister of trade and commerce is respon-
sible for the actions of the econtroller
of . customs. The minister of trade and
commerce is.responsible for the admin-
istration of the controller of inland rev-
enue. So those hon. gentlemen are not
in any proper sense, and they could not
be in any proper sense, members of the
cabinet; they eould not be advisers of
the erown, because they have no respoa-
sibility to the people, no responsibility
to the crown itself, but they are res-
ponsible to the hon. gentleman who is
responsible both to the crown and. to
parliament for their administration.
And therefore, under the circumstances,
it seems to me that it is, to say the
least, a very singular anomaly,. to see
those hon. gentlemen members of -he
cabinet, because, I contcl{d, by the 1a-
ture. of their office, they, are debarred
from being members of the cabinet.
Perhaps it may be said they might be
members of the privy council. There is
a question as to that. Members of the
privy council need not be members of
the two houses of parliament; -mmem-
bers of the privy council are at present
honorary advisers of the crown, and
under our system we have several mem-
bers of the privy council without port-
folios. But I contend that in this case,
when an hon. gentleman. who holds an
office under the administration, but who
is at the same time not responsible di-
rectly either to the crown or to the peo-
ple, but is directly responsible to an-
other officer, to a minister, who is him-
self responsible to the crown and 7o
parliament, is debarred by the very na-
ture of responsible government from
holding a position as an adviser of the
crown and forming part of the cabinet.
He may be part of the administration
—1I do not contend that he may not be;
but to be a member of the cabinét and
a member of the administration are two
different matters.”

Mr. Laurier proceeded to show from
the Hansard that Sir John Macdonald

I
would like to know how Mr. Prior- be-
came a member of the privy council,
without taking the oath or subscribing
to the roll. It is a novel proceeding,
one which is wholly unknown to the
faw, and if that is the way in which
Mr. Prior has been made a member of
the privy council I will venture to say
that in law he is not a member yet.”
Further Mr. ‘Mills says: “I admit that
the crown may make any member of
this house, or even Mr. Audette down
stairs, if it thinks proper, a member of
the privy council.  There is no doubt
about that. But to make him a mem-
ber of the cabinet in virtue of his hold-
ing the -office of controller of customs
or that of ecantroller of inland revenue,
when the law intends that he shall not
be such, is.-a most extraordinary pro-
ceeding. . Now, Sir, I venture to ray
that you-will not-find in the whole his-
tory ~of ‘England an ‘instance in which
any ‘one holding an office of under-szc-
rétary ‘or any one of the subordinate
offices as an assistant to a minister; has
been raised to the position of a cabinet
minister.”’

Mr. Dickey. admitted the anomalous
positions of* the controllers. He said:
“The presence of the coantrollers in the
cabinet, ov their absence from the cab-
inet, does not affect in any way the
responsibility of the minister to the
house. 'The responsibility for the poliey
and the administration of that depart-
ment is exactly as it was before these
gentlemen became sworn of the privy
council.”

Be Opened Shortly.

The Victoria Lumber Company are
going to re-open their mill at Chemain-
us and, aecording to report, will fight
the newly . organized Central Lumber
Combine. The Seatle Times says of ‘the
report: “From a report received from
San Francisco it is not going to be all
smooth sailing and no fighting for the
new central lumber organization recent-
ly perfected, and which takes in nearly
every big mill on the coast. A big mill
on Vancouver Island, not in the organ-
ization, is going to start up soon. Evi-
dently the owners, who are Americans
largely, see an opportunity to get in and
do some business, with fair chance of
success. - W. H. Phipps, general land
agent of the Northern Pacific railroad,
and ex-Senator Spooner, of Wisconsin,
are largely owners of the mill, The
plant is known as the Viectoria lumber
company, and is located at Chemainus.
Ex-Senator Spooner is now in Califor-
nia, probably with the business of start-
ing up the mill in view.

“Although the mill is on the Canadiar
side, its principal stockholders are Am-
ericans. Among ‘those who are largely
interested are ex-Senator Spooner, W.
H. Phipps, land agent of the Northern
Pacific; J. A. Humbird of St. Paul; Ma-
jor William Gregory, of Chicago, and
W. J. Macaulay, formerly of St. Paul,
but now of Victoria.

