‘When men invest large sums in any in-
dustry they naturally desire to create
business in order that their investments

may pay dividends. This is 1 and
in most cases perfectly laudable, that-is,
providing the metbods are within the
pale of morality. Then there are certain
industries whose product isof a nature
which does not admit of the use of cer-
tain methods of advertisement and mar-
ket creating. 1f a druggist started out on
a campaign—if it were possible—of ad-
vising people to take large quantities of
strychnine, aconite, prussic acid or simi-
lar poisons as a certain cure for all ills, in
order to -thus push his sales, he
would forthwith and immediately be put
into the category of assassins. If &
ropemaker preached assiduously the dooc-
trine of Suicide and Thuggism in order to
to sell rope for hanging and strangling, he
would probably make the acquaintance of
& rope himself. If s pistol-maker incited
men to fight duel s in order to increase his
sales of fire arms, he would -very quickly
be put out of business. Such villains
would be reprobated by all and every man
with a shadow of common decency, But
these, and worse than these, are being
carried out on a gigantic scale by powerful
and wealthy corporationsto-day,and those
whao raise a voice against them are abused
as fanatics by a hireling press. The vast
armament firms to-day are deliberately
working up international ‘“‘scares,” delib-
etately inspiring international hatreds,
deliberately attempting to awaken war
with all its horrors, in order that “busi-
ness” may increase snd dividends grow.
A pamphlet, called “The War Traders ; an
Exposure,” has recently been issued from
the press and gives out some startling
facts. In Britain alone big arma-
ment firms control a capital of over
$150,00€,000, upon which dividends of from
74 to 123 per cent. are paid. They are per-
fectly syndicated and there is very little
competition between them. Much capi-
tal is invested in common by weal
thy  shareholders in sach firms
carrying on business in various
countries. The vast. body of the war
trade is really a great financial network
in which apparently independent firms
are really linked by an Intricate system of
joint shareholding and sometimes by a
common directorship. And from the very
nature of things these combinations
absolutely control the situation. If anew
and more powerful engine of distruction
is provided, the announcement is made
that B single ship thus. 'built: sad
armed ean destroy & whole fleet of exist-
ing ships, and the result is that every
naval power wishes to buy or construct
similar ships. Thus whole fleets are
sorapped almost in a year to be replaced by
larger,more powerful and ever more costly
squadrons, Thescrappingisassisted alsoby
the emergency of periodicat “scares” like
that of 1900, It must not be forgotten
also that many sambitious military and
paval men are shareholders in these com-
panies, and thus we find both professional
ambition and the desire for dividends
combined to keep ‘‘business” brisk, A
glimpse of their methods was given the
world in connection with recent revela-
tions in Germany. Writers were paid to
write violently inflammable and sensa-
tional articles against Germany and con-
coemlng German designs, French news-
papers were paid to publish these in France
and thus arouse French feeling against
the Germans. The articles were then re-
produced in the German press and caused
a sensation, with a sudden and dangerous
increase of public feeling against the
French, Then oneachside of the bound-
ary there sprang up & vehement demand
for increased armament ; and thus the in-
fernal work goes on. Thus human life,
human happiness, human rights and
national existence are made the pawns in
this abominable game,

The writer of the pamphlet guoted
Bays :

They, the companies, command the
kind of skill and special knowledge which
is popularly supposed, and surely ought,
to be the exclusive property of the Gov-
ernment Upon this kind of skill and
special knowledge the safety of the king-
dom and the Empire is supposed to
depend ; yet we see it _being ered like
any common commodity to, and bought
by, companies increasingly cosmopolitan
in character, companies constantly
building for foreign purchasers, building
in foreign yards, partners with German,
French, Italian, and other manufacturers.
Much of this special knpwledze was once
secret information, obtained in the very

highest and most strictly guarded ' reoes-
ses of the government service,

Armament construction should be the
work of Governments only, then there
would be no temptation to further
“'business” in this atrocious fashion,

Is this as it should be ?

The Dominfon of Canada half
a contiriant of land wherefrom to produce
food of all kinds. The  British Teles
possess buta garden patch compared to
our vast acreage. We have relatively
few mouths to feed, while Britain has a
wvast number both actually and relatively.
‘We support less than two persons to the
square mile, while England supports over
six hundred on the same area, We pro-
duce enormous quantities of food, Britain
but moderate quantities, The majority
of our people live in the .country; in
Britain the enormous majority dwell in
the eities and are consumers purely, not
producers of food. We can grow all the
food needed right at our doors, while
Britain must draw her supplies from
every quarter of the globe.

Yet despite all these things, what do wa
find? Bread in London costs 24 5 cents a
pound, and from three to four cents in
Canada. Beef costs the Britisher 13, 15
and 23 cents per pound respeetively, while
the Canadian pays from 14 to 25 cents.
Mautton costs in Londoh town from 57 to
15 sents a pound, while the Canadian folks
give 20 cents for the same amount. The
Londoner ‘saves his bacon’ at about 20
cents, the Canadian is taxed from 25
cents upward.
