The Duty on Fish.

On and after Wednesday of next week
the provisions of the Washington
Treaty relating to reciprocity in the
fish trade between the United States
and Canada will cease to operate and
present indications point to the imme-
diate enforcement of the resolution
passed at Ottawa this session imposing
duties on all fish and fishery products
imported from the United States, after
the first of July, without regard to
prospective negotiations. Sir John
Macdonald, in the House of Commons
a few dJays since, conveyed the idea
that ipending negotiations which are
promised between the United States
and Dominion Governments respecting
the renewal of the fishery treaty, the
duties question would be held in abey-
ance for the present and matters would
go on as they have herstofore until
some definite conclusion between the
two countries has been arrived at.
That impression appears to have been
erroneous, as the customs officers
throughout thé Dominion have been
instructed to collect duty on products of
United Stateés fisheries, commencing on
the first proximo, every arrangement
having been made to rigidly carry out
the order. Officers of the Government
at Ottawa, who have charge of the
classification of customs entries have
been instructed to prepare their forms
and records for the year commencing
on the first July, so as to remove fish
and their products from the free to the
dutiable lists.

Sir.—In looking over the columns of
the Weekly World of June 18th, I
noticed a letter headed ‘‘The Lothair
Pilotage Case,” in which the writer, Mr.
George Tait, uses some pretty strong
language,in order, to justify his action on
the occasion referred to, and likewise to
show his superior knowledge of the pilot-
age Rules and Regulations. Mr. Tait
quotes rule 12, showing that it is the
duty of the boat on the outside station
to board all vessels approaching the har-
bor, under a penalty of §20 for each and
every case of neglect, which, of itself,
clearly condemns his action on that
occasion, unless this talented young man
can show that a vessel outward bound,
lying at anchorin the outer Miramichi
Bay, is approaching the harbor.
He then goes on to show that when the
sigral was displayed on the foretop of the
Lothair he was about five miles from her,
while we were not more than two, and
directly between the ship and them, which
isa direct falsehood. When the pilot-
signal flew on the Lothair we were from
one and a half to two miles east from her
and not between the Two Brothers and
her, at all, as stated by Mr. Tait and,
believing it to be the duty of that boat to
put a pilot on board said vessel,” we ran
dowu on her and asked them to do so,
only to meet with a stiff denial from tnis
pompous young captain,
He next wishes to know if we were on
our outside station from Saturday after-
noon till the Monday afternoon we board-
ed the Lothair. Why, surely Mr, Tait
must be dreamingas we boarded at eleven
thirty a. m. on Monday and uot in the
afternocn at all.

The Scott Act in Fredericton.

[F’ton Reporter.]

Mr. Leonard W. Johnstog of this city is
a delegate to the general assemblyvof the
Presbyterian Church now in session at
Montreal. The temperance question was
up for discussion at one of the sederunts
aud Mr. Johnston expressed his convic-
tions on the subject. If a person not
actually engaged in the temperance cause
were to speak as plainly as Mr. Johnston
does, there are those who would rank him
with drankards and the depraved of the
community. Doubtiess some in thus city
will greet his remarks in the same manner
as some of the members of the general
assembly did, but Mr. Johnston would
not be likely to make them unless he
believed he could substantiate them, We
give the report of his remarks :

Mr. Johnston, of Fredericton, said he
yielded to no man in his desire that the
temperance cause would succeed, but he
questioned entirely the prudence of the
resolution as regarded the means to be
used. He would ask their opponents to
show 1n what respect such acts had .been
a success., He had been a traveller for
ten years, and had wituessed the working
of the Dunkin Act, and he would like to
know where such an act had worked sue-
cessfully. (Yes, yes.) The Scott Act
had proved an absolute failure in Frederic-
ton. (Cries of No, no.) Drnnkenness
was just as prevalent, and whiskey was

No, no.)

Mr Johnston (excitedly)—Youn tell me
No. no! Have you been there to see? 1
am living there and know about what 1
am speaking. .Do you think that I, a
commisoner of this Assembly, am telling
you alie? If you do, youcan send a com-
mittee down to inquire.

