FIRST TELEPHONE,

The telephone was first practically
used in England in 1876, when over 115
miles of wire existed between London
and Norwich, but no telegraph ex-
change was established until 1879,

PREVIOUS GREAT SIEGES,

THAT OF GIBRALTAR WAS THE
LONGEST ON' RECORD.

Five Towns, Occaupled by the British, ¥
vested by the Enémy Years Ago—incl-
dents of These Sleges.

Although by no means ‘the moit
terrible, the last siege of Gibraltar,
when the rock was held by a British
garrison wunder General Elliott,
against the combined effarts of the
Spaniards and French from July 5,
1779, to November 25, 1781, holds the
record as the longest important siege
of modern times. The fact that every
now and again the garrison were able
to add to their provisions by success-
ful stories kept them from succumb-
ing to hunger, but scurvy claimed
nearly one thousand victims,

For weeks together over six thou-
sand shells were thrown into the town
daily. A curious point about this
siege is that the Governor of Gibral-
tar, after having done everything he
could think of to strengthen the for-
tifications, issued a proclamation cal-
ling on any of the garrison who had
any schemes to propose to call on him
with them, as he did not wish the
Rock to fall when by listening but a
few minutes to a private individual
it might be saved.

In holding the fortress of Plevna
during the Russo-Turkish War, from
September 7. 1877, to December 10,
against the pick of the Russian army
the Turkish ' garrison, under Osman
Pasha,

ACCOMPLISHED THE IMPOSSIBLE

according to both military and medi-

cal experts, For not only did they
defy the besieging force when it num-
bered nearly' fifty to ome against
them, but they lived for twelve weeks
practically without food. Yet~ on

December 10, after having eaten their

last grain of rye, they sallied out and

pluckily tried to cut their way
through the Russians.

The siege, of Paris, during the
Franco-German war lasted under six
t there was mare suffaring
endured in that time than there was
during the who‘le period of the siege
of Gibraltar. No less than forty
thousand of the inhabitants died of
disease and hunger.

Khartoum, which withstood the
Mahdi and his hosts far eleven months
from February 18, 1884, to January
25, 1885, is unique in that it was a one-
man siege. General Gordon, save for a
few Gieek non-combatant merchants,
was the only white man in the town.

When Napoleon left Spain in 1809,
leaving his brother Joseph in posses-
sion of Madrid, he seemed justified in
thinking Spain was his. Yet but a
few weeks after Joseph Bonaparte
found that the town of Saragossa still
defied the French. The French army
invested it, and on January 22 success-
fully stormed the walls. Then the real
fighting began. Every street was bar-
icaded, every house a fortress, and
the French had to fight the Spaniards
who were but peasants led by peas-
ants from street to street, from house
to house. For twenty days this went’
on ; the little garrison surrendered on
February 20, after 30,000 of the in-
habitants had perished.

Sebastopol was besieged by the
French and English armies for eleven
moathe, commencing October 17, 1587,
tc September 9, 1855, but the hard-
ships were endured by the besiegers,
not the besieged, who had houses to
live in and

PLENTY OF FOOD.

Three of the worst sieges of modern
times were of very short duration
when compared with Kimberley’s gal-
lant stand of four months. Du.ring'
the Indian Mutiny, Cawnpore surren-
dered to Nan Sahib on June 26, 1857,
after a stand of only three weeks.
But the surrender was not made by
the British, but the native garrison,
and so the latter were let go free by
Nana Sahib, while but three or four
Europeans managed to escape the
butchers of Nana Sahib, although that
prince had given his.word of honour
that the whole garrison should be al-
lowed to depart.

Lucknow during the same war held
out for eighty-six days, from July 1
to September 25, when it was relieved
by General Havelock, while the French
garrison of Badajoz, during the Pen-
insula War, withstood the British un-
der Wellington from March 16, to
April 6, 1812,

A LIFE PENDULUM.

The Iirave Deed of a Fireman in New
York City.

The thousands of persons who re-
cently witnessed one of the most dar-
ing rescues in fire annals would no
doubt unite in voting that a -teams-
ter, a sailor and a fireman should
have a tablet in the proposed “Hall of
Fame.”

