No excuse and  no decent apology
was en for the St. John gerry-
mander. »The most that Mr. Blair had
to say was that the presént system
is anomalous and that it is improper
for the people of St. John to vote for
the city member and then take part
in the election of the member for the
county. But this anomaly existed long
before Mr. Blair was born and might
have been allowed for two years longer
without serious. injury to anybody.
For it is to be remembered that Sir
‘Wilfrid Laurier has over ‘and over
again stated that the only purpose of
this 'bill is to right a wrong done by
the conservatives. Within a week a
letter has been published which the
premier sent 'to ‘the petitioners in the
Kootenay who asked that their dis-
trict should be recognized in ‘the ' re-
arrangement. Sir Wilfrid replied that
the bill was not intanded to adjust re-
presentation, but merely to right a
wrong that had been done and that
it went no farther than to correct the
evil.

It came out in the discussion that
Mr. Blair is the ar*hor of the: St. John
clause.

OTTAWA, July 13.—The Grand
Trunk and Drummond railway bills
have passed their second reading in
the senate and thus one element of
uncertainty has been in part removed.
The removal is only partial, because
no one knows what vicissitudes await
these -measures. Yesterday’'s vote may
be represented as an answer te the
charge that the conservative senators
act as a united body on strictly par-
tisin grounds. On this occasgion the
senators 'who have been regarded as
leaders, those who have been minis-
_ters, voted togsther in support of the
second reading of the government bill.
It is true that ihey did so with a re-
servation that they intended to am-
end it in committee. But even, in that
view the conservatives in the senate
were nut united. Seventeen of them
voted directly against the bill and in
favor of the six months’ hoist, and
the number would have been twenty-
four on a full vote of those who
‘were in Ottawa . this week. iSeveral
genators were paired, and as' the vote
came on rather suddenly, two or three
failed to get to the chamber in time.
It may be said that one-third of the
sehators support the bill on general
political principles.  This section in-
cludes all’ the government sugpporters.
Another. section opposes- the bill- on
general principles. ' The third, includ-
ing Sir Mackenzie Bowell  and the
other ex-ministers, while opposing the
measure, 'has consented to accept it
with a modification. These three sec-
tions are nearly equal in numbers.

Probably some _-r;x‘c-)re united action
on | the part of the conservatives in
the senate 'might have been reached
if Sir Mackenzie Bowell had at the
beginning decided upon his own course
and followed out his decision to the
end. It may be of interest to state
what is known generally to the sena-
tors and to the politicians on the hill.
Up 'to the time that the bills reached
the senate no attempt had been made,
to secure ‘an opinion from the sena-

“S8ir Mac-
kenzie' undartook to give notice of the
amendment, and - while the stalwart
senators reserved the privilege of vot-
Ing for the six morths’ holst, they  all’
agreed .to stand by the caucus amend-
ment and to defeat the bill unless it
were adopted. Sir Mackenzie there-
upon gave notice of the amendment
and caused it to be understood that if
it were accepted by the government he
would not oppose the second reading.

The Bowell amendment has ' not
been accepted by the government nor
by the Grand Trumk. Other confer-
ences have been held between Sir
Mackenzie and the Grand Trunk men,
with the result that some modification
of the Bowell proposition is said to be
in view. 'Meanwhile Sir Mackenszie,
Mr. Ferguson and the other ex-minis-
ters have voted for the second read-
ing and against the six months’ hoist.
And so the affair will stand until Mon-
day. It may be said that there is a
congiderable - dissatisfaction among
the conservative senators over 'the
want of continuity in the policy of the
senate leadership. They might have
been persuaded to follow a direction
in favor of allowing the.second read-
ing and making the fight in commit--
tee if Sir Mackenzie had strongly ad-
hered to one course from the begin-
ning, 1In ‘the uncertain state of af-
 fairs the senators largely followed
their individual direction, which, per-
haps, after all is not a
bad thing. But the  result
is that there is mnow no ‘concert
of action and therefore it is impossible
to know what’ may happen when the
bill.comes to be considered clause by
clause. The minister of justice and the
secretary of state will Lie obliged to
do some skilful steering or they will
find their bill wrecked on some of the
rocks that lie in its course.

