imposed by the Canadian government
on German goods will do incalculable
damage to their industries, Herr
Richter, leader of the radicals, urges
that there should be no retaliation, as
it would only augment the difficulties.

Geo. V. McInerney, for.the Irish So-
ciety, said he was undoubtedly guilty
of having Irish blood, in his veins,
though he’ might be convicted of
Scotch ancestry too.

The whole redistribution must be
based on ‘the interpretatfon of section
51 of the British North Americs Act.
If “Canada” means the faur original

ent representation. - If, however, .“Can~
ada” is taken as meaning the whole of.
the Dominjon, then Eastern Canada is
out of court. The debate on this point
of issue showed that there is a. great
differerice in the treatment accorded
different provinces of the confereda-
tion. In British Columbia, while there
can be an increase in the parliamentary
representation of the provings, there
can. be no decrease below six. In the
Northwest Territories it is proposed to
increase the representation far beyond
the actual number . of . members to
which that section is entitied. When
Manitoba was formed into a provinoe,
the same course was followed, ‘and
moreover it required an imperial act
te enable the Canadian government to-
establish it, casting a doubt upon the:
right of the Canadian commons to leg-
iglate . in questions of redistribution.
Prince Edward Island lays claim to
the same right as British Columbia in
80 far as the reduction of her repre-
sentation is concerned. It will be seen,
therefore, that the whole question to be
submitted to the courts is one of vital
and far-reaching importance,

W. B, Northrup of BPast Hastings
made a very able presentation ‘of the
‘claims of the maritime proyinces and
Ontario. He submitted that' if the
case was one for the supreme court,
it was aiso one for the judieial com-
mittée of the privy council, which was
In no way bound by any decision of
the Canadian courts. As the govern-
ment's action will practically result in
the laying down bf a precedent and
doctrine for future redistributions, he
held that the least the adminmistration
should do would be to obtain the best
possible ' opinion, so that whatever
&may be done will be bhased on no un-
gertain ground. In 1871, Sir Johm A.
Macdonald, minister of justice of that

The claim of Prince Bdward Jsland
is per cleayer than that of the
other provinces.

The saving clause of
the British North America Act, how-~
ever, cannot apply to her case, as she
wag not one of the original provinces
of confederation. Hon. Charles E.
Pitzpatrick ‘contends that no matter
what the decision of the supreme court
maty;qe. t‘h:{ “Garden of the Guif” can-
not hope to retain her present repre~
sentation.

of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and
Ontario, and 'established, that there is
room for grave doubt in the case of his
province also, .

It will not be many days before the

of the previous speakers and said that
Mr. Gillmor’s place would be hard to
fill.
The motion was then put and agreed
to.
Mr. Lantalum introduced a bill to

- regulate bill posting in St. John.

Mr. Hazen introduced a bill respect-
ing the law of landlords and tenants.
He explained that it was intended to
avoid a difficulty arising out of dis-
tress for rent. Now a landlord can
seize the goods of a lodger and sell
them under distress. The bill will pro-
vide that where goods are seized ‘the
lodger can make a declaration that the
goods are his and tender the amount
he owes the tenant if anything, to the
landlord, upon which his goods will be
released.

Mr. Osman rose a question of privi-
lege. The Gleaner of yesterday agcus-
ed him of being inspired by some per-
son in town with regard to his reso-
lution on the health of Fredericton.
Mr. Hilyard was accused of being the
person who gave him the information.
He wished to deny this statement.

Hon. Mr, Pugsley introduced a bill
to authorize the St. John Law Society
to borrow money.

Mr. Morrison introduced a bil to ex-
empt certain property in Southesk
from taxation.

