Philadelphia, April 14.~Col, Rooge-
velt had u sweeping victory in Penn-
#ylvania in  Saturday's preliminary
election und his lead kept growing
today as the returns runﬂmled to come
in, Incomplete returns from every
distriet give the former president 65
of the state's 7¢ delegates in the re:
publican national convention. The
Roosevelt supporters are claiming €7
and later returns may carry the figures
to that fotul. (ol Roosevelt won 6l
of the G4 alstrict national delegates
and his followers elected enough del
egates to the state convention to glve
them control of that body. The state
convention will name "12 delegutes ut
lurge.

Governor Woodrow Wilson of New
Jersey, who had no organized oppo
sition will have 74 of the 76 delegutes
from Pennsylvania in the Democrat-
fc national convention. In the 11th
Congressional district the two Dem
ocratic national delegutes ure favgy
able to Judson Harmon, but they are
not pledged.

Politiclans look upon the triumph
of Col. Roosevelt with astonishment,
'he supporters of the former presi
dent were without a state organizu
tion in many of the i Congressional
digtricis. The pegular Republican or
ganlzation headed by United States
senator Boles Penrote, which has
withstood the fury of muny u political
storm received a crushing defeat in
the lo#s of control of the state con:
vention, It ig the first time in the
present generation that it has lost
control of that body

The significance of the Roosevelt
yvictory can be realized when it is re
membered that the delegates in con
trol of the stute convemntion have the
power to select the state chalrman
and under the party rules the delega-
tioti to the national convention elects
the national commitiesman, At pre
gent denator Penrose bolds both posl
iions,

It was sald by a prominent member
of the state committee tonight that
some of the Roogevelt delegutes elect:
ed to the state convention are regu
lar organization men who while vot:
ing for Roosevelt delegates will stand
by the state organization otherwige.
gome of the leaders of the republican
organization refralned from personal:
Iy entering the pritnary as candidates
for district national delegates, as It
had been expected they would be se
lected us delegales at large, Among
those understood to huve been looked
upon as the likely, delegates were
Senutors Penrose and Ollver, Governor
Pener, Becretary of State Robert Mc
Afes und State Senator Jumes P, M
Nichol, the leader of the party or
ganigation in Philadelphia,

The vote polled was light, In some
digtricts it did not go much over H0
per cent. of the total vote cast at the
lagt general election. Col. Hoosevelt
received Wis henviest vote from the
reform element of the stite represent
ed by the Keystone party, which since
it was organized about two yeéars ago,
has opposed the regular republicans
at every election and succeeded in
electing a reform mayor in Philadel
phila lagt year.

- Another element of strength of the
Toosevelt forces was the 170,000 idle
anthriucite sirikers in the north east-

ern countles of the state where the|

former president ran strong.

In Philadelphia President Taft's ad-
herents captured three of the six dis
triots and split the delegation in
atiother, glving the resident seven del-
egites (o Roowevelt's five. Among
those who escaped ihe Hooseveit
storm were John Wanamaker and E.
T, Blossbury, who were elected as
Taft delegates in the gecond district
Pdgar, ¥. Smith, Provost of the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania, a Taft dele
gate, went down to defeat, but Wil

Henri Brisson, President of the
Chamber of Deputies
Dies.

—

Has Had Long and Notable
Career in Politics of Coun-
try—Several Times Candi-
date for President.

Parlg, April 14-Henrl Brisson,
president of the Chamber of Deputies,
died today, He was born ut Bourges
July 81, 18306,

Henrl Brisgon was on several occa-
slons defeated in the electjon for the
presidency of the republic, In 1864
he stood second in the poll, receiving
196 votes to M. Casimer Perier's 461
He was first elected as representative
of the Helné in the ussembly in 1871,
having ben prior to that Deputy:
Mayor of Parls,

