The despatch indicated that this ves-
sel probably was a German and sald
that in appearance she resembled the
Nurnberg.” The Nurnberg, however,
was reported by Vice-Admiral Sturdee
to have been sunk by the British
squadron.

For Removing British Consul
at Hodeida from Italian
Consulate Where He took

Refuge.

GERMANY ADVISES
PORTE TO ACCEDE.

Immediate Release of Consul
Demanded — Germany Not
Anxious to Add to Complica-
tions,

*““Rome; Dec13.<=1taly has refterated
her urgent demand for satisfaction to
the Sublime Porte for the forcible re-
moval of C. A. Richardson, the British
consul at Hodeida, from the Italian
Consulate where he had taken refuge,
and for his immediate liberation.

It is understood that Germany has
advised the Constantinople govern-
ment to satisfy Italy’s demand, and
thus avoid complications. C. A. Rich-
ardson, the British consul at Hodeida,
Arabia, it is alleged, recently was
forcibly removed by Turks from the
Italian consulate, where he had taken
refuge and was placed aboard a boat
bound for an unknown destination.
The foreign minister, Baron Sonnino,
also has asked the Ottoman govern-
ment to give public satisfaction to
Italy for the ivolation of the consulate.

Baron Sonnino, in answering an in-
terpellation in the chamber of depu-
ties yesterday regarding the Hodeida
incident, gave the story of Consul
Richardson’s arrest which already had
Been made public.

He added that Signor Ceocl, the
Italian consul, at Hodeida, who came
to the defence of his colleague, was
obliged to remain in his own house,
which was K watched for several days,
until the arrival of the Italian coast
guard ship Giullana, and the Italian
armored cruiser Marco Polo, \which
had been ordered to Hodeida.

The Turkish government, in answer
ing a request for reparation, the min-
ister told the deputies, sald that it
was awaiting information and would
adopt the necessary measures. Baron
Sonnino concluded by saying that he
did not believe the Ottoman govern-
ment wished to share the responsi-
bility of such a patent violation of
consular rights.

Having heard Baron Sonnino’s state
ment, the Deputies indulged in an en-
thusiastic manifestation in favor of
national concord in which the whole
House, including the president, the
premier and the cabinet, joined, ery-
ipg: “Viva Italla,” after which the
Chamber adjourned until February 18.

“For some years it has been the

| practice of the government to reward
deserving hulian military pensioners
with grants of valuable land in the
Punjab Canal colonies, where the ex-
tensions of irrigation facilities have
brought into cultivation enormous
areas of new land, for which theye
has been keen competition,

“Recently the Punjab government,
with the approval of the government
of India, have, in the case of the lat-
est colony, decided to increase the al-
lottment of 103,000 acres which has
been set aside for grants to army pen-
sioners, to 178,000 acres. These grants
will be made at the close of the year,
and besides that part of the 103,000
acres which will be given as rewards
for services in the present war, an ad-
ditional area of 75,000 acres will be
especially reserved for this purpose,
and be distributed to Indians who dis-
tinguished themselves in the present
campaign, or to their heirs.

This liberal policy will meet with
the widsst approval in Punjab, which
is the best recruiting ground for.the
Indian army.

RUSSIA

Petrograd, Dec., 13.—A state-
ment from the Russian uomrll
staff says:

“In the Mlawa region we have
brought our offensive to a suc-
cessful conclusion on the whole
of the front.

“On the 12th instant we cap-
tured a ‘German position in the
region of Przasnysz and Tsek
hanoft and chased the retreating
enemy towards his frontier.

“In this district also our caval-’
ry made a successful charge and
inflicted very heavy losses upon
the enemy.

“On the front of Lowicz-Llow
the Germans, clinging stubbornly
to, the “attack, suffered important
losses at the hands of our troops,
who captured in this region anoth.
er position to the north of Bzura
_river.

“In the other regions on the left
bank of the Vistula nothing has
occurred but unimportant encoun-
ters.’

“To the south of Cracow the
situation ‘is unchanged. The bat-
tle there continues.

“In the Carpathian our troops
and the Austrians continue their
manoeuvres.”

AUSTRIA

Amsterdam, Dec, 13—The fol-
lowing Austrian official state-
ment, dated Saturday, has been
received here from Vienna:

“Despite all the difficulties en-
countered because of snow and
mountainous ground, our troops
are continuosly and victoriously
advancing in the Carpathians, yes-
terday capturing over 2,000 Rus-
sians. The passes, west of Sup-
kow Pass have been occupied by
us. Yesterday several Russian at-
tacks were repulsed by our artil-
tery. During the last sortie from
Przemysl the garrison captured
700 Russians, eighteen machine
gung' and much ammunition.

“The situation in Poland is un-
changed.”

GERMANY

Berlin, Dec. 18 (by wireless to
London)-—Today's official semmu:
nication issued by the German
army headquarters, announces
that several Russian positions in
North Poland were stormed and
11,000 prisoners taken, and that
an attack made by the French
troops over a wide area in France
yesterday was repulsed by the
Germans. The text of the state-
ment reads:

“Following their unsuccessful
attack on Apremont, December 11,
the French again attacked yester-
day afternoon over a large front
by way of Fliersy, (Cirey). The
attack ended in the loss to the
enemy of six hundred prisoners,
and a large number of men killed
and wounded. Our losses in this
engagement amounted to about
seventy wounded. The rest of
the day passed quietly in the
western theatre.

