Industries
In Chicago
Close Down

Shortage of Coal Causes Many
to Suspend Activities, Throw-
ing 200,000 Men Out of
Work—Others May
Follow Suit.

BUSINESS HOUSES
ON SHORT HOURS

All Passenger Train Services
Running Out of City to be
Cut One Third Beginning
Monday.

Chicago, Dec. 4—With the closing
of thousands of less essential indus-
tries throwing 200,000 men out of work
and the adoption of a gix and a half
hour business day by stores and
office buildings, Chicago today felt the
first practical effects of the coal fam-
ine. Theatres are limited to evening
performances and one matinee a week,
and eervices of transportation lines
and suburban roads have been cur-
tailed to the minimum requirements.
More industries will be closed each
day as their small supplies of fuel is
exhausted, and thousands more of em-
ployees thrown out of work.

Charges were made today by H. H.
Merrick, chairman of the Business
Men's Committee, assisting Public
Utilities” Commission ,in the enforce-
ment of the fue] saving regulations,
that the east ls belng favored in the
distribution of the coal being made
at present, Chicago will send a com-
mittee to Washington to see Dr. Gar-
fleld and demand that thig city recelve
its fair proportion of fuel.

All railroad passenger service on
North, West and Northwest lines run-
ning out of Chicago will be cut one-
third, beginning next Monday, under
an order issued today by T. 8. Bustis,
chairman of the passenger &ystem on
these roads. A similar order will be
tssued in a few days applying to
eastern and southern roads, which

probably, will be effective mext Tues-
day.

Miss Aitken, Sister of Lord
Beaverbrook, Tenders Her
Resignation Following
Alleged Anti-Ameri
can Incident.

WOULDN'T TAKE SIDES
WITH AM. NURSES

Miss McLane, of Woodstock,
Nurse Around Whom Flag

Affair Centered, Left the
Institution and Returned
Home.

Rutland, Vt.,, Dec. 4—Miss Annie A,
Aftken, superintendent of the Rutland
Hospital; resigned today following an
investigation begun yesterday into an
alleged anti-American dncident which
occurred at the hospital recently.

Miss Aitken, who is a sister of Lord
Beaverbrook, was said to have suppont-
ed Miss Anna McLane, of Woodstock,
N. B, a student nurse at the imstipu-
fon, who, it was charged by other
nurses, had made memarks derogatory
to the American flag. At the first ses
sion yestenday of a heaning before an
aldermanic investigation, it was testi-
fied by Miss Josephine Niles, a nurse,
that Miss McLane, when shown a pic-
ture bearing an American flag, said
the piciarre would be a pretty one “if it
were not for that dirty Red, White and
Blue flag.” American nurses at the
institution insisted at the time that
Nurse MoLane apologize and salute the
flag. They reported the affair to Sup-
erintendent Aitken, who, it was testi-
fled, instead of ordering Miss MecLane
to apologize, reprimanded them ¢or |
going to the nursg's room. They were
reprimanded, also, accordihg to the tes-
témony, for bringing an Amerjcan flag
to a table at which Miss McLane was
seated. .

The incident camsed a disturbance
in the hospital at the time, the Ameri-
can nurses walking out on strike over
night in an attempt to enforce an
apology from Miss McLane. They re-
turned, three of the nurses testified,
with the understamding from Miss
Aitken that Nunse McLane would make
the mequested apology.

This was not forthcoming, however,
and Miss McLane left for her home in
New Brunswick, the bearer of & nurse's
diploma, notwithstanding, it was said,
that she had failed to complete the
course.

Assists Béckett to Corner

Amid absolute stiliness most of the
spectators could hear the terrine
crack of the swing that put Beckett to
sieep. There was a roar of cheering
as’ Carpentfer assisted Beckett to his
corner where the Englishman opened
his astonished eyes and saw his oppon-
ent being carried on the shoulders of
some of the enthusiasts.

The contestants presented a notable
difference in appearance when they
stripped and were introduced—Beckett
swanthy and muscular; Carpentier
white-skinned, with slight figure, Car-
pentier looked about him as though ac-
customed to his surroundings; Beckett
seemed somewhat nervous, The Prince
of Wales, Peers and Peeresses, mem-
bers of the House of Commons, high
officials of state and many women,
most of them in evening dress, looked
the fighters over critically as they

! squared up.

Not Spectacular Affair

Ase a fight the contest was not spec
tacular. Carpentier was fast on nis
feet, dancing in and out and playing
havoc with the Englishman from the
first lead. With lightning switness,
Carpentier’s left leaped out and caught
Beckett on the face and a suppressed
sigh was audible all over the homse. A
quick break away followed a short
clinch, and the Frenchman landed two
more hard lefts.

