MACKENZIE KING
RATHER INCGNSISTENT

Makes Many Contradictory
Statements on Tariff, Says
Premier Meighen.

Sherbrooke, Sept. 21.—The Right
'Hon." Arthur Meighen, Predtler of
Canada, inaugumated his campaign in
the eastern townships today, which
includeq visits to Leunoxville, Comp-
ton, Stanstead, Coaticook and Water-
ville, winding up the dey's programme
by addressing a gathering of some
five thousand” here this evening.

Premier Meighen w loudly ap-
plauded when he arcse. The chief
thame of his address was relative to
the tarif question, while he
lutely denied charges that had been
made that he was nct a friend of the

'rench.

S

Takes Up Tariff,

After stating that he saw- little
yoason to defend the record of the
Governmant, the Premfier took up the
tariff guestion. “You have two kinds
of tariff, and only two,” he said. “You
ca® have a tariff founded on one
principle, that of protection, or on
ancther principle, that of free trade.
Great Britain had a free trade tarift
for sixty years. She colected large
revenues, but she put a tax on noth-
fng except onm goods that could not
be made in her own country. That
was a free trade tarfff,

There was no protection about it.
A protective tariff places a duty on
fmoponts, not only for the sake of
revenue, but as well to encouragé
production of goods at home instend
of tReir importation. Such a tariff
Canada has had for 42 years; such a
tariff the United Statos has hed for
131 years, and such a tariff every
great nation in the world today has
except Great MBritain alone. Gredt
Britain s now protecting and en-
couraging her home industry by a
dozen or more different devices, and,
acpording to Hon. Dr. Beland and
other authorities, just as good, may
soon be using the tarig for protec-
tion as well.”

Protection  Necessary.

“Now 1 have set before wou the
two principles. If protection .is right,
than the latter tariff should be adopt-
ed.. In the opinion of the Govern-
ment protection for ithis country is
right and, indeed, essential, and the
adontion of any other princinls would
he false to the teachings of the past
and would soon epell unemmployment,
hand tiowes and a smaller and wenker
Conada. That is the principle of the
trade policy the Government stands
for” sald the Premier. The F‘a*,'.m-
ers’ Party propound the free tariff.
Sometimes when talkinz " in Wastern
Canada thev pretend they don’t, but
their platform eays thevy do. Their
leaders say they do. Their fathera
and fathers’ confessora sav thnvydn,
and T have lived among them in West-
ern Camada for twenty years and
vight well I know they do.

Farmers and Free Trade.

The leader of that party is Mr.
Crerar, He has been preaching free
trade doctrines for twenty vears and
is preaching them today. On scores
‘of platforms as welt as in the Com-
mons, he has preached that industries
that require the protection of a tariff
are of no value to a country. A man
who believes these doctrines is a-man
who wants free trade. Furthermore,
the leaders of the MacKenzie King
Liberal Party, knowing they can do
nothing sione, are getting in behind
the Farmers’ group and making com-
mon cause with tho extreme farmer
free trader. .

London, Sept. 21—Mrs. MacSwiney
who visited her husband this evening
said that his condition was very bad
indeed. He was in great paln and had
not spoken all day. He was still con-
scious, however.

A late bulletin issued by the Trlsh
Self-Determination League, said:

“The Lord Mayor's condition is un-
changed. He is still 1n a very pros-
trate condition, but conscious.”

Shot From Ambush

London ,Sept. 21—Numerous clas
es resulting in deaths and serious
injuries continues in various parts of
the country. Latest reports received
this morning recorded the shooting
of Sergeant MacGuire at Fernbane,
eleven and a half miles south east of
Athlone, while making an arrest. Mac-
Guire was taken to a hospital in a
critical condftion.

Constable Donoghue was wounded
from ambush at Newcastle and died.
A publican at Belinglass was fired
upon and wounded at the same time.
Two civilians while passing the bar-
racks in Abboyfeale, County Limerick
failed to halt when challenged. The
police fired, wounding both of them.

