One of them has had
his house enlarged and French roof-
ed, another is building a large brick
house at the foot of Géermain street,and
they are really what TuE TrRIBUNE
termed them—the aristocracy of Lower
Cove.” :

“No. At first they wouldn’t ship a
man. Now theysay they have nothing
to do with th® men—that they are at
the houses and may be sought by those
who want them. It is said they swear
that the parties suspected of giving you
the information shiall not have a man,
and that they will steal the men they may
manage to pick up outside.”

“What ’ll be done about it?”

“The owners will get the men to sign
articles if they find them, and then
they 1l take the roof off every boarding
house in Lower Cove in search of them
when the vessels are ready for sea. If
there is any back-bone to the Police
Force of this city the shipowners will
enforce the law:: - If the sailors are pre-
vented from signing articles the own-
ers can readily procure men from other
ports. In these days of telegraphs and
railroads communieation is rapid"—

“Except on Government railroads in
winter.”

“Precisely. Except on Government
roads, as I was saying, communication
is too rapid to render it possible for a
vessel to be kept in port many days for
lack of men, and crews will be got from
Boston at three days’ notice.”

Our visitor took his departure leav-
ing us firmly impressed with the
conviction that if the. boarding-
house association enter upon a war
against any mercantile house in this
port, it will be worse for the association.
For all the good done the sailor in se-
curing honest articles for him, and in
keeping his money until it is required,
we are ready to give them credit; and
we warn them that illegal exactions, and
arbitrary use of their power for the pur-
pose of injuring those against whom
they have a grievance, will bring their
prosperity to an unexpectedly abrupt
close in a very short time. If their
+ legal adviser has given them as good
counsel as this they should give him a
general retainer.

The Burning of Barnum’s Hippo-
- drome.

From a long account of the destraction
of Barpum's museum in New York last
Tuesday we extract the following :

THE SCENE FROM GEN. FUNCK’S HOTEL.

The description of the scene as witnessed
from Gen, Funk’s Hotel was grand in the
extreme, An eye-witness‘savs that soon
after the alarm v:‘ns xiTen he Ioccupied a

window whenee he could see all that was

the roof toward the east and shot up in a
bright clear column far-above the pinacies
of the adjoining church., Then they as
suddenly-fell, and a dense smoke burst
forth. The iron plating split and cracked,
and huge pieces were driven into the air,
followed by a cloud of sparks. ‘Ehe flames
ran along the roof, stretching this way and
that, as though in search of food, and soon
their tongues touched the front of the
huilding. 1t was about [25 feet long and
30 feet bigh It was simply wooden
framework covered with a thin metal
sheeting and outside muslin show pictures.

THE CHALDEAN HISTORY OF THE FLOOD.

The London Times of December 4 gives
a lengthy account of a public meeting held
in. London, under the auspices of the So-
ciety of Biblical Arcbeeology, at which
Gen, Sir Heory Rawlinson presided, and
Mr. Gladstone, the Dean of Westminster
and many other distinguished persons were
present. The meeting was ealled for the
presentation by Mr. .George Smith, of the
British Museum, of a paper containing the
Chaldean account of the deluge. Since
the tablets from which the history has
been taken were unearthed from a tempor-
ary obscurity of fifteen years in the Mu-
seum, the excitement among scientific
men, as well as theologians, throughout
Great Britain, has been intense. The tab-
lets were originally twelve in number,
forming one story or set of legends, the
account of the flood being on the eleventh
tablet. The story is related by Izdubar,
who belonged to the mythical peried, and
