(From our regular correspondent)
Washington, Sept. 7,1888. —Thechan- 

ces now arc that the bone of contention 
between the two Houses—the heavy or­
dinance question—will be transferred 
from the Army Appropriation to the 
Fortification bill, where it properly be­
longs, and a pure and simple Army Ap­
propriation bill be allowed to pass.— 
Members of the Senate Appropriation 
Committee desire, however, to have 
some assurance from members of the 
other Appropriation Committee who are 
likely to be on the conference committee 
that they will accept the Fortification bill 
in its present shape or with reasonable 
modifications before yielding from the 
Senate amendments to the Army bill— 
Those who have surveyed the situation 
believe that such assurances will lie re­
ceived from the House eonferrees. It is 
highly probable now that a Fortificition 
bill will be passed, and, while no c!oubt 
changed considerably from its present 
shape, the one important feature w hich 
has provoked so much discussion—the 
appointment of an Ordinance Boaid to 
control the appropriations made—is like­
ly to remain.

The passage of the resolution extend­
ing delayed appropriations until Septem­
ber 15 next afford tempororary relief to 
the Army, which, in view of the wran­
gle over the Army bill, seemed in immi­
nent danger of going into a state of 
bankruptcy.

The atmosphere in the vault is herri- 
ble, close damp and musty, and your 
correspondent, who began to feel the op­
pressive effects of the vitiated air, was 
glad to get out into the corridor. The 
time-lock door yawned at the entrance ; 
the intricate machinery, as fine as that 
qf a watch, seemingly too frail for the 
responsible purpose for which it is in­
tended. The real door of the vault, 
however, is inside of this piece of me­
chanism, at the end of the short corri­
dor. It is of solid iron, 6 inches thick, 
and weighs 5,000 pounds. It slides into 
the wall on the right, and, without the

The construction of this vault was be­
gun last summer, and has cost abiut 
$30,000. The scales at the entrance, 
which will form a part of the outfit, cost 
$1,200. The vault consists of aixtien 
cell rooms, each of which will contain 
about $8,000,000. It is proposed to have 
the vault lighted by electricity.

The Advance intimates that the pro­
jectors of the line from Derby Jonction 
to Blackvllle are beglnlng to seej the 
mistake they made in net uniting their 
forces with the private company which 
built the Northern and Western and 
making one line do both sides of the riv­
er. The people interested on this side 
of the river didwhat they thought best in 
the Interest of the conntry generally and 
declined to fall in with the selfish views 
of the owner of the Chatham Branch 
aided and abetted by the Advance also 
owned by him, and whose object was 
the making his eight miles of railway 
more valuable by being tacked on to the 
end of the line to Fredericton so that he 
might get a good big price for it as a 
portion of the Northern and Western 
between Fredericton and Chatham.— 
Hence the line on the south side of the 
river, from the time ,tt leaves the I. C. 
R. until Blackvllle is reached passes 
through a section of country where bat 
little busltess is done and there is 
but little traffic while the very opposite 
is the case on the other side of the riv­
er.

But after all the scheming to get the 
subsidy and build the line where it is of 
very little use, yet the Northern and 
Western Railway Company decline to 
parc hase the Chatham Branch Railway 
at the exorbitant price set upon It by 
Un owner and hence all the scheming 
was in vain. Were the government to 
at once put men on the extension to 
Blackvllle and have It completed accord- 
■g to plan and specification, run trains 
ithrough from Newcastle to Blackvllle 
there is every probability that but a

At the evening meeting 
the report of evangelistic work was read 
by Mrs. Judge Steadman, In the absence 
of Mr. Sampson, the superintendent. 
A report from Mrs. March, on jail and 
prison work, was read by Mrs. Allan, In 
the absence of Mrs. March. Mrs. Mas­
ters, as delegate from the Baptist con­
vention of W. M. A. society, conveyed 
greetings from that body. An address 
of welcome to the maritime union was 
given by Mrs. Wblston, president of 
the Halifax onion, on behalf of the Hali­
fax and Dartmouth unions. Mrs. Ran­
dolph, of Fredericton, and Mrs. Tarn- 
bill, of St. John, expressed pleasure In 
meeting with the members in Halifax 
and Dartmouth. Reports were received 
from Newcastle, Baie Verte, Canso, 
Kentvllle and Parrsboro. Mrs. Atkin­
son's report of juvenile work says that, 
so far as she has been able to learn, the 
accounts from the varions juvenile 
societies have been most encouraging, 
though she finds it difficult to get infor­
mation from local superintendents. 
Twtnty-fonr of the thirty-four to whom 
she applied for information replied. 
There were four loyal legions organized 
daring the year, making now 18 socie­
ties, of which 16 are carried on by W. 
C. T. nnlons; the other two were orga­
nized by temperance ladies, bnt union 
women help in conducting them. Of 
these only one b»S been dUcontlnaed 
entirely. They nearly all write of an 
increase of membership during the year. 
Notwithstanding the fact that many of 
the older children pass into other tem 
peranee societies each year, the member­
ship has increased from 1,008 to 1,711, 
Showing a gain of 108. The combined 
average attendance is 948, and : the 
smallest society enrolled has the largest 
attendance in proportion to its member­
ship.

