cant until he has been proved guilty.

The French, however, do these
things differently: with them, if the
evidence is strong enough to warrant
a man’s arrest, he is regarded as
guilty, and it is for him to clear
himself of the charge if he can.

The accused man is handed over
to an official called the Judge d’In-
struction, or Examining Magistrate,
whose business is to ob.ain evidence
for the prosecution.

beyond price.

One of the marbles, the Theseus,
is by common consent the finest re-
presentation in existence of a man’s
figure. Though it was worked when
the world was comparatively voung
—Pr it dates to the ffth century
before Christ—it forms a class of
its own. $

Next, perhaps, to the Elgic Mar-
bles comes the Demeter, by far the
most beautiful statue of a draped
woman in the world. -It belongs to
the third century before Christ, and
was found in a rock sanctuary at
Cnidus in 1858.

Another priceless gem is the
Portland' Vase, which was ‘ound in
a aepulchral chamber near Roine in
the sixteenth century. Belouging to
the beginning of the Roman Empire,
it is unique in craftsmanshjp. as it
is made of two layers of glass, white
on top and blue beneath. Topies of
it—much inferior, of courase, to the
original, and, K yet beautiful—were
manufactured by Joslah Wedgwood
and sold at fifty guineas gach.

Of almost unrivalled Interest and
value, too, ig the Rosetta 3tonme,
which polv one of the world’s
reatést mysteries—the meaning of
the hieroglyphics on Cleopatra's
Needle. For thirteen hundred yaars
nobody eould decipher those Inscrip-
tions. Then, at Rosetta, near Alexan-
dria;, was found a slab of black
basalt, on which was an inscription
In threé seripts-—hieroglyphics, de-
motic (otherwise known as people's
writing), and Greek, and this stone
was the means of reconsiructing the
dead langunge and solving the prob-
lem that had baffled mankind for
nges.

The key was the Greek, whicn was
used to decipher the pictorial 3eript,
{and when that was done scholars
were able to read the hieroglyphics
on the Pyromids and the m 2d oth-
|er relics of ancient Egypt. It took
{ renty years of close study to cdis-
{c.ver th~ great sécret.

1 A flood of light was thrown on
{some of the fifty thousand or so ob-
ljeets from ancient Egypt which are

i the British Museum, notably “The

Book of the Dead,” another wonder
|ut the nation's treasute-house. This
i was in use before the Bible was writ-
|ten, and took four thousand years
| to complete.

Connected with these marvels are
two Assyrian tablets setting forth the
Babylonian Btory of the Creation
and of the Flood.

These wonderful tablets were dis-
covered in the library~of Assurbani-
\pal,-who reigned over Assyria seven
| years before Christ. They were
|among thousands of clay tablets
containing rare and ancient works.

Another object in the British Mu-
,seum that is too valuable for money
to buy is the Magna. Charta, the
| great Charte: of our liberties, which
is supposed to have been signed by
) King John. As a matter of fact, the
lKing did not sign it. According to
’the Charter iiself, it was “‘given by
| our hand,” which in this case means
{that the Great~Seal was attached.
