0 Turks Uneasy "\GPPP?P?Yy?????????????!P??????P?PYY????Y???Y??Y?EThe Secretary of the Bricklayers’ and 
Masons' Union Explains the 

Difficulty. To Insure Your Custom is Our Aim.
On Account, of the Disturbance 

in Macedonia.
To the Editor of the “Advertiser”:

Your notice of a little unpleasant­
ness in Wednesday's issue between the 
bricklayers and contractors at the 
Queen’s Avenue Church was a fair re­
port in every respect.

Allow me, sir, to call attention to 
one or two errors in tonight’s issue. 
First, there is not, neither has there 
been a strike at that church. When a 
bricklayer or mason becomes a member 
of a union he promises to abide by the 
constitution and bylaws. So long as he 
observes them he is a member in good 
standing, just the same as any mem­
ber of that or any other church, so 
long as he walks correctly and abides 
by its discipline, is looked upon and 
esteemed as a brother. But if he wil­
fully sets all law and order at defiance 
he is dismissed from that body, or if 
be is not should be, that’s all. So it 
is with our union. One of our rules is 
that all wages shall be paid weekly. 
It has been concurred in by all city 
bosses, and has worked well for the 
men, and I have never met with a 
storekeeper yet who objects to cash 
pay instead of giving credit.

Mr. Norse knew this as well as any 
other man, for he paid by the week 
at the power house. Ever since the 
church was started there has been 
trouble. The contractor distinctly said 
he would only pay once in two weeks, 
but if any man was dissatisfied he 
could have his money for the asking. 
Some did want it, asked for it and got 
it, and were as speedily laid off. As 
no wages were paid last week the men 
applied for it on Tuesday morning.

“You can have your pay as soon as 
the bank opens.” said Mr. Norse, "and 
you need not start again.”

In conversation with the contractor 
that morning he said: “I will pay 
every week, but it won’t be Londoners 
who will get it,” and up to the present 
time he has kept his word.

As sfferers from it are at the mercy 
of every remedy suggested, ranging 
all the way from salt pork to patent 
lotions, a simple explanation of its 
cause and effect and treatment may 
be of use to some whose first days 
of the summer vacation were rendered 
miserable by the condition of their 
faces and hands. Sunburn is classed 
by physicians as a true burn, but of 
slight degree, as the only tissue de­
stroyed is the outer skin. There are 
two methods of treatment, one to give 
relief and let nature take her own 
time to restore the skin to its normal 
state, and the other to assist nature 
by means of a stimulant.

Relief can be obtained by dusting 
the skin with flour, starch, or any dry 
powder. If there are blisters, they 
should be pricked with a clean needle 
to allow the serum to escape and so 
relieve the congestion. In all cases 
of severe burn, oxide of zinc ointment 
is excellent. Anything oily, such as 
vaseline or cream preparations, if they 
contain no irritant, SofteN the skin and 
relieve the drawn feeling. The most 
effectual aid to recovery, and at the 
same time the source of the greatest 
relief, is the application of hot water. 
A mere wash is not sufficient, but a 
continued bathing for ten or twenty 
minutes, at intervals of a few hours, in 
water as hot as the burned skin can 
bear, will take out the sting and re­
move the redness. The heat of the 
water stimulates the vessels to recover 
their lost tone or functions, and in a 
much shorter time than unassisted na­
ture takes, the skin and blood return 
to their normal state.

De­
tecting an odor of escaping gas, Durant 
went to the belfry to stop the leak. 
Barrett seized and attempted to as­
sault Miss Lamont. To stifle her cries 
he choked her, and she dropped to the 
floor. To silence Miss Williams, Bar­
rett says, he stabbed her with a knife 
from the restaurant. Meanwhile Dur­
ant had been overcome by the gas ai* 
was so dazed that he did not see Bar- 
rett carrying the bodies to the belfry. 
Barrett says he does not wish Durant 
to be hanged for his crime, and that 
he was sure he would eventually be 
found out.

Barrett resembles Durant in personal 
appearance. He worked here as a 
waiter, but is periodically dissipated. 
He persists in his statements, despite 
cross-examination.

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THE WHIRLIGIG OF BRITISH 
POLITICS.

The defeat of the Liberals in Great 
Britain does not astonish those who 
have studied politics in the motherland. 
A change of Government is the general 
rule in Britain. It is a most unusual 
thing for a Government which goes to 
the country to be given a second term 
by the electorate, and for many years 
each of the two great parties have been 
given turn about at governing, with a 
regularity truly remarkable.

Lord Melbourne, a Whig (or Liberal), 
was in power when Queen Victoria as­
cended the throne in 1837. He continued 
in office for four years, with the ex­
ception of an interregnum of a few 
days, after her Majesty began to reign. 
Tn 1841 the Conservatives, with Sir 
Robert Peel at their head, attained 
power. For six years Sir Robert domi­
nated public affairs, and though oppos­
ed by his party, agreed to take the 
necessary steps to establish free trade 
in Britain. In 1846 the Conservatives 
were defeated on their Irish policy, and 
Lord John Russell headed a Liberal 
Ministry, which held sway till 1852, 
when it was compelled to give place 
to the Conservatives, who were then 
headed by Lord Derby and Mr. Dis­
raeli. The Conservative friends of Sir 
Robert Peel, who refused to tolerate 
"squinting" towards a return to "pro- 
tection," joined with the Liberals, and 
Lord Aberdeen, grandfather of the

present Governor-General of Canada, 
became Premier after the Government' 
had lasted a few months. Mismanage­
ment of the Crimean war resulted in 
the break-down of the Aberdeen Cabi­
net. and Lord Palmerston, a Liberal 
leader, took up the reins. In 1858 the 
Liberals were defeated, and the Conser­
vatives under Lord Derby were given 
one year in office. Lord Palmerston’s 
Liberal Cabinet was longer lived; it 
held office from 1859 till 1865. It was 
sustained when it appealed to the coun­
try, but shortly afterwards Lord Pal­
merston died, and Earl Russell took 
his place. Parliament rejected a re­
form bill brought in by the Ministry, 
and it resigned. Then the Conserva- 
tives had their turn, headed succes­
sively by Earl Derby and Mr. Disraeli. 
This Ministry was unable to withstand 
the Irish Church disestablishment pro­
posals of Mr. Gladstone, and a Parlia- 
mentary dissolution ensued, with the 
result that the Liberals came back with 
a majority of 112. In the election of 
1874 this large Liberal majority was 
wiped out, and the Conservatives were 
given power with a strong backing. 
When the elections took place in 1880, 
however, the Liberals once more had a 
good majority. They carried the coun­
try in 1885, but were compelled through 

L the defeat of the Administration on 
a the Home Rule Bill, to give place to 
7 the Conservatives. The Conservatives, 
/ in turn, were defeated in 1892; and now, 

in 1895, we have the Conservatives once 
more in office.

From this brief summary of the fluc­
tuations of party fortune in Great Brit­
ain since Queen Victoria became sover- 
eign, it will be observed that only on 
two occasions has a party been given 
power for two consecutive Parliaments. 
In the two instances, where a second 
term was voted by the people, the Lib­
erals were in the ascendancy, and the 
Government was not able to keep its 
following together for a full Parlia­
mentary term. In the elections just 
held, the Conservatives triumph with 
a very large majority. But the record 
we give, as well as the further fact 
that British Governments with bA 
majorities, almost invariably collapse,
