Hamilton, June 21.—The Ontario 
Fruit Growers’ Association have adopt­
ed resolutions to be addressed to the 
minister of agriculture for the Do­
minion as follows:

1. That the importation of nursery 
stock and such fruits as are affected 
by the San Jose scale be entirely pro­
hibited from the United States, or any 
other country where the San Jose scale 
is known to exist.

2. A thorough inspection of all nur­
series and of orchards in those dis­
tricts in which the scale has been 
found to exist be at once entered upon, 
and that the trees so affected shall be 
uprooted and burned, and that the 
growers who may thus be subjected to 
serious monetary loss be in a measure 
compensated for their destruction.

3. And we beg most respectfully to 
request the minister of agriculture to 
take such action as will effectually de­
stroy this enemy to the horticultural 
interest of our country and prevent 
the importation of trees and fruit in 
which may be concealed the germs for 
future development.

It was also resolved to send a copy 
to the provincial minister of agricul­
ture, asking for his co-operation.

The list of notabilities, guests of the 
Queen, who are gathered in London, 
to offer congratulations from the na­
tions of the earth, is long and impos­
ing. It includes, on behalf of the 
United States, Mr. Whiteiav Reid, pro­
prietor of the New York Tribune, with 
Gen. Nelson A. Miles, to represent the 
army, and Rear Admiral J. N. Miller, 
the navy, with their aids. The sister 
republic, France, has sent an extra­
ordinary mission, headed by Gen. Da- 
voust, Duke of Auerstadt, grand chan­
cellor of the Legion of Honor, and 
grand-nephew of Napoleon’s famous 
general. Marshal Davoust. Two gener­
als of division accompany the marshal, 
one of whom especially represents Pré­
sider t Faure, together with a staff of 
brilliantly uniformed officers, and M. 
Crozier, chief of the Protocol. Mon­
archical Europe has accredited special 
representatives of its sovereigns, ac­
companied by a regiment of princes, 
dukes and titled people. The Emperor 
of Germany has for his alter ego Prince 
Albert of Prussia, Prince Regent of 
Brunswick, with a staff of eight gen­
eral officers. Integral portions of the 
kaiser’s empire are represented by 
Duke Albert of Wurtemburg; Prince 
Rupert of Bavaria, grandson of the 
prince regent, and a lineal descendant 
of the Stuart dynasty; Prince Freder­
ick Augustus, Duke of Saxony; the 
Duke and Duchess of Saxe-Coburg and 
Gotha, accompanied by the hereditary 
prince and Princess Beatrice; the 
Grand Dukes and Duchesses of Hesse 
and Mecklenburg Strelitz, and the her­
editary Prince and Princess of Ho- 
henlohe-Langenburg; Prince Hermann 
of Baden and Herr Von Brauer, min­
ister of foreign affairs of the Grand 
Duchry of Baden.

; death by starvation In a desert is as 
i characteristic as 'his life of what the 
man was, a fanatic, pure and sim­
ple, a mono-maniac, whose faith in 
himself and his mission was over­
whelming.

Perhaps ,he would have achieved no- 
; thing more than local fame as a pe- 
i culiar religious maniac, had not his 
face borne a strong resemblance to the 

; classic pictures of Christ. His first 
appearance was among the intensely 
religious and superstitious Mexicans of 
New Mexico in July. 1.895. Inspira­
tion Itself could have hit upon no more 

■ fitting place for the outset of the ca­
reer to which he had been “called by 

: Father.” To him the Deity was "Fa- 
! their." A Mexican girl in one of the vil­
lages, crippled, deformed, sickly, had 
been put aside by her family to die. 
To the mother of the girl came a 
strange man with a spreading beard, 
long hair and kindly eyes; a man of 
so benign and gentle an aspect that 
the woman thought the picture of the 
Christ in the village church had been 
vivified and had stepped forth. There­
fore when the stranger offered to cure 
her little girl she fell upon her knees j 
and worshiped him, not for a moment I 
doubting that he had the power. For j 
a few moments the man held the hands j 
of the crippled child in his, closing 
his eyes in prayer. The next day the 
child was walking upright, cured ;t 
her affliction.

