ARGENTINA'S DELEGATE
DENIES REPORT THAT
HE IS GERMANOPHILE

Parls, Dec. 9.—Suggestions that he is
Germanophile in tendency were refuted
here last night by Honorlo Pueyrredon,
head of the Argentine delegation which
was withdrawn from the assembly of
the League of Nations at Geneva. This
morning’s ‘newspapers’ print long state-
ments from the head of the Argentine
mission, in which he explains his posi-
tion. After repeating arguments which
h‘ave already been published, he said:
“1 do not advocate Germany, and I pro-
fess deep admiration for France. My
resolution in reference to the action of
the Argentine mission at Gepeva was
formed in complete independence. I and
my colleagues strove to see beyond the
war and to ward off if possible, further
disasters. I think Germany should not
be admitted as much as forced to enter |
the league. That seems to me the best |
means of exercising an- effective check‘
on her peaceful intentions and of call-‘

this eity, a deputation from the local
board of education composed to T.
Coleridge, A. A. Langfard and Dr.
Claude Brown walted upon the county
council during the afternoon session
on Wednesday. Warden Thomas Clark
promised that the matter would be
glven due consideration, and it was
referred to the educational committee
for action,

T. Coleridge, acting as spokesman
for the deputation, put forward the
¢laims of the city for assistance in &
clear and concise manner. Although
he was given a sympathetic hearing,
he wag subjected to much questioning
by the members of the council.

He told the counci] that there were
122 students from the county who were
attending the school at the present
time. The county, he claimed, paid
only 80 per cent of the maintenance
cost of educating these children, while
the Government paid the remaining 20
Per cent, The full cost of the huildings
and the debentures was upon the
shoulders of the ratepayerg in Lon-
don, as the county up to the present
time has® not taken over a share of

the heavy expenditure.

According to Number.
Mr. Coleridge told the council that
city was starting over again from
the foundation, and that it wanted the
county to pay a just proportion of the
©€ost of the new buildings. Although he
- sald that he could not give an estimate
of how much that share would amount
t6, he thought that it should be worked
out proportionately according to the
number of students each had In the
school.
“There is one thing that we are sure

. You cannot continue to use our
' #chools and not pay. We cannot_afford

to pay one-fifth of the cost. If you
refuse to help us, we cannot prepare
for your students. If we have n6 room
for them in our new school, we cannot
acecept them.”

Mr. Coleridge spoke on the inadvis-
ability of establishing continuation
schools throughout the county. He be-
lieved that these schools erected at a
huge expense would care for only the
first two years of the high school edu-
cation.

Questioned by The Advertiser on the
possibility of some part of these ship-
ments of German goods having come

to this city, local merchants dealing in |

toys declare that so far as they know
there are none of these goods in London.
They, however, point out that the major
part of the cheaper metal and mechani-
cal toys come from KEuropean countries
through agents, and that in this way
there is possibillty that German-made
toye may have come through, as the
Germans are past masters at camou-
flaging.

Trademarks and manufacturers’
names are declared to be no longer a
safeguard, the Germans adopting thelr
favorite ruse of disposing of their mer-
chandise through agents in allled and
friendly countries in such manner that
all trace of the actual place of manu-
facture is lost.

At the present time the home manu-
facture of toys is In its infancy, and
the output is far from adequate to meet
the demand. Prominent in the Cana-
dian toy making are disabled veterans
of the great war, who recently opened a
local store, The Vet-Craft Shop, for the
sale of their handiwork, the outstand-
ing feature of which is its originality.

With regard to the bigger toys, said
one of the lo¢al merchants, they come
from the United States, as do also
most of those that have motive power.

He will endeavor to make it illegal to
golt, fish, boat, hunt, ride a wheel or horse, or
play ball, professional or amateur. ’ Museums,
art galleries, public libraries and like finstitu-
tions, and movie theatres, will be clos?d, and—
most important of all, in this crusader’s estima-
tion—the use of motor cars win only be per-
mitted when necessary to public welfare. Mr.
Bowlby believes that the absence of these allur-
ing activities will cause the people to flock to
the churches. But will they? If the church is not
made more attractive than it is would it re-

ceive more general patronage when there is
nothing else to\do?

