Only Desirable but Necessary

A CONFESSION OF WEAKNESS

Head of Canadian Concern While Bcliovénq in ‘Protection Thinks Exorbi-
tant Tariff. on'Wool in United States Was a Co#fession of Weakness

on Part of Manufacturers —
Wilson.

Mr. John Turnbull, President and
General Manager of the Paton Manu-
facturing Co., Ltd., of Sherbrooke, dis-
cussed in a very interesting and com-
prehensive way some salient features
of the woollen industry of Canada when
interviewed today on behalf of The
Journal of Commerce.

Present Duty Adequate.

“Do you find the present duty of 30
per cent. on wpollen goods and l’nhriga'
sufficient, Mr. Turnbull?”
“I am no high protection;ist,” was the
immediate response.” I think that in
the present stage of Canada’s indus-
trial and commercial development,
however, that a moderate tariff is not
only desirable but essential for this
country’s prosperity. The woollen man-
ufacturers of Canada, are not extrem-
ists. They do not dream of pushing
up the tariff on woollen goods to the
height it reached in.the United States
as set forth in Schedule K of the Payne
Tariff Act.
“I have always thought the Ameri-
can high protective tariff indefensible
from an economic, not to say a moral,
standpoint. They had protective duties
reaching the almost incredible figures
of 150, and even 200 per cent. It was
a heavy, almost intolerable, burden on
the cosumer; and a confession of in-
capacity on the part of the American
praducer that whs shameful to every
true American citizen.

“The Americans, as everyone is

given if ‘they become over-enthusias-
tic at times. But they had nothing to
be proud of in the excessive duties ley-
ied under the Payne Tariff Act. It was
arxonfessi(m Of weakness—aone might
Almost say moral cowardice. It was
an' unblushing acknowledgment that
an American is _not as clever, or as
capable, as a German, or a Belgian, or
an  Englishman.
“President Wilsun is to be congratu-
lated that by the Underwood Tariff
Act the duties on woollen goods were
reduced to 35 per cent. ad valorem—
quite sufficient, in my judgment, to
permit the American manufacturer to
compete with foreign producers not
only in the United States, but in the
neutral markets of the world.
“As far as Canada in concerned, we
have never attempted to make the tar-
iff a cloak for incompetency. We have
fitted out our mills with the finest and
most modern machinery that money
can buy; we have manned them with
the most skilled labor that could be
secured; we have scoured Europe for
the mrost expert and artistic designers.
We are not making any demand for a
further increase in the tarif, although,
personally, I think that 35 per cent.
would be a great help to the industry
at the present critical juncture, when
high wages and high cost of materials
have greatly increased the expenses of
production.

“l must emphasize the fact that T
am not a high protectionist. I ask for
reasonable and fair protection; beyond
that no government should go either in
the interests of the manufacturer or of
the consumer. Fait protection and‘a
fair field are all that the woollen in-
dustry demands; tHat secured, enter-
prise, foresight, and business ability
must be depended upon to give the
Canadian manufacturer his ‘place in
the sun.’ -

Protection Does Not Mean High
Prices.

“Do you think, Mr; Turnbull, that the
present d utyof 30 per cent. ad valorem
means that prices are as a tesult
higher to the consumer?”
“Emphatically, I do not. The com-
petition offered by Canddian manufac-
turers materially aids to keep prices at
a reasonable level. If our industries
were closed out the Canadian people
would not have to wait long to -see
prices advance all along the line, We
cannot do with less than 30 per cent.;
reduce that amount of protection and
you wipe out the Industry. That would

mean higher prices in the end for the|®ction in the event of any onoc of them

tain that a fair and reasonable amount
of protection need not necessarily raise
prices.”

place, but on the repr sentations made
to the re-insuring company., The vital
point in connection with this was' on
the statement made by the insured
that his life was ¢ od and insurable
one, whereas the fact was it was an
Jdmpaired rigk. The policy of re-
nsurance was also taken on the same
statement, Upon the death of the

ured, a elaim was made against the

ational Mutual, which wa paid, and

a claim made qQver against the Aus-
tralian Widows, who repudiated same
on the ground that the statements
made in the applieation were not true.
The policy in question was for 000,
and in the application, one Patrick
Morgan stated that he was not aware
of any circumstances in regard to the
insurance beyond what way disclosed
in the medical examination. The usual
conditions were contained in the pol-
cy that payment should he avoided
the applicant being cuilty of any false
statement or concealment.

The premium as paid to the National
Mutual was £347 |s, 8d., while the
premium received from the Australian
Widows was for £306 0s. 104,
National Mutual making a minimum
orofit of £41 0s. 10d. per year. Up-

At one time it was stated the low
price on tobaeco goodg meant a loss to
Riker & Hegeman Co. of over $5,000
a day. The concern, however, could
afford to take this loss because of in-
creased business in other departments
by featuring low prices of cigars and
cigarettes, R

At present the company's tobacco
business is well established and those
lirecting the affairs of the company
elieve that little will be lost in gross
fumber ‘of customers by reason of g
