Tom the Donkey Driver.
Our beloved Queen’s coronation was a very 

important event to u certain ragged little boy 
then twelve yean old. He was a child of indi­
gent parents—belonging to Ae very sub-stratum 
of the loci* pyramid, aa my tutor would say— 
and was glad to be employed ae t donkey driv­
er in Hyde-perk, when all Ae world waa holiday 
making and rejoicing.

pounds in the course of that festive week. With 
this sum he purchased a donkey, and started in 
life on his own account Tom has bad his ups 
and downs—his “ losses," like other people of 
consideration ; but * present, I am happy to say, 
be is well to do—has savings for a rainy day, 
and a wife and two children whom, in a neat lit­
tle house, be supports with oomfort in fact, 
though only a donkey-driver " in a suburban 
neighbourhood, his occupation is on rather a su­
perior scale.

One of the bright and noticeable points in 
Tom Williams’ character ie the humanity he 
shows to his animtis. There is no mistake on 
this subject ; you can judge for yourself by the 
evident love they bear him.

Some Area centuries end e b*f ego, the lit­

tle kingdom of Nsvetye gave birth to an extra­
ordinary man. Hit family en boA rides was 
among Ae proudest of ancestral Spain. While 
hit elder brothers were fired with the military 
ardor which had filled Ae escutcheon of their 
fathers with deeds of renown, Francis, c*led 
also from his mother's family, Xavier, was smit­
ten with a pssssion for letters. His education 
was completed at Paris, and there, where five 
centuries before Abelard bad drawn upon him­
self the eyes of Europe, and attracted to hie 
lectures admiring thousands, Francis was now 
expounding th* same Aristotle, and was rapid­
ly winning a similar popularity.

He had fallen now upon en auspicious hour. 
It w as the dawn of a new ere. Faust had just 
revealed Ae magic ol movable types. The Por­
tuguese had opened the ocean pathway to Ac 
East Indies. Columbus had returned from hie 
discovery with à story that electrified the nations 
Luther and bis coadjutors were agitating Europe 
with the profounds* religious sensation. At 
this opportune moment, Ignatius Loyola, one of 
the great founders, made his appearance in 
Paris. He had as yet found but two men fit to 
be hit associates. He presently merited Xavier 
for the third. He sought his acquaintance, and 
laid open to him the glory of converting the in­
fidels to Christianity, but hit words fell on can 
deaf to everything but the glory of this present 
world, which was just then opening to the rising 
philosopher in ita^brighte* splendors. And, 
“ What shall it profit a man, if be g*n the whole 
world and loots hie own soul ?” was the solemn 
menage whieh be reiterated from day to day and 
from mouth to month, till at length, in an hour 
of sadness, it struck a new chord In the heart 
which had at first spurned so grave an admoni 
lion. The great thought, wl ich now began to 
find an echo within him, - What »h*l It profit a 
man, if he gain the whole world and lose bl­
own soul ?" went on deepening ira Impression till 
it transformed the world and him. The world 
which baa been his god, be now despised end 
•pit upon ; its honors were faded rage ; its ma­
jesty mein ; its riches, despicable duet. He 
literally, forsook father and mother, and houses 
and fonda, for the kingdom of heaven’s sake. 
He seised the first opportunity to sail to India as 
a missionary, and patting on hie way to the sea­
port almost wiAin sight of the hoe» of his 
childhood, be refused to look upon it with bis 
eyes ; refused to see the face of kindred ; refused 
the final adieus of a fond moAer, lest the ten­
derness of earthly affections should shake the 
steadfastness of hit soul.

Arrived in India, he went up and down the 
■ valleys, and over the mountains, and through the 
islands, learning the languages of the natives by 
miracle, and preaching Christianity with a seal 
which brought hundreds of thousand! to seek 
baptism at hit hands. With an art which none 
but a disciple of Loyola could imitete, he knew 
how to become all things to all men.

Repulsed by the Emperor of J span for the 
meanness of his garb, he forthwith arrayed him­
self in the gorgeous priestly robes of the Bornes, 
and presenting himself again to the monarch, 
with a tone of authority he commanded reverence 
and obedience, and thus, through the edict of 
the emperor, a nation waa converted in a day 
lie now looked over to the broad valleys of 
China, and burned to add her hundreds of mil­
lions to the list of bis converts ; and midway in 
his voyage to Aia enterprise, whieh waa to be 
the crowning glory of this life, his greet sou! 
wet obliged to forsake the frail body that refused 
to sustain this addition* labor.

