Turkish Battieshio Is Vietim of
British Submarine.

VICTORS ~ESCAPED SAFELY

Submarine B-11, In Command of
Lieut.-Commander Holbrook En-
ters the Dardanelles by Driving

Under Five Rows of Mines,
Destroys Turkish Ship Mess-
udieh and Gets Away.

LONDON, Dec, 15. — The Official
Bureau issued the following state-
ment yesterday:—

“Yesterday (Sunday) submarine
B-11, in charge of Lieut.-Commander
Norman B. Holbrook of the royal
navy, entered the Dardanelles, and
in spite of the difficult current dived
under five rows of mines and torpe-
doed the Turkish battleship Messu-

dieh, which was guarding the mine
fields.

“Although pursued by gun-fire and
torpedo boats, the B-11 returned safe-
ly after being submerged, on one oc-
casion, for nine hours.

“When last seen the Messudieh was
sinking by the stérn."” -

The Messudieh was a wvery old
boat, having been built at Blackwall,
Eng., in 1874, and reconstructed at
Genoa in 1903. She was 332 feet
long, 69 feet beam, and of about
10,000 tons burden. She had a speed
of 17 1-2 kanots, and her main battery
consisted of two 9.2-inch guns in tur-
rets, and twelve 6-inch guns in bat-
tery. In the war with Greece in 1912
the Messudieh was reported badly
damaged in a naval battle in the
Dardanelles. She carried a crew of
600 men, and probably had a number
of German officers and petty officers
on board.

Lieut.-Commander Holbrook of the
submarine B-11 is one of five broth-
ers all serving with the colors, the
sens of Col. Arthur Holbrook, a news-
paper owner of Portsmouth.

The “B” class of submarine dis-
place 314 tons, and have a surface
:and submerged speed of 13 knots and
9 kpots respectively. They are armed
with two torpedo tubes, and carry a
crew of 16 officers and men. They
were built from 1904 to 19086.

Two Torpedo Boats Sunk.

ROME, Dec. 15. — Two Austrian
torpedo boats are reported to have
been sunk in the Adriatic, according
10 2 message received here from Tri-
este yesterday.

The terpedo boats were em route
to Lisha when they struck mines, the
message states.

READY FOR ADVANCE.
Oy v T :
Gemeral Activity Is Witnessed Along
the - Allied Lines.
LONDON, Dec. 16.—All along the
battle line from Flanders t6-the Vos-
ges the allies began yesterday to
move forward with the immediate ob-
ject of 'driving the Germans out of
Belgium.

According to information from &
highly-placed personage in touch

troops, if this new movement be suc-
cessful, should be thrown back on
their second line in Beigium from
Bruges to Courtrai, a distance of 20
miles, within three weeks.

The authority for the information
concerning this most important de-
velopment pointed out that yester-
day's attack at Hollebeke is prob-
ably only one of the last feeling-out
movements begun by Gen. Joffre
about ten days ago. From the sea
to the Swiss frontier, the allied troops
have been sounding out the Germans’
strength by small attacks at various
points. Evidently the result of this
process has been highly gatisfactory.

The commanders in the field figure
that by their present strategy either
Belgium may be freed of the invaders
by spring or the Germans be forced
to withdraw so many men from the
eastern theatre of war that pressure
on the Russians will be relieved to
such extent that their advance into
Germany will be made practically cer-
tain. It is believed, according to the
same authority that the duration of
the ‘war will be shortened by fully
three months unless some unforeseen
obstacle overthrows their present
plan.

In making the change, Generals
Joffre and French were actuated
largely by the discovery that their
estimate of the number of effectives
under their command had erred on
the right side, as it was too conserva-
tive.

The French first-line regiments
needed far less time in which to re-
cuperate from the early months of the
war than Gen. Joffre had allotted to
them, and the rmaen of Kitehener’s new
army and territorials have shown
themselves to be ready for the firing
line months before Kitchener had in-
tended to send them to France.

BERLIN WORRIED.

Defeat of Austria '3y Servians
Drenches German Hopes.

