It is well to exterminate
noxious creatures, but by all means let useful
lives be spared. The French Minister of
Finance has done a good deal in causing a
placard to be posted—which it would be
wise for citizens of all countries to have be-
fore their eyes. It tells farmers, sportsmen,
boys and others what creatures not to kill, as
follows :

+ Hedgehog —Lives mostly on mice, emall
rodents, slngs and grubs—animals hurtful to
agriculture. Don’t kill the hedgehog.

o Tond—Farm assistant ; he deetroys
twenty to thirty insects per hour. Don't kill
the toad.

* Mole- continually destroying grubs,
larvee, palmer worme and insects injurious
to agriculture. No trace of vegetation is
ever found in its stomach. Don’t kill the
mole.

« Birds—Each department loses several
millions annually through insects. Birds are
the only enemies able to contend against them
vigorously. They are the great caterpillar
killers and agricultural assistants. Don't
disturb their nests.”

Bark Lice.

Those, especially the oyster-shell hark lice,
have much increased lately. If a tree from
the nursery is infested, don’t plant it, but
charge it to the nurseryman. If an infested
tree hias been planted puil it up and burn it,
and plant avotber. If an established tree
ghows this pest, paint it over before the
growth begins with lard oil, or other cheap,
not drying, oil.

Carbolic Acid and Flouse Plants.

Several of my nice geraniums began to
look sickly, and upon examination I found
little worms at the roots. I applied a weak
solution of carbolic acid quite freely to the
earth, and found that it restored the plants
to heglth and beauty in a very short time. It
will also kill lice upon the stalks, if ap-

¥ ful for each sheep is sufficient. The
safest way to give the salt is to provide a
lump of rock salt in a convenient sheltered
place, and leave it so that the sheep can go to
it when they wish. Salt prevents indigestion,
and greatly discourages psnsiles in* the in-
testines.
Slack one peck of ime, and while hot and
at the thickness of cream, add a_pint of lin-
seed oil and a-quarter of a pound of dissolved
glue. Let it stand half a day before using.
This, for interior walls, is" far superior to
simple lime and water. It is also first-rate
for ousdoor work, though expensive. For
buildings, fences, ete., slack clean, white,
fresh lime under water ; add a ponnd of sul.
phate of zine to every peck of lime, and half
a pound of salt.
From experiments made in Scotland to de-
termine the results of a cliange of sced on a
crop of oats, it was found the crop grown
from seed which had been newly brought into
the district yielded 46 bushels per acre, and
weighed 43 pounds to the bushel ; while upon
the same land the crop grown from seed
which had long been sown in the neighbor-
hood yielded only 24 bushels per acre, and
weighed but 32 pounds to the bushel. An
analysis of the two crops shows that an acre
of oats grown without a change of seed pro-
duced 530} pounds of substances valuable as
food, and an acre grown with a change of
seed, 1,4044 pounds.

The roads near the advanc-
ing lava are like a battlefield. Wagons
Jaden with goods, herds of cattle,
crowds of weeping women and children flee-
ing from their homes. Innumerable strangers
from every nation, on the contrary, go for-
ward on the road and advance so near the
lava that the guards are obliged to send them
back. Although they can advance 80 near as
to light a cigar at the stream of lava it is
dangerous, as the lava, which at one moment
looks dark and dull, is liable at the next to
buret open by its own weight and make a
new path for itself where it is not expected.
Regiments of soldiers are stationed all along
the roads to keep order, and lines of them
guard the edges of the stream.

The mountain has been distarbed for five
conths, On the 22d of May the crater threw
out with & great noise a vas gnantity of dense
snlt-and smoking mud. is made an in-
termitting fountain rising sometimes twenty-
feet above the level of the soil. Occasionally
great balls of mud filled with gas grew larger
aud larger until they burst. The river of

The lava
is already within' a few hundred feet of the
shore, and slowly adyanciug ; but it ishoped
that it may turn and run aloug the bank, or
not have strength toreach the water, the vio-
lence of the eruption having diminished. One
of the streams of lava has travelleda distance
of thirteen miles from the crater; it is
cstimated that in less than four days more
than two hundred and thirty million cubic
vards of lava have been thrown out.

