All the buildings were of wooden
construction and were therefore an
easy prey of the flames, -which spread
with remarkable swiftness, 1educing
to ashes a section of half a hundred
secres within three hour.. The burned
avea extends from Old Orchard avenue
€astward b-tween Milliken street and
the grea: houses and private resid-
ences of thi: popular resort. :

The fire started in the annex of the
Olympia House on Milliken street and
had gained such headwavy when dis-
covered that the Old Orchard fire de-
partment, consisting only of a small
steamer and a hose wagon, manned by
a volunteer force, was unable to stay
its progress. Fanned by a brisk south-
west' wind, the fire communicated to a
piock of wooden buildings occupied as
gtores along the board walk bordering
the Boston & Maine railroad trac
and thense across the tracks, dev \at-
atéd a large district crowded with
hotels, boarding houses and cottages.

Aid summoned from Portland, Bidde-
ford and Saco arrived within an hour
after the start of the fire, but the fire-
men from tRose cities were hampered
for a time in rendering efficient aid by
difficuities with their couplings, which
wee not adapted te the Old Ochad
hydrants. It was not until some build-
ings had been blown up by dynamite,
cmting a gap In the path of the
ﬂames, that the conflagration was
blocked Shortly before midnight, how-
evm' the blaze was declared to 'be
undeér eontrol.

OTTAWA, Ont., Aug. 18.—Diring the
second quarter of the current  year,
comprising April, May, and Juhe, there
has been a remarkable increase in
the wages in Canada. “Statistics com-
piled by the department of labor show
that _tl}e‘re were 117 changes in wages
for industrial groups during the period
of .which 104 were increases in pay, 2
were decreases in hours, and 11 were
both increases in pay and decreases in
hours. Majntainence of way on the C.
N. R, G. T. R, and C. P. R, - to the
number of 14,000 were given increases,
in building trades 7,299 men got . in-
creases, textile workers 9,000 employes,
coal mipers in Alberta and British Col-
umbia to the number of 4,000 got 'in-
creased. pay, and lumbermen in On-
tario and the Maritime Provinces num-
bered 10,000 men, obtained more pay.
Only in 1903 have as many cases of in-
creased wages been reported, and then
not nearly as many were affected.

General prosperity is increasing the
number of trade disputes. During
July 30 were reported to the labor de-

partment. which is 11 more than in the-

July year before. There were 283 es-
tablishments, and 6,751 employes af-
fected, and 81,000 working days were
lost. There were 1,241 affected in the
building trades.

During the months 371 accidents to
workmen were reported, of which 124
caused death and ‘267 serious injuries.
Twenty-six of the fatal accidents oc-
curred to railway men, 14 to miners;
and 19 to agriculturists.

Unfavorable weather and complica~
tions in transportation caused a heavy
falling off in the number of ‘homestead
entries for the six months ending with

June 30. During the half year there

The acocident oceurred at a grade
crossing of the New York, New Haven
and Hartford railroad, just north of
the Ashley Falls station. As the traip
does not siop here, it was running at
high speed. - The motor-car struck the
tender of the engine at an angle, the
viblence of the impact being shown
by the fact that the car was smashed
to bits.

New Brunswick ha hu His Bxcellency
the Governor General to thank not
only for the Imperiaiistie imspiration
corveyed by his admirably:patrietic ad~-
dresses, but also for soing very-“prac-
tical btmnasl suggestions which the
province .would- do - well 1o heed. ¥

: his address Thursday to the peeple of
Frederictop, Earl Grey,  speaking en-
thusiastically. of - the. incomparable
beauty of the St. John River, expressed
regret that its charms and attractions
_were not more widely known. Alsg he
pointed: ‘to the comparative jgnorance
which . exists #in the United Kingdom
regarding the province from the set-
tler's point of view and voiged the wish
“that ‘the-great advantages bffered by
your Maritime Provinces to the set-
+tlers who come from across the seas
were better known in the United King-
dom, and that a larger portion of the
increasing numbers of iImmigrasits who
are coming to your shores could be di-
rected to:your lundq." 4

New' Brunswick, as E-.rl Gl'ey inti-
mates, needs nothing o much as judici-
ous advertising. Taking all things into
consideration—beauty of scemery, salus
brity of climate, suitability of sofl for
general agriculture, advantage of situ-
ation for industrig]l enterprises, the
general rewards of honest work and
the cost and comfort of  Mying—this
provinee has as much to offer to both
tourists and settlers as any place in
Canada. But secarcely any place in
Canada is so scantily known abroad,
and as a consequence almost every
‘other province is increasing more rap-
idly in wealth angd popﬁlltion.

