We called  this
statement in question at the time and
are now prepared to affirm that Mr.

We took the pains to learn how much
water is required to run a 400-ton ‘smel-
ter and we discovered that such a plant
may be operated with 10 miner’s inches
of water, if the water is mnot used to
granulate the slag. If the slag is granu-
lated,which is not necessary, but a mere
convenience, 40 inches of water would
be required.

Ample Water in Sheep Creek.
We have learned upon aunthority not

to be disputed that Little Sheep creek at
Barney’s ranch, the point on the
Mountain examined by the Le Roi com-
pany, carries at its minimum flow over
100 inches of water, enough to supply an
abundance for two smelters like that at
Trail. So much for the question of
water supply.
Trail Oreek Has Water Enough.

We may add, however, that Trail

creek itself carries ample water for an-

The report of the school board,
recommending that five lots be pur-
chased in block 21 for the purpose of
erecting suitable schodl buildings, was

next read.

Corbin,’’ he stated, ‘‘because it is not
settled who owns it."”.

Mayor Scett followed by siating he
would not recommend the purchase of
the lots until the matter of ownership
was definitely settled. Quite a discus
sion ensued. Alderman Johnson sug-
gested that the money for the lots be
paid into court pending a settlement. of
the litigation, so that the school could
be built at once and that when/a final
decision was reached the court could
give the rightful owner the purchase
money. City Counsellor MacNeill said
that this was not possible.

Alderman Fraser here said that he
thought it best to go slow in the matter.
Alderman Wallace asked if there was no
available ground in the old townsite.
Mayor Scott stated that the latest de-
cision gave the disputed ground to the
government, but that there is no doubt
that the six lots granted for school pur-
ses belong to Rossland. He sug-
gested that the school buildings be
erected on these six lots and that the
city await a final settlement of the liti-
gation over the other ground, before
buying the five additional lots. The
mayor said he was certain thecity would
run no risk in building on the six
granted lots. ,

Alderman Wallace thought it would
be a good idea to communicate witk. the
government with a view to ascertaining
if a legal title to the five additional lots
could not be obtained.

; Chairman Lalonde’s Plea.

The council here resolved itself into a

committee of the whole, and Mr. La-

londe, who was present, was asked to

state his knowledge of the matter under
discussion for the benefit of the council.
He stated that the five lots he had rec-
ommended for purchase were desirable
becanse they were in the same block
with the granted lots and that there
was no other block in the city where so
much room could be had for the plz?oee
imview. He mentioned the immediate
need of more school accommonations
and said that the Methodist and Presby-
terian churches as well as the school
houses were crowded with pupils.
The Questisn of Title.

Alderman Wallace_ wanted to know
if, in the event the city bought the five

lots, it would not have to indemnifv the
squatters on the land. Mayor Scott re-
marked that it was an exceptionally
peculiar case and that it was unfortun-
ate that the city should have to be hin-
dered in its .work of enlarging the
schopls because of the cloud and doubt
hanging over the title of the ground de-
gired. He said that in case the govern-
ment was appealed to, the answer would
come that the case is in the courts.
“We cannot deal with Mr. Corbin,”
added the ‘mayor, ‘‘the courts have de-
cided against him, and under the circum-
stance we would not be justified in buy-
ing the land from him. As it is at
present, we cannot negotiate with any
one in thé matter. I think it best to

suggested as a way out of the dilemma,
that the attention of the government be
called tothe need of the lots with the
request that they be obtained at once.
~ Alderman Johnson moved that the
city clerk write to the government for
the purpose stated by Mr. MacNeill, and
that a committee of three be appointed
to inquire into the legality of the title to
the five lots. The motion received no
second.

Government Asked To Buy Them.

Alderman Fraser unfolded a new phase
of the question by stating that the buy-

ing of the lots and building of schools
was not 8 work of immediate necessity,
and that any part of the $20,000 bor-
rowed for such works could not be used
to purchase the property. Alderman
Johnson said the money could come
from the additional $30,000 that would
be available for the expensef of the city
after July 1. Alderman Wallace took
the same view of the matter. City
Counsellor MacNeill said that the law
specified that the exvenditures made of
the money in question had to be “within
the jurisdiction of the council.”” Mayor
Scott declared that the eouncil had no
power to take the money for school pur-
poses from the $20,000 loan.

