The following report of some extraordinary
proccedings in the Police Court has been hgnded
tous. It causes ua to reflect in the first phdce on
the extreme impropriety of allowing two Police
Magistra‘es, both of whom are in the direct pay
of the Govemnment, to occupy the Bench at the
same time, without the presence of a third or ia-
depedent Justice of the Peace, because when the
two Stipendiaries differ in opinion, and this has
been the case in more instances than this present
one, no judgracat can be rendered, and the really
aggrieved party has to suffer costs. In the next
place, if it be true that this Stipendiary Johnson
is also the Chicf Otficer of the Fortin Po'ice, it is
manifestly improper, and an outrage on publie
degency, that he should be permitted to act in any
case in which they are concerned.  Thirdly, when
o Magistrate so far forgets himself as to give the
slightest intimation before he hears the evidence,
of what his decision will be, it is clear that he
does not understand his duty, and to continue him
in an office for which he is unfit, is also an out-
rage on public justice. Furthermore, ve are in-
formed, that as long as this person, whose_ante-
cedents are well known in Montreal, does” con-
tinue Lo sit on the Bench, no Magistrate, execpl
perhaps one of the clique under Ministerial con-
trol, will sit there with him. The Bench is thus
made a purely political paitisan tribunal, before
which no one opposed to them can expect justice.
All this is a scandalous immorality.

We should recommend Mr. Brault to take this
case before the Quarter Sessions, where cases are
not tried in a hole-and-corner manner, and there
ascertain whether the public of Montreal cannot
be protected against this illegal force.
