AN ABE LINCOLN
MEMORIAL IS
LAUNCHED

Today is 105th Annivers-
ary of the Martyr’s
Birth.

A Marble Statue to Cost
$200,000 is to be
Erected.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 12.—The
National Capital to-day joined in the
national celebration of the 105th an-
niversary of the birth of Abraham
Lincoln, The celebration here was
irarked by the breaking of ground
in West Potomac Park fcr the con-
struction of a marble memorial to the
martyred president. which, when it
is completed, is to cost $2,000.000. A
program devoid of formality for the
technical beginning of the work was
carried out. This was due to a lack
of time, to make suitable arrange-
ments, and only Capt. W. W. Hart-
sell of the engineer corps of the army
who will have supervision of the
work, the contractors, the laborers
and a few others were present. The
celebration found deeper 'significance
than usual in Washington bcause,this
was the last Lincoln’s birthday which
will see standing two of the most
historic of the landmarks connected
with the life and death of the great
emancipator, They are Ford's Tha-
atre, where Lincoln was assassinated,
and the “Lincoln toy shop” wher:
Lincoln with his little son, ‘“Tad,”
sought relief from the cares of the
Civil War in play with lead soldier..

ARegularVolcano Ready
for Eruption in South
Afrlca

[By Special Wire to The Courier]

LONDON, Feb. 12.—“You e¢ould
‘easily smash the British Empire in 2
day's debate in parliament’ if it tried
to interfere with the autonomy grant-
ed to its various parts,” was the gist
of the reply given to-day by Lewis
Harcourt, secretary for the colonies
to the amendment moved by the La-
bor members in the House of Com-
mons to the address in reply to the
King's speech.

The Labor members suggested
that the government withhold its as-
sent to the bill of Premier Louis Bo-
tha bf South Africa, indemnifying
the South African Government for
its act in deporting the labor leaders
after the recent general strike there.
Without defending the action of the
South African .Governent Mr. Har-
court pointed out that there were
only 1,250,000 whites to 5,000,000
South African natives who, when
work had ceased at the mines, be-
came hungry and dangerous. He
added:

“That is the sort of ‘olcano on
which every one was sitting in South
Africa.”

Mr Harcourt declined to advise the
King to withhold his sanction from
the bill if it passed and he declare.l
that such advice would be entirely
unjustifiable. He urged the speakers
during the debate to be careful of
the sensitiveness of the self-govern-
ing dominions and to refrain from
saying a word of derogation of an
autonomous government.

A Homesteader may live within
aine miles of his homestead on a farm of

1—Settled the boundary question of
Manitoba, by extending its limits so
as to place it on an equality with Sas-
katchewan and Alberta.

Mr. Balfour on the Higher Values in
Ethical Scale.

Mr. Balfour continued his Gifford
Lectures on ' Natural Theology at
Glasgow University on Monday. In
his last lecture Mr. Balfour said he
had endeavored to show how asthetic
emotion required something beyond
the ordinary naturalistic explanation
of the universe if its values were to
be adequately maigtained. He now
applied the same general line of argu-
ment not to the question of beauty,
but to questions of morality. He left
aesthetics, and passed to ethics.

Dealing with the higher values in
the ethical scale, he characterized
those higher values as dependent on
and connected with their altruistic
and unselfish feelings for the family,
the tribe of mankind. 'Had natural
selection produced altruistic feel-
ings, belicfs, and emotions? He an-
swered, “Yes,” Had natural gelec-
tion produced higher values in the
ethical scale? His answer was as dir-
ect and simple.

A theistic setting was an absolute-
ly necessary setting for their ethical
judgments and emotions and it alone
could add to the conception of a pow-
erful and ingenious deity, author of

instalment of impressions on the fish
situation in Ontario,” said a Toronto
expert, “I asserted, without fear of
successful contradiction, that Cntario
waters, particularly. in Old Toronto,
had become unduly depleted.

