Perrible Scenes at Nushka.

‘The list cannot but be long and
dreadful. The fire pounced on
Matheson like a tiger. Onme woman
Went to a store to do some shopping
and she was caught there with two
children, away from the rest of her
people, who were only at the other
end of the street. But the worst
shambles are a. Nushka. Ties in the
Wahtaybeg bridge were burnt out
and trains got through for the first
time only last night, but the section
foreman said his crew counted fifty-
geyen bodies lying dead on the right
of way, and they had to push the
‘dead out of the way to get the hand-
car through. Out of a population of
300, omnly eight can be accounted for.

Sixteen Suffocated in Root-house

Outside Matheson in one root-
house there were sixteen people suf-
focated to death as they stood. On
Fromm’s farm, which is sandy and
well cleared, survivors say twenty-
five pepple took refuge. In an ordin-
ary fire this farm would have escap-
ed, but the wall of flames did not
gpare them, and they lie in heaps.

Prospector ‘Hero’s Vivid Story

Bill Fairburn, a stalwart prospec-
tor, who undoubtedly saved many

‘lives on that awful Saturday,:gives

a most-vivid description of-the fire.
“It came,” he said, “sped by a
howling tornado, a living + wave of
flame, travelling at sixty miles an
hour, and nothing lived in its wake.
Matheson was in flames in a few

Glad to be Merely Alive

destitute, yet nearly all were cheer-

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THE SITUATION.

The British had a quiet day at the
front on Sunday, while the French
were subjected by the foe to some
violent counter attacks, which were
successfully repulsed with very heavy
losses to the Huns.

The troops of General Brusiloff
continue their triumphal progress in
spite of all the Teutons can do to
stop them. They have now swept
across the Stokhod river, and are
still furthering strengthening thir
grasp around Kovel, where five im-
portant railways converge.

General Sir Douglas Haig, head ol
the British troops in France, ™as
given a notable interview, in whizh
he points out that during the first
two years of the war, the allies had
to bend every effort to gain time by
keeping the Germans from forecing
a decision, the while the mnecessary
preparations were made to.take from
them the offensive. The latter pro-
cess was now under achievement.
“The third year of the war will be
the Allies,” says Sir Douglas, and no
one can doubt that fact, least of all
the Kaiser and his crew. Satisfactory
though the present progress is prov-
ing, the British commander points
out that John Bull will not achieve
his full strength on land until next
summer. He adds: “Our men ask on-
1y to keep on attacking. They fe=l
that they have taken the measure of
the Germans.

So without any doubt they have,
and that the “contemptible little
army,” to which the Kaiser made
sneering reference, is now recognized
by the Huns as a mighty engine oi
offensive, is best illustrated by the
fact that they are opposing their best
against them, but to no permanent
avail.

It has a
right to prevent its own subjects
from doing it through these inter-
mediaries, if it can, and that is what
it is attempting.”

NO TIVBER
WL B LEET

If War Lasts An(;fher Three
Years, Forests Will Be
Gone.

London. Aug. 1.—So much timb-
er is being used for the war it is
said by.advocates of a government
scheme for re-afforestation that if
the war lasts another three years
the HYitish Isles will be entirely de-
puded of timber. v

One feature of the situation is
that some pre-war sources of supply
are no longer available. Fifty-five
per cent of timber imported in for-
mal times came from Russia, Swe-
den and Germany, four per cent.
fiom Norway, and 41 percent. from
France, Portugal and Spain. Since
the war this country has had to re-
ly partly on supplies from Norway
and Sweden and largely on French
and Portuguese supplies, and to
make good the deficit from woods
and forests in the British Isles.

To maintain the supply the mna-
tion is making huge inroads into its
cwn standing timber. It is impos-
sible to travel by rail through parts
of Scotland without seeing the
wholesale cutting of trees. The axe
i¢ making a clean sweep of whole
woods.

There are only three million acres
of wooded land in the United King-
dom at the present time.

