SHORT SESSION THE
TALK NOW AT OTTAWA

Important Inter-Provincial Confer-
* ence to Consider Senate Reform
Will be Held Shortly After
Close.

OTTAWA, Feb, 23.—It is now made
absolutely certain that the present ses-
sion of the Dominion will not be called
upon to deal with the proposed Govern-
ment measure for Senate reform. Pre-
vious to the opening of this Parliament
it was generally assumed that a measure
would .be submitted in this fourth ses-
sion, but the Speech from the Throne
referred only to the calling of a confer-
ence - between the Federal and Provin-
cial Governments to consider the ques-
tion of amending the British North
America Act to permit of some reform
of the upper chamber.

That conference, as was intimated
last week in the debate on W. F. Mac-
lean’s resolution regarding federal power
to amend the British North America
Act, will be held very shortly after the
close of the present session and the
present session from present indications
will be much more brief than was at
first anticipated, for there is little of a
highly contentious nature likely to be
submitted to Parliament.
in it now appears that much less
than, six months will elapse before the
fifth and last session of this Parliament
will be called., That session will, it is
believed, shortly precede the general
election. So it is believed that the next
appeal to the people may be held in the
same month in which the King Govern-
ment came into power—December.

As to the inter-Governmental con-
ference to deal with amendment to the
B.N.A. Act and Senate reform Hon.
Emest Lapointe, Minister of Justice, in
the debate last week on Mr. Maclean’s
resolution made a notable appeal for
open-mindedness at that gathering. His
actual words have not yet been printed.
They follow:

“I appeal to all those who will have to
speak in any authoritative way on this
question not to put difficulties in the
way by untimely and immature state-
ments in regard to this conference. It
ought to be a momentous gathering.
Everybody should go there with a free
open mind and convinced that they
should listen to all the arguments and
try if possible to come to an agreement
and meet the wishes of the majority of
the people of Canada.”

PRESEN T conditions in our civic affairs constitute a crisis

which may very profitably engage the attention of every citi-
zen. The retirement of Mr, Stairs from the position of town mana-
ger, to accept a similar position which gives promise of more speedy
advancement, makes it incumbent upon the le of Wolfville to
again consider the appointment of such an official.

THE ACAD/AN was the fi st to suggest the
appointment of a manager, and while we do not undertake to as-
sume responsibility for everything that has been done in connection
with the undertaking we are still convinced that under proper con-
ditions the idea is a good one. No one will question that Mr. Stairs
has been a conscientious and faithful official and that he has done
his best to advance the interests of the community in every way.
Coming to Wolfville as a perfect stranger to our needs and naturally
with little knowledge of small town problems, he gave himself to the
task and no one can deny that he has rendered good and efficient
service. Unquestionably his experience here has been of value,
and had he stayed Wolfville would have profitted by this experience.
As it is Windsor will be the gainer and Wolfville the loser by the
change. The question which now faces our citizens involves a de-
cision bétween seeking another man to take the position which Mr.
