MINISTER EXPLAINS
INCREASED TAXES’

____ v
An official statement has been 

made by the Minister of Customs 
and Excise, Hon. Jacques Bureau, ex. 
plaining the increased taxes which 
come into effect on Aug. 1st. The 
statement of the Minister is as fol­
lows:

“The increased stamp tax on bills 
of exchange, bank advances, over­
drafts, cheques, sales and transfers 
of stocks and bonds, express money 
orders, travellers cheques and post 
office money orders, becomes effec­
tive on Aug. 1st next.

“The tax on bills of exchange, pro­
missory notes and advances or over 
drafts is payable at the rate of 2 
cents for every $50 or fraction there­
of.

“Cheques, money orders and tra­
vellers’ cheques for amounts of $50, 
or under, require a 2 cents stamp.
If the amount for which they are 
issued exceeds $50, but does not ex­
ceed $5,000, a 2 cent stamp for every 
$50, or fraction thereof is required to 
be affixed thereto. Cheques, money 
orders and travellers’ cheques which 
exceed $5,000 in amount require a 
$2 stamp.

“The tax is to be paid by means of 
excise tax stamps in preference to 
postage stamps, affixed to the face of 
the cheque or money order. Régula 
tions have, however, been issued 
whereby the tax on cheques may be 
paid monthly in place of affixing 
such stamps to the individual cheq­
ues. Under these regulations, the che 
ques are embossed with a stamp stat­
ing that the excise tax has been paid 
Special licenses are issued by the 
Department of Customs and Excise 
to firms who desire to pay the tax 
monthly.”

Ottawa, July 27—The threatened 
strike of the railway shopmen will 
not materialize, it was indicated 
from official sources here tonight, 
provided arrangements ^already un­
derway were made effective. The 
situation, which has been regarded 
as critical, was relieved when it was 
understood that a Board of Arbitra­
tion would be fully constituted and 
able to meet within a few days. It 
was stated, authoritatively, there 

s every expectation that the 
board would be functioning by the 
first of next week.

Montreal, July 27—Isaac Pitblado, 
K. C., of Winnipeg, has been appoin­
ted to represent > the Canadian Rail­
way Companies on the Board of Con­
ciliation which will attempt to settle 
the dispute between the companies 
and the railway shopmen (Division 
No. 4, Railway Employees Depart­
ment, American Federation of Lab­
or). James Simpson, of Toronto, 
has been appointed by the shopmen 
to act for them, and it now remains 
to agree upon a chairman.

It was announced tonight, by the 
Railway Association of Canada, that 
each of the railway companies have 
received notice of a Board of Con­
ciliation. with regard to the shop­
men’s dispute. As no official notifica 
tion has yet arrived from the Depart 
ment of Labor to the railway com­
panies with regard to a conciliation 
board for the Maintenance of *Way 
Men, there has been no appointment 
of a member to represent the rail­

N.B. FOREST
INDUSTRIES

By Robson Black, Manager, Canadian 
Forestry Association.

New Brunswick yet ranks fourth 
among the provinces of the Domin­
ion in timber production. The 
amount of capital invested in the 
forest industry has steadily increas­
ed until today the capitalization tot­
als about $45,000,000. This includes 
the manufacture of lumber, laths and 
shingles, the pulp and paper indus­
try which has grown rapidly thte last 
ten years and the numerous plan­
ing mills, sash and door factories, 
hardwood industries, etc.z It is ex­
pected that with the continued 
growth of the industry, especially 
the pulp and paper and the hard­
wood industry, which is slowly but 
surely being established in this pro­
vince, that the valuation of the in­
dustry will soon pass the Fifty Mil­
lion Dollar Mark. Through contin­
ued development, New Brunswick is 
holding firmly to fourth position.

