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- THE BUTTE EXPLOSION.

Harrowing Details of the Fear-
ful Tragedy.

Seventy-five Persons Killed Outright.

" Burre, Mont., Jan. 16.— Seventy-five
persons dead and scores of people injured
is the appalling record of disaster from
the fire and explosion that took place
here last night.

It was 9.55 o’clock when the Fire De-
partment responded to a call from box 72,
the call of death to nearly the entire de-
partment. The fire was either in the store
of KenyonCornell, or the Butte Hardware
Company's warehouse, and both contained
powder. A rumor that there was powder
in the buildings reached the ears of the
firemen as.goon asthey arrived on the
scene.

But it was denied, and after a moment’s
hesitation, they began fighting the flames.
The men had barely started to work when
there wasan explosion which shook Butte
to its very foundation. The powder in
the warehouse blew up, spreading death
and ruin to all who were near.

All but three of the firemen were killed.

There were heroes among the spectat-
ors, however, and as soon as the stun of
the shock passed away, while some ran in
terror, others immediately began pulling
the mutilated bodies of the firemen and
injured from the proximity of the flames.
From all over the city people began mov-
ing toward the fire and the crowd had
greatly increased within five minutes.

Just about that length of time after the
first explosion,

A SECOND EXPLOSION

almost equal in volume to the first, height-
ened the terror all over the city, and
spread death and desolation among scores
of citizens. Parts of bodies of the victims
of this explosion were hurled hundreds of
feet away. A man near the Northern
Pacific witnessed the spectacle of a leg
and thigh of a human being driven with
great force past him from the fearful
scene.

There were still heroes left to pull ou
the shrieking wounded and the groaninz
There had been two explosions and there
There were rumors of
car loads of powder in the vicinity, be-
sides that stored in the warehouses. Five
minutes later a third explosion did come,
but it wasa mild one and it is believed
that’but very few, if any, were injured by
it. The disaster had all occurred in fif-
teem minutes — the most horrible quarter
of an hour in Butte’s history,

The scene after the explosion resembled

a fleld of battle more than anything else.
The dead were strewn everywhere and
the cries and groans of the injured and
dying presentéd a scene altogether un-
earthly. Blood and pieces of flesh were
scattered about. Here were legs and arms,
yonder were pieces of flesh, etc. Between
the Northern Pacific and the Great North-
ern stations, a space of three h:indred feet
the ground was literally covered
WITH PARTS OF HUMAN BEINGS,
and with the dead and injured. The
scene was one of utter and desolate de-
struction. Houses in the vicinity were
badly wrecked as if a cyclone had struck
them. One of the rescuing corps gathered
twenty-seven dead bodies in one place;
eight were in another; two and three
were in groups here and there. The
rescuers pulled some of the bodies out
still quivering; the remnants of human
beings still groaning, while legs and arms
had been torn .off. Shapeless trunks
quivered and died in the arms of their
living rescuers.
But the work of rescue was prosecuted
in earnest. Every vehicle in the city was
brought into service to carry away the
piles of dead and the scores of injured,
The hospitals were filled. The spare
rooms in the hotels were taken and private
houses thrown open where it was neces-
sary.

v

SOME OF THE DEAD.

The hose waggon crew—Chief Cameron,
Assistant Chief Sloan, Samuel Ash, Ed.
Sloane, Dave Moses, Dave Magee, and Jack
Flannery are all- supposed to have lost
their lives. Magee was the driver,and re-
mained with the waggon aboul forty
yards away, while Flannery was at the
hydrant. The hook and ladder truck was
manned by George Fifer and Pete Nolan,
of the regular department, and William
Orr, a volunteer. Chief Cameron directed
the work on the building, and while some
of the firemen hauled a line of hose along,
the others started in to tear off the iron
covering of the building so that they could
get at the flames. Just as they had suc-
ceeded in tearing oft part of the oovering
and secured an entrance, the first explos-
ion took place. A blinding sheet of flame
forced the roof from its fastenings, and
shot a hundred feet into the air. This
was followed by a second of deadly silence
and then came the awful roar, carrying
annihiliation to those who closely sur-
rounded the death-trap. It is impossible
ta obtain anything like a complete list of
the dead at this writing.

The horror of the scene seemed to in-
crease when the smoke caused by the suc-
cessive explosions had cleared away.
Then the sight which presented itself to
the survivors was sickening in the extreme
The ground for a block around the scene
of the accident was strewn with the quiv-
ering flesh of dismembered men and
horses, pinned down by fragments of the
fire engines and burned brands from the
demolished warehouse. The warehouse
was literally blown to pieces, and a hole
seventy feet deep was excavated in the
ground by

THE FORCE OF THE EXPLOSION,

It is feared some bodies were thrown into
this chasme by the force of the explosion,
and that they have been cremated. Ow-
ing to the nature of the fire and its danger-
ous locality, the entire force was called
out to prevent a spread of the flames to
the adjoining buildings. Three policemen
had been detailed to keep the crowd back
and they were also killed. Many of the
spectators were instantly killed and sever-
al were hurled back some distance from
the scene of the fire and rendered uncon-
scious by the force of the shock. Numbers
of people living in distant parts of the city
have lost the power of hearing and speech
from the force of the shock.

Many of the dead are so shockingly
mutilated as to be totally unrecognizable.
A boy about ten years old, whose name is
rot known, was found dead in the street,
a'block and a half from the scene of the
explosion. One woman was killed ina
house about halfa block away by an anvil
which was thrown through the roof.
Human heads, legs and arms were scatter-
ed for several blocks from the scene of the

explogions. . It is thought a complete list

& NG 5
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of the dead cannot be secured for several
days.

The list of dead will possibly reach
seventy-five, and the damage done to pro-
perty will be more than $1,000,000. In
all three carloads of powder exploded.
At 2 o’clock this morning forty-three dead
bodies had been found and removed to
the morgue. Over a hundred people are
injured.

The first explosion was caused by nitro-
glycerine stored in the private warehouse
of Kenyon Cornell, which was burned.
The second came from a carload of powder
on the railroad track, and the third from
the warehouse of the Butte Hardware
Company, which adjoined that of the
Kenyon Cornell Company.

The entire city wasin the depth of re-
pose when the first alarms of fire were
sounded. Only a few people in the im-
mediate vicinity had been aroused by the

FIRE DEPARTMENT DASHING BY.

The first real warning given of the catas-
trophe was the shock that brought every
sleeper to hig feet. It was like an earth-
quake in its sudden impact. The answer-
ing blaze in the heavens seemed to verify
the first fears, and in a few minutes terror
stricken people were running through the
street half crazed. The terrors aroused
by the first shock were multiplied to an
awful degree by that which followed, and
in an instant it seemed as if the entire
population was in the streets. The scene
of the tragedy was soon surrounded by a
dense mass of people. All seemed to be
panic-stricken, and few were able at first
to become sufficiently composed to render
assistance, The horror of the scene was
intensified by the surrounding darkness
outside the circle lighted by the flames.

|, The pitiable cries of the wounded were al-

most drowped by the wailing of the wo-
men and children.

It is said the explosives were stored in
the Butte Hardware Company’s ware-
houee in violation of law. Plate glass was
broken all over the city, very few stores
escaping. All the apparatus of the fire
department was destroyed and every
horse was killed. '

The sights in the undertaking estab-
lishments are something awful. All are
crowded with heaps of human flesh.
Here was half a head and a matilated
trunk below it; in another place an arm-
less and legless trunk, with the face dis-
figured beyond all possibility of recogni-
tion. Scarcely any of the corpses were
recognizable, and the complete roll of the
dead will probably never be known.
There are twelve corpses at the Butte un-
dertaking rooms, ten at the Montana and
nineteen at the Sherman. Thirty-five
have been identitied. Forty-threewounded
are in the hospitale and twenty-eight of
them are’in a critical condition. No at-
tempt will be made to complete the iden-
tification of the dead until the injured are
all cared for.

