Whenever there exists or there ie 
reavoa to fear, either en unjust op­
pression of the people, or aoepriva- 
tioe at the church's liberty, it is 
lawful to seek for such • change of 
government as will give dee liberty 
of action, la each a ease it is not 
an excessive and vicions liberty that 
is nought for ; but only acme relief, 
for the common welfare, In order 
that amidst the Uoeooe for evil the 
gowarjof doing good may not be

Again, it is aot of itself wrong to 
prefer a democratic form of govern- 
ment, if only the Catholic doctrine 
he maintained as to the origi: 
aseof power. Of the various forms 
of government, the church does not 
reject any that are fitted for the wel­
fare of the subject ; she wishes only 
—end this nature itself requires— 
that they should be constituted with- 
oet wrong to any cue, aad especially 
without violating the righto of the 
ehnreh.

1 four 
that asthma will come back on me 
of which I got cured in Eastern 
Oregon.

These 
ware impeded tite progress of com­
pletion, and it was not completed at 
the time of the so-called " Reforma­
tion." An inventory of ita chalices 
and ornaments taken in 1469 showed 
a very wonderful collection.
