In the case of Charlevoix, 
a telegram he had just received from 
that gentleman to whom he had been 
charged with writing,, distinctly stated 
that no such letter had ever been re 
ceived by him. Mr. Lauggvm^Utu^d 
the statement with regard to Chicoutimi; 
and promised to do the same with regard 
to Charlevoix, as soon as he had time to 
communicate with the district concern­
ed. The motion was, however, agreed 
to, and Mr. Dorion then moved for the 
appoiptmeht of a committee to enquire 
into the charges. Sir John opposed 
this, and the matter was allowed to 
stand. Sir John Macdonald announced 
that he had framed resolutions on the 
ballot, based on the New Brunswick 
system, and they would shortly be be­
fore the House. The House then went 
into Committee of Supply and the fol­
lowing items passed -.—Canal Basin, 
Ottawa, SI 1,000; loch at Culbutes Ra­
pids, S70 000; Cl.ambly Cans!, $2,000; 
Miscellaneous Works. Improvements 
of rivers $66,000, including $5,000 for 
dreging the bay at the mouth ef the 
River Thames; roads and bridges, $10, 
000; Red River road, $198,000; bridge at 
Fort Garry, over Red River, $60,600: 
surveys and inspections, $46,500; arbi 
trations and awards, $10,000; miscel­
laneous works, not otherwise provided 
fur, $10,000; public buildings, $781,500; 
rents, repairs and heating of* public 
buildings at Ottawa and elsewhere, 
$190,000; slides and booms, $71,000; 
harbours and piers, $626,500.

Wednesday, 23rd April.
The whole of the afternoon sitting was 

devoted to a discussion raised by Mr 
Charlton, the member for North Nor 
folk, upon a resolution in favour of 
more thorough survey of the Dominion 
lands and the distribution of informa 
tion likely to promote immigration from 
Europe. Mr. Charlton, in a very able 
speech, shewed the necessity for more 
vigorous efforts in favor of the free set­
tlement of the North-west, and depre­
cated the policy of granting a monopoly 
of the land te a rail .vay company and 
imposing an upset price of $2.50 per 
acre. Dr. Grant followed and ener­
getically supported the views of Mr. 
Charlton, Alluding to the deputite of 
coal, till lately unknown in Nora Scotia, 
and as recent enquiries he believed had 
proved of iron, in the -Ottawa Valley. 
Mr. D. A. Smith gave 
tare» ting information as to the Fertile 
Belt and the Northwest generally. He 
referred to the large deposits of coal and 
iron, and expressed the hope that some 
of the rails of the Pacific road might 
even be made from a native product. 
Mr. Mercier advocated liberal effort# to 
promote the emigration of natives of 
France and Switzerland into the North 
west. Mr. Rots (Victoria, Nova' Sco­
tia), also added some items of informa­
tion ox the subject of coal. Mr. Casey 
argued that we ought to advertise our­
selves and the advantages of the country 
on a bold and vigorous eoele. Mr. Trow 
attacked the land monopolies and the 
imposing a high upset price. Mr. F. 
Jonee advocated the policy of land 
grants to railways, which be believed 
caused them to become immigrant 
agents of the moat aStetive description. 
Mr E. B. Wood in a long rpeedh attack­
ed the Pacific Railway scheme of the 
Goveriunemt as hostile to the settlement 
ot the country, and in other respects 
prejudicial to the puhlm interests. He

They deserv­
ed a vote of censure, whether euch vote 
were carried or not, for the scandalous 
waste of publie money. This change 
ought to have been decided on at least a 
year ago. Dr. Tupper defended the 
Government in this matter of the change 
of the Intercolonial. Mr, McDonald 
(Glengarry) congratulated the Govern­
ment on their determint-iion to change 
the gauge, and asked whether the 
Government had any information that 
the gauge over the whole of the Grand 
Trunk was also to be changed. Mr. 
Woed (Durham) charged the Govern­
ment with inconsistence in their oppo­
sition to the narrow gauge. The 
change could have been effected a 
year ago for a million of dollars, but 
now it would cost at least two millions. 
The’debate was continued at considera­
ble length by Messrs. Palmer, Young, 
Mackenzie, Tupper, Scatcherd, Ross 
and others. The resolutions were then 
carried. The Martin divorce Bill was 
received from the Senate. Mr. Lange 
vin moved that it be read this day six 
months, which was lost by 73 to 86. The 
second reading was carried on the same 
ditision. It was agreed that the house 
should sit on Saturday. The house then 
went into Committee of Supply, and af­
ter voting sums for steam communica­
tion, maintenance of Penitentiary, mili­
tia service, Ac., adiourned. ■
