Limits for $2606,000,

St. Johns, Newfoundiand, April 26.
—A big Labrador pulp mills deal has
been put through by Messrs. R. W
Strong and C. ‘A, H. Tessier, who have
beéen negotiating since last November
with a company o° twelve New York
capitalists for the sale of 13,950 square
miles of fimber land in Labrador, ex-
tending from Byron’s Bay, on the
north sgide of Hamilton Inlet to Port
Manners. Strang & Tessier, who are
pariners, sold outright to the New
-York men for a quarter of a million
dollars and 49 per cent. of the pro-
ceeds of the industry. The future
Fcompany, of which C. D. Stanford,
Bangor, Maine, is a prominent mem-
bor, will be capitalized at $26,000,000.
It is {he intentien to erect pulp mille
al most convenient points on the
coast where the timber limits are
situated. = The company. will manu-
facture pulp for export to England and
America.

Russia Sends Soldiers Into Irkutsk—

EXTENSIONS T0
VETERANS ONLY

Opposition to Extending Location
Time of South African Scrip
Held by Speculators.

Ottawa, April 26—Decidedly rapid
headway was made in advancing gov-
ernment legislation in the House of
Commons. today, third readings being
given to several bills, including Mr.
King’s Anti-Comsbines aect, Mr. Bro-
deur’s bill in respect to the water car-
riage of goods, the bill to amend the
Industrial Disputes act in order to
meéet certain objeetions to the present
legislation advanced by railway men
and the bill to amend the Fisheries
act, the chief purpose of which is to
provide machinery for the enforcement
of the international fisheries regula-
tions framed by Prof. Starr’ Jordan,
representing the United States; and
Prof. Prince, representing Canada.
These were all disposed of before ten
o’ciock in the evening, when the con-
sideration of Hon. Frank Oliver’s bill
to amend the Volunteer Bounties act
was taken up. The purpose of the bill
is to extend the time of location of
veterans’ grants by one year.

Opposed to Speculators.

An opportunity was afforded mem-
bers of giving notice of amendments
which they desire to move. Most -of
the speakers were opposed to granting
an extension of time to speculators.
Mr. Mulloy, who was uncompromis-
ing, said he was opposed to speculat-
ors from beginning to end and would
vote against granting an extension of
time to any but the veteran. The
bill, he said, would grant to the
speculator more than he expected, or
more-than he paid for. W. H. Sharpe
said the people of the west were
against the bill.from start to finish
because it would retard the settlement
of Western Canada. An amendment
will be moved when the consideration
of the bill is resumied.

Fisheries Bill Passes.

Ottawa, April 2—Consideration of a
bill ‘to incorporate the Retail Merch-
ants’ Association of Canada was post-
poned after some vigorpus discussion
in committee. Ralph Smdth, Nanai-
mio, “pratested against the bill going
theough on _account of e’ pstilitx. of
retall merchants,” to the co-operative
bill which was knocked out by the
banking and commeree committee. Dr.
Neely, of Humboldt, said there was
lurking in the measure a menace to
the consumers of the country.

In committee on the bill to amend
the Fisheries act,which isdesigned to
bring into force regulations regarding
fisheries in international waters, Geo.
Bradbury, Selkirk, said the' trouble
would be to get American officials to
carry out their part of the bargain.
The Canadian inland fisheries had
been exploited for many years by
American companies. He suggested
that the export of sturgeon should be
prohibited for four years and that no
white fish under two potnds should
be taken out of treaty waters. The

First, it was to be observed that God
was the source of all power, pbysical,
intellectual—power of any sort was de-
rived from Him by whose word the
worlds were formed and all things stand
together.

quéstion might be asked “How may ‘that
power become mine?”

The truth
must be proclaimed that not by man’s
effort but by the power of God alons ecar
salvation be effected. In order that pow-
er might come to a man there must b:
on his part an intenss desirs for it.
Watt’s sleepléss nighte when he was
wrestling with the problem of steam,
Stevenson’s almost orazed application to
the invention of the locomotive, werz
typical examples of intense desire for
power. The intensity of a Jacob when
he wrestled with an angel, was needed
or of a John Knox, when he was heard
to pray, “Give me Scotland or T die.”

Oneof the essentials of the coming of
the power of God wasthe willingness t~
surrender to the conditions of that pow-
er. This might be termed the prime es-
sential. - In mo physical. sphece was
power thoroughly understood. “We du
not yet know what eleotricity is, yet by
surrendering to its conditions we govern
it. Se it is with spiritual power,” said
the speaker.

It was necessary always to keep in
touch with the source of power. The
speaker had scen men mightily ia earn-
est about spiritual things who afterwards
became dead and inanimate, spivitually.

THE SUPREME COURT

President Taft Appoints New York
State Governor to Vacancy Caused
by Death of Justice Brewer—
Hughes Will Be Out of Politics,
and - Retention of State in Repuh
lican Column Will be Left to
Roosevelt,

Washington, D. C., April 25.—Gow
ermor Charles E, Hughes will today
be nomimdted by President Taft t)
succeed ‘the late Justice Brewer on th~
bench of the supreme count of the U
S. The nomination was received witn
favor on all sides in the semate an’
prompt confirmation is expected.

