contravention. Bel-
| gium was thus bound in honor to
defend her own independepce. She
kept her word. The other Powers
were bound to respect and ' to pro-
tect her neutrality. Germany viola-
ted her oath; England kept hers.

These are the facts.

The laws of conscience .are sover-
eign laws. We should have acted
unworthily had we evaded our obliga-
tion by a mere feint of resistance.
And now we would not rescind our
first resolution; we exult in it
Being. called upon to write a most
solemn page in the history of our
country, we resolved that it should
be also a sincere, also a glorious
page. And as long as we are com-
pelled fo give precof of endurance, so
long we shall endure.

Truce, then, my brethren,
murmurs of complaint. Remember
St. Paul’'s words to the Hebrews, and
through them to all of Christ’s flock,
when, referring to the blcody sacri-
fice of our Lord upon the Cross he
reminded them that they had not yet
resisted unto blood. Not only to the
Redeemer’s example shall: you look,
but algo to that of the thirty thou-
sand, perhaps forty thousand, men
who have already shed their life-
"blood for their country. In compari-
son with them, what haye you en-
:dured who are deprived of thg daily
comfqrts of your lives, your news-
papers, your means of travel, com-
munication with your families? Let
the patriotism of our Army, the hero-
ism of our King, of our beloved Queen
in her magnanimity, serve to stimu-
late us and support us. Let us bemoan
ourselves no more., Let us deserve
the coming deliverance. ILet us has-
iten it by our virtue even more than
by our prayers. Courage, brethren.
Suffering passes away; the crown of

DUTY UNDER INVASION.

I do not require of ydu to rendunce
any of your national desires. On the
contrary, I hold it as part of the ob-
ligations of my episcopal office to in-
struct you as to your duty in face of
the Power, that has invaded our soil
and now occupies the greater part of
owr country.

A WORD TO THE PRIESTS.

You especially, my dearest brethren
in the priesthood, be you at once the
best examples of Patriotism and the
best supporters of public order. On
the field of battle you have been mag-
nificent. The King and the Army ad-
mire the intrepidity of our military
chaplains in face of death, their char-
ity at the work of the ambulance,
Your Bishops are proud of you.

You have suffered greatly. You
have endured much calumny. But be
‘patient; history will do you justice.
I to-day bear witness for you.

Wherever it ha§ been possible I
have questioned our people, our clergy,
and particularly a certain number of
priests who had been deported to a
German prison, but whom a principle
of humanity, to which I gladly render
homage, has sef at liberty. Well, I
affirm upon my honor, and I am pre-
pared to assert upon faith of my oath,
that until now I-have met a single
ecclesiastic, igecular or regular, who
had once incited civilians to bear arms
against the enemy. All have loyally
followed the .instructions of their
bishops, given in the early days of
August, to the effect that they were to
use their moral influence over the civil
population; so that order might be pre-
served and military regulations ob-
served.

Our distress has moved the other
nations. England, Ireland, and Scot-
land, France, Holland, the * United
States, Canada, have vied with each
other in ‘generosity for our relief. It
is a spectacle at once most mournful
and most noble. Here again is a re-
velation of the Providential Wisdom
which draws good from evil. In your
name, my brethren, and in my own, I
Sffer the Governments and the nations
-that have succoured us the assurance
L0f our admiration and our gratitude.

With a touching goodness our Holy
Father Benedict XV. has been the
first to incline his heart towards us.
When, a few moments after his elec-
tion, he deigned to take me in his
arms, I was bod enough then to ask
that the first Pontifical Benediction
he spoke should be given to Belgium,
already in deep distress through the
war. He eagerly closed with my wish
which I knew would also be yours.
To-day, with delicate Kkindness, His
Holiness has taken the step to re-
nounce the annual offering of Peter’s
Pence from Belgium. In a letter
dated on the beautiful festival of the
Immaculate Virgin, Dec. 8th, he as-
sures us of the part he bears in our
sufferings, he prays for us, calls down
upon our Belgium the protection of
Heaven, and exhorts us to hail in the
then approaching advent of the
Prince of Peace, the dawn of better
days.

