15 men who were in one of the Gal-
gate’s boats, are still missing.

ASQUITH IN DUBLIN.

DUBLIN, To-day.

Asquith’s chief occupation since his
arrival in Dublin, consisted in seek-
ing a method for the adjustment of
the Irish crisis by ascertaining whe-
ther it would be advisable to return
to the former system of Government,
or adopt a change of rule more in ac-
cordance with the wishes of the peo-

ple. The Premier also has given |

some attention to minér factors, these
having to do with the disposal of re-
maining rebel prisoners and compen-
sation for material damage done in

Dublin. Neither of these questions
has yet been solved, but Asquith had
the opportunity to see and question a
number of rebels in the detention bar-
racks to-day and again visited the
ruins of buildings destroyed in vari-
ous sections of the city. The infor-
mation thus obtained may be of great
service to him, when the subject is
brought before the Cabinet on his re-
turn to London, which is expected at
an early date. Is Ireland’s salvation
to be the outcome of the recent blood
letting? is the question occupying the
thoughts of most Irishmen to-day in
Nationalist and Unionist circles, ani-
mated by a discussion of tentative
suggestions, respecting the future of
the government of the country, with
the-hope but without the ecertainty
that a change for the better would be
brought about. Asquith’s presence
here lent color to the belief that the
Prime Minister has some project in
mind and that his study of conditions
on the spot would help him to formu-
late a definite plan to place before
Parliament. The view widely pre-
vails that Asquith will propose to in-
corporate the Nationalist and Union-
ist forces of armed volunteers into
auxiliary troops of the Imperial Ar-
my, and thus avoid the perilous prob-
lem of disarming everybody in Ire-
land, not belonging to recognized
military organizations, and at the
same time the opinion grows apace in
favor of a real Irish Executive Coun-

| cil being formed. Jrishmen entirely

conversant with the people in their
aspirations and needs, and all news-
papers, whatever their politics,  ‘ex-
press the desire that the best should
be made out of the situation, and call
for concessions by extremists on both
sides, who they declare do not repre-
sent the true feeling of the Imish peo-
ple. The vast majority of Irishmen,
conversing on the present position,
avoid any wild talk, and appear anx-
ious to appease the differences exist-
ing between the various parties. by
agreeing on any plan which offers a
fair chance of stable government in
whieh all could have confidence.

The'following is tie text of the note
cabled to-day by Seéretary Lansing to
Ambdssddor Gerrad at Berlin, with
instructions to deliver it to the Ger-
man Minister of Foreign Affairs:
“The notée of the Imperial German
Government, under date .of May 4
1916, has received “careful considera-
tion by the Governmnt of the United
States. It is especially noted, as in-
dicating the purpose of the Imperial
Government as to the futwre, that it is
prépdred to do.its utmost-to confine
the operation of the war, for the rest
of 'its duration, to the fighting forces
of the belligerents, and that it is de-
termined to impose upon all its com-
manders at sea thé limitations of the
recognized rules of intérnatiomal law
upon which the Goverament of the
Uni#ed States has insisted.
“Throughout the months waich have
elapsed since the Imperial Govern-
ment announced on February 4, 1915,
its submariné policy, now happily
abandoned, the Government of the
United States has been constantly
guided and restrained by motives of
friendship in its patient efforts to
bring to an amicable settlem:ent the
critical questions arising from that
policy. Accepting the Imperial Gov-
ernment’s declaration of its abandon-

ment of the policy which has so ser- |,

iously menaced the good relations be-
tween the two countries, the Govern-
ment of thé United States will rely
upon a scrupulous States execution

henceforth of the now altered policy ' tWo brothers now on

will remove the principal danger to
an interruption of the good relations
existing between the United States
and Germany.

“The Government of the Tnited
States feels it neécessary to state that
it takes for granted that the Imperial
German Government does not intend
to imply that‘the maintenance of its
hewly announced policy is in' any way
contingent upon the course of results
of diplomatic negotiations bhetween the
Government of the United States and
ahy other belligerent Government,
notwithstanding the fact that certain
passages in the Imperial Govern-
ment’s note of the fourth instant
might appear to be susceptible of that
construction. In order, however, to
avoid any possible misunderstanding
the Government of the United States
rotifies the Imperial Governmenfgy that
iz cannot, for a' moment, entertain,
much less discuss, a suggestion that
respect by German -haval authorities
for the rights of citizens of the United
States upon -the high seas should, in
any way, or in the slightest degree, be
made contingent upon the conduct of
any other Governmeént affecting the
rights of neutrals and non-combat-
ants. Responsibility in such matters

Editoy Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Sincé the reference in
your issue of Friday [ast re the Day-
light Saving Bill, 1 have been asked
by a large number of citizens can any-
thing.be done to carry out the scheme
this summer. Well, I am prepaYed to
co-operate in any way that will bring
about the trying of the bill Saving
Daylight for this season in St. John’s.
It would mean to thé working men
during June, July, August and Sep-
tember one hundred and sixteen hours
-—equal to 13 holidays, ‘'with full pay
and no loss of sleep. Everyocne ap-
preciates ‘the long light evenings.
Everyone laments their shrinkage as
autumn approaches, nearly every one
has giveh ufterance to a regret that
the clear bright light of early morn-
ing during Spring and Summer
months is so seldom seen “or used. In
the middie of June the light of the
evenings begin to fade away.

The high merit of the propcsal is
the simple way of it, and will cause
no disturbanee to existing things, and
would be of great benefit to thf- citi-
zens of St, John’s and the (‘ountr,w in
general.

The following is a copy of the New-
foundland Daylight Saving Bill intro-
duced in the Legislative Council, May
3rd, 1916.

