GERMAN OFFENSIVE IN EAST AF-

RICA FAILS WITH HEAVY LOSS.
LONDON, May 14.

German forces in German East Af­
rica have been on the offensive against 
the British expeditionary force, un­
der General Smuts, but according to 
.an official statement issued to-night, 
the German attacks were beaten off. 
the attacking force losing heavily. 
The official statement says: Tele­
graphing on May 12th, Lieut.-General 
Smuts reports the enemy having ef­
fected a concentrated force Under the 
personal command of the German 
Imperial troops in German East Af­
rica. In the vicinity of Kilamatinde" 
they made considerable display of ac­
tivity in the direction of Kondoa and 
Irangi since May 5th. The attack at 
the latter place was preceded by 
heavy bombardment, and was at­
tempted during the night of May 9th 
and 10th. It was driven off with se­
vere losses to the enemy, who per­
sisted in his offensive, and after sun­
set on the latter day made a deter­
mined effort against the British left- 
flank, which was repulsed. During 
the 12th there were no enemy at­
tacks. Our losses are inconsiderable. 
A report has arrived, but it is not yet 
confirmed, that Belgian forces. at 
Rainda have proceeded to ’Kitgali af­
ter encountering slight opposition.

Last night one of our aviation squad­
rons, composed of 10 machines, threw 
30 shells on the Nantillois de Brieu- 
lles railway stations, also on bivou­
acs in the Montfaucon and Romagne 
regions. During the same night one 
of our aeroplanes threw 11 shells on 
a Zeppelin shed at Metz. Thé Bel­
gian communique says: “Calm on 
our front. Several artillery duels 
north of Steenstrate.”

Smut's
Campaign.
It is satisfactory to learn 
that the concentration of 
German forces to meet
the invasion of German 
East Africa under Gener­

al Smuts, has been of little effect.
General Smuts has a British force
operating in the interior of the East 
German colony in the region of Kon- 
doa, nearly 200 miles to the southwest 
of the point at which the British for­
ces crossed the German frontier, and j 
a little over 200 miles from the sea i 
coast. The concentrated efforts of the | 
German forces against the British in­
vaders have proved futile, and their 
attacks have been repulsed and driven 
off with heavy losses. The Belgian 
forces who are operating in the north­
west corner of the German colony be­
tween the Lakes Tangansyika, ICivo 
and Victoria Nyanza, appear also to 
be working successfully. German 
East Africa, the remaining German 
Colony, is not only the largest of the 
German colonies in area, being some 
60,000 square miles larger than South 
West Africa, but it is by far the most 
populous. The eleven German colon­
ies before the war had a total popula­
tion of 14,519,000. But out of this 
population, 10,028,000 resided in Ger­
man East Africa. These figures were 
published by the German Government 
in 1911, but since the war it says they 
are not altogether reliable. They are, 
however, sufficient to show to some 
extent the importance of the colony. 
In 1911, however, there were only 4,- 
227 whites in this colony, 3,113 being 
German subjects. The fight is being 
carried on by the Germans, by the or­
ganization of black battalions, and so 
long as the Germans can keep, a suffi­
cient supply of arms and munitions 
they will not run out of a supply of 
fighting men.

Florizcl Back Again ; 
Made Quick Trip

The Red Cross Liner Florizel, Capt.. 
W. Martin, reached port at 9 o’clock 
this morning from New York. The 
ship came direct and made the run in 
the remarkably quick time of three 
days, twenty hours, and but for the 
fog that was experienced, Capt. Mar­
tin ’would have ticked off the journey 
sooner. The Florizel brought a ful; 
freight including deck load and these 
saloon passengers: E. St. John How- 
ley and wife, Harold Bishop, Sir Jos. 
Outerbridge, F. M. Sheard, Mrs. G. 
Knowling, jr.. Mrs. McNeil, W. J. El­
lis, Joseph Flett, wife and daughter, 
Angus Summers and 9 second class. 
The interior of the ship was thorough­
ly renovated recently and she is now 
in first class condition for the tour­
ist service this summer.

At Cochrane St. Church 
Last Night.

