CAN YOU AFFORD TO WAIT ?IIAlbert, Who Watched This Port Be-
fore We Entered the War, Says
This Is Kaiser’s Last Resort
An Atlantic Port, Aug. 20.—Rear 

Admiral H. T. Hlbbert of the Brit­
ish Navy, who was familiar to Am­
ericans when tke Lusitania was sunk 
as Flag Captain in command of the 
Port of Queenstown, arrived here to­
day on an armed merchantman anil 
is on a special mission for the Brit­
ish Admiralty.

"I have watched the Capes so long 
from the outside,” he said, “that I am 
mighty glad to be inside them at last” 
For many months Admiral Hibbert 
was in charge of the fleet that stood 
guard outside the, Port of New York 
and off Cape Charles and Cape Hen­
ry. He was then recalled to England 
and later sent out on his present er­
rand.

Although he has been in active ser­
vice since the beginning of the war, 
he said that he had never seen a Ger­
man submarine. As to the effective­
ness of the submarine warfare, he 
said that while the situation called 
for unrelaxed vigilance and was un­
doubtedly serious, he did not believe 
that it would ever be effectual.

“Personally,” he added, “I believe 
that they have done their worst The 
natural wastage is very great, and it 
does not seem possible that the Ger­
mans can continue to put out sub­
marines at a rate to keep up their re­
cord."

He believes that the Germans will 
not end the war, however, without a 
great naval battle, and is of the opin­
ion that they are holding back the 
navy, as a last resort “I see by the 
papers,” he said, “that the Kaiser re­
cently visited the fleet at Wilhelm- 
shaven a move in that direction."

AGAIN ENLISTING POLES.
AMSTERDAM, Aug. 31st.

The des­
patch reads: “In view of the general 
offensive by their enemies, Austri- 
Hungary and Germany have decided 
to utilize a Polish auxiliary corps un­
der Austrian commands as soon as 
the war situation permits. This 
corps will again form the kernel of 
the Polish Army. Meanwhile the ne­
cessary training and recruiting will 
be done. The staff consisting of Aus­
trian and Polish subjects, will remain 
in Poland. Negotiations between Aus­
tria-Hungary and Germany for the 
establishment of the Polish govern­
ment, adds the despatch, are ap­
proaching conclusions. It is expect- 

• ed within a short period institutions 
will be established whereby the coun­
try will re-enter the list of independ­
ent states.

The Foolish troops referred to are 
doubtless those raised in Russian Po­
land after it had been conquered by 
the Central Powers and the recruit­
ing of the so-called Polish army be­
gan. Polish enlistments in this force 
are understood to have been limited: 
Recently some units resigned rather 

' than be put into the field under Aus- 
tro-German command.

CAN’T IMPROVE ON WILSON’S
NOTE.
LONDON, Aug. 31st.

Lord Robert Cecil, Minister oi 
Blockade, to-day endorsed President 
Wilson’s reply to the peace proposals 
of Pope Benedict. He said he was not 
certain any further response would 
be necessary. This is the first official 
expression *ef the opinion with regard 
to the President’s note from any of 

1 the allies, The President’s note was a 
very magnificent occurrence, said the 
Minister, in his weekly interview with 
the Associated Presa It thrilled us 
ail over here, and opinions which I 
heard expressed by representatives of 
the Allied countries were equally 
warm and appreciative. I am certain 
that none of the allies would be able 
to Improve upon It, and I am not cer­
tain that any further reply will be 
necessary. There does not appear to 
me to be anything inconsistent as be­
tween the President’s note and the 
economic policy of the allies as de­
clared at the Paris conference. The 
resolutions of the Allies were purely 
defensive measures and in no way ag­
gressive.

VESSELS MISSING.
A PACIFIC PORT, Aug. 31st.

Twelve sailing vessels and steam­
ships were considered overdue at this 
port, according to an announcement 
to-day by the Chamber. The list in­
cludes the Wairuna, 2,530 tons, ninety- 
one days out from a New Zealand 
port, and the motor schooner Laura 
Whalen, 1,046 tons, pixty-flve days out 
from a Pacific port, bound - for the 
Orient.

BERLIN, Aug. 31st.

. dations between the Powers of oc­
cupation have virtually been com­
pleted.

