{mmediately make Hngland the fore- |

most country in commercial aviation,
and add considerably to the strength
of the air forces.

The fact that England has net al-
réady a gigantic fleet of commercial
plants is not due to lack of enthusi-
asm on the part of the commercial
aviation companies. The English
companies now operating air lines to
Paris and Holland, with the aid eof
subsidies from the government, are |
making a success of their projects. |

The government has previously |
been reticent in accepting these plans
because of the huge sums involved
and the small chance of such lines
ever paying, but it is now empected

that the Air Ministry will push the
establishment of new air routes. |

Briefly the scheme provides for the :
etsablishment at once of a super- |
Zeppelin service between London, :
India and Australia. The Zeppelins !
will carry 200 passengers, goods anfl
mail, and make the trip to India in |
three and a half days and to Aus- |
tralia in a week. Such atrships will |
have a speed of 80 miles an hour and |
will be capable of a non-stop flight |
of 12,000 miles, about half way
around the earth. This would eut
the travelling time between these
places to less than one-fourth the
present time. |

A message to Mr. H. W. LeMessur-
