TRANSCONTINENTAL
Ottawa, Aug. 2.—There i* no new 

development respecting the taking 
over of the Superior Junction sec­
tion of the Transcontinental rail­
way. The statement emanating 
from Montreal and crediting the 
G. T, I*, officials wl'th saying that 
the section has not been complet­
ed, Is, in the opinion of the gov­
ernment, answered by the state­
ment of Gordon Grant, chief engin­
eer, that it is finished. That of­
ficial is the arbiter in determining 
when the road is ready for opera­
tion. The commission now has 
notified the company to that ef­
fect.

All that has been received is an 
acknowledgment. There has been 
no protest. It is thought that the 
company will be only too glad to 
avail Itself of the leasing privi­
lege upon which it has the first 
call, if it does not, the act gives 
the commission full power to op­
erate the section itself, and that 
will doubtless be done.

A slight inkling cf what the 

great Canadian Pacific railway 
. shops will mean to the city of Cal­
gary in the future can now be ob­
tained by a visit to the site, 4 1-2 
miles from the city, where an 
army of 1,1 CO workmen is rearing 
the lofty structures of concrete, 
steel and glass that will house one 
of the greatest railway industries 
in the world. Although but four 
months have elapsed since work 
on the shops was begun, a marvel­
ous transformation of the once 
barren site has taken place.

The great locomotive shops, 
covering six and a quarter acres 
of ground alone, are 70 per cent 
complete. With all the. iron and 
steel in place, the concrete and 
tile walls are going up rapidly on 
this building, and the structure 
will be enclosed within a few days 
as most of the walls are taken 
up with window space. As there 
were a million and a quarter of 
boards went into the roof of the 
great , locomotive shops, some 
idea of the magnitude of the 
structure can be gained. In fact,

At the present time the old building 

near the isolation hospital is unde- 
sireatile for a number * of reasons, 
among them proximity to the pes-t 
house, crowded conditions, anl lack of 
facilities for caring for the physically 
Incapable children. Thirty is the max­
imum number of children that can be 
cared for in the old building and then 
it is overcrowdçd. The home cared for 
twenty-three last. July- Under the law, 
-the children are not supposed to be 
kept more than three months before 
a home Is found for them but in the 
the case of children physically incap- 

j able of being^sent out to homes, -they 
1 are cared for mudh longer, until they 
I are built up and it is safe to let them 
j go. There is one little girl who has 
I been in the home now for more than a

The new home will have provisions 
of the most modern kind and caring 
for such physically incapable and ill 
children, equipped > for medical treat­
ment, and with hospital and nursery.

CONGRESS NEARING CLOSE; 
WOOL TARIFF AGREED ON
Washington, Aug. 2.—Tariff revision

New York, Aug.2.—As each 
passing wek marks so favorably 
the conditions of the crop that now 
railway managers and financiers 
feel that the harvests are to be al­
most of a certainty in their results, 
the question of financing the rec­
ord-breaking productions of the 
soil, from the moment they leave 
the fields of the producer until they 
enter into the possession of the ul­
timate distributor or consumer, has

A careful scanning of the finan­
cial situation in Europe has been a 
feature of the week and the bank 
reports from England, France and

HOLDS SPEED RESPONSIBLE 
FOR MANY WRECKS

New York Commissioner Con­
demns Lightning Schedules 

of Railroads

Recommends Saner Travel, 
Saying Slower Trains Would 

Save Many Lives

New York, August 2—A proposal to 
to lengthen the schedules of the "high 
speed trains on the New York Cen­
tral and the Pennsylvania railroads 
during the winter and early spring 
is the outconfe of the .investigation 
the public service commssion has 
made of the wreck of the Twentieth 
Century Limited at Hyde park in Chi­
cago on March 13 last-

It is stated in the report of the in- 
bestigation that the proposal has been 
favorably received by the officers cf 
both companies, and that .i wish to 
reach an agreement on the subjec! has 
been indicat'-''*

The investigation of the w«-eck has 
convinced the commission that the re­
sponsibility for the derailment is not 
to be laid to a defective or broken rail, 
but to an irregularity In the sup*i- 
elevation of the outer rail on the curve 
at which the accident happened.

Speed Blamed for the Accident
The broken rail was the result rath* 

er than the cause of the accident, in 
the opinion of the commission, but 
it is made clear in the report oi its 
findings that the commission believes 
the high speêd at which the train is 
known to have been moving militate l 
against, the chances of the locomotive 
remaining on the tracks.

At the point where the accident 1 : r- 
pened the curve was within the limits 
adopted by high speed railroads. The 
outer rail was supposed to be elevat­
ed about four Inches to permit the 
safe passage of high speed trains- In 
a distance of about fifty feet, how­
ever, there appeared a drop in eleva­
tion from four and one-eighth .to two 
and three-fourths inches.

Caused Serious Lurch
This drop is- about equal to the 

height of the flanges on engine trucks 
and driving wheels, and would be suf­
ficient to cause a serious lurch in the 
locomotive with a sudden increase in 
pressure against the outer rail.

While in this, as in other accidents, 
the destruction of the rail made posi­
tive conclusions imposable, the com­
mission believes that the outer rail 
tiirned over near the low spot. While 
it is possible that the passage of prev­
ious trains may have loosened the 
spikes holding the rails, it is the com­
mission’s idea that the high speed at 
which the Twentieth Century limited 
was moving when it reached the rail 
depression caused this turning over.

DUKE AND PRINCESS PAT 
UNVEILS TRURO TABLET

Halifax, Aug. 2.—H. R. H. the Duke 
of Connaught and Princess Patricia 
spe^t' about an hour today at New 
Glasgow and thereafter proceeded to 
Truro. Mayor G_ W. Stuart read a 
civic address at Truro, to which the 
duke made an appropriate reply.- The 
duke unveiled a tablet bearing the fol­
lowing inscription: “This tablet com­
memorates the British settlement of 
Truro. Onslo-w and Londonderry, 1760- 
1762, partly by. a colony of English 
stock from New England, chiefly by 
Seotch-lrish from New -Hampshire and 
Ireland, under the leadership of Col. 
Alex McNutt, and honors a community 
which has made a notable contribu­
tion to the province and the Domin­
ion.’’

The corner «tone of the new civic 
building was laid, and also of the 
Nova Scotia Agricultural College. The 
duke returned to Pictou to take the 
Earl Grey, which sails at 4 a.m. for 
Sydney.

NEGROES IN FIGHT WITH 
POSSE; SHERIFF KILLED
Plainville, Ga., Aug. 2.—Sheriff Ow­

ens of Gordon county was mortally 
wounded and two other white men 
seriou-sly injured in a battle with ne­
groes near here early today. The 
sher-iff and his posse were ambushed 
by a tfand of negroes after all negroes 
had been driven from Plainville.

