Proceedings Looked 8Stormy at
First But Diificulties Were
Settled.

An Interesting Discussion on
the Various Planks of the
Platform.

Kamloops; ‘April 15.-—(Special = corre-
spondence of the Colonist)—The = Kam-
loops labor-eonvention opened on Mon-
day morning with 64 delegates present
from. all parts of the province, represent-
ing a;lmosg every shade of opinion among
the working eclass. ‘Not much actual
work was accomplished during the first
day, but the air, “which seemed some-
what stormy at the beginning of . the
proceedings, cleared up somewhat as the
day wore on, and members began to set-
tle down. to the work which lay ahead
of them. The danger that was directly
in the path: of the convention was the
divergent paths pursued by ‘the labor
bolies of the ICoast and the evident de-
termination ,of the Socialist members to
bayve things their own way. A partial
have re-
sulted in.a better feeling, and it would
seem that the ends of the convention
would be amicably arrived at.

The chief business of the day was the
election of a permanent chairman and
secretary and the election of a committee
to frame the platform, which consisted
of seven members. 'Another fight which
ocourred was on the standing of citizens
of the United States who are also dele-
gates. v

The Socialists and those affiliated to
and representing other orders, who had
sympathies with them, held a caucus in
the early hours of the morning and de-
termined to'make a strong effort to elect
2 chairman who should be jn sympathy
with their aims. This resulted in suc-
cess, for on $he nomination of James
Wilkes of Nelson, Chris Foley of Ross-
land and James Baker of Slocan, for
this position, the last named gained the
election ‘with the support of the ‘So-
cialists. Chris Foley had signified his
desire not to run, but was not permitted
to ‘withdraw, .

This was the“only victory, however,
scored by the Soeialists. On the Teport
of the  credentials- committee, it was
found that there were 64 delegates pres-
ent, of whom six were straight Social-
ists,” and - three cftizens of the United
States. One of this latter, Kingsley of
Nanaimo, was also a Socialist. It was
moved that the citizens of the United
States be not allowed to become officers
of ‘the  convention, and a warm discus-
sion ensued, several delegates jumping
to their feet aud talking = altogether.
Gonfusion reigned for some minutes, and
after some heated debate, it was finally
ruled that aliens should be allowed the
privileges of voting but not of holding
office. :

The next fight oecurred over thé elec-
tion of  those delegates whose duty it
Wwas to draft the platform. Bventually
feven men were c¢hosen, not one of whom
is a straight Socialist, but several of
whom Hhave decided ~ socinlistic lean-
ings. 'The chairman by plurality of vote
is 'Chris Foley of Rossland. The other
members ‘are Robert  Macpherson of
Vancouver, (. MoKay of Nelson, 'W.

{Davison of Sandon, and J. McLarep and

T. Brownlee of Rossland.

The rest of the day was taken up by
deciding the procedure of the couvention
and the orders of the day, over which
much ¥ime ‘was taken up.

‘T. H! Cross of Vancouver was appoint-
¢d permanent secretary, but'a riling
was made that both the president and
the vice-president’ (J. Wilkes), and also
the secretary, should only hold office dur-
ing the term of the convention, and that
a fresh ‘election should be made for the
ensuing year after the adoption of the
platform.

The labor convention settled down to
‘business today, and 12 planks of the
proposed platform were carried, in addi-
tion to a most important preamble which,
if found:as workable here as in Queens-
land, will exercise a  great inﬁuencp
on the future of the ILabor party in this
province, Counsels of moderation pre-
vailed - despite . a, determined  effort on
the part of certain Socialists: to. goveawn
the deliberations: of the assembly.

The first thing accomplished at the be-
ginning of the session was the throwing
open of the meetings to the public de-
spite some hesitation, “Phe next point
'was the attempted addition of T. Clon-
ston, of the Brotherhood of Locomotive
‘Engineers to the platform committee
under the idea that the oldest union in
the province had  beenw unwittingly
stighted. o this Mr. Clouston ‘would
not agree, and the matter dropped.

