Mr. Chamberlain attract much attention,
as they demonstrate a practical agreement
amongst the various sections of politicians
on the’present treatment of the Irish ques-
tion by the government.

Sir William Harcourt was carefully guard-
ed by detectives while in Glasgow.

William Fitzgereld, Catholic bishop of
Ross, has issued a letter in condemnatiion
of the ““no rent ” manifesto. He says the
manifesto excited wide-spread dismay

The Tell-tale Meter—How it Reports the Loss—
Citizons Complaining to the Committee—
Nothing Done About It.

From_what has already_ been revealed it
would seem that there is an enormous
waste of water in the city, cansed by leak-
ing taps and pipes inside of houses, and
that if a meter were placed in every house
in the city the result would be either a
great decrease in the amount of water used,
or a great increase in the revenue obtained
by the city. Two instances of this were
given at the meeting of the water-works
committee yesterday afternoon. Mr, Mar.
ling appeared before the committee to ob-
tain a reduction in the water hill rendered
to the. managers of Wykeham hall. The
bill amounted to $303.10 for the quarter,
instead of $40 or $50, which was their usual
bill, and the meter showed that they had
used over ‘a million" gallons of water, On
making an examination it was found that
the trouble was a large leak in the pipe
inside of the building. - The matter was
laid over until the next meeting of the
board.

Mr. Holderness of the Albion hotel was
in a similar difficulty. His  water bill,
usually about $40, had increased last

000 gallons. The committee decided that
no relief could be given.

His face struck
several sharp stones, which penetrated the
flesh. Both upper and lower jaws were
smashed into numberless pieces. = It is said
that after striking the ground he rebounded
several times. The doctors say he cannot
live, He isaged 17. The cold air caused
him’to dance round to keep his feet warm.
His heel struck a small piece of brick,
which overbalancedshim and he went down
through an open space in the scaffold.

She married
him without any notice:to me, on'y a few
days before - the date set for our nuptials,
without returning my ring, letters, presents

tolearn that since’ she saw me Tuesday
night she had concluded to marry another
fellow; and she did Thursday.

Here comes in the value of a good array
of past records of the weather and weather
charts. ‘By means of such we see that
periods of unusual cold or heat have in the
past usually extended over more than a
single season. We note a great number of
couplets andfeven triads of years of similar
weather, .and but very few, and these
widely separated, in which intense cold or
great heat was confined to a single year.
By closely following the action of the
weather generally of the present time, and
at the same time possessing a tho'rouih
knowledge of its general behavior in the
past, the observer intuitively conceives
what is required for the fulfillment of
nature’s laws for an approaching period of
seasons. Distinct and definite reasons for
his conclusions he may not be able to give,
if sudderly called upon, but he, notwith-
standing, adheres firmly to his impressions
concemin% the future, and is generally
correct. Supported thus by such records
of bygone years, and carrying in my mind a
clear view of the ups and downs of the
twelve months just passing away, I look
3;;11 to a further continuauce of the warm

ve on our continent during the approach-
ing winter. Broken, this may and will be.
by waves of low temperature, but these
will be but of brief duration as compared
with the protracted periods of mildness and
warmth. As usually happens in such
winters there may be an advanced and
severe term of cold and snow as early as
October or November. If so, look out for
an open ‘‘ Christmastide.” Thus, though
disregarding the sun and sun-spot theory,
Iam compelled to predict an open winter.

We are not now criticizing Mr. Venunor's
particular reading of the law of compensa-
tion, but are merely giving an idea of what
the basis of his system is.

New York is cursed with a large number
of o bobtail cars,” as Chicago once was, The
society for the prevention of agcidents has
come to the conclusion that these vehicles
aregrespousible for a large proportion of the
c&xuns, ranaways, and runovers on the
streets where they are in use, and the offi-
cers of that society have determined to pro-
secute the corporations vigorously in every
case Where an accident can be traced to one
of the *“ bobiail cars ” But there is a more
genetal and more serious compiaint against
these ears. The passeuger is made conduc-
tor, collector, cashier, and sometimes a

» police officer.” The corporation compels the

* himself to coliect the same.

public not only to endure overcrowding, but
to act as agent for the company in collect-
ing fare and helping to run the car. New
York may learn from Chicago how to get
rid of these nuisances. They were run on
several streets in this city for a long time,
and watil the public made up its mind that
it would not stand the imposition any
longer.~ People refused to pay their fare
unless a conductor came to collect it.

‘“bobrail” cars, and then substituted other

Decline of Religion in England.
(Pall Mall Gazette, Ost. 7.)

The religious census of Newcastle and
Gateshead, which the Newecastle Chronicle
has provided for the edification of the
Church congress, is mot calculated to con-
duce to the complacency of the supporters
of the establishment. Last Sunday morn-
ing, out of a population of 214,649, only
8,486 atteadcd charch, while 20,309 at-
tended chapel. In thirty years, although
the population has increased by 100.297,
the attendance at charch has fallen off by
299, while the attendance at other religi-
ous services has increased by 6,865. The
contrast is all the more remarkable inas-
much as the morning and not the evening
service was selected for comparison. , If the
Iatter had bsen taken the increase of non-
conforming worshipers would have been
brought up at least to 10,000. New
churches have been built, but the people
seem disinclined to attend them. The per-
centage of ‘worshipers has fallen in hfaW-
castle from 21.31 in 1851 to la.Ob‘m 1881,
and in Gateshead from 13.76 to 9.62. That

But when the rulers of a country deliber-
ately set the powerful machinery at their
command at work in the manufacture of
unnecessary evil, there are few materials
too harmless to be pressed into the service,
and this, most unfortunately and most
needlessly, is being done here to-day.
