TEXRRIBLE STORM,

It Sweeps Over Germany Dealing Death
and Destruction.

BERLIN, July 2—A terrible storm of
thunder, hail and rain passed over a large
part of Germany last night, causing im-
mense damage to property and loss of life in
L the villages of Suchtelon, near Dusseldorf,
Rade and Sittard. In the Crefeld District,
also near Dusseldorf, the storm was especi~
ally severe, and the thunder and lightning
terrific,’ Many houses ~were ' completely
wrecked and the inmates buried in the ruins.

Thirteen bodies have already been recov-
ered. ' Army pioneers have been sent 6 the
scene of the ster to aid in the work of
rescue: It is yet too soon to form any esti-
mate of the total number of lives lost. At
Brunswick the storm assumed the piropor-
tions of a\cyclone, and the inhabitants report
last night'as being one of the most terrible
in their experienve. The streets are filled
with/ wreckage, houses were demolished and
others badly damaged, while many thorough-
fares are turned into miniature rivers.

The.hailstones were unusually large, and as
a consequence it is estimated that 100,000
es.of glass- have been broken. In. the
neighborhood of Sprottau, in Prussian Sile-
sia; the hail was so large that the grain in
the fields was literally cut to pieces. At
Sanct Ruprecht, near Gratz, the capital of
Styria, in Austria. a waterspout burst over
the town with fearful foree, sweeping away
the cabins of two peasants. ine were
drowned. ‘

Bradstreet on the Trade Situation.

New YORK, July 8.—Special telegrams to
Bradstreet’s record the evidences of a week
broken by a holiday both in the United
States and Canada, which, occurring during
the period of midsummer dulness, tends to
still further restrict the volume of general
business except in a few staple lines.

IMPECUNIOUS NOBILITY,

Poverty-Stricken Lords and Earls in Eng-
land.

A curious and at the same time instructive
spectacle of = the vicissitudes of the English
aristocracy was pregented omne day this week
in the Bournemouth County Cours. The
Hon, John Bruce Ogilvy, a son of the Earl
of . Airlie and uncle of the.present peer of
that name, was up before the court on two
judgment summonses for debt, in the respec-
tive sums of £57 and £5 sterling. . The Hon.
John is a man of about 55 years of -age, and
under examination he made the astound-
ing statement that he  was absolutely
without means of any sort. His nephew,
the present earl, he said, had given him &
voluntary weekly allowance of £4 for board
and lodging, and this had lately been re-
duced to £3. It did not appear that the de-
fendant was a reckless spendthrift of the but
too prevalent aristocratic pattern, that he
was addicted to drink or was guilty of any
crime or misdemeanor against the canons of
society. He was simply penniless, and ‘his
sole fault was poverty, There are many
“reduced” families in the English peerage.
That of the Marquisate of Donegal is one of
the most glaring examples ‘of the financial
decay of coronets. Donegal lives
in a third-rate street in the city of
Winchester. The Earl of Belfast was
summoned the other da¥ before the Win-
chester County Court for debt—like the
Hon. John Ogilvy—and then confessed that
he had been following the business of a horse-
trainer: There areloads of others, and I
must look them up and make a list: of them
some day. It would furnish interesting
reading for title-struck Americans who are
in search of lordly husbands for their daugh-

ters,

But the case of Ogilvy would seem to be a
peculiarly hard one. His neghew, the pres-
ent Earl of Airlie, the gentleman who so
geenerou.sly allows his impecunious uncle the

gwl& pittance of §15a week, is a rich
man, He is a captain in that swell cavalry
regiment, the 10th Hussars, whose colonel
is no less a personage than the Prince of
Wales himself. The captain is the possessor
of several country ~places as well
as a house in London. He® has seen
some active service in t, however,
and is not a garrison-fown soldier only, Nor
is he otherwise than an gctive, go-ahead man
—on the Scotch plan. - He has lately accept?
ed the adjutancy of the Hampshire Yeo-
manry. a militia cavalry organization which
indulges in an annual training, its members
incased in brilliant uniforms and mounted
on flery cart horses. Zeal in his profession is
supposed to have been his lordship’s incen-
tive for accepting such an infra dig. place.
While the poor uncle is perhaps in want of
the little comforts to which he is
gccustomad by birth, the , nephew is

welling about in e style, - driving

his four-horse coach along the Hampshire
roads and astonishing thke natives by the
flourishes on the drag-horn which his two
grooms indulge themselves with ‘at every
turning. Lord Airlie, by-the-by, is married
to a very beautiful and charming wife. She
is a daughter of the Irish Earl of Arran, a
peer who at one time it was said was going
to marry Mrs, Hicks-Lord—but he did not.

A friend of mine from California, at pre-
sént in England, with whom I happened to
be when 1 read the account of the Bourne-
mouth County Court affairin an evening
paper, and to whom I read it aloud, exclaim-
ed: “hy jove! I know that fellow.” As what
he further told me may be of interest to
other San Franciscans, whose memories can
go back_far enough to recall the circum-
stances, I venture to repeat it.

Editor World: Imperial federationists have
no occasion to feel ' discouraged at the recep-
tion recently given them by Lord Salisbury.
Nor, indeed, have they any reason to be per-
turbed at the hostile criticism to which his
Lordship’s language has given rise in certain
quarters. Lord Salisbury is g statesman of
of experience and keen judgment. As For-
eign Minister he has shown & skill and capa-
city that have elicited the praise of Mr,
Gladstone, That being a fact, he must
stand high in the estimation of the nation.
What. was more natiral and  to
be expected than' that Lord Salisbury
should point out difficulties to the Imperial
Federstion League deputation who waited
upou him—and offered suggestions that re-
quired the most serious théught and con-
sideration.

