: Canadian Trade Withstood the Depression

% Well, But Shrinkage in Values Caused
@ Deflcit Which Now Amounts to $4,
500.000—To Meet This Slight Changes

. Have Been Made in the Tariff, the
' Estimates Have Been Cut Over $2,000,-
¢00 and No Raillway Subsidies Will
Be Voted—The Finance Minister’s
Able Speech—Sir Richard Cartwright
Replies and Moves Adjournment of the
Debate, Which Goes Over Until Tuesday.
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Ottawa, May 8.—“One of the . best
speeches he has ever delivered,” is the
the Conservative
members upon Mr. Foster’s Budget
speech to.day. The Finance Minister
spoke for nearly two hours and a half,
and during the whole of that period
kept the close attention of the House,
while he expatiated wupon the financial
position of the country,

- Mr. Foster is no pessimist. Despite
the hard times, which have existed, he
regards the outlook as most:encourag-
ing and proved his case.

The tariff changes are few and are not
likely to evoke much criticism. Mr.
Foster adopts the rightful course of
making both ends meet, and therefore-
a duty on sugar is to be imposed to the
extent of half a centi a pound, or one-
third the duty as it existed in 1890.
There is also a slight increase on whisky
.and other spirits and on some other
articles. The Minister of Finance was
the recipient of many congratulations
‘on his masterful exposition of the linan-
eial situation.

With every disposition to be fair to
wards Sir Richard Cartwright, it must
be said that even his own friends in their
fnnermost souls must admit he made a
‘miserable fiasco in his reply to the Fi-
pance Minister. 2

After laboring away for an hour dis-
cussing evéry imaginable subject other
than those touched on by Mr. Foster, Sir
Richard pumped himself out and had to
adopt an unprecedented course by mov-
ing the adjournment of the debate. The
ex-Finance Minister’s proposal, out of
courtesy, was assented to. -

Mr. Foster wanted him to continue his
speech on Monday, but Sir Richard want-
ed until Tuesday to prepare himself, and
Tuesday it will be. :

Action similar to that of Sir Richard
Cartwright’s to-night ecannot be found
in the whole range of parliamentary his-
tory. The secret for it is not difficult to
discover. Mr. Foster adopted a line for
which Sir Richard Cartwright was not
prepared, and the latter wants two or
three days in which to fortify himself
with arguments to counteract the effect
of Mr. Foster's grand speech. The Oppo-
sition members went home to-night.  in
anything but a pleasant humor; on tl3e
other hand the Ministerialists were in
high feather.

To Get at the Pool Rooms.

In the House Sir C. H. Tupper intro
duced a bill to further amend the Crim-
inal Code of 1892. He said the measure
embodied certain important suggestions
received from judges and others, which
it was desirable to incorporate in an
act, Most important was a clause con-
cerning gambling houses. Some of these
institutions conducted their operations
across the border, and it was difficuly
to get hold of them. This clause was
designed .to meet a difficulty of that
kind. Further clauses included in the
bill were shown to be required by prac-
tice. The bill was read a first time.

The Budget,

Hon. G. E. Foster was cheered as he
rose to make his Budget Speech. He
plunged at once into business, giving
the following comparative statement of
the past fiscal year’s finances:

Revenue for '93-94: Customs, $19,-
198,114; excise, $381,088; miscellane-
ous, $795,489. For 1892-93: Customs,
$20,954,008; excise, $367,363; miscel-
laneous, $847,241, making a difference
of $1,798,915. :

The expenditure for 1893-94 was|
$87,585,025, and for 1892-93 it was
$36,814,052, a difference of $709,972.
The expenditure in 1893-4, $87,685,025,
a deficit of $1,210,332, and in 1892-93,
§§g7814,052, or a surplus of $1,354,-

Commenting on the figures, he gave the
details of reductions of receipts to show
that the decrease of customs revenue can-
not be attributed to any particular line
of importations, but is genmeral. A large
Proportion was due to under-consump-
tion and shrinkage of values. He looked
Or the chief diminution in the shrinkage
of valueg of imported goods for ’94 as
compared\ with '93, and this the Minis-
ter made Yapparent by his production of
statistics” The excise receipts were also
Biven by Mr. Foster in minute detail.

Index of Prosperity.

He drew particular attention to the
fact that in miscellaneous reports the
#tandard securities of receipts were well
Up on the right side and were the highest
for many years. They formed a good in-
dex to the financial health of -the coun-
try in this period of world-swide depres-
8lon. This spoke well for the steadiness
of Canada’s business, and for the manner
In which the trade of the country. had
Weathered the gale of adversity that

Of an increased ex-
penditure, there were three items
furnish revenue to
the Government eventually. For the
manufacture of methylated spirits an
item of expenditure of $88,654 appear-
ed, for dairy advan $36,000 and for
binder-twine factory $74,219. These
amounts would in due time come back
to the Government, and it was expected
that $40,000 would be returned from
the binder-twine factory alone. In ad-
dition to these expenditures there was
an increase in postoffice .work of $96,-
058 and $13,428 in premium, discount
and exchange.
The Small Defieit.

The revenue for the year had failed
to meet the expenditure by $1,210,332,
which measured the size of that unwel-
come visitor, the deficit. It must be
remembered that, included on the ex-

nditure side, was the sum of $2,131,-

60 for the sinking fund. So that really
the revenue met all requirements of the
country outside of the capital laid up
against the debt, a sum of $1,100,000.
(Loud cheers.) It must not be for-
gotten, however, that from 1878 to 1894
the total net surplus was $7,476,842.
This further fact should not be over-
looked: In 1893-94 808,793,677 pounds
of sugar were imported for home con-
sumption, on which no duty was paid.
If the rate of duty prevalent in 1890-91
had been imposed on the sugar import-
ed last year, it would have leit a sur-
plus of $4,821,205, which would have
swept away the deficit and left §$3,-
610,878 to go towards diminution of the
debt. (Cheers.) The net result to the
people of Canada was that, while it cost
them $88,324 as an interest burden to
carry the deficit, they had saved in
taxes $4,821,000. (Cheers and counter-
cheers.)

Dr. Landerkin: We must thank the
McKinley bill for- the reduction of the
sugar duties.

Increased €apital Expenditure Explained

Mr. Foster, continuing, said: ‘Last
year’s capital expenditure was shown to
be $8,864,118, an increase of $830,423
over the previous year. This was ex-
plained in detail by the Minister, who
gave the following figures:

1893-4, Railways and Canals, $3,612«
918; Public Works, $102,068; Dominion
lands, $149,146; total, $3,864,118. Add-
ing $1,229,885 for railway subsidies, it
is $5,094,003.

For 1892.93, the figures were: Rails
ways and Canals, $2,782,480; Public
Works, $181,877; Dominion Lands, $115,-
036; total, $8,079,4056,. and with $11,-
894 for railway, subsidies' a grand total
of $3,3890,800.

Revenue and Expenditure 1894-5.

The statement of the debt was given
by Mr. Foster with much detail, after
which he took up the revenue and ex-
penditures of 1894.95, giving the fol«
lowing fizures; Total revenue for
1893.94, $36,374,000, 'and total exp
penditure $37,685,025; but the revenue
up to April 20, 1894, was- $29,261,171,
and the expenditure $25,025,670, The
revenue to April 20, 1895, was $29,261,-
171, and the expenditure $265,085,570;
the revenue to April 20, 1895, was $26,-
266,757, and the expenditure $25,984,
6568, and the revenue to June 80, 1894,
was $7,113,621 and the expenditure $12,-
499,454,

The Expected Deficit.

