This hastened the end for which 
she awaited with a joyous expect­
ancy, being bouyed with the strength 
of her Christian faith and cheered by 
the assurance that the end here 
was but the meeting of her blessed 
Lord and Savior and the reunion 
with those who had gone before to 
be forever with the Lord. In the 
early part of the winter for a few 
weeks she was very ill but had made 
a wonderful recovery and was able 
to be about again calling on her old 
friends and neighbors of whom she 
was very fond and by whom she will 
be much missed. The funeral took 
place from her daughter’s home on 
Wednesday, March 9th. The service 
was in the Methodist church where 
her pastor, Rev. A. C. Tiffin, con­
ducted an appropriate service. The 
Pallbearers were all nephews of the 
deceased, namely, Andrew and John 
Gilliland, Duncan and Joseph Acton, 
Jacob Saunders and John Manders.

An Oriental ’sgend holds the grass­
hopper to bp :t compound of seven 
animals—the head of a horse, the 
neck of an ox, the wings of a dragon, 
the horns of a stag, the tail of a ser­
pent, the feet of a camel and the 
body of a scorpion. No wonder Sas­
katchewan trembles at the thought of 
a predicted ’hopper invasion.

The Wabash Railway proposes to 
reduce the wages of its 3500 un­
skilled laborers. The Northern Pac­
ific and Great Northern contemplate 
a reduction from 48 to 25c an hour 
and the Maine Central management 
says that a reduction of wages would 
be proposed sooq to 4,300 employees, 
including clerks, mechanics, machin­
ists, maintenance of way men, sta­
tion men and heads of departments.

According to reports in the daily 
press, towns and villages are now on 
the same footing as townships in re­
gard to good roads. Pavements could 
be constructed in outlying sections by 
a change in the bylaw by the county 
council. Towns are now securing, 
better terms. On highways passing 
through them they pay 40 per cent, 
of the cost of pavement, the county 
20 per cent, and the province 40 per 
cent.

A resolution standing in the name 
of A. B. McCoig, M.P., for Kent, pro­
viding for the standardization of all 
parts of agricultural machinery from 
the first day of November, 1922, was 
given consideration in the House of 
Commons last week. In speak­
ing of the resolution Mr. McCoig 
said he knew that his proposal met 
wfith the approval of those who used 
agricultural implements, but also, he 
understood, of manufacturers. His 
idea was to standardize all parts so 
that they would be interchangeable. 
Under present conditions if a man 
was so unfortunate as to break a 
part on a certain make of machine 
he was forced to obtain a part which 
was exactly similar. If it happened 
that there was no agent who sold 
parts for his machine near at hand 
he found it necessary to send some 
distance to get the part. Necessarily 
this caused delay and inconvenience 
Jo a large number of farmers. Mr. 
McCoig said it would not necessitate 
changing the types of machinery if 
the parts were standardized and that 
this standardization could be accom­
plished with little expense to the 
manufacturers of agricultural im­
plements.

Hon. T. A. Crerar emphasized the 
importance of dealing with the ques­
tion without delay.

BEAUTIFY THE TOWN
The Watford Horticultural Society 

lately organized has in view the 
beautifying of the town and it should 
be supported by all lovers of flowers. 
The Society contemplates competi­
tions for flower gardens, etc., but in 
time its work may be made broader. 
The Mail and Empire in speaking of 
the Toronto Society says the mapping 
out of designs for flower beds or gar­
dens that can b'e planted cheaply and 
will furnish a continuous bloom is 
desirable, and colored prints of these 
should be distributed through the 
schools into the homes where at least 
the children can be tadght to take a 
sympathetic interest.

The fact that Watfard has more 
homes occupied by owners than by 
tenants should make this village an 
ideal place for a beautifying cam­
paign.

Hems look best when 
dene by hand, and, of course, all lace 
Is set In the same way. Lace edgings 
should not be fulled on, but held eas­
ily in the hand and overhanded on, 
always holding the edge next to you. 
This esses It sufficiently.

