MURDER NEAR DICBY.Local and Other Matter.Tub L»T«aT Railway Proposal. —it 
baa been rumored for some daya past 
that Mr. Peter Innia, repreaenting, it 
ie supposed, lbe Windsor and Anna­
polis Railway Company was about to 
complete and operate a line of railway 
from Cape Breton to Yarmouth.

In bis attempt to assault Mrs. Jordan 
the lamp was knocked off the table and 
she (Mrs. Jordan) called to her bus- 
band “ For God’s sake light the lamp, 
he is ravishing me.” Howard lighted 
the lamp and Kent then attempted 
the similar assault on the old woman,
Elsie. He then told Howard he was 
going to stay all night and Howard 
told him he oould not keep him, there 
were plenty of other houses along the 
road he could gets lodging at. He re­
plied that he would stay and he had 
two men outside with a team that was 
able to take care of the house. Kent 
asked Howard to light bis pipe, which 
he tried to do. Kent then went up to 
Howard and caught him around the 
neck, and the two men fell on the floor,
Howard underneath, face down, when 
be tussled awhile and raised himself 
up, with Kent still on his back. Kent 
then fell on the floor, having six outs 
from a sharp axe on hie person. Doc- 
tor Jones, of Digby, was sent for and 
found Kent, pulseless, lie dressed bis 
wounds, which were as follows : One cut

COTTONS ADVANCING!

Ottawa, Feb. 13.-—The report of the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries, laid 
before Parliament to-day, shows that the 
total number of casual dies to British. 
Cauadian and foreign sea going vessels 
reported to the department as having oc- 
cured in Canadian waters and to Canadian 
vessels in foreign waters was 248 last year, 
representing a tonnage of 118,604 ton*. 
The amount of loss to vessels and cargoes 
being, as far as ascertained, $1,448,741. 
The uumber of lives lost was 199, of 
which 167 were in Canadian waters. The 
disasters icported as having occurred to 
vessels on the inland waters of Canada 
and to Canadian vessels in American in­
land waters during 1883 were lorty, regis­
tering 11,716 tons. The total amount of 
loss was estimated at $1,304 389. This 
compares very favorably with the reportai 
1882, which showed the total number of 
casualitlos both to sea going and on inland 
waters to have been 461. Tonnage lost, 
193,655 ; lives lost, 271 ; damage, $3,138,- 
423.

House of Assembly. In your issue of the 13th Inst., I see a 
communication owr the signature ol 
« Fair Play ” finding fault with my com­
plaint in regard to the amount of fees al­
lowed Messrs. Jarvis and Young, by the 
Municipal Council for conveying three 
prisoners to jail. I may say Mr. Editor, 
that I should take no notice ot the taunts 
given in that letter, but 1 find a statement 
contained therein, which I cannot allow 
to go unanswered, as I consider it mislead­
ing at least.

Fair Play refers to the revised Statutes 
of Nova Scotia, fourth series, and says, 
that the Council allowed full 
given by law. I bvg leave to differ from 
him very materially. Chapter 1)4 of lle- 

of vised Statutes, entitled " Costs and Fees ” 
allows a constable for civil work, twenty 
rents for service of process, and ten cents 
per mile travelling fees. A subsequent 
amendment, allows eight cents per mile. 
At this rate, Mr. Jarvis, the constable iu 
this case, should receive, “ as I understand 
the law ” sixty cents, for service of process 
on three persons, and eight cents per 
mile for twenty-two miles, three times, 
amounting to $5 28 ; so it should be to his 
advantage, being able to take three prison­
ers at one time. He should also he entitl­
ed to sixty cents, for carrying and deliver­
ing three ordbrs of commitment, and at 
leant twenty cents, for carrying the stolen 
goods. In addition to the above, Mr. 
Jarvis cannot compel those prisoners to 
walk, but must provide a suitable convey­
ance, which would cost at least four cents 
pur mile, for twenty two miles, amounting 
to $2 64 or a total amount of $9.32 due 
Mr. Jarvis.

