for best managed farms, cither for the whole county (or sub-
division of county), or for cach municipality or parish, in
conformity with articles 111-112-113-114-115-116, and 117
of the revised Regulations of the Council of Agricuiture,
approved of by order in council-dated 19 of January 1391 and
published in the Official Gazette on the 24 January instant,
1891, a copy of which revised regulations is hereto annexed.

2. CompETITORS,~All members of an agricultural society in
district No. 3 have a rigbt to coter their farms for the connty,
municipality or parish farm competition to bo held this year,
in order to be better prepared for the Provincial Competition
of Agrioultural Merit to be held next year.

3. Entrirs.—Applications for blank forms of entries and

parish competitions (sec article 116.)

5. In all counties whern but one Agricultural sosicty cxists
which, consequently, wor.d have a right to a graat of $656
provided the amount of its subseriptions be $§400 or more,the
county prizes must be $100, $60, $40, $30 and $20, making
a total amount of $250.00.

6. In all counties wherc more than one socicty exists, the
total amount of prizes must be as follows : The societies en-
titled to a maximum grant of four hundred and ten dollars
net, should offer prizes to the amouat of one hundred and
fifty six dolars or more; the sceictics entitled to a mazimum
grant of thrce hundred and twenty eight dollars net, chould
offer prizes for a total amount of ene hundred and twenty five
dollars; and lastly those entitled to a maximum grant of twe
huedred and five dollars net, should offer twenty eight dollars
in prizes, or more.

The fourth district shall comprise all that portion north of the
river St. Lawrence west of the county of Portnenf and not com-
prised in the first district (Montreal) already defined, Argenteuil
(part of the Laurentides), Berthier, Champlain, Joliette, 1'As-
somr ion, Maskinong®, Montcalm, Ottawa, Pontiac, St. Maurice,
Ter~bonne (part of the Laurectides), Three Rivers—12 counties
and uivisions) s

The fifth district shall co-nprise the county of Portneuf and the
remainder of the Province north of the Saint Lawrence (Charle-
voix, Chicoutimi, Lake Saint Johun, Montmorency, Portneunf Qué-
bec and Saguenay—1 counties).

3. Next year (1891) the competition of agricoltural merit will
take place in the second agricultural region or district bounded as
above.

That five prizes be offered in
each county for the best kept farms, to wit : $100, $60, $10, $30
and $20, in all $250 subject to the exception in favor of all sub-
divisions of county societies, as regulated by clause 6 of these
regulations ;—3. That these prizes be adjudged according to the
programme adopted for the competition of agricultural merit,
with this difference that farms of 50 arpents and upwards
under cultivation, shall be adwitted in the county competitions ;
4. That no money be %mnted unless the cundidate has gained at
least 60 points out of the hundred allowed.

5. The societies may, if they prefer it, replace the competition
for the best cultivated farms in the county by competitions for
parish or township farms, on such conditions as the directors of
the society shall judge useful, provided, howerver, the total amount
of the prizes offered be at least two huodred and fifty dollars for
all the parishes or towaships of the county.

6. In subdivisions of counties, the total amount of the prizes
shall be in proportion to the total amount of the grant to which
these subdivided societies are entitled ; the societies entitled to a
maximum of four hundred and ten dollars net, should offer prizes
to the amount of one hundred and fifty six dollars or more ; the
societies entitled to a maximum of three bundred aud twenty-eight
dollars net, should offer prizes for a total amount of one hundred
and twenty five dollars ; and lastly those entitled to a maximum
grant of two hundred and five dollars net, should offer seventy
eight dollars in prizes, or more.

7. Any member of an agricoltoral sociely who shall have paid
his subscription of one dollar, and a special additional entry of two
doliars, before the first of May, shall be entitled to compete at the
county competition of agricultural merit; and if ho gains a prize
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in this competition he shall bo entitled to enter free in the follow.
ing year in the provincial competition of agricultural merit, on
complying with the rules concerning such competition. .

IN FORCE ON THE FIRST OF
JANUARY, 1891.

Cdarrer L
The Council.

Arrt. 1. Mgerises.—The regular meetings of the Counctl of
Agricultt r~ are fixed for the last Wednesday of each of the months
of I'ebruary, May and October. .

