PRESBYTERY OF TORONTO.

The Presbytery met on the 3rd of Decem-
ber.

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The membeps present boing asked whetber
the lute thanksgiving day had been olisersad,
nnd the collection for the Synod Fund and
Baxten Mission taken up, o)l replied in the
aflicmntive.  The Clerk was instrueted to put
the same question by letter to abaent membets,
A written report of the Committes on the
Collerre Building Fund was given in and read.
It was agreed to reccive “he report, re appoint
the comnittee, instrueting them to corrospond
with congregations, and also instruet the bre.
thren present to xee that the committees ap-
pointed in their several congregations be uru‘w]
to complete the work of taking up subscrip-
tions axroon as possible, .
Report of the Committee on Sehemes of Mis-
sonary  Meetings was given i and read—
Whereapon, uﬂcr'da-lilu-rution, it was agreed
that the report lie ‘on the table till neat meet-
iz but that brethren who are satisfied with
the plan, andare prepared to proceed with the
work may do <o llnrl with; the Clerk to write
to sbsent inembers on this matter,
A schedule of supplies of vacant consrega-
tions and mission stations till neat mecting,

was made ont, but space need not be oceupied

with it in the columns of the Kecord,

A petition signed by 27 students of Knoxs
Colleze, praying that a sum, not less than four
doHars, besides expenses, be allowed to s stu-
dent for each sabbath he may be enployed in
missionary work, during the College Session,
was presented and read,  After deliberation it
was agreed that the prayer of th2 petition be
granted ; and the Clerk was instrueted to write
to the congregations and  stations, now bheing
supplied by students, requesting them to pay
according to the above rate, and that, if there
be any ﬁimculw in this matter, they should
make’ it known before next meeting of Presby-
tery.
‘{lcttcr from Mr. Laing, containing state-
ment of a cage for advice from Highland Creek,
relativeto the adnission of Mr. Crompton asa
communicant was read, and the case consider-
ed. The following motion, after deliberation,
was sgreed to viz, The Presbytery would leave
it to the discretion of the Session at Highland
Creck if they sce fit to admit Mrs, Crom{;lon as
an occasional communicant to the privilege of
partaking of the Lord's Supper, but withowt
putting her name on the cotumunion roll,

The Clerk read extract testimoninl on behalf
of Mr. Thomas Sharp, })mbutiom-r, of the Free
Church of Scotland (signed by James Walker,
Clerk of the Colonial and Contnental Com-
mittee) designating him as « missionary to Ca-
nada, and commending him to the Presbytery
of Toronto.

The testimonial being satisfactory, Mr. Sharp
was received as a missionary of this Chureh.—
Je was reported to the Convener of the Sy-
nod's Home Missionary Committee, and with
his concurrence, Mr. Sharp was aphointed to
labour within the bounds of this Presbytery

OPENING OF BETHESDA CHURCIL

This Church was openced on Salbath the
27¢th October Jast, It s situated on the Haldi
mand or Rice Luke Plains, whose quiet, pictur-
esque seencry hus been so r:lilhfu”_\' delineated
by the celebrated authoress of * The Canadian
Crusoes.”  The congresation that now assem-
ble in the new church were, until recently, de-
pendent on the congregations of B:l!ﬁmorc
and Coldsprings for the supply of public reli
gious ordinanees, but beingt eight miles distant
from cither of these churehes, it was found ne-
cessary to have public worship nearer home.,

The chareh isa neat frame building, with
perch-tower surmounted by tin-covered enpola ;
seated for two hundred hearers, having an ex.
celient elevated site, and  being in al respeets,
with the exception of a few unimportant de-
tails, mml\-llc& atter the chureh at Coldsprings,
Themanagers wisely resolved to build a church
that would accommodate 8 much larger con-
gregation than they now have, and that they
would absolutely fimsh the Luilding before
opening it.  Ilence they are not now looking
hopelessly on  a “ night-capped tower,” or
shivering during public service on a frozen
floor, beneath which and through which the
wintry winds are running riot, or crouching
uncomfortably on tottering, backless boards—
the weak apologies for pews; or looking on a
pulpit or pulpit Bible which accuses them
every Sablbath of a selfish violation of that
holy commandment, *“Let all things Le done
decently and in order.”