“The company owns 150,000 acres of
timber land, most of which was pur-
chased from the late Robert Dunsmuir,
he having acquired it by grant from the
British Columbia legislature when he
bailt the island railway. The mill has
beew shut down for nearly three years,
and it will take two months’ time and
an expenditure of $50,000 to put it in
order. . The cut will be limited to 100.-

000 feet per day until a trade is cre-
ated.”

NEW CANNERIES.

Not Many Will be Erected on the Other
Side of British Columbia.

The disposition shown among Fraser
river canners to establish  branch-
es on the American side of the line is
becoming more and more marked, says
the Seattle P.-I.
is interested in the Federation cannery,
locatdd at the mouth of the Frasor
river, in what is known as the Steves-
ton district, was seen at the Arlington
hotel Tuesday night, and gave an inter-
esting talk on cannery interests in gen-
eral on the other side of fthe line.

“Our chief market- is England,” he
said, “and to that market we can ship
canned salmon by way of Cape Horn
at.a cost of about 45 cents a case. Aus-
tralia gives us some business, and since
the establiShment of a line of steamers
to that country, in connection with the
Canadian Pacific railroad two years ago
we can ship there directly, the freight
rate being the same as to England. Be-
fore the steamers were put on every
can of salmon for Australia went first
to England. The consumption in Cana
da is very® light, for,” he said, with an
apologetic smile, “there are only 5,000,-
000 people in the whole country, and
the freight on a case of canned salmon
as far as Montreal is $2.

“The English are very particular in
demanding red color in salmon, and will
take nothing else. This is the real rea-
son why so many canners are putting
branch plants on this side, for we have
only six weeks, from the middle if July
to August 24, that we are allowed to
fish for the sockeye salmon. This s
the only species exported, as the early
spring salmon and humpbacks, wita
their pale hues, find but scanty favor in
England. So worthless are the hump-
backs considered that last season I sa-v
thousands of them destroyed by the fish-
ermen on the Fraser, who, finding them
in their. nets, knock them on the head
and throw them into the water. As a
matter of fact, the humpback is super-
ior to any other grade of fish for the
table, either fresh or canned, but the
popular taste has not recognized the
fact.

_instead of forcing his personal favorites
in. composers and compositions on an
audience, he just makes:a judicious sel-
ection from the most repeesentative, giv-
ing also a taste of the latest works; Thus
last evening lovers of sweet Rubenstein
“had a delicious féw moments with their
favorite in the ‘“Triumphal,” interptet-
en in an original manner by Sousa, it is
true, but losing nothing of the soul and
spirit of the master’s intention. Then
it was shown that the Wagnerian reviv-
al of a very few years ago has lost none
of its force, when two encores were

from that great immortal. Yet it is
constantly  asserted that concert mas-
ters make a misake in serving up classi-
cal music to a mixed audience—that it
is beyond the understanding and power
of appreciation of such a gathering.
Very often a hungry man will turn
away unsatisfied with a rich meal; the
fault is in the cooking and manner of
serving. The publie is the same with
classical musie; it must be artistically
and ably interpreted. Sousa does all
this with a master hand, and he has
gathered about-him & company of musie-
ians each of whom is an attist. 'There
are no ‘supers.” Sousa’s selections Iast
evening were all more or less classieal,
and all were rapturously received. Of
his own compositions, perhaps his
“Three Quotations” was the best, the
Arcadia number Dbeing  incomparably
sweet. His new march ‘King Cotton,”
has the Sousa ring about it, and it took
the audience by storm. His ‘“The
Band Came Back” is original, and a fit-
ting dessert to a repast that fills with-
out surfeiting, and enables the lover of
music to go away and digest with com-
fort and complacency a splendid intel-
lectual meal.

Sousa’s method of conducting is in
keeping with the man. His band is m
complete sympathy with him.' He in-
dulges in no frenzied, frantic gyrations;
there are no mountebank’s motions; the
man’s movements are dignified, decided,
eary and eloquent. In fact Sousa could
go through his conducting movements
without a single instrument before him
and ‘the onlooker can imagine nothing
but harmony and quiet completeness.