Several members here rose and energeti-
cally protested against Mr. Johnston be-
ing interrupted in such a manner. Mr,
Johnston, continuing, said that all such

gress meets in December next, in hopes
of a satisfactory arrangement being then
made. He thought that as the fishery
clauses of the Washington Treaty would
expire in a couple of weeks, and, as the
matter was one of universal importance,
the First Minister might make some
statement with reference to it.

Sir John Macdonald—I think when the
member for Digby (Mr. Vail) asked a sim-
ilar question some time ago I told him
that the question had occupied the atten-
tion of the Government, and that the
papers would be brought down before the
Pend of the session. We are now apply-
ing to the Governor-General to obtain
leave from the Colonial Office to allow
certain papers to be brought down, and I
have no doubt consent will be given and
that very important papers will be brought
down.

Mr. Mitchell—Does not thehon gentle-
man feel himself at liberty to declare
whether the tendency of the article is
correct, namely. that the fisheries will be
thrown open to Americans ?

Sir John Macdonald—I cannot say that
it is correct, but I do not think it well to
be more specificin my statement. I may
say that the tendency of all this cogres-
pondence is to give a strong hope 'that
negotiations will take place, not only
with regard to the fisheries but with
regard to reciproeity.

Mr. Mackenzie--I think the Govern-
ment should say whether the statement
contained in this Goverpment organ is
correct or not.

Sir John Macdonald—The Government
sheuld not be forced to make a statement
prematurely. We camunot make a full
statement.

Mr. Mackenzie—It is clear that some
Minister has made a statement,

Sir John Macdonald said that no Min-
ister had made a statement. Sir Ambrose
Shea had had an interview with some
member of the American Cabinet and the
British Ambassador, and he (Sir John
Macdonald) . had no doubt this was the
way this imperfect statement came to be
published.

Mr. Vail said he was sure the Premier
must be fully alive to the importance of
the matter and to the fact that the time
was short. He hoped that if the Ameri-
icans were to have access to our fisheries,
Canada would be compensated by having
her fish admitted into Am;icau ports free
of duty.

Sir John Macdonald--We are merely
waiting permission to send down the com.

It is well known they only
surrendered the least valuable of their
arms, keeping their rifles, which are hid.
den somewhere. It isconsidered unsafe
for any but parties of ten or a dozen
whites to go near the reserves.

Col. Otter's force is moving to Pelican
Lake in compliance with orders from Gen.
Middleton. Indian Agent Rae is in from
the Sweet Grass reserve. He found a
bushel of silver knives and forks stolen
from stores and settlers houses.

Reports from Poundmaker’s old reserve
are threatening. All the bad and dis.
affected Indians are congregating there,
bearing arms with them. Several of Big
Bear’s band are also there, threatening
trouble.

Improvements on the Chatham
Rallway.

The sccond-hand rails loaned to the
Chatham Branch Railway by the Dominion
Government, and which, as the patrons of
the road know, were too well worn for
either smooth or comnfortable travel, have
all been taken up by Mr. Snowball and
the whole nine miles relaid with new steel
rails weighing 62 lbs. to the yard—
six pounds heavier than the standard rail
oftheI. C. R. A new through sidingis
also being put in within. five or six car
lengths of the end of the line at the Junec.
tion, which will enable the train men to
make car and engine shifts without run- |
ning out on the Intercolonial track, an
operation which at times was attended
with delay on account of I. C. R.
trains requiring right of way. The
lie of railway from Chathamto the
Intercolinial is well known as having
neither heavy grades nor sharp curves, and
trains can therefore pass over it at maxi-
num speed without risk, while heavy
freight traffic can be done with small ex-
penditure of engine power. To run over
the nine miles on the new rails in fifteen
minutes is now an easy performance and
the enterprising owner of the road is to be
congratulated on its present efficient con-
dition. In connettion with the Northern
aud Western it is destined to be an impor
tant factor in the buisness prosperity of
Chatham.

The Fraser Hotel:

Mr. John Fraser’s new building on
Lower Water Street, Chatham, erected
for him by Mr. Peter Loggie in place of
that recently destroyed by fire, is now
comgleted and being occupied as a hotel
by the owner.