A fire started in a New York' tene.
ment, and spread with such rapidity
that those on the top floor were cut
off from escape. An old man, a sick
woman and two little children ap-
appeared at the windows imploring
aid.

A passing driver snmatched a large
rope from his wagon and ran toward
the fire. A sailor followed him, and
the two, calling a fireman, bounded
up an adjoining high building and
broke through the skylight to the
roof.

The fireman was lowered and the
rope set swinging. Aided by hands
and heels, he increased the swing of
the pendulum until it reached the
desired window, into which he climbed,

Grasping a child, he swung out to
the corresponding window of the next
house, where waiting arms relieved
him of his burden. Three times Lhe
performance was repeated, the wild
applause of the crowd below attest-
ing its appreciation of the splendid
bravery of the man and of the ingenu-

ity and presence of mind of the helpers
on the roof.

DEER PARKS.

England Has the Greates! Number of Any
Country in the World.

England has the @reatest number
of deer parks of any country of the
world, there being 324 parks well
stocked with deer in the different
counties, while red deer are found in
thirty-one. There are but few deer
parks in Scotland and .Ireland, but
the number will probably increase, es-
pecially in Scotland. Some of these
English parks are of great extent,
though they have gradually decreased
in size during the past 200 years. In
the reign of Charles I. Windsor park
covered an area of 100,000 acres,
whereas it consists now of only 2,650
acres, with Windsor forest adjacent,
making an additional 1,450 acres.
Lord Bogot’s park in Staffordshire
embraces about 1,000 acres; near Tun-
bridge Wells, 2,500 acres is extent,
and is one of the oldest deer parks
in England. The Prince of Wales
has a fine but not very large deer
park at Sapdringham, and Lord Der-
by has one over, which roam a herd of
300 fallow and eighty red deer. The
Duke of Portland’s park at Welbeck
abbey comprises 2,283 acres, including
many venerable ouks, one of which is
Ekmown to.be 700 years old. It is fifty
feet in circumference. An article in
the London Mail, from which the
above facts are taken, gives this de-
scription bf some of the fine old Eng-
lish parks and their charm of scen-
ery: i

“Blenheim park, which is twelve
miles round, has an acreage of 2,700.
His grace of Marlborough, it is said,
is about increasing his herd of deer,
which at present comprises 770 fal-
low and sixty-four red deer. A curi-
ous feature m Rlenheim park is an
arrangement of ! the oak and cedar
trees, which are i‘grouped in separate
bodies 80 as to indicate the position
of the Dutch and English troops at
the battle of Blenheim. THhe larg-
est park in England is Grimsthorpe,
the property of Lord Aveland, in
Lincolnshire. It is no less than six-
teen and three-quarter miles in cir-
cumference. The red deer have been
bred here for cemturies, although the
herd is not so numerous as that which
roams over the wilds of Tatton park,
the seat of Lord Egerton, which com-
prises 2,500 acres of Cheshire land.
The deer here are of extraordinary
beanty and number 800 €allow and
forty red. The finast deer in Kent
are to be:founa in Eastwell park, 2,-
508 acres, the seat of the Earl of Win-
chilsea. This charming place was for
some years rented by the Duke of
Saxe Csburg, when he resided in Eng-
land. : 2

“One of 'the grandest parks in
England is Chatsworth, the Duke of
Devonshire’s seat in Derbyshire. Ev-
ery variety of scemery is to be found
in this domain. Tt is a pretty sight
in the eveming to see the deer
quenching their thirst in the Der-
went, which runs through the
grounds. Lork Kimberley has
restored the deer to his Nor-
folk park, which were removed dur-
ing the present century by his pre-
decessors, He is said to have de-
clared that ‘a park is not a park
without deer.””

CHINESE EXECUTION.

Eight Prisomers Put to Death in the Pre-
sence of a Foreigner in China.

The following is the .story of a
Chinese execution, as told by Sir
Robert Hart, an eye-witness:

“Eight prisoners were to be behead-
ed. The Mandarin, who was the ex-
ecutioner, sat in an open booth, and
as the eight; men marched by him
sach was marked om the forehead.
Seven of the prisoners were to suffer
for robbing -and’ murdering am old
man. The eighth was a Mandarian
who had been degraded for an offense
which he declared he never committed.
Once he had been a great man in
China, even as Li Hung Chang. He had
been a prisoner for many years, when
suddenly his execulion was ordered by
the Viceroy of Quang-Tung.