Mr, Taylor has something more to say
about the Bate firm, whose leading
-member was once 80 anxious to impress
upon: ithe. country tife fact that Lau-
rier expects every man t§ do his duty.
The Bate firm purchased last year all
the binder twine made by the govern-
ment in the penitentiaries. Mr. Bate
has written to the papers stating that
he purchased the goods by tender. As
a matter of fact there was no adver-
tising for tender, but only an invita-
fion by circular. The government has
stated that these circulars were sent
to all the leading dealers in Canada.
As a matter of fact they were sent
only to the following persons, most of
whom are not dealers in .binder twine:
At Hamilton, Wood & Co.; at Toronto,
John Hallam and- Rice, Lewis ‘& Co.;
at Kingston, H. Moore and Dalton &
Strange; at Winnipsg, J. H. Ashdown;
at St. John to Coll Bros. They were
also ‘sent to the/ Farmers' Binder
Twine company at Brantford, to a firm
in Portage la Prairie, one at Virder
in Manitoba and to the Bate firm in
Ottawa. None were sent to Halifax,
Montreal or Quebec, nor to the largest
dealers in bindesr twine in Ontario. =

The Bate firmu ‘got the whole supply.
They ‘also bought out the Brantford
company’s output, and according to
Mr. Taylor th2y joined the combine
and cornered the whale product of the
Canadian factories. ' Included in the
ring were the Hobbs Hardware com-
pany, controlling the whole importa-
tion from the United States. The up-
shot of the whole affar was that whiie
the Bate people bought .he twine from
the government .1t 41-2 :ents 'a pound,
the farmers had to pay anywhere from.
12 to 15 cents 2 pound for their binder
twine.

Fowler's Geist Mill Practically Out of

‘Business.

Fire Department Did Good Work in Prevent-
ing the Flames Extending to
Adjacent Buildings.

About a quarter after 1 Friday mor-
ning, Officer Corbett, while patrolling
his beat, noticed flames shooting out
of the windows of Fowlers grist mill,
City road, and he sent in an alarm
from box 51, ;

Willidm Bullock Ives was the son of
Eli Ives by his wife Artemissa Bul-
lock, who emigrated from Connecticut
to iStanstead, Quebee, and were among
the first settlers at Lake Memphre-
magog. He was born in ‘the town-
ship of" Compton,_Quepec, Nov, 17,
1841; was educated at Compton 'Aca-
demy, called to the Quebee bar in'
1867 (was made a Q. C. in 1880), " and
for many years succ-'-sstuuy practiced
his profession at Sherbrooke. In ad-

‘was preeident of the Hereford Rtﬂ-’

way Co., of the Royal Pulp and Paper
Co., of the Salmon River Pulp Co,

and was one of the chief nromoters‘
of the Cookshire Mill Co. He was
chief promoter’ of the Dominion Cattle
Co., and was ifs vice president in 1882,

Atter having been 'mayor of Sher-
brooké, Mr. ivss' was returned for
Richmond and Wolfe at the general
election’ of 1878, and continued to
hold that seat up to 'the general elec-
tion of 1891, when he was returned for
Sherbrooke, ‘which constituency he re-
presented at the time' of his death.

He was callad to the privy couneil
and appointad president’of that body
December 5th, 1882, became minister
of trade and commerce in December,
1894, and held that portfolio urtil'the
defeat of the conservative party ‘at
the polls in the generp.l election of
1897, when he retired from office with
his leader, Sir Charles. Tupper. . Mr.
Ives was a member of the Church: of
England, He married November, 1869,
Elizabeth &., only daughter of thelate
Hon. J. H. Pope, minister of railways
gnd canals under Sir John A. Mac-
donald.