The Hon. Mr. Dunn, in reply to Mr.
Hazen, said the reason for abandoning
the “police with dwawing” (sic) the Up-
salquitch River from the sale of fishing
rights is that the experience which the
department had during the past year,
when it was not leased, was not satis-
factory. The toal number of persons
who fished upon the river last season
was 24, and the total revenue derived
was $188, less expense of $16.50, or a
met sum. of $171.50. The amount paid
by the province for guidance was $672,
thus making a net loss to the province
of $500.50. If to this is added the
amount of rental at -upset price, at
which the government is offering it,
of $1,000, which is confidently expected
will be realized from it, it would make
an annual 'loss of revenue to the pro-
vince of at least $1,500.
<In answer to the last portion of the
question, as to whether the govern-
ment is_of opinion that all the fishing
rivers in the province should be leased
for terms of years, ‘to the exclusion
of citizens of the province and tour-
ists. who are willing to pay moderate
fees for their enjoyment, the question
is one of considerable difficulty, and
the government has not arrived at a
fixed conclusion in regard to it. A
great many of the rivers in the pro-
vince are leased to citizens of the pro-
vince and a large number of fishing
rivers have been left open because the
government has not thought it desir-
able to lease all the fishing waters,
especially the trout streams,

Hon, Mr. Pugsley, in reply to Mr.
Hazen,- said. the reason' why the dis-
trict court.aet had not been brought
into’ force was that after giving the
matter careful consideration the gov-
ernment .concluded that there was no
great demand for the act and had
some doubt whether it would prove
& satisfactory adjustment of the diffi-
culty- in relation to the collection of
small debts.: Another reason was that
the governmeént was “seriously con-
sidering whether some changes might
mot be made in the county court act
By which' the  judges of that court
could try smaller suits than at pre-
sent. If the- district court act was in
operation the cost of maintaining it
would have to come out of the suitors,
but the county court judges were paid
by the dominion, and the work they
had to do might be increased without
additional expense to the people.

Hon. Mr. Labillois said that in his
‘answer of yesterday with regard to the
Btanley bridge he had omitted to state
that where parties got $2 per day pay-
ment was for a man and horse, and
when $3 a day was paid, it was for a
man and team. This was the case in
every instarnce where these sums were
paid. .

Mr. King introduced a bill to incor-
porate theAluminum Production Co. of
New Brunswick. The incorporators of
this company are James Robinson, Col.
Domville, Barl Russell, Sir John Pull-
eston, and others and the capital stock
1s$6,000,000. ' The object of the company
is to carry on the business of manu-
facturing alumnia and aluminum, to
mine coal and all kinds of minerals
and ores, to manufacture electricity
for light, heat and .power, to carry.on
a general store and supply business, to
build and operate mills, factories and
foundries, to acquire timber ‘lands and
to carry on @any other business which
may be incident to the objects of the
company. The company may also carry
on the business of mining and manu-
facturing and may acquire the rights,
franchise and property of the New
Brunswick Coal and Railwa§ Co. or
any other railway .eompany.in New
qunswlck. The company is also au-
thorized 'to  build a town and to in-
corporate it under - the provisions of
towns incorporation act. The opera-
tions ‘of this company will be carried
on in the county of Queens. ;

Their coal is of the very
best quality, and was now being’ used
by the Albert Mfg. Co. In March last
they had an ouput of 936 tons, and he
was informed by the superintendent
that if they 'had transportation or
‘sheds large enough to hold the coal
the output this month would be 2,184
tons, in May 2,808 toms, in June 3,900
tons, and in July 4,992 tons. A large
sum had already been expended in de-
velopment, $10,000 on one mine.and

Hon, Mr. Tweedie said that, follow=
ing out the policy of the government
as previously announced, progress
must be reported on this bill until its
promoters had proved to the gavern-
ment their ability to build a railway.
There seemed to be no question as'‘to
the quality of the coal, but the quan-
tity available should be ascertained.
This company, like all others, would
be asking for a subsidy from the gov-
ernment, and if thé amount of coal
mined was sufficient to produce a roy-
alty equal to the interest on the sub-
sidy it would ‘be proper to grant it.

MR. OSMAN

said he could testify as to the quality
of the coal which they were using in
their mills to the extent of 10 or 16
tons a day.