At the general elections in Feb
ruary 1870 he was elected for the
tenth arrondissement of Paris to the
new chamber. He wag elected vice
president thiree years later and was
named president of the budget com-
miggion, He succeeded M. Gumbetta
us president of the chamber in 1881,
aud accepted the office of premier in
the full of the Ferry cabinet in 1880,
but after a few months gave place to
M. De Freycinet,

In the elections of 1889 he wus the
only republican candidate elected in
Paris on the first ballot,  For many
years lis republicanism wis of &
spartan nature, He lved in 4 bare
flat that the Iron Duke would have
admired, He was never known to
take a cab, always riding on the out
side of omnibusses, He was the liv:
ing embodiment In France of what
has been called the non-conformist
consclence, His special migsion was
to preside over comimigsions of in-
quiry, epecially when scandals were
to be investigated with inflexible se
verity, He served as president of the
Panama commission,

When the Meline cablnet fell in
1806 after M, M. Peyiral, Sarrlan and
Ribot had failed to form a cuabinet,
M. Briggon was commissioned by the
president:- to undertuke this duty,
which he carried to u sdccessful is-
sue, In that year the army became
the subject of disgenslon. After a
series of voles affirming the suprema-
cy of the civil over the military pow-
er declaring continued confidence in
the army and rejecting a motlon cen
suring the govertment for “not caus
ing the army te be respected” the
chamber called upon the government
to institute prosecutions ugal per:
sons “insulting the army.” This M.
Brisson declived to do, und the sub:
sequent vote of confldence in the gov
ernment was lost by 286 to 264, M.
Brisgon and his colleagues immedi
ately resigned. Thus fell & govern:
ment which was noted for ils deter-
mined effort to free the nation from
an aggressive militarism,

M. Brisson was reelected presi-
dent of the chamber of deputies in
1906 and held that lmportant office
ever since, He was mentioned recent:
ly as & possible candidate to succeed
M. Fallleres as president of the repub-
e in 1913,

CAMPBELL 1S
FOUND GUILTY

Verdict Against Quebec Man
Charged with Obtaining
Credit Under False Pre-
tences Returned by Jury.

Quebec, April 13.-—-“Guilty with a
recommendation to the court's mercy’
was the verdict rendered in the King's
Beneh on Saturday evening, by the
fury in the case of Amos Campbell
charged with obtaining credit under
false pretences. It was eight o'clock
when the jury came to the conclusion
and when they filed into court there
was quit. a gathering to hear the re
ult of its deliberations

Judgment was suspended by Judge
Carroll, until the verdict can be pass.
ed on by the appeal side of the King's
Bench, the coungel for the accused
asked for a reserve case due to the
fact that the accused should have
heen tried as a director of the Camp-
bell Shoe Company instead of an in-
dividual. The existing bail was con-
tinwed and Mr. Campbell was allowed
his freedom.

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DETAIS OF FIVE CHILDREN DIE
WITHIN SINGLE DAY

Strange Series Of
Fatalities.

DUE TO POISON

—

Decayed fish May Have Been
Responsible for Loss to Prince
fdward 's'and Family—Rigid
Investigation Instituted.

Charloitetown, April 14--The death
of five children or Patrick McGee, 8t,
Marys Road, 14 miles from Moutague,
all within 24 hours, is still a great
mystery and authorities are puzzling
over the strange afluir, Afier an in-
vedtigation which lasied for nearly 12
hours before the coroner, Dr.
of Cardigan, no definite conclusion
can be arvived at. The jury heard the
evidence of Patrick MeGee, his wife,
Robert McCarron and Dr. Fraser who
attended the children. Their verdict
was that death was due to some form
of poigoning, but that a post mortem
examination was necessury to deters
mine the cause of the polsoning. A
post morten was then held on the ho-
dies of the five and six year old ¢hil-
dren. Dark gpots on the intestines and
the interior of the stomach clear]
pointed to poisgoning. The organs hifl
be forwarded to Montreal for analysis.

McGee and his wife testified that
on Thursday the family numbering sev+
en, partook of herring, bread and tea
for dinner. They ate part of the fish
ench, In the evening Mc(Glee was away
and the rest of the family had corns
meal porridge for supper. Through the
night the children all became i1l with
pains in the head, stomach and breast.
vomiting continually.