“ln Northern Poland we captur-
ed a number of the enemy’s posit-
ions, taking 11,000 prisoners and
forty-three machine guns.

“There is no news from East
Prussia or from Southern Poland.”

Berlin, Dec. 12, via London, 5.22
p. m—The German official state-
men issued tcday says:

“On the East Prussian frontier
our cavalry repulsed Russian cav-
alry, taking 350 prisoners.

“South of the Vistula and in
Northern Poland our operations
are developing. g

“In Southern Poland Russian at-
tacks have been repulsed by Aus-
tro-Hungarian and German troops.

“In Flanders the French yester~
day made attacks in the region of
Langemark which, however, were
epulsed.

“English Conception of Empire” was
the subject of the sermon delivered
by Rev. J. J. McCaskill in St. Mat-
thew's Presbyterian Church last even-
ing. The sermon was one of a series
on “The Growth of Britain’s Power,”
and proved both intéresting and in-
structive. Rev. Mr. McCaskill said in

ri:
“He shall not burn dimly nor be
bruised, till ke have set judgment in
the earth; and the isles shall wait
for his law.”"—Isa., 12:4,
“Englond possesses one-fifth of the
globe with no title-deeds or no claim
save priority in robbery,” says a Ger-
man historlan. The existence of the
British Empire, however, is a stu-
pendous fact. Whether we ought or
ought not to have acquired dominion
over a fifth of the globe, we have ac-
quired it, and the problem of the spirit
that should animate its government
1is the problem for statesmen.
As a matter of fact Britain came
into her power through the natural
process of evolution. The hundreds of
little warg by which she imposed the
Pax Britannica upon warring states
and continents left her with the “white
man’s burden”; and no matter how
beavy the burden, she must go for-
ward to the vast orb of her fate. To
old eclivilizations she has given .co-
herence, crystallized them through the
affinity of world intercourse, and de-
veioped them into an ever increasing
solidarity. Ske has rescued them from
a conception of violence to a concep-
tion of justice and freedom. The Bri-
tish Empire is singularly united in
spite of marked diversity among in-
dividual members and of the vast size
of the sggregates. She has not stol
en within the meaning of the term as
applied by the German writer. Steal-
ing of that kind is twice cursed, it
curses him who takes and him from
whom is taken; it is the rape of liber-
ty which leaves “lust the thief far
poorer than before If the golden
rule did not influence her to stifle the
earth-hunger that expresses itself in
aggressiveness and vindictiveness self-
interest has done so. She has always
recognized the same rights of others
to the freedom and independence she
has claimed for herself. She has pro-
moted autonomy, liberty, brotherhood,
and has not fostered empire, domin-
ion or predominance, This has been
the secret of her power. It is one of
the poradoxes. of human affairs that
welfare 4tways comes from renounc-
ing. The wuakers and the Shakers re-
nounce the world and all its pleasures
only to find themselves overflowing
with riches in a few generations. Em-
pire has come through seeking some
thing else. Like Saul she went fortk
to seek the asses and found a king-
dom. Her influence has grown uncon-
sciously while she followed the more
prosaic mission of welding together
the nations of the world in that com-
munity of interest which arises spon-
taneously from free commercial inter-
course,
I know of no better statement any-
where of the spirit of the Empire than
that expressed in a letter from Capt.
Leslie, who was recently killed at the
front—a letter which was given to
the world by the Primate of Ireland.
He says:
“Try and not worry too much about
the war. Units, individuals, cannot
count. Remember we are writing a

The Hague, Dec. 12, (via London).—
(German npewspapers which have just
been received here show that the Ger-
man press, although prohibited strictly
from criticizing any acts of the gov-
ernment during the war, is much dis-
pleased by the sudden change in the
leadership of the German military
forces. They state that Count Von
Moltke has been “politely sidetracked”
as chief of the general staff and that
supreme command has been given to
“a war minister whose behavious to-
wards the Reichstag in theé Zabern in-
cident was insulting.”

In the short biographies of Major
General Von Falkenhayn which the
newspapers are permitted to print they
refer in the most guarded way, to what
they term his failure up to the present
time in the operations on the western
front.

Von Falkenhayn was appointed tem-
porary chief of the general staff on Oc-
tober 25, says the Berliner Tageblatt.
“He therefore has held the position
since the fall of Antwerp. During this
period have occurred the battles of the
Yser and Dixihude. In this serious
time, therefore, Von Falkenhayn has
been uniting all the functions which
during the war of 1870 were divided
between Von Montlke and Roon.

In-
creasing weight makes it very doubtful
if Dillon ever can get down even as
low as 160 pounds. Clabby's chief
claim to the title is Dtsed on the fact
that he has beaten such star boxers as
Eddie McGoorty, George ‘Chip, Billy
Murray and Mike Gibbons. The only
hlotch on Clabby’s esoutcheon was plas-
tered there by one Jeff Smith of Jer-
sey.