Beckett, with a sort of bulldog de-
termination, forced Carpentier almost
to the ropes. But this was a diversion
for a moment only, for the Frenchman
stepped back and then forward, and
with all his strength, and the full
weight of his body, swung his right to
Beckett's jaw putting him down and

London, Dec. 4—All the members of
a shooting party, including H. V. Mc-

of the Bolsheviks, by seven menrbers
of the er Unionists’ Council of
Ireland, who arrived here today on
the steamship Columbia. In a state-
ment to the press they said they had
come to the United States to protest
against the spread of Sinn Fein propa-
ganda. Six of the members of the
mission are clergymen.

“As an official delegation from the
Episcopal, Meilwodist and Presbyterian
churches of Ireland to the United
States of America,” the statement
sald, “we wish first to convey the
greetings of the people wo represent
o the people of America. We are not
bere on a financial campaign—Ameri-
can politics #s a matter for Americans,
and British politics i3 a matter for
Britishers, 'We are here in the interest
of Taw amd order, of truth and honesty,
of fair play end principle, o protest
against the perniclous propaganda
which is being spread n your country
in relation to Ireland.

“Our mission is mot sectarian we
ralse no relighous issue. Our mission
is to say to America that the Sinn
Fein movement im Ireland, which is
spreading its propaganda in America,
is ot a solution of the Irish question;
that it is radical and distructive in its
methods; that it s conducting in Ire-
land a campaign of coercion; and that
it 43 mot suppor‘ed nor respected any-
where by the better type of people in
Ireland, whether Catholic or Protest-
ant (who have no imterested or preju-
diced motive); that it was the party
of rebefion during the war; that it
supponted and furthered the causs of
the foe; that it was a traitor ‘o the
Allied cause. We wish to poin ut
to the people of America that its termsa
are mdsleading. Naturally, in America,
you would favor a Republican form of
government. The Sinn Fein calls i 1t
a Republic. Therein lies the danger
It i3 a movement akin to the Bolshaviki
Republic in Russia. Their methods
are alike.

‘“We are here to say to America that
this element is, according to their own
announcement, asking the American
pecple for several million dellars. It
is your right to do as you please with
your gifts, but we feel that you ought
to know the purpose and the object for
which these million’s are being raised.
The Republic does not exist and can-
not exist.

Though mairked dy a high degree
of prosperity, the year has also been
one of world-wide labor unrest, with
demands for increased wages and
shorter working hours, culminattng
wirikes and disorder, with resultam! de-
creased efficlency, lessemed production
*anl greater cost of output. This un-
rest may in a medsure be attrihutable
t0 unsetisfactory prewar conditions,
but probably in a greater degree is the
result of unsettlement dwe *o the ab-
normal nervous sirain of the gread
‘War.

The deprivations of the past five

have induced an orgy of self-n-
expenditure by the gemeral
lic, to which has been added lavish
outlay hy many people who amassed
fortunes during the war. All these are
contributing factors, but they effect
to only a Himited extent the high cost's,
which ape without doubt the direct pe-
oult of the pressing of Buro-
pean countwies for commodities of
wevery nature at ebnormally high prices.
We cannot, therefore, expect any con-
siderable ameldoration in living condi-
tions until the world’s demands are sat-
fsfled and Hurope once more returns
to an exporting basés. Hvery effort
4s Deing made ¢o this emd, but & must
of ity come lly. ¥Food
prices will without doubt be the soon-
est overcome, and I think we may look
forward confidently to a reduction in
the cost of all commodities hoth al
home and abroad after another harvest,

be gradual, and marked and rapid de-
<lines in the mear futute do not reem
probable.
Forelgn Trade Well

Maintained.

The foreign trade of the Dominion
has been well maintamed, and the
outlook gives mo cause for apprehen-
&ion of an early recession. The latest
avallable figures, those of the seven
months ending October 31st, show im-
ponts 40 have been $543,670,000 and
exports $688,890,000. As compared
with the ocomresponding period last
year, there was a decline of $16,400,
000 in imports and of $31,200,000 in
exports, a relatively insignificant de-
crease, while the favorable balance of
trade has thls year been $145,200,000.
The price index of commodities not
having materially varied during the
periods under review, the deduction
may be made that the volume of our
foreign commerce has not greatly
changed, although the figures of par-
ticular products have fluctuated consid-
erabl Thus, the export of foodstufis
was Jarger in value by $114,200,000
this year than last, in the sewven
monihs, and the export of wood and
wood products, including paper, $25,-
800,000 larger. On the other hand,
miscellaneous exports, which dnclude
munitions, show a decrease of $141,-
600,000,

With the exception of the United
States, tho gold holdings of all the
belligerent countries have been de-
pleted during the war to meet adverso
trade balamces, and their economlic
condition has been greatly weakened,
the value of the pound eterling, in
terms of the American dollar, being
reduced o $4, the mark to 2%c., he
francs to 10c, and our own currency
by4p.atobp.c

Circulation.