FAIL TO SOLVE
MYSTERY OF
EXPLOSION

Hundreds of Clues Followed
Up But Many of Them Are
Contradictory.

New York, Sept, 2}—Department of
justice and police officials admitted
tonight that five and one half days’ in-
vestigation has failed to solve the
mystery of the ‘émplosion in Wall
Street last Thursday which cost thir
tyfive lives and property damage
running into the maillions.

Officials generally agree that the
explosive was carried into the finan-
cial district en a ramshackle wagon,
left standing at the curb in front of
the Assay Office just before noon.
Hundreds of clues bave been obtain-
ed as to the identity of the driver and
his wagon, but many of them are con
tradictory and officlals have begun
the long and arduous task of running
all of them down and trying to draw
correct conclusions therefrom.

OF $1,500,000
DURING YEAR

Bell Telephone Company, at
Rate Hearing, Declares New
Rates Will Give 7.13 p.c.

WAR AND WAGES
MAKE WORK HARDER

Company Cuts About Four
Million Dollars off Estimat-
ed Expenditure for Year.

Ottawwa, Sept. 21—That the grani-
dng of the complete application of the
Bell Telephone Comypany for incrensed
rates would provide but 7.13 per cent.
on the book value of the plamt, work-
ing assefs and working capital was
the statement made by E. Palm, Comp-
trciler for the Company, during the
course of the first day’s hearing of the
application. Mr. Palm placed the nel
proceeds from ‘the proposed rates at
$3,995,734.

Mr. Palm, during the course of his
evidence, stated that for the first
seven months of 1920 the company had
a deficit of $492,200, after meeting its
imterests and dividend reguirements.
He estimated that it would have a de-
flenttof over $1,500,000 by the end of the
year. The company had failed to eamn
itz depreciation of slightly over six
por ocent. by $576,700 in 1919, or the
emengency rate for depreciation ai-
lowed by the Railway Board, by $380,-
000.

Iimpaired by War.

Mr. C. F. Sise, vice-presidemt amd
general manager, told the Board that
increased rates are necessary because
the service is impaired as a couse-
quence of war conditioms, and also in
consequence of rapidly increasing
wages, cost of operations, mainten-
ance and ranewals.. He stated that
the most important thing the company
bas tp deal with at the presemt time
s financing. As it is impossibie for
the company to do its financing by
bonds, it is necessary that it should
b2 put in a position to make the stock
sufficiently attractive to bring in new
sharehoiders. Mr. Sise statted that
the annual requirementst of thé com-
pany for some years {0 come will be
approxinately ten million dolars.

Cut the Expenditure.

Mr. W. H. Winter, general super-
intendent of the plant, said the esti-
moted expenditure for ¢he present
year had been reduced from $14,738,-
072 to $10,876,852, hecause of the costs
and the defay entadled fn procuring
equipment and supplies.

The hearing adjourted after the
comcluston of Mr, Winter's estimate,
until tomorrow morning.

Predicted Britain and United
States Would Fight Russia
and Japan Before He Struck

(Copyright 1920 by Cross-Atlantic)
Berlin, Sept 21—A definite state-
ment by the former Kaiser that he
knew absolutely that England and
America had an understanding to
square accounts with Japan after the
great war, and that Russia would be
allied with Japan is reported by Herr
Urzberger, former member of the
Reichstag and Yeader of the Catholic
party in a volume of war reminiscen-
ces he has just published. e recafls
a long conversation with Wilhelm af-
ter the Reichstag passed resolutions
in favor of “peace by arrangement.”

“l knmew for certain that England
and the United States have formed
an alliance to square accounts with
Japan after the war.” He quotes the
Kaiser as saying. “Japan and Russia
will be allied in a counter offensive,
The present war is not to end with
defeat but when it is ended we shall
have a far-reaching understanding
with France. The whole continent of
Europe will then begin the real war
under my leadership, a war against
England.”