At Friday's session Mrs. Tombai pre­
sented Mr. Bnlmer, representative of the 
prohibition party, who conveyed the 
greetings of that party to the union. 
Mrs. MacFarlane, of St. John, responded 
In a neat speech,

Mrs. Turnbull presented a report on 
parity" which denounced womon who 

had “ rested upon their own selfish and 
short sighted parity, while thousands of 
their sister women had perished for lack 
of a helping hand." The report declared 
that women mast exercise her influence 
for purity by first modifying her own 
habit of thought with regard to the sins 
of undeanness in every form. The nude 
in art, all impure llteiature and low 
necked and sleeveless dresses were all 
vigorously denounced.

Crop Report.

Chas. II. Lugrin, Esq , Secretary of 
Agriculture, has issued a Summer Bulle­
tin which contains estimates of the 
crops for this season aa well as reports 
from the varions counties.

The following is the estimate ef the 
hay crop of the Province for the current 
year by Counties, 100 being taken to ex­
press an average crop :—

Albert County, 80 per cent; Carleton, 
92 5; Charlotte, 79.3; Gloucester, 81 ; 
Kent, 77.9; Kings, 75; Madawaska, 76; 
Northnmberland, 76.6; Queens, 82.7; 
Restlgonche, 65.6; St. John, 87.5; Sun- 
bury, 85.5; Victoria, 88.7; Westmorland 
83.8; York, 86.9.

A calculation based upon the hay pro 
dnctlon of each county places the ap­
proximate yield of hay for the carrent 
year at 78.7 per cent, of an average or a 
shortage of about 80,000 tons. In quali­
ty hay will probably be below the aver­
age, dne in part to the injurions effects 
of the ice, which lay on the fields last 
winter, and In part to the peculiar char­
acter of the summer and the extremely 
unfavorable season for haying. In some 
psrts of the Province, Carleton County 
and Charlotte especially, the major part 
of the hay was got in the first two weeks 
of the season which were exceptionally 
fine; bnt in nearly every part of the 
Province there are farmers who have 
not yet finished haying on their high in­
tervales or uplands. The result must 
be the housing of much inferior hay. 
In view of this fact the exceptionally 
large amount of o!d hay held over in 
parts of the Prpvince will prove of great 
advantage.

Referring to the localities which may 
be looked to as intimately connected 
with New Brunswick in respect to the 
supply and demand of hay, I have to 
note an - exceptionally large yield In 
Aroostock, nearly ail of whjch 1 am in­
formed was well got; an enormons crop 
in the lower part of Quebec, very much 
ot which was damaged ; and an average 
crop for Nova Scotia with an unfavora­
ble haying season.

Taking the Province as a whole, the 
Indications for grain were very favora­
ble on September 1st; bnt it is greatly to 
be feared that the frost of last night and 
the previous night (Sept. 5 and 6) has 
done a great amount of injury to late 
oats and buckwheat. The frost of the 
night of the 6th, or more properly speak­
ing the morning of the 7tb, waAhe 
most severe known in Fredericton at 
that date, the thermometer at the Uni­
versity having registered 30° Fahr. 
Judging aa well from my own observa­
tions as from my correspondence, I am 
of the opinion that the area in grain 
which weuld be injured by this frost, if 
it was general over the Province, wonld 
form a considerable percentage of the 
whole.

Potatoes have done well this year, 
thoogh in some localities not so well as 
last year. The ravages of the beetle ahe 
decreasing and farmers, generally, are 
able to cope with the pest successfully, 
The majority of the reports are favora­
ble as to the root crop, but along the St. 
John river, especially in the lower por­
tion, a great amount of damage was 
done by the black land grub in some 
ease#, and by a black fly in others. In 
many instances the crpp was a failnre, 
owing to the yonng plants being killed 
although seeding was repeated in some 
cases two and three times.