At least, such was the story that flew 
from house to house among the Mex­
icans. Incredulity and scorn answered 

! it. but the hopeless saw in it a ray of 
hope. Others came to Schlatter, and 
many who came were made converts 
to spread abroad the fame of the heal­
er. Disease which had baffled the doc- 

! tors appeared to depart under the t-x- 
| orcism of this strange person. People 
! from other .places began coming to 
! him. Physicians admitted the appar­
ent alleviation in cases of illness sub­
mitted to the simple prayer and touch 

I of the man.
When Schlatter went to Albuquerque 

his fame had preceded him. Up to 
this time most of 'his patients had been 

! Mexicans, but now Americans began 
to come peeking his aid, among them 
Edward Fox. a business man of Den­
ver, who was suffering from a stead­
ily increasing deafness. Under Schlat­
ter’s treatment .he improved, and af­
ter returning home, secured a promise 
from the healer that he would visit 
the Fox home in Denver. Schlatter 
fasted for forty days, a fact sufficient­
ly well authenticated, and went on to 
Denver, where, after two weeks' rest, 
he began his remarkable series of 
cures.

By this time the telegraph wires had 
spread the fame of the h- ever
the length and breadth of the country, 
and over the length and breadth of the 
country traveled those who, finding no 
hope elsewhere, staked their last chance 
on a mira te. These gathered, at 
first by scores, then by hundreds, then 
by thousands, as the stories of the 
miraculous achievements grew, and 
from 9 a.m. until 4 p.m., the line 
passed by Schlatter on a narrow side­
walk built for that purpose, and he, 
standing behind the fence, leaned over 
and took the hands of the patients, 
while he prayed with each one. He 
also blessed handkerchiefs, caps and 
other articles, to be used as instru­
ments of healing.

“It is as the Father wills.” was his 
unvarying reply to the appeals. “Have 
faith."

To all expressions of thanks he said 
! simply:

“It is not me that does it. Thank
Father.”

In the same spirit he refused to take 
money. When it was sent to hi n he 
sent it back. The only gift he is 
known to have accepted was the çqr-

duroy suit which he wore while re­
ceiving his patients, the suit which he 
wore on his arrival being worn out.
It was this absolute indifference to 
money that settled any doubts as to the 
genuineness of the man’s belief in his ' 
mission. No man ever had a more 
certain faith In himself. That is the al­
most unanimous opinion of all With 
whom he came in contact. Crazy or 
sane, he was absolutely! honest.

From Sept. 16 to Nov. 18, 1895, he 
held audiences at Denver every day, 
Sundays excepted, standing in the rain 
for hours without complaint or ap­
parent weariness. At first, in urgent 
cases, he would leave his place, and 
make his way through the crowd to a 
carriage, where some person unable to 
come to him was eagerly waiting, but 
later he refused to leave his place on 
any account. People took their places 
before sunrise, and stood in line for 
hours waiting for him to appear, and 
these not strong people, well able to 
endure the exposure and fatigue, but 
cripples, neurotics, consumptives, and 
sufferers from ail varieties of ills.

Hovv many cures were really effected 
by the man it is impossible to say. Im­
partial investigators tried to trace out 
cases, and found themselves amazed in 
a labyrinth of indefinite rumors. Often 
skeptics went directly, as a rule, to the 
scene of Schlatter’s audiences, and, as 
a rule, came away, either skeptical of 
their own skepticism, or convinced of 
the healer’s power. Thousands of cases 
that were told of could not be trace 1, 
but there were many, on the other 
hand, where the sufferers themselves 
testified to the relief afforded by the 
healer. In almost every ease, how­
ever, it was relief, and not cure. One 
of the .most remarkable of the well au- 

| thentieated cases was that of a woman 
I who for years had suffered from an af­
fection of the heart, which rendered 
her unable to take solid food and caus­
ed extreme weakness. For two years 
she had been unable to walk any dis­
tance, and very light exertion brought 
on fainting spells; also she was al- 
ter’s arrival she was taken out driv­
ing. and when near the Fox residence 
had a severe attack of heart failure. 
Her friends drove up as near to the 
Healer as possible and begged him to 
come out to the suffering woman, 
which he hid. Her description of her 
sensations under his treatment is as 
follows:

“All looked black to me and I saw 
no hope. When he took my hands I 
felt that something strange was hap­
pening. Suddenly I felt a very sharp 
pain in my right side, in a place where 
I never before had experienced pain.
It seemed to culminate there, and I 
fancied it left ray body at that point.
As the pain went the Healer said, 
‘Thanks be to the Father,’ and drop­
ped my hands. That was the last 
trouble I have experienced and for six 
days now I have had no pain. Today 
I read the newspapers for an hour. 
Yesterday I walked a mile with ease.
I eat with relish, and I know I am on 
the road to 'health and strength.”