. §t is not the business of the church to compete
with what comes roughly under the heading of
worldly pleasures, but wouldn’t it be well if the
church recognized that it could secure more by
toleration and reasonableness in the matter of
Sunday amusement and recreation than by at-
tempting through blue laws to force men and
women to; attend divine service. There is
much in the way of Sabbath pleasure and recre-
ation that is deplorable; on the ather hand,
there is much health-giving, uplifting recreation
to be had on the Sabbath that is helpful to a
man’s soul and mind, as well as his body.

My attention has been drawn to a statement mad.
in your issue of the 6th inst. by the deputy treasurer
of the county relative to county finances. I am not
conversant with the immediate circumstances con-
nected with the matter under giscussion, but I notice
one assertion made which is scarcely borne out by
the facts. It is stated that ‘‘during the years be-
tween 1909. and 1913 - the treasurer's sinking fund
estimates were reduced a sufficient number of times
to produce a shortage which had to be dealt with
in this way,” i. e, by selling $79,160 worth of
debentures. .

Being a member of the county council during]
1909, 1910, 1911, and also of the finance committee,
and chairman of the committee during 1910, I am
in a position to state that there was no reguction
in the treasurer’s estimates for sinking fund. On
page 23 of the June minutes of 1910 may be found
the treasurer’s report to the finance committee and

council, containing estimateq revenue and expendi-|’

ture of sinking fund, coupon interest being $19,630.40,
and sinking fund $4,313.44. The second column of
the report of the filnance committee, on the preced-

'ing page (22) shows that this amount was levied on

Middlesex - proper, without increase or deduction.
Similar conditions of estimates and levies will be
found in 1909 and 1911 reports, if these are available.
It will be seen that these estimates are made pur-
suant to Act 9, Edward VII., relating to the county’s
indebtedness, and not under 53 Victorla, Chap. 90,

WHY DICKENS LEFT EDITORSHIP.

In an article in the Nineteenth Century and After,
Jesse Quail reveals, for the first time, the reasons
which causeq Charles Dickens, in 1846, to throw up
the editorship of the Daily News, in the founding of
which he had so large a share, after occupying the
position for less than three weeks.

The answer is given in full by Dickens himself in
a letter written February 26, 1846, to Mr. Evans,
one of the proprietorg of the Daily News. Evidently
replying to a question from Mr. Evans as to why
Dickens; in a previous letter, had addressed himself
to him, Evans, rather than to Bradbury, the other

| partner in the firm, Dickens writes: “I addressed

you because I am not in that state of feeling with
reference to your partner which would render per-
sonal negotiations with him agreeable to me. I
consider that his interposition between me and
almost every act of mine at the newspaper office

League Assembly With Tell-
ing.Arraignment.

50,000 CANADIAN DEAD

Price Canada Paid For Carn-
age-Producing European
Statesmanship.

WILSON REFUSES.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—President
Wiison today declined the invitation of
the League of Nations to send dele-
gates to take part in the discussion of

the disarmament commission.

GENEVA,  Dec. 8.— The liveliest
emotion this assembly has experienced
was provoked today by Newton Wes-~
ley Rowell, of Canada, who expressed
his views regarding European states-
manship in a way that startled diplo-
mats of the old world.

A sharp debate arose over the recom-

mendation of the committee af technical
objections that the assembly propose
to the governments to set up under
the auspicegs of the league three new
organizations, flnances, transit and
health, with annual conferences on
theso subjects.
Mr. Rowel] objected, on the ground
that it was impossible for distant
countries to send their best men
abroad four times a year to attend the
assembly and the conferences, and de-
clared that the resuit would be to
throw these organizations under Euro-
pean influence. The assembly, he held,
should occupy itself with these ques-
tions.

Canada, at any rate, he said, felt
that they were questions thdt should
not be allowed to fall into European

control.
50,000 Soldierg Died.