That which is worthy of our attention is the 
superhuman energy of a great «oui under the in­
spiration of a great idea. Here waa an earnest 
man penetrated with a conviction of the thing 
appointed him to do, and he did it with a might 
that will stand to all ages, the astonishment of 
Ae world. In this example of Ae single eye, 
the undaunted courage, the unresting aim, 
Franeia Xavier exhibited all the human elements 
of moral power in the highest degree. And the 
minister of the Gospel, w hether in heathen.or in 
Chriitian tends, who shall imitate the apostle to 
the Indies in these things, and shall, in addition, 
have his soul filled with the light of truth and 
with the Holy Ghost, shall, even in the blaze and 
stir of this nineteenth century, give a new im­
pulse to the moral world, and a higher tone to 
the Christian life.

He read a few verset quiet!» ; then prayed 
briefly, solemnly. Then be give out hit text ;

After overwhtiteing ue wiA proofs of the mgn 
of deaA and transferring to gs his intense ur­
gency:* emotion ; and after shrieking, aa if in 
despair, these words, " Death is a tremendous 

laity,” he suddenly loq|ted beyond us a- il 
into some distant region, and cried out, “ Behold 
a mightier !—who is this ? lie Yomt th from 
Edom wiA dyed garments from Bosrah notions 
in his apparel, speaking in lighteou.uvas, tra­
velling in Ae greatness of his strength, mighty 
to save.” Then in a few plain sentences lie 
stated the truth es to sin entering, and death by 
sin, and passing upon alii Then he took fire 
once more, and enforced with redoubled energy 
and riehneea, freeneaiand simplicity, the serum», 
the sufficiency of the great method of justifica­
tion.

How astonished and impressed we all were. 
He was * the full thunder of his power, the 
whole man wae in an agony of earnestnr—. The 
drover waa weeping like a child, the tears run­
ning down hie ruddy, coarse cheeks—his face 
opened out and smoothed like an infant'» , bis 
whole body stirred with emotion. W e *! bad 
been insensibly drawn out of,our seats, and con­
verging towards the wonderful speaker. And 
when be «et down, after warning each one of ue 
to remember who it was and what it was Aat 
followed doMh on hit pal# horse, end how alone 
we could escape, we all sank back iato our eeats. 
How beautiful to our eyes did the thunderer look 
—exhausted, but ewe* and pure. How he pour­
ed out hie soul before Ood in giving thanks for 
•ending the Abolish* of death. Then a short 
pe*m, and all waa ended.

We went home quieter than we came—we 
thought of other thing». That voice, th* face i 
those greet, simple, living thoughts -, those floods 
of resistless eloquence j th* piercing, sheltering 
voie» i that “ tremendous necessity ! "—Dr. -fokn 
Brown. % !..

Methodist Pulpit Oratoary. /
Evangelic* truth, as ^rops from Ae pulpit, 

has its potency more or mbs affected by its mode 
of delivery. From the lips of one teacher, it 
falls upon the ear with the sweatees» of music, 
and win» it» way, like a spell, to the understand, 
ing and the heart. From the lip» of another it 
lose» much of its native melody, and goc« out 
loitering and feebly on ita great mteaion of hu­
man improvement. The former improve» truth ; 
the latter abates from ita just attractions and 
power. This difference in pulpit effectiveneas ia 
not always owing to learning and various talent». 
Men of part» and of accumulated stores of 
knowledge have, in many instances, been dull 
and uninteresting in the pulpit. While other» 
of limited information, and without pretention» 
to liber* culture, have often attained to the mas­
tery and away of immense multitudes. This dif­
ference te undoubtedly owing to that indefinable 
thing called oratory, which public speaker» so 
much covet, and to which in ita highest forms so 
few alt*n.

From the beginning, Methodism has been dis­
tinguished for the effectiveness of ita pulpit la­
bor». English Methodism ha» here a fine record. 
No Church can boast a prouder heritage of illus­
trious name». The lesser lights in the firmament 
of English Methodism would make a rich history 
for any religious people. But what other Church 
can point tolauch an ancestry aa the two Wes­
leys, thrilling multitudes numbered by t houaand» ; 
Whitefleld, electrifying two continents by hi» elo­
quence 1 the tainted Fletcher, eminent both a» a 
polemic and didactive divine -, Bradburn, describ­
ed by Lord Chatham ae the finest orator in the 
world ; Beneon and Clarke, distinguished not 
leas as pulpit orators than ae commentator» 
Watson, who was in the pulpit as an angel, and 
will live forever in hie Institutes ; Coke, the 
eminent miaeionary, scarcely second to Wratey 
himself; Newton, whose eloquence made him 
Brat among his equals ; and Bunting, di»tingui'h-4 
ed as an organizer, and but lately gone to his 
reel in the grave? The origin and spread of the 
great revival e*led Methodism will cease to be 
a wonder if studied in the lives of its founders 
and leading spirits. They were providentially 
raised up for the times end for imparting a vi­
gorous impetus to Christianity in its purest 
forms.