LONDON, Dec. 16.—The Austrian
army in Servia has not recovered
from the surprise which the Servians
gave it. Just when they were thought
to be beaten the Serviansg turned on
the invaders and drove them west-
ward and northward out of Servian
territory. The only part of Servia
remaining in Austrian hands compris-
es a small territory, including the
towns of Shabats and Losnitza.

It is now anmounceéd onm bebalf of
Servia that the previous retreats were
“due to a lack of ammunition, and that
the stores have been replenished by
captures from the Austrians.

The little Montenegrin army is al-'

so 'doing its share, and,“according to
a Cettinje report, has succeeded in
cutting off part of the Austrian right
wing, which retreated into Bosnia.

A Copenhagen despatch yesterday
afternoon declares that news of the
Austrian retreat from Sérvia created
a panic in Berlin. ;

Announcement of the capture of
Belgrade by the Austrians less than
two weeks ago was received with the
greatest enthusiasm, and resulted in
great jubilation. ;

The suddenness of the reverse suf-
fered by the Austrians consequently
came as a complete surprise in Ger-
many.

A Matter of Strategy.

VIENNA, Dec. 16. — An official
statement issued here yesterday, com-
menting on the recapture of Belgrade
by the Servian forces, admits that
for strategical purposes the tempor-
ary abandonment of Belgrade by the
Austrian troops was desirable.

CRUISER INTERNS.

Converted German Warship Cormor-
ant Runs Into Guam.

WASHINGTON, Deec. 16. — Volun-
tary internment yesterday of the Ger-
man converted cruiser Cormorant and
her 22 officers and 355 men at Guam,
an American Pacific Ocean insular
possession, brought what promises to
be troublesome questions, involving
the observance of Amlerican mneutral-
ity in this case to a prompt and final
adjustment.

As soon as it was learned at the
Navy Department that the Cormorant

WHY AND HOW
HAIRS TURN CRAY

The story of the Belgman soldier
whose  hair turned white with the
horrors of the battlefield raises a
much-controverted gquestion.

Marie Antoinette’s hair is said to
have turned gray in asingle night.
An apmy surgeon in the mutiny tes-
tified that he saw a rebel Sepoy's
hair turr gmy, in half an hour while
the man was under examination and
in fear of being condemned andblown
from the cannon’s mouth. On  the
other hand . says the Manchester
Guardian, the difficulty is to under-
stand physiologically how this sud-
dén blanching can take place and
what causes it. In some cases of
grayness setting in suddenly during
a long and severe ilness the ex-
planation has proved to be that the
patient had dyed hair and it grew
gray for want of redyeing. Some of
the historic instances, for example
that of Marie Antoinette, may be
simply exaggerated cases of this kind.

However it may be with a whole
head of hair, one eminent medical
observer has recorded that a single
haini may grow, gray in e night. If it
is really true that a|l the hair can
grow gray with the same .rapidity
it must be due to an aceeleration of
this process, whatever it may be. But
no one knows whether  the  hair
grows gray at all Metchmikoff ad-
vanced a theory that it was due to
“chromophagic microbes” — that is,
microbes that consume the coloring
mattero f the hair. 'We do not re-
member that he suggested a treat-
ment. . This theory  would hardly
square with cases of sudden blanch-
ing. There is certainly some pretty
direct comnnection between fear and
the hair. The hair - does literally
(though mnot visibly) stand on end
with fear some The cause is a
little ‘muscle connecting the hair with
the scalp. A shock of fright or cold
makes it contract and pull the hair
up (which nmormally lies down). It is
pretty certain that the hair grows
more rapidly gray during periods of
worry, anxiety, and other forms of
nervous strain. The explanation mast

“Your Committee on Bridges for
the year 1914 beg leave to report as
follows:—

1st. That in accordance with your

Althoug I have referred in previ-
ious reports to your council of the im-
portance -of keeping the steel bridges
already constructed properly painted,
1 wish to again refer to this matter.
It is a well known fact that the first
5 or 6 years of the life of a steel
bridge is the most important in so
far as preventing subsequent rapid
corrosion. The reason is that once
corrosion starts, caused by the mois-
ture and carbonic acid in the atmos-
phere acting on the surface of the un-
protected steel, it is a very difficult
matter to completely stop further cor-
rosion, even though subsequently
painted.. The proper and systematic
painting and cleaning of steel bridges
isthe highest economy, and will serve
to increase the safe life of a properly
designed and constructed steel bridge
from 20 to 50 per cent. .