The speotacle of this tremendous convul-
sion of nature is wonderfully and fearfully
beautiful. It is especially impressive at night,
when the fiery eurrent often throws up in its
Progross great MAsses of molten stone. The
eolumn of smoke and fine black sand which
follows the lava reflects the red tint of the
fire,and looks like an aurora borealis. From
the craters on the top of the mountain rise
dense columns of smoke, now very white and
again densely black, and often pie ed by
sharp streaks of electricity. The travellers
who have flocked thither view these wonders
with ecstasy, but the poor contadini and the
rich man reduced to beggary weep over the
rnin of their homes. In the daytime the
cloud of smoke and sand is go dense - that the
sun is invisible, and the day seems to be al-
most like the night. Spectacles and um-
brellas are necessary protections for whoever
walks out in the neighborhood of the
mountain, for the fine sand covers everything
with a thick, heavy coating, and blows into
the eyes. The eruption - is accompanied by
constant rumbling noises like the booming of
artillery ; the earth trembles, the sky is lead-
en. The massof lava is from fifteen %o
thirty feet high, and, according to its height
or the time of day, varies m color from a
bright, fiery red to a dull leaden shade. If it
was not for the jets of smoke which issued
now and then from this mass it might be
thought dead lava of half a century ago, but
when it moves its waves slide over each other
and emit jets of fire.

Enough superstition lingers to induce the
peasants of Catania at the foot of Etna to
hang images of the saints and apostles onthe
trees and vines in the track of the lava.
They hoped in this way to save their fields
and houses from destruction, but the lava
would not stay its majestic course for these
idols. It advanced slowly, and touched the
trees and the vines, the houses and cabins
and barns with its fiery finger, and they
blazed up with a white heat and were de-
stroyed. At Randazzo, a town at the foot of
Etnn threatened by lava, it is related that
toward evening a procession of men, women
and children, with lighted candles in their
hands, moved toward the advancing mass of
fiery lava. They carried an image of the
Madonna, and held it up before the burning
flood, while they called out in anguish,
« Have pity ! have mercy upon us ?" The
lava, however, did not stop, but covered
the national road, which connects that town
with Mossina and the sea, as well as with
the other towns near. Its trade is rnined
by this cutting off of its communications,
and the people are aw-estruck and de-
pressed.

this campaign ; shooting down niggers is
great fun and beats rabbit shooting into
fits.” On inquiry Major Robinson learnt
that this youth was employed with the Com-
missariat at Ibeka and had hardly ever seen &
shot fired.
DEARDS AND BREECHES.

In Parliament on the 15th Mr. Stacpoole
asked the Secretary for War if an order was
issued by his or any other authority, that in
consideration of the gallantry displayed by
the non-commissioned officers and privates at
Rorke's Drift, the issue of one flannel shirt
and one pair of trousers to each man in com-
pensation for damage done to their clothing
is sanctioned, and further, if he saw any
objection to permit all ranks of the army to
wear their beards in accordance with the
example set by the Prince of Wales, the
Prince of Saxe Weimar commanding the
Southern District, and by the officers and
men of the Royal Nayy. Col. Stanley said
the general commanding had ordered the
issue of one flannel shirt and one pair of
tronsers—(laughter) —to each man engaged
at Rorke's Drift in compension for damage
done to clothing ; but he could not siy
whether or not these were meant - as rewards
for gallantry.—(Laughter.) Asto permitting
all ranks to wear their beards, he did not
presume, looking at the faces around him—
(renewed laughter) —to express an opinion as
to whether or not an alteration would be
advisable, Lnt as a matter of fact, beards
were allowed to be ‘orn when any sanitary
reason on account of climate or otherwise
existed.

THE SLAUGHTER AT KAMBULA HILL.

A correspondent says :—The disputed facts
as to our fighting in Zululand which caused
the sudden shindy in the House last night
may be explained by a letter 1 have just read
from a colour-sergeant in the 91st Highlan-
ders there. He says that when the Zulus
turn te fly, our “native contingent” is
lot loose on them, and it is they who wash
their spears in the blood of the living and the
wounded and in the bodies_of the dead alike,
Each of our uncouth allies has a rifle in one
hand and one or two assegais in the other,
and one can imagine that he does very little
in the way of burdening his employers with
prisoners.  The writer adds, writing on the
12th April :—

] have only noticed one instance of our
men killing the wounded. A party of ours
sent on to count the killed came across a Zula
who appeared to be mortally wounded. The
officer in charge first said ‘Shoot him,'—No ;
some one kill him ;' and one hard-hearted
wreteh fixed his bayonet and plunged it
throngh his heart, then robbed him of his
snuff.box—an article eomething like granny’s
tin box, which they carry in their ear, through
which a large hole is cut, and this box
inserted."”