To its credit, the provlncla.l govern-
ment is apprecutlng this fact and is
making extlee colonigation plans

 which cannot fail to have a stimulat-
ing effect., But something more than
this ¢an be done, The advan@;sg of
the province from an _industrial
standpoint also need pubuc(ty and at
present there is no machinery for
meeting this need. If a way could be
found for the creation of an industrial
department, or at least for an indus-
trial bureau under competent manage-
ment, fo, investigate  manufacturing
opportunitiés. and, interest capitalists,

- local and foreign, theretn,, the pxovmce
would vastly benefit;

As an instance of what can be done
in this direction, the example of. the
cily of A Winnipeg may  be quoted.
Eighteen months ago an industrial
bureau, organized hy representatives
of the various business bodies; started
a campaign to extend the eify’'s manu~
fucturing industries, . In ‘this space of
time advertising. has located 22 new
manufacturing industries, The popu
lation has increased at the rate of 60
actual new residents every day, or in
other words the population in 1905 was
79.975 and. .. todey . is. 111,717,
and the hank - ‘deposits - increased
in the past year over 36 per cent. This
year the bureau proposes to expend
$25,000 in continwing a work which has
proved so profitable. 5

!'RAN‘OE !N OROCCO

Though France ls protesting the un-
welfishness of her iIntentions in
Moroceo, deelaring heér determination
of abiding by the Algeciras conference
and making the presesit military oceu-
Ppation tempomry, the history of simi-
lar expeditions sent by Buropean
powers into semi-civilized countries is
condueive to the belief that the exist-
ence of Moroeco as an independent
state is nearing an end, French sol-
diers and guns are in possession of a
Moorish city, there has been fighting,
blood hes been shed. Though frem &n
Eurepean standpoint the ogcupation
'was necessary, the Moors bitterly re-
sent it and are apparently gathering in
strength to resist it, . There will be
more fighting, yndoubtedly. The char-
acter of the peaple makes it ecertain
that the establishment of such a con-
dition of peace a8 would compel .the
withdrawal of uu invading troops
will take.long,: and, each day's oceu~
pancy  of the -country will provide
excuse for its. extension over another
day. Apparently, unless international
complications prevent,. Morocep cannot
escape the fate of Algeria—annexation.

In spite of the apparent discrep-
ancy between the military strength of
the two countries, this conquest will
be no easy task for France. The Moors
are fighting men by inclination and re-
ligion, ~ Pheir waakness as a nafional
force has always been thejr tribal
animositiés which prevent any perma-
nent co-operation. But stronger than
their tribal feuds is their common reli-
gion, which'has more than once united
them in holy war against the. infidel,
and which inspires them with a fana-
ticism which- makes them lndlvtduauy
terrible opponents. :

Twice in" comparatively recent “his-
tory the - tribal hatred’ among -the
inhabitants of northwest Africa was
allayed temporarily by the preaching
of a holy war and .a wvast host of
fapatica« was launched across the

INJUNC’I’ION'S AND STRIKES.
At the requést of a Cobalt mh'm;;
eorporation, Chief Justice Falconbridge
of Ontario has granted an injunctio:n
restraining striking’ miners from' °
terfering an@” from- using' viplence
intimidation, or- from persistently fol-
lowing employes or would-be employes
about the street, or from besetting or
watching buildings or pouuadins men
to break their icontracts, pr from
couraging worlomen to strike*dr from
unlawfully persuading by speech or
otherwise would-be empleyes. or from
Boycotting any person oOr ﬁmu doing
business with the plainti i
This is stretching the Jadiclal power
too far. If existing laws are power-
less to prevent the use of violence or

‘intimidation toward strike breakers, it

may be well to strengthen them by
judicial injunction; thut arbitrarily to
order men, under penalty of severe
punishment, to desist from peaceful
and legitimate methods of combatting
what tn them seems capitalistic op-
pression, is to strain legality to the
point - of injustice. In emuadms
strike-breakers to' join the Yanion
ranks, -triking workmen are violating
no law; and no matter how oppressive
the boycott may prove as practiced, it
is hard to justity a decrce compelling
men to trade where they do not want
to trads,

By improper use of the injunction
‘power the c¢otirts in sevaral American
states haye won the hatred and con-
tempt of the workine classes and 80
have weakened the force of all law.
It will be deplorable if any such con-
dition is created in Canada.

HUNTIN( 'a' T HERETICS.