Mr. Lalonde suggested that the gov-
ernment be communicated with to the
effect that the council could not buy the
lots and be asked to secure the needed
land. Mayor Scott made a motion in ac-
cordance with this suggestion requesting
{he government to secure the additional

ots.

The motion carried and the matter
was thus temporarily disposed of.

The Pound Bylaw.

The bylaw creating a city pound and

the office of poundkeeper, fixing cost of

dog licenses and prohibiting the stray-
ing of live stock of any kind in the city
limits, was next introduced. The by-
law provides that all dogs over six
months old shall be licensed from the
first of July of each year at the rate of
$2 for every 12 months. Another pro-
vision is that the poundkeeper shall
keep for his own use all the milk ob-
tained from cows which have been
placed in the pound. The finance com-
mittee was requested to look up a loca-
tion for the pound and a man for the
office of poundkeeper and report at the
next meeting, when the bylaw will re-
ceive its second reading. ’
Expenditures of Committees.
In answer to the statement by Alder-

man Wallace that the statutes provided
that council committees could not ex-

pend more than $50 for any one purpose,
without the approval of the council,
and that the board of works was author-
izing the expenditure of sums exceeding
that amount, City Counseller MacNeill
said that the council’s approval of such
expenditures was given when the loan
bylaw passed. Mayor Scott added that
the board of works would make a full
report of the progress accomplished in

A DELIBERATE SUICIDE

Strange Case of Self-Destruction
Witnessed at Grand Forks.

Prospector’s Horse Thought It Was
Deserted by Its Master and Calmly
Drowned Itself in a Slough.

A great deal has been said and written
regarding animals practicing se'f-de-
struction. but one of the most remark-
able cases ever coming under the notice
of your correspondent occurred in this

city last night. A prospector’s horse on-

Friday afternoon was “gtaked out’”’ on
one of the commons near the outskirts
of the city and the prospector proceeded
to fill up on various kinds of firewater.
His spree lasted through Friday night
and all day Saturday.

Meanwhile the horse, which had be-
come very much attached to him during
many weeks gpent in the mountains to-

gether, stood watching in the direction
in which his master had gone, whinney-

jng whenever any one came 1 sight, but
only to be disa pointed every time. All
day Saturday the animal refused to eat,
and if any one attempted to untie the
rope ‘with which he was tetherea so as
to lead him away, his objections were 80

the second attempt.

THE SMELTER QUESTION.

The Dominion government is evidently
averse to the placing of an export duty
on ore. It was plainly shown by our
special dispatches from Ottawa yester-
day morning that the Laurier govern-
ment will adopt some other plan to
check the disposition to build smelters
for the treatment of Canadian ores on
the other side of the line. We are not
surprised at this. The idea of an export
duty has always been repugnant to the
mining men of West Kootenay, no mat-
ter what their nationality, for the rea-
son that such a duty would simply be a
tax on the mine owner.

It is evident, however, the Dominion
government is seriouely considering the
question as %o how the smelting indus-
trv can be established on this side of the
line. It may be a bounty will be pro-
posed. In any event we are sure the
industry will be given every encourage-
ment possible. It would be very strange
indeed if Canada, seeing she has great
mining deposits in one of her provinces,
should not strive in every reasonable
manner to reap all the direct and collat-
eral benefits arising from this source of
wealth.

The mere mining of the precious met-
als is, of course, an important industry,
but it is really but hali the industry
which attaches to the production of
gold, silver and copper in commercial
form. In order that British Columbia
and Canada should have the full benefits
of the rich mines being opened up in 8o
many different places the ore from these
mines should be smelted and refined at
home. This would give wider employ-
ment to labor, increase enormously the
" amount of capital invested in the coun-
try, make a demand for large machinery
plants, create new centres of population,
and increase the population and general
business of the country.

Canada can well afford to make great
sacrifices to establish an industry of
this kind and she has shown her willing-
ness in this direction by offering an
ample subsidy for a railroad, from the
Crow's Nest coal fields into West
Kootenay so we can have cheap coal and
coke, and we believe the government
will even go further than this if neces-
sary. Those, therefore, who contem-
plate building smelters to treat ores
- mined in West Kootenay can very safely
trust the government to furnish every
reasonable encouragement if such:
smelters are built on this side of the
line. To go on the other side is simply
"to create irritation. and invite em-
barrassment.

THE CITY’S ADVERTISING.