“In former years, no country in the
world was iblessed with a greater pro-
fusion of game fish than this Provin-
ce. Anglers long ago conceded to
our brook trout, ’lunge, and black
bass the highest place in the finny
tribe. Of these, the black bass stands
pre-einent for fighting qualities. Not
only are these three fish particularly
desirable as furnishing sport, but, for
table purposes, equal the Best sca
fish obtainable anywhere. I Ontario,
as a matter of fact ,the trout, ‘lunge,
and bass are superior as the sea fish
are injured by. carriage and long
keeping.

Two Members of -Bass Family.

“Of the black bass, there are two

species, the large mouth, and the’
small mouth, . the tatter is the black
bass’ proper of sportsmen. It is gen-
erally considered the harder fighter
of the two. Both #varieties of the
black bass are found at times in the
same waters although the large
mouth is more widely distributed
than its’ cousin.
“Apart from their fighting qualities
there is not much to choose between
them, though many people have the
idea that the flesh of the large mouth
black bass is inferior to that of the
small mouth. The flavor, however,
depends very much more on the wat-
er from which the fish is taken than
on any peculmnty of the fish itself.
When captured in the clear, rocky
rivers of the North, the greatest epi-
cure can scarcely distinguish between
the species, but, when taken from
weedy, mud-bottomed lakes, the large
mouth. like all other fish, may be
flavored by its environment. The
small mouth black bass is not found
in such localities as I have mention-
last, and, therefore, is not contamin-
ated.

“Unfortunately, owing to the care-
lessness of our people in days gone
by, the bass have been almost ex-
terminated in the southern part of
Ontaric. The only good fish'ng
grounds left that are readily available
are in the St. Lawrence River, the
Western parts of Lake Erie, and the
Georgian Bay but even in these wat-
ers the fish are becoming fewer and
fcwer in number, while those that re-
main never get a chance to attain the
maxlmum S]7C

CANADA A COUNTRY
0F YOUNG PEOPLE

And One-fourth of All Resi-
dents of Quebec Are
Under Ten Years.

OTTAWA, Feb. ' 12.—The 18th
bulletin of the census -of 1011, issued
yesterday, contains the statistics of
ages of the people by single yearsby
totals for Canada, and for each of the
provinces also comparative statistics
of the distribution of the people by
age periods in 1911 and 1901.

The largest proportion per 1,000
of persons, under 10 years, is found
in the Province of Quebec, with 273,
508; as, compared with 271,456 in 190:
when it also held the premier pos-
ition. The lowest proportion is found
in British Columbia, with 166,343.
followed by Ontario, with 200,316 per
1,000; these two provinces occupie-l
the same relative positions in 19071,
the former having 169,347 and the
latter 208,303 per 1,000. The pro-
vinces. which show a betterment at
this age are Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick and Quebec. The greatest fall-
ing off is shown by Manitoba, which
has dropped from 270,004 to 248,677,
and by Prince Edward Island, which
has fallen from 232.086 to 214,450 per
1,000. The Western Provinces are
the regions of young men and women
as is shown by the large per cent.
of the population between the ages
of 20 and 4s. It is an interesting fact
that the highes¢ proportion for this
age period is to be found in British
Columbia, and that as we come east-
ward the proportion assumes a con-
stantly- decreasing figure. .

Where People Live Longer

The provinces showing the largest
proportion over 70 years are Prince
Edward Island, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and Ontario, with 52.9
46.6, 31.1 and 34.7 respectively per
:,000. while those showing the lowest
are Alberta, Saskatchewan, British
Columbia, and Manitoba, with 8.2
8.8, 12.3 and 13.3 per 1,000 respec-
tively. That Canada is pre-cminent-
ly a country of young people is evi-
denced by the fact that 812.0 persons
in every 1,000 of the population of
known age are under 45 years of age.

Six Divorces Per 10,000

The proportion. of divorces is given
as six in 10,000. Of the total male
population, 62 per cent. are single.
34.85 married, and 2.33 widowed. Of
the female population, 57.37 per cent
are single, 36.97 married, and 5.31
widowed. One man and fifteen wo-
men of under 15 years are married.
From 135 to 19 yc:{r,s, 1.20 per cent of
males and 6.9 per cent females ave
niarried.