All the British Soldier Asks Now is to
let Him Keep onthe Offensive--Max-
imum of Empire’s Strength on Land
Will Not be Reached Until Next

Summer

With the British Armies in the
Field, Aug: 1.—At the close of two
years of war and of the first month
of the Britisi offensive, Sir Douglas
Haig, ecommander-in-chief of the
group of British armies in France,
speaking of the situation, laid parti-
cular emphasis on the fact that the
beginning:of the third year of war
saw the initiative entirely with the
allies on. all fronts, while England

for the first time was exerting some- |
thing like the power worthy of her |

numbers and resources on land.

“The .tide has turned,” he said.
“Tim~ has been with the allies from
the first. It is only a question of
more time till we win a decisive vic-
tory, whiéh is the one sure way, to
bring peace in this as in other wars.
Until this victory. is. won, .it ill be-
comes a British soldier in Fracne t9
think of peace,”

On the Battle Line.

Those who have had freedom along

the battle lines during the last four

weeks have had- glimpses - of the/

youthful and scholarly features of
Sir Douglas in passing in his auto-
mobile on dusty roads, in the thick
of the moving troops and transports,
and agdin of his athletic figure
alighting from his car at the head-
cuarters of one of the army com-
manders for a conference.

Biat mostly his time is spent in a
guiet room in the small —.chateau
which forms his personal headquart-
ers. In the centre of this room,
where he had 2 talk with the corres-
pondent yesterday, was raised a map
of the region of the present offen-
sive, with every detail; Toads.
woods, villages. trenches, ridges and
valleys and all contours revealed at
a glance.

The only other machinery at his
command were little sheets of “Tre-
ports which come from . the firing-
line through ecurtains of shell-fire,

giving the status of the-situation at{

intervals on every sector of the
iront.
First Problem Accomplished.

“The problem of the first summer’s
campaign and of the second for the
allies was to hold the Germans from
forcing a decision with their ready
pumbers of men and guns and
shells,” said Sir Douglas. .‘“Whether
jt was the able generalship and the
heroism of the French on the Marn2,
the dogged retreat of the little Brit-
jsh expeditionary force from Mons,
the stubborn resistance of the French
and British to German effort for the
Channel ports, the Russian retreat
last summer, Belgium’s or Seriba’s
sacrifice, Italy’s stone-walling against
Austria’s offensive, or France's im-
mortal defence of Verdun; the pur-
pose was always to gain time for the
preparations necessary to take the
offensive away from the enemy.”

He mentioned the days at Ypres in
the Fall of 1914, when the British
had not battalions where they have
divisions new, and fought with flesn
and blood against superior gunfire.
Since he took comamnd of the armv
his favorite word has been ‘‘pati-
ence,” to his subordinates and call-
€rs.

Built From the Bottom

“Our unpreparedness at the start
of the war was due to its unexpect-
edness; that is no secret,”” he con-
tinued. ‘“While France, which had a
great national army and universal
service, was giving all her strength,
we had to begin building from the

ibottomf The majority of our best

‘regular officers had been killed or
wounded in the early fighting. With
the remainder as a nucleus to drill
‘and organize the ‘volunteers who
‘were-raw but had the ‘spirit that
quickeneth,’ we undertook to create
an army of millions, which must be
officered largely by men of no mili-
tary experience, to fight the German
army, with its 40 years of prepara-
tion.

“We had to make uniforms before
the men who had enlisted could be
taken out of the civilian garb. We
had to build plants before we could
fmanufacture rifles, before we could
arm our recruits, and we had to
build guns and ammunition plants
before we had artillery.

Stone-walling for Months

“Meanwhile we had to keep on
stone-walling in France with such
.troops as we had ready against that
prepared foe, whose blows were the
sturdier, in his efforts for a decision
owing to his realization that time
was against him.

“Now the new army has had its

first practical experience in an at-|

tack on a large scale.”

After his plans were made and the
order had been given to advance on
July 1, he could only await the news
of. the results in this quiet room with
its atmosphere of detachment. There
was no change in his imperturbability
in the<half hour of suspense before
the first definite information arrived
out of a mantle of shell, smoke and
confusion into which the British in-
fantry charged over a sixteen-mile
frent. When night came he listened
to the reports of his subordinates,
made plans for the morrow and gave
directions with his customary brev-
ity.