The annual payroll in the produc­
tion of lumber, lath and shingles 
amounted in round numbers to. a 
little over 5% million dollars in 
1919. Add to this the yearly payroll 
of the other industries which totals 
over $1,000,000 and we may begin 
to realize the great importance of 
this great basic industry to toe 
prosperity of the province. Contin­
ued growth has been possible be­
cause the province yet contains a 
considerable amount d*x raw mater­
ial in -the shape of green forests 
which may be regarded as capital 
producing crops through the simple 
process of growth. About 65% of 
the total area of the province is 
wooded.

Thus is seen the necessity of keep­
ing the forest land productive. It is 
most essential that the mills al­
ways maintain that industrious and 
healthy appearance, a direct con­
trast to the deserted village of tar 
paper shacks, rusty stacks and dis­
banded equipment of a worked out 
mine. Lumbermen have realized 
that judicious cutting will not hurt 
the forest. What they do fear is 
Forest Fires, which through the des­
truction of the raw material renders 
valueless the immense amounts of 
capital Invested in plants and equip­
ment. It should be remembered by 
all those going into the forest on 
business or pleasure that the first 
and foremost habit to acquire is that 
of being careful of fires. It is an 
easy habit to acquire if one will only 
practice it on the lighted matches, 
burning tobacco, and abandoned 
camp fires, and it will result in re­
duced destruction to the forest crop.

salt water fish, but it spawns in 
fresh watetr. The bass is a salt 
water fish. They belong distinctly 
to the sea-perch family. But some 
of them have left the sea altogether 
almost and now live in fresh water.

There has always been a great 
deal of controversy over the point of 
habitat of th'e samon. There are 
those who call it a fresh-water fish 
that goes to the sea to feed, and 
there are others who say the reverse 
You may have heard this debated by 
the fireside in the fishing camp at 
Upper Dam, Rangeley, as I have 
heard it in the old days. Most of 
the experts whom I have recognized 
have contended that it was original­
ly a salt water fish that came up 
river to breed. Yet many contend 
that It goes to sea for strength and 
food.

But the truth probably is that it is 
a marine fish. And the wonderful 
thing is that It is conquering two 
habitats—that is it is evolving into 
what is probably diverse types and 
if afforded the pure water of streams 
will develop yet a higher form. It to 
said that even In the trout family, 
those In the rlevrs and ponds are be 
ing reinforced by migrants from the 
sea. It is unquestioned that many 
trout go to sea and live there, escap 
ing over dams and obstructions, get­
ting into our rivers and flinally into 
the deep seas. A fish related to the 
trout, called the char, Inhabits larg­
ely cold, remote and deep northern 
lakes. But there are Arctic forms 
that live In the sea, but go up the 
rivers of fresh water just as do the 
salmon, where they produce their 
young.

These façtfl. are all Indicative of 
the changing habits of various forms 
of life and of the wonderful develop 
ment of life going on around us 
every day.

are taking a by no means unimportant part Their ship­
ments to foreign countries, and particularly to other parts 
of the British Empire are an increasing factor in trade de­
velopment The above photograph shows a train of 25 cars 
of Studebaker automobiles which recently left the Stude- 
baker factory at Walkerville, Ont., where the automobiles 
were built, on a long journey over the C.P.R. to London, 
England. This was only part of the shipment, fifteen other 
carloads having gone forward very shortly afterwards. ^ 

Cars shipped overseas require far different treatment than 
those shipped by rail. In the first place, an export car 
is enclosed in a huge wooden case, sturdily bound and bolted 
together so that it has ample strength to withstand the

rougli handling it must contend with in being hoisted into 
perhaps shipped overland if its destination happens to be 
he hold of a ship, then rehoisted out upon the wharf and 
an inland town.

In order to crate the car, the wheels are removed, top and 
windshield taken off, and every device employed toward 
making the packing as compact as possible.

CANADA'S PRESSING, NEED i
FOR IMMIGRATION POLICY

I Colonization and Development Expert Says First 
Step 1 owards Relieving Business Depression 

Is Establishment of Broad & Progressive 
Immigration Policy.