Thomas Duplissa, a boy about twelve
years old, living near the Enniskillen
station, while driving a young colt to
water, came rather near his heels, and re-
ceived a severe kick in the forehead that
fractured the skull. He was since con-
veyed to the hospital in St. John.

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LONDON'S MURDER FEVER.

Prof. Winslow Explains the Cause and
How it is to be Combated.

The strange epidemic of insanity, which
prompts its. subjects to stab strangers,
usually women, in the streets of London,
has not yet ended, and the popular nerv-
ousness in several quarters of the city con-
tinues. One of the most startling cases
occurred recently in front of a fashionable
store in Oxford street, amid a large throng’
of shoppers. A young man plunged his
knife three inches deep into the back of
a lady, and then quietly waited till the
police came and arrested them. The
prisoner, who has a good reputation, de-
clared in court, that he was unable to ac-
count for his actions. He said that a
strange irresistable impulse to stab some-
one seized him suddenly, and he acted
upon it at the same instant. He had
never seen ' his victim till that moment.
The police have been watching two or
three weeks the person they believe to be
the mysterious woman in black, whose
stabbing others of her sex put Kensing-
ton and other parts of the West End in
terror. The detectives have been unable
to obtain sufficient to warrant her arrest,
but outrages from this source have ceased
of late. This amazing contagion of the
homicidal mania continues to be a sub-
ject of serious discussion by physicians
and laymen. Prof. Forbes Winslow, the
expert in mental diseases, takes occasion
to urge a radical change in the lunacy
laws. He offers a practical suggestion for
dealing with any person who is suddenly
attacked with homicidal mania. The
great specialist says: “In the case of a
person who kills another inthe street
without notice, a certain congestion of the
brain and rush of blood takes place. If
anyone were to hit him on the nose a
blow which would cause the loss of blood,

no longer be actuated by the impulse to
murder. These ordinary homicidal luna-
tics, who are sane on the surface, are the
most difficalt to' deal with. You may
talk to them for four hours, but they ap-
pear perfectly rational, yet they will sud-
denly go out, and attempt to kill the first
person they meet. The typical homicidal
lunatic,unlike the man who is afflicted
with a desire to commit suicide, is incur-
able. Prof. Winslow declares thatscores
of homicidal lunatics are at large in Lon-
don, and the danger from them is gre%;;
than ever before and is increaging. Y

says: “I can tell by the number of mhd-
men who visit me unaccompanied. Quite’
lately a homicida& lunatic walked into
my study and confronting me said he
wanted to kill somebody. I am usually
alert, so I jumped up and showed him the
door.

_GAMBLING A GREAT VICE.

Address to Yoang Men by a Montreal
Bank Manager.

Before the Y. M. C. A. the other day at
Montreal, George Hague, general manager
of the Merchants Bank, gave a most inter-
esting address on the “ Gambling Craze.”
Mr. Hague prefaced his address with the
remark that what he intended saying had
not been gained by personal experience.
He had no practical knowledge of the
gambling profession. Those who had
been engaged in this alluring vise might
speak more positively with regard to its
powers. It was very curious that while
there are many references to gambling in
the laws of nations, the word cannot be
found within the covers of the bible. The
ancient Romans were very severe in the
punishment, meted out to the gambler, re-
quiring in many cases the return of the
property so unlawfully procured to the
person from which it had been taken. In
the reign of Henry VIIL, the laws re-
lating to gambling were equally severe, in
fact they were almost a repetition of the
ancient jurisprudence of the citizens of
Rome. But we find no direct condem-
nation in the bible against the evils of
lotteries, roulette tables, betting, card
playing and all the other forms of this
amusement. We might suppose from the
absence of any direct law against this
practice that gambling is an innocent
pleasure. But if we look closer we per-
ceive that the bible lays down certain
fundamental and well defined principles,
relating to
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which we are to follow. It is there we
agcertain the duties we individually owe
to each other, and those duties consist of
the obligations which we are all under to
elevate human society and plant therein
the image of God. Gambling means the
acquisition, by playing, of money or other
commodities without an equivalent value
being returned for such. In games of
skill or athletics the best competitor will
win. But a gambler would laugh if re-
quested to play a game of chess, lacrosse,
or basket-ball for the sake of winning the
game. The element of chance is missing;
the reward is not one of money; hence
the amueement is not one of interest to
him. The peculiar fascination of gamb-
ling for the person who indulges in it is
the element of chance which permeates
the pastime. It makes the gambler take
extraordinary and, very often evil methods
to attain the end he has in view. The
scriptures, while not definitely denoun-
cing gambling, still speak to us by the
commandments. The latter three or four
of these are applicable to this craze.
“Thou shalt not steal,” and “ Thou shalt
not covet” are terms binding upon each
one of us, and these injunctions, if obeyed
by the world at large, would completely
obliterate this sin from the face of the
earth. The sin of covetousness consti-
tutes one of the charms which the gam-
bler cannot resist. He would not play a
game of anything unless money was
associated with it. And this is where
gambling comes under the bane of God’s
law. A first step in this alluring pastime
whets the desire for more, especially if

]

! the person engaged in it has been success-
ful in his deal. The first step speedily
leads to another and another, and even-
tually the gambler loses all taste for honest
work, in fact becomes utterly unfit for it
Then gambling becomes a passion. With
the Indian this craze is appalling. To
such an extent does the attraction grow
upon him that his property and frequent-
ly his wife and children are put up as
stakes. Gambling

AMONG THE-ANGLO-SAXON RACE

was carried to extremes in the life of the
Prince Regent, afterwards George 1V.
The Duke of Leeds as the result of a game
of cards with his Royal Highness lost-his
valuable property and was forced to go
into the bankruptcy court. Some will
doubtless say that such an amusement
may be indulged in with perfect safety,
but a game which produced such results
ag the above ought to be entirely avoided
and shunned by young men. The con-
sequences of suceess in gambling are these :
Money easily acquired is easily spent;
money gained immorally will be expended
in like manner. This is why the law
takes cognizance of it. The crase makes
men criminals. The operation of natural
and monetary laws requires that money,
to be valued at all must be won by hard
work.

If failure is the result of a man’s indul-
gence in gambling, a procession of vices
follow, in which the unfortunate attempts
to secure relief for his feverish head and
burdened heart. He drinks, riots, and in
many cases finally kills himself. Monte
Carlo is a perfect hell upon earth. Many
young fellows go there simply for amuse-
ment, but are drawn to the roulette tables
by the fascinations of the game of chance,
and when the first plunge is made into
the whirlpool,the vortex speedily swallows
them up.

The buying and selling of commodities
often result in gambling. Trading may

it would afford instant reliefand he would T\be carried on in such a speculative man-

ner that those engaged therein may prac-
tically become gamblers. When men
take aun interest in goods they never mean
to handle, for the sake of squeezing as
much money out of the deal as possible,
then trading degenerates into a gambling
procedure. The rise and fall of the mar-
ket is a scheme of speculators for getting
money by chance. Such as these do not
gupply the wants of men. Without in-
curring the obligations of a trader, they
desire the profit. Those who gain money
in this manner spend it recklessly —
those-who fail often are plunged into the
bankruptey court. These live disheart-
ened and dispirited lives. 'The antidote
for gambling is-the abiding presence of
the Holy Spirit in the heart. The Chris-
tian man has a spring of joy within him
rendering him impregnable to the fascina-
tio nd allurements of this craze. The
peace God, which passeth all under-.
standing, will guide your hearts in the
knowledge and love of your Heavenly
Father. You will enjoy your amusements
as you go along with song and melody in
your hearts. Use your money for honest
purposes in extending Christ’s kingdom,
and in serving faithfully your day and
generation.”