The new justice will take his sea
on the second Monday in October
Until that time, by consent of th-
president, Mr. Hughes will continn -
to exercise the funections of governo-
of New York.

Though the appointment was not un
expocted the acceptance of Governor
Hughes created: a -sénsation. in - lega,
and political circles here. Political
ly, and it was from this angle tha:
the appointment” was first consider
ed, it removes Hughes absolutely from
politics, shatters whatever chances li>
may have had as a presidential pos
sibulity, lifts him out of the perplexed
situation in New York state arid shifts
the entire burden of the retehtion of
the state in.the Republican control o
the shoulders of Theodore Roos velt.

In the broader view as to the effec;

decisions of the supreme court in th:
Standard Oil and Tobacco Trust. cases
and’ it -may be, later on, an incom
tax proposition, ‘opinion. is divided fo-
night.

Moose Jaw, Sask., April 25.—While
driving to his ranch, situated some
twenty miles from the city, Mr. A. K.

Mr. Gray-
son was just leaving his ranch’ with
a friend when his team became un-
manageable and in endeavoring to get
the hofses under contrél he bridded
his feet against the dash board,
which gave way, precipitating the un-
fortunate ‘man out of the rig.

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BILL WILL PASS

Practically No Objection Taken to
Anti-Combine Bill in House
of Commons.

Ottawa, Ont., " April = 25.—With - o
minimum of talk and a maximum f
work, the Commons took a long stride
towards prorogation today by practi
cally disposing of two of, the big bill,
of ‘thé session,  ndmely  Hon. - M;.
King’s bill for the -estriction of com

inations in restraint of trade and th:
amended insurance bill as received
from thé senate after its session of
scrutiny and amendmeént. ‘The grea:
er part of the day was taken up ia
putting the anti-combipation  bil’
through the committee stage. Ther:
was practically mo objection taken to
the (hasis, aim and principle of tha
bill, and there were but few change:
made in the wording - as originally

rawn. Seldom has a measure of sucr
far-reaching impomtance been put
through' by a minister in his compara
tive ease.

The most important change in th:
bill was to meet some of these sug
gesting, which came from both sides
of the House, and its scope has been
largely evidenced so as to allow of its
appication to combines which tak:
advantage of the absence of competi.
tion to unduely decrease the price
paid to the producer for raw materia
as well, as to combines which unduel
enhance the prices of finished articles
to the detriment of the consumer,

Chang> in Wording.

A change in the wording of the defi
nition of “Combine” in the- bill was
made 8o as to make it clear that re-
paration for investigating and penalty
would apply both ito purchasing s
well as the selling price. Thus, for
instance, canners, who take advantags
of peculiar conditions to unduely n-
crease the price paid to fishermen for
fish during the busy:-season or to cold
htorage mén who keep down the mar
ket price for agricultumal products
during certain seasons of the yeéar, or
grain -buyers who form a combine 1>
restrict the price paid to farmers for
their wheat will be.amenable to the
act.

The bill will probably be given its
third reading tomorrow and it is fully
expected that it will-be put througa
the semate before prorogation.

U. S. CONSUL TALKS
ON TARIFF QUESTION

Consul-General Jones Returns to Winni-
peg from Washington Where H2
Held Important Conference with
President Taft Considering Closer
Trade Relations Between Canada and
the United States.

Winnipeg, April 25—Dr. J. E. Jones
United States consul-general for western
Canada, returned to Winnipeg yasterday
after an absence in Washington, D.C.,
of nearly a month. Dr. Joncs ce: lind
to discuss the wobject of his visit, but
did not deny that he was called to Wash-
ington on imporiant business, or that
the tariff bebween Canada and the Unit-
ed States eccupied meost of his t'me. He
said that the amicable arrangement be-
tween the two countiries, which formed
the basis of an international conference
some'time ago, had beem prcductive. of
much gcod. It called the attent:on of
people generally to Canada and wnwaken-
ed an interest in the country which
nothing elss could have dcne so wells

While the consul-general did not wish
to discuss the merits of the agreement,
he said that the United States wslcomel
the friendly spirit of the Canadians and
the brotherly manner in which the tariff
differences were settled; he wag sure it
was ithe fore-runner of close bonds, and
while for diplomatic reasons he would
not discuss. the probability of tne reci-
procal treaty, he said that he hoped: the
future: of | the two countries would ne
more clodely: cemented. He said the im.
pressions.made by the representatives.of
Cangda’in Washington was most happy.

Dr. Jones would not discuss the po-
litical situation in the " United 'States,
although - her admitted that the condi-
tion was most compléex ‘at the pre-ent
time. §

Asked if there was any truth in the
rumor that he was to be transferred to
a more important post, ths consul-gen-
eral said: “I believe Winnipeg %5 be the
most important consular post in the ser
vice and I should leave it with great
dgal of sorrow, but I am only part of a
big machine and must try to fit
wherever the commander direots."