The Suez Canal.

The only ways by which the Turks
can attack “Egypt 'is from Syria  and
Arabia. Attacks by sea are impos-
sible owing to the weakness of the
Turkish Navy and the strength of the
Auies’ Navy in. .the Mediterranean.
T'hese ways of attack present  very
many difficulties in the way of trans-
portation of troops, guns, ammunition,
roed and other supplies. They involve
the traversing of a few caravan routes
over the desert which forms the root
of the tonigue of the Peninsula of Sinai
of 120 to 150 miles, and even greater
distances through scorching deserts.
It would therefore be a considerable
task to transport any large forces, to
keep open the lines of communication
and to provide supplies. These cara-
van routes would carry them to a few
points on the ‘east of the Suez Canal,
which forms the main line of the de-
fence of Egypt. Here they are con-
fronted with a second gigantic task
in - getting their troops ' across the
Canal, for they must cross- it to in-
vade ‘Egypt proper. There is no way
of getting round it, for the north end
of the Canal enters the Mediterran-
ean and the. south end the Gulf of
Suez and between these points the
Canal stretches 100 miles, passing
through some very large lakes. The
Canal itself has a uniform depth’ of
29 feet, and a width of 213 feet in the
straight parts to 262 feet in the cur-
Ves. Ships of 10,000 tons can navi-
gate it safely. It will be seen that
the small armoured cruisers, = light
cruisers, gunboats and destroyers can
be brought into action at any .point to
assist the soldiers who are defending
the Canal. The west stde cof the Canal
is traversed by a railway so that troops
can be quickly concentrated at any
point by land ‘as well as by. water. :
After all, Aowever, there are only- a
few points which are likely to be at-
tacked and these are near the Canal
termini of the caravan routes. The
engagements reported in this issue
are instances. of this. Turkish attacks
were made on Tuesday night and
Wednesday at Toussoun and Sera-
perim. - These places are near the
middle of- the Canal, and near the
terminus of two caravan routes, one
which traverses -the desert from

60miles from the coast along its
whole length and the other which
branches off from the coast route.
Another point of attack was at EI
Kantara a canal terminus of another
branch of the coast route. The place
where the Australians defeated  the
Turks a “day or  two earlier was
Kalai Nakhl.. This is where another
caravan route is cut between Akabah
and Terrabeh by the Wady el Arish a
stream which is dry at certain sea-

It is interesting to
know, said the Secretary, that the
first name on the list of those who

or. Neutral Powers, he added, would
be notified of the fact, but the civil-
ized world needed no representation
of ours to enhance its sense of hor-
ror at this wanton outrage.

AMERICAN OPINION.

NEW YORK, Feb. 4.

The Herald, this morning, says edi-
torially: “The Germans complain
that there is against them a conspir-
acy of international law and Ameri-
can sentiment. They declare they are
being outrageously treated. There
may be some persons who have been
inclined to maintain a neutral atti-
tude, but what are these to think now.
when German submarines begin war
by torpedoes on hospital ships and
merchant vessels. The Germans have
boasted they will isclate England and
starve her. Evidently they are doing
their level best to do it, but such a
step will be against < Americans as
well as Englishmen. The moment
they begin to sink Atlantic liners,
that moment there will come revis-
ions of neutrality and the application
of an old rule. The new neutrality
will place the nation that commits
acts of outlawry in the category of
the outlaw, and the old rule revised
will treat as pirates those who mur-,
der under the name of war. A situa-
tion undreamed of in modern history
is hastening to a crisis through the
acts of Germany.

BRITISH DEFEAT TURKS.

CAIRO, Feb. 4.

The following official communica-
tion was issued here to-day: During
Tuesday night the enemy attempted
to cross the Suez Canal near Tusub,
35 miles north of Suez. They were
permitted to bring bridging materizl
to the bank of the Canal wnmolested,
but directly they-. strated bridging
operations our troops attacked, and
the enemy fled in disorder, leaving all
the material on our hands.