A BILE. 1
An Aet Respecting Certain Changes
in the Hours of the Day and Night.
Governor, the
Hoeuse' of
Session

Be it enacted by the
Legislative Coyncil and
Assembly, in Legislative
convened, as follows:—
1. On the first Sunday in the montit

of June, 1916, the hour of Nine o’clock

in. the evening shall become the hour
of Ten o’cldck of the sdme evening,
and time shall thereaftér continue as
at present fromm day to"dvay until the
last ‘Sunday in September of the said
yvear, when the hour of nine o’clock of
the evening of the said day shall be-
come the hour of eight o’clock and
time shall thereafter continue to run’
as at present from day to day, and in
like Manner in all succeedirig years
on the said days and hours in the
month of June and September, re-
spectively, the time shall be advanced
and put back. :

2. The time with the changes in the
next preceeding section provided shall
be known as ‘Colonial Time’ and
hereafter in this Act is referred to as
‘Colonial Time.

3. In any Act of the Legislature at
present in force or hereafter to be
passed all expressions as-o time or
to hours for the performance or omis-
sion of any acts provided to be done
or not to he done shall be taken to re-
fer to Colonial Time.

4. In all deeds, documents, notices;
or other written instruments or print-
ed publications executed,
made after the passing of this Act,
all expressions as to the hours of the
day or night shall be taken to refer
ta Colonial Time.

5. The Noon gun at St. John’s shall
be fired at Noon Colonial ' Time.

6. This Act shall come into force on
the Fourth day of June, 1916, provided
the Imperial Parliament shall in the
meantime have passed legislation for
effeeing a similar purpose with regard
to England.

7. This Act may be cited as the ‘Day-
light Saving Act,” 1916.

The following is a copy of a me-
morial presented to His Excellency
the Governor on Feb. 23rd, i826:—
To His Excellency Sir Thomas Johr

Cochrane, Knight and Commander-

in-Chief in and over the Island of

Newfoundland and its Dependen-

cies, &c., &c.

May it please Your Excellency:

We, the undersigned merchants and
inhabitant householdefs of St. John's,
Newfoundland, beg- leave to approacn
Your Excellency, to express our most
unfeigned loyalty to His Majesty’s
Person and Government, our most ar-
dent attachment to the principles of
the British Constitution, to assure
Your Excellency of the sincere pleas-
ure and high satisfaction with which
we have ever regarded the appoint-
ment of Your Excellency to the im-
portant government of this island and
the warmth of respectful gratitude to
which your various exertions for the
benefit of this community have given
birth.

Assured as we are that Your Ex-
cellency has the best interest of all
most decidedly at heart, we are cer-
tain that this memorial which we
trust will be found reasonable and
respectful, will receive all the atten-
tion it deserves.

We beg to assure Your Excellency
that we yield to none in a cheerful
obedience to the laws of our country,
and whilst we differ decidedly from a
few of our fellow townsmen as to the
necessity of petitioning for a Charter
of Incorporation, we do not hesitate
to affirm that by far the larger num-
ber of those concerned. are agreed
with us in opinion.

We deeply regret that at the public
meeting held on Saturday last the
proceedings were brought to no con-
clusion. Had they been - conclusive,
there never could have been a more

decided opinion expressed as to the
inutility of the intended measure,
and we invite Your Excellency’s can-
did examination into the conclusion
which was there created. If Your
Excellency should find (and we are
confident you will), that disgraceful
personalities were, in some measure,
the cause of the noise and tumult,
which are regretted by all parties, we
trust that the general character of
this community will be again raised
in Your Excellency’s estimation, to
that elevation to which we proudly
feel it is entitled.

We now most respectfully proceed
to state to Your Excellency that upon
the coolest investigation, we are firm-
ly of opinion that a Charter of Incor-
poration would be decidedly hostile to
the best interests of this town, and we

most earnestly and humbly entreat
Your Excellency will not by any
recommendation to His Majesty’s

Government, bring upon us a measure
that would be so unpopular, so unfit
for our circumstances, and so burthen-
some in its operations.
We beg leave to assure Your Ex-
cellency that in coming to this con-
clusion we have no wish to shrink
from the adoption of any reasonable
measure for the improvement of the
town we reside in, and that we are not
so unwise as to expect to obtain ad-
vantages so important without ex-
pense, of which we shall cheerfully
bear on our part.

At the same port a first-lieutenant
had just greeted his bride at the al-
tar when an urgent message came
summoning him back to his ship at
once.

The bride begged him to get
through the ceremony, and the ser-
vice was conducted 'at a record speed.
The hymns were left out, and so
was the vicar’s little homily. The
bride and bridegroom hurried into the
vestry and hastily scribbled their sig-
natures in the register.

After embracing his wife, the lieu-
tenant and his best man jumped into
a motor-car amid a storm of confetti
and raced back to the harbour.

Saved by His Wedding.

They were only just in time for the
last boat, which, crowded with blue-
jackets, was starting for the ship.

In half an hour the triumphant but
saddened Dbride and the guests*who
had assembled at the hotel saw the
warship, with the bridegroom, disap-
pear into the misty sea.

Three times was the wedding of one
engineer-lieutenant . postponed at a
naval base “somewhere on the coast”
because of the sudden departure of
his ship.

On the third occasion the Ship had
been in harbour several ‘days, and for
once luck seemed to be on tke side
of the young pair. The night before
the wedding the ship was -still there,
but before dawn it had gone, and with
it the bridegroom, for the crews of
our warships are mnever allowed
ashore at night.

Friends had to break the sad news
to the bride, who began to despair,
Several weeks later she was laugh-
ing with joy as the carriage contain-
ing herself and her husband was
pulled to their hotel by a dozen
brawny bluejackets.