The large congregation last even­
ing had the privilege of hearing Rev. 
F. H. Langford, B.A., one of the Secre­
taries of the Sunday School Depart­
ment of the Methodist Church. He is 
visiting Newfoundland in the interests 
of the Sunday School work, and will, 
to-night, in Gower St. Church, conduct 
a conference of workers to which all 
interested are cordially invited. Last 
evening he preached on our responsi­
bility for the taking care of the gift 
that is in us. He referred to the con­
servation of resources. In the nat­
ural world these are divided broadly 
into three groups—those unrenewable, 
those renewable, and those which are 
permanent. Into the first group fair 
mines, such as coal mines, iron mines, 
etc. The second group comprises the 
forest wealth, the fisheries, the game, 
the farm. The third takes in the sun­
shine, the tides, the water powers of 
magnitude as Niagara. With apt illu­
stration and forceful manner the 
preached showed how our action with 
regard to these groups affects the well 
being of mankind. Turning to man, 
he pointed out that we have been 
gjven charge of certain resources and 
we should be faithful to our trust. 
Amongst the unrenewable resources 
are our youth, our memory, our pow­
ers of action and of choice and our in­
nocence. We must conserve them and 
use them properly while we have the 
opportunity. And as we thus, year by 
year, discharge our trust, we arc add­
ing to the character that is forming, 
and in the progress of time we come 
to almost a permanency in goodness, 
honour and truth, which we respect 
and value, accompanied as it is by tlje 
white hairs and mature, mellow judg­
ment of old age. Our permanent re­
source is God, the great loving Father 
of us all. The congregation listened 
with rapt attention, and the sermon 
made a deep - impression. The choir 
gave good service and the congrega­
tional singing was whole-souled and 
fervent. The anthem was “The King 
of Love my Shepherd is.”

The pews for the new- church are 
on the Tabasco, and it is hoped the 
dedication of the church will take 
place about the 11th of June.

SEW YORK’S BIG PARADE.

NEW YORK, To-day.
New York expressed the attitude of 

the situation of national preparedness 
yesterday by holding the greatest civ­
ic parade in the history of the coun­
try. Almost a countless host of men 
and women, - estimated at more than 
150,000, representing all walks and 
men abreast, behind bands, and 
nations in the metropolis, marched 12 
played patriotic airs, through the flag- 
bedecked streets, lined with hundreds 
of thousands of cheering spectators. 
All professions and trades which 
make up the complex of the life of 
the city, were represented. Two hun­
dred bands played music. In one di­
vision were street sweepers in their 
uniforms of white, while another w-ere 
dignified as Justices of the Supreme 
Court of New York. There also were 
clergy, nearly 200, representing every 
denomination, the nation’s greatest 
city lawyers, doctors, trained nurses, 
veterans of the Spanish-American war 
ail in line, but the most popular di- 

, vision brought up the rear. This, 
’ declared Major General Leonard 

Wood, in command of its department 
east, who reviewed the parade, is the 
gicatest argument that America has 
ever known in favor of being prepar­
ed against elements that .are at pre­
sent unknown. The women’s division 
was estimated at between 5,000 and 
6,000.

He express­
ed great satisfaction after it was all 
over.

SENT TO TI1E BOTTOM.
LONDON, To-day.

The British ship Galgate was sunk 
on May 6th and sent to the bottom by 
a torpedo from a German submarine, 
according to a British Admiralty 
statement issued last night. The sub­
marine did not provide for the safety 
of the crew. The statement declares 
15 men who were in one of the Gal- 
gate’s boats, are still missing.

ASQUITH IN DUBLIN.
DUBLIN, To-day.

Asquith’s chief occupation since his 
arrival in Dublin, consisted in seek­
ing a method for the adjustment of 
the Irish crisis by ascertaining whe­
ther it would be advisable to return 
to the former system of Government, 
or adopt a change of rule more in ac­
cordance with the wishes of the peo­
ple. The Premier also has given 
some attention to mindr factors, these 
having to do with the disposal of re­
maining rebel prisoners and compen­
sation for material damage done m