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WEEK END NOTES
(I. C. M.)

Following out the topic of last week 
in reference to the child problem and 
Infantile mortality. It may not be 
amiss to go into the consideration of 
the matter a little further, and see, 
or at least try to see, our real attitude 
towards these things.

More or less we all approve of re­
form, and profess to believe in it; but 
sometimes when the reform iinter­
feres with our self-interest and we see 
the possibility of a dollar being lost, 
some of us are very ready to cut short 
our good Intentions and to curtail our 
philanthropy. We are willing to see 
the health of the community safe­
guarded, and we join in the making of 
laws for the betterment of the same; 
but we immediately draw the line 
when our own little sanctum is in 
danger of obtrusion. It is quite pro­
per to advocate reform, but anybody 
can put up with the inconvenience of 
it, and shoulder the responsibility of 
it; but our own property must not 
suffer injury, nor must we be at one 
dollar's risk. Let who will be the 
loser, and let who will take chances, 
but we ourselves will not run any risk 
—this is how some people look at it.

This spirit of extreme self-interest 
. was duly manifested a few days ago 
and we beheld a living illustration of 
these people who believe in reform, 
but who will not assume their own 
share of the responsibility in the mat­
ter. —-? i

It so happened that a certain land­
lord had a house to rent, and seeing it 
I spoke to him about it on behalf of 
another family. The price of the 
house was agreed upon, the time of 
occupancy was stated, the mode of 
payment was understood, and the 
house was promised. So far, so well. 
Just at the closing of the conversation 
the proprietor asked how many in fam­
ily the persons had for whom I was 
acting, I answered “seven children"; 
at oncq the whole tenor of the good 
man changed and his face assumed a 
deep-drawn, and wrinkled contour, 
and opening his mouth he began to 
say in a sort of tar-iway tone, that he 
had forgotten, and that some 'tither 
person had spoken to him about the 
house before, and therefore he was 
bound to give it to them.

The incident will bear its own Inter­
pretation, but whatever way it may be 
interpreted, and whatever analysis 
may be arrived at, the plain English 
of it all is that because the people In­
terested had seven children the land­
lord would not have them for tenants. 
The house was a plain one, but the 
children might destroy it, and of 
course that would never do ; the 
house was greater than the children, 
and if they were to be housed, then 
someone else must take the risk. •

The incident clearly illustrates the 
depth of our sincerity in matters of

hygienic reform and it shows us that 
after all much of our talk along these 
lines is but ap a “sounding brass or a 
tinkling cymbal.” The family is the 
cornerstone of the State, and the 
home is the basis of society, and the 
children represent the dearest interest 
of them all, and the greatest blessing 
that the Almighty can give to any 
parent is to entrust them with child­
ren. Such is the law and su.ch are the 
prophets, but modern society seems to 
be greater than these sacred institu­
tions, and it has become almost crim­
inal to have a large family, and race- 
suicide is rampant among the leading 
peoples of the age. We are getting 
greater than our Maker, and adopt 
agencies to frustrate His purposes.

The family in question are respect­
able and healthy, but they must be 
penalized because they are among 
those who are considered large; and 
scores of other families are under the 
same ban, and have been refused 
bouses for the same reason. This 
seems a narrow policy and not con­
ducive to the growth of the nation, nor 
the development of the State. A na­
tion’s best asset is its people; but if 
houses be greater than the people, 
then the order of nature is reversed, 
and the material side of life has sup­
planted and superseded the domestic 
interests of mankind. The claims of 
the children should not be overlooked 
but due encouragement should be giv­
en for their training and welfare, and 
family people should not he so uncon­
ditionally penalized and unmercifully 
ruled out.

I cannot close better than by sub­
joining Denis A. McCarthy’s poem on 
this same subject, and which for 
beauty of thought, and depth of soul, 
and love of children, can hardly be 
surpassed.

To me ’tis only home that has a girleen 

or a boy in it.
An’ every one that’s added only makes 

the place the cheerier ;

Your Boys and Girls.

Many little children are rendered 
nervous and irritable nowadays by too 
great a number of diversity of toys. 
The fewer things a baby has to play 
with the better, and there should be 
nothing that is not of the simplest 
construction.