The negroee now are fortified in a 
building. They are- reported to be 
well armed and are holing the whites 
at bay. Whites from Rome and Cal­
houn are hurrying to aid the Plainville 
posse.

Trouble started between the whites 
and negroes of Plainville. The whites 
and negroes gathered in numbers at 
the railway station Saturday. Blows 
were «truck and a battle with fire­
arms followed. Several negroes were 
wounded. .The negroes then were driv­
en from the town and an appeal was 
sent to Sheriff Owens for assistance.

OLD FIRE HORSE STURTS IS 
CIR GONG RINGS

Lawreneebury, Ind., Aug. 2.—A large 
gray horse, recently purchased from 
the Cincinnati fire department by the 
Blachoff Creamery Company, delyaed 
traffic on the Cincinnati, Lawrence- 
burg and Aurora Electric Street Rail­
way Company’s track® tor two hours 
by getting fastened between the cross 
ties in the baidge’that spans Tanner’s 
creek.

The horse wandered from the pas­
ture and heard the street car bell 
ringing. His old-time instinct assert­
ed itself. He felt sure there was a 
fire and started up th etrack at full 
speed, and rushed on until his legs 
Slipped between the timbers of the 
middle pier.

The traction men were unable to 
release the struggling animal, and tlhe 
wrecking crew, with their derrick, was 
called out.

If this, expectation is realized, the hotel accom­
modation of the city will be able to accommodate 
no more than a small proportion of the people 
who will be here. It strikes The Albertan that the 
people in charge of the arrangements for the Stam­
pede and of the entertainment of the royal visitors, 
will be wise if they begin to organize at once, a 
movement to provide for the accommodation of the j 
people from the outside.

In this connection a plan that has been adopted I 
in other places under similar circumstances, has 
been of much assistance That is the organization 
of a committee to take direct charge of housing the 
crowd. This committee should give wide publicity 
to a request that all householders who can accom­
modate one or more persons, register at the head­
quarters of the committee. The headquarters 
should be kept constantly open during the affair, 
with a corps of assistants on hand to direct visitors 
to the accommodations available.

We think it would also be wise for the “crowd” 
commjttee to take steps to get some sort of an es­
timate of the number of visitors that may be ex­
pected, which can be done to some extent at least, 
by systematic inquiry from the various villages, 
towns and cities of the province. Then should it 
be found that the attendance is likely to be So great 
that hotels and private accommodations would Le 
inadequate, provision could be made for closing 
the schools and placing cots in them. If this 
should be found necessary it would have to be 
known far enough in advance to enable provision 
for cots to be made.

We think those whose part it is to take care of 
this matter will be wise if they act early and ener­
getically.

Charleston. W. Va.. August 2. — 
Abolition of what is termed by the 
striking miners as tte V-L. mr sys­
tem," the employment of sp î :i<tl 
officers who have been intrusted 
with the protection of the pro­
perties of the coal companies op­
erating in Paint Creek Valley of 
the Kanawha coal field, will be 
followed by an executivé proclam­
ation placing the strike district 
under martial law and the pro­
tection of the state troops.
Although no official statement has 

been made by the governor or the 
militia or civil officers now in con­
trol of the strike territory, it is gen­
erally admitted that the dismissal of 

i the coal company or Baldwin guards 
I has been generally discussed as a 

means of restoring peace ,in the nar­
row valley and precluding further out­
breaks among the miners.

Officials among the miners, whj re­
gret that the strikers armed -ncm- 
selves and resorted to violence, -S3 ’t 
that the protest of the miners was 
aimed at-thc employment of the guards 
and they predict that with Las dis­
missal of the guards peace vvi 1 he 
spe^hiily restored.

More Troops on Way 
Another feature which entered into 

the postponement of the issuance vf 
a proclamation was the insufficient 
number of troops now in the s'.rikj 
territory. The three companies un-lpr 
command of Major James 1. Pratt aro 
powerless to patrol the whole strike 
district, and after a conference twddy 
between Sheriff S. P. Smili ana Ad­
jutant General Charles D. Elliott, br. ^ 
of whom were in communication with 
Governor Glasscock, a battalion of the 
■National Guard under command of 
Major Thomas B. Davis, of Hunting- 
ton, together with the Terra Alta com­
pany, were ordered home from Mt. 
Gretna, Penn. They left the manoeu­
vres camp on a special train and Will 
arrive at Paint Creek Junction Mon­
day morning.

Peace and quiet marked the strike 
district today, although several hun­
dred strikers continue to car.-/ toeir 
taton of further trouble. The - 1 ;-t< ed 
battle at Tomsburg last nig In, when 
a company of soldiers was h ,rd-. ri to 
that point from Mucklow, did nut 
materialize.

Strikers Shoot Another.
During the night another victim v/a* 

added to the list of the wounded. He 
was D. H. Roberts, bookkeeper at the 
Lewis mine at Chelyan, at the mouth 
of Cabin Creek, the operation of j 
which by nonunion la.bor ha-s .been the 
subject of protest among the strikers.

Last night Roberts, while walking 
to a train, was shot in the hip by the 
strikers. Several of those who are al­
leged to have been implicated in the 
shooting were recognized and war­
rants are being issued tonight and will 
bo served tomorrow morning-

Along Paint Creek and at Peytona 
the striking miners gathered today in 
mass meetings and discussed the 
events of the last week. Meetings were 
held at several places, and the strikers 
continued to attack the Baldwin 
rifles back in the mountains in expec- 
guards with much vehemence.

Another serious probletn, deemed a 
possibility, which would further com- 
plcate the strike situation in the 
Kanawha union coal fields is the unl- 
lification of the wage agreement by

some of the miners at various mines 
in the vicinty of Pant Creek by re­
fusing to work during the Paint Creek 
strike.

Miners Ignore Officials
Some of the miners have made an 

effort to pull out the miners at var­
ious other operations over the pro­
test of t îe officials of the United Mine 
Workers of Amerca in the district, and 
at some of the mines a larçe number 
of men are idle and are believed to 
have been assisting the PaJnt- Creek 
strikers in their demonstrations at 
Mucklow and other mining towns.

In promoting a sympathy strike the 
miners in the organized field are ab­
rogating the wage agreement signed 
with the operators last April, but up 
to the present time the operators em­
ploying union labor have made no 
effort to retaliate.

Imagine her dismay when she was J 
told by trustworthy friends that her 
Nevada divorce was as worthless as a 
street car transfer of last month out­
side of Nevada. There was only one 
thing to be done. After muqh legal 
maneuvering, Mr. Denning was per­
suaded to hit the toboggan, and with 
many sighs his ex-wife reconciled her­
self to being just plain Mrs. Mary on 
Bruguiere once more.