‘Chris. Foley in submitting the plat-
form, which was voted upon clause by
clause, urged moderation, saying that
the feeling in the East was that  the
labor disturbgnces of the West was
the ca of the financial condition of
the province. He suggested that the
party be entitled the *Provincial Pro-
gressive Party,” but asked that no dis-
cussion was to ‘the .name should take
place until after the adoption of the
platform. .

The first plank to be discussed was
‘that. of the extension of the suffrage to
women,

Del. Beamish, of Rossland, urged in
Support that the churches were mainly
kept up by the women.

Kingsley,” of Nanaimo, a Social-
ist, went into abstract griu\ciples‘ at
length, and declared that the wage Sys-
teglx of the day was the rd6t of all the
evil.

Del. Foley, of Rossland, declared that
the woman suffrage was intimately con-
nected ‘with labor, and in support of his
contention said that one large firm in
the Fast employed 8,000 women, and
paid them only $4.50 per week, which
sum being insuficient, they were too
often compelled to eke out the means
of subsistence by the sals of their vir-
tue. He did not expect that the plank
would become law for many Yyears to
come, but urged the convention not to
place itself on ‘record as against it.

Del. Macpherson, of Vancouver, de-
clared that the largest petition ever pre-
sented to the provincia?elegislat'ure was
by.the women, asking for the suffrage.

The question was then put, snd the
plank was carried.

Next to come up for discussion was
“government ownership of the means of
transportation and other public  utili-
ties,” which after an interesting discas-
sion, was carried in the /form of ‘“gov-
ernment ownership of railways and
means. of communication.” = During this
discussion a further attempt was made
by the Socialist contingent to advaijce
certain . abstract propositions, which
rather dealt with a misty utopian future
than sith the practical problems of the
present. 'This was stogped by - the
growing feeling evinced by the conven-
tion against the waste of time, and was
not renewed to-any extent during the
day. Dels. Kingsley, of Nanaimo, and
Burns, of Vancouver, were especially
promiuent in this regard. >

The eonvention now gettled in to a de<
liberate frame of mind, “and the mext
plank brought up for consideration,
which was that of compulsory arbitra-
tion of 2l labor disputes was passed
almost without discussion with only two
dissentient votes.

Resuit of Ftsh Culture in Sac-
ramento and Other Cali-
fornla Rivers. -

Following is the report of 'J. B. Bab-
cock, provincial fisheries commissioner,
presented, to the House last ¥riday:
Hon. D. M. Hherts, Attorney-General:

Sir,—I _have the honor htlo aggtmlt t‘lix:g.
upon receiving appointm as Y
eries comnﬁssio;g on October 15th,
1901, [ came’ to Victoria, and at a com-
ference with the executive council it was
determined that, as at this tims the
sockeye salmon interests’ of the
Kraser river “\were of the reat-
est ©  commercial value, I uld
at once - proceed to  1Investigate
the spawning grounds and habits of
the “sockeye (0. Nerka) of that river,
with a view to the location of suitable |
hatchery “sites.  During the investiga-
tion ‘which immediately followed, I visit-
‘ed Harrison, lake and river, and most of
their tributaries. -I ascended the Eraser
river to Lillooet, and spent a week at
Seton and Anderson lakes. * I then went
up the Frasér’s largest tributary, the
Thompson, to its head at Shuswap lake.
Tn the Harrison and Lillooet districts I
found the sockeye spawning in large
numbers. ‘The spawning season ~was
over " in the Shuswap country, and I
spent but little time there. 1 was for-
tunate, however, in being able to spend
a day with Mr. William \Roxburg at the
new hatchery at Tappen Siding, on the
Salmon Arm of Shuswap lake, and he
gave me much information regarding
the seasons and movements of the sock-
eye in that vicinity. Upon my return
from the Thompson it was considered
desirable that I sehould proceed to
Rivers Inlet and go over as many of
the streams entering O'weekayno lake as
the season would permit. spent the
week of ‘November 18-25 there, and ex-
amined many of the streams tributary‘
to the lake, which are the spawning
grounds of the sockeye and the other
salmon that pass tp Rivers Inlet.