The fiscal policy that Britain has been
pursuing for the past 50 years has been at-
tended with marvelous success. All the lead-
lninmusmen are now convinced that that
policy hae contributed immensely to the na-
tional prosperity and wealth. Its wisdom is
seen in the magnitude of Britain's foreign
investments and her vast shipping interests.
It. is a proved policy, and found to be the
best by the national experience.

Lord Salisbury knowing the circumstances
>f Britain ‘in all their varied relations and
ramifications, and how largely they are
intimately affected by the settled trade

of a course that would tend in any way to
disturb that policy. Before a definite plan
has been matured-and approved by a general
conseusus of all parties to the scheme, it is
rational to' suppose that it ‘would
be premature to convene a conference.
Especially would it be ' deemed pre-
mature by the British people when
the principal subject to be discussed
would be that aﬂectin%‘their trade interests.
Now, asan Imperial Federationist, I have
not the remotest idea that Britain will ever
depart from the principle of trade which she
bas adopted, and to which she owes her great
supremacy as a factor in civilization.

‘The principle of Imperial Federation must
be as true in theory and practice as that of
Britain’s trade priuciple in the direction of
national wealth, ~All the borrowing nations
attest the validity of that principle by having
recourse to Britain as the cheapest and best
market in which to borrow money.

They should, at least, consider the
course, or method that Britain has been
pi actising that enables ber to be such an
enormous creditor of foreign nations as well
as of her colonies. So wide and extensive
are the interests of Britain in the prosperity
of other nations that, to her, peace is of the
first importance.

As an honest debtor has a desire to dis-
charge his obligations, so must his creditor
have an interest 11 his power to do so. _Such
juso and moral relations cannot be strouger
as between individuals, than between na-
tions. Britain is most scrupulous of her homn-
or. She is as considerate and respectful
of the weak, as she is of the strong.
Her good faith in the matter of treatiesis a
national virtue, and sacred. She cannot
make an enemy of the outside world for the
sake of any scheme, call it Imperial Federa-
tion, or what you may. Her foreign invest-
ments are about £2,000,000,000. The divi-
dends upon that prodigious amount are paid
chiefly in the commodities of other nations
which give vast employment to her shipping.
The world at large 1s the field of her activivy
and honorable dealing. The genius and
spirit of Imperial Federation must be in har-.
mony with the source of Britain’s acoumulat-
ed power for good and peace.

er growth of wealth is no more remark-
able than her disposition to maintain the
cause of justice and the moral interests of
mankind, Britain’s policy is .eminently
fitted to be the foundation of Imperial
Federation because it presents the:minimum
of human error.

When Count Mercier declared that *‘Im-

rial Federation meant treason to Canada”
he did not speak the words of wisdom and
soberness, nor aid it become him of all men
hailing from Canada to talk of treason.

Britain’s interests in Canada are so (large
that she may be said to be the seinior partner
in the concern. Wwat folly, then, for Mr.
Mercier or any other man professing to be a
Canadian when abroad alluding to a scheme
having f£Or its object the ¢loser relations be-
tween Canada aud Britain as * treason to
Canada.” In the man that willso talk behold
the traitor. That Imperial Federation will
ultimately take form and be the greatest
power inl the best interests of mankind I as
confidently believe as I now believe in the
universal principle of gravitation.

The ¥allacy of Fish and Brain.

As a result of personal experience I may
state that some years since I lived for &
period of forty days, so far as what is called
solid food is- concerned, solely on fish, with
of course the addition of bread (no potatoes
were eaten during the period); but I cannot
recommend that mode of living. I discovered
before the forty days had exp: that fish
was not the staff of life.

In the course of my experiment I not only
lost flesh but also energy, nor'did I feel ‘my
head clearer or my thoughts and feelings more
alert than when subsisting on ' more varied
food. Whilst living upon fish only one feels
“g ‘want,” a craviug for “something ' you
doun’t know what”—that is to say, you can-
not give a name to your desires; nor does the
feeling wear eff as you continue the dietary;
at all events, in my case ‘* custom'came not
to the rescue”; so after forty days had ex-
pired 1 returned to the flesh-pots, not all :at
once, though, being convinced that caution
was necessary. ¢

. One popular fallacy in: connection with i

fish may be noticed, namely, the oft-repeat-
eod assertion that the eating of that parti-
cular food increases brain-power. No one
who has studied the subject can possibly be-
lieve the assertion. A man might eat & huge
portion of fish every day of his life, and on
the day of his death, if the quautity of phos-
phorus (the brain invigorator) consumed
were to become visible, it would not amount
to more than might probably suffice to tip a
couple of ‘lucifer matehes. - Communities
have existed that lived almost solely on fish,
but these ichthyophagists were certainly not
famous for intellectual attainments. Nor
are our fisher villages, in many of which
much fish is presumably consumed, the seats
of any g:est. amount of brain-power. None
of our fisher-folks are' remarkable for genius,
or even what is called common sense; their
views of life and its responsibilities being
shrouded in a ‘haze of superstition, which
they lack sufficient strength of mind to see
through.

No fishing community, so far as is known
to the writer, bas given to the world a great
man. Men of mark—poets, preachers,
lawyers, warriors, philosophers and phy-
sicians—have emanated, in Scotland at any

rate, from all classes except the fishing class. |’

His principles are almighty in their eternal
exactness. The velocity with which gravita-
tion diffuses its influence through space can-
not be expressed in human language. It is
the unmistakeable witness of the omnipres-
ence of God and of His Infinite Perfection.
Humanity have -every reasop to seek
and pray  to 'know His priociples that
they may apply their hearts unto wisdom
and do what is right. .