These figures were sigznificant, but the
Government had good reason to look
for a far brighter showing in the bal-
ance of the year. There werd certain
signs of betterment, by which he esti-
mated the revenue for the year would
reach $33,800,000.- The total expendi-
ture would, he figured, be $38,484,1183,
but he estimated on a conservative basis
$184,118 could be saved on this, mak-
ing the actual expenditure $38,300,000,
making the total expected deficit $4,-
500,000, on a basis of total actual and
estimated revenue of $33,800,000. He
had tried to be as conservative as pos-
sible in his figures, and to give the
House the plain facts of the situatiom
without garniture. The Finance Min-
ister enlarged on this showing, going
quite freely into details.

$5,000,000 in the Pcople’s Pockets

As for the volume and bulk of imports

as

for the reduction in customs duties was
the decreased value of goods. The Lon-
don Economist estimated the fall in
prices since last year as 7 1-2 per cent.
(Hear, hear.) Another reason for the
falliog off in revenue from customs was
due to the changes and reductions in
the duties last year, the change from
ad valorem to specific duties. and the
increased importation of free goods. The
quantity of sugar which will come in
this year would produce $4,900,000, if
the old rates of duty prevailed, so that
the people of the country had that
amount in their pockets.

The Reduction in Taxation.

The capital expenditure this year
would amount to $5,000,000; add to
that the estimated deficit, $4,500,000,
making a total of $9,500,000. Deduct
from this the sinking fund and it left an
addition to the debt this year of $7,-
800,000. The addition to the debt from
1890 to 1895 amounted to $15,952,~
987. In 1890 glass, ~anthracite coal
and sugar were dutiable; to-day _they
were free. On the basis of the duties
imposed in 1890, these articles would
have produced in five years a sum of
$23,660,902. (Cheers.) Had the duties
been retained, not only would there
have been no inersase in the debt in
these years, but seven and three-quar-
ter millions would have been available
for decrease of the public debt. (Cheers.)
No modern country -could show such a
large reduction of taxation in five
years as the Dominion. (Loud cheers,
and Opposition oh, oh’s.)

Canada’s Credit Abroad.

Some considerations were here present-
ed briefly as to the general condition of
the country intheé years in which it had
passed through the recent depression.
His chief object was to set the facts of
the case against the dolorous charges
the Opposition had scattered broadecast.
A country’s credit in the central money
markets of the world was the best test
of its standing. In October, 1894, Can-

ada put a big loan on the London market,

when money would not leave its hiding
place except for the best security, and

when colonial securities were at their
lowest, when also Canada’s revenue was
falling off. A loan was put for two and
a quarter million at 3 per cent., at a
minimum of 96.

The trade of the country was also & |
good indication. The percentage show-
ed on the right side in our trade with
all foreign countries, France, Spain,
China, Australia, Japan, etc., the only
decreases being to the United States,
Portugal and Holland. In no previous
year could such a general increase be
found, while in imports the showing was
equally good all along the line. The
only falling off of moment was in our im-

rts and exports to and from the United

tates, but that would becomr all right

again as soon as the era of the present
low prices had passed into Ristory. But,
added the Finance Minister, taking the
bulk of our trade, if the prices
were as high as five years ago, the
_ligures would in value surpass anything
in the history of Canada. (Cheers.)

The growth of the railway and marine
business of Canada was taken up by Mr.
Foster to show that the ‘country was
progressing, after which he gave fig-
ures to show that the per capita cus-
toms tax, which in 1884 was $6 per
head, was in 1894 down to $3.82, al-
though the bulk of the importations
through the customs was fully as large,
yes, much larger. In five years there had
been a reduction of 41-2 per cent. in
the rate of customs imports. \Hear,
hear.) In ’88.°89 the percentage was
21.065,in '93,94 17.18,

Trade Nearly at Righ Water Mark.

He might summarize the situation in
this way: The,imports had increased in
value by $8,500,000, and they had in-
creased in voluie by a large amount
of course, owing to the decrease in value.
The exports had increased in value by
$28,000,000, and in volume, of course,
much more, and were in 1894 the high-
est in value since Confederation, with
the exception of 1898, and the highest
in volume of any year in our history.
We had’a net surplus during that period
from 1890 to 1894-95 of $7,476,843. We
have taken off taxation on sugar alone
$14,000,000; we have taken off taxation
on iwo other articles to the amount oi
three and three quarter million dollars
($8,750,000), and we have taken off a
large amount on items generally in the
tariff, the revision of which took place
last year. We have increased the debt
by $8,600,000. The net interest on the
public debt, however, had been increased
by only $100,000, while the per capita
net interest had fallen from $1.86 to
$1.79. No banks had fallen in that per-
iod in Canada through the stress of hard
times, not one. Our industries have been
well maintaineds | Want and poverty
have' been practically unknown in Canada
and comparatively the Canadian peo-
ple bhave outriddemthe storm with ves-
sels less battered and sails less tattered
than any other country in the world.
(Cheers.) And in the very midst of the
financial and business tempest Canada
ran her flag of credit in the very cen-
tre of London up to the very highest
notch on which it has been unfurled from
the time the Canadian provinces united,
(Renewed cheers.)*

Good Times at Hand.

The tide, he believed, had
now, turned. Prices were recover-
ing, *confidence is growing, trade is in-
creasing, the demand of the consumer
strengthening, revenue is beginning. to
mend, and, working on her wel-laid
basis of resources, rich as they are, the
wide facilities for transport with which
Canada is splendidly equipped, a sound
fiscal policy—(cheers)—and good financial
management—(renewed cheers, and in-
terruption from Mr. MecMullen, “ Good
boy ”)—Canada, said-the Minister, was
to-day emerging from ther perod of
trial into an era of brightness and pro-
sperity which would surely surpass any
in her previous history. (Loud cheers.)

Imports Increased 22 Per Cent

Mr. Foster briefly compared Canada’s
condition with that of other countries,
showing that while England’s exports’
and imports had steadily fallen off since
1890, that those of France, Germany,
the United States and Australia had
dropped in like manner, Canada’s im-
ports have increased 22 per cent. and
her exports had held their own. Then,
comparing Canada with herself, the
Finance Minister took up the records to
prove that our condition to-day was
far better than what it was during the
period of depression from 1874 to 1878,
while in the matter of the management
of Canada’s finances the comparison was
greatly in favor of the present adminis-
tration, ‘“We have passed through the
period of depression,” said Mr. Foster,
amid loud cheers. That was not his opin-
ion alone, It was the unanimous utter-
ance of every responsible newspaper in
Canada, of every competent financial
authority, The Minister then gave a
tabulated statement to show that rela-
tively the recent depression was light
in its effects on Canada. Passing on
gave the figures of the debt of the coun-
try, its origin, etc., to show how ‘it was
made up, and that the assets more than
justified its eféation and maintenance,

Expenditures Cut Down. 3

Looking to the future, he said that
there were obligations amounting to
$6,643,400 which had been incurred, sub-
sidies already voted. Then there were
subsidies voted, but not under contract,
bringing up the total current liabilities
to $9,700,000. In view of existing cir-
cumstances, his object would be to make
the revenue .meet current expenses,
so that “the capital expenditure
of two and a half millions required for
current liabilities would not increase the
debt by a single dollar. That, he thought,
might be considered a soumd, clean and
healthy position of affairs. The revenue
for 1895-96 he estimated at $35,000,-
000. It was the desire of the Govern-
ment, a desire shared unitedly, that the
expenditures should be cut down to as
low a point as possible for the coming
year. Ten to twelve millions were con-
trollable in ‘they estimates, and, . with
the exception®of "one department alone
—vig., Trade and/Commerce, there had
not been am increase, but, on the con-
trary, large decreases.