Nearly all Insertion need In lingerie 
comes with a thread In eaeh edge 
that can be pulled up. In this way 
the lace can be made to take any de­
sired line. In basting the Insertion 
on curved lines, always haste first on 
the outer edge of the curve; llien the 
opposite edge of the Hier, can be pulled 
up to fit.

The lace should he hasted down on 
both edges, then hemmed to the ma­
terial. After this the material Is cut 
away on the wrong side, leaving a 
one-half inch margin. These edges 
can be finished In rolled hems, or the 
edge turned sharply hack and a fine 
overbuilding stitch used, through both 
the folded edge of the cloth and the 
edge of the Insertion. The stitches 
must not l>“ drawn too tight, but 
must be -small and taken close to­
gether, and when the work Is smooth­
ed out It Is almost Imposslbla to see 
how it was set in.

Ontario Will Soon Own World’s Big­
gest Power House.

Ontario will be able to boast next 
summer of possessing the biggest 
power house in the world. It is now 
m course of construction and when 
it is completed it will be the last 
word in electrical and hydraulic 
equipment.

Here’s the most vivid way of 
illustrating its size: If it were pos­
sible to place that power house im­
mediately in fropt of the American 

oe î»ljl that treat sheet 
itling rptef wrentd he entirely 
n by the big structure. It is 

. _ enough to extend from the low- 
eif.jrgters to the crest of the fall, àpd 
when complete it will be quite aa 
wide as the American Falls.

The dimensions of the building 
will be approximately as follows: 
height, 160 feet; length 600 feet; 
depth 160 feet. To descend from the 
top of the cliff in front of which the 
power house will stand, down to the 
water level, would be like stepping 
off the top of the Toronto City Hall 
tower into Queen street.

The building will be of structural 
steel and concrete, and the floor is 60 
feet above water level. The engineers 
expect to hare some of the roof 
trusses ready 'in January. Whether 
the face of the cliff will be used as a 
natural roof is a point yet unsettled. 
The cliff runs up at an acute angle 
back of the front part of the build­
ing where the generators are con­
structed.

The power is generated at 12,000 
volts and is stepped up by transform­
ers to 110,000 volts and goes out for 
distribution from a variety of lines 
on the top of the bank. One of these 
generators—and there are five—will 
produce 55,000 horse power.

The rear part of the building will 
be used for storage purposes, equip­
ment, offices, and a supply of spare 
parts for the electrical apparatus, for 
the Hydro Commission believes in 
leaving nothing to chance.

Access to the power house, which 
by the way, is at the end of the 
Chippawa canal, near Queenston, is 
provided for at the top of the cliff. 
There is an elevator down to the 
half-way level and a tunnel leads 
to the generator room. The main 
generator room will be 60 feet high 
by 60 feet wide. The thrust bear­
ings in these generators are designed 
to carry a load of 1,000,000 pounds. 
About 100,000 cubic feet of air per 

j minute will be required to cool the 
generators at full load. The weight 
of air passing through the generator 
every three hours equals the weight 
of the generator itself.

The Hydro is strong on organiza­
tion. The work of each branch is 
well defined. Chief Engineer F. A. 
Gaby supervises the whole work. 
The hydraulic end of the work is 
looked after by Harry G. Acres, hy­
draulic engineer, whose duty it is 
to take the water out of the river, 
convert it from hydraulic energy into 
electrical energy, and then comes in 
the electrical engineer, E. T. Bran­
don, who handles the generators and 
sends out the power to the Hydro 
customers over the myriad of trans­
mission lines.

An interesting point is that nearly 
all the equipment for the electrical 
work is Canadian-made, the cost 

j reaching close to $4,000,000.

It Is Not American.
In one of Stephen Leacock’s latest 

Nonsense Novels he represents a New 
York editor as seizing a telephone 
and saying: “Hullo, Operator! Put 
me through to two, two, two, two,

In New York Life “B.M.” protests 
that no New/York editor would ever 
ask to be “put through,” although a 
British editor would. The New York­
er would saÿ “Give me” the number 
he wanted. In Canada we use the 
same telephone talk as they do across 
the border. In England they ask fot* 
"trunk lines” where we call for “long 
distance.” But the writer in Life goes 
on to say:

“After all, the telephone is an 
American invention, lock, stock and 
barrel; its vocabulary is of our devis­
ing; and we cannot but feel fraternal 
grief when a Canadian trips over one 
of its technicalities.”