But, Mr. Editor, this is not a civil case 
at all, b%> a criminal case, under the Do­
minion Criminal law, and these prisoners 
were taken up under a search warrant, 
which required the constable to take neces­
sary assistance with him, to carry out the 
Instructions contained in said warrant. 
That assistance must be paid for time as 
well as tiavel. In this case, Wallace Young 
and Lee Foster, were the assistants, the 
former being employed two days, the latter 
cue day only.

I can find no stated amount for assistants 
in such cast s ; but consider they should 
receive $1.00 per day, and travelling fees, 
which would in this case, give Mr. Young 
$3.76, and Mr. Foster, $1.16, making a 
total for thu three concerned of $14 24. 
against $8 20, the amount allowed by the 
Council.

In regard to my remarks on the rowdyism 
iu Bridgetown, I need go no further back 
than your last issue, to show that such 
exists to a great extent, and if the con - 
■tables were in the habit of performing 
their duties,so well as Fair Play represents, 
I see no reason why the inhabitants of 
Bridgetown need apply to the Council for 
the appointment of a police constable, a» 
reported in one of your issues in January 
last, neither do I see, why etrangers visit­
ing Bridgetown should l>o obliged 
out and assist to quiet a disturbance, as 
tuey had to do last week.

the system of keeping them in a proper 
aisle, nothing lies been done Before a 
pathmastcr would stir in a matter he had 
lo hunt up the Councillor or Reeve of his 
ward anil consult him, and before tills was 
doue several days may elapse. II Is very 
doubtful If an open winter is not preferable, 
although roads are muddy, to being hem­
med In by snow-drifts. Not only does 
there require a different and more metho­
dical system of keeping roads in repair 
by municipalities, hut there requires a dif­
ferent system ol fencing. On roads mu­
lling north aud south, where snake fences 
or board fences are in use all the roads are 
drifted mountains high ; sod why ? because 
ibe rails and boards catch I tie drilling 

and pile it in tire centre of the road 
To remedy this a Herd Law, similar to 
that iu operation in New York State, 
where there are no road feuces, would lie 
beneficial in more respects than prevent- 
illg Ibis drilling ; It would save tire cost 
of so much fencing sod keep slock iu 
their proper places—on the farm. But iu 
place of Herd Laws, where road fences are 
not allowed, why not have tire main 
travelled roads running north and south 
fenced with wire T This makes a cheap 
and durable fence, and there is no danger 
of snow drifts. On a point of economy it 
would pay a municipality for the public 
weal lo build wire fences, on certain por- 

well-tiavelleil roads. These

4 The year has been one of gratifying 
activity in many of the branches of indus­
try in which our population is engaged.

Salt, sulphur, saltpetre, resin, and 
such common drugs are too often given 
to cattle without reason or knowledge. 
' Salt is good,’ but if given in excess it 
becomes an acrid irritant poison. 1 
once casually remarked to a neighbor 
that salt was good for pigs, and that 1 
threw a handful into the slop barrel 
every day.’ Thereupon this good man 
went home and emptied the sediment 
of a pork barrel into tbe pig trough. 
The next day hia two pigs were dead, 
and he came to me in a state of mind, 
charging me with having misled and 
injured him. He had given about two 
gal loua of brine and a quail or two of 
salt to his two pigs at once, and the 
pigs bad foolishly eaten too much of 
the unwonted stuff. Sulphur is used 
just as recklessly as this very often, and 
with greater injury, no doubt. Sulphur 
is a very active sudorific, and causes a 
great increase in the insensible per­
spiration through the skin. A person 
who takes a teaspoonful (one drachm) 
of sulphur at a dose will find in a few 
hours the fumes of tbe sulphur passing 
off through the skin so freely as to 
blacken silver carried in the pockets, 
sulphur is sometimes given to animals 
—and persons as well—as a remedy for 
paiasitio diseases, as the itob, mange, 
ring-worm, and even lice, and it acts 
on those plants and insects which pro* 
du ce these diseases by these escaped 
fumes through the skin. But its action 
on the skin is dangerous when it is ex­
cessive from a large dose, and it should 
be given very rarely, and then only in 
small doses repeated daily for several 
days. The same caution should be ob 
served with regard to resin and salt­
petre, two active dieuretics which oper 
ate upon the kidneys profusely, and 
tend greatly to weaken those impor­
tant organs. Many oases of serious 
disease occur from the excessive use of 
resin with horses.—N. Y. Eoangelist.