ART. 2. Convooarions-—The notices convening the meetings
of the Council shall be sent by registered letter to each member
of the Council.

Art. 8. The veterinary surgeons of the Council shall be invited
to attend all the sittings of the Council.

ART. 4. Apmisston—The representatives of the Press are
admitted to the sittings of the Council of Agriculture.

Art, 5. No one can be heard before the Council of Agriculture,
unless he has previously obtained permission.

ART. 6. ELections —The election:. of the officers of the Coun.
cil of Agriculture are held at the October meeting, i each year.

Arr, 7. CoMMITTRES.—At the same m-eting the Council ap.
points the following committees : 1. The Committee on the Com-
petition of Agricultural Merit ; 2. The Committee on Agricultural
Schools ; 3. The Committee on the Journal of Agricalture ; 4.
The Comumittee on the Pedigree Books of the various breeds of
registered animals.

Cuarrer 1.

Commillec and Regulations of Schools.

ART. 8. PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION FOR ADMISSION TO VETHRI-
FARY sCHOOLS.—The Committee on schools is charged with the
duty of holding a preliminary examination of students who wish to
enter the vetermary schools and it is empowered to appoint a dele-
gate to represent it,

ART. 9. THE SECRETARY TO ATTEND THE SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.
—The secretary of the Coancil i8 bound to arrange with the direc-
tors of the Veterinary and Agricultural schools with reference to
the preliminary examinations to be passed by students who are
gravted bursarics. He shall also attend the examinations.

Agr, 10. VISIT TO THE AGRICULTURAL ScBooLS.—The Agrical-
tural schools shall be visited every three months, before the quar,
terly payment, under the special authorisation of the Commissioner,
50 as to encourage the schools and studentsto do their best,
and the report on such visits shall be sent in as soon ns possible
to the Commissioner.

ART. 11. AariouLTuRrAL scuoors.—The Agricultural schools
officially recognized by the Council, shall give eflicient instruction
to their students, and for that purpose shall cultivate, on the prin-
ciples of model furming, o farm of not less than eighty-six arpents.
The suid farm shall have animals of improved breeds and the best
of agriculiural implements. A complete system of agricultural
book-keeping shall be followed.

ART. 12, STUpENTS 1HOLPING Bunsarizs.—Each agricultursl
society in the Province has the privilege of recommending a stu-
dent to the Commissioner for a bursary, and such student shall be
allowed free board and tuition at the agricultural school indicated
tv lum, provided that he complies with the ragulations approved
by the Commissioner for the government of such schools.

ArT. 13, Students allowed burseries have to undergo a two
months’ trial in the schools,and to establish both their capacity and
willingness before being definitively admitted to the privileges of
free bursaries.

AgT. 14, REPORTS OF AGRICULTURAL SCHOOLS.~Each Agricul-
tural school is obliged to transmit to the Commissioner, on or
before the first of September of each year, u detailed report on
everything respecting : 1. The school proper, grounds, buildings,
system of instruction followed ; 2. The name and address of each
of the students, the date of their entering and leaving the school,
the degree of instruction attained hy each of them, the place
where each oue comes from aud where he intends to live whenhe
leaves the school ; 3. The remuneration given to each stude 1t for
his work ; 4. The results of the farming during the rear, as
regards the farm, garden, ammals ete. ; 5. The accounts of the
farm, garden, cattle, etc., for the year ending on the first of April
preceding.

Arrt. 15. Everything which does not directly relate to the ius.
truction given, whether theoretical or practical, shall form the
subject-matter of a special report separate frowm the aunual report.

Ant. 16, GRANT TO AGBIOULTURAL 8CEo0L8.—No grant ghall be
given to Agricultural schools which havenot had an average of at
least ten students during the preceding scholastic year, unless the
Committee on sckools cousider that there are valid reasous for
recommending the payment of the grant or of such portion thereof
a8 they may deem equitable.

Agt. 17, The anuual gratt to each school is $2,000.00 payable
quarterly in advauce, provided sach schools comply, in every res.
pect, with the regulations approved by the Commissioner for their
government, subject to the provisious of the preceding article.