The day of opening was exceedingly pro-

itious. “The *still life” of the plains was

roken in upon by what was reckoned there a
crowd of people, namely, between three and
four hundred. & goodly number from Balti-
more and Coldspriugs were present to encour-
age by their presence, prayers and gifts the
new enterprize.  About a hundred hearers
were obliged to remain outside.  The opening
services were commenced by the Rev. Wi,
James Mackenzie, who chose for the theme of
his sermon the mniracle of Clirist at the Pool of
Bethesda, The Rev. Archibald Crawford con.

To deseribe the cir-
ele of the scicnces, be lwought up at the feet
of eome Gamaliel in the depurtments of Classies
or Philosophy, or, in the world's acceptation,
llndt-rsl:lmll all mysteries and all knowledse,
is not desired of you But to graduate in the
school of Christ—to be found sitting at the
feet of Jesus—io master the exeelloney of is
knowledge—to be diligent oud devout Bible
gtudents;—this is what the Lord requireth.—
An intelligent ncquaintance with the material
on which you have to work—the subjects with
whom you have to deal is nlso necessary. They
arcsinful. When after the flood God guzed from
heaven, it grieved him to discover that the im.
agination ofman’s heart,was evil from ns youmt.
Nor were there any redeeming features, It
was,'only evil and that continually.” We
henr much of the guileless innocence of child-
hood. This may suit very well the sentiment
of puctry and the dreams. of romance, or the
claptrap orators of men in high places, who
may be clever statesmen, but “are miserably
flippant nnd shallow Theologinna,  Turn over
the pages in the books citlier of God or of
experience, you will learna far different story.

We go astray from the very womb speahing
liea Loolishnessis bound upin the heart of
achild. Yes—bound up.  How emphatic the
expression—hound up within the volume of
that most mysterious book—tbe heart of a
child; Llotting every Jeaf, rendering it, not as
it wus in the beginuing, a living epistle of God,
but a record of the doetrines and deeds of our
father the devil.

This is your field of operation. Very un-
promising truly ;—tthat which beareth bricrs
and thorns, nigh into cursing”—and if God's
hushandry be not superadded, * whoscend is to
he burned.” This ficld you must. scan, that you
may know how best’ to direct the Gospel

Nough and seatter the incorruptible sved- 'ﬂlc
farmer should know the soil he has to work
upon, before he proceeds to employ the imple-
ments, aud to go through the processes of hus.
bandry.  The physician should know the
patients who solicit hia advice, the nature of
their constitution, and the disease with which
they are affected, ere venturing to apply the
remedy. In like nanner and for simi\nr rea-
sons, the teacher should endeavour to acquire
an intitnate knowledge of the prevalent fea-
tures and faults in every child committed to
his care.

Nor can the teacher be a man of God,
thoroughl; furnished, unless he kcc? steadily
beneath his eye the grand object of his teach-
ing. Itis to work a mighty change on the
head—the heart, and the halitsof every child

Here you see the little
group all ey e and al) car, hanging with breath-
less interest on the lips of the teacher, and
drinking in with avidity the sincere milk of
the Word, There from the restiveness of the
body, the listlessnessof the lovk, youperecive
the ‘entire alsence of interest. There ave some
most worthy and well mearing teachers, who
fail in their” work, in consequence of their not
conveying what they mean in terms suflicient.
1y simple and distinet.  They are ciondy and
circuitous in their mode of expressing them-
selves, They use words not purely Saxon,
which children can best take up, but long
ones imported from forcign vocabuluvies.—
There is a vagueness about their ideas—they |
are seen looming through a mist—or it is
truth scen through a prism, broken up into
fragments, and catching a colouring from the
medium through which it has passed. The
rays are not diffused in their native vividuness,
and entireness, as they durt from the Sun of
Righteousness.