Miss Myra French, who is the only
vocalist in this magnificent musical
combination, is blessed with a sweet
soprano voice. Coming after the great
band, a singer, no matter how strong,
is at somewhat of a disadvantage, but
Miss French furnished no unfavorable
comparison. Her voice is rich, admir-
ably trained and perfectly controlled.
Her selection last mnight *“Delight
Valse,” '(Luckstone) was perhaps more
suited to a higher range soprano, as the
timbre of Miss French’s voice wonld
perhaps seem better suited to softer and
more appealing music, but she sang in
a finished and artistic manner and de-
served the spontaneous encore accorded
her. Miss Currie Duke, a. young vio-
liniste of considerable promise, need
make no apology to her fellow artists.
Her number from Sarasate was a dif-
ficult one, but she displayed in it great
technique and power of execution. She
deserves a better violin to display the
talent she undoubtedly possesses.

To the Editor: If the remedial bill

I
felt that if the minority of Manitoba
were willing fo acecept that. bill they
had simply been making a fuss and
throwing the whole country into con-
fusion for nothing at all
lows the Catholics to have separate
schools and tax themselves for that
purpose. Tt provides for a Catholic
school board and other machinery for
carrying on ‘separate schools, but it
neither exempts Catholics from taxation

for any grant from public funds for the
sapport of their own system of educs-
ticn. In other weords, it leaves the
Catholics  of Manitoba just as they are
at present with the exception that sep-
arate sehools are to be legalized by fed-
eral aet of parliament in a province
where the people have recently declar-
ed by an overwhelming majority that
separate schools shall not exist. The
whole educational system of Manitoba
is to be thrown into confusion, the sore
is. to be left unhealed, and the pros-
pect of its ever healing made more un-
certain. It requires no federal act of
parliament to allow Catholies to tax
themselves for thé support of Cathoiic
schools. This is what the minority ask-
ed for. They asked that not only
should separate schools be legalized
but that they should receive state aid
to suport them.

The bill, as we are led to understand
it at first, does not provide fom this, and
I wondered why the Catholic clergy
were willing to accept it. I knew that
what they really want is full control of
the school funds and the machinery for
carrying on the Catholic schools.

A recent dispatch shows the trick
which. the government is endeavoring
to- play- in conneetion with this import-
ant question. - They propose to put off
the evil day, to allow the sore to festor
more .and more until after the general
election in order that they may have a
chance to be returned to power. They
say to the Catholic clergy: Be content
with the mild unmeaning bill until we
get back into office, and then if Mani-
toba refuses still tol support your
schools we will apply the screw of co-
ercion. - After the brave words uttered
by the Ottawa ministers, how they
would compel Manitoba to do their bid-
ding at this session of parliament, their
retreat from that position at the pres-
ent time surely requires explanation.

The true explanation is not difficult
to find. 'The minority found it impos-
sible to carry a coercion bill. They
knew that many of their Conservaiive
followers would not support them, and
that the French Liberals could not be
depended wupon. This meant defeat.
They  were, hewever, . pledged to a re-
n.lodial bill, and so they decided to con-
tinue to do what they have been doing
£0 long—put off the evil day.

They saw, moreover, a chance of
throwing the responsibility upon the
shoulders of their Liberal opponents, a
i llhiug they have been unsuccessfuly try-

Ing to do for some time. They wish to
make it appear in the eyes of the pub-
iic that the Manitoba authorities and
the Liberal party are not sincere in
their wish to do justice to the minority.
They propose to make it impossible for
the Manitoba authorities to take any
action in the. premises, and by this
means to injure the Liberal parry.
They propose by federal act of parlia-
ment to create separate schools in
Manitoba and then to ecall on the pro-
vincial government to support them,
knowing as we all do that at the recent
elections Mr. Greenway was given a
mandate from the people of the prov-
ince to resist the establishment of sep-
arate schools. They ask Mr. Green-
way to do an impossibility. The objeet
of the government is plain. They hope
to get rid of the question of coercion
during “the coming elections and mak-
ing it appear that they have given
Manitoba one more chance to remedy
the grievances of the minority tothrow
the responsibility of the whole question
upon the shoulders of the Liberal par-
ty. The whole scheme is too thin 1o
deceive the public, and I doubt if it
will help the government as they ox-
pect it to do. ALEXANDER BEGG.