3. On giving written notice of at least
i one week to the Board of Trustees, and
due notice to the pupils, Teachers shall be
entitled to be absent from their Schools for
the purpose of attending the sessions of
the T'eachers’ Institute, during the days
provided for herein,

4. The Teachers’ Institute shall meet
anuually, and at such place and time (the
same being Tharsday and Friday) as the
Ionstitute may from year to year deter-
mine, The sessions shall be held both
morning and afternoon, and shall continue
through two days : those on the first day
shali beginat 10 a. m,, and on the second
day at 9 a. m. When a suitable room
can be secured for the puarpose, it is re-
commended that on the eveuning of the
first day’s meeting a public lecture (whose
object shall be in harmony with that of
the Iustitute) be delivered by the Chief
Superintendent (when his duties will per-
mit,) the Inspector, or other suitable per-
son, as the Committee may determine.

5. The President shall, as soon as
practicable after the close of the sessions
of the Teachers’ Institute, transmit to the
Chief Superintendent, in the form to be
supplied for that purpose, a list of the
Teachers present at the same, aud the
attendance at each session, and in the
semi-annual apportionment of the County
Fund and disbursement of Provincial
grants, the Chief Superintendent shall, in
every case in which the Teacher has at-
tended all the Sessions of the Institute,
allow to the Board of Trustees their pro-
portion of the County Fund for the two
days as if the School or department had
been open, and to the Teacher the Pro-
vincial grant as if he had been engaged
during the two days in teaching the School
or department under his charge ; and in
any case in which the DPresident shall
specitically certify upon the list transmit-
ted by him that the Teacher was' obliged
to be absent from the School one half or
the whole of Wednesday in order to be
present at the first session, the Chief
Superintendent may allow the additional
half day or day, as the case may be, but
no further allowance of the time shall i
any case be made.

from papers read, shall, after being sub.
mitted to the President for approval, be
forwarded by the Secretary-Treasurer to
the Chief Superintendent.

6. In case it shall appear to the Board
of Education that the Teachers’ Institute
in any County is inefficiently conducted,
or that any object foreign to that contem-
plated herein is entertwined at its gather-
1ngs, all Privileges herein accorded in be-
half of such Institute shall be withdrawn,

7. The time, place, and programme of
the first meeting of the Teachers” Insti-
tute shall be determined by the Inepector
in concert with such of the Teachers mak-
ing written request for its formation, as he
may deem necessary ; and he shall notify
all the Teachers within the County of the
same at least one month before the meet-
ing. Special care should be taken to en-
sure prompt organization aud profitable
sessions.

The Case of the ‘Minnie Gordon.”

The following letter appeared in
Thursday’s Telegraph.—

Sir+ Some three yearsago oneof my
vessels while entering the Miramichi
riverin charge of a pilot, came in collision
with the lightship, An enquiryasI am
informed, was made by the commission of
pilotage for the district and after due
investigation, the pilot was exonerated
from blame.  Shortly after the collison,
I was asked by the marine department to
pay the damages. lreplied thatI wasnot
responsible, the vessel being in charge of a
licensed pilot, and asthe pilotage was
compulsory, the owner could not be beld
responsible according to the merchant
shipping act. Anaction in the Admirality
Court was then commenced against me
which remained pending for some time.
I made enquiry as to the extent of the
damage and ascertained thatit did not
actually amount to $25, and yet for this
trifling amount the government considered
it necessaay to bring an action against me
making  the damagesabout $140. The

Orrawa, 15th April, 1885.

S1ir: T beg to acknowledge the receipt
of your letter of the 10th ultimo, in
reference to the action brought against
youin the Vice Admirality Court in St.
John, N. B., for the damages incurred by
yourship Minnie Gordon colliding with
the Miramichi light ship,and in reply Iam
toinform you, that the action in question
was brought at the instance cf this de-
partment with the view of recovering the
amount expended in the repairs of the
light ship. On the 18th August, 1882, a
letter was addressed to you calling your
attemtion to the matter, and asking
whether you were prepared to reimburse
the department the amount of expenses
incurred, and I vegret that you did not see
fit to answer this letter and to arrange to
pay the small bill of expenses incurred
in repairs and thus avoid the disagreeable
necessity for taking legal steps in the
matter,

I may remark that it appears only
reasonable that you should make good
any damageincurred inthe collision, as
the light ship was not in fault, and as
you repudiated any liability in the matter,
no course remained butto institute an
action for the recovery of expcuses in-
curred.