“The seven first men were executed
neatly and ‘well, but when the exec-
tioner came to the deposed Mandarin |
he struggled and declined to put
forth his neck, wildly vociferating that
he was innocent and had been unjustly
and demned. The execu-
tioner caught his pig tail and dragged
his head forward from the body, with
the result that the head was severed
only after many blows had been
struck. The head and body were ter-
ribly mutilated. When the head fin-
ally fell the mouth apened and closed,
as if still trying to articulate the
words, ‘Injustice, injustice.”

“The body remained kneeling, and
the arms worked frantically in protest
for some time, till knocked over. The
spectators then ran with bread and
other soft foodstuffs, which they dip-
ped into the blood and ate, the super-
stition being that this man had died
a hero, and that the blood of a brave
man would give courage to those tast-
ing it.

“Among the favorite palace deaths
is stoning. The victim is stretched out
on his back, arms and legs extended.
and a man sits on each of the limbs.
The executioner appears with a huge
stone. If the victim has the money
to pay for a apeedy death his head is
crushed at omce. Otherwise the ex-
ecutioner may torture him! at will,
administering blows wherever he
pleases, until the victim dies of pain
and loss of blood.”

LAUGH AND GET WELL.
Who Would be Healthy Should
Not be Afrald to Langh.

People

‘‘Laugh and grow fat,” is a saying
that contains a deal of truth, and is
worthy of attention by many sufferers
in body as well as in mind. We instinc-
tively associate jollity with rotundity,
and a sour disposition with a spare
form. The rule is, of codrse, not with
out exceptions, for we ofien see peo-
ple with little propensity, to take on
fat who are full of fun and sunshine.
Such persons are not boisterous, how-
ever. They are possessed it may be,
of a quiet humor, are happy and
make others happy, and they smile
easily and perhaps laugh softly; but
they do not laugh loud, and certainly
they do not cachinnate.

The convulsive movements which we
call laughter exert a very real effect
upon the physical organism. They
cause the arteries to dilate, so that
they carry more blood to the tissues
of the body, and the heart to beat
more rapidly, so that the flow of the
blood through the vessels is hastened.
In other words, laughter promotes the
very best conditions for an increase
of the vital processes—the tissyes take
up more nutritive material and the
waste products are more promptly re-
moved.

Not only is laughter an accompani-
ment and an expression of joy, but it
even creates joy. Often a good,
laugh, excited in spite of omneself, will
change the current of thought, and
impart a general rosy tint to what
was before of the deepest blue.

This happy effect is due in part fo
the increased flow of blood to the
brain, and the consequent better
working of the instrument of thought
and partly to the fact that when a
mental state and a physical act are
associated, the physical state being
usually induced by the mental act, the
performance of the physical act even
if at first perfunctory, will in time
induce the mental state corresponding
to it.

The doctors have hardly yet learned
what a valuable curative power there
is in laughter. It is a precious, and
health-giving tonic, often more effic-
acious than bitters and iron, and far
pleasanter/to take.

Let the dyspeptic,) the bilious, the
melanchely, and thosg who seem to be
wasting aw\a\w_t,haut any discover-
able cause, take a course of funny
stories and humorous books ; let them
retire to their closets or to the woods,
and laugh out loud for a few minutes
two or three times a day; and ‘when
they have done this for a month or
two, let them tell their friends the
secret of their improved health.

FAT MEN OF OLb.

What They Did to Reduce Their Weight
About 200 A.D,

We know, from ancient history that
some” of the greatest men of the old
world were fat, but it is news to hear
that they were troubled in their minds
on that account. Banting is generally
supposed to be an invention of the pre-
sent century, but that this is not the
case is shown by the treatise by Gal-
en on the foods best adapted for pre-
venting, or reducing, obesity, which
has now been edited far the first time
in the original Greek by a German
Scholar.