MR. HAZEN WANTED TO KNOW

If
the company were getting exemption
from taxation the land would really
cost more than 25 cents an acre.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the land was
being re-acquired from the railway
company at 25 cents per acre, and the
municipality, being anxious§ to _have
the land opened up for settlement, had
agreed to exempt the company from
taxation, The land would be laid out
in, 100 acre lots and sold at cost price
plus the charge of surveying, which

1 would. probably make the. selling price

85 or 40 cents per acre. The matter of
exemption from taxation rested with
the municipality directly interested,
and was of course not a charge on the
government. The offer of the company
was deemed .a generous one and the
arrangement afforded a splendid op-
portunity to the young men of the
province.  Eleven thousand acres of
the land to be re-acquired is situated
on the east side of the Baker Lake, at
the head of the Baker Brook, in the
county of Madawaska, and the balance
is near Comeau Ridge, in the same
county.—All the sections were passed
and progress was reported.

The bill to exempt the woodworking
and flour ‘mill of the G.. & G.. Flewell-
ing Mfg. Co. at-Hampton was: consid-
ered ‘in committee.. Mr. King explain-
ed-that this company had been greatly
injured 'by the destruction of their
property by fire, -and the people. of
Kings Co. desired to assist them to re-
establish their industry. The fire took
place after the annual meeting of the’
municipal council, so there was no op-
portunity to ask for the exemption as
a council. - But a circular letter had
been sent to every member of the
council asking if they would favor ex-
emption, and no unfaverable answer
had been received. :

Mr. Hazen thought that this was im-
proper legislation and that exemption
should not be granted without refer-
ence fo the county council. It was es-
tablishing a bad precedent.

Mr. King agreed with the leader of
the opposition that this principle
should generally be observed, but
there were circumstances of a special
character in this case which altered
the condition.—The bill was agreed to.

The bill to authorize the municipal-
ity of Kings Co. to exempt the Mari-
time Packing Co. at Sussex from tax-
ation was agreed to in committee.

Hon. Mr.. Tweedie announced that he
would deliver his budget speech on
Tuesday.

FREDERICTON, April 18.—In the
public accounts committee this morn-
ing an - interesting discussion arose
over the item of $518.76 paid for ex-

p incurred by Mesars. Farris and
King in purchasing stock horses in
Maine and Ontario. Enquiry reveal-
ed the fact that these gentlemen spent
the better part of a month touring the
United ‘States and the Canadian prov-

“inces in search of horses, in some in-

stances, at least, inferior to those then
in the province, and which were placed
at the disposal of the government at a
much less cost to the province. In
this comnection also appears an item
of $75 for horse hire in conveying Mr.
King and others to and from the
Queen hotel and the exhibition stables,
where the animals were housed, a dis-
‘tance of not more than three-quarters
of a mile, during the twelve days in-
tervening before the sale. Mr, Morri-
son thought that the committee should
strongly express its disapproval of
such extravagance., Mr. Whitehead
8aid the duties of the committee were
confined to ascertaining whether cer-
tain services had been rendered the
province and whether the bills had
been paid. Mr. Morrison strongly dis-
sented from this view. If that were
the only-function of the committee, all
that it was necessary to do would be
to add up the figures and verify them,
as no doubt some sort.of service had
been tendered for each item, whether
necessary or not. He thought it was
his duty to take exception to any and
all unnecessary expenditure, and he

_proposed to do so.

Provincial Secretary Tweedie Justi-
fies the large payments to the attor-
ney general and his failure to take
charge of - criminal prosecutions,” by
stating that when Mr, Tweedie himself
acted as attorney general hé had to
neglect his private practice altogether,
It really is a shocking thing that a
minister having charge of two depart-
ments could not also go on with his
private duties. These ‘ministers ap-
pear to think that ‘their public ser-
vices are dnly incidental affairs and
must not be allowed to take them away
from their private concerns.