The first to die was Baby Thomas,
aged 5, at. 9 Friday morning, Louis.
aged 14 and Bridget aged 6 dled to-
gether after midnight, Pansy aged 12,
George aged 8 at 8.30 a. m. Saturday.

Dr. Fraser first arrived Friday of
terneon after the baby had died. He
worked over the children 12 hours
and was relieved later by another doc«
tor but nothing codld be done. The

parents declared there was no poison (
)

of any kind about the house.

It was thought that the herring eats
en at dinner may have been decom-
posed, but the fish remaining in the
barrel seemed sound. The family had
been uging them dor elght days before
with no bad eftects. The parents who
partook of the same fish as the chil-
dren, were not ill. The mother vomits
ed, having sickened at the sight of the
vomit put up by the children when
the woman was all alone atiending
them during the night,

Dr. Fraser testified that if the pol-
soning was caused by the fish he would
have expected the parents to be af-
fected also. The only gurviving child,
a boy aged 10, had dinner on Thurs-
day with his uncle Ambrose (asidy.
All ate from the fish obtained from
{he barrel at McGee's. They were not
gickened but Mrs. McGee's father, who
had eaten the same fish a few days
before had complained of being i1l

Mrs, McUee alsu testified that two
of her boys a week ago, were il] afs
ter eating the herring that day for
dinner.

McGee is a lobster fisherman, aged
48, The family are very poor, but the
children apparently were well cared
for.- When dying they sald noihing to
furnich any clue. except Punsy’'s reé«
mark to her brother Johnny, the only
gurvivor, to look out that the horsé
did not get the paris green can sho
threw away.

A peculiar fact brought out In tha
evidence was that when the two other
children died withih eight days of each
other, last January from what was
declared to Ue' puenmonia, the hus-
band was not sent for, although he wag
working only 13 miles away at Uigg.

In the Congression-
al district where Gifford Pinchot Las
his home Roosevelt national dele-
gates won, but Mr. Pinchot’s home
county, Pike, sent a Taft delegate to
the state convention.

At present
there are two Democratic state or-
ganizations in Pennsylvania, and each
has endorsed the New Jersey govern-
or for president. There were a few
scattered delegates who favored
Champ Clark, and in three districwy
there were delegates in favor of Har-
mon. The two Harmon delegates ap-
pear to have won, they are not in-
structed. Figures around indicated that
the reorganized Democratic faction,
headed by George W. Guthrie, of Pitts-
hurg, and Congressman A. Mitchell
Palmer, had elected a majority of
their delegates in opposition to the
regular organization, headed by James
M. Guffey, of Pittsburg.

All the political parties in the state
named candidates for congress in the

> distfiets and also nominated can-

idates for the state senate in 25 of

the 50 senatorial districts. The sena-
tors to be elected will hold oftice for
four vears and will have a voice in
the selection of a United States sena-
tor in 1915 when Mr. Penrose’'s term
expires.

The Democratic members of con-
gress who came up for renomination
were generally successful, but there
were o number of surprises in the
ranks of the Republicans. One of
these was the defeat of Reuben O,
Moon, in one of the Philadelphia dis-
tricts, by an independent Republican.
In Pittsburg John Dalzell, long &8 mem-
ber of the national house, is not sure
of being returned, according to the
latest returns, he is opposed by M.
Clyde Kelly, a prominent independent
in the last legislature.

Mr. Roe then went on to say that
the same kind of people as those dis-
ciples exist at the present day in the
versons of the people who grumble
against “giving to forelgn missions,
saying it 1s useless to try to do any-
thing for savages who have no soul,
and the money should be spent among
the slums of our own cities. When
speaking of the custom of sending
flowers to the house of persons who
have just died and saying nice things
about them, Rev. Mr. Roe sald it
would be better for them to send the
flowers 1o the person and say the
nice things before he died.