The relation of gold reserve to note
circulation is & guestion on which
divergent views are held, ome school
of economfists demanding the restora-
tion and maintenance of an effective
eold standard and the other contemd-
ing that goods and services combined
with gold, form am adequate and more
elastic resefve,

Imm«mﬂatimhmmwt
of wisdom t0 depart from old motions
of the rigldity of the gold reserve and
recognize that we are justifled in em-
larging our notedssuing powemrs to re-
spond to all legitimate business de-
mands in periods of great trade activ-
#y or emergency, provided such ex-
pamsion is based on selfliquidating ee-
ourities. If used to cover discrepan-
cies in mewvenue it is thed a form of
inflaftion wholly unjustifiable, brimg-
ing with i¢, as it does, the well-known
evil effect of a depreciated currency at
home, besides greatly da i

par-
ticmlarly at & time when wer has left
meny mations fmpoverished in food and
denuded of commodities which Canada
is capable of supplying.
There ds reason to belleve that the
policy of the emergetic Minister of
immigration will be broadbesed, and
that s druits will be mamifested in
an increasing influx of eettlers upon
the land, of domestic eervants and of
antisans and Jaborens. Indications are
already given of & large movement in
the spning firom the Uniled States dnto
our Westarn Provinces, attracted by
the superior productivity of our soil
and its comparative cheapmess, and I
think we may reasomably hiope for a
2 imm, from the
countries of our late Aldtes, amd from
the Scandinavian kingdoms,

Position of Natlonal Finances.

The state of the matiomal finamces
deserves a wider ‘end more profound
consideration then the subject appeans
to receive. The net debt, which before
the war was $381,000,000, had on Octo-
ber 31st last reached the vast sum,
having regard o population, of §1,-
786,000,000, an incrnease of more than
five-fold in as many yeams. That debt
fs still mounting, and by the close of
the current fiscal year, that is ¢o say on
Manch 31st mext, will not be less than
two thoushnd million dollans end prob-
ably more. The situation # a senious
one, though mitigated by the faict that
our debt is largely internal. We can-
not go on bormowing indefinitely, and it
is a certainty that we shall have to
bear a much heavier burdem of taxa-
mmmmﬂuﬂm‘mmyyeam to
come. To repeat the formula that has
(been heard @0 frequently, but to
which, unfortunately, sufficient atten-
tion has mot been paid, melief is o be
found in immigration, harder work,
greater efficiency, increased production
and thrift. To these agencies must be
conjoined rigid economy in all private
and public expenddtune,

There arises in this conmection the
quedtion of methods of taxation, which
may require readjustment to meet post-
war conditions. Trade ie being ham.
pered by & somewhat penalizing busi-
nelss profit tax, and undess this fimpost
ds speadily reduced or abandoned alto-
gether, we cannot mieed unencumbered
competition on egual terms. Funther
momne, iempmi and ex: fon are
stifled and foreign establishments de-
terred from entering the Cenadian in-
dustrial field. Taxation should be so
distributed that it will not have the
effect of making thie coundry too dear
to kive in and thereby divert intending
residents to other countries,

Doitig away with many exemptions
and imposing taxauion on all classes
of the community who have the ability
0 pay, and placing a high tamiff upon
imported luxuries would, I believe,
cause iittle hardship and considerably
ease a strained financial situation, be-
sides giving all pemsons in Canada a
more immediate interest in the econ-
omical administmation of our public af-
faims.

Canada can and will meet all her
obligations, and of her ability to do
€0 10 more conclusive evidence need
ba given tham the dmmense subscrip-
tion to the recemt Victory Loam.

‘With regard to the subject of for-
eign irade, it is only a matiter of {ime
before increased production will over-
take domestic demamds, and unless
preparaticns are made In advance for
finding . markets ovenseas for our ex-
portable surplus of raw materials and
manufaotured goods, our aninterrupted
prosperity may be checked. The needs
of foreign countries are great amd
pressing, and profitable business awaits
the Canadian exporter, bat it cannot be
aocquired unless long tenm credits are
provided.

Our Government has been fiar-sight
ed in giving assistamce in this direc-
tion and, no doubt, is prepared to ex-
tend further ald, provided exporters,
who reap the benefit, will assume a
proportion of the risk.