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RED CAVALRY
SURRENDERING
TO THE POLES

Rovno is Taken Giving Poles
Triangle of Three Very
Strong Fortresses.

TROUSAND RUSSIANS
ARE TAKEN PRISONERS

Siberians Are Reinforcing the
Soviets on the North Eastern
Front for New Offensive.

Warsaw, Sept. 2i—Polish successes
egainst the Bolsheviki are reported on
the southern and central fronts, where
the eastward advance of the Poles has
been continuea.

In Galicia, the Poles have reached
the Zbrucz and now control the west-
ern bank of the river. Northward they
have occupled Rovno, giving them the
triangle of fortresses consisting ef
Lutsk, Dubno and Revno.

These manoeuvres resulted in an en-
tire regiment of General Budenny’s
cavalry surrendering to the Poles after
;ne‘;)gkters realized that they were de-

eated.

Take 1,000 Prisoners

North of the Pripet, after heavy
fighting, the Poles occupied Pruzana
and the railway station of Linowka.
The Poles took 1,000 prisoers.

Behind the northeastern front the
arrival of fresh Soviet divisions from
Siberia is confirmed. It is believed
that the Sfberians are reinforcing the
l{eds. who are concentrating along the
qumon River for a fall offensive
which the military observers say may
start within a few days.

“The clothes have been resurrected
from atfics and rag bags by rich and
poor alike for thene is nothing to be
tad today. When money will buy no
breed but the blackest and
coarsest, adulterated to the utmost
pont of edibility, there is littlechoice.

The Slums Are Awful.

“In the stums there is no concead
ment of the ravages of poverty. Gaumnt
men and women, hoping vainly for
work are unable to provide for still
more feeble children, beset by thedis-
eades that come with hunger. With-
out fuel, nor fire, nor food, they are
Yiving as best they can. It was an
army of such desperate people fully
30,000 that broke boldly through the
lines of guards and in one day carried
away an entire forest just outside the
city. The guards, themselves hungry,
could not find the heart to stop the
lines of people that broke through
dragging branches, and stumps of the
omce royal forest.”

His growing Mmifluence «s a great
exponent of biz business is a source of
constant alarm to the liberaj journal-
ists, who profess to see the time com-
ing when the newspapers, not actually
owned by Stinnes and other subltm-
ated war profiteers, will so depend on
him and his Tike for their supplies of
paper as to constitute a virtual con-
servation.

The newspapers, as a result of the

Today the Jews all over the workd
celebrate the feast of Yom Kippur,
the Day of Atonement. This is the
, greatest fast of the Jewish year, IFrom
! sunset of the 21st till sunset of the
22nd the observant Jew neither eats
nor drinks, but devotes the day ‘o
fervent worship. Yom Kipper is d's-
tinctive among Jewish holilays, for
it is not associated with natare or
with history. It is a day for the
searching of the heart to find poace
with God.

The fast originated in Bibleal
times, and is described in the six-
teenth chapter of the book of Leriti
cus. In those-tays the people fasted
and afficted themselvés while ‘'re
high priest made atonement for the
entire house of Israel.” This atone-
ment was made .in ancient fash.on by
sacrifices, and especially by the sym-
bolic rite of driving the scapegout
into the wilderness to bear away the
sing of the people.

Prayers today take the place of sac-
rifices. Jews devote the Day of Atoze-
ment to prayers for the forgiving of
their sins. They avoid all ordinary
and sordid interests on this Sahbath
of Sabbaths. The fasting is ab ogat-
ed, however, for children, old p2upie

W. J. Quinn Tells How Cath-
erine Clare McDonald Sav-
ed Lives in Train Wreck.

“It wa sthe worst train wreck I
ever was in, and 1 have been in sev-
eral that were counsidered bad ones,”
said W. J. Quinn of kaet St. John yes-
terday in speaking of the liead-on
coiision which occurred between the
poat train toCape T'onmentine, und &
work train at vViny Ridge, a raliway:
siding near Sackvihe, “Although the
couision occurred taree weeks ago |
am stil sunering trom the euects
ot it, and 1 was cousidered to be
among the Iortumste ones.” There
wus not a siugle persop on the train
who was not injured more or less se
verely and all of us received a ter-
ritic shaking up.