It will be noted that very many of the 
reports represent the season as unfa­
vorable for pasturage ; the rains of Aug­
ust will likely improve the fall feed, 
Thirty-six of my correspondents report 
an Increase in dairying in their respec­
tive localities in Kings in winter 
dairying. No decrease is reported. Mr, 
Hall of Gagetown and Mr. Smith of 
Bllssville, point out the desirability of 
having » batter factory established at 
those places.

Other conclusions from the several 
reports will be given in the Annual Re­
port of the Department. ,

grain fair; roots fair. The general crop 
w|»i be eqoal to last year, if the autumn 
is favorabto.

John Young, Sanmcrejt ;—Hay 70, 
weather unfavorable, quality below aver­
age; wheat fair; oat# below average; 
barlev fair; fruit, below average; root 
crops fair; pasturage not good. Dairy­
ing to Increasing.

William Archer, Sauverez :—Hay 80, 
season unfavorable. Prospects of graifl 
good; of roots fair. The season was 
not favorable to pasturage.

Northumberland County.
E. Hutchison, M. P. P., central part of

the Parish of Newcastle :—Have about 
90 per cent, ot an average, quality is 
good. The season was unfavorable for 
pasturage, and cattle were turned ont to 
grass late. There is no Increase In 
dairying. Very little fruit is raised in 
the locality. Prospects of grain and 
roots are good.

J. B. Snowball, Chatham and Napan : 
-Hay 75 percent, an average; quality 

weedy and below average. The early 
part of the season was favorable, but 
the latter part was well On August 
6th, there was considerable hay yet to 
cut. Late rains have greatly helped 
oats, barley and wheat, which had been 
below an average. Potatoes are very 
good ; other good roots below average 
on account of seed missing through the 
drought in spring. The season has been 
too dry for pasture; cattle were turned 
out about the middle of May. Dairying 
is on the increase. People are taking 
more interest in their stock, and are im­
proving the quality of their animals 
from year to year.

Rev. J. D. Murray, North and South 
Esk :—Hay about 90. In some localities 
it is quite up to an average, but on poor 
land the dry season injured it. Grain, 
roots, fruit, In fact everything will be an 
extra crop. Pasturage was not good. 
Cattle were turned ont In some cases as 
early as May 1st, but those who.had feed 
kept them in until June. There la no 
increase in dairying. Better breeds and 
a better system of feeding must be adop­
ted before we can expeet progress in 
this line.

George Jardice, Rogers ville and Aca- 
diaville :—Hay will he 100 if the weather 
proves favorable. Grain, very good; 
roots good; pastnrage has been very 
good ; cqttle were turned out about May 
20. Dairying is increasing. The far­
mers are doing better as the lumber is 
being cat away.

Samuel Freeze, Bllssfleld and Lndlow: 
Hay 50. Weather favorable. Oats are 
heading out short. Fruit fair. Pastur­
age poor because of the drought.

Thomas C. Newman, Derby and 
vicinity Hay 90 to 95 ; quality better 
than average ; Grain promises a full 
average. Fruit promises well but not 
much raised here. Roots appear very 
fine. Pasturage wi*s poor; cattle were 
turned out about May 25th. A slight in­
crease in dairying. Ensilage corn and 
field beans promise well.

The Caraquet Railway case was then 
token up on Wednesday and proceeded 
with. On Friday a novel point càme np 
in it. When the case for the plaintiff 
closed, counsel for the defendants, says 
the Moncton Transcript, “ made applica­
tion for a non suit upon the grounds that 
negligence on part of defendants was 
not proven : and that no proof was ad­
duced as to the unsafe condition of the 
bridge being known to defendants. His 
Honor declined to grant the non-suit. 
The court then adjourned until 2.30 p. 
m., and upon re opening, objection was 
taken by Attorney-General Blair tojuror 
Alex. Doucet. The juror named is an 
employe of Mr. Burns, and for this rea­
son it was thought by the plaintiffs’ 
counsel that he- could not do justice in 
the case ; that Mr. Burns, as the evidence 
showed, was manager, director and 
owner of the Caraquet Railway and that 
the term Caraquet Railway Company 
and Mr. Burns /were one and the same, 
therefore he .thought, that a juryman in 
the employ of the defendant was not a 
person to be on a jury. Objection was 
also taken tojuror John Miller, who, be­
ing an ancle of one of the men killed by 
the railway accident in question, was 
Incapable of acting as a juryman in this 
case. After some wrangling between 
counsel of both sides. Ills Honor cen­
sured the attorneys lor defendants, that 
they, residing at Bathurst, and know­
ing the jurymen personally, should 
have allowed the case to go on for 
two or three days in such a way ; 
he contended that they should have 
notified the court of the fact. It was 
the first time he had been placed in 
such a predicament, and was not pre­
pared at present to say what should be 
done to the jurymen mentioned. He, 
however, would make the suggestion, 
that if the counsel on both sides should 
agree, they could discharge tlto two 
jurymen and swear in two men, to whom 
the evidence could be read over; or, dis­
charge the two jurymen and go on with 
the case with only five jurymen ; or stay 
the proceedings until next term, the coat 
of present trial to be borne by party los­
ing the case at the conclusion. The 
counsel ou both sides having held à con­
sultation, and not being able to agree, 
his honor, at their request, adjourned 
conrt until 10 o’clock Saturday. Rumor 
has it that a compromise is in the wind. 
If no compromise Is affected, the case 
will probably last until Tuesday, or be 
put off uutil next term.