Scores of cases of relief from suffer­
ing through Schlatter could be cited, 
but there is no proof of any cures of 
absolute blindness, of deafness, or sim­
ilar ailments. Nearly the entire pop­
ulation of Denver were his adherents, 
however, and those who did not be­
lieve in his power had this argument 
in his favor, that he had dune good 
to many men and harm to none. Min­
isters held him up as an example of 
pure and self-sacrificing manhood, and 
where he was not loved and worship­
ped he was at least respected.

Schlatter’s departure from Denver 
might fairly be called sensational. Or­
iginally he had announced his Inten­
tion of staying until Nov. 16, then 
fasting for a time, after which he was 
going to Chicago. On the night of 
Nov. 13 he disappeared. All that he 
left was a note In his room:
“Mr. Fox:

“My mission 1s finished. The Father 
takes me away. Good-hy.

Francis Schlatter."
On the previous day he had treated 

about 5,000 persons. Not less than 20,- 
000 pieces of mail, mostly handker­
chiefs, sent for his blessing, were 
awaiting his attention. In the morn­
ing 3,000 persons were awaiting him. 
Mr. Fox came out and nailed up a 
sign:

“The Healer has disappeared 
we don’t know."

From the waiting crowd came a 
great outcry of grief and disappoint­
ment, not unmingled with anger. Wo­
men sobbed and called aloud upon the 
Healer to return. Men fell to the 
ground, their strength departing with 
their hope, and hiding their faces cried 
like children. That day there was a 
great exodus from Denver of those who 
had come to be cured. No one could 
tell how Schlatter had gone. He had 
not been seen leaving the house. He 
had not taken any train. Hut he was 
gone, without doubt, and he never re­
turned

On Nov. 27 he was seen near Pueblo ! 
traveling south 'into Mexico. Despatch­
es from various points announced ru­
mors of his presence thereafter, but j 
none was well authenticated until in 
February, 1896, he was jailed at San | 
Bernardino as a vagrant. From all 
accounts 'he was 'a quiet,self-contained, 
uncomplaining person, and bore the 
jeers of his fellows without reply or 
defense. On being released he turned 
his steps eastward. From Santa Fe, 
N. M„ came word on May 19, 1896, 
that he 'had been seen at a ranch 60 
miles south of Lordsburg. near the 
Mexican line. At Alamo he treated a 
'brother of J. Sloat Fassett. who suffer­
ed from permanent lameness of a leg, 
and relieved him. The last known ot 
him he was going south on foot.

The finding of his skeleton a week 
ago in the foothills of the Sierra 
'MacEre, with no cooking utensils near 
nor signs of food of any kind, points 
plainly to the manner of his death. 
He was “bidden" to fast, as he had 
done before, and, obeying the Divine 
guidance, the Healer starved to death.

Like ail the carriages, 
it is painted in great western colors— 
chocolate, with cream panels. The

The most important discussion yes­
terday was that relating to export 
duties on lumber, pulpwood and ores. 
The government asked for power to 
impose duties of $3 per 1,000 feet on 
pine logs and the equivalent of such 
dut)- on puipwood, 10 cents per pound 
or nickel in nickel ore exported, 2 
cents on copper, and on silver-lead ores 
an amount equivalent to the import 
duty on lead in pigs imposed by any 
country in excess of the duty on lead 
in ores.

Mr. Foster, who is president ofl| a 
large mining syndicate, opposed tne 
last-mentioned duty as being more 
likely to injure the business of mining 
in British Columbia than to increase 
the amount of smelting done.

Mr.Fielding pointed out that the pow­
er to levy the import tax on ores is 
asked for because the American dif­
ferential duty was imposed largely at 
the request of wealthy Americans who 
own smelters or shares in smelters 
south of the line and silver-lead mines 
in Canada. The duty on lead was 
placed higher than that on lead ore 
to enable them to ship the ore profit­
ably to their smelters south of the line. 
When they discover that there is no 
profit in shipping the ore they will, it 
is believed, lend their powerful influ-