“Fifty thousand Canadian soldiers
under the sod in France and Flanders,
is the price Canada has paid for
European statesmanship,” he cried, to
the astonishment of the entire assem-
bly and the dismay of some of the
delegates, Arthur Balfour and Mr.
Fisher were plainly affected by the
thrust from a British dominion; they
remained motionless in their seats
through the balance of the debate,
with grave faces. Lord Robert Cecil,
representing South Africa in the
assembly, in a gentle way softened the
blow by saying that he agreed with
much that Mr. Rowell had said, but
thought Mr. Rowell was mistaken in
supposing that the organizations would
fall under the control of Europe. He
could not go into a debate ag to
whether “Europe had made its way
in the world.”

Dig Not Mean Attack.

Several of the delegates suggested to
Mr. Rowell that his words had created
a different impression than he had in-
tended. The Canadian delegate took
the floor again, and said he did not
mean to attack European statesmen,
and rather than give offence, preferred
to withdraw his words.

Mr. Rowell was supported by Mr.
Miller of Australia and-was mildly
taken to task by Gabriele Hanotaux of

nce. Dr. Gastoa da Cunha of Brazil
who had offered an amendment, unit:
with the others, however, in agreeing
to let the question go over until to-
morrow. In the meantime, endeavors
will be made to arrive at a compromise.

Some of the principal delegates,
wearying of the protracted discussions
and somewhat discouraged in their
efforts to hasten the work of the as-
sembly, are talking of going home. M.
Viviani, who has been away from his !
law practice for nearly a month, said
he would not stay longer than the end
of this week. The general opinion,
however, is that it will be impossible to
finish before the end of next week,
unlesg the debates are summarily
shortened.

Prominent Brantford Citizen
Is Victim of Heart
Failure.

BRANTFORD, Dec. 8.—Death came
suddenly to George Kippax this even-
ing. He was at home in his usual
hezlth when, without warning of an
attack, he fell dead, heart trouble being
the immediate cause of death. He had
resided in Brantford all his life, and
was formely identified with the Frank
Cockshutt drygoods firm, retiring from
active business about twelve years ago.
He was vice-president of the Stedman
Company, a governor of the Brantford
General Hospital, a leading member of
the British and Foreign Bible Society,
and identifiedq with many philanthropic
movements in this city. e was also
a prominent member of Farringdon
Independent Church. Mr. Kippax leaves
two daughters, Helene and Mrs. S, W.
Stedman, of Brantford; two brothers,
Dr. J. R. Kippax, of Brantford, and
Hargraves Kippax, of the department
of the interior, Washington. He was
predeceased by his wife, formerly Miss
Cockshutt, a few years ago.

PASSPORTS REFUSED

British Embassy Will Not Per-
mit American Committee
To Probe.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.— Charges
that the Britisn Government had kept:
alive and continuously stirred religious|
hatred in Ireland and has sought
through a “reign of terror’” to starve
that eountry\into submission, brought
to a conclusionh eight hourg of testi-
mony today by Miss Mary MacSwiney,
a sister of the late lord mayor of

families from starving, then marched
to the city hall, where they 'made
similar demands upon the mayor and

! controllers from an improvised platform :

on the city hall steps. They were led
by J. Harry Flynn, organizer of the
Grand Army of United Veterans. A
number of women were in the crowd,

In front of the parliament buildings
the returned men were addressed -by
Hon. F. C. Biggs, minister of public
works for Ontario, and Hon. Walter
Rollo, minister of labor, both of whom
promised to do all they could to relieve
the unemployment situation. The min-
ister of public works stateq that his
department was opening up all the
work possible on the provincial roads
instead of waiting until spring, and as
many returned men as possible would
be given work at fair wages.

Dominion Question.

Hon. Mr. Biggs said he believed the
unemployment situation primarily was
one for the Dominion Government to
deal with. “It was the Dominion Gov~
ernment that encouraged you to go
overseas,” he said, ‘‘and now they are
the people who ought to -help you. But
for all that, we’ll stand by you.” .

When the crowd started for the city
hall the minister of labor was seen to
slip a bank bill into the hand of a man
who, the minister of labor had been
told, had not eaten for two days.