The eloquence of the Methodist pulpit was not 
the result mainly of scholastic attainments. !'s 
mo* effective pulpit orator», in many instances, 
entered the ministry without either a collegiate 
or theological education. ’Tie true Aat *ub»<— 
pjent and intense *tudv made them respectable 

for their talents and knowledge, and advanced 
many pf them to distinguished proficiency in 
liberal culture ; but rtill the beginning of their 
ministry was at we have named it. Whence, 
then, came their pulpit power ? We have long 
!>een satisfied that it arose chiefly from two 
causes : 1. Ifaluralncn. In collegiate and the< - 
logical training men study style* of address cs 
well at topic* of thought. They cultivate 'he 
most approved forms of oratory- from text-books 
on elocution, and in most cases in doing so ceate 
to be natural. They pursue oratory at an art ; 
and nature ie put under restraint. Our early 
Methodist preachers avoided this. Entering 
the mintetry with limited academic training, they 
bed neither time nor opportunity to lie artistic. 
They followed nature, obeyed its impulses, and 
•poke “ like dying men to dying men.” 2. l>r- 
r of ion to tk* one tu'oeef of tout-earing. They 
were men of one work. In entering that w'-rk, 
they aimed neither at literary reputation nor the 
accumulation of wealth. Their sole object »ti 
to tore men. As time passed this grew to lie a 
passion; it occupied their thoughts ; it absorbsd 
their energies ; and when the time cam* th*

Presentation to the Bev. Dr. 
Dixon.

We learn from the Watehatan that the ve­
nerable Dr. Dixon, who has just completed his 
fiftieth year oi ministerial labour, hu been pre­
sented with a pur* of £450 etg., contributed by 
bia many friends in Bradford and some other 
towns. A Tea wu given on the ocewion, a 
chairman appointed, and speeches delivered by 
several ministers and laymen. The Dr., in ad­
dressing tbs company, in (his modesty, did not 
allude either to hie visit u a deputation to the 
General Conference in America, or to hie occu­
pancy of the Chair of the British Conferee*. 
The following arc extracts from the Drs. ad­
dress :—

It was impossible to ex press the mingled emo­
tions of hie mind on that occasion. It was * 
unusual to' him, to different to anything that 
ever occurred to him before, end the circum- 
stances associated with it were to him so new, 
that be could not give utterance to the mixture 
of feeling in bia heart. Let him, in regard to 
the occasion which had brought them together, 
and their greet kindness and generosity towards 
him, say two things. The first wu to exprew 
thankfulness and gratitude to God that He per­
mitted him to retire in the midst, not of the 
cure*, but of (foe blessings of his people.— 
Hie views, hie faith, led him to attribute very 
much of the occasion to the interposition of Al­
mighty God. Another feeling of hie mind wu 
that of sincere end earnest gratitude to them, to 
bis friends, for that mark of their regard. Next 
to the lore of God, he had always esteemed the 
love of good men. Next to the blessings of re­
ligion, he had always esteemed the blessings of 
the pious of the earth. And he could not give 
utteranre to his sentiment» of gratitude to them 
end to hit other friends for their kindneu in 
throwing a little sunlight upon hie darkened 
eyes. He next ecrnectly "and heartily thanked 
them for their love, practically manifested in 
that gift. The circumatan*» in which he found 
himself that night necessarily threw his thoughts 
beck upon the put. How solemn end impress­
ive were first and lut things ! This iras the last 
thing in hi* history. There were first things, 
however, duply and profoundly interesting to 
himself. If They'would permit him he would 
just glen* at one or two things. He attributed 
everything in his osrn cue to the grace ot God, 
end he attributed, next, everything to Methodist 
preaching u the medium of that grace.