I desire to make mention in this
report, that in my trip to England,
France and Belgium this summer,
that every courtesy and facility was
shown to me by not only the British
Road Board, but also by the Chief
Engineers of the Departments of
Roads and Bridges of France and Bel~
gium, to enable me to become familiar
European methods of road and bridge
construction, and no one can help
but be impressed with the thorough
and sytematic manner in which these
countries preserve and protect their
bridges and roads.

Permit me to call your attention
also, to the fact that advertising mat-
ter is being placed or pasted on some
of our bridges, which certainly does
not improve the general appearance
of the'bridge, and might be a possible
source of danger in scaring horses.

In concluding this report, I wish
to thank the Chairman and mem-
bers of the Bridge Committee for
their co-operation in assisting in car-
rying out the year’s 5

mle that the young men of Canada are not|
nﬂdently impressed with the urgency of the
call to arms, and are therefore siow to offer
meha for serviceé at the front. One an-
m is that uneasiness it to be found at every
nu'lllﬂng station in the Domininn Every day
v lry ones and twos, sometimes in larger com-
pnle‘. with no wild excitement, with no ir-

responsible shouting, these young Canadians
come forward to belie the fear. The day, how-
ever, is pot far distant, when more men may be
meeded—perhaps many moTe. . We do well to
give sonm thought nmow that we may not fail
then.

We take a just pride in the fact that the
. Canadian recruits are all volunteers. Of their
own free will these men have donned the uni-
form, submitted themselves to unaccustomed
‘discipline, waved a gay farewell to the folk at
home, and faced resotutely toward the uncer-
tain front. Their response has given Canadians
cur;vhere a thrill of national pride. We are
very jnstly pronll of such men, and there is
abroad a very asserﬂve impatience for any mean
- and niggardly failure to recogmze their heroic
quality.

But let us remember that these men are
more than individuals. They are units, but
units of a very elosely-kuit society. Their go-
ing expresses their spirit, but it expresses very
much more. Track back over the trail of each
anan’s coming. Almost invariably it leads to
the centre of a Canadian home and there amid
common-place, ‘every-day, prosaic surroundings
will be found the spirit that made the decxsion
of the recruit not omly:an. indivxdup,l venture, but
a very real, deliberate and personal social sac-
rifice. The push of the oplnion of an intimate

The pressing bunineas‘ot the present hour
is with the o;pinion of that socip.l group. We
may, it is trne, ignore that fact ‘"We may grow|
desperate and resort 1o ‘the antiquated methods
of the “press-gamg.”

- the slﬂning shilling and tales of brave doings in
strange lands. Men who cannot go, and who
never intend to sacrifice -a ‘penny or a person
in the struggle, may harangue and hector sus-
ceptible youths into action. That is the old game
of the ancient tyrammies.

This busimess is with all the people. If
there is even a lack of volunteers in Canada
when there are still dligible men it will not be
because they live in eommunities insensible to
tke critical importance of the present struggle.

The final Canadian respomse will depend
upon the men and women, whe can never go
to the front.  If they believe in the war,
believe that thereby the things worth while
are conserved, believe that foes werth fighting

are defeated, believe that a life given for such|.

a cause is a life with which the rewards of long
years crown a crowded moment, they can set
Joose the last ounce of strength of every man of
fighting age and ability.

Whatever rage we may justly feel. at the
L{German war policy; whateyer horror. the .glth-
ﬁls mshing of the_ Qerman war m,.gmne
thmugh the homes of hmooent @elghmr ‘may.

hbnsst man-fashion respect for the German sol-
dier. Hls behavior in- the battle-line has been
level ‘with. our own traditions. In attack in the
trenches and in retreat, he had tought well and
died well, as the terrible-casualty lsts testify.
Man for man he is not the equal of dur soidiers,
mainly because his less resilient mind and his|
soul-crmling discipline make for less initia-
tive,mbut in individual courage, his is entitled to
the respect of the best of us. It takes real fight-
ing men to storm British trenches, even in close
order and five to one.