This compassionate sergeant Was one of
the two who got into a scrape on the night of
4th April. The sentries in front of them
fired their rifles, and rushed through his
company, who, hearing cries of *Retire,” all
bolted, and were with difficulty halted by the
writer of the letter, near the trench. Next
day they were placed under arrest ; but the
91st and their sergeant got off more easily
than the rifle company and theirs. They
had rushed away siill more precipitately, and
had several of their men killed and ded

every . But notbing
occurred, except that we all sat very silent,
very nervous, wedged in together, serutinizing
one another'’s looks and dresses. I
thought of the passage in one of Miss
Broughton's books where she talks of
ghouldere. What a show of them there
was ! the seraggy debutantes, rather red, like
the raw tips of the first white asparagus;

The portal is modelled after what remains of
the splendid doorway of Holyrood Abbey, and
the front as & whole will be, it is said, the
most splendid Gothic facade in Scotland.
Already the building has cost $800,000, and
the entire Cathedral, aside from the towers,
will bo ready at the end of the present year.

a police office., Within its walls John Knox
was accustomed to preach ; indeed, his last
sormon was preached there, and only a little
way from it he lies buried. This national
monument is associated with many incidents
m the history of Scotland, among them the
Solemn League and Covenant sworn there by
Parliament, the Assembly and the English
Commissioners.

NEWINVENTION INTELEGRAPHY

(From the Binghamton Republican.)

Not long ago brief allusion wag made in
these columns to a new and important inven-
tion by Prof. Royal I, House, of this city.

Stripped of those
terms they may be summed up as follows :

First.—The chieapest and at the same time
most rapid transmission of intelligence ; com-
bining with these elements a principle of
thorough correctness.

Third.—The pawer to do this in a manner
so that no ather office on the line except the
one to which the message is sent is able to
know ite contents.

Fourth.—The power to do this so that

the same messages are sent to sevoral papors
in different places at the same time.

Fifth.—The printing of the dispatches so
gent aud so received, by automatic machinery,
thus rendering it almost impossible for an
error to oceur—as is often the casein copying.

Sixth.—The performance of this work in
far less time and consequently a§ less °xpense
than by any system now in use.

A FAMOUS A M OUSK.

The Duchess of Edinburgh was prevented
from lnying the corner-stone of the Eddystone
Lighthouse the other dny by the storm. Old
Neptune always did object to that particular
piece of engineering. - In his wrath he forever
buried the first lighthouse and its builder be-
neath the waves, and ever since he has been
undermining the foundation of the present
tower.  Winstanley built the first Eddystone
Lighthouse of wood, and with it was engulfed
during the terrible storm of November 26,
1708. This storm was perhaps the most fear-
ful and fatal that ever visited Britain, Twelve
men-of-war were lost and their crews of 3,000
men drowned within sight of the English
const. In one county (Kent) 17,000 trees
were torn up by the roots, while in another
county 15,000 sheep were washed away and
Jost. Eight thousand persons were drowned
by the floods of the Thames, Severn and
other English rivers and the damage in
London alone amounted to several million
pounds sterling. It is little wonder, there.
fore, that Winstanley's wooden lighthouse
was swept away.  The second lighthouse was
also of wood and was built by Ruodyered. It
took the very opposite method of muking its
exit and was destroyed by fire after showing
a Jight for forty-seven years. Then John
Smeaton built the present lighthouse, which
has stood for over 100 years. It is rather a
curions fact that none of the builders of the
Tddystone Lighthouses were practical en-
gineers, Winstanley was a country gentle-
man, Rudyered was a silk mercer and Smea-~
ton was an instrument maker.