If one may !u&m from utterances
that appear from time to time in the
various denominational weeklies, the
question which at the present time
agitates many orthodox ecclesiastics

i, what to do with the heretics that/

have of late crept into the ministerial
fold. There is very evidently a serious
conviction that inactivity is dangerous.
It _is. becoming more and more aAppar-
ent that continued tolerince of 80-
called liberal thought creates the im-
pression. that the old theological and
dactrinal tests are no longer binding.
Such a situstion is objectionable to
men who have concelved of the credal
statements as having authoritative
value and of being'of supreme jmport-
ance, To such the toleration of 'the
heretic is the taci: denial of the faith
and is indulged in by the chureh and
the denomination at its peril,

But the supreme diffifeulty seems to
Be to g:?o methed of effectiyely
disposi oamd. Heresy trials
are som2what uppopular They reveal
the fact very frequently that in every
" church there are large numbers who

'are in sympathy with the men who
thus become ‘the subjects of ecclesjes-

‘tical displeapure. Moreover, there 18
ample ground for the suspicion that
few leaders in denominational circles
.are prepared to bind denominations
which they represent to the hard and
fast, the explicit and definite doetrinal
statements which become neeemry at
heresy trials.

Recently there has been a. tendency
‘to avoid the sharp issues of such a
trial and to seek to accomplish the
removal of undesirable ministers by
vague references to his theéological un-
soundness and by covert attacks, Be-
cause it is a disagreeable and distaste-
ful and withal an unpepular task to
openly and publicly depose the here-
tic he is privately urged to. remove
himself to other fields of usefulness,

Usualy such a course of procedure
accomplishes the desired result. It
would seem, however, to be a more just
and creditable method to:meet the issue
definitely and squarely and not to rely
upon the success-of petty persecution.
Expelling heretics may: be distasteful
to ecclesiastical leaders, but there is a
sincerity and openness about it  that
may win the admiration of the citizen
who despises the current method of
vague and illusive attack.

POLAR AUTOG AND BALLOONS.

*While Walter Wellman, the Ameri-
can journalist-explorer, is sensational-
ly preparing for his sensational air
journey ‘to the . North, Pole, anpother
effort just as daring, if not 8o reckless
and melodramatic; is being made for
the discovery of the South Pole, or at
least for the unvelling to some extent
of the mysteries which surround the
ice-ghrouded Antucﬂc. To the South
Pole by automobile, is as startling an
experiment as Mr, Wellman's, and yat
its promoter, Lieuetnant Shackleton of
the British navy, has entered upon his
adventure with little more disturbance
then is/ involm in a passage acrosd
the Atlantic.

Bizarre @8 the plan seems on ita
face, Lieut., Shackleton knows -the
conditions he must face, having b:.dn
with P Scott's memorable -
vancoc‘lor\‘rﬁﬂd in 1902, when the
British Jflag was planted on the far-
thest point south ever trodden by the
foot of man. Captain Seott's farther
south was 450 miles from the pole. In
reaching this ‘point he travelled 380
miles from the ship over the fce, 2
journcy that Jonsumed nearly - two
months So far as could be seen
from the farthest point reached, the
joce extended ‘everywhere unbroken.
Nowhere could be seen those stretches
.of open water which are found in the
approach of the North Pole.

It was the collapse of Captain
Scott's dogs and the exhaustion of his
food supply which compelled him- to
turn baek,” ‘If iee conditions are the

THE HAGUE, Aug. 20.—Nearly all
of the Governments “has sent instruoc-
tion to their delegates to make an ef-
fort to bring about sime kind of obli-
gatory arbitration, and also the estab-
nt of & permanent court of ar-
bitration in order to savesthe confer-
ence from' failure, The fﬁ)rta of the
delegates are now directéd towards the
arrangement of a treaty of obligatory
arbitration agcceptable to Germany,
which country although admitting the
plinciple of compulsion, has so far op-
pose a world treaty, arguing that it
would tend to minimize ' rather than
promote obligatory arbitration. It is
believed that it will only be possible to
conclude a convention providing for
obligatory arbitration among the pow-
ers which agree to it.

Servia has presented -a proposition
aiming to make the awards of arbitra-
tion tribunals obligatory on the signa-

{ tory powers after an appeal has result-

ed in the confirmation of the first judg-
ment.

'The Rockliffe ranges on which the
contest . will take plade hag been-the
main practice ground for the Dominion
Rifle ‘Association for many years. Their
first competition was held as far
back as 1868 in Laprairie, Toronto,
Fredericton and Halifax; then had each
a turn. in_ succession.’ In 1873, the old
Rideau. ranges at Ottawa were used for
the first' time for the nafional meets,
and were found eminently suitable.
They were then used until the estab-
lishment of the present ranges at Rock-
liffe, about two miles below the capital
in 1898.