The city council yesterday, by the
votes of Mayor Scott and Aldermen
Fraser and McPherson, refused to recon-
gider its action in awarding the city
printing to the local evening dodger
without first calling for bids and enabl-
ing the newspapers of thecity to tender
for the work. Thus a double injustice
has been done—first to the ratepayers,
whose money will be spent without any
assurance that the work is being done at
the lowest or even at a reasonable figure,
and secondly, to the newspapers which
have been deprived of an opportunity of
bidding for the city work.

The whole incident is a very signifi-
cant one. It was the understending of
at least two aldermen, when the motion
was originally introduced, that it re-
ferred to only two bylaws, yet several
have already been printed. No price is
named in the resolution, consequently
there is nothing to preventan extor:ion-
ate bill being presented. Yet in view of
these facts the mayor and his two hench-
men refuse to reopen the question, call
for bids or take any other action in the
way of letting the city’s advertising in a
businesslike and proper manner. -

The incident stinks of politics. The
mayor and his supporters want to pay
their election obligations and they are
trying to do it with the public’s money.

The Nest Egg
would be a produce today if it were
operated, but for some reason unknown
to us it has been closed down for weeks.

The Centre Star could, of course, take
first rank as a producer, but the elabor-
ate system of development work inaugu-
rated there may be carried on for some
time vet before the enormous ore re-
serves of the mine are entered upon.

The growth of the camp appears to be
slow, yet, as a matter of fact, this year
will more than double the output of last
year. Any mining camp which grows
at the rate of more than 100 per cent per
annum is not to be despised.

SCOTT AND HIS FRIENDS.

When a prominent ratepayer met
Mayor Scott yesterday and reproached
him for having given away the city
printing without asking for competitive
bids he is reported to have said, “ 1 am
going to take care of my friends.”’

This is a very proper sentiment for
Mayor Scott to express, but we
object to its being done at the expense
of the public. If he wants to take care
of his friends out of his own pocket well
and good, but we say without hesitation,
and we know we are backed in this by
the ratepayers of Rossland, that the act
of the council in disposing of the city
printing in such a manner is a public
scandal, a disgrace to the men who sup-
ported it, a- discredit to the fair name of
Rossland, and deserving of the severest
censure by every business man in this
community. % i :

There is no ground upon which sucha
breach of public morality can be justi-
fied. It smells of the very worst form
of ring politics, and is a verification to
the letter of the predictions we made

COST OF SMELTING.

The facts and figures which we are
able to lay before our readers this morn-
ing should settle once and for all the
question of where the ores of Rossland
are to be treated.

The
water pipe, he claimed, was defective,
and to this he attributed the explosion
and the consequent injury to himself.

The defendants deny any negligence
under the act. Their evidence will be
heard today.

Judge Forin will also
hear two trials, sitting as local supreme
court judge, which he is empowered to
do under his commission. He will re-
turn to Nelson Saturday.

PARIS BELLE JUDGMENT

The Full Text of the Order of the
Supreme Court.

Defendants Enjoined From Interfering
With the Railway Company—Zenith
Ground Belongs to Government.

[From our Special Correspondent.]

Vicroria, May 17.—After a week’s
hard legal wrangling before the full
court by W. K. Taylor and R. Cassidy,
counsel for the defendants, N. Jerry et
al, and E. V. Bodwell and L. H. Duff,
representing the Nelson & Fort Sheppard
railway, the plaintiffs, the court today

made the order for carrying into effect
the judgment. delivered in the Paris
Belle case.

It reads as follows:

1. This court doth declare that the
Paris Belle mineral claim is a good,
valid and subsisting claim as against the
plaintiffs. :

2. That the land included within the
limits of the Zenith mineral claim is
exempt from the crown grant to the
plaintiffs dated the 8th day of March,
1895, and that the plaintiffs have no
claim thereto as against the defendants.

3. That regarding so much of the land
constituting the Paris Belle claim as
does not include any portion of the Zen-
ith claim, the plaintiffs are the owners
thereof as against the defendants, sub-
ject to the right of the defendant com-
pany in respect of said Paris Belle min-
eral claim under the mining laws of the
province. ; :

4. That the plaintiffs are entitled to
compensation for all or any loss or dam-

s which have been or shall here-
after be caused to, or .suffered by the
plaintiffs by reason of the defendants or

any of them, or any person or persons
. lawfully claiming title from, through,or
under them, or any of them upon said
land of plaintiffs’ for the purpose  of
grogpecting, locating or mining said

aris Belle mineral claim and for such
surface rights as defendants or any other
such person or persons aforesaid shall
require under the said mineral laws.