Influence of immigration

The influence of immigration on
the relative standing of the sexes is
shown by the fact that in 1911 there
were nearly 113 micn to every 100.wo-
men, as compared with 105 to 100 in
1901. For the population under 15
years of age the proportion of males
to females is fairly level, with the
form:er having but a slight advantage.
In the population between the ages
of 26 and 43 this influence is strik-
ingly shown, the aggregate for this
period giving 124 males to 100 fe-
males. At the age of 70 the ratio of
males to females assumes again its
normal proportion. From 8o years of
age and upward the female population
exhibits a oreater tenacity fof llife
than do the males.

In all FEastern cities the female
population outnumbers the male ?n
very nearly a correspondingly ratio
to the extent that males preponder-
ate over femalcs in the West. Mont-
real is ‘the only Canadian city where
the numbers of males and females
are in fairly true proportions.

The tissues which are concerned in
shocks are like a wound-up watch
spring, ready to go off as quickly as a
halr-trigger. The brain, the muscles.
as well as the explosive thyroid and
other internal organs, are among them.

Gas or vapors, such as ether, chloro-
form, or laughing gas are no protection
against shock. The fact that a man is
comatose, unconscious, or under an
anaesthetic does not save his life from
shock. The brain is a powder train
touched off as easily under anaesthesia
as without it.

Experiments on Animals.

Dr. G. W. Crile was the first one to
emphasize this fact with experiments
upon dogs, cats, rabbits and similar
brutes.

Strong fear, worry and teasing per-
manently injured the brain of these
creatures. Proteins—foreign or new
foods—poisons from germs; drugs such
as narcoties; Injuries and the other
kinds of shock cause serious damage
to, and may even destroy, ‘the life of
those subjected to it.

Therefore, a new procedure and prac-
tice has come about in the art of medi-
cine and surgery.

Hereafter, whenever bad news must
be broken to persons likely to be se-
verely shocked, physicians must be sum-
.moned to give medicine that will cut off
or switch off the tissues such as the
thinking and reasoning segments of the
brain, so that when the news is broken
the tissues which spring the shock are
uncoupled from the rest of the body and
can do no harm.

Thus when certaln new and bizarre or
rare foods—proteins—are to be eaten for
the first or second time, the doctor must
first inject the correct drug to sever the
connecting links,

When a boil is to be opened, a tooth
to be drawn, a gum to be lanced, or
eyen the most trivial sort of pain is to
be inflicted the young, up-to-date prac-
titioner hastens first to separate the
scene of his activities from the rest of
the body.

She will take neither weapons,
clothing nor provisions, but will trust
to her woodcraft and her knowledge
of game to enable her to live and to
come forth fully clad and in fine
fighting trim. She is a fearless
ranger of the forests, and her friends
say she will accomplish her difficult
task, /

Miss Douglass declares she will
come forth at the end of the two
months fully clothed in such garb as
she can obtain in the woodlands.

Since childhood the girl, a daughter
of Gus Douglass, of Stratton, has fol-
lowed her father hundreds of miles in
the woods, has absorbed his funds of
woodlore and has studied the forests
and inland waters with their teeming
life. E
He is an expert shot, trapper, fish-
erman and guide, and just now he,
another man and Miss Douglass are
across the Canadian border on a
shooting trip.

Miss Douglass knows every kind of
tree and bird and animal to be found
i’ the Dead River region of this State,
knows every sort of animal of the field
and river banks, and every variety of
fish frequenting Carrabassett River
and the south and north branches of
the Dead River itself, in her home
district She knows all their habits
and peculiarities and has no fear of
life alone among them for two
months.

Stratton is a part of the town of
Eustice, forty-eight miles north of
Farmington. “The settlement and all
the region of the Dead River lying
thereabout is thinly populated, com-
parativly speaking, but it offers a
great field for the sportsman.

From her home town north to the
Canadian border no pond, stream or
trail is unknown to this twentieth
century Diana and the crack of her
rifle almost always brings down that
at which she aims. With her know-
ledge of the woods and game, ability
with a gun and endurance, she is
deadly equipped for her comming ad-
venture. ?

Miss Douglass last Summer carried
the mails over the rural route from
Stratton to and through neighboring
settlements for upward of twenty-five
miles and in all sorts of weather. She
is not of large frame, but is strong
and agile. .