As Fresh as at the Start

With the hardy constitution of the
Scpt, keeping up his exercise and in-
sistent on a fair allowance of sleep,
he seems as fresh at the end of a
month’s battle and of two years of
war as when the war began.

‘“However well trained an army,”’
he continued, ‘“however able its gen-
erals and however ample its artillery
and munitions, the supreme test in
a war of this kind is its capacity,
unit by unit, for bearing heavy losses
unflinchingly. Whatever sacrifice of
life was necessary to the end these
new army men have borne ik without
wavering and in a manner worthy of
the best traditions of the Anglo-
Saxon race when it has had to fight
for principles associated with its his-
tory the world over.

“When her navy held England safe
from invasion it was the principle
that led these men, all volunteers, to
fight on soil which is not their own.
They realized the preparedness and
discipline and the autocratic organi-
zation of the enemy which stood for
militarism, which is abhorrent to
them.”

Turning to the map, he put his
finger first on Pozieres and then on
Delville Wood, where the British in-
cessant struggle gained precious high
ground.

Superior Man to Man,

“Here our men, after they had
conguered a maze of trench fortifica-
tions which the Germans had been
@ year and a half in building, have
‘ouzht under field conditions, dig-
ging what cover they could, with-
standing counter-attacks with all the
stubbornness of the regulars at

— e L
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Ypres, continuing to advance, pitting
their skill and courage and resource
against those of an army of forty
vears of preparation. 3
“Their confidence that as man to
man, with equally good artillery sup-
port, they were the superior of the
German has been justified by the
events. Now they are victorious, 1f
we had gained less ground; if we
had not in conjunction with the
French inflicted heavier losses on
the enemy than our own, our offen-
'sive would have been worth while
for its benefit to our morale.
“Our men ask only to keep on at-
tacking. They feel that ithey have

In some regions, our own losses have
been severe, in instan¢es of some
units whose steadiness/in the face: of
a most galling fire has epsured rec-
lianee in others under a similar test.

month of July to date; im the midst
of a continuous offensive, has been
less than five times the total of June,
when we were in our trenches.

“But you have been able to see
these things for yourself as a corre-
spondent. Your pass will take you
into the front line at Pozieres and
to that of Delville Wood, as well as
to any headquarters, from that of a
battalion to that -of an army, Or
wherever you please.”

Then Sir Douglas referred to the
character of the German aimy and
to that of the British army as re-
vealed by the fighting of the last
four weeks.

«Phe British soldier,” said he, “is
used to thinking for himself, and
recognizes the stubborn task before
him, but the German is docile in his
obedience and takes his ideas from
his superiors without question. He
was led to believe that the offen-
sive of our new army, which was
not taught their kind of discipline,
and therefore was inefficient, could
not be formidable.

“When we followed the breach in
their first line with a breach in their
second line, the shock of our success
was accordingly the greater to their
minds. For -the first time German
officers who were taken admitted
that Germany was beaten. One of
them, who was on his way to Eng-
land and had glimpses of our reser-
ve camps in France, said that he had
been told that the British had only
a fringe of troops on their first line,
and that once our attack was re-
pulsed the Germans could go through
to the coast and end the war.”
“Facts Are Chiels That Wanna Din.”

Finally, in expressing his views of
the situation, Sir Douglas indulged
in a Scotch phrase: ‘‘Facts are chiels
that winna din,”” and continued:

“The third year of the war will be
the allies’ year. No less than France,
now that we are ready, Wwe shall
give all the strength there is in us
to drive the invader from her soil
and from that of Belgium. England
will not achieve her full strength on
land, however. until next Summer.
All those who believe that our cause
is the cause of civiliaztion may rest
assured ‘that this army has no
thought except to go on delivering
blow after blow untjl we have won
that victory by force of arms which
will secure an enduring peace.”