The immigration policy of Canada 
for the future is the making. It 
is among the first two or three ques­
tions now before the people of this 
country, and no one is better fitted 
to advise concerning it than is Col. 
J. S. Dennis, of Montreal. Col. 
Dennis has spent fifty years deal­
ing more or less directly with this 
problem. In the service of the Do­
minion Government in Western Can­
ada and later with the Land Depart­
ment of the Hudson’s Bay Company 
and for the past 21 years with the 
C. P. R. Department of Colonization 
and Development, of which he i: 
now Chief Commissioner, his activi 
ties have been largely directed to­
wards filling Canada’s vacant place 
with desirable settlers, producers of 
wealth such as are to-day more than 
ever needed to re-establish the pros­
perity of the Canadian people.

In view of the fact that the ques­
tion is to-day of greater public im-

Krtance than it has ever been. Col.
-nnis has made a statement on the 

subject which will be read with in­
terest in all parts of Canada. In 
voicing the need of an aggressive 
and progressive colonization and de­
velopment policy Col. Dennis points 
out that it is the foundation upon 
which the superstructure of the solu 
tion of Canada’s railway, industrial 
and unemployment problems must 
be erected, and he continues:—

“In Canada to-day we ha*e 1 mile 
of railway for every 236.6 of our 
population, and, in the four Western 
Provinces, 1 mile for every 110. 
Compared with this, the United 
States has 1 mile of railway for 
every 404 persons, and Great Britain 
one mile for every 1,804.

“In the three Provinces of Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, are 
80 million acres of land suitable for 
immediate cultivation, unoccupied 
and non-productive, within 16 mile? 
of each side of the railways now in 
operation.

“In the older provinces of Canada 
•we have many thousands of im­
proved farms, unoccupied and non­
productive and waiting for colonists 

“Tie National Debt of Canada to­
day is *2,372,000,000, or about $276 
per capita of the population, and the 
annual interest btt this debt amounts 
te $114,006,000 as compared with a 
total Federal revende in 1918 of 
$168,000.000.

"The census of 1911 showed that

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“Naturally, as part of the British 
Empire, we should first look to ob­
taining the greatest possible number 
from Great Britain and Ireland,

“The present population of the 
United Kingdom is 47,000,000, but 
of this number, less than 4,000,000 
are engaged in agriculture, and un­
less we are prepared to take a large 
number of colonists without an> 
previous knowledge of agriculture 
we cannot look for the immigra­
tion of large numbers from Britain 
Further, it would now seem to be 
perfectly clear that the United 
Kingdom, and particularly England 
must look forward to the emigra 
tion of many millions of its people 
and our policy should be aimed at 
co-operative action between our 
Government and that of the Home- 
Country to evolve some scheme un 
der which many of these peiple ot 
the younger generation can be fitted 
for agricultural life in Canada by 
some preliminary training at horr.f 
and finishing the training here, to­
gether with final assistance to en 
able them to establish themselves as 
farmers after this training has been 
obtained.

“We must, naturally, look for a 
large proportion of our agricultural 
colonists from the United States.

“We should also look forward to 
the immigration of large numbers 
of desirable colonists from Centrai 
Europe. While it should b; our aim 
to maintain and extend British 
ideals and our Canadian citizenship, 
we must not forget that many who 
have come from so-called foreign 
countries are to-day amongst our 
most progressive and valued citizens 
and who have been, and are taking 
an active part to solve our national 
problems and are proving their 
willingness and desire to become

food Canadians, as is proved by the 
act that in one of our Western 

Universities, over 50% of the stud 
ents are of so-called foreign parent­
age, and that, during the war, many 
of our military units contained upon 
their rolls the names of many so 
called foreigners.

No British Need Apply 
“Canada has no definite emigration 

or colonization policy at present, 
and, in fact, the enforcement of the 
existing Immigration Act, and the 
regulations thereunder, during th< 
past two years has done more to 
discourage immigration and coloni 
ration than to encourage it So far 
as Great Britain is concerned, our 
excessive regulations and unwar 
ranted deportations have created 9 
general feeling that we in Canada 
have closed the door and do not wan 
British colonists.