AS TO NEWFOUNDLAND-:

In an editorial The London Times says
that the Newfoundland crisis has reached
a point where it becomes imperative that
some decisicn shall be made asto the
future of the country. As, unhappily, it
often occurs, the weight of the general
calamity falls the heaviest upon those
who are wholly innocent of having caused
it. The easy suppression of the St. John’s
riots speaks much for the enduring spirit
of the people in the face of the prospect
of wholesale starvation. There seems
little doubt that the responsibility of
dealing with the sitnation must eventually
fall upon the Imperial government, there-
fore no needless delay should be permitted
for a useless piling up of further liabilities,
If the Imperial government décides to in-
tervene, the first condition uxst be the
renunciation of responsible government,
which the colony has misused. If it
should be proved that the revenue of the
colony is totally inadequate to provide the
interest on ite debt, it may even be found
necessay to administer its affairs as those
of an estate in bankruptcy. The whole
system of colonia! responsibility would be
ended if lability for debts contracted by
the local legislature was by any mistaken
act of generosity shifted to the shoulders
of the British taxpayer. In the case of
Newfoundland there is reason to believe
that care and economy, and a simpler and
cheaper administration, would do much
to redeem the situation.

\  SAW A GREAT LIGHT.

The Detroit and Milwaukee steamer
was more than half way across Lake
Michigan one night last week when the
pilot saw a bright light. He could not
account for it and called the captain. The
captain, too, was puzzled, and thinking
that the boat must have veered from\ her
course and that the light was from Grand
H>aven, he ordered her headed for it. It
was calculated that the light was fifteen
miles ahead. After proceeding ten miles
a companion light appeared some five
miles to the westward. The passengers
who had by this time been aroused, gath-
ered on the deck and watched these lights,
which flashed at intervals. On went the
steamer and as she approached the lights
the passengers were obliged to hold up
umbrellas and other objects toshade their
eyes from the intense glare. Suddenly a
mountain of darkness seemed to arise be-
tween the boat and the light, but the
blaze was flashed over its top. In a few
minutes, the mountain sank backward
and the lights were seen, still too brilliant
for the eye to endure. At just 2 o'clock
by the captain’s watch, the lights flashed,
there was terrible rumbling like a quad-
ruple peal of thunder,and then the lights
disappeared. Almost on the instant, a
tidal wave struck the ship and the phen-
omenon was over. No one attempts to
explain the strange occurrence.

INFLUENZA IN HORSES.

Steam the {nostrils by hol.(?iing a pail of
boiling water, with a piece of camphor
about the size of a hefi’s egg in it, under
the animals nose. Throw a blanket loose
lv over his head, and steam about fifteen
minutes at a time, three times a day. Give
one dram fluid extract of belladonna, one
dram of chlorate of potass., and one dram
of camphor at a dose, three times a day,
in one half pint of mollasses. Continue
two weeks, if necessary, then mix sulphate
of iron, four ounces, and divide into
twenty-four doses, one to be given night
and morning in_ bran mash. If the
animal will not fake it in a mash, put it
into a quart of oat-meal gruel and give it
as a drench. Benefit is sometimes had by
blistering the throat with cant‘harides,
two drams, and lard, one-half ounce,
mixed, and rubbed on cold. Repeat in
two weeks if necessary,

THE JONIAX MURDER.

Four Days’ Examination of the
Accused Murderess.

A Cause Celebre in Antwerp.

All Europe is ‘following with the keen-
est interest the poisoning trial at Antwerp,
which easily takes rank as one of the
greatest causes celebre of the century.
Even the Fnglish press printed verbatim
reports of the wonderful four days’ exam-
ination of Mme. Joniaux, the accused
woman, and all Europe is marvelling at
ber splendid courage and amazing re-
sources of mind before her accusers. The
case suggests slightly the great Borden
trial-at Fall River, but the radical differ-
ence in the procedure in the Belgin
courts, which follow French methods,
yields scene after scene, dramatic and
thrilling beyond anything in English or
American jurisprudence. Mme. Henri
Joniaux, daughter of General Jules Ablay,
and wife of the chief engineer of bridges
and roads for the Belgin Ministy of War,
was arrested at Antwerp on-April 18 last
year, on the charge of the wholesale mur-
der of her relatives. She is accused of
poisoning her, sister, Leonine, and her
brother, Alfred Ablay, in order to obtain
insurance of 70,000 francs and of 100,000
francs on their lives, and also of poisoning
her uncle, Jacques Van den Kerchove, in
order to inherit her share of his estate.
The prosecution is the result of the action
of an English insurance company, which
issued the policy on Alfred Ablay’s life.
The evidence of her guilt which had come
to light was so strong that the public’was
convinced of her guilt in advance-of the
trial, and the detestaion of the crime was
go great that it is not too much- to say
that there was a geheral popular clagnor
for the woman’s head.

It is perhaps the best tribute to her
wonderful qualities to say that when her
four days’ duel for her life with the pre-
siding magistrate was finished on Friday
evening, there was a strong reaction of
public sentiment in her favor. The trial
will continue probably another ten days,
but it is hardly possible to exceed the
dramatic interest of the long inquisition
of the prisoner at the hands of the magis-
trate. The president of the court is one
of the keenest judges in Belgium and he
is merciless in the pursuit of the most
damaging and significant details. Mme.
Joniaux, who is a woman of thirty-one
years, self-possessed, cool, and undaunted,
faced him throughout with the air of an
acused queen who scorned her accusers.
Evidence and insinuation often presented
with crafty and crushing force that would
have overwhelmed a master of statecraft -
she parried or even turned to her advant-
age. She made the most astounding ad-
missions in a most matter of fact manner.
It was true, she said, that she had de-
stroyed many papers which might haye
been damaging to her case, but it was not
done deliberately, but in a moment of ex-
citement, which she now regretted. It was
true that she had pawned her own jewel-
lery and that of other people. It was true
that she had borrowed money whenever
she could induce people to lend it. She
did not deny that she was a gambler, that
she had been accused of cheating at cards
in the house of her friends, had lost and
won money at Monte Carlo. All these
stratagems for obtaining money was due
not 8o much to her own pecuniary embar-
rassment as to her anxiety to beip poorer
members of her family who were heavily
in debt. The insurances upon the lives
of her relatives, which she made no at-
tempt to deny, were also for the benefit
of others and not for her own advantage.
Two days were spent in intricate inquiries
as to her financiai difficulties, which
showed her desperate condition at the
time each suspicious death took place.
Every, question implicating guilt, how-
ever indirectly, she met with an emphatic
protest of innocence, sometimes vehe-
mently, sometimes calmly, almost indif-
ferently, sometimes with tears, or with a
dramatic intensity that left the court in
breathless silence. She' was as strenuous
in little points as in great ones. For in-
stance :

The President — In I cember you went
to Paris and afterward to Monte Carlo.
Did you, make the journey with your
husband’s consent, or were you ill?

Mme. Joniaux— It is not necessary to
be ill to travel. I went to Paris first of
all to arrange m¥ brother’s affairs, and I
took advantage of my presence there to
go to Monte Carlo.

The President — You gambled at Monte

Carlo?

Mme. Joniaux — 1 played with five-

ffanc pieces. Besides, what have all

these questions of gambling to do with,
the case? Do you think me simple

enough to imagine you can make money

by gambling ? ’
Many questions were put regarding

Mme. Jonidux’s purchases of morphine a

few days before her brother’s death a

year ago. Mme. Jonlaux alleged that

they were for her own use. She was ad-

dicted, she said, to the morphine habit,

and she had got to the stage of being able

to take six or eight centigrams at a dose.

It was true that she had purchased a large
quantity upon the eve of Alfred’s death at
several chemists,” but simply because no
one chemist would have sold her the
strong dose to which she was accustomed.

Without a moment’s warning, the Presi-
dent, in his sternest manner, turned upon
the woman in the dock and exclaimed in
a terrifying voice : Y4 At this very time,
woman, you were promising to pay your
creditors in a few days. You were evi-
dently forecasting Alfred’s death and the
gain of the insurance money ?

“Oh, no,” replied the prisoner. (Noin
a voice shrill with vehemence). “I was
expecting my husband’s salary and other
receipts. Had I been guilty would I have
given the name and address of the chem-
iste?”’