I Kansas City, Mo., April 25.—The

' element of Teal tragedy in the Swope
; mystery became apparent today, when
{ sister was arrayed against sister in
the dingy little court room. Margaret
Swope, a sweet faced young woman of
21, took the witness stand. For hours
Margaret Swope detailed. her .story
that is being used as one of the links
in_the chain of evidence that = the
state is forging around the man aec-
cused of an - almost unprecedented
series of crimes,

Margaret: Swope believes that Dr.
Bennet Clark Hyde tried ‘to kill her,
first, by infecting her with the germs
oi typhoid fever and secon lly by in-
jecting into her arm some substance
that poisoned her and from the effects
of which she is suffering to this day.
The girl told her story to the jurors
today.

During the examination of Margaret
Swope today, the defence ghowed that
Dr. Hyde’s contention will be that
the typho.d “ever at the Swope man-,
sion might have come {romn one of
the negro cabins on the estate. 'That
it might have been carried by one of
the old negro. servants and by this,
woman carried to the family in the
milk that the family drank. It will
also contend that the typhoid might,
have come from - defective . plumbing
or from a cess pool near the home.

But experts for the state will testify
that the typhoid - walked into the!
Swope home on two legs and walked
out again.

OPEN UP THE NORTHWEST,
(Tuesday’s Daily.)

Two hundred and fifty miles north-
west of Edmonton lies the ““last, best
West,” the Grand Prairie and Peace
River country. Beétween here and
there the country is ricli in resources
of many kinds. The soil is of exceed-
ing depth and richness. It is drained
by streams which some day will pro-
duce power of unlimited gquantity.
Along the streams stand Torests whiose
valué can only be guessed at. The
lakes and streams abound in fish and
are many of them suitable for naviga-
tion. ‘Practically there is not a mile
of country between Edmonton and-
Dunvegan which - would not now be
vielding wealth in some form orothér
if only the countfy were open to eh-
terprise, - industry and eapital. And
at the end of the road lies the valley
of the Peace, an empire waiting: for
the plow.

This northwestern ecountry is so
good that people canmot be kept out
of it. Beyond, Morinville—eighteen
miles north. of Edmonton and seven
milés west—is not a mile of railway
betwzen here and Peace river. The
trail is absolutely the only means of
getting into the counfry or out, ior
much of the way, and the trail in con-
siderable part is always bad and
sometimes impassable.. In summer
steamers ply on the Athabasca as iar
as the mouth of the Little Slave, and
on Lesser Slave Lake. But the re-
mainder of the journey mmust be
made by wagon, on horseback or ‘on
foot. In winter sleighs, dog trains,
or moceassins are the only means of
transportation over the whole of this
route. Winter and summer there is
no means of getting into, through; or
out. of the country south of the Atha-
basca save on foot, or by sleigh, wag-
on or saddle,

Yet people thave gone into this
northwestern country ; and not by the
twos, nor the .scores, but by the hun-
dreds, and the hundreds total up
into the thousands.

ONCE AGAIN,
(Wednesday’s Daily.)

Mr. Minty gave evidence before the
Commission yesterday, not of grace,
but of necessity. He tried to persuade
the Commission that he came volun-
tarily to econtribute his quota of :in-
formation to the elucidation of the
Alberta and Great Waterways transac-
tion. ‘But Mr. Walsh happened to
know better and reminded Mr. Minty
of the facts. His attempt to upset the
onder of the High court had failed.
The Commission, therefore, held the
power of a court in Manitoba. Mr.
Minty, therefore, had a choice: he
could go to the witness box or go to
jail. -He preferred to go to the awit-
ness box—and had the audacity to
say he did it voluntarily.

In the box Mr. Minty gave some
very interesting information—knowing
that a refusal to give information
might send him to jail. He 'said
his firm had resigned the solici-
torship of the Alberta and Great ‘Wat-
erwdys and the Canada West Con-
struction Co. on April 20th, 1910—or to
put it .in better perspective, on Wed-
nesday of last week. And of course
when the resigning ~was done Mr.
Minty - turned over all books, papers,
letters and documents relating to the
Alberta and Great Waterways and the
Construction .companies—turned them
over to Mr. W. R. Clarke, president
of the railway company, and Mr. B.

Object of Bill Now Before British House
of Commons.

London, April 24—A woman’s charter
which propos:s to give women the fran-
chise and man yother priivleges -they
new lack, is before the Commons.

One of the main objects of the charter
is to put married women in a more
equitable pesilion with regard to pro-
perty, and another is to provide salaries
for wives. 1t is proposed that a wife
who devotes her whole time to hous2-
keeping and care of children shall have
a claim on her husband during his life
and on his estale after death for a sum
calculated on a scale not exceeding ihe
wagés of a housekeeper in her station of
life, provided she has not received any
other personal allowance. = Where the
wife is a wage earner she shall not be
legally liable for the support of ber hus-
band or his children unless har earn-
ings or the income of her property ex-
ceods the minimum necessary for her
support. Wives who work jointly in the
same business as their husbands shall
be regarded as partners. Fathers and
mothers shall be joint guardians of their
s All universities or ins'itutes
deriving revenue from estates s*all be
ope nto women. Finally, bruta husbands
are liable to heavier punishmeit than
under the present laws.

LIQUOR STORE ROBBED.