Within the past three days the
British War Office has sent about 47,-
000 British troops across the Channel
to meet the new offensive movement
which the Germans are expected to
make all along the line of West Flan-
ders and -Northern France. General
Joffre and Field Marshal Sir John
French learned through spies and the
allied aerial services that the Ger-
mans have been massing men and ar-
tillery along the northern front for
about ten days. The preparations
made by the Germans indicate that
they are getting ready to launch the
most_terrific assaults yet made upan
the Anglo-French lines. The severest
attacks are expected near the Belgian
frontier, where a considerable por-
tion of British troops are massed. The
Kaiser evidently desires .a victory
over the British rather than the
French, for political reasons.

THE FRENCH IN KAMERUN.

) PARIS, Feb. 4.

After several engagements, French
troops on Jan. 29th occupied Beitana,
a port situated in the German Colony
of Kamerun. - The occupation ef this
port indieates, according to official
announcement, made in Paris to-day,
that the French enveloping movement
against the German forces in Kamer-
un is being continued.

» BOER REBELS SURRENDERING.

«PRETORIA, Feb. 4.

The rebel leader Bezuidenhout, and
the so-called Prophet Van Rensburg,
surrendered to the British forces,
with Lieut. Col. Kemp, is officially
announced.. ‘to-day. The commando
which gave up its arms also include
48 officers and 500 whom the Burgher
rebels captured at Upington. Van
Rensburg’s influence is credited with
being largely responsible for the re-
bellion. The announcement states
that an additional surrender is ex-
pected to-night, and that Lieut. Col.
S. G. Maritz and his men probably
will give themselves up béfore the
end of the week.

KITCHENER FOR THE FRONT.

NEW YORK, Feb. 4.

Lord Kitchener is to leave England
next month for active service at the
front, according to a letter written by
an officer of the Canadian Expedition-
ary force, to a friend in New .York.
That such a move has been under con-
sideration, has been rumored, and as
persistently denied, on many. occa-
sions during the last six weeks, writes
the officer, but recently, it has bec})mé
to be accepted as true in circles which
are in close touch with official chan-
nels. Kitchener is to take entire
charge of the infantry branch of the
service, which he always has shown
greatest skill in handling, while the
attention of ‘Sir John French will be |
devoted entirely to cavalry, accord-

CANADIAN PARLIAMENT OPENS.

Nothing, however,
occurred to mar the ceremony, and at
3.30 the proceedings terminated. His
Royal Highness, who opened the
Emergency Session in servide khaki,
appeared to-day in the parade uni-
form of a Field Marshal of the Brit-
ish Army. The Speech from the
Throne, 88 expected, dealt sélely with
the war situation and the measures
proposed by the Government.

EVERYTHING BUT THE HIGH
SEAS FLEET.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 5.
The announcement is made that the
department has received a telegram
from the American Ambassador at
Berlin, dated Feb. 2nd, - stating that
the German admiralty have issued a
proclamation urgently wgming all
merchant vessels not- to approach
north and  west coasts of France, as
it is the intention of the German -Gov-
ernment to use all means of war
which it has at its disposal against
British troopships and ammunition
shipments to France. The German
Government recommends merchant
vessels bound for the North Sea to

take the north of Scotland course.

A TUBKISH REPULSE.

CAIRO, Feb. 5.

The following official statement re-
counting the repulse-of the Turkish
force which attacked the Suez Canal
was given out here yesterday.

At daybreak Wednesday thé ‘enemy
advanced on our posts at Toussoum,
35 miles north of the Suez where they
attempted to cross the Canal Tuesday
night, and their artillery  bombarded
- Tousscum and Seraperim. OQur artil-
lery, supported by ships in the Canal
replied.. The enemy tried.to cross the
Canal on rafts but retired in the af-
ternoon with the loss of eight officers
and numerous dead, while' 282 'pris-
oners were taken. Our losses were
two officers and 13 men killed, and 58
wounded. -~ At “El Kantara forty miles
south of Port Said 'the enemy also at-
tacked, but were driven off, leaving
21 men killed, 25 wounded ‘and 25
prisoners in our hands. The enemy‘s
force consisted-of 1,200 men and six
batteries.