Dublin. Neither of these questions 
lias yet been solved, but Asquith had 
the opportunity to see and question a 
number of rebels in the detention bar­
racks to-day and again visited the 
ruins of buildings destroyed in vari­
ous sections of the city. The infor­
mation thus obtained may be of great 
service to him, when the subject is 
brought before the Chbinet on his re­
turn to London, which is expected at 
an early date. Is Ireland’s salvation 
to be the outcome of the recent blood 
letting? is the question occupying the 
thoughts of most Irishmen to-day in 
Nationalist and Unionist circles, ani­
mated by a discussion of tentative 
suggestions, respecting the future of 
the government of the country, with 
the hope but without the certainty 
that a change for the better would be 
brought about. Asquith's presence 
here lent color to the belief that the 
Prime Minister has some project in 
mind and that his study of conditions 
on the spot would help him to formu­
late a definite plan to place before 
Parliament. The view widely pre­
vails that Asquith will propose to in­
corporate the Nationalist and Union­
ist forces of armed volunteers into 
auxiliary B'oops of the Imperial Ar­
my. and thus avoid the perilous prob­
lem of disarming everybody in Ire­
land, not belonging to recognized 
military organizations, and at the 
same time the opinion grows apace in 
favor of a heal Irish Executive Coun­
cil being formed. Irishmen entirely 
conversant with the people in their 
aspirations and needs, and all news­
papers, whatever their politics,, ex­
press the desire that the best should 
be made out of the situation, and call 
for concessions by extremists on both 
sides, who they declare do not repre­
sent the true feeling of the Irish peo­
ple. The vast majority of Irishmen, 
conversing on the present position, 
avoid any wild talk, and appear anx­
ious to appease the differences exist­
ing between the various parties by 
agreeing on any plan which offers a 
fair chance of stable government in 
which all could have confidence.

BELFAST, Ireland, To-day.

REJECTS GERMAN TENDER OF 
PEACE.

NANCY, To-day.
President Poincare, in an address 

here to-day responded to Germany’s 
declaration regarding peace, contain­
ed in the German reply to the Ameri­
can note. France does not want Ger­
many to tender peace, said the Presi­
dent] but wants her adversary to ask 
for peace. The President then made 
known clearly the only kind of peace 
which would be acceptable to France. 
The address was delivered at" Molitor 
Garrison, before a large number of 
Lorraine refugees, whom the Presi­
dent, after expressing sympathy, re­
newing the promises of solicitude and 
protect!*, said France will not ex­
pose her sons to dangers of new ag­
gressions. The Central Empires are 
haunted by remorse for having brought 
on the war was terrified by the indigo 
nation and hatred they have stirred up 
up in mankind, and are trying to-day 
to make the world believe the Allies 
alone are responsible for the prolon

gation of hostilities-, a dull irony which 
will deceive no one. Directly nor in­
directly have our enemies offered us 
peace, but we do not want them to 
offer it to us. We want them to ask 
it of us. We do not want to submit to 
their conditions. We want to impose 
ours on them. We-do not want peace 
which would leave Imperial Germany 
witlf power to recommence the war 
and keep Europe eternally menaced. 
We want a peace which receives from 
restored rights of serious guarantees 
of equilibrium and stability. So long 
as that' peace is not assured to us, so 
tong as our enemies will not recog­
nize themselves as vanquished we will 
not cease to fight.

CASEMENT’S TRIAL.’
LONDON, To-day.

According to Reynolds Weekly, Sir, 
Roger Casement received three friends 
at London in the Tower yesterday, 
and discussed his case with them for 
nearly an hour. Sir Roger is in much 
better health than a fortnight ago. He 
has been permitted to read and has 
taken on regular exercise. It is un­
derstood the case of the prosecution 
against Sir Roger will last four or five 
days and the prisoner will be convey­
ed secretly to the Police Court. There 
will be no opportunity of seeing him 
unless admission to the court is gain­
ed, which will be most difficult as 
there are accommodations only for 
sixty spectators.

ZEPPELIN BROUGHT DOWN.
LONDON, To-day.

The destruction of another Zeppelin 
brought down off the West Coast of 
Norway is reported and that three 
British destroyers went in pursuit.

ASQUITH’S SCHEME FOR IRELAND 
LONDON, To-day.

The Central News despatch from 
Dublin says Premier Asquith desires 
to establish immediately an Lrish war 
executive council, partly administra­
tive, partly deliberative and responsi­
ble to the Irish leaders for the dura­
tion of the war. The council, it is 
supposed, will be representative of 
all parties with the Chief Secretary 
for Ireland as its spokesman in Par­
liament. ;

PEACE MEN.PELTED.
LONDON, To-day.