But the doctor's faith in his Reno 
decree 'was not to be shaken by the 
fact that his former wife had shown 
such marked distrust of it.

Serene In his conviction that he was 
as free as the law of the land could 
make him, he had married Nana Price- 
King, of San Francisco, the step­
daughter of a wealthy candy manu­
facturer, on August 20, 1906.

He also denied that he had 
taken up the matter with Washington, 
saying that the exodus was peaceable, 
and that no violence hat? -been done by 
the rebels.

Mexico City, Aug. 2—A battis 
betwson fédérais and rebels has 
been raging for three days and 
still is in progress 45 miles from 
here, according to meager reports. 
Details are lacking, but the federal 
loss has been reported variously 
from 50 to several times that num­
ber. A reported attempt of the 
rebels to cut through federal lines 
find march upon this city could 
not be confirmed tonight.

Troops on Armored Trains 
Several detachments of troops have 

been called^ here and today w.ere sent 
out oh armored trains. .Several bun-;

have been sent from here.

Federal Defeat in Chihuahua
Casas Grandes, Chihuahua, Mexica, 

Aug. 2.—Federal forces attempting to 
hem in the rebels here and at Juarez 
suffered yesterday their first defeat. 
Couriers coming overland from Ojitas, 
50 miles west of here, said the rebels, 
who left here last week, met and de­
feated the fédérais under Gen. Jose de 
La Luz Blanco.

General Blanco is said to have only 
500 men, while the rebels numbered 
2,0-CK). The -messengers said that Blan­
co’s forces were driven back toward 
the Sonora state line to join General 
Sanjines, who is advancing with the 
main body exf fédérais.

Fédérais Retreat at Night
Particulars of the battle are lacking, 

the couriers leaving before an organ­
ized investigation of the losses was 
made. Fighting continued through 
yesterday the fédérais retreating un­
der cover of night. It wae reported to 
rebel leaders today that the main force 
of fédérais moving from the south had 
reached Temosachlc, 30 miles south of 
Madera. The fédérais are reported to 
number 2,000 seasoned regulars, led by 
Generals Rabago and Telles. As the 
rebel garrison at Madera numbers no 
more than that, ajid as this town vir­
tually was evacuated by the movement 
against General Blanco, it is probable 
that the fédérais will enter this district 
without an engagement.

Eight hundred rebels ar5 operating 
along the national railway between 
Juarez and Gall'ego, opposite this 
point.

Juarez Garrison Strengthened
The Juarez garrison has been 

strengthened to 800 men by the move­
ment of troops from here yesterday.

When the army led by General San­
jines crosses the Chihuahua line the 
federal troops. will outnumber largely 
the rebels in. Chihuahua.

Still another army of fédérais is 
moving along the line of the national 
railroad from the city of Chihuahua.

The fédérais have suffered delay by 
having to remove the construction 
crew from Its northern progress to re­
pair the railway south of Chihuahua, 
which was destroyed by a dashing raid 
of 200 rebels into the federal territory.

Nearly 2,000 laborers are in the con­
struction crew, and they are guarded 
by. 1,500 e-oldiers.

FAVORS STORY-TELLING II

Boston Woman Says Purpose 
Is Not to Amuse Children, 

But to Instruct Them

Declares That it Trains Minds 
and Conveys Excellent 

Moral Lessons

CED KILLED IN ELEVATOR
Vancouver, Aug. 2—Ten-year-old 

Hattie Work, invited, with her mother 
to spend an afternoon at a children’s 
entertainment on tfy» roof of the Cen­
tral Mission building, pushed her head 
through an elevator shaft a-t 3 o’clock 
this aftêrnobn and was crushed to 
death.

Boston, Mass-, Aug. 2.—“I do not 
tell stories to amuse children, but to 
instruct them,’ said Mrs. Mary M. 
Cronan, who recently accepted the 
position of official story teller of the 
Boston •''public schools- ‘The purpose 
is to introduce the child to the best 
literature, and not to entertain him, 
although he is at the same time enter­
tained.

"Story telling means far more to 
children than many people realize," 
she continued ‘‘The love for stories 
is born in very child, and it takes but 
a remarkably short time before almost 
every child becomes a really wonder­
ful listener. That tne child shall be 
a good listener is the only rule of dis­
cipline at the story telling hours, and 
this rule almost never has to be en­
forced.

"Story telling bridges the gap be­
tween the child and the library and 
brings him Into literature. It develops 
the child in every way and teaches 
him what is really worth his while to 
read-

Does Not Preach.
“It develops the imagination, trains 

the. mind, and he gets many moral 
lessons, although I never tell stories 
as a means of preaching to children.

‘Children going into the big library 
are dazzled by the number of books, 
and often pick out those which are 
bound the best and look easy to read, 
but which contain little of real value-

"It is the duty of the story teller 
to help the child to the best literature.

“The first aim of the work is to get 
the children introduced to the library. 
I tell the children some story that is 
famous in literature, and then , tell 
them just where they can find the 
book that contains it. In a great many 
cases they get; the book. They have be­
come interested, and the fact that-they 
heard it from the lips does not take 
away their desire to read it, but adds 
to it.”

Popular With Children.
That Mrs. Cronan has mastered the 

art of story telling is shown by the 
fact that the children flock to the 
story telling hours in great numbers, 
and record breaking attendances are 
reported from the settlement houses 
about the city where she has appear­
ed in her favorite line of work.

“L>o you tell stories to convey a 
moral lesson ?" Mrs- Cronéfn was asked.

“Many stories have a clear moral 
lesson,’ she replied, ‘but I never tell a 
story for that purpose, my Idea being 
to arouse the child’s interest for the 
book and read it. At the same time, 
however, children absorb the moral 
good of the story, which is of great i 
value at the impressionable age-’’

tMrs. Cronan has over 1'50 stories 
which she tells the children, and some 
of them she has repeated many times. !

General Grant Was First Amer­
ican to Realize Possibilities 

of Southland

Canadian Capital is Also Inter­
ested in Railroads of War 

Torn Republic

New York, Aug 2.—Were Gen­
eral Grant alive he would take- 
justifiable pride in the semi­
official statement maf^ to the 
state department at Washington 
of the amount of American capi­
tal now invested jn Mexico. Jn 
the aggregate, >-^ttw^over -$i,- 
ooo.ooo.ooo. représent&g capital 
of the Utilted Stg^gS, i.l reported 
by Marion LetcherTUnited States 
consul at Progreso, to have been 
invested principally in railways 
and in mining propositions in 
Mexico by capitalists of the Unit­
ed States.

Before General Grant became 
president, his attention was fre­
quently fixed upon Mexico be­
cause he believed that the repub­
lic, after the French troops had 
been expelled, woull offer splen­
did opportunities for American 
capital. In addition, General 
Grant was convinced that the 
high development of Mexico 
would react very favorably upon 
Texas, and serve greatly to in­
crease the development of the 
Southwest.