On the trip to Harrison river 1 was
accompanied by Mr. . B. Sword, in-
spector of fisheries of
government, and I desire in this public
way to make known to him my hearty
appreciation of his courteous manner
and the valuable information he gave
me. With Mr: Sword I\went to the
spawning'station oun Morris ‘Creek, situ-
ated four miles below  Harrison lake.
His assistants were there collecting the
eggs of the sockeye, which he was for-
warding to the hatchery at Bon Aeccord,

New Westminster. ‘The late run of the
sockeye  congregates -in .considerable
numbers at Morris ereek, and the Do-
minion government has operated at this
point in the collection - of their eges
since 1884. = This is the only point
where spawn has been taken up ‘to
1901, at which time eggs were also
seeured 'at Scotch creek, a tributary of
Shuswap lake, and ~transported sixty
miles to the new hatchery at Tappen.

Roxburg, I desire to acknowledge my
indebtedness to Mr. George . Me-
Tavish, the superintendent of the Brit-
ish Columbia - Canning Company at
Rivers Inlet, for his entertainment dur-
ing my stay-there; for arranging the
details of my trip up Oweekayno lake:

great inconvenience to Rimself.
services ‘'were invaluable.

With the above statement of my move-
ments, I submit the following sugges-
tions for consideration:

The salmon of the province being the
most valuable of its fishery interests, it
commands first consideration. The sock-
eye (O. Nerka), being the most import-
ant of the salmon runs, both in number
and 'value, its propagation is -first. con~
sidered. -~ As the run of sockeye in the
Fraser river is the most important, the
greatest number of fishermen and can-
unery employees are engaged there, and
the capital invested is the largest of
any section of the province, it is sug-
gested that the first efforts of the gov-
ernment should be directed towards the
support and maintenance of the run of
ﬁgﬁ in that great river; and that,‘ as
moneys are available, other sections
should, in accordance with their needs
and importance,” be taken up and con-
sidered. = The hatchery system of the
province, to be adequate, must be com-
prehensive and expansive. An ideal
hatchery location, to be available, should
be sitnated upon a stream naturally fre-
quented by spawning fish,” where the
run §f such fish cau be depended upon
with the greatest, certainty, where cli-
matic conditions are the most favorable,
where ‘the eggs ‘can be immediately
transferred to the hatchery, where the
young fish can be liberated at the least
cost, and where sufficient. docal labor is
assured. Such a location is found on
the Fraser river at the outlet of Seton
lake, in Lillooet district. Seton lake is
situated some 50 miles morth of the
point vhere the Thompson enters the
Fraser river, and three miles from the
town of Lillooet. . The lake is 17 miles
in length, seldom exceeds. a ' mile in
width, is of great depth, and js bounded
on each sidé by high  snow-capped
n;g)untains that descend abruptly to the
shores.

'Seton lake is connected at its western
end by a short stream with Amnderson
luke, which is its counterpart, though a
mile less in length, ‘and heads in ‘the
mountains farther to the sounth.

The outlet of Seton lake, known as
Lake creek, empties a mile from the
lake ‘into Cayoosh creek, a large stream
coming from the:mountains a short dis-
tance south of Seton lake, and which
empties into the Fraser river three
miles below the lake. The outlet, while-
carrying a consideralle volume of water,
i3 wide and shallow, and at several
points affords excellent opportunities for
the placing of weirs te intercept the

immediately adjoining. The sockeye
enters (Cayoosh creek in great numbers
every year. The run (beging late in
July, and usually continues until about
October 1st.  The. first of the run
passes through Seton lake.and.Portage
creek into :Anderson lake. [Later than

Seton ' lake and ' the outlet streams.
During the past seasdn the run is said
to have been thelargest in twenty years.
and it comtinned “some three weeks
longer then usunal. “During the time of P
my inspection of these places (October
20th to November 3rd) the fich were
still running. ‘The shores of the lakes
and their tributary streams were ¢ov-
cred with dead fish and the whitened
hones of those of the earlier run. Dead,
dving and spawnine fish were seen in
large numbers in Cayoosh, Lake and
Portage creeks. The air along these
streams apd at the end of Seton Inke
wns siekening from the stench of the
dead mon, .. I ‘was told. showever.
that it Bad heen mneh worse a menth
bhefore, and wae as offemsive every year
during the run.