The estimates show cuts in the Do-
minion poliece, penitentiaries, civil gov-
ernment, legislation, arts and agricul-
ture, quardntine, immigration, mount-
ed police, pensions, militia, railways and
canals, public works, ete. Yet the grants
as a whole show a broad-minded policy,
consistent with the financial situation.
The total reduction was $2,887,648 in
the estimates, as compared with last
year, or a net decrease of $1,600,000 in
the expenditures, statutory and control-
lable. In some services still further
reductions were possible, civil govern.
ment, for instance, into which the Gov-
ernment intended to look carefully. He
reaffirmed his statement that  there
would be no supplementary estimates for
1895496, and emphasized the fact that
a policy of rigid economy had been de-
termined on, and that the Government
purposed establishing an equilibrium be-
tween income and expenditure and do
it for the sake of benefiting the finances
of the country in future, as the main-
tenance of its credit is of far-reaching
importance,

What Free Sugar Meant.

The Minister continued: When the
revenues were buoyant and we had large
surpluses, this Government dealt with
the services of the country generously,
many say lavishly, but that they went
on with the services of the country

generously ncbody can deny. They had

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surpluses of revenue, and they said, we
will carry on the services of the coun.
try, but at the same time out of those
buoyant revenues we will relieve the peo-
ple from a portion ol the.taxation and
they did it. (Cheers.) In 1890 and 1891
the tax on raw sugar, as we im this
House well know, was taken off and
benefit was conferred on the coun-
try, a benefit which will appear
when the figures of the imports since that
time are read and a calculation is made
of what would have accrued from that
rate of duty. In 1891, under the mnew
tariff, there were imported - 14,000,000
odd pounds of sugar, the duty on which,
taking an average of the old rate, would
be $227,447. In 1892 the quantity was
827,000,000 pounds, the duty on which
would have been $5,200,000. - In 1893 the
quantity was 252,600,000 pounds, the
duty .on which would -have been $4,000,-
000; in 1894 the quantity was 808,000,-
000 pounds, the duty on which would
have been $4,821,000; in 1895 the actual
import and the estimated receipts on
the same basis wiould have shown imports
of 810,000,000 pounds, the duty on which
at the old rates would have been $4,919,-
700. That is on the article of sugar
alone, The tax on raw sugar Wwas
paid certainly out of the ' consumers’
pockets, it being a tax not on an article
grown in the country, but on a raw
produ¢t brought in, which must pay the
tax gt the cost of the consumer of the
articke; If hon. members would add these
items together they will find that the
remission of sugar taxation in those years
up to the current year aggregated
$19,175,388. (Cheers.) Some one = nay
fairly say. But if the duty had remained
at the old rate there would not have
been so large an importation: Cutting
off whatever proportiow you please,
you will still have an amount of from
$15,000,000 to $19,000,000 removed from
the people’s shoulders. That was not
during the time when we had surpluses, it
was during the time when the people,
especially during the-past two years,
have been passing through a period of
depression and what have been- called
bard times in Canada.

Malf a Cent Poer Pound on Raw Sugar.

Now, Mr. Speaker, the country, I think,
will not quarrel with the Government
when we say we. think it best for the
credit of the country and its general
good to secure an equilibrium betwden
expenditure and revenue, when we show
our bona fides by cutting down the ex-
peunses of the couutry to the extent of
$2,600,000, and we have just done our
duty in that regard. I think the country
will not complain and this House will
not complain if we ask the people in
the year that is to come mot to pay back
to us an equivalent of theold rate of duty
on sugar,but to give usone-third of the
amount of duty placed on it in 1890
and 1891, thus securing to the people
a remission of two-thirds the taxation
on sugar in the year to come, and ask
them simply for a return equivalent to
one-third of the ‘old duty imposed.
(Hear, hear.) So it is proposed to place
one-half cent per pound on raw sugar,
and to increase the protection upon re-
fined sugar and the articles into which
sugar largely enters proportionately,
and only proportionately, to the increas-
ed tax of one half cent on raw sugar.
On the import which will probably
come into the country this year that
will give $1,200,000 or $1,250,000.

That is not quite all we want. We
must be ecareful, if we are going to
place taxes on the people for the avow-
ed purpose of filling up the gap between
revenue and expense, not to make the
mistake which Sir Richard Cartwright
made, and put on a large taxation, but
yet not fill up the gap. We must ad}i‘
enough to restore the equilibrium. We
must be sure that to take a little more
it will be enough, in order to be cer-
tain that what we propose to.do shall
be fully and thoroughly done. (Hear,
hear.)

20 Cents a Gallon on Whisky.

I propose to impose a slight additional
tax on distilled spirits. The excise duty
on spirits is now $1.50 per gallon, and
we propose to add 20 cents per gallon
and make the excise duty $1.70. The cus-
toms duty on spirits is now $2.121-2 per

Clara Ford a Witness in Her
Own Behalf,

ADMITS HER STORY TO REBURN

But Claims She Concocted It
for a Purpose.

She Demnies That She Shot Westwood or
That She Knew Him or Ever Spoke to
Him or He to Her—Claims That She Was
at the Opera House the Night He Was
Shot and That Filora McKay and the
Croziers Swore Falsely—On the Witness
Stand Over Three Hours—Laughed Re~
peatedly While Giving Her Testimony
—Two Experts Swear That There Are
Marks on the Bullet Found in West-
wood’'s Body Which Are in Bullets
Fired From the Frisoner’s Revolver—
The Defect in the Revolver Poin
Out. :

When Clara Ford confessed that she
shot Frank Westwood because he had
attempted to assault her, her case ex-
»c,i_ked a great deal of sympathy. When
she entered the witness box
yesterday and swore that she did not
know, Frank Westwood, that he mnever
spoke to her mor she to him, she alienat-
ed her sympathizers without convincing
any one that ehe did not tell the truth
when she admitted that her hands are
stained with the blood of the murdered
boy. She swore that the alleged confes-
sion was a lie, which she concocted be-
cause the authorities were yorrying her
and she wanted to get out of trouble.
But'she likewise swore that the evidence
of her putative daughter, Flora McKay,
and of Mrs. Crozier and her two daugh-
ters, who evinced anxiety to say all
they could in her favor, were also lies, -

The flippant manner in which she gave
her testimony ‘also told against her.
Standing in a masculine attitude, with

her arms akimbo after the manner of
her race, she glibly rattled off her story,
with a minuteness as to detail _ which
showed that opservation can suppiement,
stimulate and strengthen imagination to
an incredible degree. Clara YXord pos-
sesses the gift of observation to a won-
derful extent., This observation gave the
suggestions on which her imagination
acted, It furnished the spark that kindl-
ed the imagination into flame, and the
fire grandly blowed and burned for
over three hours,

The Crown took the responsibility of
put'tin%n in the confession, with
the owledge that there would
be a reserved case - a8 to its
admissibility, The defence ' assumed
the risk of putting Clara Ford ' in the
box to admit that she told Seigeant
Reburn all the facts with respect
confession that he had eworn‘to and to
contradict half a Jdozén crown witnesses.
They are consequently quits. )

The prisoner’s setatement that she
had knocked around the world earning
ber own living for twenty odd yearsex-
plained the coolness with which she faced
the crowded court room. It may also
have accounted for the utter indiffer-
ence she manifested to the.fact that she
was on trial for her life. The laughing
way in which she alluded to the fright-
ened condition of witnesses who were
brought to confront her showed that she
relished the notoriety she was receiv-
ing. 8he had admired and envied week-
ly the heroines in the plays at the thea-
tres, and she enjoyed the fact that she

drama.even thoughit were being played
on life's stage and ' the finale was
gja.ught with such momentous results to

Before the opening of the court
County Crown Attorney Dewart re-
ferred to the fact that Mr. Osler, the
public. prosector, wa# unable to attend
owing to the death of his wife, and for-
mally asked for & postponement of the
trial. His Lordship, in reply, expressed
regret at the circumstances which neces-
sitated Mr. Osler's’ retirement, but said
it would not be just to the jury to grant
a postponement.