This is tob much. The telephone is 
a boon which Canada conferred on 
the world. Alexander Graham Bell is 
a Canadian, he invented the telephone 
at Brantford, Ont., and there first put. 
it in successful operation, because of 
which fact Brantford is known as 
“the Telephone City.” When the 
Americans lay claim to the telephone 
they must do it on about the same 
grounds as that on which the Ger­
mans lay claim to Shakespeare—on 
ti^e ground that they profess to ap­
preciate him better than anybody else 
does-T-^-Toronto Star.

TWO OLD PAPERS.

Pfcton Gazette and Brockvllle Re-
f corder Reach Ripe Old Age.
To the Pictoh Gazette at 90 are 

bo be extended the congratulations 
due, not to a hoary patriarch, but 
to a senior of the press whom time 
nas touched but to improve. The 
years of a man can seldom exceed 
three score and ten, but who can saÿ 
what shall be the span of life for a 
newspaper that never falls into bad 
hands? Editors may come and edi­
tors may go, but the newspaper tjiat 
is well edited and well managed goes 
on forever. For it, lepgth of d$ys is 
an asset. All other conditions being 
the same a newspaper at 90 has a 
stronger hold on life than the same 
newspaper had at 60. Most papers 
in this country have been subjected 
to severe /tests in the last few years. 
The newspaper casualties of that per­
iod were numerous, and the papers 
that lost their identity through ab­
sorption by rivals were also consider­
able in number. The press has by no 
means come to smooth sailing yet, for 
the price of newsprint is higher than 
ever, dhcl scarcely anything entering 
into the production of a newspaper 
costs less to-day than It did in the 
crisis of the war. Started as the 
Hallbwell Free Press qn December 
20, 1830, the Picton paper became 
the Gazette six years afterwards. 
“Gazette” was a favorite name for 
early Canadian newspapers. In a 
letter to the editor of the paper 
Mr. Wellington Boulter, for many 
years one of the prominent business 
men of Prince Edward County, has 
this to say: “The Gazette has stead­
ily been the organ of the grand old 
Liberal-Conservative Party, establish­
ed by Canada's greatest statesman, 
the late Right Honorable Sir John A. 
Macdonald, who came to Prince Ed­
ward from Scotland.” In its anniver­
sary issue the Gazette has a pqem in 
which the paper itself is represented 
as soliloquising. One stanza is a» 
follows:
“By the flickering candle-light 

I was read by dame and squire.
Or, when pine kpots, blazing bright, 

Served alike for light and fire.”

On January 16 the Brockvllle Re­
corder rounded out a full century. A 
hundred years is a long time in the 
history of this province, and a little 
phort of the whole stretch covered by 
the history of Ontario journalism. 
The Recorder’s files reflect the joys 
nnd sorrows of pioneer life in a sec­
tion of Ontario that from the first has 
taken an important part in the affairs 
of Ontario. The Brockvllle Recorder 
and Times is pn enterprising, and in­
fluential paper that is published every 
day. It has been owned' and edited 
by men who have taken a prominent 
part in the work of promoting the 
interests of the newspaper business 
in the province. In 1863 Col. Wylie, 
who was the founder of the paper, 
was president of the Press Associa­
tion of Ontario. He delivered his 
presidential address in verse. Hon. 
George P. Graham, who has conduct­
ed the paper since early in the nine­
ties, is the president of the company 
by which it is owned. Throughout 
the hundred years of the Recorder's 
existence politics was a matter of 
polemics, in which that newspaper 
•bore its due part on the Liberal aidé. 
Few Ontario Liberal papers publish­
ed outside the principal cities tovere 
more widely quoted in political dis­
cussions than the Recorder.

More Trees in Quenec.
There are people who have never 

been east of Ottawa, who neverther 
less speak wistfully of the Quebec 
Woods. They have been expecting to 
visit that inspiring wilderness for 
years, and will plan for It for years 
to come, whether they ever go or not. 
If they knew how dangerously those 
reaches of forest, though they seem 
almost endless, have been threatened 
by fire and the pulp mill’s maw they 
would rejoice to hear that Quebec 
now is planting two pine or spruce 
trees for every one that is destroyed.