of sugar, one cup of raisins, and a little 
salt and nutmeg. Take tbe whites of 
your two eggs, and a little sugar, and 
beat to a froth, place this, after tbe 
pudding has baked half an hour, on it, 
and bake fifteen minutes more.

Chapel Hash.—Cut bits of cold beef­
steak into mouthfuls, and put tbe bones 
and trimmings which you have left into 
a saucepan with enough cold water to 
cover them. When tbe water has boil­
ed five minutes, take out the bones and 
put in your bits of beef with half the 
quantity of cold potatoes, out in pieces. 
Add pepper and salt, and boil alto­
gether for half an hour.

Fricassee op Cold Roast Beef.—Co ' 
tbe beef into very thin slices, shred a 
handful of parsley very fine, out a small 
onion into quarters, and put altogether 
into a stew pan with a small pieoe of 
butter, and some strong soup stock. 
Season with salt and pepper, and aim 
mer very gently fifteen minutes. Then 
mix tbe yolks of two eggs and a teas*, 
poonful of Worcestershire sauce. Rub a 
a hot dish with a clove of garlic, and 
turn tbe fricassee into it.

Vegetable Pie. —For a small pie, 
take three or four potatoes and onions, 
season and boil in about a pint of water. 
When done line a deep pie plate with 
crust, put in tbe potatoes, water and 
all, and slice the eggs over. If the 
water baa boiled away, add more, and 
season accordingly, as plenty of juice is 
required. Cover with top cruet and 
bake quickly. This is an old Maryland 
receipe and is excellent.

To Save Sugar.—Every housewife 
should know that sugar, boiled with an 
acid, if it be but three minutes, will be 
converted into glucose, which is the 
form of sugar found in sweet apples. 
One pound of sugar has as much 
sweetening power as two pounds of 
glucose, lu other words, one pound of 
sugar stirred Into fruit after it is cook­
ed, and while yet cold, will make the 
fruits» sweet as two and a quarter 
pounds added while tbe fruit is boil 
ing. Save your sugar by a chemical 
knowledge. It is an established fact 
that if fruit is sweetened when it is hot 
requires much more sugar than if sweet­
ened when cold.

4 Every year parties during the winter 
months ventilate their theories how to 
breed the trotter ; some contending for 
a strong infusion of thorough bred blood 
as one of great injury. We have a 
theory to advance, but think it is not a 
bad plan of breeding to hit good sorts 
as often as you can, without getting a 
predominance of one sort or one qual 
ity : and to show how well this plan has 
succeeded you have only to look into 
the pedigree of our fastest and most 
noted trotters. Thirty-eight horses 
have trotted in 2.18 or better, and of 
this number only three—Hopeful, Ac­
cident and Rarus—have no known 
thoroughbred crosses. Of tbe re* 
inaining thirty-five it can be truthfully 
said that are miscellaneously bred, each 
and every one of them having more or 
less thoroughbred blood either on sire 
or dam’s side, and the grand dims of 
Maud S., record 2.10£ and Jay Eye See, 
record 2.10J, are thoroughbred. These 
are facta, not theories or fancies ; and 
if this kind of breeding produces the 
fastest trotters and we were a breeder, 
we would adopt it, and let all the fine- 
spun theories go to the winds. What 
every breeder wants is success, and the 
best, quickest, and surest plan to reach 
it is the one he should adopt.’