Aur. 18. The Commission on pedigree-books consists of threo
members of the Council of Agriculture and of such specialists as
the Council may appoint to act with them. They select a chair-

3. A golden register for the same breed;

4. A herd-book for the different breeds of sheep),

5. A herd-book for the different breeds of swine ;

Axt. 20. The object of these books is lo assure the maintenance
of the purity of the best types of these various kinds of animals
and 1o contribute to their improvement by judicious and constant
seleclion.

ArT. 21, The organisation, administration and supervision of
1he pedigree-books are centred 1n the Commission ; they order the
grinting of the bulletins and decide fiaally upon ali difficuities and
differences of opinion which may arise. They elect o recording
secretary from amongst their members, whose duty il is lo draw
up the minutes of their meetings. They have power o associate
with thamselves the specialists whose services may be necessavy
for the fullfliment of their dulies.

Agriculiural Socieles, Regulations of e Council,

ART. 51. IRz DISTRIDUTION OF GRASS AND LEGUMINOUS SEEDS.—
The socigties are allowed to give each of their members a premum
in 1he shape of grass or leguminous seeds, provided such premium
in seeds be in all cases purchased wholesale and distributed hy
the society itself and that it ‘foes not, in any case, exceed one
half the subscription of oue or two dollars paid by each mrmber,
including the cost of purchasing and distributing such seeds and
yrovided also that such subscription he made before the 15th of

farch, after which date no premium 10 seeds can be given.

AnrT. 52. PURCHASE OF SEEDS, IMPLEMENTS, &C., &€.—The above
does not prevent agricullural societies from faciltating the pur-
chase by iheir members of grain, and grass seeds, agricultural
imrlements, &c., with the view of promoting agriculture, provided
always that such purchase be entirely paid oul of the special sub-
cription of the members made with a view to such purchase and
without in any way trenching upon 1hs funds of such societies.

ART. 53, PUROHASE AND DIRE OF RtGISTERED BREEDING STOCK —
The societies may, upon application to the Council, obtain permis-
sien to employ a portion or oven the whole of ths moneys of a
soctely in the purchase or hure of registered breeding stock.

ART. 54. A PERMIT TO PURCHASE OR HIRE MUST BE OBTAINED.—

du'y revised by the velerinary surgeon and by the secretary ol the
Council in advance, and with a special view lo such purchase or
hiring.

ALL REMISSIONS OF SUBSCRIPTIONS ARE FORBIDDEN.—~—It is
also forbidden to pay back to the subsertbers of any agricutural
sociely, any portion of the subscripuon made to such society for
the purpose of obtaining the Government grant in fuvour of such
sociely.

Art. 59, Every subscription of over $2.00 by the same member
shall be considered as a free gift 1o the society anid no such excess
or gift can be deemed a subscription entithng the society to the
Gov rnment grant uader arlicle 1668.

ArT. 60. ConTROL OVER THE SOCIETIES,—In order o secure to
the Commissioner and the Lounci the Control of the societies
enacled by arlicles 1659 and 1660 of the Revised Slatutes, the
secretary of every sgnicullural society shall send in to the Com-
missioner, as soon as possibie ofter each meeung of the direc-
tors of the society, a duly certified copy of the resolutions adopted
at such meeting.

ArT. 61. The carrying out by an agricultural society, without
special permission from the Council or the Gommssioner, of any
resolution or measure compalible with the law or the regula-
tions of the Council, exposes such society to lose the whole of the

Ant 62, Journar or AgricuLTurE.—The Journal of Agricuiture
is the organ of the Council, Agricultural and Horlicultural Socie-
tios, as well as Agricultural and Veterinary Schools, are bound to
take cognizance of all the regulations and notices published in 1t
without further notice.

82, SHEEP AND SWINE, —Agricultural societies are further
obhiged to open separate classes for registered sheep and swine,
in their scheme of operations and in their prize-lists for county
and district exhibitions.

The Council of Agriculturo opens pedigree-books for
all breeds of sheep and swine, the progeny of registered ammals
imported into this Province and considered worlhy of registration.

COMUPRTITION FOR TIHOROUGHBRED ANIMALS,— In oxhi-
bitions where prizes are offered for reg stered thoroughbred ami.
mals, no entry shall be accepied by the secrelary of the sociely
until ho has received this regular cerificate proving the registra-
tion of the ammal sought Lo ha entered at such exhimtion.