Mare res
cently, autention has been drawn, threugh the
advice of Missionaries of the Free Chutch, now
m Scotland, to Daccea, the chiet city of Enstern
India, containing 200,000 inhabuams, very
favourably circutnstanced for Musionary effort,
and only 250 miles distant from Caicuva. ‘The
Comuuttes have placed large puner in the hands
of the Missiunary, advising hun to consult with
the Rev. Dr. Duff.  Let much prayer ascend, that
the Lord may direct his steps !

The hope of sending a Musonary to Indin
from Canada, though disappoinied i t:.0 case of
Mr. Laing, hasby nomeansbeen renounced. The
Commi'ter have tenson 1o know, that there isno
lack of Missionary spiit among the young Min-
isters and Probationers of the Presbytenian Church
of Canada, and belicve that they will have 1t in
their power, ere long, to recommend the appoint-
ment uf & Go-adjutor to Mr. Stevenson, {rom the
Roll of the Canadian Synod.

Mcantime, the Commitiee, anzious to avord
prcuniary difficeities, look to the Church for a
Collection much larger 10 amount than those of
former years. lu their plans and pracedure, they
have duly regarded the circumstances of the
Church, have avoded heavy eapenses, incurred
no debt—and have refrained from making an ap-
peal, at one time contemplated, for a special
subscription to definy the united expeoses of
owfit and pa-eage, in order 1hat votlung might
interfere with the subsciiption for College Build-
mgs now occupying the attention of the Church.
Nu one can ailege, that the claimns uf the Foreiga
Misaion have been tnduly nrged, to thedeprecias
t1en or injusy of other ¢ ffortn 1n which the Syaod
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is engaged. ‘The Commtteo do no more than
bare juaiice to therr clmme, in subimnting the
following considetations,

(1). At atime when the Preavyterian Church
of Cunnda wns small, and weak and stimgeling

(3). ‘T'he Support of a Foreign AMtssion, if ithe
conducted with ordmmy pradence, would not
ovenask the Chuteh, orinjure in any degree the
intereata of the Home Mission, or tha Theatogical
Callege.  The Chnstian heart hag roon for all
these objecta—ronm for ulf that promotes the
gloty ol Christ.  Nor do we fear the exhaustion

TIHE SPIRIT OF JMISSIONS IDENTICAL
WITH TRGE ANi7 LIVING CHRISTIA-

NITY.

The time was, and it isnot long past, when
it was necesaary even in Churelr Courts, to
make an apology for Christian missions, to de-
fend them from the sneers of the scoffing, and
from the opposition of these who regarded
them as something new, and unecalled for.—
Most of our readers will have heard of the
venerable minister who called out in the Ge-
neral Assembly of the Church of Scotland,
¢ rax me the Bible, when abont to defend the
missionary cause from the attacks of those who
were opposed to it.  We have reason to be
thankful that a very beneficial change has now
come over the mind of the Christian commu-
nity generally, so that prafessing Christians in
general are ready to admit that missions are a
goad thing, and that it is the duty of & church
to cngage in missionary work. But still there
are great misconeeptions on this subjeet. Many
look upon missions as something by them-
selves, something apart from religion itself,
something in regard to which people may be
ina measure indifferent aud yet be no less
Christians.  Now it should be remembered
that missions are identical with the spirit of
true Christianity, that they are inseparalle
from it, and that no true, enlizhtened Chris-
tian ean be indifferent to the missionary cause.
To make this more apparent we would remark,
1, That true Christianity is essentially active,
1t is not like & stone, or clod, which may be
leftin a garden or ficld, and which will re-
main the same from day to day and from sca-
son to scaton. RBut it islike a living secd,
which will germinate and grow up, saud bring
forth fruit. It is not a mere theory or a miere
act of opinions which a man may adopt, and
kecp to himself, unless to defend them when

mueh fruit of Cheistian zeal from the man to .

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they are assailed.  Bot it is a living principle,
which will, and must influence the individual
in whota it is Jodged.

ereatures will be one of the chief ohjeets to
which hiz renewed sonl will Jook, and for
which he will labour and pray.