I may here rematk that I had replicd‘to
the extraordinary demand made upon me
in letters addressed to the legal gentlemen
who enjc y the government practice in this
city, and also to the agent of the marine
department, in which letters I repudiated
any liability as owner of the vessel for the
damage alleged. Theresult of the trial
was against the government ; but while I
was forced either to defend myself or sub”
mit to the gross imposition which the
government sought to put upon me, Iam
at a loss to comprehend on what grounds
the marine department can justify their
conduct in this matter.

The government, through their pilot
commissioners at Mi ‘amichi, inquired into
the case and fouund the pilot was notat
fault. The only other conclusion they
could came to was that, if tte pilot was
not to blame, the collision was the result
of an inevitable accident, aud therefore
there was no legal liability on the owner
of the vessel. This was the finding of the
court, but yet the government or the
marine department’ with the knowledge
of the investigation of the commissioners
before them brought this case to trial.

The pilot in his evidence stated that the
cost of repairing the damage would not
exceed twenty-five dollars, but, under the
manipulation of the department, they
made it up to aoout $140. However,
this amount is not material, but the
animue which prompted the proceedings
is apparent. Apart, however, from the
persecution by the government of a private
individual, this case has opened up a
question of considerable importanze to all
ship owners in the Dominjon. Under
the merchants’ shipping act, the owner of
a vessel is not responsible for damages
rerulting from collision where the pilot-
age, or the payment of it, is compulsory
by law. The equity of the law is obvious,
as the government take the pilotags
regulations under their control, appgint
commissioners, who appoint the pilots
aud exercise control over them,

It is a monstrous injustice to hold own.
ers responsibie for the action of govern.
ment officials whom they are bound to
employ—in whose appointment or sclection
the owners have not a word to say-—and
yet be responsible for their action while
in charge of their vessels. Hence the
Merchants’ Shipping Act recognized the
equitable principle that, when pilotage is
compulsory, ship owners should not be
held responsible; but the legal position of
a shipowner in Canada is direetly the
reverse of an owner under the English
law, for by the Dominion law owners are
held liable for the action of pilots,
whether their employment or payment is
compulsory or not. Here the question
suggests itself, can there be two laws at
variance with each other on this point?
Colonial ships are Dritish ships. If they
get into trouble abroad they look to the
British flag for protection, but if they ge
into trouble in Canada while in charge ofa
pilot, the Dominion government hold the
owner responsible, while, as I have stated,
the reverse is the case in the United
Kingdom.

1f, for instance, a vessel entering our
harbor in charge of a pilot comes into col.
lision with the dredge St. Lawrence and
sinks her, the owner of the vessel must,
according to our law, pay the value of the
dredge boat, unless he can show that the
collision was the result of an inevitable
accident; or if the vessel collides with
another while in charge of a pilot, the
owner of the vessel at fault is held
responsible; whilein Eagland he is not
liable, on the principle that he should not
be held responsible for the action of a pilot,
which by law he is bound to employ; with
us itis different. The government, in
effect when they make pilotage compul-
sory, say, ‘‘you shall not clear a vesselat
the custrm house unmtil the pilotage is
paid. We appoint our pilots, through our
commissioners, and although we compel
you to employ them, we shall hold you
responsible for any damage resulting from
the compulsory employment.”

You will thus see, Mr. Editor, that while
one law obtains 1n England, the exact op-
posite obtains in Canada, on the question
of compulsory pilotage.

It seems to me that the importance of
this question warrants me in trespassing on
your space at this length, for while the
case brought against me was of a most triil-
ing mature, yet it opened up a large ques-
tion of general interest to the ship owners
of Canada,