From an interesting account sup-
plied by a writer in the Lancet, we
learn that the treatise in question,
which was written somewhere in the
second century, A.D., was discovered
in 1840 and purchased by the Biblio-
theque Nationdle. The M.S. was fre-
quently referred to by ancient auth-
ors, and there seems no reason to
doubt that it is really the work of
the famous physicians. Be that as it
may, it is notewarthy that the treat-
ise is scientific anticipation of the
banting system, which became popular
about the middle of this century. Gal-
en deprecates the use of drugs, and
says that the proper way to reduce fat
is by dieting. He recommends eating
leeks, onions, mustard and nastur-
tiums, among green herbs, and fishes
which haunt rocks, and -birds fre-
quenting mountains, saying that
aquatic birds are fat-producers. One
of the most curious hints is that vege-
tables which have been preserved in
vinegar or brine are food for the fat,
and therein he anticipates the “ Mix-
ed pickles, which are considered on the
Continent to be a purely English in-
vention. Some of his recommendations
read very comically nowadays, but all
of them are full of common sense, and
it seems extraordinary that so much
knowledge should be lost to the world
for so many years. There is nothing
new under the sun, not even the pre-
sent craze for a slim figure and Gal-
en’s treatise shows us that after all
people of 1700 years ago were men of
like passions with ourselves.

SIRDAR T0 THE RESCUE

LORD KITCHENER SAVED THE DAY
AT LEEUW SPRUIT.

Particulars of the Incident in Which
Lord &itchemer 1+ Sald to Have Nar-
rowly Escaped Capture.

The London Standard war corre-
spondent throws a mnew light on
Lord Kitchener’s escape from capture.
The cables told the story as if Kit-
chener had been surprised and forced
to take to his heels. The fact is that
Lord Kitchener, instead of moving
back to save himself, moved forward
to save a small British force that was
in danger of annihilation at the hands
of the Boers.

The Standard’s correspondent tells
the story thus; ?

Lord Kitchener’s prompt action
saved a couple of construction trains,
which had been sent to repair the
bridge at Leeuw Spruit. One of them
was stopped and a track overturned,
owing to the rails having been remov-
ed by the Boers. Lieut. Holmes and
six men held the enemy at bay, while
the second train was warned. A party
of 50 Volunteer Engineers were on it,
and most of the rifles were in the
firet train. Some of the men dashed
back for three-quarters of a mile to
reinforce Lieut. Holmes, while the
others fetched rifles wherewith to de-
fend the second train.

Captain Lloyd drew up his force on
both sides of the railway, and after
compelling 400 Kaffirs, by the exercise
of maip force, to

LIE D@WN AND REMAIN QUIET.

opened a steady fire. The position,
however, had become one of extreme
danger, when, of a sugden, shells
were seen to fall in the midst of the
enemy. [It seems that a member of a
small working party near at hand had
managed to escape and carry news of
the attack to Lord Kitchener, who
was encdmped with 35 men at Kop-
je’s Station.

Lord Kitchener at once rode to the
camp of the Shropshire Regiment, and
brought a gun into action, personally
directing its fire. The fall of darkness
compelled the Boers to retreat and the
valuable railway material was saved.
One of the engines had thirty-eight
bullet marks, and the other forty, but
no serious damage was done.

Under Lord Kitchener’s supervision,
prompt measures were taken to
strengthen the lines of communica-
tion. The defence of them was en-
trusted. to General Smith-Dorrien,
whe acted with great energy. The
bridges were speedily repaired, and
there is now throngh railway com-
munication with Cape Town, while the
line to Durban will be open shortly.

The Premier of New Zealand sent a
message congratulating Lord Kitch-
ener on his escape. ‘Lord Kitchener
replied : { Very grateful for your

telegram.”

COMMON DEFECTS OF VISION.

Rensoms Why Persons Having Any of Them
Should Use @lasses.

The three defects of eyesight which
are most commonly encountered in
otherwise healthy persoms, and which
can be more or less perfectly overcome
by means of glasses are near-sighted-
ness, far-sightedness, and astigmat-
ism. These are all important, for, be-
sides the discomfort and annoyance of
imperfect sight, the involuntary ef-
forts which the sufferer makes fo see
better strain the'eyes, and not only
injure them, but also give rise,
through reflex action to headaches,
and various nervous disturbances.