Now it is generally supposed that
Dr. Pugsley finds a good deal of time
for private practice. Not only does
he attend to the layge law . business
that he eujoys, but he has abundant
time and energy to promote all mat-

. ter of business and speculative enter-

prises in various portions of the con-
tinent. More than that he is able to
-appear as legal adviser for the Do-

‘minjon government in various - mat-

ters. And while he cannot possibly
get. leisure to appear in court, as at-
torney general King and attorney gen~'
eral Fraser used to do, he is always
ready to take up provincial business for
Which he may make a charge for his
services. It is not very clear what Dr.
Pugsley considers to be the duty of the
attorney general. It is not to attend
brosecutions, for these he hands over
to others who are paid for the work, It
is not the adjustment of succession du-
ties, gince for this he charges the pro-
vince up to five p. c. It is not the argu-
ment of New Brunswick Bovernmeant
matters at Ottawa, or the preparation
of .the case of the province before
courts of -arbitration. For these ser-
vices he charges counsel fees ruhning
up into the thousands. But the view
that Dr, Pugsley entertains on this
matter seems to be worth anywhere
from five thousand to seven thousand
dollars to him, as he manages to get
that much more out of the treasury
than Mr. King or Mr. Fraser drew,
while leaving to other paid men much
of the work that M, King and. Mr.'
Fraser performed as s part of thétr
regular duties.

CANADA AND JAMAICA.

Jamaica papers brought by Mr. H.
B. Schofield show that the question of
trade with Canada is attracting a good
deal of attention on that island. The
.ub]gct was recently discussed in the
legislative council on a resolution to
vote a sum of money ‘in order that
steps should be taken io lmprov§ the
steam communication between Jamai-
ca and Canada. This resolution was
adopted, though one of the official
members spoke on the subject in a
fone of mild skepticism. Another was
more hearty, but not sanguine. Both
had been to Canada discyssing trade
matters, and the minister who was here
in 1900 does not appear to have carried
away the impression that Canada had
much to sell to-Jamalca. It may ‘be
remembered that the West India dele-
gates who came to Canada on one oc-
casion went thence to ‘Washington and
eomplained rather bitterly that they
eould get no definite statement or pro-
position from Sir Wiltrid Laurier and
his colleagues, though they waited at
Ottawa until they got tired. The im-
pression.created by thig statement was
that the Canadian government wasg
not eager to make a trade arrange-
ment with the West Indies. This was
a sharp contrast to the cordial recep-
tion which they received a Washing-
ton. But if Hon, V. G. Beli; director
of public  works for Jamaieca, ig not
hopeful of trade with Canade there
are others who do not share his doubts.
The Jamaica Telegraph, which takes an
intelligent view of the situation, sees
great possibilities in this trade, and es-
pecially holds out hope: of vastly in-
creased sales of Jamaica oranges and
benanas.

THE BUDGET DEBATH

Sir Richard Cartwright contipued
the budget debate, and sympathized
with the leader of the opposition in his
troubles. He reviewed his own career,
defending his inconsistency by claim-
ing that the first duty of the govern-
ment was to promote prosperity. Mr.

It was
the bounden duty of the government
not to look for reciprocity, but to raise
up a tariff wall which would guaran-
tee to Canada her own markets, 1t
this was not done the United States
would put us out of business. They
produced all they needed and would
not buy from us. He was gorry he
could not agree with the government
that the revision of the tariff should
be delayed, Canada had walted too
long. Laurier had promised faithfully
one year ago that no more deputations
should go to Washington, yet we were
to have another., Efforts were made
to arrange for a mutual preference,
and the only answer was the refusal
of the imperial government to admit
out cattle or allow our beef to be used
in the country. He condemned the
government for daring to offer further
conceasions for British manufactured
goods.