Self4nterest aloné womnld seem 1o dic-
tate that credit faciiities be extended
to those countries who cam demon-
strate their ability to pay it given
heuusomam ble time, and we would thus
avold the possibility of whbrapt chan
4n industrial conditions and bring nb?::

It s no reassuring reflection that
the United States has already reduced
its war debt by some $800,000,000,
while we contront an fincrease of
$600,000,000 for the current year. It
seems obvious, however, that though
fate has treated the two countries
differently, any prosperity experienced
in the United States must be reflected
in Canada. Our true comfort, as well
a6 our pride, is that the Dominion did
#ts duty in the great war as a part
©of the British Empire. No Canadian
would have it otherwise, amd there-
fore we face the cost with stout hearts
and the future with watchful serenity.
Turning to the speclal features in
our balance sheet and the points of
interest arising therefrom, I might
say, first, that the absorption of the
Bank of British North America has
been so smooth and complete that
no ripple appears upon the surface
of our affairs. We believe its friends
and officers alike feel at home in the
Bank of Momtreal.

Since presenting the last balance
sheet, there has been an Increase in
our capital stock of $4,000,000, with
a corresponding increase in Rest Ac-
count. Both items mnow stand at
$20,000,000. The increases are prim-
arily in comnection with the acquisi.
tion of the Bank of British North
America.

Shareholders of the Bank were ac-
corded the option of taking cash or
exchanging their holdings into Bank
of Montreal shares on a determined
basis. After the allotments had been
made under the arrangement, our own
shareholders accepted the opportunity
of subscribing for the limited remaind-
or of capital shares to bring the whole
up to $20,000,000. Our authorized
capital 18 $28,075,000.

Many of our banking transactions
during the post-bellum year under re-
view were unusual in character and
of special interest. They meed mot
be described in a report of this na-
ture. It will suffice to say

prestige of the Bank.

Our profits for the year have been
satisfactory, enabling us to provide
the usual return of 12 per cent. on
capital and make adequate provision
for doubtful debts.

No Profiteering By Banks.

It seemg to me of sufficient import-
ance to bear repeating that there has
been no profiteering whatever by the
banks of Canada, for the price of
money has not been raised. Alone of
all commodities, the cost to the bor-
rower of loanable funds of the bank-
ing institutions of this country e
mains unchanged. Not only ts this
the case, but, speaking for ourselves,
it seems only proper for the share-
holders to know that In handling
business entrusted to us by the wsev-
eral Governments during the war and
since, our policy has been to charge
only the narrowest of commissicns
and minimum Interest rates In
many instances, whene the services
were of a war character, we have
acted free of charge.

The Bank’s earnings have been
maintained through fuller employ-
ment of our reserves, the ratio of
our liquid assets to liabilities being
67 per cent., as compared with 71 per.
cent, & year ago. There has been no
restriction of credit to our commetcial
borrowers. All Jegitimate applications
of this nature have been granted. Also
we have loaned freely to subscribers
againet the security of the various
war loans, and to Municipal, Provin-
clal and Federal Governments as re-
quired.

Unusual Freedom from Losses.

It is pertinent to mentlon that, in
the ordinary trade of the country
money has been made so easily and
with so little risk since 1914 as com-

pared with-ordinary times, that our
Banks in turn, have operated with
unusual freedom from losses. As a

measure of prudence, however, we
provide for comtingenciles, a policy
with which, we feel sure, you will be
in accord.

The practical evidence of Canada‘s

fortunate trade conditions Hes in the
fact that commercial failures for the
twelve months ended 31st October
were 766, as compared with 904 for
the previous corresponding period angd
with 1669 in our bank year 1912-1913,
That outstanding subject, the high
cost of living, has been dealt with
by your President, but I might add
that the inevitable decline in prices
is at least nearer, and 1t 1s to be
hoped that the delay is not lulling
dealers into the erroneous belief that
the standards of these last few years
will continue indefinitely. Miscon-
ception on this point would consti-
tute a menace alike to borrower and
bamker. It seems certain that food
prices will drop presently and that
al commodities inust decline in
price; therefore, great care and scru-
tiny of credits on the part of bank-
ers and other business men are im.
perative.
Our savings deposits continue to
grow satisfactorily both in volume
and in number. The fact that we
are custodians of deposits of a spe-
cial nature inevitably causes our
total figures to fluctuate heavily. Our
total deposits are $442,000,000, being
$27,000,000 less than a year ago. Our
deposits tem years ago were $173,-
000,000,

The total deposits of all Canadian
Banks are now $2,360,000,000, as com-
pared with $2,085,000,000 a year ago
and $832)000,000 ten years ago.