Plucky Work of Nurse

..“There were mno doctors on the
train and the one trained nurse we
had, Miss Catherine Clare McDonald
of Moncton, notwithstanding ‘her own
injuries, performed wonaers. [ am
convinced wiat had it not been for her
ministrations several of the women
on the train would nave died from
shock and others have bled to death.

“She had a kit bag containing some
medical supplies and one of the pas-
sengers turned over two quarts oL
whiskey, waich helped greauy to re
vive Lhe prostrate women,

“Those m the dimng car suffered
che most. The car was crowded and
wien 1t weut up on one end, all tue
chairs and tabies, passengers, caina,
and silverware, were thrown in  a
heap at the lower end of the car. Two
ladies, Miss Berna Heustis of Char
lowetown and Mrs, J. M. Kgan of
Boston, were pinned peneaih the
wrecked furniture and passcngers
wiio were sent toppiing upon Lneiu
amd were severely wyjured. The chef
Lad Lwo ribs broken and nis assistant
had his head split open. one of the
passengers had her nose broken and
severar were badly bruised.

“Miss McDonald sustained a bad
cut 1n the leg and & number of bruises

“The passengers appreciated her
pluck and devoted service and pre-
sented her with a purse. A petition
Was also drawn up, signed by uie pas
sengers, and torwardea o tne govern-
ment asking that Miss McDonald be
suitably rewarded tor her valuable
services which were the means ot
saving several lives.

1y her o\,

“fue W..u crew and the parlor car/|

assist the Injured, but tne railway
management were not so considerate;
the injured were not sent to the hos-
pital until Ofteer  hours after the
wreck occurred, and all the wreckage
had 1 cleared up.

That there had been
some mishaps during the past few
months could not be denied, but in
only one case was the fault of the
defective equipment or roadbed.

1If an employee was
found to be deliberately at fault, the
management at omce discharged him,
which was all they could do.

The Moncton Case.

“Well, what about that defective
rail that caused the wreck near Monc-
ton last week? Was not that due to
Luck of proper supervision?”

“That rail,” rephked Mr. Brady, ‘“had
been dowm for several years, and there
was nothing in its eppearance to in-
dicate that it had a flaw in it. It was
t» all appearance a perfeotly sound
rail” Centinming, Mr. Brady said
that there was not a better buiflt piece
of road in the whole country than
te line from St. Johm to Halifax, and
it was also one of the busiest pieces
of the road. Comparisons were fre-
quently made between the Canadian
National and the C. P. R, and, taking
the two roads, mile for mile, the for-
mer was in ‘belter condition gener-
ally than the latter. There are fow
16,000 mfiles of C. N. R. road in the
country, and the number of accidents
per mile are fewer than on any other
riorad.,

Better Than the C. P. R.

There are just as many accidents
on the C. P. R. as on the C. N. R., but
a3’ the former is a privately owned
ragd, the public dees not hear so much
about them. Comparing the equip-
ment of the two roads, Mr. Brady
said that the rolliing stock on the C.
N. R. was infinitely superior to that
the C. P. R. The formers best
trains wene all steel from the pilct of
the engini #o the platform at the end
of the rear car, and fitted throughout
for comfort to the limit.

While accidents would, of course,
ocoasionally happen, it was seldom
through the fault cf the rolling stock
or track, but’ from personal careless-
ness on the pant of the employees.
“Awd then, if we discharge ‘them, im-
mediately a movement is set on foot
to get them reinstated.”