Winter Shipment e-t Lumber.

At a recent meeting of the St. John 
Board of Trade the matter of railway 
relght ou lumber was brought up and 
the statement made that if lumber was 
carried from the North Shore to St. John 
in the winter at the same low rates that 
coal was tarried to the upper provinces 
that a great deal of lumber would be 
smt to St. Johu for shipment instead of 
being held over uutil the opening of na­
vigation iu the spring. *

Hon. Dr. Pugsley said that in conver­
sation with a large lumber merchant 
from the North Shore be had learned 
that alter the ports of the North Shore 
are closed it is necessary for the oper­
ators to hold their lumber over until the 
lellowiDg spring. The gentleman lo 
whom he had epokeu thought it of great­
est importance to the port of St. John 
that the government.should cheapen the 
freight on lumber to St. Johu.« By this 
means from $50,000 to $60,000 of addi­
tional business would be' done in St. 
John dating the winter season. This 
arrangement would benefit both the 
railways and the city. He moved, se­
conded by Mr. McCready, as follows:—

llesolved, That the Intercolonial rail­
way authorities be urged to take into 
their favorable consideration the matter 
of fixing special reduced raCes of freight 
on lumber with a view of enabling ship­

“ The lumbering industry bas been the 
backbone of Canada, and it is. The trade 
is as large or larger than ever it was. By 
the way, freight rates are pretty high now 
between Quebec and Liverpool. They 
have gone up 25 and 30 per cent, within 
the last month. This is considered to be 
rather steep.”

LIBERTY OF CONSCIENCE.

An Important Decision by a Mon­
treal Judge.

Montreal, Que., Sept. l.—^Jndge Ma­
thieu has rendered very important decision 
here in a suit against the Canadian Pacific 
railway for damages from the company 
for the loss of a building by fire through 
sparks from one of the company’s loco­
motives. The property was bequeathed 
by the late Abraham Kimptou to his 
heirs, with the condition that, should any 
of them become a Catholic, he would for­
feit the property, which, tinder the will, 
would revert to the other heirs. His 
wife, who at present owns the property, 
having renounced the Protestant religion, 
and become a Catholic, the other heirs 
intervened and claimed damages, if any 
were granted. Judge Mathieu held that, 
while there were contrary judgments in 
Eugland, which was easily explained, as 
parliament had made it a condition that 
the heirs to the throne should be Protes­
tant, and the same rule should apply to 
subjects as to rulers, the statutes of 14 
and 15 Victoria specially mentioned li­
berty of conscience for all Her Majesty’s 
subjects iu Canada ; therefore the inter 
vention must be dismissed as against pub­
lic order and liberty of conscience.

NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE.

Seven firemen were killed at a fire in 
Baltimore on the 2nd, which destroyed 
property valued at $1,500,000.

deaths, 5 ; total number of cases to date, 
388 ; total uuniber of deaths to date, 43.

Madrid, Sept. 6.—The government 
has ordered the expulsion from Spain of 
the monks of the Fuenterrabi convent, 
they having been discovered to be Carlist 
propagandists.

Mr. Eben Urqubart, of Johnson’s 
Crossing N. S. has a very large and strong 
filly two years old, which tipped the beam 
at 1100 lbs. This powerful young mare 
is out of an Arabian dam, and was aiied 
by the Percheron Stallion Ruler Hugo.