At the city hall the veterans were
informed by Mayor Tom L. Church that
the board of control this morning had
instructed the property commissioner
of the city to open up an employment
bureau at the city hall for returned
soldiers. *“Only Toronto men who
serveq in the army will be employed,”
the mayor announced.

Had Not Kept Promise.

The crowd appeared displeased at the
mayor’'s announcement. J. Harry Flynn
declared that the city had not kept its
promises to the returned men in the
matter of giving them the preference in
employment.

Both at the parliament buildings and
the city hall,
something be done at once to relieve
the suffering of those of the veterans
who were in want. Their hunger must
be appeased, he declared. He uttered
a veiled threat by saying that if the
Governments, Dominion, provincial ang
civic, did not give the veterans a fair
chance to earn money with which to
buy food ‘““we shall have to eat any-
way."”

NO MARKET NOW N
GREAT BRITAIN FOR
GANADA'S EXPORTS

Opportunities More Favorable
in Australia, South America
and West Indies.

ENGLAND OVERSTOCKED

Canadian Agencies Are With-
drawing Representatives.

LONDON, Dec. 8. — That Canadian
export trade to Great Britain has
dwindled to a low ebb, that this country
is in for a year or two of hard times,
and that so few orders were being taken
that he is disbanding his London or-
ganization, was the statement made to
your correspondent today by the head
of the London branch of a well-known
Canadian export agency. His pessimism,
somewhat modified, is shared by other
Canadian business representatives on
this side of the Atlantic and by a Can-
adian banker who talked with the Ga-
zette’'s London correspondent today.
Falling exchange has Dbeen checking

Canadian exports to the United King-:

dom for months past, as has been wit-
nessed in steadily falling trade figures.

The pronounced business depression
in this country has now been added and
the combination of these factors has
almost put a stop to the buying of pro-
ducts from the Dominion. Several Cana-
dian firms which had hoped to dispose
of their surplus goods to British mar-
kets have now withdrawn their repre-
sentatives and are closing their branch
offices in England for the time being.
The United Kingiom is overstocked
with raw material and manufactured
goods from Canada as well as from
other countries. At the Canadian
United Manufacturers’ Agency it was
sald that seldom iIn the last twenty
years had Canadian trade been worse in
the United Kingdom than at present.

As to the Duration.

As to the duration of depressed trade
conditions, there is no unanimity. The
most pessimistic say that two years of
hard times are inevitable, while others
are hopeful that the situation will be
relleved within six months. Meanwhile
Canadian trade is dwindling to small
proportions, such ghipments as are be-
ing made being deliveries under old or-
ders. Moreover, the test of the Cana-
dian manufacturer’s chances in the
British market now is scarcely a fair
one, since the'lack of European orders
has led to price cutting by British fac-
tories, but until conditions improve here
it is expected that Canada will find for
her products more favorable markets in
South America, Australia, New Zealand
and the West Indies than in Great
Britain or on the continent,

BIG LIGHTS TO GUIDE
AVIATORS AT NIGHT

British Experts To Confer At
Behest of Fliers and Air
Ministry.

LONDON, Dec. 8.—Aerial navigation
by night soon will be guided by great
light signals for air pilots as a result
of a conference of experts who will
meet here soon to deal with ®he prob-
lem of visual night signals for fliers.

This problem long has been occupying

official minds. The forthcoming gather-
ing will include oculists, navigators and
air pilots who have extensive knowled
of both ecivilian and military flying.
far lighthouses with searchlights have
been the only feasible solution of the
problem offered—a solution which has
been strongly backed up by aerial nav-
igatore who served in the war. Now it
is proposed to establish various stations
which will_mark the nativity of night
flying in England.

It is agreed that the present stations,
which cast more or less horizontal
beams, are wholly unsatisfactory.
When flying above, the lighis are not
sufficiently brilliant to enable an avi-
ator to distinguish them from town
and village illuminations. At the front
in France it was not the same problem
that was faced by night aviators, be-
cause everything was kept in darkness
except the lighthouses, and now air-
men approach landing stations in ,a
variety of directions, instead of in'a
general direction.