The venerable Doctor then, at some length, 
described the procès** of thought which had 
led hie mind out of the darkness of scepticism 
into the light of G*pel truth, expressing the 
deepest gratitude to God that h# wu thus con­
verted it the beginning of his career. He had 
travelled in some of the worst Circuits, and if 
they wanted to know the worst they might look 
at his first Circuit. He had intimated to Jona­
than Edmonson something of that nature, who 
replied, ” that he liked young men to begin at 
the fag end." Yet some of the* Circuit* had 
truly been to him e Goshen, for he had felt 
greet end unutterable happiness in preaching, 
and having intercourse with the people, though 
he had to walk every day and preach every night, 
end sometimes in the middle of the day, aft* 
walking eight or ten mil*.

the Preachers, there wu a greet difference. He 
had always been a do* observer of human 
nature, end the fine*, the moM noble Christian 
men he ever knew, were old Metbo^iM Preachers; 
and if they thought him a connecting link with 
them, they did him honour, for they were a moM 
noble ra*. They bad an individuality and dis­
tinctiveness of character stamped upon them, 
which wu manifested in their peeeehing—ener­
getic, evangelical, and eenLetirring. The Doctor 
then alluded to several substantiation
of this remark, and to fils inatan* in particular : 
a sermon, preached on * Our sufficiency ia of 
God," by oat of their grants* man. He did 
not, however, wish it to be understood that he 
thought then ware no grant man in their Con­
nexion now.

At the Annual Valedictory Servi* of this In­
stitution, held lut month, the Rev. C. Frost, 
President of tba Conference, at the request of tht 
Principal, gave an Addre* to the students, the 
•ubetan* of which we subjoin.

The Rev. the Présidât of the Conference row, 
at the request of tbs Principal to ad liras* the 
students. After referring to the responsibility 
which rested upon any cps in addressing 
number of pereosw in their position, he reminded 
them of the importance of .the work in which 
they were engaged. In las training up of «ha­
dron in the durante of knowledge there wu greet 
importance, because to thou children they were 
•dxantag* of no common order. But he thank­
ed God they were not likely to confine their at­
tention to the man commnniention of elementary 
knowledge. They knew that of bis an opinion 
bad prevailed in eosae minds, and there had been 
endeavours to for* it upon the attention of the 
public, that a very limited arnonnt of knowledge 
wu quite sufficient for all the purpoaw of popu­
lar education. Such had not been their idea 
and he trusted they would never submit their 
school* to condition» aa degrading, in Ms aati- 

ition, u thou. He hoped they were iaetrue 
to do muehberidw the communication of the ele­
ments of knowledge. Let thorn elements be 
soundly made known, but there would be « 
in which a for higher standard should be aimed 
et, and in which for greater results might be 
achieved. Certainly where the opportunity was, 
afforded, all ought to be well prepared—and they, 
especially, who undertook the charge at th 
school*—to give to ay awakened intefiect, to any 
aspiring mind, directions of a higher order, in­
struction* of s better kind. They had had oppor­
tunities of acquiring the information neeoen 
for all that wu beyond in their tuition. They 
bed had testimony—and that from others then 
thow interacted In it—u te the efficiency of that 
institution in the pert.

and in whose heart he himself has kindled the 
holy fires which thus seek vent in application. 
The more there are to unite, the greeter will the 
descending biasing be. As the spirit of prayer 
is »l»o the spirit of self-denying labor, it giv* 
evidence of » more extensive preparation for the 
outpouring of the Spirit.

Faith is an element of true revival prayer. The 
kind of faith required is that, which embracing 
the gra* of general confidence in God, and ar­
dent love to his esuw, adds, moreover, a certain 
congenial yearning for some immediate and visible 
manifestation of God's saving power. In 
paring the way of the Lord, the Holy Spirit often 
employs some common providence, to impress 
th* hearts of several persons to pray especially 
for a particular individual. As the sovereign 
Spirit moves to tbs selected dwelling, he takes 
along with him, by the swap of the providential 
agency, the spirit of special prayer. Thus circle 
after circle is formed around several individuals, 
and the soul, rising into a lofty trust, often feels 
beyond all doubt, that God ia coming to bring 
salvation.

Revival pesysv must be importunate. It may 
well bs so. It iavolv* such ra arnonnt of reli­
gious lath, that the longer it laste the mere the 
soul grows. It ao enlarges the heart and en­
kindles the whole man, that the longer it con­
tinues the better. Its persevering exercise causes 
us to know bow much more important are th* 
things prayed for, than at first we thought them 
to be. Ood is honored by our importunity, 
much in the same manner as he is by our faith. 
A vast result is sought, and it well dtsetvw 
long and faithful pleading. No one knows how 
great—how transcendent the biasing may be. 
When we consider the infinite import race of 
such prayer in the churches, we shall feel that 
it is high time for them to arise and call upon 
their God. Hs is willing to hear rad bless. He 
looks from his throne upon hie pleading Church 
with ter.d*r love. He knows better than we era 
ever know the infinite worth of the greet object 
to be secured in a deep, thorough, end joyful 
revival.