But the “atrocities?” you say. Remember
that Germany has about four million men in
arms, over double the adult male population of

for the past year or two. In every large body of
nmen there is a proportion of murderers and de-
generates of all sorts, but who in sane temper
would brand the whole assembly with the crimes
of the few?.

We yiéld to none im hatred and detestation
of the methods of Germany in provoking and
prosecuting the war. The invasion of Belgium;
the cold, terrible cruelty of the treatment meted
out to its heroic people; the ruin of town and
countyside, the murder of thousands of non-com-
batants, the brigandage that has forced a whole
people to the gates of starvation, form the
crowning crime against civilization—a crime
crying for stern vengeance and eye-for-eye repa-
ration. 4

But that is deliberate Prussian war policy—
written in their books, defended as Gospel in
their schools and Parliaments. It is the final
reduction of the argument of militarist efficiency
And because the German nation has subscribed
to that policy and the German conscript soldier,
however unwittingly, is committed to it, it is

dier, for there is no other way to the end that
this wicked and cruel doctrine of “blood and
iron” shall perish from the earth.

Let us go about it in the British way with
hard blows and a stout heart behind them. This
suffragettish hysteria is not in our traditions.
Fortunately it is not shared by our fighting men.

A RUSE OF WAR.

Occasionally we read in the war reports
that the Germans have asked for an armistice
and it is explaired:that probably what is wanted
is an armistice .to collect the wounded. On at
least one or ‘two occasions during the present
war an armistice for this purpose has been re-
fused. The reasaon is easily found, as the Man-
chester Guardian explains.  An armistice may
withiont violation of the recognized laws of war
be used as a ruse of war. The English manuai
of military law tells us that in practice it has
been considered a legitimate ruse to utilize the

wounded and dead, which sometimes takes place
during a battle, to execute movements unseen by
the enemy.

For example, on March 7, 1905, during the
battle of Moukden—the first long drawn-out
modern battie of the type that we are now wit-
nessing—a group of Russiams bearing Red Cross
and white flags advanced towards the first Jap-
anese army and asked for a suspension of arms
for several honrs to remove the wounded and
dead. The Japanese agreed, as they had many
wounded; but the suspension wag made without
any defined agreement. In the evening, when
the Japanese reopened fire, there was no reply,
and it was found that the Russians had retired
during the suspension of arms. Professor Ariga
(a Russian authority) considers that this was a
legitimate ruse, although he calls it “unprece-
dented.” The Germans have more than strain-
ed the laws of war, and it may fairly be agsumed
by the Allies that they would not neglect
themselves of this precedent.

“From the strategical point of view wintry
lweather is not an unmixed evil. In western
Europe the worst weather for military operations
ig autumn ( when the rainfall is at its maximum.
Cold weather sets the roads, makes the sodden
fields practiqq,ble for marching, and bridges
over small bodies of water. Only in the moun-
tdih passes dpe these advantages offset by the
obst.ruetio;n due to snow. In the interior of the
continent—for example, on the East Prussian
and Austrian frontiers—heavy snowfall occur
even over the plains and lowlands, and opposes
an obstacle to military movements. Here, also,
the intense cold freezes over the largest rivers;
thus the Vistula is normally frozen at Warsaw
from late December to early March. On the
other hand, when not frozen over but filled with
floating ice, these streams become impassible
even by boat.

Again, it is difficult’ or impossible to dig
trenches in frezen soil, such as may be found in
the dead of winter in the intérior of the con-
tinent. - Under such conditions armies have
however, sometimes used blocks of ice to good
advantage in building breastworks.
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Germany had no cempunction about her
brutal violation of the neutrality of Belgium, but
is not so ready to violate the neutrality of Italy.
That would be another story.