A CANADIAN IN ZULULAND,
A Canadian officer, Major H. G. Elliot,
who hails from Lambton County, in this
Provinee, has gone out to the Cape as one of
Sir Garnet Wolseely's right-hand men. Major
Elliot first distinguished himself at a fearful
nurrioane that wrought great devastations at
Balaklava during the Crimean war. As &
result of Lis early Canadian life, he was able
in onc instance to be of great use. The mud
in-the Crimea was 8o deep that it frequently
took twenty-four horses to draw a single
cannon. Elliot made some rough * stone
boats” out of planks, and after the cannons
were loaded on, three or four horses in each
instanes could easily .do the work of the
twenty-four, The officer in command and
01d Country newspapers paid Elliot a high
compliment at the time, after which he was
ohosen Adjutant of a battulion before Sebas-
topol. For the past four years he has tra.
velled South Africa, and is thoroughly ace
quainted with the ocountry where the war is
now raging. He has had the honor of the
Order of St. Michael and 8t. George conferred
upon him, and is in possession of several
medals. In Major Elliot the British Com-
mander will possess an excellent speeimen of
a Canadian soldier.

—The King of Siam is reported to have
flogged one of his ministers, and public opin-
ion has been thereby excited in Bangkok.
The importance attached in this case to the
use of the rod by his Majesty Somdet Phra
Paramindr Maha Khoulalonkorn is explained
by the fact of the flagellated mandarin having
been connected by marriage with -an English
resident in the capital; for other Kings of
Siam bave been, by all accounts, pretty free
i their use of the rattan withcut exciting
any remark. His late Majesty, who died of
fever when on his way to view an eclipse of
the sun in October, 1868, was an exceptional
monarch. He spoke French and Latin an
Eaglish, and p d a practical acquaint
ance with the heavenly bodies which would
have made him an ornament to amny astro-
nomical society in Europe. He consequently
got the credit of being & more courteous ani
better mannered king generally than the other
Kings of Siam, and especially of having intro-
duced a more gentle system of transacting
business with his State advisers than was for-
merly in vogue in Bangkok. Itis a question,
however, whether he quite deserved the re-
putation he enjoyed for being a humane a8
well as an accomplished prince ; and if he
spared the rod, he was about the first King of
Siam who did.

—The island of Shagalien, to which a large
number of persons suspected of being con-
nected with the Nihilist conspiraey are to be
deported from Odessa, lies off the mouth of
the Amoor, and extends for some 600 miles
along the east coast of Manchooria, from
which it is separated by the Gulf of Tartary.
The island was first occupied by Russia in
1849, in pwrsuance of the policy she has
steadily followed for two centuries of bringing
the Russian seaboard on the Pacific down to
a temperate climate. In 1875 Japan gave up
her share of the island to Russia. Owing to
the existence of eoal on it, and also through
its position as a natural outwork covering the
estuary of the Amoor, Saghalien is in some
respects a valuable possession, but it can
hardly be esteered a desirable place of resi-
dence. Situated in from latitude 45 degrees
to 54 degrees north, its climate appears to be
much colder than that of most other places in
the same parallel ; and the island, it is stated,
is entirely covered all the year round with
fogs of extraordinary density. Attempts have
been made to colonize the island, but withouk
success.

Thersupon the velunteer im-
madiately cocked hisrifle and fired. The
piece was only loaded with powder it is
true ; but the muzzle was within a few
feet of Mr. Ewen's head at the time and
from his chin up to the top of his fore-
head his face was badly peppered, while a
felt hat which he was wearing was blown
of'Lis head and over to the opposite side
of the buggy from that upon which he
was standing. As soon as Mr. Ewen was
fired upon he made a spring to get over
the fence at the volunteer who did the
deed, when Alex. Leith Moir, a comrade
in arms, drew his bayonet and fastened
it upon his rifle, and swora he would run
it through him if he went over. At the |
same time Mrs. Ewen caught her hus-
band by the leg as he was getting over
the fence, and the combined influence
of her hold and the threatened use of
the bayonet restrained him {rom carrying
out the infuriated attempt to storm the
fort. Doctor Savage succeeded in pick-
ing most of the powder outof Mr. Ewen's
face, and we are glad to be able to state
that he has sustained no serious injury,
although he might readily have been
blinded forlife, and one of his eyes had a
very narrow escape.— Fergus News
Record.

FEARFUL STORM AT HARRISBURG.

A most fearful storm of wind, rain and
hail, the latter being about an inch in
diameter, passed- through here about
half-past two Thursday afternoon, tear-
ing up great trees by their roots, and
twisting others off as though they had
been mere sticks.

DECAPITATION.
Full Account of the Mon-
treal Murder,

FINDING OF THE AXE.