5. That plaintiffs are also entitled to
adequate security for payment of loss or
damages pursuant to section 10 of the
mineral laws 1891, or other said mining
laws. -

6. And this court doth order that the
defendant company do, within a reason-
able time, give the plaintiffs adequate
security for the payment of the compen-
sation contained in the fourth paragraph
of this order, such security to be to the
satisfaction of the gold commissioner for
the district of West Kootenay, and in
case the parties differ about the same
and in default of such security, that said
defendant company be restrained irom
working till such security shall have
been given.

7. That defendants or any of them are
not entitled as against the plaintiffs to
deal with any portion of the land where-
on the said Paris Belle mineral claim is
situated, except in accordance with the
said mining laws, and that said defend-
ants and each of them and their ser-
vants and agents are hereby perpetually
restrained from claiming or asserting
that they or any of them are. entitled to
own or dispose of lands granted to the
plaintiff by the said crown grant and re-
ferred to in the gleadings, or any part
thereof, and from dealing or attempting
to deal with the said land or any part
thereof, excepting under the mining laws
aforesaid, and, further, they and each of
them is hereby restrained from interfer-
ing with the plaintiff in selling, dispos-
ing or dealing with the said lands as
owners thereof as aforesaid. :

. 8. The plaintifis are to be entitled to
their costs as of the motion for  judg-
ment of admissions only, and defendants
are to have the further costs occasioned
by the plaintiffs proceedings -to trial, in-
cluding the costs of defendants’ witness;
also as much moneys as may have been
paid by the defendants to the plaintiffs
on account of costs are to brought into
account, and neither party is to have
any costs of appeal and let the order of
the chief justice be varied accordingly.
Liberty to apply for appeal is given.

#Mailroad Very Soon.
Grand Forks Miner, May 15.

Frank D. Gibbs, general agent of the
Northern Pacific Railway company, of
Spokane, arrived in the city vesterday
from Rossland on business for the rail-
way company. In conversation with
Tae MINER'S representative Mr. Gibbs
said: “You have the making of a good
city here. I never saw a more atirac-

tively located townsite, and no one
whose opinion is worth having will dis-
pute that you have some of the greatest
mineral deposits in the northwest. Of
course, you cannot expect to build a city
in a day. Grand Forks will be a city,
but it will not be tomorrow nor next
month. A good start has been made
and I expect to see a steady, substantial
growth with perhaps something of the
bodm nature te it in case a railroad
starts building this way.”

“What is there new on the railroad
question?’’

““Well, I don’t know that there is any-
thing particularly new. Grand Forks
will surely get a railroad, but I am un-
able to say just when it will be built.
You see every one of the roads has had
a hard pull the last three or‘four years.
Nearly all have been in receivers’ hands,
and they have only lately been getting
on their feet again. They will naturally
want to make a little money first before

{ they engage very extensively in building

new roads. 1 anticipate, however, that
the first new road to be built in the
northwest will be one to tap the Kettle
river and Boundary Mining districts.

““Yes, I think the Northern Pacific is
handling its share of the business. We
make the best connecticns with the
Spokane Falls & Northern for lxssland,
and every day turn over a l’erge Aumber
of passengers to that road.

JAIL ESCAPE FRUSTRATED.

Alertness of a Deputy Prevents Out-
break of Criminals at Spokane.

SPorANE, Wash., May 17.—[Special.j—
What might have proved a serious jail
break was frustrated this, morning at
the county jail by Sheriff Dempsey,
Jailer Murphy and other deputies. Had
the break been accomplished five desper-
ate men would have been free.

Early this morning- Deputy Joseph
Murphy, the night watchman, detected
a slight noise coming from one of the
apartments which contain cages. He
started on a tour of inspection and the
noise ceased. About 4 o’clock the noise
began again. The sound was as if some
one was sawing a bolt. Sheriff Dempsey
was summoned and started to investi-
gate the source of the sounds. With
several deputies he visited every part of
the jail and each cell was separately
searched, together with the inmates.

On the first floor, directly facing the
jailer’s desk and leading into the main
corridor, is an apartment occupied by
George Webster, the murderer of Mrs.
Aspland ; Kline, the Indian forger, sen-
tenced to 10 years; Murday and King,
sentenced to three years each, and Frank
Marvin, awaiting trial for robbery. Five
more desperate looking men were never
together 1in a jail.