“We have, under our existing law 
and regulations, a provision for th<- 
deportation of colonists who do no? 
come to Canada on a so-called “non 
contifeooaa journey.” The en Com­
ment of this regulation hes resulted 
in the deportation of many desirabL 
colonists, and. If followed to Its !or> 
cal conclusion, the regulation to da 
can be utilised to-refuse admiAxior 
to Caaada to any desirable coloni** 
due to the aboard fact that be du 
not happen to start oh fhttVr r>
from doe country of his nationally

continuous journey, irrespective en­
tirely, apparently, of whether they 
were the character of colonists we 
wanted or whether they would have 
made good citizens.

“In considering the question of de­
velopment, I would direct your at­
tention to the fact that Nature has 
blessed us in Canada with resources 
of agricultural land, timber, miner­
als and other things which, poten­
tially, are ample security for our 
vast National debt, but the possi­
bility of taking care of and dis­
charging that debt is entirely de­
pendent upon our development pol­
icy. These resources, undeveloped, 
are of no value, and, without men 
and women, cannot be developed.

“1 adnr frankly, that, particularly, 
in Western Canada and ip certain of 
our older provinces, recolonization 
of our unoccupied farms and agri­
cultural development are the main 
factors in the problem we are dis­
cussing. But let me point out the 
following facts to you.

‘‘Taking the railway traffic of Can­
ada as an Indication of wealth re­
sulting from development In 1020, 
the products of mines provide ’ 35% 
of the railway tonnage, the products 
of the forests 18%, while agricul­
tural products provided only 17%. 
It is true that these figures indi­
cate the necessity for increasing 
our agricultural production, but, at 
the same time tney point out the 
existing importance of the extension 
and further development of the pro­
ducts of our mines and forests, and 
the important part that that de­
velopment will play in aiding the 
solution of our railway problem and 
iu adding materially to the general 
welfare of Canada.

Spot Where More Tlym 21,400 of the
Bravest of Our Land Are Buried, 

la Field of White.

Paul Block, Paris correspondent of 
the Berliner Tageblatt, was recently a 
sympathetic observer of the destruc­
tion wrought by his countrymen in 
northern France, and sent to his pa­
per a detailed report of his trip 
through the devastated region. Of a 
certain point in his journey he writes :

The guide relates in a matter-of- 
fact way that of the 131 villages which 
he covers in’ his trip some eighty have 
been utterly destroyed. This part of 
the journey, from Clermonten-Argonne 
to Boureuilles, has all been wrecked 
by the war, but the worst came after 
we reached Varennes. From there to 
Verdun it is a desert—over which the 
horsemen of the Apocalypse have 
swept. •

At only one point is there any evi­
dence of restoration, and this has be­
come one of the sights of the region. 
I mean the American . cemetery at 
Romagne below Mont fa neon. When­
ever the Americans take anything up 
they do It in a wholesale way. Al­
though we had come solely to see 
ruins, we could not pass this ceme­
tery without a visit. It is the only 
one of its kind.

On a gently rising hill purchased 
outright for this purpose are buried 
the 21,400 Americans, who fell during 
the fighting around Montfaucon. Some 
kilometers before we reached this 
point we noted little white signboards 
along the road directing us to this 
gigantic graveyard ; for many of the 
relatives of the fallen cross the sea 
in order to visit the last resting place 
of those dear to them.

But when you come within half a 
mile of the point you need no further 
guidance. An apparently limitless 
field of white suddenly greets the vis­
ion In the distance. This is the effect 
of the 21,400 tombstones of equal size 
shining in the sunlight. There are 
crosses for protestants and Catholics, 
and stars for Jews, ranged closely side 
by side, at the heads of 21,400 uni­
form, well-kept graves. They all lie 
there, the officers in the middle. A 
great star of foliage plants separates 
the world of the dead from the world 
of. the living. High above the graves 
flutters the Stars and Stripes. Sad, 
indeed, as Is the thought that a whole 
army of vigorous young boys here 
slumber In death, this cemetery has 
nothing gloomy about it. It is a bright 
and cheerful burial place.