Even the President was driven to ex-
claim: “Madam, you are never at a loss
for a reply,” and the harassed woman im-
proved the occasion by retorting: “I
must needs defend myself. Iam alone
here before my judges. I deeply deplore
those sad events, and the blot which they
put on my name. During the long,
months of this inquiry I -have often in
the solitude of my cell wept tears of
blood, and I would not wish for the
greatest of my enemies one tithe .of the
tortures I have endured.” She burst into
tears, but with an effort regained her com-
posure, answereda few more questions,
and at last the inquisition was ended. The
case will now proceed more in the or-
dinary manner by the hearing of wit-
nesses,
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MR. LAURIER AT MONTREAL.

The Liberal leader, who with Sir Oli-

1 He started out with a reference to the
.Conservative victories achieved in recent
! years in Montreal, but he thought the
prestige of John A, McDonald was the
cause of this, and now that he was gone,
there were many signs that the political
infiuence of the party, who considered
themselyes appointed by divine right to
govern this country, was passing away
and would soon be no more.
Mr. Laurier then referred to the fact
_ that when the policy of protection was in-
, augurated, its promoters promised that
it should be only temporary and not per-
;‘-.1 manent ; there were many who had
a agreed vnth it then, but who believed it
§i had passed its appointed time, and that
V' the period had arrived for a change.
There might be some believers in this
policy yet, but who, shocked and alarmed
by the revelations of corruption and mal-
feasance in office, had come to the con-
clusion that the duty of the hour demand-
ed that prompt and salutary justice should
be meted ont to the men, who, recreant
to their promises, had left offenders un-
punished,’and from whom it would be
folly to expect the redress of any wrongs.
;. Mr. Laurier then pronounced the pol-
i» icy of the Liberal party, as declared in
\* the convention at Ottawa in June, 1893,
which was called to determine that policy.
That policy comprehended the following
subjects :

First, condemnation of the fiscal policy
of the Conservative government, together
with the declaration of the Liberal party
on the same subject.

Second, recxprocxty of trade with our
nmgbbors

Third, repression of -corruption and
malfeasance in office.

Fourth, economy in the administration
of public affairs.

Fifth, the right and duty of parliament
to investigate all corruption and malfeas-
ance in office. A

Sixth the selling of lands to actual set-
tlers, and not to speculators.

Seventh, the franchise—the equitable
distribution of parliamentary represent-
tation.

Eighth, temperance.

That was the Liberal policy. The Con-
servative party believed in protection.
The Liberal party believed in free trade
on broad lines such as exist in Great
Britain, and their immediate object was a
revenue tariff. There was only one sound
profitable, desirable, patriotic system, it
was that which was conclusive to the
prosperity of not one class or section, not
only of cities, but of all classes and sect-
ions, of the cities and country at large.

Referring to the claim of the Tory
party to.all the loyalty of the country,
Mr. Laurier said he might not always
proclaim his loyalty so glibly, but al-
though he was of French origin, he was
a Liberal of the English school. He
loved England and he loved British in-
stitutions and why ? Because under the
banner of St. George, his fellow country-
men of French origion had found far
greater freedom than they ever could
have hoped for had they remained sub-
jects of France. It was from Old Eng-
land that he took his theories of economic
principles, of sound government and good
commor sense, and upoi that platform
exemplified as he had told them, the
liberal party of Canada weuld fight the
next battle. Mr. Laurier concluded thvs:
“Gentlemen of the city of Montreal, I
have now exposed to you what is the
policy of the Liberal party. It is as plain
ag it can be. It is a programme for a
custome tariff upon a basis of revenue
and nothing else. That is the issue up-
on which we intend to fight, and that is
the issue upon which I invite the cor-
dial co-operation of  the whole city of
Montreal and the whole people of Canada
at large.”

Apvices from Newfoundiand say that
confederalion with Canada is.the main
topic of conversation there. It is stated
that the government will send a delega-
tion to Canada immediately to negotiate
terms, but Premier Bowell says he has
had no notice of their coming. The dele-
gation is likely to consist of Premier
Greene, ex-Premier Whiteway and ex-
Colonial Secretary Bond. The legiglature
is expected to submit the question to a
plebiscite in May, when it is almost cer-»
tain to be carried. Sir William White-
way is said to be striving to obtain the
lieutenant-governorship, on condition that
he advocates confederation.

Tue city of Kingston, Ontario, is in the
midst of a very exciting local bye-elecion.
It will be remembered that in the gener-
al election last June, Hon. Wm. Harty,
minister of public works in the Mowatt
government, was defeated by Dr. Smythe,
with a majority of one. Mr. Harty-petit-
ioned for the unseating of his successful
opponent; and suceeeded, and the election
whicéh takes place on Monday is to fill
the vacancy. The same gentlemen are in
the contest, the result of which would
gseem t> be uncertain, as the electorate
has been greatly enlarged since the fight
in June, by the coming into operatian of a
new basis of franchise.

James GorpoN Forses, a well known St.
John lawyer, has been appointed judge of
the county court for St. John, succeeding
the late Judge Peters. There was a great
wrangle among the Conservative lawyets
for the position, the candidate who pressed
Mr{Fnrbes hardest being L. A. Currey.
Mr. Forbes is a Nova Scotian, but has
lived in New Brunswick since a young
man. He will doubtless be able to fill the
office satisfactorily.

THE ANNUAL MEETING

Of the New Brunswick Dairying Comp-
any of Kingsclear.

The annual meeting of the sharehold-
ers of the New Brunswick dairying com-
pany, was held at the Temperance hall,
Lower French Village, Monday. Presi-
dent Dykeman in opening the meeting
said: That while the past year had not
been so prosperous for the company as
the directors would have wished, their
Kingsclear creamery business had paid
its way®and the present outlook was
brighter than at their meeting a year
ago. Since then the dairy commissioner
had fulfilled his pledges to the patrons of
the factory and the company, and while
there was not, he reasserted, any surplus
on hand to pay a dividend to the stock-
owners, yet, as above stated, the business
asrun by the company had cleared ex-
penses.

Nine and one-third tons of butter were
made during the season, giving a revenue
of $823.90, and the expenditure $823.24.

A dairy depot in Fredericton was run
in connection with the business. This
branch had paid its expenses although it
was a matfer of regret there was no sur-
plus. He contended that if the farmers
of Kingsclear, Lower Queensbury and
Bright would give the creamery their
united and enthusiastic support, there
would be no trouble in running a butter-
making business that would be proﬁtable
to both company and patrons.

Returns had been received from all the
butter with the exception of 3,330 lbs. in
storage at the creamery and 1,300 lbs. in
St. John. The average prices, after de-
ductions of freights, discounts and com-
missions, was about 20}c. per 1b.
The tﬁlermﬂk sold has realized for the
patrons about 5 cents for every 10 lbs. of
butter made from their cream.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World in Brief — The
' Cream of our Exchanges.

Lord Randolph Churchill died Thurs-
day morning.

Mrs. and Mrs. G. J. Worden celebrated
their golden wedding 8t Wickham, Queens
Co., Wednesday.

Harrison Kinnear, whose wife is Miss
Hunt of Fredericton, is now in the employ
of the Van. Allan shirt house of Montreal
as their traveller.

Mr. and Mrs. W. C. Milner of Sackville,
and Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Y. Smith, of
Moncton, leave about the first of February
on a three months’ trip to the Southern
States and Mexico.

Edward Solomon, the composer of comic
opera, died at London Tuesday. He wrote
the comic opera “ Billee Taylor,” and
married Lillian Russell, who secured a
divorce from him on learning that he Kad
another wife living.

The jury,in the case of Geo. E. St. John,
a prominent real estate dealer at Port
Clinton, O}I’io, charged with frauds in
dealing in/cancelled mortgages, brought a
verdict of puilty at 4 o’clock Thursday
morning, and an hour later he shot him-
self through the head, dying instantly.