Angry crowds yesterday gave the 
peace propagandists and anti-con- 
scriptionists the roughest handling 
they have yet experienced in London, 
says the Weekly Despatch. The peace 
advocates and anti-Conscriptionists 
held a meeting, secretly called, at the 
Ethican Institution. A stropg force 
of police prevented the mobs from 
forcing an entrance, but the delegates 
upon leaving were subjected to a fusi- 
lade of eggs, rotten oranges, and many 
were injured. The crowd shouted 
German traitors were especially hos­
tile to George Lansbury, thé well 
known Sosialist; and Mrs. Dcspard, 
the sister of Field Marshal French.

• TOULON. To-day.

A dirigible balloon which ■ passed 
here recently from Paris, fell into the 
sea off the Sardinian Coast. Six per­
sons aboard appear to have perished. 
The Italian authorities sent a rescu­
ing party which recovered four bodies 
which were brought here by a French 
warship.

BUDGET OF, WAR NEWS.
LONDON, To-day.

Asiatic Turkey is the only war 
theatre where infantry actions of any 
great importance are reported. On 
the line of France and Belgium and 
in the Austro-Italian theatre, there 
has been minor engagements. On the 
Russian front, bombardments alone 
are in progress. Russians and Turks 
are keeping up their attacks and 
counter-attacks in the region south of 
the Black Sea, Littoral and also west 
of the Persian border, where the Rus­
sians are endeavoring to force their 
way through the Mesopotamia region 
with Bagdad and a junction with Brit­
ish forces farther south as their evi­
dent objectives and to the northwest 
of Srserum, in the Kope mountain 
region. Constantinople reports re­
pulse with heavy losses of Russian at­
tacks in this region and the loss of 
positions. Petrograd admits that . in 
this general region around Erzeringan 
and Aschkaia, the Turks forced their 
advance guards to retire to some 
points, but says the Ottoman force 
desisted in their attacks after having 
suffered extremely heavy casualties. 
Farther southeast of Mosut, the Rus­
sians are throwing a fresh force into 
an attack directed against Bagdad 
region. There they have occupied 
Rowadaduz region, which lies some 
120 miles north of Kasrishirin where 
they were last reported to be opera­
ting. This would place the Russian 
troops at a point about 220 miles 
north and 120 miles northeast of Bag­
dad. The region of Le Mort Homme, 
northwest of Verdun, is again under 
heavy bombardment, while'east of the 
Muse intermittent cannonading is in 
progress. No infantry attacks have 
been attempted. The Germans suc­
ceeded in entering the British trench­
es at Ploegsteert Wood, but were im­
mediately ejected, while British pa­
trols captured German trenches south 
of La Bassee Canal, the Germans 
showing considerable artillery activ­
ity against numerous sectors held by 
the British. The Italians, according 
to an Austrian communique launched 
vigorous attacks against the Austri­
ans on the Doberdo Plateau west of 
San Martino, but they were put down 
afte ra severe struggle. On the re­
mainder of this front there have been 
only bombardments. Unofficial ad­
vices ' received in London are to the 
effect that another Zeppelin airship 
has been brought down off the west 
coast of Norway.

POPE WILL TAKE NO STEPS.
ROME, To-day.

A correspondent is informed 
through diplomatic channels that the 
,Pope is convinced that any inititative 
in the direction of peace will iail^nn 
less based on direct pour-parlers be­
tween the belligerents. Hence he-will 
not renew his appeal for peace, nor 
will he ' cojnmunicate to the Allies the 
conciliatory conditions suggested by

• CASEMENT ARRAIGNED.

LONDON, To-day.
Sir Roger Casement was arraigned 

to-day in the Bow Street Police Court 
and charged with high treason. The 
few spectators present were consider­
ably surprised when a second prisoner 
was placed beside Casement in the 
dock. This man was Daniel Julian 
Bailey, a private soldier, whose home 
is at Wembley, a village near London; 
Bailey was irrested at Wantworth 
yesterday.. He was jointly charged 
with Casémént with high' treason but