Grant was personally strongly temp­
ted to accept tho invitation of Presi­
dent Andrew Jack:\n to visit Mexico 
in 1867 officially, and in a sense dip­
lomatically. He was compelled, by 
prudential considerations to decline. 
He would have been glad of the op­
portunity to study conditions in the 
Mexican republic. His recollection of 
the country and its opportunities, as 
he saw these at the time of the Mexi­
can war, was always very vivid.

Grant Deeply Interested.
After Grant became president he 

used every7 -means which were within 
his power to cultivate Intimate trade 
relations with Mexico, and to stimu­
late the investment of American capi­
tal there. Afterward he made a tour 
throughout Mexico and came back 
more strongly impressed than ever 
with the opportunities which were 
there offered for investment of Ameri­
can capital, which would be not only 
reasonably profitable, but would great­
ly aid the government and people of 
Mexico in the development of their re­
sources, which, in Grant’s view, were 
amazingly rich.

In a conversation! n New York city 
in 1881 with William R Grace, who 
was then Mayor of New York, General 
Grant stated that he was persuaded 
that Mexico could thoroughly and pro­
fitably absorb at least $500,00,000 of 
American capital. Grant was greatly- 
interested, too, in the proposition 
somewhat vaguely -mooted .at that time 
to make use of the Isth-mus of Tehuan­
tepec, either according to the ship 
railroad plan advocated by Captain 
Eads, or by the construction,of. a.rail­
road whereby the Atlantic and the 
Pacific would easily be connected. 
This proposition led, under President 
Diaz, to the construction of the Te­
huantepec Isthmus railway.

It was not until after the death o-f 
General Grant that the really greai 
development of Mexico through the 
investment of American capital began. 
The great central railway system of 
Mexico was fostered and perfected by- 
American ‘capital after the death of 
General Grant. C. P. Huntington be­
gan the construction of a railroad, con­
necting with his Southern Pacific line, 
along the north-western coast of 
Mexico, ostensibly if or the purpose of 
reaching rich coal deposits which only 
needed transportation to make them of 
great value. A. Foster Higgins, re­
cently presiden tof the Knickerbocker 
Trust Company, of New York, with 
other capitalists, began the construc­
tion of a railway line running from the 
Texas border south,westerly into the

Mexico, the greater part of which had 
been promoted by American capita» 
which had been strengthened by con­
cessions from the Mexican Govern­
ment American surveyors solved the 
mystery of the Sierra Mountains, dis­
covering a natural pass whose exis­
tence had before been denied, by 
means of which, at comparatively 
small cost, the railway systems of 
Mexico could be extended from Mexico 
City to the Pacific coast. The late 
Senator Hearst, of California, invested 
great sums of money in the rich cattle 
ranches of north-western Mexico.

Today there are invested in Mexican 
railways, according to the report of 
the United States Consul at Progreso, 
$645,000,000. Until these figures were 
published it was not presumed that 
American investment in* Mexican- rail­
roads could have reached as high a 
figure as that. In fact, the report 
made by t'he United States Consul 
gives figures of such size as almost to 
cause some incredulity. Possibly the 
Consul include» in these figures some 
of the investments made by Canadian 
capital.

If the figures are correct they seem 
to show that the United States in 
Mexico is matching the investment of 
British ca-pital in Canada. Apparently 
railroad investments in Mexico now 
command, relatively speaking, more 
favor from American capital than do 
propositions for the investment of new 
capital in the railroads of the United 
States^ General Grant would have 
been amazed, as well as gratified, had

'he lived long enough to know that a 
semi-official report fixed the invest­
ment of American capital in Mexican 
railways at about $650,000,(KM). Almost 
all of the financing and marketing of 
these Mexican railway obligations was 
carried on in New York and Chicago.

British Invest in Bonds.
Great Britain, which was reported to 

have invested about $320,000,000 
in Mexica, seems to have been content 
with an investment of only $128,000.000 
in railroad securities. The British 
market has proved more satisfactory 
to the Mexican government so far as 
national bonds are concerned than 'he 
money markets otf the United S.fitog. 
for there Is reported to be nearly 
$70.000,000 of British money invested 
in Mexican national bonds, and only 
$52,000,000 of United States money in­
vested in like manner. There ig ai: 
estimate that $15,000,000 of American 
money is invested in Mexican oil pro­
perties.

The railway systems of Mexico, ^ps 
a whole, are in the possession of 
foreign owners, although the Mexican 
government exercises sovereign auth­
ority to some extent over tin. manage­
ment of these railway systems.

Presumably large amounts of Ameri­
can capital have been invested in min­
ing properties in Mexico. Apparently, 
or at a rough estimate, something like 
$200,000,(KM) of American money is thus 
invested. Foreigners own or occupy 
under favorable leaseholds and cno- 
cessions from the Mexican government 
vast tracts of land and a great deal of

livp stock, and recently there has been ; 
an influx of American farmers into 
northern Mexico, who are reported to 
have been prosperous until the recent 
revolutionary movement ;Mexico.

THE GREEN ROOM CLUB OF ! 
CALGARY

What It Stands for and What It 
Hopes to Accomplish

The Calgary Green Room Club, which 
came into existence several weeks ago, 
has experienced such a phenomenal 
growth in its membership and has 
awakened such enthusiasm among lo­
cal devotees of drama and music that 
a brief sketch of the club s aims will 
prove of interest at this time.

The idea, in so far as its local ap­
plication is concerned, originated with 
'Mr J. W. Davidson, who, ever since 
making his home in this city has 
shown a great interest in the artistic 
development of civic life, his excellent 
work as chairman of the City Planning 
Commission being well known.

Mr. Davidson, from his earlier ex­
periences as a theatrical magnate, ap­
preciated the fact that the large pro­
ducing managers, as well as promoters 
of high class concert attractions, were 
frying out this territory and that un­
less the good attractions were accord-^ 
ed the practical support which is d<ie 
them Calgary would come to be re­
garded as a “dead town” from the 
manager’s standpoint and would be 
passed over by the better class attrac­
tions. It was realized, therefore, that 
some local organization was needed to 
obtain good support for these produc­
tions, both in the way of personal 
effort of the members and by means of 
publicity in making known to its mem­
bers the merits of t'he various attrac­
tions. About two months ago a com­
mittee was formed, of wh'ich Ma. Dav­
idson is honorary chairman and F. T. 
Anderson honorary secretary-treasur­
er, and through the efforts of this 
committee the club now boasts of a 
membership of otcr 175 members, and 
new applications are being received 
daily.