Bécause of the statements above quot-
ed, and those made .by other residents
of Lillooet, and from 'my own observs
tions, J am satisfied’ that there is a
sufficiently extemsive run of ' sockeye
every year -to warrant large hatchery
operations ‘at Seton lake. This location
offers exceptional opportunities for the
establishment of largeé hatcheries. The
climatic conditions. . 'could ‘1ot be im-
proved. (As-no rain ‘falle during the
spawning season, the &treams aré net
Snbject to. freshets, and weirs can be
easily maintained and .the fish thus sue-
cgsstull%himpounded at the hatchery
site, e wateré  of the outlet are
clear, of equable temperature, and have
sufficient fall to make them available
for use in the hatchery. There are
numerous sites on the stream where the
necessary hatchery ‘buildings ean be
erected, and where the eggs ean be
taken and at onhce transferred to them.
There is a sawmill at 'the outlet. of-
Seton lake, which will ensure cheap
lumber at the hatchery site. The neces-
sary labor can be obtained from the
town of Lillooet and the Indian villages
close at hang, and finally and most im-
portant, there is an abundance of ripe
fish and suitable waters for the distribh-
tion of the young fish. I consider this
location one of the best, if not the best
site I have ever seen for the establish-
ment of a large hatehery. On Portage
creek, which unites Anderson and Seton
lakes .18 situated a hatchery site equally
as desirable as that at Seton lake, ex-
cept that the expense of securing lumber
and labor would be larger.

By the hatchery
method, 90 per cent. ofithe eggs producd
swimming fish. - Under natural condi-
tions the eggs are fertilized in the water
after they leave the female. The eggs,
being heavier than the water,  settle
upon the bottom, where they ‘are help-
less. If by good fortune the egg has
come In contact with the miit of -the
male and is fertilized, and after settling
upon the bed of the stream it is swept
by the currents under the &fones and
out of sight, and there rem@ginsg undis-
turbed during the four to six months
which is necessary for its development
into a swimming fish, in water of the
temperature of the streams under ‘con-
sideration, nature’s method has een, ac-
complished. In other words; the egg is
sterild when jt is expressed from the
female, and in nature it must eome in
contact in the water with the germs of
the male within two and one-half min-
utes aftersit is expressed by the female;
and it must then escape the attention
of its many enemies for months if it is
to-develop into & young salmon. Con-
sidering these facts, it is _plain that
under uatural conditions only a. small
percentage of the three thousand or less
eggs ‘of the average female sockeye
ever reach the swimming stage of de-
velopment, X
. Under the hatchery method the ripe
fish are captured . on or near their
natural spawning beds..  The fish when
ready for spawning aré removed from
the ‘water, the eggs of the female and
the milt of the male. are expressed at
the same time into the same ‘pan, where
every -egg is brought into instaamt con-
tact with the germs of the male, and
all the healthy eggs are thus fertilized.
The eggs are then - placed in the
hatchery and carefully attended. - They
are kept free from silt and the vege-
table germs that are so fatal to them,
nntil the alevin emerges from the egs,
its sack is absorbed, and it rises fromr
the bottom of the hatchery trough a
free, swimming €ish, when it is at once
taken to the stredm and liberated.