Clara Carried a Revolver.

Then Samuel Barnett, the York-street
tailor with whom Clara was employed,
was called to the stand. He said the
prisoner came to work the Monday fol-
lowing the Westwood tragedy as usunal..
She spoke of the murder, but said noth-
ing particular about it.

With regard to truthfulness and
steadiness Clara  “couldn’t be. beat.”
With regard to her temper, said wit-
ness, * there’s no use talking, she’s got
a little temper, but,” he added, “ we've
all got that, haven't we ?”

Benjamin Vyse, another tailor for
whom Clara worked four years ago, when
she was living in rear of the Westwood
premises, swore that one day he was
passing the rack on which Clara’s coat
hung, when he accidentally knocked the
coat off and & revolver fell out of her
pocket. He asked Clara what she was
doing with the revolver. She replied
that she carried it for protection. She
told witness that Gus Clark was going
to marry her, and if he didn’t, she added,
“I can do himj up like I did up a man
in the States.”

“1 got scared and I sacked her right
away,” said the witness, amid langhter.
“I never handled a revolver in my life
apd; I didn't want a girl who was carry-
ing a revolver.”  Vyse admitted that
he was given to dreaming occasionally,
but denied that he dreamt this.

Spring Fashions Galore.

Then the spectators were treated to
a gorgeous display of spring millinery.
Jennie Bloom, a yYoung tailoress who
wore spectacles and a creation of pur-
ple ribbens and convolvulus as a bon-
net and who worked with Clara at B.
Pollakoff’s tailor shop in Teraulay-

Clara with a revolver. Prisoner said
that a man tried to assault her the
previous night, and as she had to go
over the same route again, she carried
the revolver for protection.

Mrs. Cohen, 487 Queen-street west,
wore a gay hat trimmed with terra
cotta ribbon and surmounted with jets
which nodded to the spectators during
the entire time she was giving her testi-
wony. She knew Clara carried a re-
volver, - The prisoner had been dis-
charged for threatening to do up a fel-
low-employe. i

Asked by Mr. Murdoch if she did not
often came in contact with the detee-
tives in conneetion with her business as
a second-hand dealer, and if she did not
like them, wituness replied : “I like them
as well as I like you—no better.”

Testing the Revolver.

Then the crown proceeded to prove
that the bullet found in Westwood’s
body must have been fired from the re-
volver owned by the prisoner. Foreman
William Elliott of John Stark & Co.’s, a
gunmaker all his life, pointed out a de-
fect in the barrel of the revolver in the

Mr. Elliott related the tests which he
had made to ascertain the effect of shots
fired from the revolver. Shots were.
fired at various distances through &
section of beef, which had been covered
with a vest and shirt. In every im<
stance the bullets struck sideways and,
flattened, as did the bullet which killed
Westwood. Each bore the same marks.

Other Revolvers With Similar Defeets.

Under ecross-examination, Mr. Elliotts *
who had seen probably 50,000 revolvers,
admitted that as the defeat in the
prisoner’s revolver was in the “rifling,”
and was commonly met with in the
cheaper grades of goods, there mighti
be hundreds of other revolvers with pre-
cisely the same defect. - The result of
this expert evidence showed, therefore,
not that the Westwood bullet must
necessarily have been fired by the prison<
er’s revolver, birt that the prisoner -
sessed a weapon which would have fired
a similar bullet. e

One of the jurors wasg evidently a lit«
tle suspicious of the experts, Al ey |
quested- that the jury be allowed to fire
two shots from Clara’s revolver and ex<
amine the discharged bullets for t! 5 5
selves.

Clara then described ber removal to

the commissioners’ office.

Then he walked about, and I suppose
he thought in his own mind, “It won’t
do to be cross with her, so I guessI’ll
coax her.” Then he sat down and said,
“If you were my own sister I couldn’t
think more of you. Only say that he
‘fnsulted you. He’s dead now andcan’t
say anything. There’s $600 or $600 of-
fered for the case,” added he, winking
his eye. “If you don’t tell,” he con-
tinued, “it will be worge for you.” I
told him that I didn’t know anything
about it. “I won’'t say a word about
it to anyone,” answered Reburn. *“But
if you don’t tell me it will be worse
for you. I'll see that you are a fred
womar and walk the street yet. The
more you deny it the worse it will be
for you.,” :

Th¢ man was digging at-me all the
time, asking me to confess, and telling
me that I had got into a net which I
couldn’t get out of, and I didn’'t know
what to do. The denial that I made is
true, every word of it. For some time
Reburn kept repeating, “Tell your mo-
tive. Say that he insulted you, and
fthere cannot be anything done to you.” At
last, seeing that Reburn had it in for
me and anxious'to get out of the trouble,
Imade this lie, which is called the al-
leged .confession, up. I made the story
up, founded on what I had read in the
newspapers, and part from Mrs. Crozier’s
story.

Inspector Stark came into the room

and said, “You were up there that night.
Tell me how you did it. You met Frank
.at a fence; you were struggling at the
fence, and you got this revolver and shot
him.” I said “Yes.” Then he said,
“There cannot be anything done to you”
and went out.
. Repurn said, “Now, you stick to it,
don’t change your mind. $tick to one
story.” Then he said he would have
to lock me up, and did so.

Straight Denial.

Clara then swore positively that she
never saw Frank Westwood and never
spoke to him in her life, and he never

o her to her knowledge.
equal positiveness she testified
she was at the Toronto Opera
House on the night -of Oct. 6 with Flora
McKay, that the play was the
“Balck Crook,” and that the story she
told ¢the detectives the night of her
arrest, other than the alleged con-
fession, was true. She met Flora Mc-
Kay at Queen-Bay streets and the
two went to the theatre. She described
the clothing she had on and the tur-
ban-shaped straw hat with pearl but-
ton and band. Flora MecKay made an
arrangement with her to go to the
Academy of Music the second Saturday
after the tragedy, but Flora did not
keep the appointment. i

Clara admitted that she carried a re-
volver, but it was empty on every oc-
casion. She had often dressed in men's
clothes when she lived in Parkdale and
once at Crozier’s, but had not worn them
for a year. She had never before seen

The Tarilf Changes Made.

Mr. Foster then formally moved tariif
resolutions. as follows:

a gallon one dollar and seventy cents.
' B When manufactured exclusively from
malted - barléy, taken to the distillery
in- bond, and on which no duty
of customs or excise has  been
paid, or  when manufactured
from- raw ‘or unmalted grain, used in
combination, in sueh proportions as the
Department of Inlahd Revenue prescribes,
with malted barley, taken to the distil-
lery in bond, and on which no duty of
customs or of excise has been paid on
every gallon of the strenght of proof
of Sikes' hydrometer, and so in propor-
tion for any greater or less strength than
for any less quantity than a gallon one
dollar and seventy-two cents.

C When manufactured exclusively
from molasses, syrup, sugar or other
saceharine matter, taken to the distillery
in bond,and on which no duty of cus-
toms has been paid—on every gallon of
strength of proof by Sikes’ hydrometer,
and 8o in propoertion for any greater or
less strength, and for any less quantity
than a gallon, $1.738.