So the north woods will still be 
there when at last your hunting trip 
is made. Three million pines and 
spruces have been planted this year.

Improving the Watch.
A serious obstacle hitherto in the 

attainment of perfection and preci­
sion in the watchmaking industry has 
been what is called the • “secondary 
en oi i.e., variations in time caused 
by changes in temperature which ex­
pand and contract the parts of the 
watch.

N two years since the signing of 

the armistice there has been 
more money spent by Canacllan 
manufacturers in endeavoring to 

develop export trade than in any ten 
years previous to the war. Not only 
has more money been spent, but 
more people have been engaged. 
Where there were probably between 
two hundred and, three hundred 
manufacturers doing considerable 
amounts of export trade before the 
war, this figure will now easily 
exceed one thousand.

There have been many export 
organisations formed to facilitate 
trade between Canada and various 
other, countries. Many branches of 
Canadian banka have also been 
established in foreign countries to ■ 
assist in developing trade, ‘'aAA.tb«: 
banks would not pursue tbliP'Aytty' 
if they were not assured that-the 
manufacturers of Canada were put­
ting forth great efforts to maintain 
the trade for the future,” said Mr. 
Marshall. “Increased Canadian ship­
ping facilities granted by the Cana­
dian Government Merchant Marine 
and private companies are another 
voucher for the earnestness of Cana­
dian manufacturers in export trade.

The basis for all good export trade 
is the ability of the customer to pay. 
In large areas throughout the world 
to-day many business firms have nei­
ther the cash to finance transactions 
nor the requisite credit to enable the 
seller to assist in financing. And in 
many cases where the cgsh is avail­
able the seriously adverse exchange 
rates put a normal Canadian price 
beyond the economic limits on which 
resales can be made in the importing 
cnuntw.

A comparison of the export records 
of the six months ending September 
30, 1919, and the same period in 
1920 shows that if the natural di­
minution of export to Great Britain 
is omitted, Canada's export trade to 
other parts of the British Empire has 
Increased in the 1920 six months’ 
period by 923,000,000, the greatest 
increases being noted in British West 
Indies, British South Africa, New 
Zealand, Australia, Hong Kong and 
Newfoundland, and the total Cana­
dian trade with these countries is 
largely in manufactured goods.

In trade with foreign countries, 
France omitted, an increase of ex­
ports amounting to 377,000,000 for 
the six months ending September, 
1920, over the same period in f|19 
is shown. The principal increases 
occurred In trade with Argentine, 
Belgium, China, Cuba, what was for­
merly German Africa, United States, 
Greece," Italy, Norway, Spain and 
Sweden. Eviyi assuming that all our 
increased ;;ètiÿrts tq the United 
States wéfe'.'ÇrW" materials' or food­
stuffs) a fine balance of this increase 
is ’left to represent manufactured 
goods entering the other countries 
named.

The proportions of manufactured 
goods forming the exportations of 
Canada has steadily risen. .In 1880 
the proportion was only 6 per cent, 
of manufactured goods to the total 
volume of exports. In 1890 the pro­
portion of manufactured goods was 
7 per cent. In 1910 It had increased 
to 13 per cent., in 1916 to 32 per 
cent, and in 1919 to 43 per cent. 
This analysis cannot yet be made for 
1920, but taking all things into con­
sideration, it is safe to say that 
Canadian manufacturers need not be 
ashamed of the record that the fig­
ures will show. The record given 
here effectually disposes of the charge 
that Canadian manufacturers have 
not been diligent in seeking export 
trade.

One source, and possibly the only 
hource, tor better conditions and 
better economic relationship is the 
setting up of some administrative 
organization which can superintend 
credit operations based on bonds 
issued by individual countries now 
in financial straits covering the na­
tional assets which undoubtedly exist 
in each. This may be the only means 
of bringing goods and consumers to­
gether with anything like speed. 
Otherwise, in many of the countries, 
there will be a long siege of destitu­
tion I and want until they can 
straighten things out on a national 
basis. The longer this process takes, 
the more adversely it will affect 
nations more happily placed.