Dry Earh as a Disinfectant.—Dirt 
is so cheap that hardly any one appre* 
ciates its worth aa a disinfectant. Dry 
earth is really one of the most excel' 
lent of all disinfectants, and possesses 
another advantage in that it oan always 
be obtained in any quantity without 
money and without price. Its very 
cheapness is perhaps one reason why it 
is so little esteemed anl employed. 
The character of the earth used is. bow- 
ever, not a matter of no consequence. 
Coarse sand and moist earth are value 
less. To be eflective the earth must 
be fine and dry. Dry, powdered clay 
is perhaps best of all. Dust from tbe 
road is excellent. Dry coal ashes are 
also very excellent. By the free use of 
dry earth, privies, stables and similar 
sources of foul gases and disease pro­
ducing germs may be kept in a perfect­
ly wholesome condition. The applica­
tion of the earth once a week, once a 
month, or two or three times in tbe 
course of the summer, is not, however, 
sufficient. To be effective, it should be 
applied daily, and when the matter to 
be disinfected is large in quantity, 
several times a day.

A good supply of fine, dry earth 
should be kept constantly on hand, 
conveniently near to the place where 
it is to be used. When so good a dis 
infectant is so near, no one can have 
any excuse for tolerating a bad smell 
qpon his premises.—Good Health.

Milk as Food For Children.— When­
ever milk ie used plentifully, there the 
children grow into robust men and 
women. Whenever tbe place is usurp 
ed by tea, we have degeneracy swift 
and certain. Dr. Furgeson, who has 
devoted a large share $>f his attention to 
this subject, has ascertained, from care­
ful measurements of numerous factory 
children, ithat between thirteen and 
fourteen years they grow nearly four 
times as fast on milk for breakfast and 
supper as on tea and coffee, a fact 
which shows the benefit of proper diet. 
No diet is so suitable for growing child 
ren as well cooked oatmeal porridge 
and milk. Owing to its easy digestibj 
lily, it is of equal benefit to invalids, 
more especially dyspeptics, who often 
gain health and pick up flesh at wonder­
fully rapid rate on milk, or milk and 
good bread. Good as cow’s milk is for 
children and invalids, the milk of the 
goat is much better ; and it often hap­
pens that persons will thrive and grow 
■tong on the latter, who oould not di­
gest tbe former. For this reason, 
goats’ milk is largely prescribed by the 
faculty, and would be more so if it were 
more plentiful. Dr. Pye Chavasse 
says : The finest, healthiest children 
are those who for the first four or five 
years of their lives are fed principally 
upon it. He also states that asses’ 
milk is more valuable for delicate in 
fants, goats’ milk for strong ones.— 
Modem Age.

Annapolis Nov 9, ’83. 31 tf About Fires.—Banking up a fire, re­
quires some skill and tuition, but it is 
a valuable acquirement, during illness 
especially, and is well worth tbe house­
wife’s attention in the training of ser­
vants. The fire should be completely 
made up some time before the room is 
arranged for the night, and allowed to 
burn into a solid heart ; then small 
coal, almost coal dust,should be spread 
over tbe top, which has been duly flat* 
tened for its reception. Then over 
this heap up the ashes, and sprinkle 
the whole freely with water. Fuel so 
arranged will continue burning far in 
to tbe night without being stirred, and 
makes also a very silent fire. When 
it needs replenishing, coals that have 
been already put into paper bags bolds 
ing abouta pound may be quietly plao* 
ed on the fire. If tbe coal be of the 
large kind, as that coming from the 
Midlands generally is, a large sized 
lump may be put on with the fingers 
cased in a housemaid’s glove. In either 
ease the invalid is not disturbed. If 
tbe fire is very low, a lump of sugar or 
a dry cork is an excellent reviver.— 
American Cultivator.