ART. 85. EXAMINATION OF STALLIONS ENTERED FOR Prizts.— No
stallion can be awarded a prize at provincial, district or county
exhibitions, unless he has previously obtamned a certticate from a
vetermary surgeon approved by the Council that such stallion
15 sound and in every way suitable for hreeding.

Monse nacing.—No horse-race or troling-race shall
be allowed on the grounds during county exhibitions, except fur
the purpose of ascerloining the qualities ol stallions or mares com-
peling for prizes for their progeny,and no moneys belonging Lo agri-
cultural socielios can ba apphel, either directly or indirectly, to
the encouragemant of such amusements.

b. Through its ordinary oflicers as regar.ds all private or public
communications it may have to makn to the representatives of the
syndicates or to the representatives of the fartories syndicated,

3. The association does not pretend to exercise any control over
the intenor management or the financial arrangements of the syndi.
cates : 1t will suflive,if the latter conlorm to the present regulations
to entitle them to be cons dered as having accepted the direction
and superintendence of the association.

4. ‘The direction and superintenddence of the association shall he
exercised with a view to securing, especially in the syndicated
estabhshments :

a A regular altention to the testing of Lhe patrons’ milk in order
to obtain from them mlk of the best qualily, neither skimmed,
nor watered, nor adulterated in any way;

b. A ~ rupulous attention to the general keeping in order of the
factories, and to the maintenance of cleanliness therein;

¢. Good quality and uniformity in the products manufactured ;

d. A uniform system of book-keeping, suflicient to insuro the
exactness aned integrity of the operations of the year wiluch
each factory will have to furmish to the association.

ORGANISATION AND WORKING OF THE SYNDICATES.

1. A syndicale shall be constituted by the associating together
«f creamerics, clieese-factories, or other dairy-establishments to
the number of not fewer than (15) fifleen, or mare than (30) thirty,
it shall have for its aim the spreading over the division in which it
is formed of the best methods of producing milk and of manufactur-
ing dairy products - it may also ain at adopting and exercising all
measures calculated to protect such intere<ls of the patrons and
proprietors as are o the genera! advancement of the dairy-
industry : the proprielors or representatives of the syndic-
ated factories shall for that purpose engage to support belween

8. For special roasons, the association shall be empowered to
allow certain factorics of a division to unite with the syndicats of
a neighbouring division, provided that this permission hinder not
the furmation of 2 syadicate i the former division.

9. The representatives of the factories assoclated into a synds
cate shall name a president, a vice-presudent, and a secretary-trea.
surer, who shaill be the officers of tha syndicate, and whose ad-
dre-ss shall be given to the association ; all offictal correspond: nee
shall be carried out by the medium of Lhe secretary-treasurer

10. At the end of each season, the syamicale shall reader an
exact account, cerlified by ils secretary-lreasurer, of the salary
pad o its inspector, his travelling and other expenses, in direct
relation to lus duties of mspection, such as, lwre of carriages,
ralway and steamboat fures, board, stationery, postage, purchases
of instruments for the wnspector’s use, &c., &c.

1t. As the government grant is given specially for tha service

3. Even the definitive ceriificate of compelence may be with-
drawn by the board uf directors of the associalion from eachinspec-
tor who shall be guilty of a serious breach of the rales,or who, for
any other grave cause, shall be considere® unfitted to discharge

6. If the number of candidales be not sufficient to warrant the
hol ing of the examinations in more than one place, the association
may, oul of tha funds allotted for the purpeses of «h» syndicates,
pay the half of the travelling expenses of the more distant candi-
dates frem Lheir homes to the place of examination.

Sir J. B. Lawes, the
world renowned Experimentalist, shows just such returns, for
many years back,with considerable less fat in the milk, however,
and with cows weighing 1200 Ibs, each; thereforo, consuming
about a half more in daily rations than ours.—So much for
long wianters and cold Quebec.—Au revoir.

AERATION OF MILK.