2, The professed followers of Christ are not
Teft in doubt as to their duty in this particular,
The will of their Lord and Master is explicitly
made known to them, e has eapressly com-
manded his diseiples to preach the gospel to
every creature. There can be no question as
to duty. It is plainly announced. It is bind.
ing upon all who regard the authority of our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. It can be re-
nounced only by such as are prepared to give
up the service of the Redeemer.  Can any say
then that the eause of missions isa matter about
which they canbe indifferent 2 If there are such,
they are hbouring under a gross delusion.~—
If there are such, it is nceessary for them to
examine well the foundations of their own
hope and fuith; lest they find out, when too
late, that they have never been gincere in the
Jove and service of the Redeemer.

The cause of missions is thus in accordance
with the real nature of true religion, and in
accordance too with the high commands of
Christ,  Let it be dear to the heart of every
sincere  Christian, Tt it be  regarded
as identified with a pure and holy
Christianity, aud let all seck to be missions-
ries in their own sphere, and to be at the same
time helpful in promoting the good work
amongst those, who are still Jiving without
God, and without Christ, and without hope in
the world.

We do not doubt the substantinl aceuracy of
the misssonnry’s epinjon, which is shared in,
we believe by cvery enlightened friend of
Indin.

than ditlicult,  The Church may rest assured
that it will severely test her zeal amd perse.
verance.  There have been more than ten ceu.
turies of neglect and slothfulness, and the
Church has no right to expeet that an evil of
80 long standing will be remediedin a day.
The fabric of Indian superstition has been ages
in Luilding, and it cannot be that a few years
will suftice to overturn it.  But whether In.
dia’s delivernnce—the great cxodus of the
Hindu people from the Brahminical Pharaoh—
be nigh athand, or whether it be far off, our
duty isthe ssme.  We must continue the con-
flict jand we must bring, if possible, larger
forces into the ficld. And the issne is the
same— cqually certain and cqually glorious,
whether near or distant.  The day of India's
fill evangelisation will come, and our hope of
of its coming noways rests on appearatices,
however tlattering, but on the sure promise of
God, and on the glorious reign o{' our Re-
deemer ; and our hopes thercfore are as strong
in the night of discouragement as in the full
noon of progress and sicess.

But it would be wrong not to acknowledge
God's goodness in what has been already done
towards the evangelisation of this Jand. It is
the more incumbent on us to do this, when we
consider how disproportionate and insignifi-
cant huve beenthe means employed.  ‘I'ruly
God has been pleased to mgnify his own
power, and to prove the wondrous efficacy of
the gospel, by seattering the darkness with an
inatrumentality apparently so feeble and so in-
adequate. And the progress made is absolute
1y, and in itself considered, by no means small,
A new spirit has been largely introduced, wé
believe, into native society in India, The old
stagnancy and torpor h.ve Leen broken up.
Mind hasbeen put in motion, Idolatry, though
wearing much the same outward aspect, at
least to the eye that does not look below the
surface—though still Loasting its castes, its
temples, its festivals, its crowds of pilgrims,
and thongh still venerated as a divine and im
mortal system by too many, alas! Ly the mt’
Jions of Indin—hae, we are well assured, becn
smitten at the root. Casteis loosening, the
temples are mouldering,the festivals are every
year celebrated with less of pomp, and are
gradually exchanging their chavacter of de-
votion for that of a mere holiday exhibition,
Scepticism has come, and isacting ns a solvent,
just as it did before the downfull of paganism
in the Roman Empira.  Buta letter. even

reconstructive influence isat work in India, and
in the shape of Bibles, tracts, schools, and
sermong, has deposited  the good seed which
will not die in many of the cities, the villuges,
and in even the rura) hamiets and distriets of
that land.  What a Wleased event for the world
when  India shall have torn the last Bralimini-
el fetter from hee arm : aind when that gorgeons
land, with ita noble seenery, its teeming ricies,
and it+ subtle, penetrating, and many tongued
people, shall have become the Lord’s!