Near-sightedness, short-sightedness,
or myopia, as it is variously called, is
a condition of the eyeball—usually a
lengthening—in consequence of which
the rays of light are brought to a fo-
ous in front of the retina, and so the
object is blurred.

This condition may exist from birth,
but is usually the result of too much
and too early use of the eyes, as in
the case of students, engravers, wo-
men who do fine sewing and so forth.
Thus we may say that putting chil-
dren to work at ome of the kindergar-
ten exercises, such as perforating and
drawing, is in a double sense a short-
sighted procedure.

Many near-sighted people refuse to
wear glasses, preferring to deprive
themselves of sight for everything be-
yond. the nose rather than to injure
their personal appearance, as they
think. This is another short-sighted
policy, faor, besides, losing much of the
Jjoy of existence which comes from see-
ing the beautiful things about and
above us, such persoms are very liable
to suffer from inflammation of the
eyes produced by comstant strain.

A less common defect is long or far-
sightedness or hypermetropia. This is
the opposite of myopia, the eyeball be-
ing flattened or shortened and the
rays of lightly consequently not com-
ing to a focus by the time they reach
the retina.

In this case the eye often corrects
the defect more or less successfully by
making the crystalline lens more con-
vex, but it does this at the expense of
the sufferer’s mervous force, and so
we often find tired and congested
eyes, headaches, indigestion and even
serious nervous affections. The effort
to carrect the vision is entirely invol-
untary, and can be overcome only by
the fitting of suitable convex glasses.

The third-and most common defect
is astigmatism. In this condition there
is some irregularity of the surface of
the eye or the lens, by means of which
the image as it reaches the retina is
distorted. Untreated astigmatism is a
frequent cause of headache and oth-
er pervous disturbances, The only re-
lief is the wearing of glasses, at least
while reading writing or whenever
mear objects are looked at.

A Bungled Towa Service.

| Are we to infer that Chatham Town
] Council’s competency to deal with the
; Town’s interests is to be judged by the
way in which it has managed the stone-
crusher and street-making business?
We hope not. Every citizen knows
that the stone-crusher was purchased in
an unseemly hurry and put up six
months before there was any pretence
that it could be used. ' Mbst of its cost
was immediately paid in cash snd in-
terest was paid on the balance due until
that was paid. The Town Coancil also
failed to provide power to test the
machine and it was taken off the seller’s
hauds with only a partial test by power
furnished by a boiler and engine that
were ordered by the Town and found
by the Town’s engiueer to be unfit and
dangerous to run. Next, a quantity of
stone,alleged to be 400 tons,was crushed
and put on a short section of one of the
streets. It was dumped on without
regard to the science of road-making,
the large and small going on together
and being unrolled when laid down, or
since. i

In Newcastle they have done things
a little differently. They began, in that
town to prepare for street-making some
time after Chatham did. They pnr-
chased a crusher that works perfectly
and is more portable than that of Chat-
' ham, They did not. make the mistake
that Chatham did, of getting a second-
hand boiler and engine. They put their
screen on and worked it in connection
with their crusher, which they don’t
appear to be able to dvo in Chatham,
They have and are constantly receiving
a supply of stone for crushing and
placing on their streets in & proper way
—the coarse screened stone first and
the finer on top, and they aremma

i position to avail themselves of the use

of the government steam roller free, so
as to have their street-making done,
If Chatham had worked with the same
effectivencss as Newcastle, the town

: benefit of the steam roller, which plays
so important a part” iu street-making,
but when Newucastle is done with it, it
is to go to Moncton. Meantime, our
stone-crusher stands idle, the second-
hand boiler and engine, which is rented
to the town at $25 a month, is unused
and the streets go practically unim-
proved sfier all the expense incurred
by the Town Council for street-making
plant. The job is evidently too big for
the conacil, or, ‘perhaps, it would be
nesarer the mark to say that the council
is not big enough for the job. For the
money that has been spent the town
should have better service. It is costing
the people too much to buy experience
for the gentlemen who are undoubtedly
more willing than vompetent to under-
take the management of town affairs.
When it is realised that the water and
sewerage undertaking is in the same
hands, it is no wonder that the outcome
is contemplated by vhoughtful citizens
with no little fear of similar expensive
mismanagement. Nobody - doubts that
the council does the best it knows how,
but even its best iy extremely dis.
couraging to those who have to pay the
bills. i

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CHINA.