There i8 a Canadian Society  Known
as “The Lord’s. Day Ailiance! with
branches in all, or nearly L the
provinces, whose purpose it is to se-
cure by legislation, so far as may be
possible and proper and by every
legitimate influence, the common right
of the people to use religiously the
‘Lord’s Day. It is by réequest of that
‘Bociety that this subject will be the
theme of sermons in many churches
today, and of study by our you peo-
ple’s societies during this week. ' The
consierations I have to offer are of
‘a general character, but perhaps none
the less !mportant on that account,

The Lord’s Day is not founded on the
fourth commandment, as direct author-
ity for it, for the reason that the de-
calogue, as. such was national and
itemporary, and cannot be ‘taken to.
Dprove that anything in it lasts longer
‘than th: Mosaic dispensation. Itself
affirms its national character, and its
place as a part of the law of Israel:
“God spake all these words, sayinhg, I
am the Lord thy God, which have
brought thee out of the land ot Egypt,
‘out of the house of bondage.” It is
not because it is in the decalogue that
any one of the ten commandments is
binding now; but. the ten commands
were gathered in a group, and an-
nounced with such solemnity, because
of their own character. “Thou shalt
not, steal” is not a law for the Chris-
tian, because the decalogue contains
it, but the decalogue contains it be-
cause it belongs to the universal and
immutable morality. Many things in
Israel's law are ritual and pass away;
these things are moral and spiritual
and never pass away.

This, at least, is true and admitted
to be true of all but the fourth com-
mandment, and its presence in the
decalogue affords a presumption that
it-is true of it also; that, for reasons
which we may perhaps conjecture, or
may not know at all, this observancq
of a seventh day, or about that portion
of time, is necessary to the very life of
morality; that we have here but a
local and temporary form of a world-
wide and abiding reality, and that
Wwhile the Sabbath is not of lasting and
universal obligation because it is in the
decalogue, it is in the decalogue be-
cduse it is of’abiding necessity " and
universal obligation. To see that this.
is so, we have but to trace the Sab-
bath through the history of Revelation.

If in that early and brief part of the
Bible which—no matter by whom it
Was written, or when—is not concerned
with the Jewish nationality, because
that nationality was far in the future,
Wwhich has a world-wide aspect, and re-
lates to the constitution ofthings and
to general human society, if there we
find certain principles announced, with-
out any qualification or limit as to
time or place, we may properly con-
clude that they belong to the order in
which God built the world. If these
principles appear from that time
through all the sacred history, recog-
nized through patriarchal ages, brought
into special prominence when a special
national . dispensation is established,

the inspired teachers respecting the
observance of the ceremonial law, -and
even that little for the most part urges
that these observances are more than
Worthless, in the absence of a spiritual
service, even then the utmost import-
ance is attached to this institution
and pre-eminent blesing is pronounced
upon the keeping of 'it. To quote a
Passage from Isaiah as illustrative of
this: “If thou turn away ‘thy foot
from the Sabbath, from doing thy pleas-
ure on my holy day; and call the
Sabbath a delight, the holy “of the
Lord, honorable, and shalt honor him,
not doing thine own ways, nor finding
thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine
own words, then shalt -thou delight
thyself in the Lord, and I wil cause
thee to ride upon the high places of
the earth and feed thee with the herit-
age of Jacob thy father, for the mouth
of the Lord hath spoken it.” Such pas-
sages from the prophets do not direct-
ly prove the perpetuity of the Sab-
bath, but they show that in a time
When ceremonial observances’ were

coming to be less regarded by the au-
thorized teachers, and moral conditions
and relations were being urged with
prophetic emphasis, this institution
stands out as specially worthy of re-
gard, and, in the general argument we
are pursuing, it is of great value and
force. Such is the spirit of the Old
Testament, as well without as within,
the lines of Jewish histery, before as
after the giving of the law, in times
of ritualistic observance and in times
when moral ideas assert their' author-
ity and superior claims,

Passing over ‘into the New ‘Testa-
ment, we find that Jesus Himself re-
Spected and kept the Sabbath day,
though by His treatment of it, He re-
buked Jewish superstition and prepar-
ed the way for the changes in the time
and spirit of the day which His reli-"
gion was to introduce, Remarkable is
His Statement, “The ®Sabbath was
made fer man, and not man for the
.Sabbath.”