The Great Eaetem has been beached at 
Transmere, and this enormous ship, 
which accomplished one great thing, the 
laying of the Atlantic cable, will be 
broken up. Her present owners paid 
j£20,000 for her, but they will get more 
than this out of her.

The farmers at and near St. Justine, 
Que., are very disconsolate since the last 
gale which has caused a loss that will 
aggregate about $60,000. The farmers 
are begining to sell their cattle and buy 
their winter provisions. The crops are 
really not worth harvesting.

Mr. James Wallack, a distinguished 
engineer of Sydney N. S. W., is engaged 
in working at a patent which, he is confi­
dent will fairly revolutionize ocean tra­
vel. It is nothing less than a steamship 
that will make sixty miles an hour. Mr. 
Wallack is a native of Scotland and no 
question as to his sanity has ever begn 
raised.

The other day the foundation stone of 
the old St. James’ street Methodist 
Church, which is rapidly being d<; 
tnolished, was in the position in which 4 
had lain for forty odd years. A few per? 
sons anxious to know the contents were 
around a hen the leaden box was opened. 
It was found with indignation of all to 
contain nothing but water, with which it 
was half full, and a few scraps of paper- 
It was surmised that the contents were 
stolen the night after tlie alone was plac­
ed in position.

Hopewell, N. S. Sept. 9.—The Hope- 
well Woollen Mills were totally destroy­
ed by fire at 6 o’clock this morning. The 
greater part of tlje cloth xyaa saved. Loss 
about fifty thousand dollars; insured for 
nineteen thousand. The tire is supposed 
to have originated in the engine room and 
was beyond control before being noticed.

Ottawa, Sept. 6.—The customs de­
partment has derided to enforce a fine of 
$400 against the Americrcan tug Glad­

iator, seized by the Canadian customs 
authorities for towing in Canadian waters. 
The owners of the Gladiator contended 
that they had a permit to tovf in Cana­
dian waters, but upon investigation by 
the department it was found that the per­
mit was a special one issued to the Gla­
diator early in 1887 to row a raft of log* 
which was broken up in the Gulf of St. 
Lawtence. The department has decided 
that the tug was clearly liable to hue or 
forfeiture.

Crop Failure in England.--Ab Eng­
lish exchange says : Around Loudon the 
wheat crop is already practically gone the 
way of the hay crop, and is past icdemp- 
tion. The h>-y has begun to rot in the 
field, and the wheat is now too much 
beaten down to be raised again for ripen­
ing. There are hundreds of acres from 
which nothing can lie produced save food 
for cattle. Until almost this very Jay 
the farmers have hoped agaiugt hujie- 
Now they can only sigh over the loss of 
one of the very heaviest of crops. It is 
possible that the root crops will enable 
the farmers to recover a little. Theit bal­
ance may not be altogether on the side of 
loss. But it looks as though we were on 
the eve of another fall of rent, and an­
other period of agricultural depression.

A leading lumberman from Ottawa dis­
trict, who was in the city to-day ou his 
way east from Minneapolis, on being in­
terviewed upon the United States Retali­
ation movement, stated that lie believed 
it would be the best thing that could hap­
pen to Canada, as it would foster Cana­
dian interests and on the whole be bene­
ficial. Should Retaliation be enforced 
he was of the opinion it would have the 
result that all Canadians would stand 
shoulder to shoulder and learn the lesson 
that they are capable of standing alone so 
far as this continent is concerned. He 
thought that the outcome wotfld be direct 
trade with the Mother Country, and con­
sequently better profits to the Canadian- 
Americans : also a closer interest beween 
them and the European countries ; but 
more especially between Great Britain 
and its American Colony.

PREPARING INSECTICIDES.

London purple : To twenty 
pounds flour from one fourth to one- 
half pounds is added and well mixed. 
This is applied by a sifter or blower. 
With forty gallons water, one-fourth 
to one-half pound is mixedTor spray­
ing.

Paris green : With twenty pounds 
flour from three-fourths to one pound 
is mixed and applied hy sifting or 
by a blower. The same amount of 
the insecticide to forty gallons of 
water is used as a spray.

Carbolic acid : A solution of one 
part in 100 of water is used against 
parasites on domestic animals and 
their barns and sheds ; also on the 
surfaces of plants and among roo’s 
in the ground that is infested.

Hellebore : The powder is sifted 
on alone or mixed one pari to twenty 
of flour. With one gallon of water 
one-fourth pound is mixed for spray­
ing.