Pilots who have had experience in
night bombing expeditions well know
the advantages of the vertical beam.
The rays are visible clear around the
patch. Germany had the best system,
using phosphorus shells, giving a green
light. which were dubbed by the allied
filers “flaming onions.” By a definite
peculiarity in syncopation, they were
most effective guides for German bomb-
ers at very considerable distances.

The actual truth is that night flying
is being recognized as having made
rapid advances in the development of
the art of aviation. Pilots knowing the
game point out that night airs are gen-
erally without “bumps,’”’ because there
is no sun to make heat waves. Also it
is rarely windy at night. They assert
that flyving is more comfortable then
and better for commercial purposes if
adequate ground signals are arranged
for the guidance of pilots. Therefore

Cafes.

CAIRO, Egypt, Dec. 8.—The war ex-
ploded the myth that unless English
people in Egypt went to Europe for at
least three months every summer all
manner of dreadful things would hap-
pen to them. This year again the
high cost and the difficulty of obtaining |
passages have prevented many from !
going home.

It is for the evenings that Caliro real-
ly lives. Through the long afternoon
you may lie motionless in a darkened
room, avoiding even the effort of
thought, but nothing arrests the steady
flow of perspiration that drips and drips
until you marvel that there is anything
of you left but skin and bone.

When the Nile is rising the air is
heavy with moisture, and it is this that
makes the heat so hard to bear. At
last the setting sun floods the desert
and the Mokattam hills, with a tanger-
ine glow that changes swiftly into a soft,
opalescent green light.

Dusk falls swiftly and a little breeze
shivers through the treetops. The
streets that but a short while ago were
almost empty save for listless police-
men and beggars sleeping in a patch of
shade becomes as animated as a Paris
boulevard. The pavement tables outside |
the cafes are thronged.

Picturesque sellers of water and sher-
bet, clashing two brass bowls together
to attract attention, ply their trade;
others sell little nosegays of strongly-
scented jasmine, and the evening papers
are bought eagerly by the awakening
population, while birds twitter their
evening hymn.

of $100,000.

TORONTO, Dec. 8.—~Western Uni-
versity presented its case to the
universities commission, of which Hon.
Dr. Cody is chairman, this afternoon.
The deputation representing Western
included Mayor Little, Major T. J.
Murphy and J. H. Chapman, represent-
ing the board of governors; ‘Dr W.
Sherwood Fox, dean of the faculty of
arts; Dr. K. N. P. Neville, registrar}
Dr. W. H. Hill, dean of the faculty of
public health; Dr. McKibbon. dean of
the faculty of medicine; Dr. J. C.
Waller, principal of Huron Coliege,

Assumption College, Sandwich.

The demands were aiso supported by
representatives of the city council of
London, the county council of Middle-
sex, the Alumni Association of West-
ern University, the United
Trade, farmers’ clubs and county coun-
cils of Western Ontario. These bodies
united in a joint resolution requesting
generous financial support for Western
University.

Want Annual Grant.

An annual grant from the province
of approximately $100,000 was ked
and a sum of slightly over a llion
dollars for the new arts building It
is understood that this was the ex-
tent of the monetary ald required at
present.

The deputation pointed out the great
place of Western University in the life
of Western Ontario. It was a neces-
sity, and in the past had produced
splendid results, which were having a
large effect on the life of the people
of its constituency. They were par-
ticularly anxioug for help for the arts
faculty, admitting that post-gradute
work, etc., might better be carried out
in the University of Toronto.

No Friction Exists.

There was no suggestion of any
friction between universities; on the
contrary, it was pointed out that there
had been hearty co-operation, with
friendly rivalry, which would be don-
tinued for the benefit .of education in
the province. However, the deputa-
tion insisted on Western University
being assisted to such an extent that
it could - maintain its high place in
educational service. Western also
wanted better accommodation for its
w«i!men .tudeedn“'t H ’

epresent: of the boards of trade
of Chatham, Windsor, Brantford, Park-
hill and Sarnia supported the Western
men in their requests. They felt that
the influence of the university extend-
ed clear through the western part of
the province, and should be encour-
aged. Some details of the require-
ments of the various faculties included
equipment and more space.