Look abroad, then, all ye who love your Sa­
viour's honor, and the everlasting welfare of your 
fellow-men, and reflect how glorious will 6e 
another genuine and general revival. God is 
able to move the lend. His Spirit is omniprewnL 
He waits to be gracious. Our country can bs 
saved only by an everywhere spreading work of 
true regeneration. The cause of mirai 
throughout the world must bs sustained by 
vivais, or it wilf' languish and die.

If this consideration shall awaken tit* spirit 
of prayer in the mind, we further rad finally sug­
gest that there is great encouragement to prey. 
It is an age of revivals, and wi|| be ao more and 
more. We live on the confines of great morel 
changes, for which revivals only can prepare th* 
world. God has announced his adoption ot the 
system of revivals, and his intention to tasks 
brighter and brighter displays of his glory in this 
manner, until the world shall be filled with the 
knowledge of Ood. We may indeed approach 
him in faith. We repelt it, hs does not forbid 
us to plead with him. We may urge our greet 
requests, may be long at bis feet, may pour eut 
all our hearts, may get ra many of Ms people to 
unite with us as we can, rad may even resolve 
to give him no rest until he shall appear In Ms 
glory.

The tone of the ftew York Journals bat lower- 

ed considerably with respect to the result of the 
battle of Murfreesboro. Though tlie Federal 
forces took the place it waa at an immense sacri 
See of life. They have since evacuated it. The 
Confederates claim that battle as a victory for 
their side. It is evident that both North and 
South look earnestly to the importance of Ten­
nessee in regard to future movements. The at­
tack of the Federal forces on Vicksburg has been 
terribly unsuccessful ; yet the New York papers 
intended for Europe herald the new» of the tak­
ing of Vicksburg. Gen. Sherman has retired 
from before the city after suffering a loss of 4000 
men. Gen. Bragg, Confederate, reports that he 
has gained a great success, capturing 4000 pri­
soners, 31 pieces of artillery anfl 200 waggons. 
Confederate Gen. Hampton captured 27 Federal 
waggons near Occuquan, laden with choicest 
supplies for Burotide't army, and 170 soldiers 
who were guarding the train. Tbe Confederates 
have captured Springfield, Missouri, with » large 
amount of Government storrs—ind also Tren­
ton, union City and llumbodt, with 2000 prison­
ers. It is stated and believed that a large 
steamer has arrived at a Southern port bringing 
a special messenger from Europe, and a valuable 
cargo of stores. Gov. Seymour of New Yprk, 
in his inaugural message denounces President 
Lincoln’s emancipation project, and declares his 
purpose to protect citizens of his State against 
arbitrary aVrest. Many of the Federal journals 
afford good evidence that the people of the North 
are becoming so heartily sick of the wsr that 
they would be glad for peace on any reasonable 
terms. The N. Y. World pronounces decisively 
against the proclamation of emancipation, as be­
ing clearly unconstitutional and wholly void, 
unless .sustainable as a war measure, which it 
evidently is not, inasmuch as the previous suc­
cess of the war is the only thing that can give it 
validity.

“ We may not be pleased with the complexion 
our public affairs are assuming, still, we know 
the utter folly of resisting tbs inexorable logic of 
events. If we cannot or have not put down the 
rebellion, ws cannot expect nations which suffer 
piuch by our quarrel to look on ea disinterested 
spectators forever."

Tun Losses on Both Sides During the 
Year—Our tables of engagements during the 
year 1862, give an aggregate rebel loee ol 6,064 
killed, 17,671 wounded, 29,822 prisoners. Added 
to this it 42,822 reported loeeee in killed, wound­
ed and prisoners, which makes e grand total of 
96,409. The aggregate federal lots during the 
same period ia 12,406 killed, 65,420 wounded, 
and 38,221 prisoners. Added to this ia 770 
reported losses in killed, wounded end prisoners, 
making a grand total of 106,819.