Arrest and Search of the

Murderess.
A SICKENING SIGHT.

MoNTrEAL, June 28.—Last night at about
eleven o'clock, information was received at
tie police headquarters of a murder at No.
212 William street, Griflintown. A reporter
immediately proceeded to the spot, and found
the house, as is usual in such cases, was
besicged by a crowd anxious to obtain a
glance at the victim. The reporter forced his
way up the stairs, where he found an officer
lolding back a crowd of women. * Now I'm
sure it's not a sight for you women to see,”
observed the considerate officer. ** Deary
me, I would not look at it tor the world,”
observed the foremost female as she forced
herself past the policeman, and before she was
aware of it, she was in the presenceof the
murdered woman. The sight was too much
for her, and with a slight scream she turned
and ran down stairs, and nothing more was
seen of her. The scene of the murder is a
three storied house of dilapidated appearance.
1t is gradually tumbling to pieces, the stairs
and planks of the floor seem to be running
away from each other at acnte angles.
The whele of the furniture in the room would
not fetch five cents under the auctioneer's
hammer. The parties renting the house are
named Jacobs, and both the husband and wife
are notoriously dissipated charaoters. The
woman is in the habit of condncting herself
most outrageously whén drunk, shouting and
raving from her bedroom windows.  Yester-
day about noon a disturbance of the usual
character took place. The cries and screams,
however, nttracted no notice, as in the past
they have merely bee rded as evidence
that a debauch was in progress. Mrs.{Myers,
about six o'clock in the evening, put her head
out of the window and cried ** Murder”
geveral times. Not much importance was
attached to the cirenmstanceat first, but after
some hesitation a young man decided to go
up and see if anything was wrong. Upon ar-
riving at the top of the stairs he saw lying
upon the tloor the body of p woman. The
head was completely severed from the body,
and was placed in a bucket close by.
In the bucket also was the right hand
of the unfortunate woman. He immediately
gave information to the police who at once
took charge of the house, The murdercd
woman was lying upon her breast, the whole
of the neek had been removed from the trunk,
and the sight of the jugged wound extending
almost from shoulder to shoulder was sulli-
cient to have unstrung the strongest nerves.

He was
identified by Jacob Mycrs before the coroner's
jury as the person who  visited
the house before the murder.
The Myers', both husband and wife, especi-
ally the latter, beara very bad reputation,
being the keepers of the lowest kind of a den
of infamy. Mrs. Myers has frequently been
arrested for drankenneas, and being extremely
violent in Ler fits, it always took a posse of
police toland her in the station. About three
years age she was tried for attemptiog to kill
a woman whom she beat severely on the head
with a bottle. She was found guilty and im-
prisoned for several months. On being re
leased she resumed hier vicious course. Both
Myers and his wife are from the north of
Ireland. The murdered woman's ‘maiden
name was Mary Gallagher and she was the
wife of James Connolly, a maltster in the
employ of the Montreal Brewery Company.
He married her in Kingston, Out., six years
ago, but was obliged to separate from her
over a year sinee on account of her dissolute
habits. She has since been leading the life
of & prostitute.  Connelly is a respectable
man, and both he and Lijs late wife are
natives of the Green Isle beyond the seas.

MonTeEAL, June 28.—The Coroner opened
the inquest this morning, when Jacob Myers
was examined. He stated that he had been
16 years in Montreal, and worked in Clendin-
ning's foundry, but has been idie lately. He
married Susan Kennedy about five or six
years ago and has no family. His wife is
20 years old. His wife; he said, was fre-
quently drunk. Witness went out yesterday
morning at seven o'cloek, aud on returning
at neon |+ found a strange man in bed with
his wife, ad going into the room of Mrs.
Conly e saw her lifeless body on the floor.
He then left the house, being afraid of being
accused of the murder.

coloured, about three inches wide, resembling
a bruise ; the probabilities are that the
wounds on the head put the deceased into
an insensible condition, and that the head
was severed cither after death or while de-
ceased was insensible ; T would imagine that
deceased had been dead a few hours; the
floor of the room on one side had been
washed ; there was very little blood.

The inquest was adjourned until Monday
evening at seven o'clock.