When this part was searched the noise
wus accounted for. One of the hinges
on the iron window looking out on the
jail yard had been partly sawed off. A
few hours more labor without discovery
would have been sufficient to liberate
the prisoners. From the window the
jail yard could be reached and then it
would have been an easy matter to scale
the gate and reach-the street and liberty.
Two steel saws six inches long and one-
quarter of and inch wide were found in
the corridor under the bath tub.

Two Prospectors Had a Narrow Es-
cape From Death by Lightning.

COLUMBIA RISING FAST

Pusiness Men on the Bowery Are Get-
ting Anxious About the Coming
High Water—Trains May Be Run-
ning to Robson in Six Weeks.

TraiL, May 18.—{Special.}]—The hard-
est storm of the season raged fiercely for
two hours last evening. There was no
wind, but the rain fell in torrents

straight to the earth, and the downpour
was 80 hard that travel was almost com-
pletely checked. The lightning and
thunder were continuous, and altogether
it was a terrifying demonstration. Sev-
eral women were [rightened into hys-
terics.

When the electrical display was at its
fiercest a tall pine by the riverside, just
south of the town was struck by a bolt
of lightninéeand completely shattered.
Anthony Germ and John Ross, who
were returning from a prospecting tour,
were within twenty feet of-the tree at
the time. The shock knocked a rifle’
from Ross’ hand and both wereshocked,
but neither were seriously hurt. The
steamer Lytton was passing at the time
and the occurrence was plainly witnessed
by the officers and passengers on board.

The storm was general all along the
Columbia valley, and was welcomed b
the prospectors, for it will help materi-

i Getting Ready for Floods.

The river rose 15 inches in the 24
hours ending at noon today and is now
enly 15 feet and 7 inches from the flood
mark of last year. Some slight anxiety
is felt lest the town be flooded. Ac-
eording to past records the Columbia is
likely to rise till July 1, and should it
continue to jump at its present rate till
that time the low-lying parts of town
will be under water. The river has
backed up underneath the buildings on
the Bowery, which are built on stilts,
and is already creeping up'to the floors.
Last year it was within-two inches of
the floor of the buildings along the
south end of the Bowery.

George F. Williams & Co., the dry
goods merchants, under whose building
the water is now rising, have decided to
vacate their present storeroom till the
flood subsides. They will move back to
the higher part of town, though they
bave not yet secured a building. ‘

Some wag has placed a big sign on the
door of Lee Davenport’s real estate office,
under which the water is rising; ‘‘Real
estate by the gallon! No boom, but a
gradually rising investment. Thereisa
tide in the affairs of men that taken at
its flood, leads on to fortune.”

THEY FEARED MASSACRE

American Oonlull. , in Cuba Very
Cautious in Giving Information.

Real State of Affairs in the lsland
Worse Than Reported—Lavely
Debate in Senate.

W asHINGTON, D, C., May 19.—Another
stirring debate on Cuba occurred in the
senate today. It was on the give and
take order with sharp parliamentary
fencing. The main speeches were made
by Senators Foraker, Cannon, Lindsay

and Hoar.

The Ohio senator is one of the Cuban
sub-committee of the committee on
foreign relations. He spoke in favor of
the reference of the resolution to the
committee, but on the direct question
declared his support of the resolution on
recognizing Cuban belligerency when it
should be reported by the commifttee.

Cannon was bitter in his denunciation
of Spanish aristocracy, characterizing the
captain general of Cuba as that ‘“‘mad
dog Weyler.”

_Lindsay declared that if the informa-
tion furnished by United States consuls
were 80 shocking as 1o subject them to
danger o! assassinavion if their names
were disclosed, it was time to send war
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shipe to Cuba and termijnate all diplo-
matic relations with that country.

It was developed in the course of &
collognoy between Senators Foraker,
an and Vest that the state de
ment had withheld the names of the
United States consuls reporting on the
serious condition of affairs in Cuba be-

cause it might lead to their massacre.

" Vest declared that this presented the
most serious phase of the subject as it
was time to protect our officials with
warships il gllr personal liberty was
threatened for making reports to their
government. .

No action on the resolution was taken,
but Morgan said he hoped te secure a
vote tomorrow on Hale’s motion to refer.
He desired to do this he said in order
that the Cuban resolution might not
antagonize the tariff bill on Monday.

When the Cuban resolution came up
Chandler moved that the adjournment
today be until Monday, disclaiming at
the same time any intention on the part
of the opponents of the resolution to de-
lay action.