And the army of the dead has Its 
commander. An American officer and 
his staff reside In the group of tidy 
houses opposite the entrance, to guard 
the resting place of their dead coun­
trymen. One of them came forward 
and greeted us, a cheerful, young man 
with a wholesome ruddy countenance. 
What had Induced him to exile himself 
here In this solitude? High pay? A 
sense of duty? Love for France? 
Hie last suggestion is not very plaus­
ible, for he does not know a single 
word of French. In any case, his 
nerves must be sound, else he could 
not live here day after day, hour after 
hour, guarding these 21,400 graves, 
without going mad.

FIRE PREVENTION 
DAYOCTOBER 9

Because of the great loss of life 
and property damage by fire dur­
ing the past decade, the Govern­
ment by proclamation is calling 
upon all citizens to exercise spec­
ial care and to observe October 9 
as fire prevention day.

According to the proclamation, 
citizens will be required to inspect 
their dwellings and remove all ar­
ticles that are likely to cause a 
fire.

The proclamation recommends 
the holding of fire drills in tne 
schools and for the employees of 
all large stores and factories. 
Special instructions in fire prev­
ention is recommended to be given 
by school teachers, municipal offi­
cers and boy scout leaders. In the 
bush, operators of lumber camps, 
settlers, campers hunters will be 
required to acquaint themselve* 
with the regulations governing the 
prevention of fire. There is also 
a recommendation that all legis­
lation and regulations dealing 
with fire prevention be given 
proper publicity.

Milton, Nov. 17—As the result 
of a strange disSase, the origin of 
which is baffling the doctors in 
this part of Ontario, two children 
belonging to a well-known family 
of Nassagaweya township, near 
Milton, have died in agony.

Two weeks ago three of the five 
children became suddenly ill with 
the disease, which was accomp­
anied by convulsions. Dr. Mc- 
Niven of Acton was called, but 
was unable to diagnose the case. 
Dr Howitt of Guelph was then 
sent for, and he, too was baffled, 
as were other physicians who 
have since been called.

The first child, a girl of 15 
months, passed away a few day? 
ago, and the second, a three year 
old boy, was buried yesterday. 
The third child, a boÿ five years 
old, is still seriously ill.

Dr. Howitt believes the sick­
ness was caused by a fly carrying 
a contagious disease, and deposit­
ing it on [apples which were eaten 
by the three children. The lining 
of tjie bowels of the two cnildren 
who died came off, and their 
bodies were reduced to skin and 
banes.

Dr. Grant Fleming, Deputy 
Medical Officer of Health for 
Toronto, stated yesterday he did 
not think these children were 
suffering, from any unknown die-

infected through fly- 

milk or food. He thought l

Health Department 
Demanding Payments 

From Municipalities
Demands have been served up­

on the secretary treasurers of six 
municipalities in N.B. on behalf 
of the Provincial Department of 
public health calling upon them 
to pay over amounts for which 
judgments have been secured, the 
total of which is between $20.000 
and $30.000.

It was stated in official circles 
that if the six recalcitrant mun­
icipalities declined to pay, as de­
manded, steps would be taken to 
enforce payment. The public 
health act provides for the arrest 
of secretary treasurers of municip­
alities which fail to pay assess­
ments and extreme measures of 
that kind, it was said, would soon 
be taken unless payments are 
made.

The counties which have failed 
to pay and of which amounts are 
now being demanded are Albert, 
King’s, Queen’s, Sunbury, Kent 
and Northumberland.

Guelph. — Realizing that some 

effort should be made to preserve 
the old C. P. R. station building, the 
first house, built in Guelph, which 
is located 'on a piece of ground at 
the foot of Woolwich Street, and 
which is fast going to ruin, the civic 
improvement committee of Guelph 
decided to make a move towards 
having improvements carried out to 
preserve the building!