Geo. H. Wisecley, lieutenant in No. 6
Company, 71st Battalion, St. Stephen, died
in Boston on Friday of last week, and his
remains were taken to St. Andrews for
burial. Deceased was well known to the
militiamen of Fredericton, and was a
nephew of Alex. Wisely, whq attended
the funeral. i ;

Brooklyn, N. Y. has been like an
armed camp all this week. Ten thous-
and electric car employes are on strike
and as many soldiers are quartered in the
city to preserve order. Frequent col-
lisions have occurred between the troops
and strikers, and half a dozen deaths re-
sulted. It looks now as if the strikers
will soon give up the fight.

/ William O’Brien, M. P., has written a
letter to the Freeman’s Journal, stating
that a famine is threatened in the west of
Ireland. He declares that the situation
there is already more serious than it was
in 11891, when Hon. A. J. Balfour, the
Chief Secretary, expended £1,000,000 from
the British treasury to relieve the suffer-
ings of the people of that region.

The imperial military auothorities at
Halifax are very much exercised over the
disappearance of Sergeant Balham and
Corporal Hotson of the Royal Engineers,
and with them some $3,000 of military
funds. Balham was pay sergeant, and
Hotson 18 believed to have shared in the
spoils. The police of Boston, Philadelphia
and other points have been telegraphed.

At Paul’'s church, Montreal, Sunday,
Lord Haddo and Lady Marjorie Gordon,
who attended with their parents, L(}rd
and Lady Aberdeen, partook of the sacra-
ment for the first time. Lord Haddo was
confirmed at Harrow school last term.
He desired to receive the communion for
the first time in the Presbyterian church.
Their excellencies’ children are thus inere-
ly following the course adopted in this
matter by their parents, who have all
their lives been connected with both the
Episcopal and Presbyterian churches.

Rev. Mr. Henderscn, the colored preach-
er of St. John, is again at liberty to min-
ister to the flock of St. Philip’s church, as
Judge Barker ordered his release Monday
on a habeas corpus order. John L. Carle-
ton, counsel for the prisoner, intended
raising the point that the Dominion Act
of 1889 had never been proclaimed in
force, which was essential to its validity,
and that under existing treaties the offence
charged was not extraditable. Attorney
General Blair felt that Mr. Carleton’s view
of the law was correct, and decided not to
oppose the discharge of the prisoner.

An epidemic of scarlet fever prevails at
Halifax, and many deaths have occurred.
The disease was taken into the Victoria
general haspital, and balf a dozen of the
nurses contracted it. They were removed
to the hospital for infectious diseases, but
the fever still lingered in the general
hospital and spread among the patients.
In some cases whole families of children
were stricken down. Mrs. Geo. S. Camp-
bell, daughter of the famous Scotch singer,
David Kennedy, contracted the disease
while nursing her afficted child. The
child died, but Mrs. Campbell will recover.

A local bys-election is to be held in
Colchester, N. 8., Feb. 5th, to fill the seat
vacated by the resignation of W. D. Dim-
ock. It appears that after the general
election, petitions were prepared against
the two members\glected for Colchesier,
Laurence and Dimock. Among the grounds
of the petition against Mr. Dimock was
that he had not technically complied with
the law respecting his resignation of Do-
minion employment before the nomina-
tion. It was agreed by leading men on
both sides that the two petitions sbould
be dropped and that Mr. Dimock should
be permitted to resign and be re-elected
without opposition. It is under this ar-
rangement that Mr. Dimock has tendered
his resignation, and therefore he will not
be opposed. Mr. Dimock is the editor of
Truro’s sprightly daily paper, the News,
and will be a prominent member of the
opposition lto Mr. Fielding’s government.

o Annexation is now a living issue in this
vf‘”locality, and has been an active burning
question ever since Saturday last. Not that
the diplomatists of the United States and
Canada have been in conclave to arrange a
pasis of union between the two countries;
ot that the spirit of conquest has seized the
people of these border towns, but the open
ing of the new and magnificent steel high-
way bridge, with all the oratorical and or-
ghestral accompaniments has given an im-
Detus to the intercourse between the two
- favuntries, as represented by the enterprising
yowns of St. Stephen and Calais, which may
eventually' lead to Canada’s absorbtion of
per powerful neighbor. A bridge uniting
+he two towns, is not a new thing, but a free
bridge is a decided novelty. Up to withina
Jew months ago you couldn’t cross from one

to the other without putting up the amount 4+

of toll—one cent if you were a pedestrian,
#and six cents if you drove a team. The old
bridge, which existed for many years, was'a
homely thing to look at;and quite an ex-
pensive luxury to everybody except the
company that owned it. In 1its day, how-
ever, it was a useful structure as a means of
communication between the towns, and is
said to bave paid for itself every three years.
More than a year ago the New Brunswick
government, urged on by Charlotte’s faich-
ful and popular representative, Hon. James
Mitchell, provincial secretary, united with
the city of Calais, represented by that enter-
prising citizen, Mayor George A. Murchie,
- in  negotiating with the toll  bridge
company with a view to purchasing the
bridge and the company’s corporate rights,
and giving the residents of the two towns
free communication with each other.
The Project Takes Shape,
Eventually arrangements were completed
7y and the company handed over their prop-
\ erty for the sum of $7,000, the purchase
% money being equally assessed on Calais and
¢he province of N.B. This accomplished,
the city and province continued the co-
es?partnership for the erection of a new bridge,
a free bridge—one that would be a credit to
both parties to the agreement, and the hopes
of the firm of Calais, New Brunswick & Co.,
have been fully realized. The cost of the
new structure opened on Saturday, was
< about $28,000, and the citizens of Calais are
‘directedly assessed for their half of the
amount. They have not received one dollar
" from any other source—there is no state aid
to roads and bridges in Maine, so
_‘1t will be seen that the new bridge
entails quite a burden on the tax-
payers of Calais, and shows what a great
desire and neccessity there was for the work
when the people were willing to tax them-
selves an amount equal to one third the
entire annual assessment of Fredericton to
pay for their share of it. This amount
however, is exclusive of one half-the pur-
chrse money for the old bridge, which runs
the Calais bill up to over $17,000. St,
Stephen people are equally accommodated
by the new erection, and the expenditure
made by the local government can be justi-
fied without any special argument, Hon.
Mr. Mitchell and, Mayor Murchie of Calais,
are the fathers of the new bridge, and these
gentlemen have laid their respective con-
stituents under a-deep debt of gratitude for
L L havingaccompl’ished such a necessary work.
.i" ! A Substantial Structure.
> Having explained this much of the in-
k ception of the bridge project, let me say
‘@,\ something of the structure itself before com-
ing to the formal opening ceremonies of
(Baturday, to describe which is the real pur-
i pose of this letter. The new bridge is of
"steel, two spans, of the Pratt truss single
,intersection principle, each 125 feet long.
There are also two plate girders, one on
either shore fifty feet long, and these with
the solid masonry approaches give a total
length of 495 feet. The breadth of the
driveway is twenty-five feet clear, and the
* sidewalk on the lower side is eight feet clear.
The sub-structure was built by Joseph Me-
Vay, the well known St. Stephen contractor,
and all agree that he has done his work
admirably. He commenced work July 5th,
1893, and was ready for the superstructure
the middie of October last. The masonry
consists of three oblong piers with circular
ends'and two abutments with retaining
walls continued in to the shore on each end
and filled in solid with stone and gravel.
The Boston Bridge Company had the con-
tract for the superstructure, and deserve
every credit for the manner in which they
" carried out their contract. Every pound
of the material they used was submitted to
a rigid inspection by Ferris & Co. of Pitts-
:’- burg, Pa., and is of first class character. The
* " plans for the bridge were drawn by A. R.
Wetmore, the efficient engineer of the N 2 B.
Public Works department, who with F. W,
i, Holt, on behalf of Calais, carefully watched
the construction of the work. Hon. Mr.
Mitchell and Hon. Mr. Emmerson, chief
commissioner, also gave a good deal of
attention to the matter, and the result is a
bridge which is a credit alike to the province
and to the city of Calais.
The Formal Opening,
Although no very elaborate ceremonies
werearranged for the formal opening of the
bridge, there was an immense throng
0. people in the vicinity of the structure
Saturday afternoon to witness.the dedication
of this useful public work. ¢ It was intended
to have the Governors of *New Brunswick
and Maine present, but neither gentleman
could attend. However the disappointment
¢ of the people was somewhat dispelled by
the interesting addresses which they had
the pleasure of hearing from eminent public
men from bothsides of the line. The New
Brunswick delegates wlo came to St.Stephen
to attend the ceremonies included Hon. Mr
gnmerson, Kngineer Wetinore, Hon. A. T.
b gn, Ald. Babbitt, F. B. Edgecombe and
otliers irom Fredericton ; Dr. Steeves, John
McMillan, W.C. R. Allen, P. 0. Inspector
King, Capt. Brannen, Richard O'Brien of
the Globe, Wm. Quinton of the Sun, Mr.
McLean of the Telegraph, and a number of
other St. John gentleman ; Hon. A. II. Gil-
more, V. P., .and Mr. O'Brien, M.P.P., of
St. George, and Editor ‘Armstrong of the St
Andrews' Beacon. The New Brunswickers
put up at the Windsor hotel, and at 3 p. m.
under the guidance of Hon. Mr. Mitchell,
and joined by the St, Stephen town council,
took coaches for the bridge at 3 p. m , mak-
ing quite a formidable procession as they
moved along Main street. On the middle
of the bridge they were met by sleighs
containing Mayor Murchie of Calais, Hon.
Llewellyn Powers, speaker of the Maine
legislature, Engineer Holt, and the city
council of Calais. The bridge was elaborate-
ly decked with hunting, the Canadian and
United States ensigns intertwining each
other in great profusion. There was a great
crowd of people present, the bridge was liter-
ally packed from end to end, and for several
hundred years at either end, approach was
impossible. The weather was quite cold,
but that did not dampen the ardor of the
people who stood enthusiastic and good
natured throughout the ceremonies, There
were scores of ladies in the assemblage from