his exact connection with the Sinn 
Fieners has not so far been made pub­
lic. Casement is reported to have 
made a long statement to the authori­
ties, and it is believed that this state­
ment will considerably shorten the 
hearing before the Magistrate. In 
opening the case for the Crown the 
Attorney General charged that Case­
ment had conducted a systematic cam­
paign among the Irish prisoners in 
Germany with the purpose of seduifing 
them from their allegiance. Bailey, 
he said, had been seduced in this man­
ner and had made a statement ex­
plaining Casement’s action in detail. 
According to the Attorney General, 
Bailey was born in Dublin and joined 
the Royal Irish Rifles in 1904. He 
served with his Regiment in India and 
was honorably discharged on the out­
break of the European War.- Bailey 
was called out as a reservist and sail­
ed with the original Expeditionary 
force to France. He was taken - pris­
oner in September, T914. The At­
torney General said that Bailey had 
related how large numbers of Irish 
prisoners, had been collected from 
various prisons in Germany and plac­
ed in charge of large camps at Lim­
burg. rfere they heard addresses by 
Casement who tried to inflame their 
minds against the British Government 
and persuade them • 'to break their 
oaths of allegiance and support him in 
his projected expedition to Ireland.

PROTECTING THE HANDS.
If a woman’s hands are of unsightly 

redness it is, of course, impossible to 
strive for complete beauty and the 
remedy should be sought for at ouce. 
Covering them with almond meal or 
oatmeal after they Jiave been washed 
and dried is good. Buttermilk is an­
other excellent bleach as is lemon 
juice undiluted.

When cucumbers bedome plentiful 
they may be cut into strips and r.ub- 
bed on the hands, or the Juice may be 
extracted' and bottlpd. Here are di­
rections for making a cucumber lo­
tion which Will soften and whiten the 
skin: Cut one or two cucumbers into 
rather small Chunks without pealing. 
Put these into .a. mortar or an earth­
enware bowl and pound iwtth a potato 
masher, until the mass is pulp like.

Now filter through a piece of cheese­
cloth, squeezing out as much of the 
juice as possible.

Place the refuse and the filtered 
juice into a clean enameled saucepan 
and simmer for ten minutes. Re­
strain and when cold add alcohol to 
the proportion of one tablespoonful to 
half a pint of .the liquid. Bottle and 
use on the face and hands.

ripped and a small piece should be 
cut from the palms. When doing 
your housework wear gloves when­
ever you can, particularly when 
sweeping and dusting.

Now for the nails. If the cuticle 
.around the nails is rough or creeps 
up so that the half moon at the base 
of the fingers is hidden, a little cold 
cream should be applied or the finger 
tips should be held in olive oil for a 
few minutes each night. "Remove the 
cream or oil from the fingers and 
press the cuticle back with the blunt 
end of an orange woofi stick. Never 
use a steel instrument on the nails.

To ' cleanse the skin beneath the 
tip of the nail twist a bit of absorbent 
cotton about the pointed end of the 
orange wood stick, dip it in peroxide 
and insert it under the 'nail.

Your Boys and Girls.

The Men of 90 
Years Ago

(By James Murphy.)
The following is a copy of a me­

morial presented to His Excellency 
the Governor on Feb. 23rd, 1826:—
To His Excellency Sir Thomas John 

Cochrane, Knight and Commander- 
in-Chief in and over the Island of 
Newfoundland and its Dependen­
cies, &c„ &c.

May it please Your Excellency:
We, the undersigned merchants and 

inhabitant householders of St. John’s, 
Newfoundland, beg leave to approacn 
Your Excellency, to express our most 
unfeigned loyalty to His Majesty’s 
Person and Government, our most ar­
dent attachment to the principles of 
the British Constitution, to assure 
Your Excellency of the sincere pleas­
ure and high satisfaction with which 
we have ever regarded the appoint­
ment of Your Excellency to the im­
portant government of this island and 
the warmth of respectful gratitude to 
which your various exertions for the 
benefit of this community have given 
birth.

Assured as we are that Your Ex­
cellency has the best interest of all 
most decidedly at heart, we are cer­
tain that this memorial which we 
trust will be found reasonable and 
respectful, will receive all the atten­
tion it deserves.

We beg to assure Your Excellency 
that we yield to none in a cheerful 
obedience to the laws of our country, 
and whilst we differ decidedly from a 
few of our fellow townsmen as to the 
necessity of petitioning for a Charter 
ef Incorporation, we do not hesitate 
to affirm that by far the larger num­
ber of those concerned, are agreed 
with us in opinion.