Briefly stated, the object of the club 
to to build up audiences for meritori­
ous theatrical productions and high 
class musical attractions, a welding 
together of all the forces who are in­
terested in seeing Calgary become a 
centre for musical and dramatic art. 
The club realizes that the average per­
son (even those interested in theatrical 
affairs) is not in a position to know 
which of the new attractions are 
worthy of support, and, with a view 
of supplying reliable Information as to 
the personnel of the companies and the 
plays to be presented, the committee 
of t'he club gather the information and 
furnish it in circular form to the club 
members.

The club does not act as a censor, 
and the mere fact that an attraction is 
not recommended to' the members will 
not signify that the performance is 
not worthy of patronage. On the 
o-ther hand, when the committee rec­
ommends a Play or musical event, the 
club members are urged to support it_ 
In this way a permanent taste for 
good drama and music is cultivated, 
and the vicious plays and mediocre 
performances will be crowded out by 
non-support.

Under the abox'e heading an edi­
torial appears in the current number 
of The New York Dramatic Mirror 
containing some comment on the pres­
ent situation in New York with respect 
to theatre orchestras.

The editorial iis worth repeating ‘here 
because it shows the tendency to dis­
card old, worn-out customs in theatre 
management. The article reads:

“The outcome of the trouble between 
the musicians and the managers may 
not be so much of a calamity after 
all, even if it shall result permanently 
in the discarding of orchestras in dra­
matic theatres.

“For singing and dancing, music is, 
of course, necessary, but why it should 
be considered so in pure drama is not 
so easily demonstrated.

“In the furious melodrama of other 
days, not so remote, but almost en­
tirely gone, shix-ery or crashing music 
at critical moments helped out many 
a bad actor and many a ridiculous sit­
uation It hypnotized the audience 
'into a state of forgetfulness like the 
tom-toms of the sawages or the bass 
drum and cymbals of the Salx-ation 
Army.

“But happily, we repeat, those days 
fire no more. Theatre patronage Is 
now of a higher and mor edis-criminat,* 
ing character all along the line. Not 
alone in the highest grade house, but 
ex^erywhere the public is asking for 
good acting and better plays. Realism 
is the demand, an drealism is not aid­
ed by music where music is not con­
sistently called for.

“The function of the orchestra in 
modern drama therefore dwindles to 
the ox-erture, the selections between 
the acts and the hurry-up music to 
get the audience out of the house at 
the close of the performance.

“Under such conditions, if all of the 
theatre orchestras could or would give 
us real music -that a civilized ear could 
enjoy, there would be more excuse for 
its existence. But with the prex-ailing 
tendency to play the worst of the 
trash, and that badly, it may well be 
dispensed with."

The writer of these lines is a booster 
and cannot be accused of indiscrimi­
nate criticism of local amusement en­
terprises, but there is a limit to human 
endurance and that limit ‘has just 
about been reached in the band of 
music which floats from the footlights 
in our up-to-date theatre. The man­
agement have provided an eight-piece 
orchestra, which, for ordinary per­
formances other than musical comedy, 

! should bç capable of contributing mu- 
j steal selections which would be a de­

light to the ear and greatly assist in 
-the enjoyment of the performance. 
There is something wrong, though, 
when after the tender love passages of 
“Romeo and Juliet” the curtain de- 
sends to the haunting strains of “Has” 
Anybody Here Seen Kelly” and “I've 
Got Rings on My Fingers.”

MASCAGNI AND HIS DOMESTIC 
TROUBLES

Pietro Mascagni has again gotten 
himself into the newspapers. This 
time it is not because of a new law­
suit or a n’ew opera, but all on account 
of a chorus girl (or a vaudex-ille danc­
er, according to gome of the numerous 
x’ersions of the episode), Irma Bernini 
by name. The composer of “CavaJ- 
leria” and “Isabeau” is said to have 
Come to the conclusion that life with­
out Signorina Bernin-i was a thing not 
to be thought of, and so he promptly 
eloped with her. This particular elope­
ment, however, has been well garnish­
ed "with sensational side issues, though 
the various newspaper correspondents 
differ considerably as to the precise 
details.

Mascagni, it appears, first met the 
Bernini girl in London. He soon 'had 
her installed at the Costanzi theatre in 
Rome. On his return home from a 
xdsit to the theatre the other day his 
wife confronted him In an ugbr mood, 
declaring that she knew everything 
and proposed to sate her wrath with 
a good measure of x^çngeance. There­
upon she made for her husband with 
a heaxry key (according to soma re­
ports a knife) and xvounded him in the 
arm. Mascagni’s daughter Emmy sid­
ed with her father and a great uproar 
ensued. It is said that Mrs. Mascagni 
also attempted to attack her daughter. 
As aresult both Mascagni and Emmy 
hax*e left home, and inasmuch as the 
former subsequently let hjs wife.know 
that the Bernini girl was absolutely 
essential to the continuance of his ex­
istence, it is generally surmised that 
she, too, is with him.

Just at present Mascagni is reported 
by some of his friends to be Vitti his 
daughter visiting the poet D’Annunzio 
at Arcachon, 'in Southern France. 
Other rumors hax’e located him in 
Paris working on his new opera, “Par- 
isiana,” while a few others insist that 
there 'has been no domestic rupture 
whatsoex*er. Meanwhile all definite 
trace of the trio has for the time being 
been lost.

which was1 stirred and mox*ed xvith an 
agony almost too great to bear

“I know that I shook and shivered 
from head to foot, and try as I would 
I could not keep the tears from pour­
ing down my cheeks

"Wood had introduced some wqnder- 
ful passages for the harps, xirhich Were 
electrical; that exquisite second move­
ment was played as it was never play­
ed before No less beautiful were the 
opening and closing movements—the 
gradual dying away, until, as at the 
beginning, the drums were only a 
whisper in the air.

“It closed as it ppened, in-silence— 
the orchestra and audience resuming 
■their seats without a sound. It was 
the most marvelous tribute of homage

The 
whole thing was something more than 
beautiful music perfectly rendered, I 
cannot explain to you what I mean— 
but something happened them, some­
thing -was created, something added to 
the world of art, something in its way 
as exquisite and sublimq as the tragedy 
of the Titanic was awe-inspiring in 
nature—it did something to restore 
peace and give expression to beauty in 
life in place of such hideous ugliness.”

Everybody knoxvs the wonderful pre­
lude which established the fame of 
Rachmaninoff on two continents. 
Popularity has its disadvantages, as 
this Russian composer soon discovered. 
Regarding this prelude In particular 
so many questions were asked him that 
•he finally lost patience, and one day 
when a lady he had jus-t met question­
ed 'him as to whether he had had in 
his mind any particular incident or 
scene when he composed that prelude, 
he answered solemnly: “Yes, madame, 
I had in mind a woman buried alive 
and knocking at the coffin frantically 
to get out.”