The propaga
tion of salmon in ‘California alone main-
tains the run of fish in her streams,
“This statement cannot be, and is not,
questioneéd by any authority on the sub-
ject, 3

Shad and' striped bass which were iny
troduced into the waters of ‘California
are now taken in' great numbers, In
1879-81 @ total number of four hundred
and- fifty little fingerling striped bass
(an anadromous ﬁgh like salmon, and
not' previously found in the Pacific) were
liberated in' the Sacramento river. In

over one and a half million pounds
of this most valuable fish were taken
from the waters of «California. Similan
results followed the introduction of shad..
In commenting upon these results, Dr.a
Hugh M. Smith, of the United States
Fish Commission says:

“Of scarcely less' consequence than
the actual results of shad and striped
bass introduction on the west coast iy
the important bearing which' the success
of the experiment must have in deter-
mining the outcome of the artificial pro+
pagation in regions in which it is not
Dossible to distinguish, with satisfactory
aceuracy, the natural from the artificial
conditions.. df these far-reaching results
attend the planting on a few occasions
of small numbers of fry in watersto
which the fish are not indigenous, is it
bot ' permissible . to .assume that more
stiiking - consequences must follow the
planting of enormous quantities of fry
year after year in native waters. There
is no reasonable doubt that the perpe-
tuation of the extensive shad fisheries in
most of the rivers of the Atlantic coast
has been accomplished entirely by artifi-
cial propagation. On no ¢ther supposi-
tion can the maintenance and increase
of the supply be accounted for.”

In this report I have not touched upon
the opportunijties offered for propagation
at-other points . on the Fraser and
Thompson rivers, or at Oweekayno
lake above Rivers iulet, though they are
numerous, for the reason that I consider
it advisable to first establish one large
station at some point where conditions
are most favorable, and there \undertake
the training of a sufficient number of
men to make -a competent hatchery force*
available before other points shall be de-
termined upon. ;

In conelusion, I most respectfully urge
that money be at once appropriated for
the construction of a hatchery station at
Seton lake, with a hatching capacity of
25,000,000 of sockeye eggs: In addition,
consideration should be given to the.in-
vestigation of conditions affecting other
fisheries and their dévelopment, and
money -appropriated for that purpose:

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WEEKLY WHATHER SYNOPSIS.

9th to 15th April, Wictoria Meteorological
Office, -

The weather during this week has been
mostly fair with occasional showers, the
latter being ‘more pronounced on Vancouver
Island than on the Lower Mainland, while
in Cariboo there was no precipitation and
only a trace of rain about Kamloops. Dur-
ing the 9th and morning of* the .10th an
extensive high barometer area spread up
the coast to this province, where, it cansed
a clear night and sharp frosts, particularly
on the Lq;v_er ainland. Thig fine spell was
followed lower ‘barometri¢ pressure and
showers. By the night 'of Friday, the 11th,
2 moderate southwest gale preyailed on
the Straits of Fuca, due to the passage of
an ocean storm area across this province to
the Territories. By the morning of Satur-
day, the 12th, another high barometer area
moved up the coast acco ed by frosts
in-the Puget Sound district and the Lower
Mainland. Saturday, Sunday and Monday
were fair spring-like days, due to the prev-
alence of high barometric pressure over
the Pacific slope. Upon Tuesday, the 15th,
the ‘winds became light and variable
throughout the western portion of the con-
tinent and the température rose abnormally
high, reaching 66 on the Lower Mainland
and Kootenay Disttict, 50 in Carlboo and
over 70 In the States of Washingron. and
Ozxegon.

It is simply a
restoration of that registration tax
which was not opposed by Cobden and
free traders, and which was unwisely
thrown away as a sop to the working-
men_-who ‘eared very little for it. It is
a war tdx like that imposed last year
on suger and the export duty on coal,
and the iuncrease last year of twopence
on income tax and an additional penny
this year. All these, though war taxes,
are not likely to be repealed, for finan-
cial anthorities agree pretty - generally
that the aréa of taxdtion must be widen-
ed, Engiish Liberals are greatly mis-
taken if they fancy this will give them
a broad enough platform from which to
successfully assail the government, If
ever there was a people’s war, the South
African’ war is that. Even the pro-
Boers must. understand that and the
workingman is not such a fool as’ to
think that wars can be made without
money, and he is too much of a man to
object to paying his share. What Liber-
alism needs is a reunion of its shatter-
ed forces into-effective unity,:and Lord
sebery has put a prospeet of that
«till farther away into the future than
it was.” i {