Resolved,—That it is expediént to
amend . the Act B7-B58 Victoria, chapter
88, “An Act to consolidate and amend
the acts respecting the duties of cus-
toms,” by repealing the following-men-
tioned items of the schedule A, to the
said act, viz., Nos. 7, 81, 82, 55, 80, 81
82, 162, 892, 893, 394, 896 and 397, and
No. 708 of the schedule B to the said act,
and substituting the following in lieu
.thereof:, 7—Spirituous or alcoholic li-
quors, distilled from any material, or
containing or compounded from or with
distilled spirits of any kind, and any
mixture thereof with water, for every
gallon thereof of the strength of proof,
and when of a greater strength than
that of proof, at the same rate on the
increased quantity that there would be
if the liguors were reduced to -the
strength of proof. When the liquors are
of a lessstrength than of proof, the
duty shall be at the rate herein pro-
vided, but computed on a reduced quan-
tity of liquors in proportion to the lesser
degree of strength; provided, how-
ever, that mno. reduction in quan-
tity shall be computed or made
on any liquors below the stréength of
15 per cent. under proof, but all such
liquors shall be computed as of strength
of 16 per cent. under proof, as follows:

A—Ethyl alcohol, or the substance com-
monly known as alcohol, hydrated oxide
of ethyl or spirits of wine; gin of all
kinds, n.e.s.; rum, whisky and all spiritu-
ous or alcoholic ligquors, n.o.p.; amyl al-
cohol or fusil oil, or any substance known
as potato spirit or potato oil; methyl
alcohol, wood &lcohol, wood naphtha py-
roxic epirit or any substance known as
wood epirit or methylated spirits, absin-
the, arrack, or palm spirit, brandy, in-
c¢luding artificial brandy and ‘imits.
tious of brandy; cordials and liqueurs of
all kinds, n.e.s.; mescal, pulque, rum
shrub, schiedam and other schnapps;
tafia, angostura and similar alcoholic
bitters or beverages, $2.25 per gzallon.

B—Spirits and strong waters of any
kind, mixed with any ingredieat or in.
gredients’ as being or known or desig-
pated as anodynes, elixirs, essences, ex-
tracts, lotious, tinctures or medicines,
n.e.s, $2.26 per gallon and 80 per cent.
ad valorem.

C—Alcoholic perfumes and perfumed
spirits, bay rum, cologne and lavender
wdters, hair, tooth and skin washes,
and other toilet preparations containing
gpirits of any kind, when in bottles or
flasks conltaining not more than four
ounces each, B0 per cent. ad valorem;
when in bottles, flasks or other pack-
ages, containing more than four ounces
each, $2.25 per gallon and 40 per cent.
ad valorem.

D Nitrous ether, sweet spirits of nitre
and aromatic spirits of ammonia, $2.256
per gallon and 30 per cent. ad valorem.

E Vermouth, containing not more than
80 per cent., and ginger wine contain-
ing not more than 26 per cent. of proof
spirits, 80c per gallon; if containing
more than these percentages respectively
of proof epirits, $2.25 per gallon.

Sir Richard Cartwright's Reply.

Sir Richard Cartwright rose to reply
shortly after 8 o’clock. This +was, he
said, the first time in 16 years that
a Budget Speech had been delivered
which did not contain laudatory refer-
ences to the National Policy. The Gov-
ernment had climbed to power on the
old policy, and now laid it away on
the shelf. Another innovation in this
year’s budget was that it was contend-
ed that the people were enriched by the
removai of taxes, when, as in former
years, it was claimed that they were
enriched by putting on' additional taxa-
tion. He congratulated the Govern*
ment on ‘this more sensible theory.

Speaking of the present trade deppes-
sion, he claimed that the Reform Admin-
istration from 1873 to 1878 weathered
a much more severe period of trade de-
pression, and yet the total deficits of
that period were only $4,500,000, while
the present deficit for a single year
was admitted to be exactly that amount.
The deficits of the former period came
out of the pockets of the people of the
United States in the Halifax fisheries

in
and

award, while the present deficit would:

come out of the pockets of thé pédple
of Canada. Nor was this all, he said,
for from 1878 to 1878 only $20,000,000
came out of the pockets of the people
of the coumtry in taxation, while at
present 0,000,000 was the amount of
taxation' levied yearly on the people of
the country.

Alleged Lack of Profitable Investments.

The result of the proposed duty on
sugar would be to thx the countolz)y to
the extent of $8,000,000, only $1,600,000
of which would find its way into the
public treasury. The increased savings
in the banks, he contended, was no evi-
dence of prosperity, but simply show-
ed that there was a lack of profitable
investments, and the people were com-
pelled to allow their savings to accu-
mulate in the banks, earning ounly three
per cent. interest. This state of affairs,
he contended, was largely due to the
immense depreciation in the value of
farm and town lands, which in Ontario
alone amounted to $200,000,000.

Referring to the deficit he adduced fig-
ures to show that the actual ascertained
deficit was $4,700,000. He was willing,
however, to take the Finance Minister’s
statement that the deficit at fheé end of
the’ year would be $4,500,000. The last
loan made by the Government he thought
a good one, but he found fault because
it was not large enough. Every cent of
that loan was pledged, and the Govern-
ment was under the necessity of nego-
tiating a new loan at a period whenit
could not be obtained advantageously,
to meet current expenditure.

The Liabilities.

Touching the question of the country’s
liabilities, he claimed that they were
much larger than admitted in the state-
ment of the Finance Minister. According
to the statement made by the Minister
of Railways the other day, there would
be required for railway subsidies $8,729,-
000, for completion of the St. Lawrence
River Canals $6,000,000, for capital ex-
penditure on Intercolonial Railway $1,-
000,000; in all $15,729,000,n0t including
what would be required to complete the
Trent Valley Canal. But this was not
all, for there were other contingent' lia-
bilities such as ‘the Chignecto Road,
$170,600; subsidy to the fast Atlantic
gervice $750,000. Would the Minister of
Finance say that these were not liabi-
lities to which the Government was
pledged?

Mr. Foster:

Sir Richard Cartwright: Then  there
is the proposed subsidy to the Hudson
Bay Railway. He thought the Gov-
ernment ought to inform the
what other measures involving
ditures would be brought down.

The Minister of Finance arose to re-
tfort, but was called to order.

Expenditure More Than Claimed

Continuing, Sir Richard proceeded to
show that the cash on hand was scarce-
ly sufficient Ko meet present liabilities.

It was quite clear, he maintained, that
instead of the ascertained liabilities be-
ing $9,000,000 thry really were $20,000,-
000, not including statutory liabilities
of $1,000,000 more. He questiomed the
real value of the promises of retrench-
ment made by the Finance Minister. The
actual expenditure last year, he claimed,
was $1,000,000 more than the main es-
timates, though less than the total esti-
mated expenditure. This, he thought,
was an indication of what would occur
during the coming year. The country
had had a better experience with . the
Intercolonial Railway in swallowing
money on capital account,and he was in-
formed on good authority that a very
large expenditure on capital account
would be required to place the road in
the condition it was a few years ago.
Living on Caplial and Borrowed Money.

Turning again to the question of de-
ficits, he claimed tbat the deficits of
1874, 1876 and 1877 were caused by

administration baying to provide
$4,000,000 apnually to pay the interest
ow & public debt of ,000,000 ipcur-
red under the previous Conservative
administrations. During the past 15
years he claimed we had been living on
capital and borrowed money. The sur-
pluses were obtained by taxation,which
took $10 out of the pockets of the
people for every one which went into
the public treasury. The Finance Min}
ister, he said, had laid much stress upon
the prospects of an improvement of
trade in the United States and the price
of grain,which depended entirely upon
competition.

The Interest Drain.