It seems more or less incongruous 
that manufactures should be blamed 
for not selling .goods to Russia, 
Poland, Czecho-Slovakia, the Serb- 
Croat-Slovens States and some other 
countries when in those very places 
millions of people are starving and 
the Canadian and American agricul­
tural interests are having difficulty 
in finding a market for their wheat 
and other foodstuffs. If it is as 
simple a matter to develop export 
trade in manufactured goods with 
these countries and get payment for 
them, as some critics allege, surely 
it should be far easier to find abund­
ant markets for foodstuffs among the 
starving nations in Middle Europe, 
yet the export figures do not reveal 
any considerable movement of food­
stuffs from Canada to those coun­
tries.

Dr. C. M. Hincks, of Toronto, 
addressing the Canadian Club at 
Montreal, stated that the cost to the 
Dominion of mental abnormality 
through the avenues of crime, dis­
eases and pauperism amounted to 
$13,000,000 a year, and he claimed 
that there are 160,000 mental de­
fectives who contribute to crime, 
prostitution and disease. Dr. Hincks 
is Secretary of the Canadian Nation­
al Committee for Mental Hygiene.

With a good heavy rain, followed 
by a few days of fine weather, farm­
ers in Lambton would be able to get 
started at their plowing considerably 
earlier than usual. It is" said that in 
some parts of Ontario a few farm­
ers are already working on the land 
and find it is in pretty fair con­
dition.

Heat of Igloo* Responsible, Says 
Explorer Stefanssom.

It ha» generally been supposed 
that among the peoples of the earth 
the age of maturity comes earliest 
in the tropics, and increases grad­
ually as one goes northward' through 
the temperate and eventually into the 
Polar xone. It has been presumed 
that a similar condition would be 
found in going south from the Equa­
tor toward the Southern Pole.

If the age of maturity increases 
with fair regularity as one goes 
north through Europe from Sicily to 
Lapland, it would seem reasonable 
that this has a direct connection with 
the decrease in temperature, and the 
assumption has accordingly been 
generally made. But in North Amer- 

, ica this rule, if it be a rule, has a 
striking exception, writes Vilhjalmur 
Stefanason in the Journal of the 
American Medical Association. It is 
not rare among Eskimo women that 
they have their first child at the age 
of twelve; and children born before 
the mothers were eleven have been 
recorded in places where the age of 
the mother can be in no doubt, be* 
cause of the fact that her birth had 
been recorded by a resident mis­
sionary.

It is a curious thing that during 
twelve years of association with the 
Eskimos, during which time I have 
spoken and written a great deal about 
their manner of life, it never occurred 
to me until some two or three month# 
ago that their early maturity is strict­
ly in accord with the supposition that 
the hotter the environment the ear­
lier the maturity.

For to all intents and purposes the 
typical Eskimo in the country known 
to me lives under tropical or sub­
tropical conditions. During the win­
ter of 1906-1907 I recorded the esti­
mate that the average temperature 
within doors of the Eskimo house in 
which I lived at the mouth of the 
Mackenzie river was a good deal 
above 80 F., and frequently rose to 
90 F. From the point of view of 
those who spent most of the winter 
indoors in that house, it was a matter 
of no consequence that the tempera­
ture was perhaps 40 or 60 degrees 
below zero outdoors, when the out­
door air seldom came in contact with 
their bodies. Even when they go out, 
this cold air does not have a chance 
to come in contact with the body, 
except for the limited area of the 
face.

When an Eskimo is well dressed 
his two layers of fur clothing imprison 
the body heat so effectively that the 
air in actual contact with his skin 
is always at the temperature of a 
tropical summer. It is true, there­
fore, that while an Eskimo is indoors 
hia entire body is exposed to a local 
climate as warm as that of Sicily, 
and when he is outdoors he carries 
that climate about with him inside 
his clothes and applicable to 90 or 
95 per Cent, of his body area.

Mr. Stefansson says that the In­
dians have no such means of protec­
tion from the cold, and that there­
fore the more northerly of these ma­
ture late.