Duriog the scssion of November 27}, of the Dairymen’s
meeting at Sorel, Mr. MoPherson reminded the convention
that in order to obtain a greater yield from the milk, of supe-
rior quality, it should be aérated after it is drawn from the
cow.—M. Dellicour, (a European, calling himself an Agri-
cultural Engincer), asserted that aération must be injurious

to milk, since, during the mechanical movement it undergoes

in the operation, the microbes existing in the circum-ambient
air would get into it, and cause its deterioration.

growiog of rape. He thought there was a wide fature for
tho caltivation of rape in Ootario. It will grow on any soil
that will produce roots well. Fifty-four acres of rape were
grown at the Guelph farm last year. The ground was sown
to rye in the fall. One portion of this was pastured, the ba-
lance of it was cut and put ioto the silo The ground was
then ploughed and put iato drills twenty-two inches apart,
and tho rape was put down with the turnip drill at the rate
of onc pound of sced per acre. The rape was then cultivated
much after the fashion of turnips. The cultivation did not
cease until the tops had met, The rape was also hand hoed
twice. Onc man went over two acres a day the fivst hoeing,
and three acres a day the second hocing. The rape was a very
fing crop. It answered the purpose of cleaning land just as
well as a summer-fallow. Two crops were therefore grown on
that land during the year, and the land wus thoroughly
cleaned at the same time. Most of the lambs fed upon this
rape were bought in the county of Lanark. They were fat-
tened on the experimental farm at Guelph, and at a hand-
some profit they were then sold to go to Buffalo. The speaker
thought rape could be grown in Lanark as well as at Guelph,
as it was an cxcellent scction for growing roots. He thought
the furmers of Lanark should try raising these lambs so that
they would get $2.00 more per head for them than they were
getting now.

As a Professor at the Ontario College of Agriculture bas,
as will be seen above, taken up the question of growing rape
tobe fed off by sheep, 2 question I have been working at
practically, as well as in my contributions to this periodical,
for the last twelve years, I suppose the subject will attract
some atteotion at last. I beg to add to Mr. Shaw’s deliverauce
that, though rape is all the better for being hoed by man and
horse, broadeast sowing will answer well; and in this pro-
vince, where one man would hoc such a crop, ten would leave
it untouched.

HOW TO DRIVE.

Most people think they know how to drive a horse or team
of horscs, but, as a matter of fact ,few people really know how
to drive, and few horses know how to be driven. The fuult
in toth is want of training. No blame is to be attached to
a horse for not knowing how to be driven. Bad driving, and
wrong habits, resulting therefrom, render horses awkward
and upgainly in their habits and appearance. Many horses
that are perfeotly geatle in the hands of good drivers become
provoked and ill-tempered when drivers who cannot drive get
hold of the reins. Nota few accidents occur in this way,
Not long sinoe, I wasinvited to take a ride with a fricnd who
had recently bought a finc-looking, high-spirited horse. He
thought he could drive, but he could not. 'We should have
had 2 bad smash-up if I had not seized the reins at a critical
woment, T was glad to get on terra firma again, safe and
sound. I only rcgret that I did not frankly tell my friend
that he necded to learn how to drive. I gave him some gentle,
modest hiunts, but feared be thought me impertiment for so
doing. I cven asked leave to drive the horse a short distance,
and found him as nice a driver as I would wish to handle.
High-struog, but well-trained, knowing his business, and only
needing a driver who knew how to manipulate the reins, I
think my fricnd takes the Witness. If so, he will very likely
have a suspicion to whom I refer, I will beg bim not to be
offended at what I have said, but to take the hint, and master
the scicoce and art of driving, o as to manage a truly magni-
ficent horse in snch a way as to show the fine points to the
best advantage, and make it safe to ride behind him.

I have long meditated writing an article on the subject of
driviog, but having recently met with an illostrated one io
that exacllent weckly, The Stack Growers’ Jouraal published
at Miles City, Montana, I will make these few lines introduc-
tory to it, and bespeak for it not a perusal simply, but a care-
ful study on the part of all who are desirous of kaowing how
to drive. LINDENBANK.

There arc various kinds of driving. The expericnced and
the incxpericnced — the scientific and the woscientifio— the
graceful and the ungracefal. There are many ways of hand-
ling the reins, but only onc right and proper way. Driving
is a pleasure. It is very enjoyabls to be bowling along behind

a spavking tcam, if you bappen to be a good driver, and have
thorough command of your horses. This, however, is almost
impossible, unless you know how to handle the * ribbons.”

For the benofit of the uninitiated, thercfore, the following
illustrotions and directions have been compiled :

In driviog you must hold your hauds as in Fig 1, whether }

you have one horse or two :

You must appear to manage your stced without tho sligh. |

test cffeot,

You must lean forward slightly in the ssat, for nothing
looks worse than to sce a driver obliged to thro » back his
head if he pull up suddenly.