She was out of hearing,
poor thing, and breathed her lastina few
minutes.  We have good eause to hope that
she did look to Jesus.”

o f{e visited all the larze cities, and zome of
the prineipal towns of the provinees through
which he passed.  During his journey he sue-
ceeded in drawing around him, at the door of
the ditferent inns where he st0|l\pctl to pass the
night, 2 number of rezpectable persons, and
others, to hear his converaations on the pure
faith of Christ—the necessity of embracing it,
and the condemnation that awnaits all those
who follow the false doetrines of Rome, *All
that I told them, -the agent states, ‘ produced
such a profound sensation, that many ef them
exclaimed aloud, What man is this? from
whenee has he come? we have heard such
truths from him as we never before were told
in our lives’

« On arriving in the various cities, the agent

roceeded to call for his Protestant friends,
and for others whom he knew to befriendly to
the cause of evangelism. By all, without a
single exception, he was most cordially and
warmly reccived, and his mission most tho-
ronghly approved of and appreciated. A
number of those individuals were persons of
high standing and influence; and n!l seem
stirred up to promote, by every means in their
gowur, tKo progress of pure gospel traths in
Spain,

«The following circumstance is worthy of
special notice :—During a stay of ten days in
a provincial city, the nzent was visited by no
fewer than sixty individuals each day, to hear
from him the truths of the gospel, ~ Many of

these were of the most respectable and distin- |

guished classes of the city, ¢ such as, the agent
states, ¢ doctors, lnwyers, ecelesinatins, officers
of the line, of the garrison, and of the na-
tional militin and_civil guards, and persous
employed in high public situations. In some
of these reunions, especially at one of them,
at which a highly respectable English Chris-
ian gentleman attended, those present ac-
Ynowledged that what they had heard was the
ure faith of Christ and his holy truths frec
rom all error. The preacher wept, and many
wept with lim, while he pressed the gospel
upon them, and assured them there was no
salvation or hope of eternal life but in the
faith of tiie gospel.

«These discourseshad a profound effect.—
The entire audience on one occasion confessed,
with one accord, their grief in having lived so
many years in the belief of a_religion so to-
tallyo pposed to the pure-faith of Christ, and
that it had ruined their souls, and made them
the slaves of Satan. After having been as-
sured by the preacher of the merey of Christ
in pardoning sin, they scemed to obtain the
confidence that their sins would be pardoned
through faith which is in Christ Jesus.

« This remarkable circumstance was not per-
mitted to passover unnoticed in the city where
it happened. The encmies of the truth were
excited to the greatest fury, and pressed the
civil authorities to punish the proselytizing
offender.

The simple facts of the case are,
that & controversy having srisen in the church
at Antioch, concerning the Mosaic Jaw, instead
of settling it among themsclves as an indepen-
dent Lody, they referred the case to the apos
tles and clders at Jerusalem, and there it was
authoritatively decided, not for that church
only, but for all others,  Paul, therefore, in his
next missionary journey, as he * pussed through
the cities, delivered to them,” it is said, “ the
decrees for to keep, which were ordained of
the apostics and clders which wercat Jerusa.
lem” Acts xvi, 4. It matters not whether
the authority of that Council was duc to the
inspiration of its chicf members or mot. It is
enough that it had authority over the whole
Church, The several congregations were not
independent, but were united under one com-
mon tribunal.—Hodge.

In the evening of the 5th of November, 1854,
after the elorious victory of Inkernan, there
was found in the enclosure formed by the tents
of our brave Allics a Jargre number of killed
and wounded ; the Russians were the most nu.
merous. ‘The English had already collected
theirs, and were hielping the French to raise
their soldicrs who had fallen on that bloody
fiell. The carth was strewed with corpses.
Same of the faces seenied ta smiile, some seemed
to sleep, others looked fierce, some had receiv-
d the mortal blow whilst in the act of teating
the cartridge, and still remained kneeling, con-
vulsively grasping their weapon; the arms of
fome W ¢ raised, as if they sought even in dy-
ing to deal & Llow, or as if they were uttering
aprayer with their last breath. The wind
blew strongly, and the moon, darikened ev
now and then by thick clouds, burst forth at

seetning to reanimate the long rows of dead