The news from China this week is com-
paratively meagre, 80’ far as its value 1n
conveying intelligence of che real sitaation
there goes. The press representatives at
or near the scene of the actualities cannot
be complimented on their success in
get:ing at the facts, and they are nndoubt.
edly responsible for s mass of misstate-
ments calculated to adversely affect publie
condidence in the newspaper reports.

It seems that the missionaries have beer
largely depended on for information and
there is a remarkable fact to be vbserved :
that if the reports of massacres and other
hotrors which were seut to the papers s
few weeks ago were to be credited, there
would be no converts left in Chiaa at the

missions in that mysterious country for
generations past.

The official classes connected with the
different foreign governments having in
terests (investments) in the Flowery
Kingdom,seam to have been as unreliable
or careless in theie communications with
their different countries as the missionaries
and press correspondents.

It bas, therefore, come to be more than
suspected that the most serious task to
which the allied powers of the civilised
wotld now represented in the war against
China mast address themselves is to dis-
cover the extent of that couat.y’s war
resourcas and Preparations for the struggle
now going on, and the real causes which
underlie its de‘ermined mianifestition of
hostility to the agents of western civiliza-
tion and their methods.

It is satisfactory to know that the
stories of a general inissacre of all the
Earopeans in Pekin have turned oot to
be untrue; that the boiling of the Russian
miaister and the torture of his staff was
only a tale suggested by Fox’s Book of
Marctyrs; that there has been no annihilia-
tion of all tha ambassadors and their
wives, children, assistants and servants,
and if there is any consolation in the
idea of trading off an eye for aneye and a
tooth for a tooth, the Chinese have paid
dearly in the way of Mongolian corpses as
a compensation for all of the Caucasian
race who have died at their hands.

Mean'ime, we must take the pressand
other despatches as we find them and
leave those who read to judge for them-
selves as to what they should and what
they should not believe,

and-planted twe-batteries on the wall near
the legations. Theenemy bsgaa shelling and
opened a fierce rifle fi.e, which was' kept up
for two days.

The army took Yaog
Teun to-day. They suffsred heavily. The

New York, Aug. 13.—The Evening
World to-day has a despatch dated Che Foo,
August 9, signed by Frederick Palmer,
telling of a terrible mistake at the tuking of
Yang Tenn. The despitch says Russian
artilipry opened fire on the American troops.
Before the mistske was discovered many
Ametican soldiers hid been killed or wound .
ed by the Ruseian shells. Part of the
casuaities to the Fourteenth ivfantry was
tie result’ of the Russian fire. As the
Chinese fled the ragiment entered and
occupied one of the Chinee¢ positions. A
Ritdsian battery some distance off did not
notice the movemeat. It opened tire on the
position and plaotad shells among the
Awmerican troops. The Russians were
quickly notified and ceased their fire.
The Americans captured the Chinese works.
Their ¢ lties are at seventy
allogether. Most of thess are in the
Fourtesnth infantry. The long march and
the heat played havoo with the troops,
conlinaes the correspondent. Forty per
oent. of the ninth regiment were completely
exhausted as the result of the march and
the fighting that followed. The allied force
ip resting st Yang Teun for two or three
days, Thenitistobe a rugh forward on
Pekin. The Chinese are demoralizad by
their defeats and no rest or chance to
recover from their demoralizition is to be
given them by the allied tioops.

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Hon. Promier Emmerson’s Views.