It may be said that even if the Sab-
bath were only a Jewish law, Jesus
might have said this much; ‘as He
might have said of any institution ad-
mitted to be purely Jewish that it was
made for the sake of “man,” the char-
acter and welfare of the people, and not
to be an inn bed on which human
nature must be stretched. But, on the
other hand, if the Sabbath were a uni-
versal privilege, He could not have said
more or declared the fact more plain-
ly. And Jewish nature is human na-
ture after all, and it must be a fair'in-
ference that what was so eminently
adapted to the religious training and
moral welfare of that people through-
out their history, as to merit the spe-
cial notice from the Lord, is likely to
be of general and unchanging import-
ance,

But, perhaps, of still greater signi-
ficance is the fact that Jesus never in-
timated that the Sabbath was to pass
away. On the other hand, the pains
which He took to develop its true
meaning to clear it of Pharisacic addi-
tions and to remove it from the region
of superstition into that of rational,

Insisted on by prophets with particu-
lar emphasis, even when the national
institutions are tottering and hastening |
to their fall. -Acknowledged and re- !
spected by Christ and his apostles when |
they are introducing a new and world- |
wide order, amd then adopted  with!
‘unanimity by that church to which he!
has promised the Spirit of God to guide |
into all the truth. This surely would |
be an argument for the reason, a law |
for the conscience, ‘a rule for the life, }

which the Christian will rejoice to ac- |
knowledge and obey. Now, this is the‘
case with the question before us. In'!
the second chapter of Genesis we read:
“On the seventh day God - ended his
work, which he had made; and he rest-
ed on the seventh day from all His
work which He had made; and God
blessed the seventh day and sanctified
it.”” Following the course of the sac-
red history, we note the division of
time by sevens throughout the patri-
grchal age, and come to a period when
preparation is made for the formal in-
stitution of the Hebrew Sabbath. He
who carefully reads the sixteenth chap-
ter of Exodus will see that it implies
that the Sabbath had not yet been
formally given as the nation’s law, but
that the seventh day retained in the
thoughts of God its original sacredness,
and that the incidents recorded are a
step in the preparation for the national
nstitution, and for the universal hal-
lowing of the day. It is the story of
the giving of the manna. Every
morning for five days enough is to be
gathered for that day’s use, on the
sixth enough for two days, and on the
seventh none at all. If anxiety for the
morrow leads any one to save a por-
tion, it will not keep; the portion kept:
for the seven:h day will not spoil. On
the seventh day none will be found.
Thus by compulsory cessation from la-
bor God prepared the people to refrain
voluntarily from ° work. He ' taught
that abstinence from work on the Sab-
bath should be no loss, for the sixth
day brought a double portion. He
taught that the avarice that would em-
Bloy the Sabbath for work should bring
no gain, for they who went out that
ddy found no gold: “God’s blesging in
the six days of agriculture should suf-
fice for seven?’ Thus the first appear-
ance of the formal Sabbath in Hebrew
history is as a positive gain and bless-
ing, to be theérefore received as a privi-
‘lege, not to be borne as a burden.
Then comes the express enactment of
the Sabbath law for Israel, a fact
which, as already shown, does not
prove its general obligation, biit shows,

free, and joyous life, seems to imply
that it was not to pass away.
As for the apostles and the early
church, it is only necessary to say that

once in seven days, though not the day

of the Old Testament Sabbath, they
met for worship and for “the breaking
of bread,” that this day was treated
as a holy privilege, and that in the
last book of, the Bible it is called by a
name, which it is implied had become
familiar, “The Lord’s Day.” .
Here then is, in brief, the argument:
That the whole Bible from Genesis to
Revelation reveals it as a purpose of
God that one day . in Sseven should be
devoted to rest and religious uses; that
at the first it was, as it were, involved
in the very constitution of things, and
Wwore at once a universal aspect; that
the formal institution of it, with spec-
ial provisions and sanctions, when a
single nation has to be trained in
righteousness, shows its great import-
ance; and that when that temporary
order vanishes and the Kingdom of
God, universal and perpetual, has
come, this institution appears in the
new order, freed from national restric-
tions and adopted by all Deoples that
embrace the Christian faith. The
Biblical argument is clear and suffi-
cient. I may briefly add, as a distinct
and most important consideration, the
fact already incidentally referred to,
that the Sabbath has a foundation in’
the needs of humanity, of individual
and social life. In 1793, revolutionary
France abolished the Lord’s Day. The
unbroken round of labor was intoler-
able, and after a brief experiment
every tenth day was made a holiday
by law.