Kerosene—Milk emulsion : To 
one part milk add two parts kerosene 
and churn by force pump or other 
agitator. The butter-like emulsion 
is diluted ad libitum with water. 
Soap emulsion—In one gallon hoi 
water one half pound whale oil soap 
is d ssoived. This instead of milk 
is m xtd to an emulsion wilh kero­
sene in i he same manner and same 
proportion as above.

Pyrclbrum; Persian insect pow. 
der is blown or sifted on dry ; also 
applied iu water, one gallon to a 
tablespoonful of ihe powder, well 
stirred and then spray ed.

DESTROYING CABBAGE 
WORMS.

I was once at the house of a lady 
who had the finest cabbage I had 
that year. I asked her how she man 
aged to keep them free of worms 
She told me by sprinkVng them with 
flour or shorts. As soon as I got 
home the next morning I put a large 
tablespoonful of coarse flour on each 
head while the dew was on ; the dew 
made it wet, and the worms began to 
crawl and still over on the wet flour 
The more they struggled, the more 
paste they gathered ; they would 
soon fall on the earth, which, being 
wet would stick to them, and clog 
their feet and legs, so that they could 
not get into the ground. Those that 
could not get ofl died on the heads. 
The paste prevents all eggs from 
hatching. For a number of y ears we 
have had good cabbage. Twice go­
ing over with the flour saved mine, 
while most of my neighbors lost 
theirs. It may be necessary to ap­
ply it oftener if hard rains come and 
wash oil the flour.

NEW WRINKLE FOR MILKERS

Says Farm and Home :—Some time 
ago there was an animated discus­
sion in Farm and Home respecting 
the relative merits cf wet and drv 
milking. The plan which I am go­
ing to describe is both and neither. 
The milker works mostly not by 
drawing out the teats between bis 
fingers, but “ fall! anded,” as it is 
called. That is to say, he grasps the 
teat firmly, and squeezes out the 
milk by opening and shutting his 
baud' without moving his position. 
When he can get no more, he takes 
from his breastpocket a bottleof gly­
cerine, pours some in bis hand, and 
quickly rubs it on the teats and lower 
parts of the udder. Then be • strips’ 
the udder by drawing out the teats 
with his fingers. This glycerine 
treatment leaves the teats beautifully 
supple and tractable for the 1 full­
handed’ process at the next sitting, 
quickly heals all sores, and keep» 
the udder and teats sound. It seems 
to make a perceptible increase to the 
yield of milk. Will other milkers 
try it and report?

PROFIT IN UPRAISING BARNS.

411 farmers should know that the 
cheapest room they can get in a barn 
ie in the basiment. On many ac­
counts it ii the most valuable, espe­
cially for keeping the slock comfort­
able during cold weather. But there 
is a further profit in raising barns and 
putting cellars under them . A barn 
that has stood for yeqrs close it, the 
grqund has been during that time 
uot.only the harbor for noxious ver­
min, but the occasion of serious 
waste of valuable manure. Much of 
the liquid excrement of stock stabled 
above will he found under the barns 
absorbed by the soil, which it con­
verts, into the richest nitrogenous 
manure. Nitre was formerly obtained 
from the soil under old buildings, 
and it so impregnates the earth under 
stables and harns that a load of it 
drawn upon the fields will do more 
good than an equal quantity of baru? 
yard mannre as usually made.

WHAT TO DO WITH THE 
RUNTS.

With every litter of pigs there 
will be one dwaif or “ runt,” often 
two if the litter is a !argt- one. Ii 
will always he profitable, and often, 
if not gensialiy. an act of humanity 
to sever the spina! cord, where the 
neck joins on the hea l, with a sharp- 
pointed knife, as soon as these runts 
are born. They usually die an; way 
before six months o d ; and with ihe 
utmost care and attention, and with 
but three to five in ihe litter, we 
have never been able to make any­
thing of them but little mangy runts ; 
a torture to themselves und a nui­
sance to the owner. In ordinary 
lit'ers, up to their death, they con­
sume milk that would nourish the 
others and it is only means wasted 
on them. Hence the earlier they 
are put out of the way ihe better. 
Breeders generally know this, but 
hesitate to kill them ; but it is on all 
accounts the better way.

Shou d a waggon or buggy-tiro 
become a little loose from shrinkage 
of the lel oee, instead of taking the 
wheel to the shop to have the tire 
cut and replaced, get half a gallon 
of lintetd oil, and after heating ii 
pretty weii pour the same in a shal­
low dish and give the rim of the 
wheel two or three slow turns around 
through it. The oil penetrating the 
felloes will so swell them that the 
tire will become as tight as ever .