It must be remembered, however, that these 
are by no meant official figures—indeed, there 
are very few, competitively, official reporta of 
loties. Nor do the above figures comprise all 
the losses. Tbe battle of Fort Craig, Texas, 
and V’alverde, undoubtedly resulted in a rebel 
loss of at least, 3,000, in killed wounded and 
'prisoners, while tbe Union lost on tbe first battle 
must have been at least 1,000.

The loeeee of Pope in his disastrous campaign 
in Virginia must have exceeded 20,000, while 
the rebels escaped with a loss not exceeding 
5O00. At Perry ville, Ky., tbe enemy probably 
lost 5000. The battles in Arkansas have doubt­
less resulted in a rebel lues of 20,000, while the 
Union losses have not exceeded 5000. This 
iricreaaes the grand total of rebel loaaea to 106,- 
707, and that the Union losses to 132,819. This 
is exclusive of death by disease in either army, 
which must reach a very large figure.

These courts, we knbw lie- 
forehand, will not entertain his suiL They do 
not recognize the validity of the decree on which 
he rests his claim. So long, therefore, as the 
present political and military flatus continues, 
the freedom declared by this proclamation is a 
dormant, not an actual freedom. The legal 
maxim will apply to it that de non apparent thus 
et de non existentibus ratio est eode.o—facts that 

id with those thatdo not appear are to be classed 
do not exist

The slaves might, to be sure, take the vindica­
tion of their rights into their own hands, by ris­
ing, en masse, against the masters. But this they 
could have done any time irithin the last fifty 
years with quite as good advantages and at 
strong a color of right at now. Mr. Lincoln’s 
paper proclamation it of no more force than 
tbe imprescriptable title to freedom born with 
every human being who has courage and vigor 
of character to assert iL There has never been 
a time when the negroes had so little to hope 
from an insurrection as at present. The whole 
white population of the South is in arma If 
the slaves were disposed to run away, they are 
held in by large armies on all the Southern fron­
tiers. Whether could they flee ’ If, assembling 
in large bodies, they should offer a show of vio­
lence, what chance have they, unarmed against 
the abundance of improved artillery aod firearms 
in the hands of the superior race. If they resort 
to the torch of the incendiary, how are they and 
their little ones to subsist ? Whatever small 
chance they have of gaining their freedom is by 
n servile insurrection ; but they have ten chances 
to rush on destruction to one of escaping from 
servitude. It is obvious, therefore that, for the 
present, the proclamation is inoperative and futile. 
It may strengthen the resilience of the rebels, 
but it cannot benefit the slaves.

The War in the West is now transferred to 
the cotton states, where it no doubt will be fought 
to the bitter end. If this were a war against a 
political organisation we might have hoped that 
the end was not far off, so far as the Southwest 
is concerned, but tbe proclamation and the con­
fiscation act have made it a conflict of popula­
tions, in which the South ia fighting for what all 
men hold precious, ar.d we fear there are many 
other battles in store for us in that quarter as 
bloody as Murfreesboro', and per chance not as 
successful.

In this battle Gen. Rosecrans has evinced re­
markable personal qualities, and whatever may 
be his future career he will take hi» place here­
after among the most conspicuous heroes ol the 
war. The enemy fairly beat him the first day— 
captured thousands of hi» men and many cannon, 
and drove his army back in confusion ; but he 
was not to be defeated. The battle waa renewed 
next day, but/it was not until the third day that 
be gained a decided advantage. On the fourth 
day there was more fighting, when he deemed it 
prudent to retreat. As the Tennessee and Vir­
ginia Railroad had been cut near Knoxville, 
Bragg’s army can get no help from Richmond, 
and if he should be overtaken may lose every­
thing. The river*, in the West are rising and 
Oen. Rosecrans will no longer depend upon one 
railroad for supplie».

Tbe 
Richmond papers admit that General Bragg was 
defeated at Murfreesboro’ and lament that the 
Yankees would thus obtain possession of East 
Tennessee. Oen. Bragg has fallen back on 
Shelbyville. The Federal loss at Murfreesboro’ 
it now placed at 7,000 men. Raleigh papers 
mention that large reinforcements were at New- 
bum, and that a movement would probably com­
mence against Wilmington. Advices from 
Springfield, Missouri, report that tbe Confederate 
force there is about 7,000 strong, under Generals 
Burbridge and Msrmaduke, with six pieces of 
artillery, tnd that they were then within two 
miles of that place. They opened fire on the 
city without giving any notice, as it usual, for 
the removal of the women and children. Gen. 
Brown loopholed the houses, and will make a 
vigorous resistance against nil attempts of the 
enemy.