Before Mrs. Myers was taken from the
house by the police last night she said that
she was hungry, and the officers allowed her
to go to the cupboard, where she got some
bread and butter, avd sat down and quietly
commenced to eat beside the ghastly
corpse. She is twenty-four years of age, and
befors her marringe to Myers, six years
ago, she was a servant in a mer-
chant's family in this city. She is
a native of Leeds, Ont., and  is descended
from Scottish-American parentage. Although
an exceedingly attractive girl before her mar-
riage, she is said to have been loose in her
conduct and only married Myers, an imbecile
kind of man, as a cloak for her iniquities.
Few traces of her former beauty now remain,
as her debaucheries have sadly told on her
personal appearance. She is tall and power-
fully built.  The police records of the city
give the number of times she has been ar-
rested for drunkenness and assaults at
twenty.

The other prisoner, Michael Flanagan, gives
the following account of himself—*1 was born
in Ireland and am now 32 years of age. Am
a laborer and live at 142 MeCord street and
work around the wharves or any place that I
can find employment.

The author of a series of papers on
“Young London” in the Telegraph (Londou)
records some of the changes of the half-
century. When he first began to remember
things there were only two railroads in the
United Kingdom. It took the best part of
four days to gt to Paris ; and the postage of
a letter to that city was one and eightpence.
There were no ocean steamers ; and five weeks
were often consumed in a journey to New
York. Thete were no lucifer matches lighting
on or off the box ;and flint and steel, and the
tinder-box, and matehes dipped in brimstone,
reigned supreme in the kitchen ; oil was still
burtt in the sireet-lamps of Grosvenor square.
There were no clectric telegraphs, no post-
office moucy orders, no steel pens—in com-
men use—no envelopes, no perambulators.
There were no cheap newspapers, noshilling
magn: s, no post-cards, mno perforated
stamps and counterfoils, and no parafiin can-
ales. ‘Llhere was not an hotel in England
where a lady could dine in a public room.

Thera were no
perserved meats, soups or vegetables. There
was but little chocolate, and no cocoa. Soda
water was a shilling a bottle. There were no
hausom cabs, and -no knifeboards to. the
omnibusses. There were no refrigerators,
and no sewing machines. There were no key-
less nor crystal-cased watches ; no Albert or
Bregunet ¢l chains ; no electro gilding nor
i d no electro-typing.

A Mysterious Mewsnge From Holland—
Alleged Plot to Assassinate n Searcher
for Evidence,;

The many heirs of the Trinity church and
other properties resident in the Niagara
Peninsula will read with interest the follow-
ing dispatch from Cincinnati, dated June 30
« Colonel Wappenstein, Chief of Police, Las
just received a package of papers from Am-
sterdam, Holland, containing letters and
newspaper extracts which, if true, indicate
that an attempt has been made to assassinate
E. B. Humphreys, who went abroad some
months since in the interest of certain West-
ern claimants for tho Anneke Jans estate.
Some six or eight months ago a meeting of
the Anneke Jaus heirs was held here, and
Humphreys agreed to go to Europe in their
interest. Henry Spillman, the Western at-
torney of the heirs, corroborated this and
says that some dissatisfaction existed among
them at Humphreys' demand for money to
bear his expenses, they claiming that he went
on percentage, bearing his own expenses. The
first of the letters in Chief Wappenstein's pos-
session is y , but is add d
Humphreys' wife, who resides at No.319 West
Twenty-second street, New York city, and
bears date of Zanesville, February 28. It says
that “a plot has come to the writer's know-
ledge ; that several secret meetings have been
held in Ohio and Indiana for the purpose of
devising some way to put Mr. Humphreys
cut of the way. He has done them great in-
justice by keeping them out of their money.
One of their number volunteered to go to
Rolland and assassinate him if he could be
found if they would raise money to defray his
expenses ; and it was not half an hour before
they collected $1,000 for the purpose, so I
expect he is on his way there now. Heis to
book on the steamer under a fictitious name
and from a different part of the country than
where he belongs, and go ta Liverpool as a
tourist for a cloak, So there is not a moment
to be lost.” The letter concludes by asking
her to telegraph to her husband, warning him
of his danger.

A QUEER STORY.