Galt.—General Manager M. W. 
Kirkwood of the Lake Eric & North­
ern and Grand River Railways has 
announced that early in July, work 
would be started on the new Union 
Depot on Main street. The plans have 
been finally approved and tenders 
have been called for. The building, 
which will be of rug brick construc­
tion, one storey in height, but later 
it is intended to add another storey, 
Jo accommodate the general offices 
now located in Scott’s Block.

Moose Jaw.—The roof is now on 
the Dominion Express Company’s 
new building, west of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company office 
building, and the work is being 
rushed with great speed. As soon 
as ths Express Company building is 
in shape to be occupied, the old 
building will be removed and the 
work vf installing the new tracks 
will be commenced.

In front of the new depot the con­
crete roadway is laid in squares of 
♦en feet. The city electricians have 
completed the installation of the two 
electric light standards at the outer 
edges of the sidewalks on both sides 
of the roadway.

Galt.—After 40 years of con­
tinuous and faithful service as an 
employee of the C. P. R., Alex. Mc­
Kean, city ticket agent here for the 
past 16 years, joined the list of the 
superannuated and his place was 
taken by John Campbell, for neany 
years a permanent resident of Galt, 
at one time depot and freight agent, 
but for the past several years 
travelling passenger agent.

Mr. McKean commenced his rail­
road career in the freight audit de­
partment at Winnipeg, was agent at 
High Bluff, Manitoba, for a couple 
of years and for 17 years success­
fully conducted a mercantile busi­
ness in Mount Forest, handling rail­
way, steamship, telegraph and ex­
press services. It was from Mount 
Forest that he came to Galt in 1906.

Vancouver. — Vancouver's first 
transcontinental railway train enter­
ed the city thirty-five years ago, 
when prophecies were made which 
have now reached full realization. 
In the address of welcome to Henry 
Abbott, who was then superintendent 
of the Pacific Division of the C. P. 
R., Mayor M. A. Maclean drew a 
word-picture of Vancouver in the 
future which is now a fact.

Vancouver’s first train was drawn 
bv an old wood-burning type engine 
and included a baggage, colonist 
sleeper and pullman and drawing­
room cars of the latest type at that 
date. The engine was draped in 
evergreens and bore placards bear­
ing inscriptions “From Ocean to 
Ocean’’ and many mottoes declaring 
the achievements of the men who 
undertook the construction of the 
C. P. R.

P. Earnhardt was conductor and 
P. Righter, engineer.

The celebration of the arrival of 
the train was carried, on far into 
the night, the city band serenading 
officials of the C. P. R. and a toich- 
light procession being staged 
through the city.

Woodstock, Oatario.—In the death 
of Charles Garden, C.E.. which occur­
red at the residence of Col. F. H. 
J. Dibblee recently, there passed 
away the last male member in his 
generation, of a family associated 
with the history and progress of 
Woodstock for well-nigh, if not 
quite, a century. Mr. Garden was 
connected with the building ot the 
C. P. R. through the Rockies. He 
was one of the advance guard of the 
exploration party. The route of 
this party was via the N. P. R. to 
Bismark, Dakota, up the Missouri to 
Benton and thmee by trek to Cal­
gary and up the Bow. Only one 
party came over the Rockies' sum­
mit. Mr. Garden was transit man 
and the party consisted of fifteen 
men. They came through the Ver­
million, south of Kickinghorse and 
made their way to what is now call­
ed “Golden.” They built “The Cache” 
which has ever since remained, with, 
of course, extensive restorations and 
Is now known as Moodie’s House.

In 1884-5, Mr. Garden worked on 
C. P. R. construction near Lake 
Superior on White River. Peninsula 
Harbor, and it was at this time that 
the first through C. P. R. train went 
to Vancouver. He was later engaged 
on construction on the Deloraine 
branch to the Coal Mines for the C. 
P. R.'- He had charge of location 
and construction on Souris Branch 
and was for some years in office 
work in Winnipeg. In 1897 he *vas 
on the location of the Crow’s Nest 
branch, locating the loop and tunnel 
at Michael Creek.