both towns, and the beauty of many of
them attracted the susceptible politicians
and not less the scribes. The beauty was
not all Canadian nor all Yankee, but equally
divided. A friend of mine from Fredericton
who had an intimate conhection with the
construction of the bridge, averred that
neither St. Stephen nor Calais were in it
with Milltown. However he 1hay have
been somewhat prejudiced. i L

Canucks and Yankees Clasp Hands,

It was rather a striking and historical
sight, when the representatives of two
nations met at the middle of the bridge and
clasped hands in international friendship.
Mayor Murchie was master of ceremonies,
and introduced Hon. Mr. Powers to Hon.
Messrs. Mitchell and Emmerson. These
gentlemen very cordially shook hands, and
international amity was immediately es-
tablished. Indeed the Canadians were so
well received by their Yankee brethern
that they at once entered the Calais sleigh,
as promptly as a Yankee would take posses-
sion of the fish inside our three mile limit
or our seals in Behring Sea. There was
more room for speech making in the Calais
sleigh, and it was done from one of the
scats. After the band had played,. Mayor
Murchie mounted the rostrum and intro-
duced Hon. Mr. Emmerson ‘to tlie crowd.
The Chief Commissioner was looking his
best inside of a new and handsome coon
skin coat, which the severity of the weather
did not permit him to remove. It was a
hard place to speak, but the full toned voice
of Mr. Emmerson reached the greater por-
tion of the crowd. The Canadians were
proud of their representative and gave him
a hearty cheer; so did the Yankees, and be-
fore the Chief had rolled outa dozen eloquent
sentences he was on excellent terms with
his large audience. The men heard his
practical words with pleasure; the ladies
held their breath in the presence of the
handsome, manly, brunette New Bruns-
wicker. :

Mr. Emmerson read letters of regret from
Governor Cleaves of Maihe, and Governor
Fraser of New Brunswick, The latter wrote
as follows to Mayor Murchie:

GoveErNMENT Housk, Fredericton, Jan. 17.

His Honor the Lieutenant Governor de
sires to acknowledge with thanks the kind
invitation extended to him to attend the
formal openigg of the Calais and St. Stephen

bridge on  Saturday, the 19th inst., at 3 p. m.
but regrets that the state of his health is
such as to prevent his taking part in fhe
winter season in any out door demon-
strations. His honor uesires to offer to the
citizens of Calais; as well as of St. Stephen,
bis hearty congratulations upon the com-
pietion of the handsome and substantial
steel structure, which for the future will
afford to them without toll that ready inter-
course with each other which cannot fail io
be otherwise than of benefit to both towns.
The Speechmaking.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson added his regret at
the absence of these two gentlemen, and
then turned his attention to the ceremony
of the day. Turning to Engineers Holt and
Wetmore he asked these ;gentlemen if the
bridge was completed to their satisfaction,
and receiving an affimative, reply, he de-
clared the structure open to the free use of
the public and all people desiring its use.
He said the people of St. Stephen and Calais
had been content with the old bridge long
eneugh. It did not go any too soon. Now
they had a bridge that they were justified in
feeling proud of. He knew no dividing line
between the two countries. He could not
distinguish as he looked into the faces of the
multitude about him,whetherghey belonged
to Calais or St. Stephen. They all belonged
to one great brotherhood, and as such he
honored them. Thisibridge would serve to
cement the good feeling and intercourse be-
tween the people of the two places. They
should all feel proud of the bridge, and he
was glad to have an opportunity to congrat-
ulate them. For his partihe would like to
see every avenue open between Canada and
the United States. Ile would not trespass
on any political issue, but he for one would
like to see every avenue opened up between
the people of Maine and New Brunswick
and of Canada and the United States. He
would like to see the freest possible inter-
coure. Political lines and difficulties could
not interfere with the social intercourse that
existed between the two peoples. Canada
was no mean country. While Canadians
had every respect for the United States, they
hoped some day to annex the United States.
This bridge was but a step in the march to-
wards that annexation that must ultimately
come. All the intercourse the speaker had
had with the authorities of Calais had-been
of the most friendly character. Mr. Em-
merson then spoke in the most complimen-
tary manner of the way Messrs Holt, Wet-
more, Andrews and McVay had done their
work. He wound up by proposing three
cheers for the President of the United States,
whieh were given with a will.

The Mayor's Thanks.

Mayor Murchie again claimed the ear of
the audience, speaking as follows :

On behalf of the city of Calais I hereby
accept and dedicate this bridge to the free
use of the public, and trust that the pleasant
social and business relations that have here-
tofore existed between the peogle on both!
sides of the St. Croix may be maintained
and increased. The freedom and erection
of the bridge was not obtained without en-
countering certain obstacles on both sides
of the St. Croix; but today I am sure that
not one person on either side would wish to
go back to our old bridges and toll-houses.
I'wish, on behalf of the city government
to thank the citizens for the very unani-
mous support we have received from them
in all matters relating to the bridges across
the St. Croix. And I also wish to tender
the thanks of onr citizens to our colleagues
in the work, the government of New Bruns- 1
wick, who, without any precedent for so
doing, have joined with us in making toll-
bridges on the St. Croix a thing of the past.
We have with us today many distinguished
gentlemen, representatives of New Bruns-
wick aud Maine, and [ now have the honor
$0 present to you a gentleman who, in the
absence of the Governor, can speak for the
state of Maine, the Hon. Llewellyn Powers
of Houlton, speaker of the Maine house of
representatives.