We deeply regret that at the public 
meeting held on Saturday last the 
proceedings were brought to no con­
clusion. Had they been conclusive, 
there never could have been a more

decided opinion expressed as to the 
inutility of the intended measure, 
and we invite Your Excellency’s can­
did examination into the conclusion 
which was there created. If Your 
Excellency should find (and we are 
confident you will), that disgraceful 
personalities were, in some measure, 
the cause of the noise and tumult, 
which are regretted by all parties, we 
trust that the general character of 
this community will be again raised 
in Your Excellency’s estimation, to 
that elevation to which we proudly 
feel it is entitled.

We now most respectfully proceed 
to state to Your Excellency that upon 
the coolest investigation, we are firm­
ly of opinion that a Charter of Incor­
poration would he decidedly hostile to 
the best interests of this town, and we 
most earnestly and humbly entreat 
Your Excellency will not by any 
recommendation to His JMajesty’s 
Government, bring upon us a measure 
that would be so unpopular, so unfit 
for our circumstances, and so burthen- 
some in its operations.

As Jack cannot go to the home of 
his bride, she comes to the port where 
his ship is stationed, and whits for an 
opportunity when things are quiet in 
the North Sea.

All Done In Two Honrs.
The other day a bluejacket on one 

of our fastest destroyers got exactly 
two houys’ leave in which to get mar­
ried.

When he landed his bride was wait­
ing for him in the harbour in a taxi­
cab.

They drove to a church three miles 
away, where the relatives had been 
patiently waiting for hours.

After the ceremony they motored 
back to the harbour, had a hasty wed­
ding-breakfast in a restaurant, and 
then said good-bye. The handy man 
got back to his ship a few minutes 
within the time- allowed him, and was 
greeted with the cheers of his com­
rades.

At the same port a first-lieutenant 
had just greeted his bride at the al­
tar when an urgent message came 
summoning him back to his ship at 
once.

The bride begged him to get 
through the ceremony, and the ser­
vice was conducted ’at a record speed.

The hymns were left out, and so 
was the vicar’s little homily. The 
bride and bridegroom hurried into the 
vestry and hastily scribbled their sig­
natures in the register.

After embracing his wife, the lieu­
tenant and his best man jumped into 
a motor-car amid a storm of confetti 
and^ raced back to the harbour.

Saved by His Wedding.
They were only just in time for the 

last boat, which, crowded with blue­
jackets, was starting for the ship.

In half an hour the triumphant but 
saddened bride and the guests who 
had assembled at the hotel saw the 
warship, with the bridegroom, disap­
pear into the misty sea.

The lieutenant returned safe and 
sound at the end of five days. His 
wife joyfully took his sword and cut 
the wedding-cake, which she had kept 
for his return.

Recently there was the unique in­
stance of a captain obtaining suffi­
cient leave to get married and spend 
several days on his honeymoon. 
Whilst he was away his ship struck 
a mine and several lives were lost.

The bridegroom was Captain Barry 
Domvile of the brave and saucy Are- 
thusa. Commodore Tyrwhitt, the hero 
of many a successful exploit in the 
North Sea, gave him special leave of 
absence for his marriage to Miss Van 
de Heydt, a grand-daughter of the 
statesman, Sir Robert Peel. Little did 
the gallant captain imagine that in 
his absence his ship was to meet with 
disaster.

Three times was the wedding of one 
engineer-lieutenant postponed at a 
naval base “somewhere on the coast” 
because of the sudden departure of 
his ship.

On the third occasion the èhip had 
been in harbour several days, and for 
once luck seemed to be on the side 
of the young pair. The night before 
the wedding the ship was-still there, 
but before dawn it had gone, and with 
it the bridegroom, for the crews of 
our warships are never allowed 
ashore at night.

Friends had to break the sad news 
to the bride, who began to despair. 
Several weeks later she was laugh­
ing with joy as the carriage contain­
ing herself and her husband was 
pulled to their hotel by a dozen 
brawny bluejackets.

Many of the brides live in lodgings, 
or in a little home of their own at 
the port where their husbands’ ships 
are quartered, and look forward to the 
two hours ashore sometimes allowed 
the men in the afternoon.

It is a very anxious time for these 
women. They never know for certain 
that the ships will ever come back, 
but, like the wives of our Tommies, 
they keep a brave heart.