One wonders, remarks The New York 
Post, whether Busoni had this anec­
dote in mind when he wrote his “Ber­
ceuse Elegiague,” whirth he played in 
London the other day. Its «ub-title is 
“A Man's Cradle Song at Hi« Mother’s 
Coffin ” On the title page of the score 
is a picture depicting a coffin being 
carried from a room In which a w.o- 
man bows herself over a cradle in 
which is a child, -while over her head 
floats a spirit -form holding a pair of 
scales.

LAWSON’S STORY OF THE 
SHOOTING TOLD AT 

THE INQUEST

Banff. Aug. 3.—Led-in from the cells 
of Banff’s lockup in charge of a red- 
coated officer of the law, Harold Law- 
son, the companion of “Shorty Lyons," | 
aliaÆ Rieiiy, was examined under oath 
as to the happenings of the shooting 
of Blair, from Lawson as he stood 
in the witness box showed plainly 
that he realized that he was in danger 
of being held ip a measure account­
able for the crime and was eager to

seize every opportunity to prove his 
innocence of any criminal intention. 
He gave a detailed account of his ex­
periences since leaving Winnipeg in 
Lyon's company and coming west by 
the hobo route, beating their way on 
trains, sleeping. eating, drinking, 
fighting with others of their fratern­
ity and through the whole story one 
thing stood out: they never missed 
a chance to take, in a picture show.

Lawson said he had sold papers for 
five weeks In Banff and had twelve 
days in the militia camp in Manitoba. 
On the evidence of Conductor Mc­
Connell and Brakeman Andrus, the: 
coroner's jury found him an accessory 
to tho murder of Blair.

The Inquest,
'rhe adjourned inquest on the body 
'• Blair was held Friday morn- 
in the police barracks, Coroner 
'vmpson presiding. The jurymen 
' D. C. MacDonald, foreman, C. A. 

k, A. Jordan. A. Dalgieish, C. E. 
-Tvts, J. McCauley.

Conductor McConnell being duly 
sworn, said: *T was conductor of 
first section of No 3, which left Cal­
gary 21:30 on July 20. The train con­
sisted of mail and express cars. After 
passing Cheneka, I noticed from the 
reflection cf the engine two men on 
top cf the refrigerator car loaded with 
mail. They were about to get into 
the ice box of the car. I informed 
my two brakemen. R. J. Blair and C. 
H. Andrus, that we had better got 
these men off at Morley, the next 
stop.

“When we stopped at Morley, I went 
Into the office to get orders. On 
coming out, Blair and Andrus were on 
top oi the refrigerator car trying to 
get the men off. One seemed to be 
putting up a fight. I then went up 
to assist them- After we g-ct him 
flown he looked up and said to me,
“You —  ------------, I’ll get you." I then
got down and tried to catch him to 
hand him over to the police, but when 
about eight feet away he turned and 
stopped with a revolver pointed at me.
I saw it quite plainly by the light of 
my lantern. It was a new one—was 
quite bright- Just then I tripped and 
fell and the shot went over me- I 
then turned around and told Blair that 
Ie guessed we had better go on as 
there was not much chance of catching 
the men ; they were too far away by 
the time I got up. Blair said. "I’m all 
in. He shot me.

Andrus and myself helped him into 
the station and I phoned the dispatch­
er and told him Blair had been shot 
and asked him to have a doctor at 
Exshaw and get the police to work. 
While I was doing this the operator 
and Andrus examined Blair and found 
he had been shot in the stomach- We 
then pulled out and the doctor met us 
at Exshaw and came on to Banff with 
us, working with Blair all the way up. 
From Morley to Banff, Blair suffered 
Intense pain.

“On arriving at Cathedral we 
searched the ice box of the car where 
the men were riding and found one 
light overcoat, a light brown felt hat, 
and two under coats. The small coats 
were one insjde the other, as if they 
had been worn together, and a fully 
loaded 3-8 calibre revolver was in the 
pocket of one of the small coats- 

Describes tho Gunman.
“The man who did the shooting was 

about 5 feet, 4 inches tall, and was 
stout: in weight was about 165 or 170 
pounds ; he wore a light brown suit, 
blue handkerchief around his neck and 
no hat; had light hair and was clean

shaved. I did not see his companion 
until after the shot was fired. I don’t 
know if he had a coat on or not. Tho 
shot was fire-d at me but got Blair, 
who was 40 or 50 feet behind me.”

Charles Henry Andrus being sworn, 
said: “I am a brakeman on the C-PR. 
and was o nthe train with Roy J. Blair 
and Conductor McConnell on the night 
of July 30. On reaching Morley, Blair 
went up one side of the train and X 
went up the other. We had been in­
structed by the conductor to put off 
two hoboes who were riding in one 
of the cars. I climbed up the car, 
opened the ice box and asked the men 
where they were going. Two men were 
in the box- They said they were going 
to Banff. I asked them why they did 
not take the passenger train. They 
said they were broke. I then told them 
to get off and start walking. They did 
not want to get -off- I then tried to 
dick the ice box, one man climbed out 
on top of the car. He was a slim man. 
about 23 or 24 years old ; he had on 
a -brownish suit. Then Blair and I 
pulled the other fellow out. He was 
a short, heavy set man- He started 
putting up a scrap and just then Con­
ductor McConnell came up on the 
car. The first man got off the car 
as soon as he got out of the ice 
box- When McConnell came up we 
three made tho hobo climb 'down off 
the car and then he said to McCon­
nell. “You —• —« — —, Fil get you.” 
McCcppell was closest to him when he 
said this. We all climbed down and 
he started to run. We had chased him 
about 150 fe^t when he shot at Mc­
Connell, and Blair was behind me- ; 
I saw the hoho and the pistol flash, j 
and I saw McConnell fall. I must have 
been out of line or I would have been 
hit- I heard McConnell call to Blair 
that it was no use try to catch the 
men. Then Blair said “I’m shot,” or 
something to that effect. I'm not cer­
tain of the exact 'words. I wènt to 
Blair and took him Into tho station, 
and afterwards fixed up a mattress 
in the caboose and laid him on it- I 
heard the slim -one say to the stout- 
one, “Shoot the —— — — again!”

"We ex­
amined him,” Ex4ids ithe doctor, “and 
discovered a wound" on the left side 
of the nipple dne^ ',"Probed a little for 
the bullet- Thé wedk condition of 
patient did not justify going after it 
very actively. : him to bed and
used the usyal means t-o try to over­
come the shook, but he gradually got 
Weaker until death occured- The cause 
of death was. shock.