During the past 12 years he claimed
tvyo processes were going cn in Canada.
First there was large expenditure of bor-
rowed money. He did not mean Govern-
ment loans, but loans whieh were
poured into Camada, amounting in that
time to $30,000,000. This caused large
importations of dutiable goods, which
brought in much revénue. To.day we
are being called on to pay the interest
on these loans. The $10,000,000 which
the country was called on to pay as
interest on Governmeut loans was only
& small part of the money which was
going out of Canada to pay interest on
loans. If this money had been well
invested the present calls for
interest would not be burdensome, but
millions of the borrowed money had been
wasted in wild cat schemes which had
injured the credit of the country on the
British market. He quoted from The
London Economist to prove his assertions.
There was scarcely a town inCanada,
he said, which did not contain monument-
al tomb stones of the National Policy.
The fiscal policy of the Government, he
claimed, was largely responsible for the
shrinkage in prices of agricultural pro-
ducts, which in a few years, he said,
fell $20,000,000. He contended that ever
since 1878, when the Government were
piling up fictitious surpluses, the nation-
al debt had been increased by $90,000,-
000. He warned the Finance Minister not
to count too much on the future, but to
make preparations for a continuance of
existing conditions. He quoted the figures
of the deficits from 18568 to 1873 to show
that periods of depression were in the
habit of lasting a -¢onsiderable time.

In.conclusion, he maintained that the
Opgosition had a full right to know
and the country would expect the Gov-
ernment to announce all the liabilities the
country was pledged to,or was likely to
be pledged to,during the coming year. The
Opposition were to blame, he said, for
allowing the Government in the past to
rush through Ilate in the session mea-
sures involving large expenditures of
public money, of which no mention, was
made in the Budget Speech. The Gov-
ernment was bound to inform the House
of all the financial liabilities the country
was pledged to, and what measures, if
any, it was intended to ask involving
an expenditure of public money. He
moved the adjournment of the debate, as
he had not had an opportunity of ex-
amining the tariff resolutions, and as
he had still considerable to say before
concluding his remarks.

A discussion took place relative to
resumption of the debate next week.
The Government wanted Sir Riehard
Cartwright to continue his speech on
Monday, but Mr. Laurier urged that it
should be Tuesday, and on this under-
standing the House adjourned at 10
o’clock.

THE HUDSON BAY RAILWAY
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GOVEENMENT NOT COMMITIED I0
I1TS CONSTRUCTION.

The Papers in the Matter Presented to
Parliament—-A Loam Was Promised,
But a Ch of Contractors Was Made
and the Government Will Not Recog-
nize Them.

Ottawa, May 8.—The  long-expected
papers in connection with the Hudson
Bay Railway were presented to Parlia«
ment to-day. They extend over a period
from May, 1891, up to the present itime,
On Oct. 28 last Mr. Hugh Sutherland
wrote to Mr. Daly, pointing out difficul-
ties which the company had met with
in the money markets, and representing
that the company could commence the
construction with a temporary loan of
$6000 per mile. On Nov. 12 following
Mr. Sutherland wrote Mr. Haggart re-
questing a straight loan of $2,600,000
to enable the company to construct the
road. Then follow a lot of papers indi-
cating what the company had been do-
ing during the past few years.

A Contract Entered Into.

On May 12, 1891, a contract was em-
tered into between the company, on one
part and James Ross, Montreal; Donald
D. Mann, Winnipeg; H. B. Holt, Mon-
treal, and William MecKenzie, Toronto,
for the construction of the line, provided
the necessary financialarrangements were
made. H. D. Lumsden of Toronto was
to be the ecompany’s engineer, and the
contractors were to build the railway

i from the end of the 40 miles already

comstructed. - The company was to pay
the contractors $11,500 per mile. Be-
tween 1891 and 1894 there is nothing
to show how Messrs. Ross & Holt drop-

The Order in Council.

Then follows the famous“Order-in-
Council, for which the Opposition have
been clamoring. It is dated March b,
1895, and starts out by giving an
elaborate history of the road details,
aid already given and the request for
the loan on which the Minister is re-
porting.

The Minister says that from the stand-
point of the general interest of Canada
the comstruction of the section to the
Saskatchewan would prove beneficial to
the whole country, as tending to develop
resources of high commercial import-
ance, and which, at the present time,
absence of

mile be loaned to the company to enable
them to build to the Saskatchewan from
the present terminus of the road, for
forty miles out of Winnipeg, the Gov-
ernment to retain all the subsidies
hitherto voted by Parliament as se-
curity for repayment.

McKenzie ‘and Mann to proceed
with  the construction  of the
railway, the company had, on the advice
of B.B. Osler, Q.C., entered into a
contract with Donald Grant of Fari-
bault, Timothy Foley of St. Paul, and
James Isbester of Ottawa. These, he
said, were men of undoubted ability,
and if necessary the company would
furnish evidence of the competency of
the contractors to carry, out the contract
as required. .

New Contracts Not Recognized.

An immediate acknowledgment was
sent from the department, under date
April 27. The Minister, after acknowl-
edging the receipt of Mr. Sutherland’s
letter, says:

“In reply, I may inform you that the
Government cannot recognize thesecon-
ractors in the matter.”

On the day previous Mr. William Me-
Kenzie had written to the department
from Toronto, setting forth his and Mr.
Mann’s position with the company, and
protesting against any interference with
their rights, They would regard it as
a gross injustice if the Government were
to assist the company to repudiate their
solemn agreement. The memorandum
enclosed in Mr. McKenzie’s letter showed
that there is a judgment on their be-
half outstanding against the company
for $150,000, with interest at
six per cent, from May 12, 1891. Mr.
McKenzie states that a formal notice had
been served on Messrs. Grant and Foley,
notifying them not to enter into a con-
tract with the company.

A Lull at Winnipeg.

Winmnipeg, May 8.—The Hudson’s Bay.
Railway Company contractors are ex-
pected to return from their drive over
the Toute of line to-morrow or Monday.
Meanwhile there is a lull in the situation.

WANTED TO SCARE HIS WIFE.

John's Threat to Hang Himself a Ruse to
Quiet Mary's *“IFlip” Tongue.

Jobn Miller, of 418 West Thirty-fifth
street, was arraigned in the Jefferson
Market police court the other day on
the charge of attempted suicide, says
The New York Racorder.

stillness of death, as the policeman and
the wife groped their way toward the
bedroom. his room was black as ink,
and the frightened gasps of the woman
blew out the first match which the po-
liceman lit.

Another match flickered for a min-
ute, the gas was lit, and what the po-
liceman saw made him fall over on the
bed and laugh until he cried. Even
the sad-faced wife smiled.

There in the bed, sleeping comfor-
tably, was John Miller, with four yards
of clothes-line coiled about his neck.
The Eolicemun woke him up. John’s
eyes blinked. but as he was fully dressed
Pepertid yanked him out of bed and
took him to the police station, where he
was locked up. In court he denied that
he had any desire to kill himself, only
to scare his wife.

Nirs. Miller refused to make a charge
against him, and he was discharged.

Frederick ‘Tiedemann, the alleged New
York gwindler, was further remanded by
Judge Macdougall yesterday for a week.
For six montbs Herman Brenzel has spsnt
all bis money and epergies in one directiun,
donuing a different Jisguise every day, avd
biding in ambush every night, His object
has besn to export Tisdemann to New York
and band him’ over to the tender mercies of
east side Germans whom, he says, the fellow
bas fleeced. The charge agaiust him is that
bhe forged the name of Carolina Nussbaum to
a-boud indemntying Brenzel, bis partoer, to
the extent of $10,000, in case Tiedemaun
snould rob him, )V’heu 9jedemana did rob
him, as Brenzel thought, Brenzel asked Mrs.
Nussbaum for the money and she calmly re-
pudiated her signature. Now evidence has
veen collected tending to show that she
really did sign the boud.

‘Tiedemann is a wily adventurer. He got
Brenzel to io into the chattel mortgage loan
business with him at No. 115 Nassau-street.
Tiedemwaun bad previously set up as cashier
in the alleged bank of a” mau named Gotts-
chalk, now in State prison, Gottschalk speut
$200 in fisting up a bogus bank, and then
advertised for a cashier who could deposit
$1,000 as security,

He employed nine men, Brenzel among
them. They all came to work on a certain
Monday, A fine window bore over it the
sign, ‘‘Cashier,” and the nine men had a
struggle for possession of the seat bebind it.
A free fight ensued, and eight of the nine
men went out; to look for Gottschalk, leaving
Brenzel, who still bad & magnifident faith
in the missing financier, as cashier in posses-
sion. . :

How Brenzel Was Duped.