‘The hands should be aboat on a level in holding the reins,
Hold the olbows casily, so that they will just olear the hips,

In turniog to the right, the left hand holds the reins, and !

the right hand bears gently, as in Fig. 2.

Hold your whip in your right hand always, upright. (1) But
it is hardly ecver {0 be used. Ilcmember that. A spirited
horse needs no urgiog beyond a touch, which is an indication
of his master's will.

The whip is only to be used freely when the animal refuscs
to obcy. And even then the horse is to be carefully exa-
wined to make sure wothingis wrong with it, making that
*he cause of the horse's fractiousness. Whip always in front
of the pad, upon the foreleg or shoulder.

A pair of borscs scupled too close to the pole will throw out
their hind quarters when stopped suddenly. Both should bo
harn;zsscd s0 that when the relns are crossed they will draw
evenly,

Whes turning to the left advance your right band and
grasp the left-hand rein in the manner indicated in Fig, 3.

Hold the reins firmly enough at all times to keep them
from slippiog, yet lightly, 0 as not to pull on the korse and
thus make him restive,  Train your horse under all circums-
tances to wait until you tell him to go before startig. This
is very important and will save you much aonoyanco, and
porhaps your life,

indicated in figuro 4. There i3 no nccessity of falling back
with your feet in the air, or pulling your hands up to your
cyes in the fashion of some drivers. Simply shorten up the
reins with a turn of the wrist. (1)

ENSILAGE AND SWEDE TURNIPS.

I am aoxious to increase my cows, am undecided as to
B building a silo, and would like advice. The carlicst ensilage
i corn at present grown here will not ¢ ear,” and if some should
form will not glaze, the yicld being in the vicinity of 18 tons
per acre. I can and do grow 18 to 19 tons per acre of Swede
turnips at a cost of about 85¢. per ton. Isa ton of ensilage
made from corn as above described cqual to a ton of Swede
urnips for feeding mileh cows kept for batter purposes ? It
% appears to me that cnsilage is popular only where turnips can-
g not be grown as successfully as here—600 to 800 bushels per
Eacre, E. R. B. .Charlotletown, P. E. I.. [Iodian corn when iu
fall tassel, even before the kernel begins to form, hasa greater
netritive value per ton than Swede turnips, aad the question
is not settled whether there is any increase in the aggregate
amount of nutriment per ton of green corn, after it reaches
pthe full tassel stage, We think that the maturing of the ear
Bsimply changes the form of putriment, and what it gains in
the car it loses in the stalk, or that the aggregate amount of
nutriment, per ton, is not increased. But B.’s question as to
he comparative food value of Swede tarnips and corn ensilage,
t the stage of maturity he mentions, has been decided by
numerous analy..s in favor of the corn. Besides, one point
does not scem 0 be cousidered by B., and that is the liability
Swede turnipe to unfuvorably amect the flavor of the milk,
d butter. Yet it may be said that sour ensilage also affects
he flavor of milk and butter. But wh 1 the ensilage is pro-
perly preserved it is sweot and not liable to this objection.

rhaps we may as well say here that a perfect remedy for
he taint of milk, from {~eding sour eusilage, 2nd also Swede
urnips, is found in heating the milk in a water bath, after
being drawn to 135% F. The temperature fully dissipates any
gsuch taint, and may be applied to cither case. We note the
ateresting statement of B. that Swede taraips oan be raised
n his island at 85o. per ton, which is an astonishingly low
rice, and must result from the lower price of labor with him.

This is as low a cost as ensilage can_be raised and stored for
in the United States, and it 13 no doubt considerably below
the average oost of ensilage, We thiok that B, can rely upon
the value and snocess of ensilage, siloed at the stage of matu-
rity he mentions, and that it will be an important factor in
increasing his milk and butter production.

WEIGHT OF DUNG.

Onc cubio yard of well made and firm dung out out of the
middlé of a dung heap would not weigh more than 15 owts,
Wee should be disposed to think that approximately 1% yards
would run to the ton. The firmest silage will only rva about
56 lb. to the cubic foot, or 13% cwt. to the yard ; and we
think that 15 owt. to the cubio yard of deng is ample. Re-
liable and modern data are wanted, but the weight of a cer-
tain volume of dung must always be a very variable quantity.