The Toconto Globe of 10:h inst. gave
8n acconnt of some of the movements of
Premier Emmerson in that city, where
he was the subject of marked attention
from leading public men,and also detailed
an interview had with the honorable
gentleman, in which he gave an interest-
ing narrative of his experiences in western
Oanada and of the impreisions they had
made vpon him., After disposing of some
of these the Globe says : —

7 THE WEST 18 SOLID

When asked respecting the political
aspect of affairs in the west, Mr. Emmer-
son said he was not particalarly devoting
himself to political matters, but he had
been quietly observing the trend of
events, and taking the whole stretch of
country from the Ontario boundary to the
coast, and the islands adjacent, he was
not at all impressed with the idea that
the Dominion Government has very much
to fear, or is likely to suffer to any extent
at the hands of the electorate in a general
election. He did not care about making
predictions as to results, which seemed
t66' moch like manufactoring public
opinion for the purpose, but he really
was satisfied from what he heard that the
whole western country would present a
pretty eolid front for the Dominion Gov-
ernment. No one who {s a friend of the
Dominion Government need be alarmed
at the conditions weat of Lake Saperior,
aad he had formed a differeat opiniun
from that which he might have gathered
had he been left to draw a conclusion
from the utterances of some of the Con-
servative politicians and their press, He
found there had been very strenuous
efforts put forth by the Couservative
politigians to convince the west that the
east was unanimous against the Dominion
Government ; but one could go from the
Atlantic to the Pacific and would not
receive the impression from close observa-
tion that the Laurier Government isin
danger.

A SPLENDID SERVICE.

Mr. Emmerson expressed his desire to
compliment the C. P. R. on the splendid

Protectien of Birdsand Animals in
Afrios.

{3cientifi: American.)

““A convention was signed at London,
on May 19, 1900, for the preservation of
wild animals, birds and fish ia Africa.
The contracting parties are the Qaeen of
Eogland, the Ewmperor of Germany, the
Kiog of Spain, the King of the Belgisns,
the President of France, the Kiog of Italy,
aad the King of Portugal. The zone within
which the provisions of the convention apply
is bounded on the north by the twentieth
parallel of north latitude, ou the west by
the Atlavtic Ocean, and on the esst by the
Red Sea and by the lodian Qcean, on the
south by the line fol'owing the southern
boundary of the German poasessions in
Southwastern  Africa. The contracting
powers declsre that the most effective means
of preserving the various forms of animal
life existing in a wild state withia the zone
is the prohibition of hunting and destruction
of vultares secretary birds, owls, rhineceros
giraffes, gorillas, champanzees, mountain
zobrag, wild asses, white tailed gulls, elande,
and the little Libe;ian hippoputamus. The
convention aleo prohibits the haunting and
destruction of the young of elsphants,
rhinoceri, hippopotami, zebras, antelopes
and gazelles, ibexgs and chevrotains, The
killing of the same species when sccom-
panied by their young is slso prohibited.

They had never ridden on a
railroad train before, aud as the cars sped
slong at fast rate of speed they watched
aonxiously for their destination. Half a
mile from McFall the whistle blew, and,
recognizing their whereabouts, Turner
and his wife hurriedly left their seats,and,
proceeding to the platform of the coacn,
made a leap for the ground, the wife
clutching her baby in her arms. As the
train had not slackened its speed, Turner
was killed almost instan:ly, and his wife
80 badly injured that sha died. The baby
had a broken leg.

Those
newspapers will probably attribute im-
proper motives to the powers as the
Gleaner d d in the case of Arthur Pringle
of S:anley, who instead of taking his
punishment as the natural result of being
derested in violating the law, inspired the
Gleaner to attack the lumbarmen of the
Miramichi and charge them with attemp-
ting to fleece sporismen who visit the
Province. Mr. Pringle is, certainly, an
nngrateful man, as well as a poacher, for
he has received many kindnesses at the

hands of the lumbermen who are maligned
in his interest by the Gleaner.

He said it would be necessary, if the town
granted aid to the proposed sulpkite pulp
mill, to extend the towa limite. If the mill
were bnilt as proposed it would be the means
of creating a new town in the territory to be
taken in. The contemplated wuundertaking
was a sulphite pulp mill of 50 tons capacity
per day of twenty-four hours,to be increased
afterwarda to one hundred toms. It would
employ two hondred men and its fortnightly,
pay roil would be $3,500, not including those
iudirectly employed.  As the eaterprise
might be located in many places, there ‘were
bide for it from other towans. Woodstock
had cffered tite promoters a boous of $50,000
Newcastle had indirectly offsred $39,000 ;
Batburst would give aid in the way ofa
supply of wood and other encouragement.