But again, while the argument we
haye been considering gives a more
spiritual Sabbath thanif we rested it
simply on the decalogue, it saves us
from those petty and tyrannous
Scruples which, for many, rob the day
of all freedom, and utterly spoil all rest
of the soul and all joy in the precious

graphical limits of the Jewish faith,
the old Sabbath fell into disuse and the
Lord’s day arose in its place. The first |
vanished with a natural order of which
it was a part, the second came as part |
of the original order of the world, and
a8 more in harmony, by its associa-
tions, with the spirit and freedom of
the new faith; unfil. it became 'so gen-
eral that Constantine put in into the
laws of the empire, closing the courts
of law, and suspending secular busi-
ness. ;

If such be the justification of the
change, we can see the propriety of it.
The old day celebrated the creation of
the world and the deliverance from
Egypt; the new, the redemption of the
world and’ the rescue from sin,

“Twas great to speak a world from
naught,
Twas greater to redeem.”

It is surely fitting that the day !
should suggest its own themes for'
meditation, bring its own inspirations,
stir by its own tender and holy sugges-
tions the worship of. the soul.

In the Old Testament times God was
regarded specially as the Creator, and
by the Israelites as their national de-'
liverer, and the day ever- reminded !
them of the sublime story of creation !
in Genesis, and the awful and glorious
incidents of the release. and march |
from Egypt. Under the new, He is
Specially thought of as our Father, re- |
vealed in Jesus Christ, our Redeemer,,
sending for us His dear and only Son; !
and the day proclaims the completion '
and grandeur of the redeeming work, '
and calls us to adore “the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who
hath begotten us again to a living hope
by the résurrection of Jesus from the
dead.”

This argument has some sighal ad-
vantages over the common practice of
simply resting the obligation of the
Lord’s Day on the decalogue, forget-
ful of its place in a transient economy,
and overlooking the fact that the
keéping of one day in seven as a con-
stantly holy time is not of the class of
moral truths or obligations to which
the general conscience testifies, and to
which the other laws of the decalogue
belong. This argument secures solid
ground for the Sabbath, resting it not
on a national code, but on wuniversal
principles and on a method of divine
government unbroken since the world
began, and on the proved necessities
of humanity itself. It gives a more
spiritual Sabbath than if we took it
from the Jewish law, for then we
should have no right to take the in-
stitution except as we find it there,
with its restrictions and methods of
observance,

And the spiritual nature of the Sab-
bath with the spiritual purposes _for
which it exists, is what we must chief-
ly conmsider in our uses of it. “The
Sabbath was made for man,” but for
man as a spiritual ahd immortal being,
to furnish him with the opportunity of
worship, of reflection on his relation
to God, of the cultivation of his spir-
itual life, of training for a holy and
eternal destiny. In these occupations he
obtains, by change of activity by the ex-
ercise of other and. higher faculties the
physical and mental rest he requires.
To use the day only for physical rest
and intellectual entertainment is to
forget . its character, defeat its ends and
desecrate its sanctity, if it has any
sanctity at all, and if desecration is
possible. And certain. signs indicate
that we are in danger of that. Noth-
ing but the watchfulness of the Chris-
tian people of this country, the people
who have a real interest in Christian-
ity and not a merely conventional re-
spect for it, can save the day from
the assaults of greed and pleasure, It
is ‘said—I do not know if it is true—
that society in St. John has introduc-
ed ‘Sunday - customs, ~ within recent
years, which indicate a growing dis-
regard for the Lord's and all but
the hollowest shell of on. = But