‘I'he next letter is from Humphreys him-
self to the Chief of Police of Cincinnati, de-
tailing with great minuteness his meeting, on
the 4th of June, a German calling himself
Willen, whose wife, he says, has relatives in
Steuben county, Ind. After paying him social
atientions for a day or two he parted from
Lim ene night under suspicion that Willen
was the man he was warned against.  Later
the same night Willen emerged from his
hotel in search of Humphreys, and got into
an altercation with the police. He having a
long knife seriously wounded the first police
officer and took his sabre away from him.
Then two more officers came up and with the
sabre he hacked and cut them. The diffi-
culty becoming general, some sailors came up,
and with beat hooks attacked Willen and
nearly killed him. The letter further says
that Willen had near $1,000 .on his person.
A newspaper article from De Standard, of
Amsterdam, gives substantially the same as-
count of the altercation.

The whole thing is mysterious, and will
awaken a new interest in the prosecution of
the claims of the heirs of the vast estate
which is associated with the name of Anneke
Jans.

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CANADIAN PACIFIC BRAILWAY.

The following items in relation to the
Thunder Bay Branch of the Canadian Pacific
Railway will be found interesting :—Mr.
Jennin 28, late of the Canada Pacific Railway,
surveyor in British Columbia, has been ap-

pointed Resident Engineer on Section B,
Thunder Bay Branch; and Mr. Caddy ton
similar position on Section A. A few weeks
ago Mr, Brydges, Manager Hudson Bay Com-
pany, paid a visit to the mouth of Kaministi-
quia River and Prince Arthur's Landing to
inform himeelf of the relative merits of the
rival termini. In a conference with a gentle-
man present, he was informed that when the
rond from Selkirk to Thunder Bay was con-
structed wheat could be carried from  Selkirk
to Montreal, via Thunder Bay, then over
Lakes Superior and Huron to Coliingwood,
then by rail to Toronto, and from that point
east to Montreal by water, for the small sum
of seventeen cents per bushel, and allow the
contractors for the Thunder Bay Dranch, as-
suming that it was leased to a company,
a fair margin of profit ; if the all water route
from Thunder Bay to Montreal were adopted,
two or three cents per busliel wounld be saved.
The impression prevailing among contractors
and others from the North-West is that the
Thunder Bay Branch of the Canadian Pacifio
Railway will eventually be the best paying
pieca of railroad on the American Continent.
In this connection it is understood that at
the present time there are at Thunder Bay
enugh steel rails to supply 42 to 43 miles of the
118 miles bn Scotion A, and that some six or
scven thousand tons of rails more. than are
there will be required to completely rail this
coutract alone. A lzrge portion of the rails

rceently advertised for by the Minister of
Ltailways and Canals are destined for Thun-
der Bay.

CITIES,

Lord Carnarvon, in acecpting the honorary
freedom and livery of the Cutler's Company
on Thursday week in a Lanquet given at
Freemason's Hall, i ule an interesting speech
ou the sagacity, g rowth aund power of London.
London, he eaid, lind in many great patriotie
straggles always been on the winning  side—
go that if, as Murshal Bluchir bad  eaid, it
was the finest eity in the wald to plunder, it
had never had to undergo that uncomfortable
process, but had beecme iustead not only the
great show but the great counting-house of
the worll, In the eighteenth century Hume,
the phil er, lad conjectured that no
great city would ever have a population of
more than 700,000—a speculation which he
tried to demoustrate from citing the cases of
London and Paris. In fact London has2ey
a population of 4,000,000, *“a population ap-
proaching that of Scotland" (surely Lord Car-
narvon should have said exceeding it), “and
I venture to say, with all respect for Scotland,
almost as intelligent.”  France is afraid to
seat her Parlinment in Paris. The United
States arc averse to seat theirs at New
York. England feels no anxiety about seat-
ing hers in London. In spite of a great pro-
fessionally eriminal class, a handful of police
cffectually keep order, while the mighty self-
acting mechanisin by which the 4,000,000 of
Lendoners are fed, and fed surely, and with-
out even the chance of mishap, is one of the
wonders of the world, and one of those which
is lenst wondered at. In Rome you cateh
Roman foyer. In Constantinople youn wako
up and find thit o third of the city has burned
down while you In a single twelve-
month, and bu »w  years ago, Paris suf-
fered two seiges, famine and civil war. In
the great cities of America you hear of vast
conspiracies of corruption which meke your
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just large enough for two persons.” We dely

bigger thau any of them, goes on lier own
way, not, of conrse, withont great blunders,
but still with a certain uniformity of peace
and progre Lord Carnarvon is right, Lon-
don is n great marvel among cities.