Mr. Powers is a stoutly-built gentleman of
middle age, wears a coal-black. mustache
and long black hair, a 1a Beecher. He hasa
deep, musical voice, and spoke eloquently
for twenty minutes, his ‘address being well
received by everybody. Living as he does
at Houlton, on the N. B. border, he.is quite
familiar with our public men and questions.
In a short conversation which I had with
him he spoke in eulggistic terms of Hon.
Mr. Blair, whose personal acquaintance he
enjoys and whose great ability he ardently
admires. Mr.Powers is a Republican of very
strong convictions, and has done excellent
s=rvice for his party both in the Legislature
and on the stump. He was a prominent
speaker in the New York gubernatorial con-
test in November last, and when his term
as speaker has expired, it will be no surprise
to find him governor of his native state,

Mr. Powers on Rising
said this was the first time he had ever
spoken under the English flag. He hoped,
however, that it would not be the last, It
was the flug of freemen. Wherever it float-
ed it was an emblem that declared that all
who lived under it were equal. No slave
lived under it. This was as true of the
English flag as of the flag of the United
States. It was indeed a pleasure for him to
come here on such an occasion. The bridge
could not fail to be of vast benefit to the
people of both cities. The people of New
Brunswick and the city of Calais, by whose
efforts, energy and money the bridge was
built, had reason to congratulate them-
selves. This was especially true of Messrs.
Emmerson and Murchie, who both took
the lead in the matter. - The people met to-
day to celebrate a
Triamph of Engineering Skill

and he was glad that it was in the line that
it was. They had united the two cities at
the mouth of the St. Croix with iron bands,
and it was for the advantage of all that it
had been done. He had almost spoken of
New Brunswick as a state, and indeed it
would make a good state. The people had
decreed and declared that hereafter inter-

course and travel between the two cities
should be free and untrammelled. The old
toll bridge had been relegated as a matter of

the past. The new union was desirable
and would serve to perpetuate the good feel-
ing which existed all along the line. He
fully and thoroughly endorsed what had
been “said about the excellence of New
Brunswick and her people. Goldwin Smith
had said that Canada was rich in resources
but poor in policy. This
The Speaker Denied.

The policy of a country could not be other-
wise than good when it had such a network
of railways as Canada boasted of. Every-
thing had been done to open Canada up, to
develop the country and give her the place
she should hold among the countries of the
world. He had lived for 25 years at Houl-
ton and had seen a great deal of New Bruns-
wick’s people. They were intelligent, in-
dustrions and energetic, and had the proper
respect for the law. They lived a life of
liberty equal to that enjoyed by the people
of Maine, and her citzens considered her
position second to none in the union. The
good qualities and characteristics of Maine’s
people came in for some attention at the
hands of the eloquent speaker, who wound
up by stating that we’ in New Brunswick
are their equalsin every way and are just
as well situated. Our form of government,
he said, was more elastic and more suscep-
tible to the popular will than that of the
republic, and might be better than it. The
American form of government needed radical
changes. The past was gone. Let us treasure
up what was valuable of it. Our course, how-
ever, was out in the sunlight of the present.
The living present was ours to act on and
improve. The JEnglish nation and the
United States were the greatest nations in
the world, and they should do their duties
as regards others. He would not speak of
union, commercial or political, as respects
the United States and Canada. He would
not attempt to prophesy or fortel, but he
trusted that both countries wou!d have the
good fortune to be guided and counselled
by the men who acted in the best interests
of both. He sometimes thought it would
be gratifying to have
The Line Obliterated

and that the people of both sides would be
benefited thereby, but nothing of this kind
should come uniess through the desire and
will of both peoples. If it was ever brought
abogt in any other way it would be an un-
pardonable blunder.  When he heard Mr.
Emmerson speak of annexing the United

States to Canada he could not belp thinking’

that this might not be a bad thing for
Maine. Her people would thus get rid of
paying such heavy taxes. Mr. Powers then
spoke of our loyalty to the flag of the coun

try where we were born and lived. This
was natural. A n.an who was not loyal. to
his flag was fit sor treason, stratagem and
spoils. He was glad the peaple of the two
towns had made such a great stride as this.
The two towns were filled with refined, con-
tented and happy homes, and he hoped
they would always continne so. In closing,
the speaker alluded to the propused railway
connecting Calais with the rest of the state.

Hon. Mr. Powers then proposed three
cheers for the Queen. He hoped thai every
American citizen who must revere that form
of grvernmentand the lady who represented
it, would give three cheers for-the Queen.
for the province of New Brunswick and the
governor general.

Other Addresses.

Mayor Murchie then continued his speech
as follows: Inow have the honor to pre-
sent to you a gentleman who is well known
to the people on the St. Croix, one who at
all times nas devoted his energies for the
best enterests of his province, and to whose
efforts we are largely indebted for the beaun-
tiful structure on which we stand-—the Hon.
James Mitchell, provincial secretary of New
Brunswick.

Mr. Mitchell was very cordially received,
showing his great popularity not only
among his own constituents but also with
those of another nationality, who. near
neighbors as they are, fully know and ap-
preciate the honorable gentleman’s services
to his county and the province at large. Mr,
Mitchell spoke only briefly, the people were
getting cold by this time, but his words
were fluent and to the point. He express-
ed his gratification at the completion of the
bridge. He and Mayor Murchie, of Calais,
bad been largely instumental in having the
bridge built, and they felt proud of the con-
sumation of their efforts. The work had
not been done without much effort and ex-
pense, but it was finished, and he appreci-
ated it as the connecting link between two
great countries. Mr, Mitchell made a short
reference to the way the work had been
done, and closed by congratulating the
people of St. Stephen and Calais on having
such a splendid structure.

This concluded the interesting ceremony
of dedicating the new bridge, and the aud-
ience dispersed.

A Word About the Border Towns.

I have taken a stroll through Calais, St.
Stephen and Milltown, and have seen much
to admire in these enterprising towns. I
not only admire the towns themselves, but
the free, open-handed hospitality of the cit-
izens . Fifteen thousand people dwell peace-
fully on the banks of the St. Croix in this
vicinity, and the elegant residences, the
beautiful grounds, the hundreds of comfort-
able homes, and the splendid public build-
ings, evidence the thrift and industry of the
inhabitants. Calais is said to be one ofithe
most pro perous towns in the entire state of
Maine. It is true it has experienced no de-
cided boom, but it enjoys a healthy, steady
growth, which after all is the best sign of
prosperity. As many as fifty new buildings
have been erected each summer during re-
cent years, and its citizens with whom I
bave talked are hopeful of future progress.
One of the great hindrances to the develop-
of the town is the want of railway com
munication, but I understand that the con-
struction of the Shore Line will soon be
commenced, and the town will have an in-
dependent connection with the great rail-
way systems of the continent. At present
the railway traffic to the town is via the C.
P. R, even Uncle Sam’s mails coming
through Canadian territory from McAdam
to St. Stephen. Through the kindness of
Mayor Murchie and Alderman Lee, chair-
mrn of the Calais fire department, I had the
opportunity to see the town's appliances for
fighting fire, and although they are not so
extensive as our Fredericton -system, they
apparently successfuily meet all emergen-
cies. The central engine house is quite an
imposing brick structure, and in it are
stored a steam fire engine, not much used
now, two hose carts and a hook and ladder
truck. The carts and truck are ran out by
trained horses, which readily take their
places between the shafts where an alarm
18 sounded. © The drivers occupy rooms
above, aud the department at this point con-
sists of twelve men who each receive $50 a
year for their services. At Milltown, Maine,
which is only an extension of Calais at the
upper end, there is another hose company of
twelve men, and in the lower end of the
city two other hose carts are kept ready for
use. The departmént use cotton hose ex-
clusively and much prefer it to the rubber
hose, which has been in use altogether until
recently in Fredericton. The city is divid-
ed into seven wards and each ward elects
one alderman to the council. Mayor Mur-
chie, who fills the civic chair at present, is
well and favorably known 1n Fredericton,
and he finds time from his extensive lumb-
er business to give his attention to the city's
affairs. In Alderman Lee I found a gentle
man who was quite familiar with Frederic-
ton, and he mentioned to me that the last
time he had visited our city was twelve
years ago when the Baptist church was
burned. He happened to be passing the
building at the time the fire started, the jan-
itor ran out in great excitement with the
word, and Alderman Lee ran to the nearest
bell and sounded the alarm.

Sunday at the Churches.