Lawson’s Story.
Harold Lawson, sworn, said: “I was 

riding from Calgary to Banff Tuesday 
nigth. We got into the ice box of a 
refrigerator car; there were two of us- 
The Ice box opened on top of the car. 
We got in at Calgary. I took off my 
coat and went to sleep. At Morley 
the brakeman came and asked us 
■where we were going. I said to 
Banff.’ He said, ‘have you any money?’
I told him, iNo-’ I think that man 
there (pointing to Aadrus) was the 
one. Ho said, ‘I’ll lock you up in here 
and turn you over to' the police at 
Banfi’.' I said, ‘you might let me 
loose, I don’t -want to be arrested 
again.* I had been arrested at Can- 
more for riding on a train without 
paying . To coroner) : I know it Is 
wrong to travel on a train without 
paying fare, and I know that brakemen 
have power to put all who have no 
tickets off the trains.

‘Who nthe brakeman was talking 
with the other fellow, I climbed dawn 
and got under the car next to the cab­
oose. j do not know why I went there 
—I was so excited I did not know 
what to do. About two minutes after­
wards ‘Shorty’ Lyons, the man who 
was with me in the ice box, came dun­
ning down with the brakeman chasing 
him. On-3 was close behind him. 
Shorty had a gun in his hand as he 
ran- He was running sideways 
pointing the gun at the trainmen. 
When he got opposite me he shouted 
something to me- I don’t know what

It was. I said ‘don't shoot, Shorty.’ 
As Boon as I said, ‘don’t shoot,’ he 
pulled the trigger and the gun went 
off.

“After that I jumped up and ran 
behind the caboose and across the sta­
tion platform and got under the plat­
form. I crawled from there to the 
trail while the train was at the sta­
tion. Then I ran around behind the 
store and back opposite the station 
on the south side of the track I wait­
ed for the second section and got on 
It as it pulled out. Some one saw me 
and they stoppel the train and I got 
off and hid beside the track and got 
on the trucks of a Pullman when they 
pulled out. They must have seen me 
for they got me at Exshaw, the next 
stop. They searched rqe, but I had 
no gun- Then they took me into th© 
car and chained me to another fellow. 
When I left Calgary I had a gun; it 
was in the pocket of my coat- I left

the coat in the ice box. I did not 
s®e anyone fall when the shot was 
fired. I was scared and did not know 
what to do.”

The witness was then questioned as 
to the knowledge he had of his com­
panion, and as to their movements 
since leaving Winnipeg. The inform­
ation elicited that Lyons, who some­
times went under the alias of Rielly, 
was an ex-soldier, having served in 
the British army in Africa and India. 
He called himself an Irish-American 
and claimed to be a railway switch­
man- He told Lawson that he partici­
pated in a hold-up in Vancouver last 
winter, getting $140 from the victim. 
He had trouble in Brandon yards this 
spring with a <\F.R- detective and shot 
at him. He declared be never would 
be taken alive- Lawson and Lyons 
were old acquaintances, having known 
ech other 3 years. They met in Win­
nipeg and joined the militia for the 
annual camp, wont to Sewell, for the 
camp; after the''camp broke up they 
drifted west. Shorty was heading for 
Vancouver again. At a second-hand 
store in Brandon they bought the re­
volvers. They beat their way west by 
stages, and whenever there was a 
chance to drop Into a picture show it 
was taken advantage of- In Calgary 
a, day was spent. Lyons getting filled 
up with liquor and Lawson visiting the 
shows. Lyons made Lawson give up 
25 cents of his last $1.25 to get a flask 
when they were leaving and they 
jumped the train just west of the sub­
way.

On the conclusion of Lawson's evi­
dence,* the jury considered the evid­
ence and returned the following ver­
dict:

-Rov Blair, came <jo his death 
through murder caused by Dick Lyons, 
alias Shorty, and we also find that 
Harolq LawSon was an accessory.'

T. N- Gilmore, the railway equip­
ment engineer for the Westlnghouse- 
Chuvch-KerF company, who is the en­
gineer in charge af the shop con­
struction, hat whose duties keep him 
away ffom Calgary mogt of the time, 
is how on the scene. The direct work 
of supervision, however, is in the 
hands of F. E. Caldwell, the local 
superintendent, and the way in which 
Mr Caldwell has kept things moving 
since work has started four months 
ago has- evoked the admiration of his 
superiors-

Making Rapid Progress.
Making a brief trip over the scene 

of activity yesterday in company with 
Mr. Gilmore, it was apparent to the 
most unversed layman that the 'big 
shotfs are progressing with remark­
able rapidity. As stated before, the 
locomotive shops, the monster of all 
the buildings, are 70 per cent com­
plete, and the adjoining building, the 
tender shops, also are advanced al­
most to the same degree, part of the 
roof of the tender shops already hav­
ing been finished-

In conection with the building of 
the big locomotive shops, it is in­
teresting to note a total of 65,000 
pounds of glass will be used in the 
skylights of the locomotive shops and 
the car repair shops, as light is one of 
tl^e prime requisites of modern mach­
inery working establishments-

Power House Foundations.
The foundations for the big power 

house are in, and the steel for the 
building is on.the way. This structure 
will house one of the biggest power 
plants in the west, including a bat­
tery of six Babcock & Wilcox boilers, 
capable of developing 210-0 horse­
power. A sign post for all the coun­
try round will be the great concret© 
smokestack providing draft for the 
boilers. It will be 250 feet high-

The concrete repair shops are prac­
tically 8'5 per cent complete, ^nd gangs 
of workmen are now installing the 
conduits for the wiring- The planing 
mill is also far advanced and will be 
under roof this week. The freight car 
repair shops’ foundations also are well 
advanced and Çhe steel for the building 
is on the way.

The foundations for the big store­
house is completed and some of the 
mill work also is up on this structure. 
Foundations for the foundry building 
also are going in and the steel for this 
structure is already on the ground-

Statistics do little to impress the 
layman, but gazing at the enormous 
structure of the locomotive shops, with 
its ribs of steel girders, one can read­
ily believe the negineer’s statements 
that a total of 7,000,000 pounds of steel 
will go into the buildings on the 
grounds alone.

Will Employ 2,COO Men Soon.
Calgary citizens are familiar with 

the fact that something like $5,000,000 
.will be spent on these shops but now 
that they are well along, just what 
this means to the city becomes more 
apparant each day. The payroll alone 
monthly, and when the shops get in 
running order, it will far exceed this 
sum. It Is expected that the shops 
will employ 2,00-0 men or over in a 
very short time after they are com­
pleted,

The capacity of the big locomotive 
shops, which will be used for the 
present to do heavy work on the lo­
comotives, will be somewhere between 
G'Cti and 800 locomotieves, a year. The 
shops are fully equipped to build loco­
motives whenever that time arrives 
as is also the case with the coach and 
freight repair shops.