After Brengel bad sat there tbree hours
without tr ting any busi , Tiedemann
sanntered in. Brevgel told his story and
said tbat he bad $9000 more in the bank,
whereat the newcomer became at once inter-
rested. - Before Brenzel, who is stout and
glow of thought, knew what it was all about,
‘Tiedemann had rusbed him over to his office,
No. 115 Nassau-street, and installed bim in
the money-lending business. Brenzel sat on
a high stool and felt like a Rothschild.

Then Tiedemaun went bunting for Gotts-
chalk, whom be knew, and made him dis-
gorge the $1000 he had got from Brenzel.
"hat went into the chattel mortgage busi-
ness also. Later on Tiedemann kicked
Brenzel out of the office, giving him the
ﬁo.oou bond said to bave been signed by

rs. Nussbaum, whose maiden name was
Astor, Tiedemann told Brenzel, and who was
very rich,

aving got Brenzel's $10,000 Tiederuann
bogan as & high financier, He backed a but-
ton factory, which, is is said, he mortgaged
to all his friends, and then sold out. Fred
Schioesser, a saloonkeeper of Fifty-seventh-
styeet and Third-avenue, deciares = that
Tiedemann swindled him out of §200, with
buttous as security, but be never got enough
puttons to fill the six button holes in a pair of
suspenders. ~He describes the fugitive asa
very polished adventurer, who has seen the
inside of prisons in Germany, and not as a
mere sightseer.

EXECUTIVE ENOCKS OFF QUARTER
MILLION DOLLARS.

Reductions Made Yesterday in All the
Clvic Estimates —-The AXx Was Unspar-
ingly Used in Every Department—Ald.
Jolliffe’s Chsrities RBeport Adopted—
Fruitless Depuntations of Philanthro-
pists,

Revising the draft estimates was the
work of the Executive Committee yes-
terday afternoon and in the evening till
midnight. Ald. Shaw presided, and there
was a full attendance of the members.

At the close of the pruning operation
$247650 had been struck off the!
draft estimates, and the rate had been
reduced from 18 mills to 16 8-10ths mills,

Before the work was proceeded with
deputations from various charitable so-
cieties addressed the committee in' de-
preciation of withdrawal or reductions
of civic grants. Prof. Goldwin Smith,
J. K. Macdonald and Beverley Jones
spoke on behalf of the Ladies’ Relief So-
ciety; ) Barrister McCabe -for the
House  of Providence; J. Plummer,
for St. John's Hospital; Mrs. Boultbee,
Infants’ Home; Mrs. Harvie, Haven and
Prison Gate Mission; J. L. Benjamin,
Jewish societies; J. O'Connor, St. Nichow
las’ Home; W. T. Lee, West Lodge Asyw
lum and other Catholic institutions;
Messrs. Hunter, Laxton, Houston and
Dr. Ferguson, High School Board; Dr.
Orr and D. J. O’Donoghue, Technical
School Board; Sam Jones and others for
art societies.

Reductions All Round

A reduction of $8445 was made in the
fire department estimates, amongst
the reductions being $1000 in price of a
chemical engine, $2665 for equipment of
water-tower.

In the Parks and Gardens estimates
$7856 was knocked off Horticultural Gar-
dens expenditure, $5600 from High Park,
$600 Island Park, $400 public squares,
$500 band concerts. Only $5000 was

ed for new sheep-pens at Exhibition
Park; total reductions amounted to
$7481.

In the executive estimates the pruning
amounted to $4500, .

In the Property Committee the reduc-
tions totalled $11,000, principal of
which were $21640 from Western Cat.
tle Market and $2159 from maintenance
land repair of public buildings.

The $22,000 for commission on claims
was. reduced $2000.

In the Works Department last year
the item for sewers was $44,700, this
year $40,000 was asked, and this was
cut down to $32,760. Asphalt repair
plant, $5000, was struck out; 000
was docked from street watering, and
$5000 from street cleaning. The dredge
and sand pump, $18,000, was struck out.
Nearly every item was reduced, the total
amounting to $182,000.

In the waterworks the total reductions
were $25,935.

Police, Schools and Charities Largely Re-~
duced.

In the administration of justice $3500
was_ docked, and $1000 from the Police
Department.

The Public Library estimates were
reduced $5000, Victoria Industrial School
$1000, Alexandria School for Girls $500,
$1000 from Children’s Aid Society.

From Public schools $17,482 was struck
off ; from High schools $18,668; $4000
from Separate schools.

Close on midnight a heated discussion
commenced on Ald. Jolliffee’s charities’
report. It was carried by 8 to 2. The
The Mayor and Ald. Scott were in the
minority. Ald. Scott proposed the ad-
journment of the consideration of the
discussion.

THE CIVIC LIGHTING PLANT.

Mr. Bertram Shows How Mayor Kemnedy
is Totally Astray in His Estimate
Of Depreciation *
. Toronto, May 8, 1895.
Warring ‘Kennedy, Esq., Mayor, city To-
ronto % ¥

‘Dear Bir,—Having giveu some attention
to the printed speech which you read to
the council last.week, re Municipal Elec-
tric Lighting, and feeling that the ques-
tion has not been fully grasped by you,
owing mainly, I am ineclined to think,
0 your having been suppled with facts
and figures which- you-accepted without
question, gnd which have led you serious-
ly mstray in your eontlusions, I desire
to bring to your notice, and that of the
publie, some features in your address and
certain underlying faets” which may in-
duce you to revise your conclusions and
support- civic lighting. Sceing you have
been kind enough to allude to me as “a
man of undoubted integrity,” and “that
there was no man in the city for whom
Yyou entertain a higher regard,” I ven-
ture to think you will not be unwilling
to give some cousideration to any new
light whi¢h you may get on the question
in conmection with this open letter from
one who desires, above everything else,
to deal fairly with objections urged by
you against civic lighting.

Before coming to what you call “the
pivotal point of the whole question,”
allow me to refer to some of your minor
points. You say; “should a civic light-
ing plant be established all the money
invested, both for plant and labor,would
go into United States’ pockets.,” You are
well aware that the company I repre-
sent tepdered for the entire steam plant
and that the City Engineer recommendec{
acceptance of the same. You are also
aware that) a subsequent offer to include
the electrical plant for $210,000 was re-
commended for acceptance ﬁy the City
Engineer, as being “in the public inter-
est.” Had yow cousulted me before mak-
ing the foregoing statement you would
have found that the expenditure in con-
nection with the euntire steam plant,and
a very large portion of the ‘electrical
plant, including the general construction
and building, would go into the pockets
of Toronto ecitizens, Such being the
case, your argument under this head is
of no value,

In reply to the proposal to lease and
and supply lights at $66, you express the
opinion that, I have no desire to run the
plant, If you mean by this that the risk
is so great that the electric company
and engine company are not anxious to
undertake it, you are entirely mistaken.
The ultimate ‘‘collapse,” as far as pro-
fits aréd concerned, which you have con,
jured up in your mind as a result of our
venture, looks like an attempt to fright-
en, on the part of the present contrac-
tors, which is very kind. I repeat what
I have said over and over again, and you
at least should accept the statement,
that I am satisfied from detailed esti-
mates made to me by a number of ex-
perienced  electricians that the city
can produce its own light for less than
$60, even after allowiag $14,000 for
sinking fund and repairs, and $10,000 for
interest, and that our offer to lease was
given in support of my contention. This
offer is as gemuine and obligatory as it
is possible to make it. You lay great
stress on the supposed fact that the city
will lose $7000 in taxes on ihe destruc-
tion of the present plant. In the first
place, the present plant will not be de-
stroyed, Surely there is enough of pri-
vate lighting and power required in the
city to give a fair return to two pri-
vate companies. Other manufacturers
have to get alpng without securing .a
monopoly, and why should not electric
companies? In the second place, the
taxes of the Toronto Electric Light Co.
weré only $1630.20 last year. If they
will have $7000 to pay next year then
they have been relieved from their fair
share of taxation for many years. Build-
ings and land and business outside of
street lighting would still remain - for
taxable purposes,