THE FEDERAL EXPERIMENTAT: FARMS,
By M. J. A, CaIcoINE.
Mr. President,

From the very first organisation of the Dairymen’s Asso-
ciation of the Province of Quebes, I have followed its labonrs
with the greatest interest and the greatest benefit. The lec-
tures and discussions which have distinguished its meetiags,
and which have been so opportunely published, constitute a
new cpoch in the diffusion of agricultural information in this
country.

At this, the first time of my being present at any of its
deliberations, I feel it my duty to congratulate the founders
of the association on the patriotio enterprise they have uader-
taken ; an enterprise which has been carried out with a deve-
tion and success worthy of all praise.

In spite of my admission to your ranks only dating from
yesterday, you have condescended to ask me to address you.
Flattered as I, of course, am at this mark of your good will,
I still am obliged to solicit your indulgence.

The subject I am about to treat is so vast, and embraces
such a number of details, that it is difficult, not to say-impos-
sible, to find room in an ordinary lccture for a description in
full of the Experimental Farms of the Dominion in all theic
importance and under all their different aspeots.

These cstablishments, of quite recent oreation, bave already
been so largely developed that it would take hours of talk
were I only to sketch before you the operations of the Central
Farm at Ottawa, the one that more specially conoerns us.

My cssay, then, will be limited to the pointing out of cer-
tain striking features, to tracing the chief points of interest
to be met with, and to attrasting your attention to a subject
whioh I shall only skim over. :

I am bappy to think that in striving to extend the reputa-
tion of the Kixperimental Farm established in the suburbs of

he Federal oapital, for the common benefit of the two pro-
vinces of Ontario and Quebeo, T shall meet with the approval
of all the fricnds of progress, and more especially shall Lsccond
the intcations of the Hoa. John Carliog, Minister of Agricul-
ture, who is partioularly desirous of seeing our compatriots
more interested in the object and organisation of this institu-
tion. Mr. Carling, during his long carcer as a public man,
bas always loved and favoured agriculture, and the Experi-
mental Farm his now is most dearly loved work: toit he
devotes not only his official attention, bat also.a great portion
of his leisare. .
Agriculture is essentially a matter of fact business, and
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the further it is removed from the abstract methods of speou-
Iative scienge,the geeater will be the benefits derived from it.{1)
There is nothing positive or defioed in the art of cultivating
the soil ; the various changes of climate and locality govern
cverything conncoted with it ; the inconstaney of the elements,
and the moro or less mysterious oaprices of nature, must all
be reckoned with.

Kxperiments, then, must form the very basis of agricultural
knowledge. All the progress herctofore accomplished is the
fruit of cxperience, and if we wish to convince the farmer of
the value of a8 now process or of the utility of any suggested
improvement, we must refer him to the logic of facts and t
the results obtained from them, :

It is cleav that the different discoveries in the art of agri-
culture are duc to observation,

Before man learaed the art of cultivating the soil, his life
was that of 2 shepherd or grazier. The almost universal wor-
ship of the bovine race in the antique world shows that dai
rying is cocval with the creation.

Among the plants gathered for the food of 1heir fiocks and
herds, the shepherds remarked some, the seeds of which, when
seattered about round their cots, germinated and bore fruit.
Hence, the first ray of light thrown upon thef.ct of reproduc-
tion from sced, followed quickly by the discovery of the
nutritive value of ccreals. Ob:erving that the spots where
their herds had rested were improved in fertility, they learned
the valuc of manure, And <o of the neces:ty of allowing lund
to lie fullew, as wel) a3 of the advantage of a rotation of erops;
both of which were indicated from very carly times by the
evident poverty of land subjected to too frequent oropping,

Ezperimental agrioulture, as loog as it was left entirely in
the hands of private persons, could only produce slow and
partial results, More than onc experimenter has been ruined
by his love of progress, and statesmen have at last come to
feel that it is the duty of the public authorities to bear the
weight of this kind of investigation, so important is it to the
nation. Now, in every country where agriculture is valued
and held in honour, we sec the creation of establishments
devoted exclusively to the making of trials and experiments
for the common good of the agricultural classes.

succeeding crop,