Freight rates were agpinst Woodstock,

The pr s ate ashed what bonus would
secure the mill for Chatham. He would
show the ting the advantage that it
would be to Chatham and leave the decision,
as to the aid to be given, to the meeting.

If the mill proposed to.be erected were
assessed at a valaation of $100,000 it would
pay a tax directly to the tuwn of $1,100a
year, or $16,500 in fifteen years, The town
wodld take in the territory up to the Harper
Road which is now valued at $23,400. The
additional income value which wounld be
given to it by those connected with
the mill would be eay $20,000, or
a total of $43,400, which would bring
sn assessment 1ncome of $550 a year.
That would bring the total t X income for
the town io a period of fifteen years upto
$30,000. Supposing a bonus of $15,000 were
given by the town. It would pay $600 »
year for interest at foar per cent. and $150
for sinking fund, or $750 in all, which
would leave a net balance of $1,240 a year
from the taxes collected, as the direct bene-
fit of having the pulp mill. Besides this
there would be the tsxas to be collected
from stores and other property which would
spring up in the m-1's locality and to sapply
its people, There would also be an increase
in the valae of existing properties in the
locality and that would mean more income
for the town. [Applause.]

After & few remarks from Chairman
Loggie 38 to the desirability of havinga
resolution before the meeting—Mr. W, C.
Winslow took the pla‘form, aod after
referring to the importance of the proposed
new industry o the workingmen and to the
interests of Chatham generally,said the town
shoald not miss the chance of securing it.
He referred to the necessity of extendiag
the town limits in the event of the mill being
buoils at Morrison's cove in order to
secure to the town the binefit of the
assessable value to be created. He was
opposed to the principle of tax-ex-
emption, but it was right to compete
with other places for such industries as
this, and he proposed to move that a bonus
of §15,000 be granted by the Town of
Chatham to the proposed pulp mill snd no
exemption from taxes.

Propesty Bighta 1a Photographis
ogatives.

That a photographer bas no right to use
the negatives of sitters without their cor-
sent was agsia established one day list
week. At the Westminister County Couat
the Taber Bas-Relief Pnoto Company were
sued for damages by two actresses (sisters)
for eelling their portraits without per-
mission. Accordiog to the reports in the
press the ladies had their portraits taken in
the ordinary way of business. Later, when
touring in the country, they fouad them o=
sale everywhere. The -portraits appeared
on Christmas cards and on hsadkerehi.f
and glove boxes, etc. For the defendants
it was sdid that the ladies paid reduced
prices, it being usual for professional ladies
to do this ; also that there was nothing on
the photographs to indicate the names of tho
ladies. Io the end the judge fonud for the
ladies with 10 guireas costs each, and grant-
ed lojunctions restraining farther sales. It
has been established over and over again
that the negative is the property of the
photographer. It has als» been established
that he has no right to use it for any
purpose of his owa withoat the com:eat of
the sitter. That point was first decided in
s law court, if we remember rightly, in the
case of Pollard versus The Photographic
Company, many vyears ago. We call
special attention to this case, because we
know that some photographers imagine that,
as the negatives are their property, they
have the right to do as they like with them.
They have not, however, even to the extent
of exhibiting them in their showcases,
without permiscion of the sitters.— British
Journal of Photography.

Never water sparingly, either
out-doors or in. A watering that goes
to the bottom of the roots will keep
them growing as they should ; a scan-
ty watering sets them to reaching
towards the surface for moisture, and
they are soon incapable of maintaining
vigorous growth.

Pot soil is very subjeot to acid con-
ditions. In some cases a bit of lime
or charcoal will correct that, but
many plants do not like lime in
quantity, and neither treatment is a
sure safeguard. Better let the root
do its own work of sweetening
soil by making sure that there is nev-
er much more soil in a pot than is

to Lard Nelson, the Duke of Welling-
tom, the elder and the younger Pitt,

and Lord Mayor Beckford. In addition
to these there are a number of busts
of famous men.