On Sunday morning I found myself wor-
shipping at the Congregational chuych at
Calais, and the service was of a particularly
attractive and impressive character. The
pastor, Rev. Mr. McCully, is a gentleman of
ability, broad religious views, and an elo-
quent preacher. The church is a large, con-
venient and elegant structure and exceed-

ingly homelike. A quartette choir, rein-
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forced by a magnificent organ, rendered
music of a very high order, and altogether
tHe service was very enjoyable and im-
pressive. -

Speaking of churches, brings me to the

|
|

charming town of St. Stephen which, though |

not as large as its Yankee neighbor, shares
its thrift and enterprise. ,I am particularly
fond of St. Stephen, and during former visits
had become fairly familiar with many of its
prominent features, and with a number of
its warm hearted people. Let me first in-
troduce to my reader, a former respected
resident of Fredericton, in the person of
Rev. Dr. Sprague, who ministers to the
Methodist church here. I had the pleasure
of hearing him preach Sunday evening, and
while he is not enjoying good health, his
ministrations have lost little of the fervor
and eloquence which characterized his
pastorate 'in Fredericton. His church is a
very comfortable and attractive building,
and_ his congregation includes many of the
wealthy and influential citizens of St.
Stephen. All denominations go to hear his
clever, original sermons and enjoy his
presentation of the truth.

The Presbyterians, I learn, are in a pros-
perous condition in St. Stephen. They have
quite recently expended some $7.000 in re-
newing their church and manse, are almost
free of debt, and are regarding the future of
their church with hopefulness. Their new
pastor, Rev. Mr. McKenazie, a P. E. Islander,
has made an excellent impression although
here only a few weeks.

At the Curling Rink.

From church services to curling, is per-
haps a rather sudden transition, but there
is nothing in the practice of the popular
winter sport that is prejudicial to good,
healthy Christian growth. Availing myself
of an invitation to join the St. Stephen
curlers in their pastime, I found them to be

i in a promising condition of activity, and

looking forward with great pleasure to their
annual games with Fredericton. The af-
fection which exists between Fredericton
and St. Stephen curlers is second only to
the happy conjugal relations, and their
friendly contests with each other are more
like pleasant family gatherings than a con-
test of skill for supremacy on the ice. The
St. Stephen curlers are good fellows, so are
their Fredericton brethren, and both clubs
embrace within their ranks some of the best

citizens. Isaw in one game here last night, ,

a member of the local governmeunt, a well-
known Ipiscopal clergyman, a prominent
doctor, the vice-president of the St. Stephen
bank (the ever-popular “Jack ” Chipman)
the collector ot customs, and other gentle-
men well known in business and profes-
sional circles, and they made more noise
than as many school boys let loose for the
holidays. On the other side of the ice the
richest man in St. Stephen skipped a rink,
while half a dozen men who can draw their
checks for tensof thousands, looked on and
applauded. The rink is a comfortable
place, but the foundation for the ice is very
treacherous. . The boys may have good ice
today, and ‘tomorrow it will be so warped
and crooked as to puzzle the best players.
The club hope some time in tlre near future
to build a new rink on arji)Tlxer site where
the foundation will not be so uncertain.
Many of the. members spoke to me of the
sincere regret with which they heard of
John Grieves' death. They revere his
memory, and fully appreciate his loss to the
gamein Fredericton, and to the community
of which he was a respscted member. I
cannot leave this feature of my letter. with-
out acknowledging the kindly courtesy of
the St. Stephen curlers to a brother sojourn-
er, who accepts it, not so much as a personal
compliment, as an evidence of the excellent
feeling thg St. Stephen men entertain for
the Fredericton club, of which I claim to be
a humble member.

Two Flourishing Industries.

The industrial enterprises of St. Stephen
have made the town well known all over
Canada, and foremost among these is the
St. Croix soap factory, which is owned
by two wel known and [);?[)lllilr young men,
C. W. Young andJ. E. Ganong. The lat-
ter will readily be remembered in Frederic-
ton as a former University student. Messrs.
Young and Ganong have pushed their enter-
prise so that St. Croix soap is a household
word in Canada. They are doing business
in every province in the Dominion, in New-
foundland, and have recently found a profit-

]

jand their enterprise is a credit to the town

able market in the West Indies. Their best
business is in Ontario where they lead all
competitors. The firm employ thirty hands

and province.

Another industry of which St. Stephen is
justly proud is Ganong’s candy factory em-
ploying one hundred hands and sending its
products all over Cadada. It is run by a
company, but the backbone of the corpora-
tion is Gilbert W. Ganong. ably seconded
by Ed. Kierstead, who some years ago was
a citizen of Fredericton, and did business in
the store now occupied by J. H. Hawthorn.
The candy factory is an imposing building
on Main street and the private offices of the
compun‘y are the finest in the town.

Suceess to Such Enterprises
as the St. Croix soap company and Ganong'’s J
candy factory.

Nationality is apparently the only thing
the citizens of Calais, Miltdwn and St.
Stephen have not in common.~ The same
water company furnishes the three towns
with fire and domestic services. The pump-
ing station is at Milltown, the water is
pumped into an immense reservoir halfa
mile.from the town, but when necessary
for greater pressure for fire protection the
water can be pumped directly into the
mains. The three towns are also lhighted
with electricity by the same company,
which evidently gives a good service. Then
there 1s a common electric car system for
the three communities. This enterprise
was only started last July, but it has been
a success from the beginning. You can
take a car at the C. P. R. station in St.
Stephen, traverse the entire main ‘business
street of the town, go to Milltown, cross
over to the American side to Milltown, Me.,
go through that village and to the extreme
lower end of Calais, a distance of seven
miles, for five cents. The speed is lively
and the roadbed excellent. Tam told the
enterprise so far, has paid well, and’that on
the opening day the company

Collected 12,000 Fares,
'representing nearly the entire population
of the three towns. The car system and
the way it 1s patronized, perhaps more than
any otherindividual featureof this locality,
represents the enterprise and energy of the
people.

The St. Stephen town elections occurred
today and the entire council, mayor and
six councillors were returned unopposed. C.
H. Clerk, the retirfig -mayor, made an ex-
cellent record, but did not seek renomina-
tion. His successor is F. M. Murchie, an
enterprising well-to-do merchant and pop-
ular business man. The new Mayor has
been a councillor for ten years, and brings
to the position a ripe experience and good
administrative ability.

Onc of the conncillors whom I have fre-
quently met while here, and who has shown
me many kindnesses, is J. T. Whitlock. one
of the most prominent and popular of St.
Stephen’ssmany popular citizens. Mr. Whit-
lock is a busy man, but he always has time
to give visiting strangers attention and kind-
ness. He is an officer in the St. Stephen
bank, the leading insurance agent of the
town, is a town councillor and chairman of
the fire department, owns a livery stable,
and is connected with a dozen other enter-
prises. Inspiteof his business success, good
looks and winning ways, however, he re-
mains a bachelor. He ought to be one of
the best matrimonial catches on the St.
Croix. He is of a bright, sunny disposition,
a genial companion, and has strong domes-
tic tastes. [f I were a lady and matrimoni-
ally inclined I would

without delay.

If ever Col. Marsh of the 71st Battalion is
called upon #@ summon his corps to the de-
fence of Canada, his war tocsin will be heard
reverberating along the valley of the St.
Croix. A company of the 71st has its head-
quarters 1n St. Stephen, and is commanded
by Capt. J. D. Chipman, who is easily one
the first citizens of this town.

The Duke’s
attack at a public meeting in Glasgow,
Tuesday, was a sensational event.

At midnight Dr. Anderson
said the Duke had suffered an attack of
syncope, but there had been no return of
the faintness. The doctors experienced
great difficulty in restoring the patient’s
temperature.

A TRAIN WRECKER'S DEATH.

The Boston Globe has a long story from
Jackman to the effect that an American
named David Kaleal, who was suspected
of wrecking the Atlantic express. on the
Canadian Pacific at West Outlet* on July
2d, has been found dead in the wilderness
on Misery stream, near Jackman. . He
went out dear hunting early in December
and never came back.

Kaleal, it is said was put off a C. P.
train on June 30, and swore vengeance
against the road. Two days after the
wreck occurred. Detectives suspected and
shadowed -him for a long time, but were
never able to fix the crime upon him.