At the present time, to get to the 
shops "southeast of Calgary, it is neces­
sary to take a roundabout road, mak­
ing a journey of six or seven miles- 
The street car line now building to 
the shops, expected tp be completed 
within two months, will cut down the 
distance to four and a half miles. A 
big gang of men In engaged in the 
work of grading, laying steel, and set­
ting up the poles for this line, and 
tho Avork is far advanced. It requires 
a trip to the site to gain an idea of 
how rapidly the big shops are coming 
into being and they will be in operat­
ion at the present rato almost be­
fore the people of Calgary are aware 
of the fact.

Winnipeg, Man., Aug 2.—There was

93 1-4 for October, as 
against 94 5-8 Thursday. Even the 
weakness of American markets did 
not warrant the decline In view of the 
keen demand for cash wheat and the 
light offerings of it. Sloppy was the 
only word for American markets. The 
bears are evidently playing the new 
crop to a f inish. Minneapolis Septem­
ber sold down to 91 1-2 to 6-8 or 1 1-2 
under the low point of Winnipeg Octo­
ber, and closed at 92 1-8 to 1-4 cents, 
or 1 to 1 1-4 under «Winnipeg December 
and May, which were down Î cent. 
Chicago marketsWere down 1-4 to 1 
1-2 for all months. Continental mar­
kets were undecided, while Liverpool 
eloped 1-4 to 1-2 lower. Oats were 
very quiet and prices easier, ,Flax was 
weak all morning, but recovered at 
the close, and was unchanged at 
Thursday’s figure $1.55.

Canadian Pacific Operating 
and Industrial Terminus

Present Business and Investment Opportunities That Are Unequalled
A Town in a Class by Itself

CANADA’S GIANT RAILWAY DECREES A NEW CITY
ON THE PACIFIC

Railway Yards and Shops Make Towns—Coquitlam Will Become an 
Important City Simply Because of the Large Canadian Pacific 

Pay Roll---What Has Happened Elsewhere

Because Vancouver is the actual present terminus of the Canadian Pacific Railway it is difficult to make people understand 
that the new freight and general operating terminus of the railway company at Coquitlam really corresponds to Prince Rupert in 
relation to the Grand Trunk Pacific or Port Mann to the Canadian Northern. Coquitlam being seventeen miles from Vancouver it 
follows that the employees of the shops, the men who work in the yards and the train crews will have to live there. As the Canadian 
Northern will have its passenger terminals in Vancouver just as the Canadian Pacific does, it will be seen that Port Mann and Coquit­
lam bear the same relations to their respective systems.

The area acquired by the C.P.R. for its shops and yards at Coquitlam is four times that of the great yards and shops at Mon­
treal.

As it is expected that all of the Canadian Pacific improvements at Coquitlam will be completed within three years it is evident 
that the influx of population will be rapid, since the railway is now in operation and has simply to add to its equipment and organiza­
tion for doing business by creating a new Pacific port and terminal.

The fact that is of chief interest to the investor in Coquitlam at this time 
is that the army of men who will be employed in terminals of such magnitude 
assure a big and constantly growing payroll from the outset, irrespective of 
additional development that will come from river traffic and the manufactur­
ing interests. On the area acquired, which is four times that of the great 
Angus shops at Montreal, it is estimated that there will be employed about 
5,000 men. That should mean a city of 25,000 people by the time those men 
are at work. If the development work progresses only half as fast as now it 
seems probable and at the end of three years, in which time the company plans 
to have the improvements completed, there should be only 2,500 men employed 
by the railway company at Coquitlam, that would mean a population of 12,500 
entirely independent ôf other developments not connected with the railway 
company. It would put Coquitlam in the same class with such towns as 
Moose Jaw, Saskatoon, Regina in Western Canada, and such towns as Helena, 
Yakima, Lewiston, Fargo, Grand Forks, N. D., Billings, Missoula, etc., in 
the northwestern states.

Such a population would be quite sufficient to give greatly enhanced 
value to a townsite of only about fifteen hundred acres, or two and a half 
sections.

It is easy to cite illustrations of the power of a large railway payroll in 
creating a city.

Consider, for instance, what the Canadian Pacific Railway has done 
elsewhere. Its shops at Angus, Montreal, has a tributary population of be­
tween 30,00 oand 35,000.

The Wihnipeg terminals and shops—which are to be exceeded by those 
at Coquitlam—support a population of 30,000.

The Point St. Charles Shops of the Grand Trunk Railway support a 
population estimated at 25,000.

Transcona, the Grand Trunk Pacific Town near Winnipeg, was largely; 
sold out within a few months in anticipation of the needs of the 15,000 or 
20,000 people that will soon be living there. The man who invested in 
Transcona got action on his money and got it quick. The writer knows of 
one instance where a lot was sold at the auction for $8.00 a front foot, which 
inside of a month changed hand at $38.00 a foot. In a few days it was resold 
for $48.00 a foot and is now being held by its present owner at $125.00 a 
front foot.

Will Coquitlajn eclipse Transcona? We think it will. Why? Because 
Coquitlam not only has the strongest railway company in the world back of 
it, but is a deep water port as well.

Lots in our Greenwood subdivision that sold for $300 last September are 
now selling at $1,200. Business lots on Broadway that we sold in Novem­
ber for $1,000 are already held at $2,000.

Moose Jaw got its start because it was a divisional terminal on the1 Can­
adian Pacific Railway.

The Canadian Pacific divisional terminals and improvements at Calgary 
have always been the backbone of that city.

In most cities of America the railway yards and shops were established 
so close in that it was not possible to separate their populations from those 
of the terminal cities in general. But in the case of Coquitlam, the distance 
from the nominal terminal is such that the employed and dependent popula­
tion must live within a radius of a mile or two of the centre of employment. 
In other words, this large population will be concentrated in a small space of 
territory not now inhabited any more densely than the average rural farming 
region. While a part of the Greater Vancouver, Coquitlam will be a new 
and largely independent population centre.

Plans for the Fraser Valley Electric Raiway have been approved ; engi­
neers are in the fied. The section from Mission City to Coquitlam must be 
completed within 13 months from February 1st, because of the fact that the 
Western Canada Power Company is now under contract to deliver logs from 
the vicinity of Mission Junction to the Pitt River within twelve months.

It is said that the bridge across the Pitt River, which will be used by the 
tram, will cost $750,000, and the Dominion and Provincial Governments are 
to appropriate a half million dollars for the construction of the tram line. 
The British Columbia Electric Company, which owns the street car lines in 
Vancouver and New Westminster, is contemplating an extension of one of 
its suburban lines through Coquitlam.

It is worthy of your notice that there is no taxation of improvements in 
this municipality. It doesn’t cost you any more for taxes to put a big build­
ing on your lot than it does to leave it vacant. We have some modern ideas 
on taxation in British Columbia, and )ve have learned not to tax real estate 
improvements. That puts a premium on improvements. The old way pun­
ished the man who improved.