In the long list of fatalities, storms,
burnings, burst-
ings and damages pictured by you, all
of which are “cheerfully borne” by the
present contractors, you appear to have
come to the concluson that lighting com-
panies are philanthropic istitutions, and
that capitalists are heavy losers, ignor-
ing the fact that consumers pay - the
price necessary to send stock up 50 to
160 after all these exaggerated forebod-
ings have been provided for. The people
are not likely to be frightened with the
idea. that; a civic plant would have more
than its share of such dire calamities.
The world, of course, might come to an
end, and where would the city’s plant
be ? We must take that risk at all
events,

Permit a slight digression before com.
ing ‘to the “pivotal point.” Over a year
ago Ald. Burns was the first to express
a strong opinion that $108 was an ex-
orbitant price for the city to pay for
street lighting, notwithstanding - the
statement made to members of the Works
Committee that it was very little over
cost price; heuce the agitationn for a
civic plant. Then followed an effort to
convince the aldermen that the city
could not produce its own light under
$103.85, the secretary of the fire and
light department being loaded up with
figures to that extent. Still the agita-
tion went on, forcing an offer of $74.82
1-2, to head ofi a civic plant regardless
of the knock down blow it was to all
former declarations. Even this low of-
fer, compared with the present
contract price, eaid to be made
up disregarding cost of man.
agement, rent, etc., is not accepted. as
final. All the arguments against civic
lighting in relation to thg cost of oper-
ating hayving failed, the fight must now
be made around what you call the “piv-
otal point,” as o last resort.

In your judgment “depreciation of
plant” is “the core of the whole ques-
tion.” You say 6 per cent. per annum
for depreciation is childs’ play; 60 per
cent., or even 70 per cent. per annum
“it is just possible may not cover the
loss”; nothing to show for our bonds in
a few years except assets, “consisting
largely of scrap iron.”

Depreciation in eleetrical plant can-
not even be calculated in your judg-
ment. To attempt it “is the height of
folly.” Surely, Mr. Mayor, you have lost
vour bearings when you talk of $250,-
000 in a civie lighting plant being re-
presented by serap iron in a few years.
The council did not appear to take you
seriously whan you talked about 60 per
cent to 70 per cent for depreciation.
I would not believe you ever said it
if 1did not see it on the printed page.
This final or pivotal argument appears,
in my humble judgment, to be the weak-
est of all, because it is beyond all rea-
son, and more like joking with the ques-
tion than anything else,

Allow me to ask you to look at this
bogey of depreciation, getting down to
particulars and see what is in it.

Dynamos and station equipment
amount to $27,200; lamps, $23,900; This
comprises all the electrical machinery,
only about one-fifth of the entire plant.
The steam plant and belting amounts
to $80,729; poles, wire, building and
mast arms $118,171. Dealing with this
last amount first, who will pretend to
say that copper wire, a brick building,
and iron mast arms will not last more
than 20 years, and you will please note
that during that period 4 per cent.,
which was allowed in the estimate at
$60 per light, will produce at least
$95,000. With this amount of cash for
renewals, and the building still stand-
ing, copper wires good for 20 years
more, and mast arms as good as ever,
this scarecrow of serap iron will not
apply here. : 2
I(.l‘.o'miug to the engines and boilers, it
is wéll known that there is not much
chance of improving in triple expansion
engines. There is nothing in sight or
thought of at present, and at the end of

20 years they will be, witl} ordinary
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care, as good as when they were put
in.. Engineers of good standing do not
hesitate to say that an expenditure of
two per cent. per annum on their cost
will be ample to keep them in good con-
dition. In proof of this I would refer
you to Capt. Crangle of this city, man-
aging owner of the steamer Rosedale
whose triple expansion engines were pu‘
in seven years ago, costing .about $15,-
000, and eince that time the total re-
pairs are less than $300, under one-half
per cent. per annum, and he eonsiders
that these engines, with the same care,
will be in as good condition 10 years
from now as they are to-day. Besides,
the engines in a steamer like the Rose.
dale have harder usage than enginesin
an eleetric light station. As to the boil-
ers, there are printed catalogs of water
tube boilers givin
certain owners of factories have had
them in use, and the actual expenditure
for repairs during a period of 18 years,
running night and day, was under two
per cent. per year, and in some instances
less than omi phalf per cent. The boilers
of the steamer Rosedale are promounced
by the Dominion Boiler Inspector as hav-
ing sustained no deterioration during the
seven years they have been in use, ,and
Capt. Crangle reports that $20 woul.d
cover the repairs for that| time, practi-
cally nothing at all. So that as
far as the steam plant is con-
cermed it will do as good and
effective work at the end of 20 years
as when it was installed, well worth all
it cost, besides providing out. of the de-
preciation account over $65,000 during
the 20 years, which was allowed for in
estimating lights at a cost of $60.

Regarding dynumos and lamps, E. P.
Warner of Chicago, one of the oldest
and most practical electrical engineers
in the United States, writes me as fol-
bows: ‘““The 100.light arc:dynamo as
it stands torday is the result of the
combined efforts of many &lectrical and
mechanical engiuneers, which bhave re-
sulted in bringing it gradually to its
present state of perlection. It is & mote
worthy fact t{hat-dyuawmos; both for arc
and incandescent lighting, stand pre-
eminently as pieces of apparatus which
can hardly be ecxceeded in effici-
ency. At full load it has an
electrical efficiency of 98 per cent. bear-
ing only the small margin of 7 per cent.
upon which any improvement or advance
can be made. In actual use these dy-
namos give a commercial efficiency of
88 per cent., leaving only 12 per cent.
to be lost in friction, windage, vesist-
ance, etc. As to arc lamps it is my
opinion that for years to come there
is little probability of any radical
change, and any plant now installed will
certainly be in a position to take ad-
vantage of such improvement, should
any be made, for instance in the line of
improvement in earbons, in the reduction
of cost and life of carbons. As to your
enquiry relating to depreciation I would
say that this is a matter considerably
affected by the degree: of eare
and attention received by  the
apparatus, .but  from past ex-
perience I feel safe in saying that
with averageé care, the machines and
lamps can be depended upon to operate
for 20 years without depreciating more
than 2 per cent, per annum—that is
the cost of repairs annunally in order
to keep them in proper working order
for that length of time would not exceed
2 per cent. of the original outlay. I
have instances where this expense has
not amounted to 1 1-2 per cent. per
annum for five years. At the end of
20 years a plant of this description, with
average attention, should be in just as
good operating shape as when origin-
ally installed.”

This ‘rather long extract bears. me
out in my contention that at the end
of 20 years the cisy will have a first-
class eleetric light plant capable of
producing its own light at the
lowest possible cost, with $200,000 set
aside out of depreciation account alone,
independent of the $20,000 per annum
saved to the citizens. Under the circum-
stances, not one single vote ought to be
recorded against civic lighting by disin-
terested freeholders, especially in times
like these, with taxes so high, and whole
streets requiring to be renewed. A large
saving in the city’s ligkting bill should
be welcomed and taken advantage of.
Municipal assumption of eity lighting js
the duty of the hour. You, Mr. Majyor,
should have been able to see this. I trust
you will yet be able to revise your‘con-
clusions and support civie control of city
lighting. Yours sincerely,
